PUBLIC HEARING - to consider a Variance request to the City of Hiawatha, City of Unified Development Code, Chapter 165.16:7C4, a variance to allow a 10ft. interior setback in a C-ORS District.  Hall and Hall Engineers is requesting the variance for PCRK Limited Partnership located at 480 N 18th Ave., Hiawatha, IA.
Public Hearing Opened At 6:04 p.m.
Vice Chair Christina Goodman asked if there were any written or verbal comments. Jennifer Goerg stated that there was one written comment from Honkamp and Krueger & Co., P.C.. She read the letter aloud.

2.) If Crilley Law Firm or Twisters Gymnastics ever gets sold, leased or changes use, the variance will be void and will revert back to current code.
