REGULAR MEETING

February 21, 2012
Meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Chairperson Patrick White in Conference Room B at 101 Emmons St. Members present were Patrick White, Troy Andersen, Gary Casady, Beverly Daws, and Charlie Fridal. Also present was Water Superintendent Carl Ransford, Water Systems Supervisor Marty Recker, Al Frey from First Construction, Dan Schmidt from Brain Engineering, Engineer Loren Leach and Water Clerk I Deb Larson.  Roll was called.

Charlie Fridal moved the approval of the agenda. Troy Andersen seconded.  Motion Carried.

Troy Andersen moved the approval of the consent agenda: January 2012 meeting minutes, financial report, and bills. Beverly Daws seconded. Motion Carried.
BUSINESS:
Water Line at Turtle Creek Pines
Ransford introduce Al Frey and Dan Schmidt and explained where Al Frey wanted to put water main at Turtle Creek Pines. Ransford had pictures and a map to show the board where the propose water line was and where it was if it went down Todd Hill Road.  Gary Casady ask about the size of the drainage ditch which the propose water line would have to go through. Al Frey said they could fill it in more. Al Frey said they would change the lot size of easement and limit the utility easement if the board would approve this change. The board held a discussion about which way to allow the water main to go. Board members took into consideration the trees in the area.  It seems that no matter which place the water main is installed there would be trees. The board requested that Al Frey have a letter of agreement made up about the out lot and utility easement. 
Fridal made a motion to allow Al Frey to put the water main through the out lot and proposed utility easement as long as they change the lot size and limit the utility easements. Andersen seconded the motion. Motion was carried. 
Amending Fix Charges
Ransford explained the updates to the fix charges.  Hydrant meter charges and bulk water sales have been added to the fixed charges list and then theft of water has been taken out of the rules and regulations and put on the fix charges list.
Daws made a motion to pass Resolution 06-12 Amending Fix Charges. Fridal seconded the motion.

Budget 2012-2013
Ransford explained that we had to enter the amount of $106,234.00 for our maintenance program in a different spot on the budget, but the bottom line remained the same. 
High Service Pump at Iron Plant
Ransford explained how they had budgeted to replace the service pumps at the iron plant. Recker explained how the prices work out and the different pumps and how they would be placed at the iron plant. Ransford had pictures so the board members would have a better idea. 
White made a motion to have a resolution made up for the new high service pumps at the next meeting. Fridal seconded the motion. Motion was carried.
Superintendent’s Report
Ransford and the board had a discussion about Well #5 and Well #4. Ransford said that next month he was going to bring more info about getting Well #4 up and running.
Paper work has to be filed through the IDNR in order to change the size of our high service pumps at the Iron Plant.  Ransford has asked Loren Leach to file these papers.
Ransford has spoke with everyone who has antennas on our water tower about removing them before we start repainting the towers but, we are still waiting to hear from Utility Service Company on a start date. 
Ransford said he will refigure the maintenance program numbers and have them at the March meeting. White has been doing some figuring and said if they use the numbers they have been talking about, the figures come up short.
