Prairiewoods Franciscan Spirituality Center-120 East Boyson Road- Revised Site Plan

Commission members reviewed the additional information provided by Prairiewoods Franciscan Spirituality Center regarding the installation of solar panels. Sister Helen  spoke of the benefits of solar panels and slight modification to the configurations. The installation of the panels will be in two (2) phases. The first phase will consist of 40 modules (i.e., solar panels). Each module is 32.5 inches by 62 inches. The 40 modules will be arranged in ten columns with four modules in each column. The array for Phase I then will be 52 feet long. 
Phase II of the project will consist of 50 modules arranged on 13 columns and extending an additional 68 feet. The second phase will be added on the west end of the first array. Alternately, a second row of panels could be placed 15 to 20 feet south of the first array. 

City Engineer, Dick Ransom; Community Development Director, Mark Powers and Water Superintendent, Carl Ransford have reviewed and recommend the revised site plan for Prairiewoods Franciscan Spirituality Center.
