The Board discussed Tower Terrace’s request to allow travel trailers at Tower Terrace Manufactured Home Park.  After much discussion the board decided they did not want to allow travel trailers due to issues that occurred last year with water meters being moved from one travel trailer to another and the loss of funds to the Water Department during this process.  As part of the Water and Sewer Agreement, Tower Terrace Manufactured Home Park is for residential customers and does not include intransient use. There is also a section that states residents can be terminated for failure to pay properly billed charges.  The park does not enforce this rule therefore not abiding by the Water and Sewer Agreement between the Water Department and Tower Terrace.  
Fridal made a motion allowing Carl to write a letter to the City Council denying Tower Terrace’s request to have travel trailers.  Brewer seconded.  Motion was carried. 
Superintendent’s Report:
Well #8 is back online after 2 good bacteria samples.  
Water Board discussed what they would like to do with landlords that do not want to put the RVS system in their property that has more then one water meter and only one service line. Fridal recommended making the RVS system installation a city ordinance.  Ransford will be speaking with the City Clerk.  

Fridal moved to adjourn meeting at 7:40pm.  Casady seconded.
