The Hiawatha Planning and Zoning Commission met in regular session on July 30, 2012. Chairperson, Dale Schroth called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. Don Mohler stated that he didn’t believe that it would be Kirkwoods responsibility to repair the road. Dick Ransom then stated that because Kirkwood will be adding to the issue, it should be a joint venture to repair it. Dick Ransom went on to say that the city is not putting any conditions on the approval; it was only a suggestion to Kirkwood that it be repaired. Todd Happel intervened by saying that Kirkwood does not have any issues with repairing the road and will work with the city to fix it.

Mark Ross then asked if this would have any effect on the traffic on Boyson Rd.  He went on to say that there are already rush hours traffic issues in that location and wondered how many students would add to the traffic situation. Dick Ransom stated that there would be an increase in the traffic in that area however, the traffic would be spread out though the day, not all at once. Monica Davis then stated that there would be approximately five hundred students at the facility throughout the day. She stated that there would be college students and also high school students who would be bused in from local area high schools.
