I am attaching statistical information for March 2019, and for the first quarter of 2019. There is quite
a bit there in several different formats.

For the month of March:

We responded to 142 calls for service.

737 members responded on 190 units responded to 114 calls for service for an average
response of just under 6 2 members per call. There were 92 medicals calls, 3 fire calls, and
19 service or alarms calls. Members spent a total of 295 hours actually responding on calls.
As you can see from the attached spreadsheet, the numbers are down a little this month. We
have several members who were injured or working out of town.

Of those, 88 calls were in town and 5 in the township. 10 were to Shellsburg or Palo. 8 were
mutual aid to Area Ambulance, and 3 were mutual aid to other fire departments. In February
we assisted Area 29 times, so 8 is a substantial decrease. We continue to routinely assist
Cedar Rapids on structure fires throughout the month. More and more a regional approach
to is going to be important to maintaining a high level of service delivery. I've had many
conversations with Chief Smith, the new CRFD Chief and these mutual aid responses will
continue.

The day shift had 52 calls. Duty Crews 5 was the busiest volunteer crew with 14 calls for
service. Duty Crew 6 was the slowest at 8 calls.

39 members completed a total of 285 hours of training.

1 fire inspection was completed. This was a planned slow down as both inspectors had time
off and there were re-inspections to catch up with.





Here is a list of other activities for March 2019:

® March 1 ] attended a “Sound The Alarm” meeting at the Red Cross in preparation for the
Smoke Detector event. I also had the opportunity to make a commercial with Chiefs Krebil
from Marion, and Chief Hopper from CR.

® 1 took about two days at the beginning of the month to archive all the data from our
previous reporting system (Firechouse Software) and completely move it off their server. We
had maintained that server for several years so that we could access the data. There is no
longer a need to immediately access it.

e Throughout the month we conducted interviews for a new class of volunteers. We have 10
people we are going to extend invitations to join and begin the pre joining process.

e We have been frustrated with our copier machine. It was malfunctioning; Marco would
come repair it, it would work for two days, and then malfunction again. They gave us a
loaner for about two weeks, and rebuilt ours completely. It is back and now functioning.
We use our copier/scanner a lot, especially for ambulance billing and it was very inefficient
to drive to City Hall daily to use their scanner. We are glad it is fixed. Because we are on
lease contract there was no cost, but the technician said the cost was over $4,500.

e For medical training in the month of March, we went to the simulation lab’s at Kirkwood.
The labs provide an opportunity to hands on training in a varety of settings. It improves
both skill and teamwork.

e  Fire training was a operations review of technical rescue situations including confined space,
trench rescue, and water rescue. We provide very basic services in those areas, and rely on
Cedar Rapids for Mutual Aid. Technician level operations in this area would be costly both
in terms of equipment and training. This is another example of a regional approach to
service delivery.

e Additonal paramedics completed both adult and pediatric advanced life support classes in
March.

® I have met two more times with Chief’s from Monroe Township and Robins regarding
automatic aid. We intend to bring the agreement to you in May.

® I worked with Tim Hofferber, a former member, to teach First Aid at a Merit Badge
University for the Scouts on March 30t

Re: Amend the Hiawatha Electrical Code to comply with State of lowa 103

Background:

We have recently been informed by the State Electrical Inspector the City of Hiawatha is out of compliance with State
mandates for the adoption of an acceptable electrical code. (letter attached). The issue is related to the allowance of a sump
pump receptacle in residential construction without the installation of ground fault protection. The model code adopted by
the State of Iowa requires any receptacle next to a source of water to be GFCI protected.

The City of Hiawatha and neighboring jurisdictions allowed the unprotected receptacle for sump connections because of the
flooding issues which could be more dangerous and damaging. A tripped GFCI would turn off sump pumps without notice
to the owner and allow significant damage before being discovered.

157.08 RECEPTACLES. The Hiawatha Electrical Code is hereby amended by adding an additional
exception to Section 210.8 (4) (5) of the National Electrical Code, which shall read as follows:

Exception No. 2 to (5). The sump pump receptacie shall not be required to be GFCI protected.
A single receptacle supplying a permanently installed sump pump, providing that the sump pump
receptacle is permanently and clearly labeled “for sump pump use only” and providing there is
at least one GFI protected duplex receptacle available for use within the room or area in which
the sump pump receptacle is located.

The State believes the danger from electrocution is more life threatening than potential water damage from a non-
operational sump pump. They claim the technology has advanced in the manufacturing of GFCI ,s. In additional “alarm”
GFCI units have been made available on the market if notice is critical.

Our neighboring cities have changed their codes as required by the State or are in the process of doing so. The change has
been supported by the electrical contractors in the area.

Recommendation:

Staff and counsel recommend deleting this exception in our electrical code to align with the State mandate. It will cost $20
to $50 more for the electrical installation and it could include an alarm. Removing the exception will provide an extra level
of safety that is recommended by the national model code and by the State of Iowa. This code change would remove
Hiawatha Code Section 157.08 in its entirety:.





Pat,

Thank you for your time on the phone today to discuss the States concerns on how the City amended the National
Electrical Code (NEC) by amending out GFCI protection on sump pumps.

When the Electrical Examining Board Adopts the NEC it establishes the minimum wiring standards for the entire State.
Political Subdivisions can be more restrictive but cannot be less restrictive. After reviewing the cities adopted
amendments and discussing them with legal counsel, it has been determined your amendment on exempting GFCI
protection for sump pumps is less restrictive.

The technology that goes into the GFCls on the market today is very reliable. If the GFCl is tripping, there is a reason it is
tripping. Most likely the pump is starting to go bad and needs to be replaced. If there are concerns about the GFCI
tripping and owner not knowing that it is tripped, auditable GFCls can be installed. These GFCls will beep when the GFCI
trips to alert the owner.

Below is some wording out of lowa Code 103 and the Administrative Rules supporting our concerns. To make the
electrical code adoption process easier for cities, a city can just make a reference to the State Adopted Electrical Code in
their ordinance. This way every 3-years when the State adopts newest version of the NEC, cities do not have to go back
and change their ordinances.

lowa Code 103.6 POWERS AND DUTIES.

1. The board shall:

a. Adopt rules pursuant to chapter 17A and in doing so shall be governed by the minimum standards set
forth in the most current publication of the national electrical code issued and adopted by the national fire
protection association, and amendments to the code, which code and amendments shall be filed in the offices
of the state law library and the board and shall be a public record. The board shall adopt rules reflecting
updates to the code and amendments to the code. The board shall promulgate and adopt rules establishing
wiring standards that protect public safety and health and property and that apply to all electrical wiring which
is installed subject to this chapter.

BOND DISCLOSURE POLICY
City of Hiawatha, lowa
Approved: , 2019

Article 1
General Overview

Section 1.01. Purpose. This Bond Disclosure Policy ("Policy") of the City of
Hiawatha, Iowa (the "City") is intended to ensure that the City efficiently carries out its
primary (offering) and secondary (continuing) disclosure obligations with respect to
Securities it issues or guarantees pursuant to Rule 15¢2-12, as amended (the "Rule"),
promulgated under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended.

Section 1.02. Background. The Rule prohibits underwriters from purchasing
bonds, notes or other obligations for resale to private investors unless the issuer provides
an official statement and contractually promises to provide specified disclosures as
required in the Rule. To facilitate compliance with the Rule, each issuer must enter into a
continuing disclosure agreement ("Disclosure Agreement(s)") with the purchaser or
underwriter in connection with each new issuance of Securities, thereby creating a
contractual promise on behalf of the issuer to provide the market with these disclosures.
The City is responsible for ensuring that all disclosure documents contain accurate
information. The SEC has asserted that, under Rule 10b-5, "disclosure documents used
by municipal issuers, such as official statements, are subject to the prohibition against
false or misleading statements of material facts, including the omission of material facts
necessary to make the statements made, in light of the circumstances in which they were
made, not misleading."

Section 1.03. Securities Subject to the Rule. Various offerings of Securities are
fully or partially exempt from the continuing disclosure provisions under the Rule.
Offerings with an aggregate original principal amount of less than $1 million ("Small
Offerings"), offerings sold prior to July 3, 1995 ("Old Offerings") and offerings sold by
an issuer directly to investors without using a broker, dealer, or municipal securities
dealer as an underwriter or placement agent ("Direct Offerings") are entitled to certain
exemptions from all continuing disclosure provisions under the Rule, unless the City
voluntarily agrees to provide continuing disclosures for an otherwise exempt offering.

Disclosure Agreement entered into after February 27, 2019.

Section 1.04. Definitions. In addition to the terms defined above, the following
capitalized terms shall have the following meanings:





(A)  "Annual Reports" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 4.01 of this
Policy.

(B)  "Disclosure Coordinator" means the individual designated in Section 2.01
of this Policy.

(C)  "Disclosure Counsel" means legal counsel (which may be bond counsel
retained under separate engagement for a series of Securities) engaged for the
purpose of assisting the City in meeting its primary and secondary market
disclosure obligations.

(D) "EMMA" means the Electronic Municipal Market Access system of the
MSRB. Information regarding submissions to EMMA is currentiy available at
http://emma.msrb.org/.

(E)  "Employee" means any person who, as part of his or her employment, has
regular responsibility for the administration of matters related to Securities and
Financial Obligations.

(F)  "Financial Advisor" means a municipal advisor engaged for the purpose of
assisting with the City’s structuring and sale of Securities and incurrence of
Financial Obligations.

(G)  "Financial Obligation" means a (i) debt obligation'; (ii) derivative
instrument entered in connection with, or pledged as security or a source of
payment for, an existing or planned debt obligation; or (iii) guarantee of (i) or (ii).

By way of further explanation of the definition:

a. The term Financial Obligation is intended to distinguish debt, debt-like,
and debt-related obligations (which could impact the City’s liquidity,
overall creditworthiness, or an existing Securities-holder’s rights) from
ordinary financial and operating obligations incurred in the normal
course of City operations.

b. The term Financial Obligation shall not include Securities as to which
an official statement has been provided to the MSRB consistent with the
Rule.

SEC guidance as of the date of the policy indicates the term "debt obligation" includes, but is not limited to:
(1) any short-term or long-term debt obligation of the City under the terms of an indenture, loan agreement
or similar contract; (2) a direct purchase of municipal securities of the City by an investor; (3) a direct loan
to the City by a bank; and (4) generally, lease arrangements entered into by the City that operate as a
vehicle to borrow money. The City should analyze each "Financial Obligation" upon the facts and
circumstances in accordance with the Rule, and any subsequent guidance thereunder by the SEC.





c. The term Financial Obligation includes lease arrangements entered into
by the City that operate as vehicles to borrow money, e.g. create an
obligation to repay borrowed money over time under the terms of a
lease equivalent to a similar obligation incurred under the terms of an
indenture, loan agreement or similar contract, but does not include lease
arrangements that are not vehicles to borrow money (e.g. operating
leases) which do not represent competing debt of the City.

d. A "derivative instrument"” includes a swap, security-based swap, futures
contract, forward contract, option, any combination of the foregoing, or
any similar instrument to which the City is a counterparty, designed to
hedge against the risks of a related debt obligation, as opposed to such
vehicles designed to mitigate investment risk.

(H)  "Fiscal Year" means the fiscal year of the City, beginning on July 1 and
ending on the following June 30.

(I "Listed Event" means any of the events listed in Exhibit A of this Policy.

(J)  "MSRB" means the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board or any other
Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board by the Rule.

(K) "Official Statement" shall have the meaning set forth in Section 3.01 of
this Policy.

(L)  "SEC" means the United States Securities and Exchange Commission.

(M)  "Securities" means any securities 1ssued by, or whose payment is
guaranteed by the City, that are subject to the Rule.

Article 11
Key Participants and Responsibilities

Section 2.01. Disclosure Coordinator. By adoption of this Policy, the City hereby
appoints the Finance Director to act as the Disclosure Coordinator hereunder.

Section 2.02. Responsibilities. The Disclosure Coordinator is responsible for the
following tasks:

(A) reviewing and approving all preliminary and final official statements
relating to the City’s Securities, together with any supplements, for which a
Disclosure Agreement is required (each, an "Official Statement"), before
such documents are released, in accordance with Article I1I below;

serving as a "point person" for personnel to communicate issues or
information that should be or may need to be included in any disclosure
document;

consultants assisting the City, in the preparation and dissemination of
disclosure documents to make sure that assigned tasks have been completed
on a timely basis and making sure that the filings are made on a timely
basis and are accurate;

in anticipation of preparing disclosure documents, soliciting "material”
information (as defined for purposes of federal securities law) from
Employees identified as having knowledge of or likely to have information
of Listed Events under Article I'V or relevant to Disclosure Agreements;

maintaining records documenting the City's compliance with this Policy;
and

ensuring compliance with training procedures as described below.

The responsibilities of the Disclosure Coordinator to make certain filings with the MSRB
under Articles IV (Annual Report Filings) and V (Listed Event Filings) may be delegated
by contract to a dissemination agent, under terms approved by the City Council.

Article 111
Official Statements

Section 3.01. Review and Approval of Official Statements. Whenever the City
issues Securities, an Official Statement may be prepared. Each of these Official
Statements contains information relating to the City’s finances. The Disclosure
Coordinator (with advice from Bond Counsel. any retained Disclosure Counsel, and/or
Financial Advisor) shall have primary responsibility for ensuring that all such






information is accurate and not misleading in any material aspect. The Official Statement
may also include a certification that the information contained in the Official Statement
regarding the City, as of the date of each Official Statement, does not contain any untrue
statement of material fact or omit to state any material fact necessary to make the
information contained in the Official Statement, in light of the circumstances under
which it was provided, not misleading. When undertaking review of a final or
preliminary Official Statement, the Disclosure Coordinator shall:

(A) review the Official Statement to ensure: (i) that there are no material
misstatements or omissions of material information in any sections, (ii) that
the information relating to the City that is included in the Official Statement
is accurate, and (iii) that when necessary the information relating to the
City has been reviewed by a knowledgeable Employee or other appropriate
person;

(B)  draft, or cause to be drafted, for the Official Statement descriptions of (i)
any material current, pending or threatened litigation, (ii) any material
settlements or court orders and (iii) any other legal issues that are material
information for purposes of the Official Statement; and

(C)  report any significant disclosure issues and concerns to the City Council
(with advice, as necessary, from Bond Counsel, retained Disclosure
Counsel, if any, and/or Financial Advisor).

Section 3.02. Submission of Official Statements to City Council for Approval.
The Disclosure Coordinator shall submit all Official Statements to the City Council for
review and approval. The City Council shall undertake such review it deems necessary,
following consultation with the Disclosure Coordinator, Bond Counsel, retained
Disclosure Counsel, if any, and/or the Financial Advisor to fulfill the City Council's
responsibilities under applicable federal and state securitics laws.

Article IV
Annual Report Filings

Section 4.01. Overview. Under the Disclosure Agreements the City has entered
into in connection with certain of its Securities, the City is required each year to file
Annual Reports with the EMMA system. Such Annual Reports are generally required to
include: (1) certain updated financial and operating information as outlined in each
Disclosure Agreement, and (2) the City’s audited financial statements. The documents,
reports and notices required to be submitted to the MSRB pursuant to this Policy shall be
submitted through EMMA in an electronic format (searchable PDF), and shall be
accompanied by identifying information, in the manner prescribed by the MSRB, or in
such other manner as is consistent with the Rule. A description of the format and
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information presently prescribed to be filed with EMMA is included in Exhibit B. To
facilitate the City’s Disclosure Agreements the Disclosure Coordinator shall:

(A)

maintain a record of all Disclosure Agreements of the City using a chart
substantially in the form attached as Exhibit C, which shall identify and
docket all deadlines;

schedule email reminders on the EMMA website for each issue of
Securities to help ensure timely filing of financial disclosures;

ensure that preparation of the Annual Reports commences as required under
each specific Disclosure Agreement; and

comply with the City’s obligation to file Annual Reports by submitting or
causing the required (1) annual financial information and operating data and
(1) audited financial statements to be submitted to the MSRB through

EMMA.

In the event audited financial statements are not available by
the filing deadline imposed by the Disclosure Agreement, the
Disclosure Coordinator shall instead timely submit unaudited
financial statements. with a notice to the effect that the
unaudited financial statements are being provided pending the
completion of audited financial statements and that the
audited financial statements will be submitted to EMMA
when they have been prepared. In the event neither audited
nor unaudited financial statements are timely posted, the City
shall file a "failure to file notice" in accordance with the Rule.
The failure to file notice for audited financial statements shall
include information describing the nature and/or cause of the
failure to meet the contractual deadline and, if available, an
approximate timeframe for when the completed audited
financial statement is expected to be submitted. Audited
financial statements shall be filed as soon as available. If
updated financial and operating information is not posted by
the filing deadline, the Disclosure Coordinator shall cause a
"failure to file notice" to be posted to EMMA in accordance
with the Rule.

All documents submitted to the MSRB through EMMA that
are identified by specific reference to documents already
available to the public on the MSRB's Internet website or





filed with the SEC shall be clearly identified by cross
reference.

Article V
Listed Event Filings

Section 5.01. Disclosure of Listed Events. Pursuant to Rule 15¢2-12(b)(5)(i)(C),
the City is obligated to disclose to the MSRB notice of certain specified events with
respect to the Securities (a "Listed Event"). Employees shall be instructed to notify the
Disclosure Coordinator upon becoming aware of any of the Listed Events in the City’s
Disclosure Agreements. The Disclosure Coordinator may consult with Bond Counsel,
retained Disclosure Counsel, if any, or the Financial Advisor, to determine if an
occurrence is a Listed Event, and whether a filing is required or is otherwise desirable. If
such a filing is deemed necessary, the Disclosure Coordinator shall cause a notice of the
Listed Event (a "Listed Event Notice") that complies with the Rule to be prepared, and
the Disclosure Coordinator shall file the Listed Event Notice as required by the Rule as
follows:

(A)  Prior to issuance of new Securities after February 27, 2019, a complete list
of current Financial Obligations shall be compiled in accordance with
Exhibit D hereof, and submitted to the Disclosure Coordinator for
continuous monitoring with regard to compliance with all Disclosure
Agreements entered into on or after February 27, 2019.

(B)  The Disclosure Coordinator shall monitor and periodically review the
Listed Events identified on Exhibit A, in connection with the Disclosure
Agreements identified on the chart in Exhibit C to determine whether any
event has occurred that may require a filing with EMMA. To the extent
Disclosure Coordinator determines notice for an event is not required based
on the event not achieving a level of materiality. Disclosure Coordinator
shall document the basis for the determination.

(C)  Securities to which the Listed Event or Events are applicable, in a timely
manner not in excess of ten (10) business days after the occurrence of the
Listed Event.

(D)  The Disclosure Coordinator shail monitor Securities data on EMMA
regarding rating agency reports for rated Securities, and may subscribe to
any available ratings agency alert service regarding the ratings of any
Securities.





Article VI
Miscellaneous

Section 6.01. Documents to be Retained. The Disclosure Coordinator shall be
responsible for retaining records demonstrating compliance with this Policy. The
Disclosure Coordinator shall retain an electronic or paper file ("Transcript") for each
Annual Report the City completes. Each Transcript shall include final versions of
documents submitted to the MSRB through EMMA, and any documentation related to
determinations of materiality (or immateriality) of Listed Events. The Transcript shall be
maintained for the period that the applicable Securities are outstanding, and for a
minimum of five [5] years after the date the final Annual Report for an issue of Securities
is posted on EMMA.

Section 6.02. Education and Training. The City shall conduct periodic training to
assist the Disclosure Coordinator, Employees and the City Council, as necessary and
appropriate, in understanding and performing their responsibilities under this Policy.
Such training sessions may include a review of this Policy, the disclosure obligations
under the Disclosure Agreement(s), applicable federal and state securities laws, including
the Listed Events in Exhibit A, and the disclosure responsibilities and potential liabilities
of members of City staff and members of the City Council. Training sessions may
include meetings with Bond Counsel, retained Disclosure Counsel, if any, Dissemination
Agent, if any, or Financial Advisor, and teleconferences, attendance at seminars or
conferences where disclosure responsibilities are discussed, and/or recorded
presentations. Disclosure Coordinator shall maintain a record of training activities in
furtherance of this Policy.

Section 6.03. Public Statements Regarding Financial Information. Whenever the
City makes statements or releases information relating to its finances to the public that is
reasonably expected to reach investors and the trading markets (including, without
limitation, all Listed Event notices, statements in the annual financial reports, and other
financial reports and statements of the City), the City is obligated to ensure that such
statements and information are accurate and complete in all material aspects. The
Disclosure Coordinator shall assist the Mayor, Clerk’s Office, City Attorney, and City
Council in ensuring that such statements and information are accurate and not misleading
in any material aspect. Investment information published on the City’s website shall
include a cautionary statement referring investors to EMMA as the official repository for
the City’s Securities-related data.






EXHIBIT A
LISTED EVENTS

The following events automatically trigger a requirement to file on EMMA within ten
(10) business days of their occurrence (listed events are subject to change by the SEC):

(1) Principal and interest payment delinquencies;

(2) Non-payment related defaults, if material,

(3) Unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting financial difficulties;
(4) Unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficulties;
(5) Substitution of credit or liquidity providers, or their failure to perform;

(6) Adverse tax opinions, the issuance by the Internal Revenue Service of
proposed or final determinations of taxability, Notices of Proposed Issue (IRS
Form 5701-TEB) or other material notices or determinations with respect to the
tax status of the security, or other material events affecting the tax status of the
security;

(7) Modifications to rights of security holders, if material;

(8) Bond calls, if material, and tender offers;

(9) Defeasances;

(10) Release, substitution, or sale of property securing repayment of the securities.
if material,

(11) Rating changes;

(12) Bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership or similar event of the obligated
person’;

Note to paragraph (b)(5)(1)(C)(12):
For the purposes of the event identified in paragraph (b)(5)(i)(C)(12) of this
section, the event is considered to occur when any of the following occur:

2 The term "obligated person"” for purposes of the Rule shall mean the party, if other than the City,
responsible for the Securities, e.g. in a conduit issue sold through the City, the conduit party would be the
"obligated person" under the Disclosure Agreement.
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The appointment of a receiver, fiscal agent or similar officer for an
obligated person in a proceeding under the U.S. Bankruptcy Code or in any
other proceeding under state or federal law in which a court or
governmental authority has assumed jurisdiction over substantially all of
the assets or business of the obligated person, or if such jurisdiction has
been assumed by leaving the existing governing body and officials or
officers in possession but subject to the supervision and orders of a court or
governmental authority, or the entry of an order confirming a plan of
reorganization, arrangement or liquidation by a court or governmental
authority having supervision or jurisdiction over substantially all of the
assets or business of the obligated person.

(13) The consummation of a merger, consolidation, or acquisition invoiving an
obligated person or the sale of all or substantially all of the assets of the obligated
person, other than in the ordinary course of business, the entry into a definitive
agreement to undertake such an action or the termination of a definitive agreement
relating to any such actions, other than pursuant to its terms, if material;

(14) Appointment of a successor or additional trustee or the change of name of a
trustee, if material,

Additionally, the following events apply to Disclosure Agreements entered into by the
City on or after February 27, 2019:

(15) Incurrence of a Financial Obligation of the obligated person, if material*, or
agreement to covenants, events of default, remedies, priority rights. or other
similar terms of a Financial Obligation of the obligated person. any of which affect
security holders, if material™®; and

(16) Default, event of acceleration, termination event, modification of terms, or
other similar events under the terms of a Financial Obligation of the obligated
person, any of which reflect financial difficulties.

*Materiality is determined upon the incurrence of each distinct Financial Obligation,
taking into account all relevant facts and circumstances. A Financial Obligation is
considered to be incurred when it is enforceable against the City. Event notices for
Financial Obligations (e.g. under 15 and i6 above) should generally include a description
of the material terms of the Financial Obligation, including: (i) date of the incurrence, (ii)
principal amount, (iii) maturity and amortization; (iv) interest rate(s), if fixed, or method
of computation, if variable, (v) other appropriate terms, based on the circumstances. In
addition to a summary of material terms, the City may alternatively, or in addition,
submit related materials, such as transaction documents (which may require some
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redaction), terms sheets prepared in connection with the Financial Obligation, or
continuing covenant agreements or financial covenant reports.

Suggested Practices in Submitting Annual Financial Information to EMMA*

Annual Financial Information is to be submitted to EMMA as follows:

° in one or more electronic word-searchable portable document format files

o file unaudited financial statements with a notice to the effect that the
unaudited financial statements are being provided pending completion of
audited financial statements and that the audited financial statements will
be submitted to EMMA when they have been prepared.

If annual financial information is provided by reference to other submitted documents

file:

o a notice that includes specific reference to a document available on the
EMMA website or the SEC (such as, but not limited to, an official
statement), to the extent that such document in fact includes the information
required to be include in the annual financial information; and

® the submitter should confirm that such document in fact is available from
the EMMA website or the SEC and should include in such notice (A) a
textual description of the document that includes the required information,
with sufficient detail for a reasonable person to determine the precise
document being referenced, and (B) an active hyperlink to the pdf file of
such document as then posted on the EMMA website or to the SEC's
EDGAR system; further, if such document includes audited financial
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statements, the submitter should also index such submission as "Audited
Financial Statements or CAFR" in addition to (but not instead of) "Annual
Financial Information and Operating Data" unless the submitter submits
such audited financial statements separately to EMMA.

Failure to file notices are to be submitted to EMMA as follows:

° through the EMMA Dataport;

o as an electronic word-searchable and properly formatted pdf file; and
° indexed by the submitter as "Failure to Provide Annual Financial
Information.”

14 times, lastly by Amendment No. 14 as approved by Resolution No. 18-123 on July 18, 2018,
this Council found and determined that certain areas located within the City are eligible and
should be designated as an urban renewal area under lowa law, and approved and adopted the
Hiawatha Urban Renewal Plan (the "Urban Renewal Plan" or "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban
Renewal Area (the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended,
is on file in the office of the Recorder of Linn County; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hiawatha, Iowa ("City"), Side by Side Own, L.L.C. ("Owner")
and Side by Side Develop, L.L.C. ("Developer") entered into a Purchase, Sale, and Development
Agreement on March 6, 2019 pursuant to Resolution No. 19-037 ("Original Agreement"); and

WHEREAS, the parties previously executed the Original Agreement in which Developer
is obligated to cause certain Minimum Improvements on the Development Property, and in
consideration of Developer’s obligations, the City agrees to provide certain incentives to
Developer; and

WHEREAS, the parties have now agreed to amend the Original Agreement to update the
legal description of the Development Property and the City Right-of-Way; and

WHEREAS, lIowa Code Chapters 15A and 403 authorize cities to make grants for
economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to
appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the
purposes of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Amendment is in the best interests of
the City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations
thereunder is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban
Renewal Law and, further, that the Amendment and the City's performance thereunder is in
furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the
meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the Iowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors
set forth in Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.
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b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

&, Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar Iowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA IN THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That the performance by the City of its obligations under the First
Amendment be and is hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance
of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the First Amendment and the City's
performance thereunder is in furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and
objectives of the City within the meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the Iowa Code, taking into
account the factors set forth therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the First Amendment, the provisions of which
are incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized,
approved and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized,
empowered and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the First Amendment for and on
behalf of the City in substantially the form and content now before this meeting, but with such
changes, modifications, additions or deletions therein as shall be approved by such officers, and
that from and after the execution and delivery of the First Amendment, the Mayor and the City
Clerk are hereby authorized, empowered and directed to do all such acts and things and to
execute all such documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of
the First Amendment as executed.

Report:

We now have the final draft contract with Snyder and Associates as the design
consultants for the environmental study/NEPA study /preliminary and final design of the
City's approximately 2000 feet of Tower Terrace Road reconstruction. The final
determination of using SWAP funds for our section of Tower Terrace Road reduced our
level of effort to complete the environmental, archeological, and historical reviews along
with a significant time savings.

The attached draft contract has been itemized into 5 sections. The first section is the
base contract. The second section will include the bidding services. The third section
will include either the intersection design, or the roundabout design. The traffic study will
make the recommendation. The fourth section will include the extensive environmental
study, only if required. The fifth section is a list of items not included in the contract that
may be required at some point, but we are not ready to include these items at this time.

Section C.2 of the contract also outlines the proposed schedule to complete the major
tasks for the project. Our schedule allows sufficient time to meet the bidding schedule of
the interchange project by the DOT. Primary milestones include:

e Kickoff meeting May 2019

e Preliminary Plans/ROW Documents October 2019

e Check Plans July 2020

e Final Plans September 2020

e Contracts Turn-in December 2020





We have a spreadsheet listing all the hours for each task and the anticipated personnel
performing the work. The totals have been included in the contract costs for each of the
major items. We have attempted to identify what the minimum cost could be for the
design; up to what the maximum contract cost would be without additional action from
the Council. We think it is a good idea to include the environmental study, although we
hope this task will not be necessary. Following is a summary:

Intersection Design: $ 67,200.00* $ 87,300.00*
Environmental Study: $ 6,020.00*

Will perform one intersection design based on traffic study. Environmental study
most likely will not be necessary.

By combining the base services fee with the bidding services, the intersection design or
the roundabout design, and only the environmental concurrence, we are at
approximately 8.5% to 9.5% for the possible $3.0 mil project. This is a very reasonable
design cost for a project of this type. We currently have $300,000 in the CIP budget
funded with GO bonds. We feel we have a good contract and recommend Council
moving forward with this project.

L. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This scope of services outlines the Engineering services required to complete an Iowa Department of
Transportation (DOT) bid package for reconstruction of Tower Terrace Road from East of I-380 through
North Center Point Road in Hiawatha. SWAP funds shall be used to fund the construction of the project.
The project shall be let concurrently with the new Tower Terrace Road Interchange (estimated to be bid
Spring 2021) with an optional tie. Federal funding requirements shall be met if the tied project is chosen
for award.

The design of Tower Terrace Road shall generally conform to the updated Corridor Management Plan
approved by the MPO in March 2019. The ultimate roadway shall be four (4) lanes divided with turn
lanes, 5-foot wide sidewalk along the north ROW, and a 10-foot wide bike path along the south side, all
in a 120-foot wide ROW. This design shall include the ultimate roadway but interim construction may
only include one through lane in each direction.

The City of Hiawatha (CLIENT) shall retain Snyder & Associates (ENGINEER) to complete Engineering
Services for the project, including preparation of preliminary design, final design, construction plans and

specifications, contract documents, right-of-way acquisition and bid phase services as detailed in the
following Scope of Services.

IL. BASIC SERVICES
A PROJECT ADMINISTRATION

The ENGINEER shall perform the following administrative services during the design of the
PROJECT:

1. Monthly invoices and progress reports detailing work completed on the project.

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2. Project coordination with CLIENT, utility companies, property owners, and necessary
agencies.

3. Project design review.

4. Project design meetings: Three meetings will be held during the design phase. An initial
meeting will be held with the CLIENT to review project needs and design parameters.
Following the initial meeting, three other design review meetings will be conducted to review
preliminary and final design documents.

5. Utility coordination:

a. The ENGINEER will develop preliminary plans for the purpose of coordinating with
existing utility owners in the corridor. ENGINEER will coordinate with the CLIENT and
utility companies to discuss location of facilities and potential impacts as a result of the
Project, review utility relocation plans prepared by the utility company; and help
facilitate a schedule with the CLIENT and utility companies to perform relocations prior
to the Project construction.

b. It is understood that the ENGINEER will hold and facilitate two (2) group utility
meetings to address specific issues related to the Project. The ENGINEER will meet with
utility owners when the design and construction plans are approximately 50% complete.
A second meeting with utility owners will be held when the design and construction plans
are approximately 95% complete.

c. ENGINEER will prepare and distribute meeting minutes to all attendees.

6. Preparation and attendance to a Public Information Meeting to be held in the City of
Hiawatha to inform local groups, property owners, and general public of the project, the
process of the design, and utilize their input on preparation of the final design. Notes will be
prepared and sent to the CLIENT for their records. A project plan view display exhibit will be
prepared for this meeting. CLIENT shall prepare and distribute notices to property owners.

7. The ENGINEER will investigate additional funding sources for applicability to this project.
Possible additional funding sources may include Revitalize lowa’s Sound Economy (RISE)
grants, Traffic Safety Improvement Program (TSIP), etc.

B. TOPOGRAPHIC AND BOUNDARY SURVEY

The ENGINEER will provide topographic survey for the project. Topographic survey will
include the following:

1. Horizontal Datum will be provided using the Iowa LDP RCS.

2. Vertical Datum will be relative to the North American Vertical Datum of 1988 (NAVD88)

3. Set a minimum of one permanent benchmark on site with description and elevation to the
nearest 0.01 foot. Larger sites will require benchmarks at intervals not to exceed 1000 feet

horizontal or 25 feet vertical.

4. Site Features:

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a. Topographic field survey will be performed of the above ground physical features
including pavements, trees, buildings with elevations at doorways that exit at grade,
utility appurtenances etc. within the limits of the project.

b. Location of trees 6 inches and greater not lying within a wooded area will be noted as
deciduous or coniferous.

d. A survey corridor of 50°-100’ on each side of the existing roadway will be obtained.

e. Spot elevations displayed to the nearest 0.01 feet to be included for shots and are to be
shown on a separate CADD drawing level to view when applicable.

f.  An approximate 50 foot grid will be used to create topography map along with other
grade breaks such as tops, toes, drainage ways, tops and bottoms of retaining walls, etc.

g. Contours will be displayed at 1-foot intervals.

5. Utilities:
a. ENGINEER shall depict known utility information based on record information, surface

evidence, as-built drawings and utility company field locates. This service includes the
use of Iowa One Call’s Design Information Request (DIR) System followed by the
Design Locate Request (DLR) system to identify known utilities that subscribe to Iowa
One Call. ENGINEER shall perform field survey to locate utilities as designated by their
respective owners. Utilities as depicted as a result of this activity will constitute a Quality
Level “C” effort in accordance with ASCE 38 Standard Guideline for the Collection and
Depiction of Existing Subsurface Utility Data. Private utilities are the responsibility of
the owner of such private utilities and shall not be identified as a part of this survey
unless included as a separate item.

6. Create 3D digital terrain model for design purposes.

7. The ENGINEER will perform survey to establish current right-of-way, property corners,
property lines and existing roadway easements.

9 ENGINEERING DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION PLANS

The ENGINEER will prepare design and construction plans including the following:

1. ENGINEER shall prepare design criteria and plans for the project in accordance with current
Iowa DOT standards and specifications, and shall fumish copies of these documents to the
CLIENT for review, comment and approval.

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LEASE - BUSINESS PROPERTY

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is entered into this day of April 2019 by and
between Side by Side Own, L.L.C., and Iowa Limited Liability Company ("Landlord"), whose
address for the purpose of this lease is 2035 26" Street NW, Cedar Rapids, lowa 52405 and the
City of Hiawatha, Iowa, an Iowa Municipal Corporation ("Tenant"), whose address for the purpose
of this lease is 101 Emmons Street, Hiawatha, Iowa 52233.

WITNESSETH THAT:

1. PREMISES AND TERMS. The Landlord, in consideration of the rents, agreements
and conditions herein contained, leases to the Tenant and Tenant leases from Landlord, according
to the terms of this lease, the following described "Leased Premises", situated in Linn County,
Towa:

Commonly known as: 100 Emmons Street, Hiawatha, lowa
Legally described as: P.O.S. No. 2260 revised Parcel A

with the improvements thereon, and all rights, easements and appurtenances, which, more
particularly, includes the space and premises as may be shown on "Exhibit A", if attached, for a
term commencing at midnight on the day previous to the first day of the lease term, which shall be
on April 22, 2019 and ending at midnight on the last day of the lease term, which shall be on
October 31, 2020, unless extended, upon the condition that the Tenant pays rent therefor, and
otherwise performs as in this lease provided. Tenant may terminate this Agreement with Landlord
at any time with a thirty (30) day written notice provided to Landlord at the address provided in
paragraph 24 below.

2. LEASE PAYMENTS/DEPOSIT/NOTICE. Tenant shall pay to the Landlord a one-
time lease payment of $1.00 payable on the effective date of this Agreement.

3. POSSESSION. Tenant shall be entitled to possession on the first day of the term of
this Lease Agreement and shall yield possession to the Landlord at the end of the lease term,
except as herein otherwise expressly provided. Should Landlord be unable to give possession on
said date, Tenant's only damages shall be a rebating of the pro rata rental.

4. USE OF PREMISES. Tenant covenants and agrees during the term of this Lease
Agreement to use and to occupy the Leased Premises for the storage and location of the City’s
Public Safety and Community Development vehicles and equipment.

5. QUIET ENJOYMENT. Landlord covenants that its estate in said premises is in fee
simple and that the Tenant, if not in default, shall peaceably have, hold and enjoy the premises for

the term of this lease. Landlord shall have the right to mortgage all of its right, title, interest in said
premises at any time without notice, subject to this lease.

6. EQUIPMENT, DECORATING, REPLACEMENT, REPAIR AND
MAINTENANCE.

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premises to be damaged or depreciated in value by any act, omission to act, or negligence of
itself, its agents or employees.

Tenant shall
provide all trade equipment, furnishings and fixtures used in connection with the operation of
its business, such as telephones, computers, desks, chairs, shelving and similar items.

I. Tenant shall be responsible for all interior decorating. Tenant shall make no structural
alterations or improvements without the prior written consent of the Landlord.

J. Landlord agrees to have the heating equipment serviced at least annually during the term of
this Lease Agreement, and any exercised options to renew this Lease Agreement, and Tenant

agrees that the cost of such service shall be the sole expense of the Tenant.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT

K. Tenant will make no unlawful use of said premises and agrees to comply with all valid
regulations of the Board of Health, City Ordinances or applicable municipality, the laws of the
State of Towa and the Federal government, but this provision shall not be construed as creating
any duty by Tenant to members of the general public, provided, however, responsibility for
compliance with the Americans With Disabilities Act shall be performed and paid for by the
Tenant.

Agreement it will surrender and deliver the premises in good and clean condition, except the
effects of ordinary wear and tear and depreciation arising from lapse of time, or damage without
fault or liability of Tenant.

(c) HOLDING OVER. Continued possession by Tenant, beyond the expiration
of its tenancy, coupled with the receipt of the specified rental by the Landlord (and absent a written
agreement by both parties for an extension of this lease, or for a new lease) shall constitute a
month-to-month extension of the Lease Agreement. Tenant agrees to pay the same amount of rent
per month as the last monthly rental payment due under the Lease Agreement, plus an additional
twenty-five percent (25%) as additional rent for each month while Tenant remains in possession of
the Leased Premises during the hold over period.

(d) REMOVAL OF FIXTURES. Tenant may, at the expiration of its tenancy,
if Tenant is not in default, remove any fixtures or equipment which Tenant has installed in the
premises, subject to Paragraph 7 above, providing Tenant repairs any and all damages caused by
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removal.

9. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING. Tenant shall not assign or sublet the Leased
Premises or any part thereof without the Landlord’s written permission. Such permission shall not
be unreasonably withheld. If Tenant assigns or sublets any portion of the Leased Premises without
Landlord’s written permission, at the option of the Landlord, the Landlord may make the rental for
the balance of the lease term due and payable at once.

10. REAL ESTATE TAXES.

A. Allinstallments of real estate taxes for only the real estate being leased by the Tenant, that would
become delinquent if not paid during the term of this lease, shall be paid by the parties in the
following proportions:

To the extent permitted by their policies, the Landlord and Tenant waive all rights of recovery
against each other.

B. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to the time the lease takes effect the Tenant will
provide the Landlord with a certificate of insurance with these property and liability insurance
requirements, such certificate shall include thirty (30) days advance notice of cancellation to
the Landlord. A renewal certificate shall be provided prior to expiration of the current policies.

C. ACTS BY TENANT. Tenant will not do or omit doing any act which would invalidate any
insurance or increase the insurance rates in force on the premises.





D. RECOMMENDATIONS - IOWA INSURANCE SERVICES OFFICE. Tenant further agrees
to comply with recommendations of the lowa Insurance Services Office and to be liable for
and to promptly pay, as if current rental, any increase in insurance rates on said premises and
on the building of which said premises are a part, due to increased risks or hazards resulting
from Tenant's use of the premises otherwise than as herein contemplated and agreed.

E. Landlord and Tenant shall each provide a copy of this Lease Agreement to their respective
insurers.

12. LIABILITY FOR DAMAGE. Each party shall be liable to the other for all damage
to the property of the other negligently, recklessly or intentionally caused by that party (or their
agents, employees or invitees), except to the extent the loss is insured and subrogation is waived
under the owner's policy.

13. INDEMNITY. Except as provided in paragraph 21(A)(5) and except for the
negligence of Landlord, Tenant will protect, defend and indemnify Landlord from and against all
loss, costs, damages and expenses occasioned by, or arising out of, any accident or other
occurrence, causing or inflicting injury or damage to any person or property, happening or done in,
upon or about the premises , or due directly or indirectly to the tenancy, use or occupancy thereof,
or any part thereof by Tenant or any person claiming through or under Tenant.

14. FIRE AND CASUALTY.

(a) PARTIAL DESTRUCTION OF PREMISES. In the event of partial
destruction or damage of the premises, which is a business interference which prevents the
conducting of a normal business operation and which damage is repairable within thirty (30) days
after its occurrence, this Lease Agreement shall not terminate but the rent for the premises shall
abate during the time of such business interference. In the event of partial destruction, Landlord or
Tenant shall repair such damages within ninety (90) days of its occurrence, unless prevented from
doing so by acts of God, government regulations, or other causes beyond Landlord's reasonable
control.

(b) ZONING. Should the zoning ordinance of the municipality in which this
property is located make it impossible for Landlord to repair or rebuild so that Tenant is not able to
conduct its business on these premises, then such partial destruction shall be treated as a total
destruction as provided in the next paragraph.

(¢) TOTAL DESTRUCTION OF BUSINESS USE. In the event of
destruction or damage of the Leased Premises, including the parking area (if parking area is a part
of this lease), so that Tenant is not able to conduct its business on the premises or the then current
legal use for which the premises are being used and which damages cannot be repaired within
ninety (90) days, this Lease Agreement may be terminated at the option of either the Landlord or
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the Tenant. Such termination in such event shall be effected by written notice from one party to
the other, within twenty (20) days after such destruction. Tenant shall surrender possession within
ten (10) days after such notice issues and each party shall be released from all future obligations,
and Tenant shall pay rent pro rata only to the date of such destruction. In the event of such
termination of this Lease Agreement, Landlord, at its option, may rebuild or not, at its discretion.

15. CONDEMNATION.

(a) DISPOSITION OF AWARDS. Should the whole or any part of the Leased
Premises be condemned or taken for any public or quasi-public purpose, each party shall be
entitled to retain, as its own property, any award payable to it. Or in the event that a single entire
award is made on account of the condemnation, each party will then be entitled to take such
proportion of said award as may be fair and reasonable.

(b) DATE OF LEASE TERMINATION. If the whole of the demised
premises shall be condemned or taken, the Landlord shall not be liable to the Tenant except and as
its rights are preserved in paragraph 15(a) above.

16. DEFAULT, NOTICE OF DEFAULT AND REMEDIES.

EVENTS OF DEFAULT

A. Each of the following shall constitute an event of default by Tenant:
1. Failure to pay monthly lease payments when due under the Lease Agreement.

2. Failure to observe or perform any duties, obligations, agreements or conditions imposed on
Tenant pursuant to terms of the Lease Agreement.

3. Abandonment of the premises. "Abandonment" means the Tenant has failed to engage in its
usual and customary business activities on the premises for more than fifteen (15)
consecutive business days.

4. Institution of voluntary bankruptcy proceedings in which the Court orders relief against the
Tenant as a debtor; assignment for the benefit of creditors of the interest of Tenant under
this Lease Agreement; appointment of a receiver for the property or affairs of Tenant, where
the receivership is not vacated within ten (10) days after the appointment of the receiver.

NOTICE OF DEFAULT

B. Landlord shall give Tenant a written notice specifying the default and giving the Tenant ten
(10) days in which to correct the default. If there is a default (other than for nonpayment of a
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monetary obligation of Tenant, including rent) that cannot be remedied in ten (10) days by
diligent efforts of the Tenant, Tenant shall propose an additional period of time in which to
remedy the default. Consent to additional time shall not be unreasonably withheld by the
Landlord. Landlord shall not be required to give Tenant any more than three (3) notices for the
same default within any 365-day period.

REMEDIES

C. In the event Tenant has not remedied a default in a timely manner following a Notice of
Default, Landlord may proceed with all available remedies at law or in equity, including, but
not limited to, the following:

1. Termination. Landlord may declare this Lease Agreement to be terminated and shall give
Tenant a written notice of such termination. In the event of termination of this Lease
Agreement, Landlord shall be entitled to prove claim for and obtain judgment against
Tenant for the balance of the rent agreed to be paid for the term herein provided, plus all
expenses incurred by Landlord in regaining possession of the premises and the reletting
thereof, including attorneys' fees and court costs, crediting against such claim, however, any
amount obtained by reason of such reletting.

2. Forfeiture. If a default is not remedied in a timely manner, Landlord may then declare this
Lease Agreement to be forfeited and shall give the Tenant a written notice of such forfeiture,
and may, at the time, give Tenant the Notice to Quit provided for in Chapter 648 of the lowa
Code.

17. RIGHT OF EITHER PARTY TO MAKE GOOD ANY DEFAULT OF THE
OTHER. If default shall be made by either party in the performance of, or compliance with, any
of the terms or conditions of this Lease Agreement, and such default shall have continued for thirty
(30) days after written notice thereof from one party to the other, the person aggrieved, in addition
to all other remedies now or hereafter provided by law, may, but need not, perform such term or
condition, or make good such default and any amount advanced shall be repaid forthwith on
demand, together with interest at the rate of 9% per annum, from date of advance.

18. SIGNS.

(a) Tenant shall have the right and privilege of attaching, painting or exhibiting
signs on the Leased Premises, provided only: (1) that any sign shall comply with the ordinances of
municipality in which the property is located and the laws of the State of lowa; (2) such sign shall
not change the structure of the building; (3) such sign, if and when removed, shall not damage the
building; and (4) such sign shall be subject to the written approval of the Landlord, which approval
shall not be unreasonably withheld.





(b) Landlord, during the last ninety (90) days of this Lease Agreement, or
extension, shall have the right to maintain in the windows or on the building or on the premises
either a "For Rent" or "For Sale" sign or both, and Tenant will permit, at such time, prospective
tenants or buyers to enter and examine the premises without notice during normal business hours.

19. MECHANIC'S LIENS. Neither the Tenant nor anyone claiming by, through, or
under the Tenant, shall have the right to file or place any mechanic's liens or other lien of any kind
or character whatsoever, upon said premises or upon any building or improvement thereon, or
upon the leasehold interest of the Tenant, and notice is hereby given that no contractor,
sub-contractor, or anyone else who may furnish any material, service or labor for any building,
improvements, alterations, repairs or any part thereof, shall at any time be or become entitled to
any lien on the premises, and for the further security of the Landlord, the Tenant covenants and
agrees to give actual notice thereof in advance, to any and all contractors and sub-contractors who
may furnish or agree to furnish any such material, service or labor.

20. LANDLORD'S LIEN AND SECURITY INTEREST.

(a) Landlord shall have, in addition to any lien given by law, a security interest
as provided by the Uniform Commercial Code of Iowa, upon all personal property and all
substitutions thereof, kept and used on said premises by Tenant. Landlord may proceed at law or
in equity with any remedy provided by law or by this Lease Agreement for the recovery of rent, or
for termination of this Lease Agreement because of Tenant's default in its performance.

21. ENVIRONMENTAL.
A. Landlord. To the best of Landlord's knowledge to date:

1. Neither Landlord nor Landlord's former or present tenants are subject to any investigation
concerning the premises by any governmental authority under any applicable federal, state,
or local codes, rules and regulations pertaining to air and water quality, the handling,
transportation, storage, treatment, usage, or disposal of toxic or hazardous substances, air
emissions, other environmental matters, and all zoning and other land use matters.

2. Any handling, transportation, storage, treatment, or use of toxic or hazardous substances
that has occurred on the premises has been in compliance with all applicable federal, state
and local codes, rules and regulations.

3. No leak, spill release, discharge, emission or disposal of toxic or hazardous substances has
occurred on the premises.

4. The soil, groundwater, and soil vapor on or under the premises is free of toxic or hazardous
substances.





5. Landlord shall assume liability and shall indemnify and hold Tenant harmless against all
liability or expense arising from any condition which existed, whether known or unknown,
at the time of execution of the lease which condition is not a result of actions of the Tenant
or which condition arises after date of execution but which is not a result of actions of the
Tenant.

B. Tenant. Tenant expressly represents and agrees:

1. During the lease term, Tenant's use of the property will not include the use of any hazardous
substance without Tenant first obtaining the written consent of Landlord. Tenant
understands and agrees that Landlord's consent is at Landlord's sole option and complete
discretion and that such consent may be withheld or may be granted with any conditions or
requirements that Landlord deems appropriate.

22. SUBSTITUTION OF EQUIPMENT, MERCHANDISE, ETC.

(a) During its tenancy, the Tenant shall have the right to sell or otherwise
dispose of any personal property of the Tenant situated on the premises, when in the judgment of
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the Tenant it shall have become obsolete, outworn or unnecessary in connection with the operation
of the business on the premises; provided, however, that the Tenant shall, in such instance (unless
no substituted article or item is necessary) at its own expense, substitute for such items a new or
other item in substitution thereof, in like or greater value.

The undersigned BUYER hereby offers to buy, and the undersigned SELLER, by its
acceptance, agrees to sell a portion of real property locally known as 107 N B Avenue,
approximately 27,563 square feet, situated in Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, and legally
described as follows:

(the “Property™), together with any easements and appurtenant servient estates, but subject to any
reasonable easements of record for public utilities or roads, any zoning restrictions, customary
restrictive covenants and mineral reservations of record, if any, upon the following terms and
conditions. A copy of a Site Plan is attached hereto and marked as Exhibit “A” showing the four
(4) lots that make up the Property.

1. PURCHASE PRICE. The Purchase Price shall be $4,200.00, and the method of
payment shall be as follows:

BUYER shall present to SELLER the sum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) with this
Agreement and $3,700.00 to be paid in cash at the time of closing.

A RESOLUTION OPPOSING PROPOSED LEGISLATIVE
CHANGES IN CITY FINANCE

WHEREAS, several proposals are currently being considered by the lowa Legislature
concerning revenue growth caps and ending fund balance caps for lowa cities, proposals limiting
the use of the Trust and Agency Levy and other changes in established city finance law; and,

WHEREAS, upon review and consideration of the city finance proposals currently under
review by the Jowa Legislature, the Hiawatha City Council has determined that proposed revenue
growth caps, proposed caps on ending fund balances, and other proposed changes to the city
finance system are not in the best interest of the citizens of the Hiawatha, are unnecessary and
would have negative impact on the city and its citizens.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Hiawatha City Council as follows:

Section 1. The City of Hiawatha opposes proposed caps on annual city revenue

growth.

Section 2. The City of Hiawatha opposes proposed caps on city ending fund balances.

Section 3. The City of Hiawatha opposes limitations on the permitted use of the Trust
and Agency Levy.

Section 4. The City of Hiawatha’s opposition is based on the following considerations:

A. The City of Hiawatha has demonstrated fiscal responsibility by maintaining a stable

property tax levy over many years. In the past two fiscal years the city as lowered
its property tax levy each year by $.21;

City budgeting and spending should be determined and controlled at the local level
in the spirit of constitutional city Home Rule;

Proposed limitations would have the effect of requiring the City of Hiawatha to
issue more debt while, at the same time, reducing the city’s credit rating and
increasing the cost of debt;

Increasing annual city expenditures are often the result of state mandates, such as a
city’s contribution to the lowa Public Employees Retirement System and the
Municipal Fire and Police Retirement System;

Each city has differing needs, goals, and financial circumstances; uniform caps are
not appropriate.





Section 5. All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with the provisions of this
resolution are hereby repealed.

Section 6. If any section, provision or part of this resolution shall be adjudged invalid
or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the resolution as a whole or
any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

Section 7. This resolution shall be in effect after its final passage and approval as
provided by law.
