Joe Horaney presented an annual update on the Linn County Solid Waste Agency: agency formed in 1994 and the agency
currently operates two locations in Linn County, one at County Home Road in Marion and one on A Street SW in Cedar
Rapids.

The Solid Waste Agency recently brought 240 goats to their site to eat the grass and weeds covering a closed section of the
landfill where the agency is participating in an environmental management program through a grant from the Iowa
Department of Natural Resources including monarch butterfly rearing tents.

In September 2018, the Mount Trashmore trails and overlook was opened. It is not a park, still a regulated site, hours
vary weekly and more site improvements coming this year.

Description: Engineering Department Report

e Working with Public Works on various projects.

e Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Projects under way include the Todd Hills 1°* Addition, Sherman Square 9%,
Sherman 10™ Addition, Dave Wright Expansion, Pecks Landing, and several new commercial site plans.

e We are now have the Village Center engineering design contract approved and have started the work
on the extension of “A” Avenue to serve the Oakbrook redeveloped property. The snow storms have
slowed the survey phase, but we can now move forward with data collection. We are now looking at
the trees that need removed that are in the proposed road ROW. The schedule is to construct this
project in 2019.

® We approved a contract with Shive Hattery engineers to start the design work for the new signal at
Center Point Road and Willman Street. The staff review of the design has determined that the new
signal layout should utilize the “2 signal pole” concept, with mast arms located on only northeast
corner and the southwest corner of the intersection. This design will have less impact on any utilities in
the area. However, all the existing brick sidewalks and trail no longer meet the current ADA standards.
We are now looking at expanding the project to remove and replace the existing crosswalks and
sidewalks required to be rebuilt due to the new signal bases and wiring. For that reason, it appears to
make sense to replace the entire intersection with new colored concrete and comply with the current
ADA specifications. This will increase the construction cost of the project from approximately $200,000
to approximately $450,000. These additional costs have been anticipated and are available with LOST
funds. We also want to proceed with ordering the signal poles and mast arms as this material delivery
can be as much as 20 weeks. We need to put a quote package together to have the suppliers provide
us a price to manufacture the poles.

e The section of Center Point Road between Blair's Ferry Road and Clark Street was resurfaced in 2003.
The large traffic volume has taken a toll on the street condition, as we have always anticipated adding





a new surface in this area as the last improvement to the entire Center Point Road corridor. As we
consider the large redevelopment projects that are scheduled along this corridor in the next few years,
we feel the final stage of Center Point improvements completed would be a benefit to the area. We
currently have projects that have been constructed under budget which provides us with capital
improvements dollars available to use on other anticipated projects. This will allow us to accelerate the
construction schedule of a project of this type. This harsh winter has added several new areas of cracks
and potholes on Center Point Road that need repaired. A recent study of the Hiawatha streets by lowa
State University identified the street condition in this area as fair at best. We feel conducting an
engineering study on this area to determine the best repair solution would be a good idea at this time.
Unused funds from other projects could be used for this construction.

The sanitary sewer extension project on the east side of Edgewood Road approximately 2000 feet
south of Hunt Road and the replacement of the Mitchell drive pressure line will restart this week as the
weather improves. Maxwell Construction from lowa City has the work completed on Mitchell Drive
and will start work on Edgewood Road in the next few days. The completion date for the entire project
is this spring.

We have approved a contract with Anderson Bogert Engineers to start the study of railroad crossing
“quiet zones” on Center Point Road, Emmons Street, and possibly Blair's Ferry Road. We need to
develop a “letter of intent” for these proposed improvements that allow the trains to eliminate the
horn warnings at these crossings. We now have a kickoff meeting scheduled for April 22" with the
IDOT, railroad, and the City of Cedar Rapids to start the process of making application for the quiet
zone.

We are moving ahead with the Robins Road Planning Study for the area between the new intersection
at Center Point Road and Boyson Road. Our consultant, Bolton Menk of Cedar Rapids, held the 3rd
steering committee meeting March 5. The 4* steering committee meeting is scheduled for April .
and the final open house scheduled for the first part of May. The information regarding new concept
proposals can be found on the Hiawatha website at www.hiawatha-iowa.com/news/robinsroadstudy.

The Metropolitan Planning Organization has finalized the Tower Terrace Roadway Corridor
Management Study with the full policy Board scheduled to discuss this month. Each agency will be
approving the study as a guide to move forward with the planning of this important transportation
corridor.

The new Tower Terrace Interchange design is moving forward. This project is scheduled to start
construction in fiscal year 2021. The environmental document for the project has been approved and
the recently completed Interchange Justification Report (JR) has been reviewed and sent to the
Federal Highway Administration for approval. The lowa DOT held the required public hearing on this
project February 28, 2019 at the Hiawatha Community Center. Staff attended a field review of the
preliminary interchange plans on March 5%. The schedule to submit the preliminary plans of the Tower
Terrace Interchange, the new 1-380 6-lane project, and the Boyson Road Interchange project is early
June. More information can be found at: www.iowadot.gov/pim .

City Council approved moving forward with Snyder and Associates as the design consultants for the
environmental study/NEPA study /preliminary and final design of the City’s approximately 2000 feet of
Tower Terrace Road reconstruction. We are now in the process to negotiate a scope, schedule, and fee
contract in order to proceed with the project. We had planned an agenda item this week to approve
moving forward with Snyder and Associates contract. We are not at that stage yet. The main reason is
City staff asked for a conference call with the DOT staff and our consultant to receive a final





determination of the possibility of using SWAP funds for our section of Tower Terrace as well as the
section west of the new interchange in Cedar Rapids. By using SWAP funds, our level of effort to
completed the environment, and archeological and historical reviews will be reduced along with a
significant time savings. Good news, we just received approval last week that SWAP funds can be used
instead of federal funds. Because of that delay, we have not had sufficient time to develop the scope
for the design contract.

Discussion about the Rehabilitation of Either Well #6 or #8

Board held a discussion about the replacement of the vertical turbine pump in well #6. Based on the cost of
replacing well #6 with a submergible high efficiency pump the board thought it would be a good idea to rebuild
the pump as well as a quote to replace with a non-submergible high efficiency pump. Andersen added he liked
the idea of having a mix of pumps in our system, makes our system more versatile. Board would like to see a
resolution to pass at the April’s meeting with cost breakdowns as stated above.

Discussion of Possible Cost Sharing a Pressure Reducing Valve in the Pines of Turtle Creek/Turtle
Reserve Area

Recker has spoke with a contractor from Todd Hills Development about installing pressure reducing valves in
this area due to the high psi. The developer would be interested in doing a cost sharing with the Water
Department where we would purchase the valves and the contractor would install them. The board discussed the
pros and cons of these valves and have decided they would like V&K Engineering to take a look at this area due
to the variation of psi’s. The Pines of Turtle Creek/Turtle Reserve area varies from 50 to 110psi. Since this is a
complex situation with the variation of psi and V&K is already engineering the water storage tank for this area
the board would like to add an addendum to the contract. The board would like to see a resolution at the April
board meeting to approve the V&K contract addendum.

Superintendent’s Report

Board discussed the proposed 11.7% cost increase from Alliant Energy. They discussed taking advantage of the
generators we have to help offset the increase. Ransford did comment that some of the generators would need to
be replaced if we chose to use them more often. The board also discussed how this would affect the new
proposed ground storage tank. By pumping water to fill the ground storage tank in off-peek hours we could save
electricity. Alliant Energy doesn’t supply the proposed storage tank area but, we would plan to talk to REC
about cost saving techniques.

ENGAGEMENT AGREEMENT

The purpose of this Engagement Agreement (the "Agreement”) is to disclose and
memorialize the terms and conditions under which services will be rendered by Ahlers and
Cooney, P.C., in its capacity as Bond Counsel, to the City of Hiawatha, Towa (the “Issuer™) in
connection with the issuance of not to exceed $2.515.000 General Obligation Capital Loan
Notes, Series 2019 (the "Bonds").

SCOPE OF ENGAGEMENT
In the role of Bond Counsel, we will provide the following services:

1. Prepare and review documents related to the authorization, issuance and delivery of
the Bonds (the “Proceedings™).

2. After proper approval and execution of the Proceedings, render our legal opinion (the
"Bond Opinion") regarding the validity and enforceability of the Bonds, the source of
payment with regard to the legality of the security pledged, and the excludability of
interest on the Bonds from gross income for federal tax purposes, as applicable.

3. Review those sections of any offering or disclosure documents (the “Offering
Documents™) to be disseminated in connection with the sale of the Bonds related
solely to the description of the Bonds, the legal basis for the security pledged, the tax-
exempt status of the Bonds, and excerpts, summaries or copies of the Bond Opinion;
and in the event Issuer retains separate Disclosure Counsel we will coordinate with
said Disclosure Counsel in regards to the above-identified information we are
reviewing in the Offering Documents.

4. Upon request, assist the Issuer in presenting information to bond rating organizations
and providers of credit enhancement relating to the issuance of Bonds.

5. Prepare procedure to advertise and direct the sale of Bonds when we are advised that
a particular issue of Bonds will be sold at public sale, and prepare procedure
accepting a proposal to purchase the Bonds when we are advised that the sale of a
particular issue of Bond will accomplished by negotiated sale.

6. Draft the Continuing Disclosure Certificate of the Issuer. if applicable.

7. Prepare an IRS Form 8038-G or 8038-GC, when applicable.

As Bond Counsel, our examination will extend to the actions and approvals necessary to
authorize the issuance and initial delivery of the Bonds to the purchaser thereof. Our Bond
Opinion does not extend to any re-offering of the Bonds by the original purchaser thereof or
other persons, and will be delivered by us on the date the Bonds are exchanged for their purchase
price (the “Closing™).

The Bond Opinion will be based on facts and law existing as of its date. In rendering our
Bond Opinion, we will rely upon the certified proceedings and other certifications of public
officials and other persons furnished to us without undertaking to verify the same by independent
investigation, and we will assume continuing compliance by the Issuer with applicable laws





relating to the Bonds. During the course of this engagement, we will rely on the Issuer, and
authorized officials, to provide us with complete and timely information on all developments
pertaining to any aspect of the Bonds and their security.

Our duties in this engagement are limited to those expressly set forth above. This
Engagement Agreement does not include the following services, or any other matter not required
to render our Bond Opinion:

a. Except as described in paragraph (3) above, assisting in the preparation or review of
the Offering Documents with respect to the Bonds, or performing an independent
investigation to determine the accuracy, completeness or sufficiency of any such
document or rendering advice that the Offering Documents do not contain any untrue
statement of material fact or omit to state a material fact necessary to make the
statements contained therein, in light of the circumstances under which they were
made, not misleading. This engagement does not include the services of Disclosure
Counsel.

b. Preparing requests for tax rulings from the Internal Revenue Service, or “no action”
letters from the Securities and Exchange Commission.

c. Drafting state constitutional or legislative amendments.

d. Pursuing test cases or other litigation, such as contested validation proceedings.

e. Except as described in paragraph (6) above, assisting in the preparation of, or opinion
on, a continuing disclosure undertaking pertaining to the Bonds, or after Closing,
providing advice concerning any actions necessary to assure compliance with any
continuing disclosure undertaking, including monitoring Issuer’s continued
compliance with the undertaking.

. Representing the Issuer in Internal Revenue Service examinations or inquiries, or
Securities and Exchange Commission investigations.

g. After Closing a particular issue of Bonds, providing continuing advice to the Issuer or
any other party concerning actions necessary to assure that interest paid on that issue
of Bonds will continue to be excludable from gross income for federal income tax
purposes (e.g. this Bond Counsel engagement for the Bonds does not include rebate
calculations, nor continuing post-issuance compliance activities).

We will provide one or more of the services listed in (a)—(g) upon your request, however, a
separate, written Engagement Agreement will be required before we assume one or more of the
above duties.

Services listed in subparts (h)—(k), below, are not included in this Engagement
Agreement, nor will they be provided at any time.

Acting as an underwriter, or otherwise marketing the Bonds.

Acting in a financial advisory role.

Preparing blue sky or investment surveys with respect to the Bonds.

Making an investigation or expressing any view as to the creditworthiness of the
Issuer or of the Bonds.

ATTORNEY-CLIENT RELATIONSHIP

Upon our receipt of notification that Bond Counsel services are requested under this
Engagement Agreement, the Issuer will be our client and an attorney-client relationship will exist
between us as outlined above. We assume that all other parties to each such transaction will
retain such counsel as they deem necessary and appropriate to represent their interests. We
further assume that all parties understand that in each such transaction we represent only the
[ssuer, we are not counsel to any other party, and we are not acting as an intermediary among the
parties. Our services as Bond Counsel are limited to those contracted for in this letter; the
Issuer’s execution of this engagement ageement will constitute an acknowledgement of those
limitations. Our representation of the Issuer will not aftect, however, our responsibility to render
an objective Bond Opinion.

Each representation of the Issuer and the attorney-client relationship for the Bonds
created by this Engagement Agreement will be concluded upon issuance of that respective issue
of Bonds. Nevertheless, subsequent to Closing, we will mail the appropriate Internal Revenue
Service Form 8038, and prepare and distribute to the participants in the transaction a transcript of
the proceedings pertaining to the Bonds.

FEES

We will charge a flat fee of $7,900 for services rendered under this Agreement. If, at any
time, we believe that an adjustment of our flat fee is necessary during an engagement as Bond
Counsel for a particular issuance of Bonds, we will advise you. Such adjustment might be
necessary in the event: (a) the principal amount of Bonds to be issued difters significantly from
the amount stated at the time we advise you of our fee; (b) there are material changes in the
structure, security or opinion from the description of the Bonds after we advise you of our fee; or
(c¢) unusual or unforeseen circumstances arise which require a significant increase in the services
rendered, such as personal attendance at meetings, significant travel, or unexpected revision of
the issuance documents at the request of the Issuer, any agent acting on your behalf (such as a
financial advisor), the purchaser, a bond insurer, other counsel providing services with respect to
issuance of a particular issuance of Bonds. It is not anticipated that it will be necessary for us to
personally attend meetings in order to provide the Bond Counsel services outlined above, but we
will do so in the event that circumstances require.

Re:  Purchasing Policy

As you may recall, during our strategic planning work session, council asked staff to move
forward with increasing the staffs purchase threshold ability. I have attached a draft policy
tracking and showing the changes made.

The draft language allows a department head to make purchases up to $2,500 without prior
approval from the City Administrator and/or the Mayor.

Purchases from $2,501 to $10,000 must be submitted to the City Administrator and/or the Mayor
with 3 written quotes for approval.

Purchases of $10,001 and above must have 3 written quotes in matrix format and submitted to
council for approval.

All purchases for infrastructure will follow the State Code for bidding thresholds. We previously
listed the threshold amounts, these tend to change every year according to the state, so by stating
we will follow the state code we will not have to change our policy every year to meet the
requirements of bidding/quote procedure for infrastructure projects.

PURCHASING POLICIES & PROCEDURES

PRINCIPLES OF PURCHASING
1. Consider the best interests of the City in all transactions and to carry out its established policies.
2. Purchase without prejudice, seeking to obtain the maximum value for each dollar of expenditure.
3. Work consistently to become knowledgeable of the equipment, materials, supplies and services required for
use by the City and establish practical purchasing procedures for obtaining them.
4. Avoid all unethical practices and the appearances of the same.
5. Subscribe to and work for honesty and truth in buying and refrain from all forms of conflict of interest.
6. Develop and maintain goodwill between the City and its suppliers and its vendors.

Having budgeted funds available is not justification for spending. All purchases must be justified on an as needed
basis & be within budget.

DEPARTMENTAL PURCHASE ORDER LIMITS:

Purchases $500 $2,500 or less: All invoices for purchases $500 $2.500 and under must have account number(s) and
signature of the appropriate department head or authorized purchaser on them before submitting them to the Finance
Director for payment. In addition, some department employees can make purchases through the City’s Credit
(Procurement) Card Program. This program also has a $560%$2.500 transaction limit without a purchase order. Items

available through the City’s membership in joint purchasing group and/or limited source proprietary shall be exempt
from bidding/quotes, but shall be documented as such as part of this policy.

QUOTATION PROCEDURES AND LIMITS: All purchases with a single dollar purchase limit above $1.500
$2.500 must be submitted for approval as follows:

Purchases from $3.000 - $4.999:92.501 - $10,000: a purchase requisition request is to be submitted to the City

Administrator and /or the Mayor in-additien-to-the requirementof and THREE WRITTEN OR ELECTRONIC
QUOTATIONS to include a Hiawatha-based business and a state bid when possible. The City Administrator and/or
the Mayor and the Department Head will discuss the merits of the three quotes and unless extenuating circumstances
dictate otherwise, the order will be placed based on the lowest quote. If department head is unable to obtain 3

written or electric quotes due to the product or item to purchase is only supplied by a sole source vendor. This needs
to be explained on the purchase requisition.

Purchases from $5.000-$46.999:$10.001 and above: a purchase requisition request is to be submitted to the City
Administrator and/or the Mayor in-additien-to-the requirement-of and THREE WRITTEN OR ELECTRONIC
QUOTATIONS to include a Hiawatha-based business and a state bid when possible. The three quotes must be in a
matrix format. The matrix format will list the purchase specifications down the left-hand side of the matrix with the
businesses quoting on the purchase listed across the top. The matrix will be filled in with the specific line item

quotes from each business when applicable. The quotes from each business will be totaled on the bottom line. In the
event extenuating circumstances dictate making the purchase from a business whom is not the lowest bidder, a bullet
point explanation addendum must be attached to the purchase matrix. If department head is unable to obtain 3
written or electric quotes due to the product or item to purchase is only supplied by a sole source vendor. This needs
to be explained on the purchase requisition. The purchase matrix and explanation addendum will be added to the
next City Council Agenda and copies will be provided to each City Council Member in their respective packets.
Upon approval by the City Council. the purchase may be completed. If the purchase is above the state threshold the
city will then follow the appropriate bid/quote procedure as dictated in the Iowa State Code Chapter 26.

The City Administrator and/or the Mayor may give approval by telephone for emergency purchases or expenditures
during non-business hours with written requisitions and approval to follow on the next regular business day.

BID/QUOTE THRESHOLDS

The City will follow Chapter 26 of the lowa State Code regarding thresholds for public improvement projects.

Wood River Energy is a third party natural gas supplier working directly with Mid American and Alliant
Energy on natural gas transportation here in Iowa, as well as several other Midwestern states. With natural gas
transport service, there is no charge to the customer, no equipment charge, no maintenance, and they provide
guaranteed savings each month on our natural gas costs.

As a city we have the ability to enroll in a discount program with Wood River Energy while remaining a
customer of Mid American in every way. Mid America continues to meter and their lines are still utilized to
transport gas. The only change on our end is that the natural gas is invoiced from Wood River Energy with an
estimated annual savings of $800 for City Hall.

City Hall/Community Center-101 Emmons Street is the only facility that qualifies for such a discount based on
usage.

Summary Statement:

e The agreement is for three-years and then automatically renew for one-year periods thereafter and will
guarantee a 5% reduction in the price we are paying each month for natural gas at the building
previously listed;

e There is no cost to the City for this service;

¢ Current estimates based on the last two months of invoices would put the savings an estimated $800 per
year;

e Cities currently using the service include Waverly, North Liberty, Marshalltown, Grinnell, Ottumwa,
Fairfield, Fort Dodge, Pella, Creston, Humboldt and others.

Alternative(s): Continue to pay MidAmerican at 100% of the cost of natural gas.

1. Term: Unless otherwise stated on the front of the Agreement, this Agreement shall renew automatically for a Term of (1) year and year-to-year thereafter
unless terminated by either party by providing 30 day written notice prior to the end of the initial Term or any subsequent anniversary date.

i Quantity: Seller agrees to sell and Buyer agrees to purchase 100% of the natural gas requirements of Buyer.

Seller utilizes PayTrace for credit
card transactions and a 2.9% convenience fee shall be charged on the total invoice for such credit card payments from Buyer.

6. Credit Requirements: Buyer shall make credit arrangements satisfactory to the Seller, which may include providing a deposit, prepayments, Letter of Credit,
or other security as requested by Seller.

RE: Linn County Hazard Mitigation Plan Update 2019-2024

In my November report I mentioned our partnership with East Central lowa Council of Governments
(ECICOG) to update the Linn County Hazard Mitigation Plan. The last time we visited a Hazard
Mitigation Plan was in September 2014, when we updated to the 2014 Metro Area Hazard Mitigation
Plan. This plan encompasses all of Linn County.

The primary purpose of hazard mitigation planning is to identify how a community can minimize the
negative impacts of natural, technological, and human caused hazards. This type of planning attempts to
minimize death, injury, property damage, and community disruption. For lowa and Linn County,
recurring natural disasters such as windstorms, flooding, and ice storms have made local hazard
mitigation planning an essential activity.

The secondary purpose of hazard mitigation planning is to maintain a local government’s eligibility to
apply for Hazard Mitigation Assistance funding, which includes the Pre-Disaster Mitigation, Flood
Mitigation Assistance, and Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. Upon approval of this plan, the county,
cities, and school districts included in this plan are eligible to apply for Hazard Mitigation Assistance
funding to complete their mitigation strategy. It is important to note, when a federal disaster declaration is
issued in lowa, the federal government awards the state Hazard Mitigation Grant.

ECICOG opened the draft Linn County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan 2019-2024 for public
comment during the months of November and December. There were minimal changes to the draft
document, none of which changed the regions’ overall goals. At this time all jurisdictions are asked to
approve the draft plan as submitted by ECICOG on our regions’ behalf. The Linn County Multi-
Jurisdiction Hazard Mitigation Plan 2019-2024 will be in effect upon all jurisdictions’ approval and after
review by the State and FEMA.

Each jurisdiction is responsible for remaining aware of the jurisdictions’ mitigation strategy and
encouraging the completion of mitigation actions. In addition, staff will also be responsible for
completing a periodic review, formal or informal. If an update for a specific jurisdiction is needed during
the five year life of this plan, staff will initiate an amendment process with the planning consultant, which
is the East Central Iowa Council of Governments.

Re: Amend the Hiawatha Electrical Code to comply with State of lowa 103

Background:

We have recently been informed by the State Electrical Inspector the City of Hiawatha is out of compliance with State
mandates for the adoption of an acceptable electrical code. (letter attached). The issue is related to the allowance of a sump
pump receptacle in residential construction without the installation of ground fault protection. The model code adopted by
the State of lowa requires any receptacle next to a source of water to be GFCI protected.

The City of Hiawatha and neighboring jurisdictions allowed the unprotected receptacle for sump connections because of the
flooding issues which could be more dangerous and damaging. A tripped GFCI would turn off sump pumps without notice
to the owner and allow significant damage before being discovered.

157.08 RECEPTACLES. The Hiawatha Electrical Code is hereby amended by adding an additional
exception to Section 210.8 (4) (5) of the National Electrical Code, which shall read as follows:

Exception No. 2 to (5): The sump pump receptacle shall not be required to be GFCI protected.
A single receptacle supplying a permanently installed sump pump, providing that the sump pump
receptacle is permanently and clearly labeled “for sump pump use only” and providing there is
at least one GFI protected duplex receptacle available for use within the room or area in which
the sump pump receptacle is located.

The State believes the danger from electrocution is more life threatening than potential water damage from a non-
operational sump pump. They claim the technology has advanced in the manufacturing of GFCI ,s. In additional “alarm”
GFCI units have been made available on the market if notice is critical.

Our neighboring cities have changed their codes as required by the State or are in the process of doing so. The change has
been supported by the electrical contractors in the area.

Recommendation:

Staff and counsel recommend deleting this exception in our electrical code to align with the State mandate. It will cost $20
to $50 more for the electrical installation and it could include an alarm. Removing the exception will provide an extra level
of safety that is recommended by the national model code and by the State of Iowa. This code change would remove
Hiawatha Code Section 157.08 in its entirety.





Pat,

Thank you for your time on the phone today to discuss the States concerns on how the City amended the National
Electrical Code (NEC) by amending out GFCI protection on sump pumps.

When the Electrical Examining Board Adopts the NEC it establishes the minimum wiring standards for the entire State.
Political Subdivisions can be more restrictive but cannot be less restrictive. After reviewing the cities adopted
amendments and discussing them with legal counsel, it has been determined your amendment on exempting GFCI
protection for sump pumps is less restrictive.

The technology that goes into the GFCls on the market today is very reliable. If the GFCl is tripping, there is a reason it is
tripping. Most likely the pump is starting to go bad and needs to be replaced. If there are concerns about the GFCI
tripping and owner not knowing that it is tripped, auditable GFCls can be installed. These GFCls will beep when the GFCI
trips to alert the owner.

Below is some wording out of lowa Code 103 and the Administrative Rules supporting our concerns. To make the
electrical code adoption process easier for cities, a city can just make a reference to the State Adopted Electrical Code in
their ordinance. This way every 3-years when the State adopts newest version of the NEC, cities do not have to go back
and change their ordinances.

lowa Code 103.6 POWERS AND DUTIES.

1. The board shall:

a. Adopt rules pursuant to chapter 17A and in doing so shall be governed by the minimum standards set
forth in the most current publication of the national electrical code issued and adopted by the national fire
protection association, and amendments to the code, which code and amendments shall be filed in the offices
of the state law library and the board and shall be a public record. The board shall adopt rules reflecting
updates to the code and amendments to the code. The board shall promulgate and adopt rules establishing
wiring standards that protect public safety and health and property and that apply to all electrical wiring which
is installed subject to this chapter.

ADMINISTRATIVE RULE - CHAPTER 504
STANDARDS FOR ELECTRICAL WORK
661—504.1(103) Installation requirements. The provisions of the National Electrical Code, 2017 edition,
published by the National Fire Protection Association, I Batierymarch Park, Quincy, MA 02169-7471, are
adopted as the requirements for electrical installations performed by persons licensed pursuant to 661—
Chapters 500 through 503 and to installations subject to inspection pursuant to Iowa Code chapter 103
with the following amendments:

504.1(1) Delete section 210.12(D).

504.1(2) Delete section 406.4(D)(4).
This rule is intended to implement Iowa Code chapter 103,

Re: Pole Mounted Utility Facility Policy

Background:

Jurisdictions are seeking to be in compliance with both state and federal rules as they attempt to regulate the placement of
pole mounted utility facilities in the right of way.

State: The state does allow some limits for structural capacity of poles and structures, residential areas, historic areas and
structures, and aesthetic concerns if specified. (see highlighted text of attached IA statute).

Federal: It appears the National League of Cities may have been able to extend the federal deadline for “aesthetic
regulation” until April 15%. If our city wants to regulate in certain areas and to the extent allowed by the rule we need to
have the policy in place by April 15 even though the state has no such deadline. This is especially true for reasonable
aesthetic rules. (see highlighted NLC attachment)

The proposed policy associated with this type of installation is attached. We have used a template provided by a
neighboring jurisdiction; Coralville, Iowa City and Dubuque. Charles City and Waverly in review. It complies with the
limits of the State and Federal rules but gives the City opportunity to regulate and provide input into future installations.

Recommendation:

Review and approve the attached recommended policy.





1 IOWA CELL SITING ACT, §8C.7A

8C.7A Uniform rules for small wireless facilities — permit approval.

1. a. Except as provided in this section, an authority shall not prohibit or restrict the siting
of a small wireless facility.

b. For purposes of this section, “siting” means the mounting, installation, maintenance,
modification, operation, or replacement of a small wireless facility on or adjacent to any of
the following:

(1) An existing tower, utility pole, wireless support structure, or other existing structure.

(2) A new utility pole of a similar height and appearance as an existing utility pole and
which is located within a five-hundred-foot radius of the existing utility pole.

(3) Areplacement utility pole of a similar height and appearance as an existing utility pole
and which is located within a five-hundred-foot radius of the existing utility pole.

2. a. An authority that has adopted planning and zoning regulations shall authorize the
siting of a small wireless facility within its jurisdiction and shall not require a person to obtain
a special or conditional land use permit for any of the following:

(1) For siting the small wireless facility in a public right-of-way or on an authority
structure located outside of a public right-of-way to the extent that such structure is
already in use as a wireless support structure by supporting non-authority communications
equipment that involve external attachments, provided that such structure is not listed on
the national register of historic places.

(2) For siting the small wireless facility on an existing tower, utility pole, or wireless
support structure, regardless of the location, except for on property zoned and used
exclusively for single-family residential use or within a previously designated area of
historical significance pursuant to section 303.34.

b. A small wireless facility may be classified as a special or conditional land use where
such small wireless facility is not sited in a manner as provided in paragraph “a”.

c. A person may install a new utility pole or wireless support structure in a public
right-of-way subject to the provisions of this section. An authority may reasonably limit the
number of new utility poles or wireless support structures, consistent with the protection
of public health, safety, and welfare, and provided that such limitation does not have the
effect of prohibiting or significantly impairing a wireless service provider’s ability to provide
wireless service within the area of a proposed new structure. However, an authority may
require a person to obtain a special or conditional land use permit to install a new utility
pole or wireless support structure for the siting of a small wireless facility on property zoned
and used exclusively for single-family residential use or within a previously designated area
of historical significance pursuant to section 303.34.

3. a. (1) An authority may require a person to obtain a building, electrical, or public
right-of-way use permit for the siting of a small wireless facility to the extent that such permit
is of general applicability and does not deny access to site the small wireless facility in a
public right-of-way. Notwithstanding this paragraph, an authority shall not require a person
to obtain a permit for the routine maintenance of a previously approved small wireless
facility or the replacement of a previously approved small wireless facility with a facility of
substantially similar height, weight, and wind and structural loading, provided, however,
that an authority may require a person to obtain a permit to work in a public right-of-way or
on an authority structure located outside of a public right-of-way with the same terms and
conditions provided for other commercial projects or uses in the public right-of-way or on
the authority structure.

(2) (@) Except as provided in subparagraph divisions (b) and (c), an authority shall not
impose any fee or require any application or permit for the installation, placement, operation,
maintenance, or replacement of a micro wireless facility that is suspended on operator-owned
cables or lines that are strung between existing utility poles in compliance with national safety
codes.

(b) An authority that has adopted a municipal or county code on or before July 1,
2017, which requires an application or permit for the installation, placement, operation,
maintenance, or replacement of a micro wireless facility may continue the application or
permit requirement subsequent to July 1, 2017.

(¢) () An authority may require a single-use right-of-way permit for the installation,

placement, operation, maintenance, or replacement of a micro wireless facility if any of the
following conditions apply:

(A) The work is contained within a highway lane or requires the closure of a highway lane.

(B) The work disturbs the pavement, shoulder, ditch, or operation of a highway.

(C) The work involves placement of a micro wireless facility on a limited access
right-of-way.

(D) The work requires any specific precautions to ensure the safety of the traveling public
or the protection or operation of public infrastructure and such work was not authorized in, or
will not be conducted in, the same time, place, or manner that is consistent with the approved
terms of the existing permit for the facility or structure upon which the micro wireless facility
is attached.

(ii) For purposes of this subparagraph division, “highway” means the same as defined in
section 325A.1.

b. An authority shall not require a person to apply for or enter into an individual license,
franchise, or other agreement with the authority or any other entity for the siting of a small
wireless facility on a utility pole located in a public right-of-way. However, an authority may,
through the conditions set forth in a permit obtained pursuant to this subsection, do any of
the following:

(1) Establish nondiscriminatory, competitively neutral and commercially reasonable
rates, terms, and conditions for such siting, which rates, terms, and conditions shall
comply with the federal pole attachment requirements provided in 47 U.S.C. §224 and any
regulations promulgated thereunder.

(2) Require compliance with the Iowa electrical safety code, the national electrical
safety code, applicable fire safety codes, and any building code or similar code of general
applicability for the protection of the public health, safety, or welfare that was adopted by an
authority prior to the filing of the application.

(3 Require that a small wireless facility reasonably match the aesthetics of an existing
utility pole or wireless support structure that incorporates decorative elements.

(4) Require compliance with section 306.46, subsection 1, and section 306.47.

(3) Require that after the construction of a small wireless facility or new utility pole
is completed in accordance with all conditions under which the permit is granted, which
conditions shall be consistent with this section, the owner of the small wireless facility or new
utility pole, or the owner’s successor in interest, shall maintain the small wireless facility or
new utility pole at the expense of the owner or successor and if the authority subsequently
undertakes any maintenance, public improvement project, or reconstruction of authority
property or equipment which requires the modification, relocation, or reconstruction of
the small wireless facility or new utility pole, such work and the costs thereof shall be
the responsibility of the owner or successor. If the project necessitating the modification,
relocation, or reconstruction of the small wireless facility or new utility pole is for a private
commercial purpose, the authority may require the owner or successor to modify, relocate,
or reconstruct the small wireless facility or new utility pole upon prepayment of the costs of
such work by the private commercial entity whose project facilitates the need for such work.
For purposes of this subparagraph, “new utility pole” means a new utility pole installed
by a wireless service provider pursuant to this section solely for use as a wireless support
structure and that is owned by the wireless service provider.

c. Beginning with applications filed on or after September 1, 2017, an authority shall
accept an application for, process, and issue a permit under this subsection as follows:

(1) An applicant shall not be required to provide more information or pay a higher
application fee, consulting fee, or other fee associated with the processing or issuance of
a permit than the amount charged to a telecommunications service provider that is not
a wireless service provider. The total amount of fees for processing or issuing a permit,
including any fees charged by third parties, shall not exceed five hundred dollars for an
application addressing no more than five small wireless facilities, and an additional fifty
dollars for each small wireless facility addressed in an application in excess of five small
wireless facilities. An applicant shall not be required to pay any additional fees or perform
any services relating to the acceptance, processing, or issuance of a permit, nor provide
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Deadline Approaching to Set Aesthetic
Standards for Small Cell Wireless

If cities want to set aesthetic standards, they must be adopted by April 15, 2019.
(Published Dec 17, 2018)

The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) on Dec. 10 denied a petition to stay its Declaratory Ruling and

Third Report and Order regarding small wireless deployment. This means the order is set to go into effect on
Jan. 14.

—See the FCC Order Denying Motion to Stay in Accelerating Wireless and Wireline Broadband Deployment

The petition was filed by the National League of Cities (NLC) together with many other interested parties. In
denying the petition, the FCC clarified the timeframe required for cities to adopt aesthetic standards on small
cell deployment.

Cities that wish to enforce aesthetic requirements on small cell wireless facilities must have such requirements
published by April 15, 2019. Any aesthetic standard adopted by cities must be: “(1) reasonable; (2) no more
burdensome than those applied to other types of infrastructure deployments; and (3) objective and published
in advance.”

Advantage of adopting standards sooner

Despite the clarification of the 180-day window for cities to adopt proper aesthetic requirements, the denial
implies that cities must have some aesthetic requirements in place by Jan. 14. After Jan. 14, cities are not able
to enforce ad hoc aesthetic limitations.

Cities that have aesthetic, spacing, or undergrounding standards currently in place may continue to judge
applications against their current standards. However, by April 15, cities may only enforce aesthetic,
undergrounding and spacing standards that are “reasonable, no more burdensome than those applied to other
types of infrastructure deployments, and objective and published in advance.”

Next steps for cities

There is a separate motion to stay in the courts. Despite this additional request for stay filed with the 10th U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals, cities should be working quickly to draft and publish aesthetic standards in order to
comply with the new requirements.

Cities without aesthetic standards should work with their city attorney and city engineer to draft and publish
aesthetic standards by Jan. 14. Cities with current aesthetic standards in place should work with their city
attorney and city engineer to ensure current aesthetic standards are in compliance with the FCC order. If
needed, they should amend current aesthetic standards to ensure compliance by April 15.

Continued advocacy on behalf of cities
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SECTION I: PURPOSE

The purpose of these guidelines is to establish general procedures and standards, consistent with
all applicable federal and state laws, for the siting, construction, installation, collocation,
modification, relocation, operation and removal of pole-mounted (or other structure-mounted)
utility facilities within the City’s right-of-way. The goals of these guidelines are to:

A. Provide standards, technical criteria and details for utility facilities in the City’sright-of-
way to be uniformly applied to all applicants and owners of utility facilities or support
structures for such facilities.

B. Enhance the ability of utility providers to deploy services in the City quickly,
effectively and efficiently so that residents, businesses and visitors benefit from
ubiquitous and robust utility serviceavailability.

C. Preserve the character of the City’s neighborhoods and corridors.

D. Ensure that utility facilities and support structures conform to all applicable health and
safety regulations and will blend into their environment to the greatest extent possible.

E. Comply with, and not conflict with or preempt, all applicable state and federal laws.

SECTION II: DEFINITIONS

Abandoned means any utility facilities or support structures that are unused for a period of
three hundred sixty-five (365) days without the operator otherwise notifying the City and
receiving the City’s approval.

Antenna means communications equipment that transmits or receives radio frequency signals in
the provision of wireless service.

Applicant means any Person applying for a Permit hereunder.

City means the City of Hiawatha.

City property means property other than right-of-way owned by the City.
Collocation or Collocate means to install, mount, maintain, modify, operate, or replaceutility

facilities on a utility support structure.
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County means Linn County, lowa.

Decorative Pole means a pole, arch, or structure other than a street light pole placed in the right-
of-way specifically designed and placed for aesthetic purposes and on which no appurtenances or
attachments have been placed except for any of the following (a) electric lighting; (b) specially
designed informational or directional signage; (c) temporary holiday or special event
attachments.

Industrial Area means an industrially-zoned area.

Operator means a utility service provider, cable operator, or a video service provider that
operates a utility facility and provides utility service. Operator includes a wireless service
provider, cable operator, or a video service provider that provides information services as
defined in the “Telecommunications Act of 1996,” 110 Stat. 59, 47 U.S.C. 153(2), and services
that are fixed in nature or use unlicensed spectrum.

Ornamental Pole means a pole or structure placed in the right-of-way to support trafficsignals
and/or streetlights which has been specifically designed and placed for aesthetic purposes.
Ornamental Poles may include appurtenances or attachments for banners and/or other aesthetic
features.

Permit means the non-exclusive grant of authority issued by the City of Coralville to install a
utility facility and/or a utility support structure in a portion of the right-of-way in accordance
with these guidelines. Utility facilities and support structures include small cell facilities and

support structures utilized for small cell and wireless uses.

Permittee means the owner and/or operator issued a Permit pursuant to these guidelines.

Person means any natural person or any association, firm, partnership, joint venture, corporation,
or other legally recognized entity, whether for-profit or not-for-profit.

Retail and Commercial Areas means a commercially-zoned area.
Residential Area means a residentially-zoned area.

Right-of-way means the surface of, and the space within, through, on, across, above, or below,
any public street, public road, public highway, public freeway, public lane, public path, public
alley, public court, public sidewalk, public boulevard, public parkway, public drive, public
easement, and any other land dedicated or otherwise designated for a compatible public use,
which is owned or controlled by the City of Hiawatha.
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Small Cell Facility means a wireless facility that meets both of the followingrequirements:

(1) Each antenna is located inside an enclosure of not more than six (6) cubic feet in
volume or, in the case of an antenna that has exposed elements, the antenna and all of its
exposed elements could fit within an enclosure of not more than six (6) cubic feet in
volume.

(2) All other wireless equipment associated with the facility is cumulatively not more than
twenty-eight (28) cubic feet in volume. The calculation of equipment volume shall not
include electric meters, concealment elements, telecommunications demarcation boxes,
grounding equipment, power transfer switches, cut-off switches, and vertical cable runs
for the connection of power and other services.

State means the State of lowa.
Toll means the pause or delay of the running of the required time period.

Utility means a private company providing electric, gas and/or telecommunications service with
conduits, cables or other facilities within the public right-of-way. Utility includes any company
providing fiber optic or small cell communications services.

Utility Pole means a structure that is designed for, or used for the purpose of, carrying lines,
cables, or wires for electric or telecommunications service. "Utility pole" excludes streetsigns
and decorative poles.

Utility Support Structure means a pole, such as a monopole, either guyed or self-supporting,
street light pole, traffic signal pole, a fifteen (15) foot or taller sign pole, or utility pole capable
of supporting utility facilities, including small cell facilities. Utility Support Structure excludes
a utility pole or other facility owned or operated by an electric utility.

SECTION III: REQUIREMENT TO COMPLY

Placement, modification, operation, relocation and removal of a utility facility and/or utility
support structure shall comply with Hiawatha’s City Code, design standards and permitting
requirements which are current at the time the permit for installation, modification, relocation
or removal is approved, and as amended from time to time.

In addition other permitting requirements, application for placement of a pole mounted facility
shall include:

1. Verification the support structure owner approves the installation.

2. The structural capacity has been verified by a State of Towa licensed engineer.
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SECTION IV: LOCATIONS OF UTILITY FACILITIES, RELATED GROUND
EQUIPMENT, AND UTILITY SUPPORT STRUCTURES

Most Preferable Locations
The following are the most preferred areas for new utility facilities.

A. Industrial Areas if not adjacent to a municipal park, or residential
area.

B. Highway Rights-of-Way areas if not adjacent to a municipal park, or residential
area.

C. Retail and Commercial Areas if not adjacent to a municipal park, or residential.
Collocation Preference

It is the City’s strong preference that whenever an applicant proposes to place a new utility
support structure with a utility facility within two hundred fifty (250) feet from an existing
utility support structure, the applicant either collocate with the existing facility or demonstrate
that a collocation is either not technically feasible or space on the existing facility is not
potentially available.

Least Preferable Locations
The following are the least preferred areas for new small cell facilities.
A. Residential Areas

B. Municipal Parks

C. Special ornamental street poles on North Center Point Road, Center Point Road and
adjacent streets.

Maps, which may be updated from time to time, showing the boundaries of the above areas,
are available on the City’s website.

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Order of Preference for Utility Support Structures

The following list indicates the order of preference for utility support structures for utility
facilities. Images of the Municipal Service Poles are attached in Exhibit A.

A. Existing Utility Poles: 1t is the City’s preference that utility facilities be installed on
existing utility poles (electric or telephone) or lashed onto existing telephone or
electrical lines between existing utility poles.

B. Non-Ornamental Municipal Service Poles: 1f the applicant does not have the right to
use existing utility poles or lines under reasonable terms and conditions or the
utilization imposes technical limits, the City prefers that the applicant next look to
existing non- ornamental municipal street lights or traffic signal structures.

C. New Poles: If Items A-B listed above have proven to be unavailable, the City
prefers the installation of a new pole to serve as a utility supportstructure.

D. Ornamental Municipal Service Poles: The use of ornamental municipal street lights
and traffic signals as utility support structures is discouraged. These should only be
proposed if Items A-C listed above are unavailable or when requested by the City
based on the proposed location. Use of ornamental traffic signal mast arms is
preferred over use of ornamental street lights.

E. Sign Poles (15 feet or taller): The only sign poles that may be considered are those

that are at least fifteen (15) feet tall. These are the least preferred option for a utility
support structure.

SECTION V: CONSIDERATION OF ALTERNATE LOCATIONS

The City reserves the right to propose an alternate utility support structure to the one proposed
in the application. The City may also propose an alternate location for a new utility support
structure within one hundred (100) feet of the proposed location or within a distance that is
equivalent to the width of the right-of-way in or on which the new utility support structure is
proposed, whichever is greater, which the operator shall use if it has the right to use the
alternate location on reasonable terms and conditions and the alternate location does not
impose technical limits or additional costs.
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SECTION VI: GUIDELINES ON PLACEMENT

An applicant shall construct and maintain utility facilities and support structures in a manner
that does not (1) obstruct, impede or hinder the usual travel or public safety on a right-of-way;
(2) obstruct the legal use of a right-of-way by other utility providers; (3) violate
nondiscriminatory applicable codes; (4) violate or conflict with the City of Hiawatha’s City
Code; and (5) violate the federal Americans with Disabilities Act.

The City desires to promote cleanly organized and streamlined facilities using the smallest and
least intrusive means available to provide utility services to the community. Generally, a utility
facility and/or utility support structure shall match and be consistent with the materials and
finish of the adjacent municipal poles of the surrounding area adjacent to their location. In the
absence of adjacent municipal poles, the utility support structure shall match the materials and
finish of the adjacent utility poles.

Antennas on Existing or Replaced Utility Poles

Any antenna(s) associated with collocation on existing or replaced utility poles must have
concealed cable connections, antenna mount and other hardware. The maximum dimensions
for antennas shall not be more than six (6) cubic feet in volume, including any enclosure for
the antenna.

Right-of-way

Utility facilities and support structures and related equipment shall be placed, as much as
possible, in line with other utility features and in a location that minimizes any obstruction,
impediment or hindrance to the usual travel or public safety on a right-of-way.

Height Above Ground

Utility Facilities: Utility facilities installed support structures shall be installed at least nine
(9) feet above the ground. If a utility facility attachment is projecting toward the street, for the
safety and protection of the public and vehicular traffic, the City may require the attachment
to be installed no less than sixteen (16) feet above the ground.

New utility support structures: The overall height of a new utility support structure and any
collocated antennas shall not be more than the maximum allowable building height in the
underlying zoning district above ground level. In all other areas, the overall height of a new
utility support structure and any collocated antennas shall not be more than fifty (50) feet in
height above ground level.
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Existing utility support structures: For an existing utility support structure, antennaand any
associated shroud or concealment material are permitted to be collocated at the top of the
existing utility support structure and shall not increase the height of the existing utility support
structure by more than five (5) feet.

Protrusion

No protrusions from the outer circumference of the existing structure or pole shall be morethan
two (2) feet. The pole and all attachments to the pole that are projecting, or any equipment or
appurtenance mounted on the ground, shall comply with Americans with Disabilities Act and
shall not obstruct an existing or planned sidewalk or walkway, including a clear zone from the
sidewalk measuring two (2) feet. The City, at its option, may waive the clear zone requirement
or the requirement to limit the protrusion to no more than two (2) feet.

Location of Equipment - General

Utility facilities and related equipment shall not impede pedestrian or vehicular traffic in the
right-of-way. If any utility facility or support structure is installed in a location that is not in
accordance with the plans approved by the City, impedes pedestrian or vehicular traffic and/or
or does not comply or otherwise renders the right-of-way non-compliant with applicable laws,
including the Americans with Disabilities Act, then the operator shall promptly remove the
utility facilities and/or support structure. If the operator does not complete removal in a
reasonable timeframe, the City will remove it and bill the operator for the cost of the removal.

The applicant is required to incorporate ambient noise suppression measures and/or required to
place the equipment in locations less likely to impact adjacent residences or businesses toensure
compliance with all applicable noise regulations.

Utility Lines: Service lines must be undergrounded whenever feasible to avoid additional
overhead lines. For non-wood poles, undergrounded cables and wires must transition directly
into the pole base without any external junction box.

Spools and Coils: To reduce clutter and deter vandalism, excess fiber optic or coaxial cables
for utility facilities shall not be spooled, coiled or otherwise stored on the pole except within
the approved enclosure such as a cage or cabinet.

Above-Ground Conduit: On wood poles, all above-ground wires, cables and connections shall
be encased in the smallest section or smallest diameter PVC channel, conduit, u-guard, or
shroud feasible, with a maximum dimension of four (4) inches in diameter. Such conduit shall
be finished in zinc, aluminum or stainless steel, or colored to match those metal finishes.
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City Utilities: Utility facilities, support structures and service connections shall be located at
least five (5) feet from existing City utilities or structures, unless approved by the City
Engineer.

Pole footing/base: A new footing/base is required for all pole replacements, and existing
footings/bases must be removed.

Location of Ground Mounted Equipment

Ground equipment should be minimal and the least intrusive. It should be placed to minimize
any obstruction, impediment, or hindrance to the usual travel or public safety on a right-of-
way, maximize the line of sight required to add to safe travel of vehicular and pedestrian
traffic and maximize that line of sight at street corners and intersections and minimize hazards
at those locations. The City may deny a request that negatively impacts vehicular and/or
pedestrian safety.

The equipment shroud or cabinet must contain all the equipment associated with the facility
other than the antenna. All cables and conduits associated with the equipment must be
concealed from view, routed directly through the pole (with the exception of wood power
poles) and undergrounded between the pole and adjacent facilities.

Location of Pole Mounted Equipment

All pole-mounted equipment must be installed as flush to the pole as possible. Equipment
attached to metal poles must be installed using stainless steel banding straps. When the straps
are attached to a metal pole, they must match the color of the pole. Through bolting or use of
lag bolts is prohibited. Equipment attached to wood poles may be bolted to the pole or installed
using stainless steel bandingstraps. All pole mounted equipment shall be located as close
together as technically possible and if possible, on the same side of the pole.

When pole-mounted equipment is either permitted or required, all equipment other than the
antenna(s), electric meter and disconnect switch must be concealed within an equipment
cabinet or similar enclosure. Equipment cabinet may not extend more than twenty-four (24)
inches from the face of thepole. The equipment cabinet must be non-reflective, colored to
match the existing pole if attached to a metal pole, and in the color of brushed aluminum if
attached to a wood pole. Equipment cabinets should be mounted as flush to the pole as
possible. Any standoff mount for the equipment cabinet may not exceed four (4) inches.

Electric Meter: The City strongly encourages site operators to use flat-rate electric servicewhen
it would eliminate the need for a meter. When a meter is necessary, site operators shall use the
smallest and least intrusive electric meter available. Whenever permitted by the electric service
provider, the electric meter base should be painted to match the pole. Electrical service
connections must be to the closest feasible power source available from the power provider,
unless approved by the City Engineer.

Telephone/Fiber Optic Utilities: Cabinets for telephone and/or fiber optic utilities maynot
extend more than twenty-four (24) inches from the face of the pole, and must be painted,
wrapped or otherwise colored to match the pole. Microwave or other wireless backhaul is
discouraged when it would involve a separate and unconcealed antenna.

Undergrounded Equipment Vaults

Equipment in an environmentally controlled underground vault may be required in some
areas where technologically feasible and appropriate for the location.

New Utility Support Structures

Spacing: The City strongly discourages more than one (1) new utility support structure per
block and will not approve more than one (1) per two hundred fifty (250) feet on each side of
the street to minimize the hazard of poles adjacent to roadways and minimize visual clutter and
distractions to vehicular traffic. An exemption may be granted if the applicant can demonstrate
that this restriction has the effect of preventing utility service to this location. Utility support
structures shall be spaced apart from other utility poles or support structures supporting similar
facilities atthe same spacing between utility poles in the immediate proximity.

If multiple requests are received to install two (2) or more poles that would violate the
spacing requirement or to collocate two (2) or more utility facilities on the same
utility support structure, priority will be given to the first request received that meets
these guidelines.

Alignment with Other Poles: The centerline of any new utility support structure must be
aligned, as much as possible, with the centerlines of existing poles on the same street
segment, but only if the new structure’s height does not conflict with overhead power utility
lines and facilities.

General Restrictions on New Wood Poles: In all locations, the City does not allow new wood
poles to be installed.
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Metal Pole Footings and Foundations: All new metal poles must be supported with a
reinforced concrete pier. The design including the pier, footings and anchor bolts shall be
stamped, sealed and signed by a professional engineer licensed and registered by the State of
Iowa, and subject to the City’s review and approval. All anchor bolts must be concealed from
public view with an appropriate pole boot or cover subject to the City’s priorapproval.

Metal Pole Material: All metal poles must be constructed from aluminum and finished in
accordance with these guidelines to avoid rust stains on adjacent sidewalks, buildings or other
improvements.

Metal Pole Finish: Metal poles shall be painted to match existing metal poles in the
surrounding area. If no paint color is available for the area, the poles shall match a

galvanized finish. The applicant shall select a powder coat paint system in compliance
with ATSM standards.

Lighting and Banners: The City may require the applicant to install functional streetlights,
holiday lights, and/or brackets to hold banners when technically feasible and the City
determines that such additions will enhance the overall appearance and usefulness of the
proposed facility. The City may install banners utilizing the brackets. Any lighting installed
(new or replacement) shall be light emitting diode (LED) type as approved by the City.

City-Owned Utility Support Structures

Required Load Analysis: Installations on all City-owned poles shall have an industry standard
pole load analysis completed, sealed and signed by a Professional Engineer licensed and
registered by the State of lowa and submitted to the City with each permit application
indicating that the City-owned pole to which the utility facility will to be attached will safely
support the load.

Attachment: All utility installations located on City-owned poles shall be completed in a manner
that allows for their complete removal (including brackets) without damage to the pole.

Height of Attachments: All attachments on all City-owned poles shall be at least nine (9) feet
above grade and if a utility facility is projecting toward the street, for the safety and protection
of the public and vehicular traffic, the City may require the attachment to be installed no less
than sixteen (16) feet above the ground.

Power Source: A utility facility on a City-owned support structure may not use thesame power
source that provides power for the original purpose of the utility supportstructure.
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Installations on Traffic Signals and Street Lights: Installations on all traffic signal structures
or street lights must not interfere with the integrity of the facility in any way that may
compromise the safety of the public. The installation must not interfere with other existing or
planned uses on the pole such as traffic signals, street lights, PTZ cameras, vehicle detection
equipment, or hanging banners. Installation of utility facilities on any traffic signal structure
or street light shall (a) be encased in a separate conduit than the traffic light electronics
(existing spare conduits may not be used); (b) have a separate electric power connection than
the traffic signal/street light structure; and (c) have a separate access point than the traffic
signal/street light structure.

Installations on Sign Poles (135 feet or taller): Installations on sign poles may only occurif
the sign pole is fifteen (15) feet or taller.

Reservation of space for future public safety or transportation uses: An application for space
on a City owned or operated utility support structure that conflicts with space reserved for
future public safety, transportation uses, or banners documented in an approved plan in place
at the time of the application will be denied unless the operator pays for the replacement of
the pole or utility support structure and the replaced pole or utility support structure will
accommodate the future use and the small cell facility.

Luminaires: Any luminaire installed (new or replacement) in association with a utility
facility or support structure shall be LED type as approved by the City.

SECTION VII: UNDERGROUNDING REQUIREMENTS

The City may deny requests to install above ground structures and facilities in the right-of-
way in an area where the City has required all structures and facilities except those owned by
the City to be placed underground or elsewhere in the right-of-way or a utility easement.
These areas are easily identifiable as those locations where electric has been placed
underground; however, if an applicant is uncertain as to whether such facilities have been
placed underground in the area, the applicant should contact the City for clarification before
applying for or installing any utility support structures and/or utility facilities in the area.

The applicant may request a waiver if the operator is unable to achieve its service objective
using a location in the right-of-way where the prohibition does not apply, in a utility
easement the operator has the right to access, or in or on other suitable locations or
structures made available by the City at reasonable rates, fees and terms.
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SECTION VIII: GENERAL AESTHETIC REQUIREMENTS

Concealment

New Utility Support Structures: It is the City’s preference that all new utility support
structures be camouflaged. The applicant shall submit their proposal for camouflage with
the permit application.

Utility Facilities: Utility facilities shall be concealed or enclosed as much as possible in an
equipment box, cabinet, or other unit that may include ventilation openings. Unless approved
by the City in writing, there shall be no external cables and wires hanging off a pole. The
approved ones shall be sheathed or enclosed in a conduit, so that wires are protected and not
visible or visually minimized to the extent possible.

Equipment Enclosures: Equipment enclosures, including electric meters, shall be as small as
possible. Ground-mounted equipment shall incorporate concealment elements into the
proposed design. Concealment may include, but shall not be limited to, landscaping,
strategic placement in less obtrusive locations and placement within existing or replacement
street furniture.

Landscaping: Landscape screening shall be provided and maintained around ground
mounted equipment enclosures. The planting quantity and size should be such that 100%
screening is achieved within two years of installation. The City may grant an exemption from
this landscaping requirement based on the characteristics of the specific location for the
equipment enclosure. Tree “topping” or the improper pruning of trees is prohibited. Any
proposed pruning or removal of trees, shrubs or other landscaping already existing in the
right-of-way must be noted in the application and must be approved bythe City.

When underground vaults are proposed, they shall be located to minimize disruption to the
placement of street trees. Adequate planting depth shall be provided between the top of the
vault and the finished grade to allow plants to grow in a healthy condition.

Allowed Colors

All colors shall match the background of any utility support structure that the facilities are
located upon. In the case of existing wood poles, finishes of conduit shall be zinc, aluminum
or stainless steel, or colored to match those metal finishes and equipment cabinets shall be the
color of brushed aluminum. Ground mounted equipment cabinets shall be the color ofbrushed
aluminum.
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Signage/Lights/Logos/Decals/Cooling Fans

Signage: Operator shall post its name, location identifying information, and emergency
telephone number in an area on the cabinet of the utility facility that is visible to the public.
Signage required under this section shall not exceed 4 x 6”, unless otherwiserequired by law
(e.g. RF ground notification signs) or the City. If no cabinet exists, the signage shall be placed
at the base of the pole.

Lights: New utility facilities and support structures shall not be illuminated, except in accord
with state or federal regulations, or unless illumination is integral to the camouflaging
strategy such as design intended to look like a street lightpole.

Logos/Decals: Remove or paint over unnecessary equipment manufacturer decals. New
utility facilities and support structures shall not include advertisements and may only display
information required by a federal, state or local agency. Utilize the smallestand lowest
visibility radio-frequency (RF) warning sticker required by government or electric utility
regulations. Place the RF sticker as close to the antenna as possible.

Cooling Fans: In residential areas, use a passive cooling system. In the event that a fan is
needed, use a cooling fan with a low noise profile.

Additional General Aesthetic Specifications

As noted in Section IV, the City’s preference for utility support structures is existing
utility poles. The next preference is for non-ornamental municipal service poles.
Omamental municipal poles should be avoided if possible.

All external surfaces of the facility (including all equipment, enclosures and other materials)
shall be painted to match the existing color of the pole, to the extent possible. If the pole is to
be replaced, the new pole shall be painted to match the color of the existing pole or other poles
in the area, as determined by the City Engineer.

Poles installed or replaced with a utility facility or support structure shall match the color,
make and style of existing poles in the area, unless a newer style has been established in the
adjacent area. If a newer style has been established, the new or replacement poles shall match
the color, make and style of the more recent nearby existing poles.

When collocating on the City’s traffic signal poles, the preferred collocation spot is on the
traffic signal pole without attached street signs, with any antenna placed at the top of the
vertical pole immediately below the top. Each proposed collocation will be subject to a site-
specific review.
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The City strongly discourages the use of the City’s ornamental streetlights as utility support
structures. They should be used only when no other options exist, including the ability to
install a new utility support structure. If used, the height may not be increased more than
five (5) feet, the light fixture must be located at the top of the pole, and the utility facility
must not interfere with the attachment of banners.

If existing utility poles are not available for collocation, operators may propose a new utility
support structure. New utility support structures shall match the City’s standard pole type,
make and color for the area. Information on the manufacturer and model identification, and
detailed drawings of these support structures are available from the Engineering Department.

New Utility Support Structures

Residential Areas: In residential areas, new utility support structures should be located to
avoid obstructing the view of building facades by placing the utility support structure at a
corner, intersection or along a lot line. New utility support structures should be located in
the yard location where other overhead utilities are located unless it is not technically
feasible to do so. Applicants shall clearly explain the rationale for requests that deviate from
this expectation.

SECTION X: GENERAL PROVISIONS

Tree Maintenance

Operator, its contractors, and agents shall obtain written permission from the City before
trimming trees in the right-of-way hanging over its utility facility and/or support structure to
prevent branches of such trees from contacting attached utility facility. When trimming such
trees on private property, the operator, its contractors, and agents shall notify the City and
obtain written permission from the property owner. When directed by the City, operator
shall trim under the supervision and direction of the City. The City shall not be liable for any
damages, injuries, or claims arising from operator’s actions under thissection.

Graffiti Abatement

As soon as practical, but not later than fourteen (14) calendar days from the dateoperator
receives notice thereof, operator shall remove all graffiti on any of its utility facilities
and/or support structures located in the right-of-way. The City may agree to an extension of
time for abatement when necessitated by the need to order replacement equipment when
such equipment is ordered in a timely manner.
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Minor Technical Exceptions

The City recognizes that in some circumstances strict compliance with these guidelines
may result in undesirable aesthetic outcomes and that minor deviations should be granted
when the need for such deviation arises from circumstances outside the applicant’s control.

Waivers if requirements have the effect of prohibiting the provision of utility service
to a location

In the event that any applicant asserts that strict compliance with any provision in these
guidelines, as applied to a specific proposed utility facility, would effectively prohibit the
provision of personal utility services, the City Administrator may grant a limited, one-time
exemption from strict compliance.

Effective Date

These Guidelines shall take effect upon the approval date listed on the cover and shall
apply to all applications for utility siting, construction, installation, collocation,
modification, relocation, operation and removal filed after the effective date.

Installation and Maintenance

If a pole contains a utility facility and is impacted by a public project, the utility owner shall be
solely responsible for the removal or relocation of the facility, and shall do so in a timely
manner.

Utility owner to provide record drawings (including GPS coordinates) for all work involving
City-owned pole locations, within ten (10) business days of installation.

If utility is removed from a City-owned pole, the utility owner shall repair the pole to the greatest
extent possible, including pugging holes, painting impacted areas or other repairs as needed. The
utility owner shall provide written notice to the City prior to the removal of a utility facility from
a City-owned pole.

The utility owner is responsible for all repairs necessary to the City-owned pole due to the
placement of the utility facility on a City-owned pole.
