e Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

e Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage.

e Pecks 1*" Addition improvements are progressing. The paving of Peck’s Boulevard, the private street
between Edgewood Road and 18" Avenue, is now complete. The extension of Edgewood Road to the
north of Blair’s Ferry Road has also been completed. The last phase of this project is the relocation of
the traffic signals at the Edgewood Road/Blair’s Ferry intersection. Construction of the building site is
now under way.

e The sanitary sewer construction in the Bali Hai Addition is now complete. We have an agenda item on
the Council meeting to accept the improvement.

e The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project is now complete.
Final project close-out documents are prepared and forwarded to contractor for approval and to the
Council for final acceptance.

e We have a project in the 2018 CIP to resurface Robins Road between Bali Hai and Stonegate Court due
to many ruts and potholes. We are working on design plans for a full depth reclamation project to be
completed later this year. We will keep Council updated as to the proposed construction schedule.

e The contractor, Horsfield Construction from Epworth lowa, is essentially complete with the concrete
overlay of Edgewood Road from County Home Road south the Hiawatha City limits. We also added the
asphalt overlay of Todd Hills Road to the entrance to the Pines of Turtle Creek 5™ Addition. The punch
list items now need to be completed. We will keep the Council updated as to the final acceptance of
this project.





We are working to update our construction specifications for all work done in Hiawatha to the
Statewide Urban Design and Specifications Program. (SUDAS). We are reviewing the documents in
conjunction with Cedar Rapids and both cities plan to replace the Metro Design Standards used since
about 2006. The schedule for adoption is set for September of 2018.

We are continuing with the design of the sanitary sewer extension on the east side of Edgewood Road
approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road. This sewer will serve the existing Sari property that was
annexed into the City approximately 7 years ago. The sewer will also serve approximately 70 acres of
the undeveloped farm land between Edgewood Road and [-380. This project also includes the repair of
the existing sewer pressure line from the Mitchell Drive pumping station. Plans have been completed
and sent to the lowa DNR for a construction permit.

The contractor, Rathje Construction from Marion is approximately 80% complete with the removal and
replacement of 2 sections of Emmons Street. The area just east of the railroad to the new intersection
and the area between 9" Avenue and 10" Avenue.

Council has authorized moving ahead with the Robins Road Planning Study for the area between the
new intersection at Center Point Road and Boyson Road. We are in the process of contacting firms to
determine their interest and capabilities in performing the anticipated scope of work needed. The
study area will take several months to complete so we need to start the process to select a firm to
complete this study. The approach would be for the City to seek a “Statement of Qualifications” from
engineering or architectural firms who are interested in providing planning services for this corridor.

The Metropolitan Planning Organization has started updating the Tower Terrace Roadway Alignment
Study. The third steering committee meeting is scheduled for July 31*. This study, prepared in 2010,
will be updated with a consultant reviewing the proposed alignment and anticipated construction cost.
The study is planned to be complete by August of this year and is funded with MPO dollars.

We no longer will be charging sales tax on
water a 6% excise tax call WET. These funds will be going for quality infrastructures, water quality and general
funds.

Recker reminded the board that starting July 1st the commodity rate will increases from $4.90 to the $5.25 for
usages after the first one thousand gallons.

Recker told the board that he received 7 applications for the position of Water Operator 1. He found four to be
potential candidates. Recker has done second interviews with two and would like to hire both candidates. The board

agreed that we should replace the two open positions.

Troy Andersen moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:18 pm. Carl Ransford seconded. Motion carried.

Description: This development encompasses 50 acres currently zoned for Agricultural. The property is
currently an agricultural use and contains one single a family dwelling. The property abuts land in
Monroe Township on three sides and the Pines of Turtle Creek residential subdivision on the east. The
adjacent Monroe Township zones are three acre residential use to the north and south and agricultural
use to the west.

Report: In determining zoning uses for a particular property, the City will take into account both the
property’s physical characteristics and the location of the property relative to available services and
facilities such as roads, water, sewer, utility services, fire protection, the degree and intensity of
development in the vicinity, the surrounding neighborhood character, and Comprehensive Plan policies
regarding land use applicable to the property. It is the City’s intent to obtain the best possible harmony
between the physical characteristics of a site and the type and intensity of development proposed for the
site. Land having development constraints due to topography and location within a flood plain shall be
avoided or used for lower intensity development unless constraints are mitigated to the satisfaction of
the City.(Summary of Reclassification of Property: Unified Development Code Section 165.92)

Site Considerations: This site contains no topography requiring specific restraints for the development
of residential uses except for a small portion of flood plain. The developer is aware of the flood plain
restrictions and will comply with Chapter 161 for any construction in the flood plain. Complying with
the SUDAS standards, storm water management standards and the Unified Development code will
facilitate appropriate land and infrastructure development.

This site has access to city water and the sanitary sewer system. The water will be available from Hunt
Road. The sanitary sewer will be available through the adjacent Pines of Turtle Creek development. A
sewer lift station will be required for this development. This location is along the arterial road; Todd
Hills Road, and there will be limited access to this street along with access through Reed Road.

Zoning Use Consideration: The area is projected to be low density residential use in the
Comprehensive Plan. The site is adjacent to residential and agricultural zones. There are currently no
plans for other uses in the area. Proposed commercial “centers” are remote. The proposed R-3 lot
standards reflect a low density residential development envisioned for the area. Lot sizes will be a
minimum of 7,500ft*> with minimum 60’ frontage. Only single family dwellings are permitted in R-3
zones.

The Planning and Zoning Commission expressed concern the lot size for R-3 may be too small in
comparison to the Pines at Turtle Creek addition. It was noted that Pines is also an R-3. The applicant
stated most of the lots will be at least 4 acre which matches the Pines design.

Special Zoning Constraints: The developer is aware of the flood plain restrictions and intends to plat
these areas as non-buildable or will comply with the design requirements of Chapter 161.

Engineering has reviewed the request for the rezoning of the property located west of Edgewood
Road and south of Todd Hills Road. This is approximately 50 acres of agricultural property that
was recently annexed into the city. The draft proposal shown for this property is approximately
90 new residential lots of about ' acre in size.

Currently, the sewer and water utilities are already installed adjacent to the property from the
east. Water service is more than adequate and can be looped throughout the addition. The
sanitary sewer is installed to the property from the Pines at Turtle Creek addition. However,
because of the elevation change, a small package sewer life station will be required to serve the
entire property. The attached drawing shows the approximate location. The policy would be for
the developer to install the pump station and the City would take over the maintenance as we do
with all other developments.

All of these details can be worked out through the development and design process. The new
proposal is in accordance with the newly adopted comprehensive plan. Engineering
recommends approval.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 161 FLOOD PLAIN REGULATIONS FOR THE
CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIHAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 161 Flood Plain Regulations of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha,
Towa, 1996, is hereby amended and adopted as follows:

161.04 DEFINITIONS. Unless specifically defined below, words or phrases used in this chapter shall
be interpreted so as to give them the meaning they have in common usage and to give this chapter its most
reasonable application.

i “Appurtenant Structure” means a structure which is on the same parcel of the property as
the principal structure to be insured and the use of which is incidental to the use of the principal
structure.

2. “Base flood” means the flood having one percent (1%) chance of being equaled or exceeded in
any given year. (See 100-year flood.)

3. “Base Flood Elevation™ means the elevation floodwaters would reach at a particular site during
the occurrence of a base flood event.

24, “Basement” means any enclosed area of a building which has its floor or lowest level
below ground level (subgrade) on all sides. Also see “lowest floor.”

35.  “Development” means any manmade change to improved or unimproved real estate,
including but not limited to buildings or other structures, mining, dredging, filling, grading,
paving, excavation or drilling operations. Development does not include Minor Projects or
routine maintenance of existing buildings and facilities as defined in this section. It also does not
include gardening, plowing, and similar practices that do not involve grading.

4.6.  “Existing construction” means any structure for which the “start of construction”
commenced before the effective date of the community’s Flood Insurance Rate Map. May also
be referred to as “existing structure.”

5.7.  “Existing factory-built home park or subdivision” means a factory-built home park or
subdivision for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the factory-
built homes are to be affixed (including at a minimum, the installation of utilities, the
construction of streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads) was
completed before the effective date of these flood plain management regulations.

6:8.  “Expansion of existing factory-built home park or subdivision” means the preparation of
additional sites by the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the factory-built
homes are to be affixed (including at a minimum, the installation of utilities, the construction of
streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads).

7#9.  “Factory-built home™ means any structure designed for residential use which is wholly or
in substantial part made, fabricated, formed or assembled in manufacturing facilities for
installation or assembly and installation on a building site. For the purpose of this chapter,
factory-built homes include mobile homes, manufactured homes and modular homes and also
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includes “recreational vehicles” which are placed on a site for greater than 180 consecutive days
and not fully licensed for and ready for highway use.

£10.  “Factory-built home park™ means a parcel or contiguous parcels of land divided into two
or more factory-built home lots for sale or lease.

9:11.  *Flood” means a general and temporary condition of partial or complete inundation of
normally dry land areas resulting from the overflow of streams or rivers or from the unusual and
rapid runoff of surface waters from any source.

+0:-12. “Flood elevation™ means the elevation floodwaters would reach at a particular site during
the occurrence of a specific flood. For instance, the 100-year flood elevation is the elevation of
floodwaters related to the occurrence of the 100-year flood.

+H-13. “Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM)” means the official map prepared as part of (but
published separately from) the Flood Insurance Study which delineates both the flood hazard
areas and the risk premium zones applicable to the community.

14. “Flood Insurance Study” means an examination. evaluation and determination of flood
hazards and, if appropriate, corresponding water surface elevations.

+2:15. “Flood plain” means any land area susceptible to being inundated by water as a result of a
flood.

43:16. “Flood plain management” means an overall program of corrective and preventive
measures for reducing flood damages and promoting the wise use of flood plains, including but
not limited to emergency preparedness plans, flood control works, floodproofing and flood plain
management regulations.

+4:17. “Floodproofing” means any combination of structural and nonstructural additions,
changes, or adjustments to structures, including utility and sanitary facilities which will reduce or
eliminate flood damage to such structures.

+5:18. “Floodway” means the channel of a river or stream and those portions of the flood plains
adjoining the channel, which are reasonably required to carry and discharge flood waters or flood
flows so that confinement of flood flows to the floodway area will not cumulatively increase the
water surface elevation of the base flood by more than one foot.

+6:19. “Floodway fringe” means those portions of the flood plain, other than the floodway,
which can be filled, leveed, or otherwise obstructed without causing substantially higher flood
levels or flow velocities.

20. “Highest Adjacent Grade” means the highest natural elevation of the ground surface prior to
construction next to the proposed wall of a structure.

1721. “Historic structure” means any structure that is:

A. Listed individually in the National Register of Historic Places, maintained by the
Department of Interior, or preliminarily determined by the Secretary of the Interior as
meeting the requirements for individual listing in the National Register;

B. Certified or preliminarily determined by the Secretary of the Interior as
contributing to the historical significance of a registered historic district or a district
preliminarily determined by the Secretary to qualify as a registered historic district;

C. Individually listed on a state inventory of historic places in states with historic
preservation programs which have been approved by the Secretary of the Interior; or,
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D. Individually listed on a local inventory of historic places in communities with
historic preservation programs that have been certified by either (i) an approved state
program as determined by the Secretary of the Interior or (ii) directly by the Secretary of
the Interior in states without approved programs.

+8:22. “Lowest floor” means the floor of the lowest enclosed area in a building including a
basement except when all the following criteria are met:

A The enclosed area is designed to flood to equalize hydrostatic pressure during
floods with walls or openings that satisfy the provisions of Section 161.11(4)(A); and

B. The enclosed area is unfinished (not carpeted, drywalled, etc.) and used solely for
low damage potential uses such as building access, parking or storage; and

C. Machinery and service facilities (e.g., hot water heater, furnace, electrical
service) contained in the enclosed area are located at least one foot above the 100-year
flood level; and

D. The enclosed area is not a “*basement” as defined in this section.

In cases where the lowest enclosed area satisfies criteria A, B, C and D above, the lowest floor is
the floor of the next highest enclosed area that does not satisfy the criteria above.

49:23. "Minor Projects” means small development activites, except for filling, grading, and
excavating valued at less than $500.

20-24. “New construction” (new buildings, factory-built home parks) means those structures or
development for which the start of construction commenced on or after July 7, 1987.

2125, “New factory-built home park or subdivision” means a factory-built home park or
subdivision for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the factory-
built homes are to be affixed (including at a minimum, the installation of utilities, the
construction of streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads) is completed
on or after the effective date of these flood plain management regulations.

22.26. “Official Flood Plain Zoning Map” means the Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM) for

Linn County and Incorporated Areas, City of Hiawatha, Panels 19113C0283D, 0287D, 0291D,
dated April 5, 2010, which were prepared as part of the Flood Insurance Study for Linn County.

23.27. “Principally above ground” means at least 51 percent of the actual cash value of the
structure, less land value, is above ground.

2428,  “Recreational vehicle” means a vehicle which is:

A. Built on a single chassis;

B. Four hundred (400) square feet or less when measured at the largest horizontal
projection;

C Designed to be self-propelled or permanently towable by a light duty truck; and
D. Designed primarily not for use as a permanent dwelling but as a temporary living

quarters for recreational, camping, travel, or seasonal use.

29. "Routine Maintenance of Existing Structures™ means repairs necessary to keep a structure in a
safe and habitable condition that do not trigger a building permit, provided they are not associated
with a general improvement of the structure or repair of a damaged structure. Such repairs
include:
A. Normal maintenance of structures such as re-roofing, replacing roofing tiles and
replacing siding;
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B. Exterior and interior painting, papering, tiling, carpeting, cabinets, counter tops and
similar finish work;

C. Basement sealing;

D. Repairing or replacing damaged or broken window panes;

E. Repairing plumbing systems, electrical systems, heating or air conditioning systems
and repairing wells or septic systems.

25:30. “Special flood hazard area” means the land within a community subject to the “100-year
flood.” This land is identified as Zone A on the Flood Insurance Rate Map.

26.31. “Start of construction” includes substantial improvement, and means the date the
development permit was issued, provided the actual start of construction, repair, reconstruction,
rehabilitation, addition, placement, or other improvement was within 180 days of the permit date.
The actual start means either the first placement of permanent construction of a structure on a
site, such as pouring of a slab or footings, the installation of pile, the construction of columns, or
any work beyond the stage of excavation; or the placement of a factory-built home on a
foundation. Permanent construction does not include land preparation, such as clearing, grading
and filling; nor does it include the installation of streets and/or walkways; nor does it include
excavation for a basement, footings, piers, or foundations or the erection of temporary forms; nor
does it include the installation on the property of accessory buildings such as garages or sheds not
occupied as dwelling units or not part of the main structure. For a substantial improvement, the
actual start of construction means the first alteration of any wall, ceiling, floor, or other structural
part of the building, whether or not that alteration affects the external dimensions of the building.

2732, “Structure” means anything constructed or erected on the ground or attached to the
ground, including, but not limited to, buildings, factories, sheds, cabins, factory-built homes,
storage tanks and other similar uses.

2833. “Substantial damage™ means damage of any origin sustained by a structure whereby the
cost of restoring the structure to its before damage condition would equal or exceed fifty percent
(50%) of the market value of the structure before the damage occurred. Substantial damage also
includes flood-related damage sustained by a structure on two separate occasions during a ten-
year period for which the cost of repairs at the time of such flood event, on the average, equals or
exceeds 25 percent of the market value of the structure before the damage occurred.

2634, “Substantial improvement™ means any improvement to a structure which satisfies  any
of the following criteria:

A. Any repair, reconstruction, or improvement of a structure, the cost of which
equals or exceeds fifty percent (50%) of the market value of the structure either (i) before
the “start of construction” of the improvement, or (ii) if the structure has been
“substantially damaged” and is being restored, before the damage occurred. The term
does not, however, include any project for improvement of a structure to comply with
existing State or local health, sanitary, or safety code specifications which are solely
necessary to assure safe conditions for the existing use. The term also does not include
any alteration of an “historic structure,” provided the alteration will not preclude the
structure’s designation as an “historic structure.”

B. Any addition which increases the original floor area of a building by twenty-five
percent (25%) or more.

C. The cumulative cost of any repairs or improvements undertaken over a period of
five years equals or exceeds fifty percent of the market value of the structure.
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All additions constructed after the FIRM date shall be added to any proposed addition in
determining whether the total increase in original floor space would exceed twenty-five percent.

2035, “Variance” means a grant of relief by a community from the terms of the flood plain
management regulations.

2136. “Violation” means the failure of a structure or other development to be fully compliant
with this chapter.

161.14 FLOODWAY FRINGE DISTRICT. All uses within the Floodway Fringe District shall be
permitted to the extent that they are not prohibited by any other ordinance (or underlying zoning district)
and provided they meet applicable performance standards of the Floodway Fringe District. All uses must
be consistent with the need to minimize flood damage and shall meet the following applicable
performance standards.

5. Factory-built homes:

A. All new and substantially improved factory-built homes including those placed in
existing factory-built home parks or subdivisions shall be anchored to resist flotation,
collapse or lateral movement. Factory-built homes must be anchored in accordance with
State law, local building codes and FEMA guidelines. In the event that over-the-top
frame ties to ground anchors are used, the following specific requirements (or their
equivalent) shall be met:

(1) Over-the-top ties shall be provided at each of the four corners of the
factory-built home, with two (2) additional ties per side at intermediate locations
and factory-built homes less than fifty (50) feet long requiring one additional tie
per side;

(2) Frame ties shall be provided at each comer of the home with five (5)
additional ties per side at intermediate points and factory-built homes less than
fifty (50) feet long requiring four (4) additional ties per side;

(3) All components of the anchoring system shall be capable of carrying a

force of 4800 pounds.

(4) Any additions to factory-built homes shall be similarly anchored.
B. Factory-built homes that are placed or substantially improved within Zone(s) A
of the FIRM on sites:

(1) Outside of a factory-built home park or subdivision;

2) In a new factory-built home park or subdivision;

3 In an expansion to an existing factory-built home park or subdivision; or

4) In an existing factory-built home park or subdivision on which a factory-

built home has incurred “substantial damage™ as the result of a flood

shall be elevated on a permanent foundation such that the lowest floor of the factory-built
home is elevated one foot above the base flood elevation and is securely anchored to an
adequately anchored foundation system in accordance with the provisions of subsection
A of this subsection.
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C. Factory-built homes to be placed or substantially improved on sites in an existing
factory-built home park or subdivision within A Zones on the FIRM that are not subject
to the preceding provisions shall be elevated so that either:

(1) The lowest floor of the factory-built home is one foot above the base
flood elevation or

(2) The factory-built home chassis is supported by reinforced piers or other
foundation elements of at least equivalent strength that are no less than 36 inches
in height above grade and are securely anchored to an adequately anchored
foundation system in accordance with the provisions of subsection A of this

subsection.
6. Utility and Sanitary Systems.
A, All new and replacement sanitary sewer systems shall be designed to minimize or

eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the system as well as the discharge of effluent
into flood waters. Wastewater treatment facilities (other than on-site systems) shall be
provided with a level of flood protection equal to or greater than three feet above the 100
year flood elevation.

B. On site waste disposal and water systems shall be located or designed to avoid
impairment to the system or contamination from the system during flooding.

C. New or replacement water supply systems shall be designed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the system. Water supply treatment facilities
(other than on-site systems) shall be provided with a level of protection equal to or
greater than three feet above the 100 year flood elevation.

D. Utilities such as gas and electrical systems shall be located and construction to
minimize or eliminate flood damage to the system and the risk associated with such flood
damaged or impaired systems.

7. Storage of materials and equipment that are flammable, explosive or injurious to human,
animal or plant life is prohibited unless elevated a minimum of one foot above the 100 year flood
level. Other material and equipment must either be similarly elevated or (i) not be subject to
major flood damage and be anchored to prevent movement due to flood waters or (ii) be readily
removable from the area within the time available after flood warning.

8. Flood control structural works such as levees, flood-walls, etc. shall provide, at a
minimum, protection from a 100 year flood with a minimum of 3 feet of design freeboard and
shall provide for adequate interior drainage. In addition, structural flood control works shall be
approved by the Department of Natural Resources.

9. Watercourse alterations or relocations must be designed to maintain the flood within the
altered or relocated portion. In addition, the Department of Natural Resources must approve such
alterations or relocations.

10. Subdivisions (including factory-built home parks and subdivisions) shall be consistent
with the need to minimize flood damages and shall have adequate drainage provided to reduce
exposure to flood damage. Development associated with subdivision proposals (including the
installation of public utilities) shall meet the applicable performance standards of this chapter.
Subdivision proposals intended for residential development shall provide all lots with a means of
access which will be passable by wheeled vehicles during the 100-year flood. Proposals for
subdivisions greater than five (5) acres or fifty (50) lots (whichever is less) shall include 100-year
flood elevation data for those areas located within the Flood Plain District.

11. Accessory Structures to Residential Uses.
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A. Detached garages, sheds, and similar structures that are incidental aeeessery-to a
residential use are exempt from the 100-year flood elevation requirements where the
following criteria are satisfied:

(1) The structure shall not be used for human habitation. The structure shall
be used solely for low flood damage potential purposes such as vehicle parking
and limited storage.

(2) The structure shall be designed to have low flood damage potential. Its
size shall not exceed 600 square feet. Those portions of the structure located less
than 1 foot above the Base Flood Elevation must be constructed of flood-resistant
materials.

(3) The structure shall be constructed and placed on the building site so as to
offer minimum resistance to the flow of floodwaters.

4 The structure shall be firmly anchored to prevent flotation, collapse and
lateral movement which may result in damage to other structures.

(5 The structure’s service facilities such as electrical and heating equipment
shall be elevated or floodproofed to at least one foot above the 100-year flood
level.

(6) The structure’s walls shall include openings that satisfv the provisions of CH
161.14 (4) A of this ordinance.

B. Exemption from the 100-year flood elevation requirements for such a structure
may result in increased premium rates for flood insurance coverage of the structure and
its contents.

12. Recreational Vehicles.

A. Recreational vehicles are exempt from the requirements of Section 161.11(5) of
this chapter regarding anchoring and elevation of factory-built homes when the following
criteria are satisfied.

(D The recreational vehicle shall be located on the site for less than 180
consecutive days, and,

(2) The recreational vehicle must be fully licensed and ready for highway
use. A recreational vehicle is ready for highway use if it is on its wheels or
jacking system and is attached to the site only by quick disconnect type utilities
and security devices and has no permanently attached additions.

B. Recreational vehicles that are located on the site for more than 180 consecutive
days and are not ready for highway use must satisfy requirements of Section 161.11(5) of
this chapter regarding anchoring and elevation of factory-built homes.

13. Pipeline river and stream crossings shall be buried in the stream bed and banks, or
otherwise sufficiently protected to prevent rupture due to channel degradation and meandering.

161.15 GENERAL FLOOD PLAIN DISTRICT.

1. Permitted Uses. The following shall be permitted within the General Flood Plain District
to the extent that they are not prohibited by any other ordinance (or underlying zoning district)
and provided they do not require placement of structures, factory-built homes, fill or other
obstruction; the storage of materials or equipment; excavation; or alteration of a watercourse.
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A. Agricultural uses such as general farming, pasture, grazing, outdoor plant
nurseries, horticulture, viticulture, truck farming, forestry, sod farming, and wild crop
harvesting.

B. Industrial-commercial uses such as loading areas, parking areas, and airport
landing strips.

C. Private and public recreation uses such as golf courses, tennis courts, driving
ranges, archery ranges, picnic grounds, boat launching ramps, swimming areas, parks,
wildlife and nature preserves, game farms, fish hatcheries, shooting preserves, target
ranges, trap and skeet ranges, hunting and fishing areas, hiking and horseback riding

trails.
D. Residential uses such as lawns, gardens, parking areas and play areas.
2. Conditional Uses. Any use which involves placement of structures, factory-built homes,

fill or other obstructions; the storage of materials or equipment; excavation; or alteration of a
watercourse may be allowed only upon issuance of a Conditional Use Permit by the Board of
Adjustment as provided for in Section 161.22. All such uses shall be reviewed by the Department
of Natural Resources to determine (i) whether the land involved is either wholly or partly within
the floodway or floodway fringe and (ii) the 100 year flood level. The applicant shall be
responsible for providing the Department of Natural Resources with sufficient technical
information to make the determination.

3. Performance Standards

A. All conditional uses, or portions thereof, to be located in the floodway as
determined by the Department of Natural Resources shall meet the applicable provisions
and standards of the Floodway District (Section 161.10).

B. All conditional uses, or portions thereof, to be located in the floodway fringe as
determined by the Department of Natural Resources shall meet the applicable standards
of the Floodway Fringe District (Section 161.11).

SHALLOW FLOODING DISTRICT.

1. Permitted Uses. All uses within the Shallow Flooding District shall be permitted to the
extent that they are not prohibited by any other ordinance (or underlying zoning district) and
provided they meet the applicable performance standards of the Shallow Flooding District.

2. Performance Standards. The performance standards for the Shallow Flooding District
shall be the same as the performance standards for the Floodway Fringe District with the
following exceptions.

A. In shallow flooding areas designated as an AO Zone on the Flood Insurance Rate
Map, the minimum floodproofing/flood protection elevation shall be equal to the number
of feet as specified on the Rate Map above the crown of the nearest street.

B. In shallow flooding areas designated as an AH Zone on the Flood Insurance Rate
Map, the minimum floodproofing/flood protection elevation shall be equal to the
elevation as specified on the Rate Map.

ADMINISTRATION. The Zoning Administrator shall administer and enforce this chapter and

will herein be referred to as the Administrator. The duties and responsibilities of the Administrator
include, but are not necessarily limited to, the following:
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1. Review all flood plain development permit applications to insure that the provisions of
this chapter will be satistied.

2. Review all flood plain development permit applications to insure that all necessary
permits have been obtained from federal, state or local governmental agencies (such as the
Section 404 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act) including approval when required from
the Department of Natural Resources for floodplain construction.

3 Verify and maintain a record of (i) the elevation (in relation to North American Vertical
Datum, 1988) of the lowest floor of all new or substantially improved buildings or (ii) the
elevation to which new or substantially improved structures have been floodproofed.

4, Notify adjacent communities and/or counties and the Department of Natural Resources
prior to any proposed alteration or relocation of a watercourse and submit evidence of such
notifications to the Federal Emergency Management Agency.

5. Keep a record of all permits, appeals, variances and such other transactions and
correspondence pertaining to the administration of this ehapterChapter.

6. Submit to the Federal Emergency Management Agency an annual report concerning the
community’s participation, utilizing the annual report form supplied by the Federal Insurance
Administration.

7. Notify the Federal Insurance Administration of any annexations or modifications to the
community’s boundaries.

8. Review subdivision proposals to insure such proposals are consistent with the purpose of
this chapter and advise the Council of potential conflicts.

161.18 FLOOD PLAIN DEVELOPMENT PERMIT REQUIRED. A Eeed PlainDevelopment
Permit—permit issued by the Administrator shall be secured prior to initiation of any flood plain
development (any manmade change to improved or unimproved real estate, including but not limited to
buildings or other structures, mining, filling, grading, paving, excavation or drilling operations) including
the placement of factory-built homes.

161.19 APPLICATION FOR PERMIT. Application for a Fleed PlainDevelopmentPermit-permit
shall be made on forms supplied by the Administrator and shall include the following information when

the development occurs within the flood plain.

ls Description of the work to be covered by the permit for which application is to be made.
2. Description of the land on which the proposed work is to be done (i.e., lot, block, tract,
street address or similar description) that will readily identify and locate the work to be done.

3. Indication of the use or occupancy for which the proposed work is intended.

4. Elevation of the 100 year flood. Where 100-year elevation data has not been provided in

the Flood Insurance Study, a comparable analysis by another governmental agency, or as
prepared by a Licensed Professional Engineer in the State of Iowa shall be submitted by
the applicant.

S Elevation (in relation to North American Vertical Datum) of the lowest floor (including
basement) of buildings or of the level to which a building is to be floodproofed.

6. For buildings being improved or rebuilt, the estimated cost of improvements and market
value of the building prior to the improvements.
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7. Such other information as the Administrator deems reasonably necessary for the purpose
of this chapter.

161.20 ACTION ON PERMIT APPLICATION. The Administrator shall, within a reasonable time,
make a determination as to whether the proposed flood plain development meets the applicable provisions
and standards of this chapter and shall approve or disapprove the application. For disapprovals, the
applicant shall be informed, in writing, of the specific reasons therefore. The Administrator shall not
issue permits for Conditional Uses or variances except as directed by the Board of Adjustment.

161.21 CONSTRUCTION AND USE TO BE AS PROVIDED IN APPLICATION AND PLANS.
FloodPlainDevelopment-Within the Flood Plain District, Ppermits issued on the basis of approved plans
and applications authorized only the use, arrangement, and construction set forth in such approved plans
and applications and no other use, arrangement or construction. Any use, arrangement, or construction at
variance with that authorized shall be deemed a violation of this chapter. The applicant shall be required
to submit certification by a professional engineer or land surveyor, as appropriate, licensed in the State of
Iowa, that the finished fill, building floor elevations, floodproofing or other flood protection measures
were accomplished in compliance with the provisions of this chapter, prior to the use or occupancy of any
structure.

161.22 CONDITIONAL USES, APPEALS AND VARIANCES WITHIN THE FLOODPLAIN
DISTRICT.

1. The Zoning Board of Adjustment shall hear and decide (i) applications for Conditional
Uses upon which the Board is authorized to pass under this chapter; (ii) appeals, and (iii) requests
for variances to the provisions of this chapter; and shall take any other action which is required of
the Board.

2. Conditional Uses. Requests for Conditional Uses shall be submitted to the Administrator,
who shall forward such to the Board of Adjustment for consideration. Such requests shall include
information ordinarily submitted with applications as well as any additional information deemed
necessary by the Board of Adjustment.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES

OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 166 SIGN CODE

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 166 Sign Codeof the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, is
hereby amended as follows:

166.10

REGULATIONS FOR ALL SIGNS.

Signs Prohibited.

A. Public Rights-of-Way. No sign or sign structure other than an official traffic,
street, or related sign approved for placement by the controlling public agency shall be
placed on any street or highway right-of-way.

B. Interference with Utilities. Signs and their supporting structures shall not
interfere with any equipment or lines for utilities, including water, sewage, gas,
electricity, or communications. No permanent sign of any size shall be located in or
overhang a utility easement.

C. Consent of Owner Required. No sign or sign structure shall be placed on private
or public property without the consent of the owner or authorized agent thereof.

D. Imitation or Resemblance to Traffic Control and Safety Signs. No sign or sign
structure shall be erected at any location where it may, by reason of its size, shape,
design, location, content, coloring, or manner of illumination, constitute a traffic hazard
or a detriment to traffic safety by obstructing the vision of drivers, by obscuring or
otherwise physically interfering with any official traffic control device, or which may be
confused with an official traffic control device. No rotating beacon, beam, or flashing
illumination resembling an emergency light shall be used in connection with any sign
display or be visible from an adjacent street. No lights resembling an emergency light
and no such words as “Stop,” “Look,” “Danger,” or any other lights, words, phrases,
symbols, or characters which in any manner may interfere with, mislead, or confuse
vehicle operators shall be used in a location which is visible to vehicular traffic. No sign
shall be located in such a manner as to impede the corner visual clearance.

E. Attention Drawing Devices and Portable signs. No festoons, spot lights,
suspended balloons, other attention drawing devices or portable signs shall be allowed.

EXCEPTION: Attention-Drawing Devices. Temporary attention-drawing devices shall
be submitted to the City for approval. A permit is required pursuant to the provisions of
Section 166.12. The maximum time period for any such sign or attention-drawing device
shall be two (2) weeks.

F. Roof Signs. No roof signs shall be allowed.

G. Fence and Free-Standing Wall Signs. Painting or affixing a sign to a fence or
free-standing wall is prohibited.
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EXCEPTION: Signs may be attached to a freestanding wall with setbacks as allowed for
ground signs. Sign shall be considered as a ground sign.

H. Flashing Lights. Flashing, chasing and/or moving light is not allowed on any
sign. See electronic message center signs in this Section 166.11 §10.

L. Vehicle Signs. Vehicle signs greater than one square foot which are applied
directly or attached directly to the body of a car, bus, trailer, or other vehicle when such
vehicle does not have a valid registration and is not utilized in the normal course of a
business or in the operator’s usual routine activities.

Js Advertising signs as defined in Section 166.54.

EXCEPTION: Business logos of businesses participating in the I-380 advertising
program may be placed on I-380 Trailblazer signs located as approved by City Council as
Right-Of-Way directional signs.

K. All signs not expressly permitted by this chapter.

166.27 ZONING DISTRICT SIGN REGULATIONS.

7 District Regulations for C-WH, I-1 and I-2 Districts. Only signs listed hereinafter shall
be permitted and subject to the regulations set forth in the C-WH Commercial Warehouse, I-1
Restricted Industrial and I-2 General Industrial Zoning Districts as established and set forth in
Chapter 165 of this Code of Ordinances.

A. General Regulations for the C-WH, I-1 and I-2 Districts. Signs for residential
and other uses are allowed as permitted and regulated in Section 166.27(6) above, subject
to the modifications stated herein.

B. For Nonresidential Uses. The allowable surface area of all permitted signs for
each lot shall be calculated according to the criteria in this Section 166.27(7)(B). Signs
may be illuminated.

(1) Total Allowable Surface Area. The total allowable surface area
permitted on each lot frontage shall be equal to the surface area for building and
freestanding signs as specified herein.

(2) Building Signs. Total building sign area shall not exceed 15% of the
wall area on which the signage is located. One projecting sign for each
establishment’s street frontage shall be permitted. Projecting signs shall comply
with Section 166.11(6)(D).

3) Freestanding Signs. No more than one ground sign shall be permitted for
each lot street frontage. The maximum total surface area, setback, and height for
all such signs shall not exceed the dimensions given below for each lot for each
street frontage:

a. 60 square feet if set back 10 feet with a height not to exceed 10
feet;

b. 80 square feet if set back 20 feet with a height not to exceed 12
feet; or

c. 100 square feet if set back 30 feet with a height not to exceed 15

feet.





C. Lots with Frontage Exceeding 300 Feet
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(1) Freestanding Signs. One freestanding sign shall be permitted for each 150

feet of frontage for lot frontages which exceed 300 feet. The additional freestanding signs

allowed by this section shall be ground signs. Total allowable sign areas for the

applicable zone and sign tvpe shall not be exceeded. Sign separation distances shall

comply with Section 166.11(9). This exception does not applv to 1-380 frontage.

EXECUTION OF A DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BY AND
BETWEEN THE CITY OF HIAWATHA AND WICKWIRE
CHIROPRACTIC AND WELLNESS CENTER, P.C.

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 91-68, adopted June 19, 1991, which has been amended
14 times, lastly by Amendment No. 14 as approved by Resolution No. 18-123 on July 18, 2018,
this Council found and determined that certain areas located within the City are eligible and
should be designated as an urban renewal area under Iowa law, and approved and adopted the
Hiawatha Urban Renewal Plan (the "Urban Renewal Plan" or "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban
Renewal Area (the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended
is on file in the office of the Recorder of Linn County; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from Wickwire Chiropractic and Wellness
Center, P.C. (the "Developer"), in the form of a proposed Development Agreement (the
"Agreement") by and between the City and the Developer, pursuant to which, among other
things, the Developer would agree to construct certain Minimum Improvements (as defined in
the Agreement) on certain real property located within the Urban Renewal Area as defined and
legally described in the Agreement and consisting of the construction of an approximately 2,650
square foot single-story building on the Development Property, together with all related site
improvements, as outlined in the proposed Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will make up to five (5)
consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer consisting of 75%
of the Tax Increments pursuant to lowa Code Section 403.19 and generated by the construction
of the Minimum Improvements, the cumulative total for all such payments not to exceed the
lesser of $64,500, or the amount accrued under the formula outlined in the proposed Agreement,
under the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions set forth in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, one of the obligations of Developer relates to employment retention and/or
creation; and

WHEREAS, Iowa Code Chapters 15A and 403 authorize cities to make loans and grants
for economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to
appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the
purposes of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder
is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law
and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of





appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in
Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

[+ Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar lowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a
public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the
Agreement and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property
owners as to said proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered
to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA IN THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to making of loans and grants to the Developer in connection with the
development of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be and is
hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the
Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in
furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the
meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code, taking into account the factors set forth
therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved
and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in
substantially the form and content now before this meeting, but with such changes,
modifications, additions or deletions therein as shall be approved by such officers, and that from

and after the execution and delivery of the Agreement, the Mayor and the City Clerk are hereby
authorized, empowered and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such
documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Agreement as
executed.

Description: The City owned Right-of-Way (ROW) described in the POS was the location of Robins

Road prior to the realignment of Emmons and Robins at NCPR. The vacation request
includes a triangular part of a city owned property no longer needed for ROW purposes.

The described lot will not be afforded ROW access since it is too close to the new
intersection and vacating the property does not eliminate access for other lots. This area
is adjacent to other property owned by the City of Hiawatha and will most likely be sold
in conjunction with that property as part of the “Village Town Center” development.

Report: City Code Chapter 137 describes the process for vacation approval. We have completed
the research as indicated and find that this land is not needed for City of Hiawatha use at
this location and it does not interfere with adjacent property access. The Planning and
Zoning Commission has agreed with the recommendation to sell this vacated ROW.

137.04 FINDINGS REQUIRED. No street, alley, portion thereof or any public grounds shall be vacated unless
the Council finds that:

1. Public Use. The street, alley, portion thereof or any public ground proposed to be vacated is not needed for
the use of the public, and therefore, its maintenance at public expense is no longer justified.

2. Abutting Property. The proposed vacation will not deny owners of property abutting on the street or alley
reasonable access to their property.

Recommendation: Community Development and the Planning and Zoning Commission support the
recommendation to City Council for vacation of this section of ROW described in POS

Engineering has reviewed the above Plat of Survey 2262(Attached). This plat, along with Plat of Survey
#2260 and #2261 outline the excess property remaining after construction of the North Center Point
Road/Emmons Street/Robins Road intersection project. Plat #2262 is in the southeast corner of the
intersection. Because the roadway was realigned, this plat includes a portion of the old Robins Road
right-of-way that requires vacation as the property is no longer used for public access.

The normal process would be for Council to receive and file and forward the vacation to the

Planning and Zoning Commission for a recommendation. This area of abandon right-of way needs to be
vacated in order to sell the property for redevelopment. We have used this process on several other
redevelopment properties.

The plan of improvements for Bali Hai 1** Addition has been completed. The developer’s agreement for this
addition included an extension of the sanitary sewer for the proposed 2 lots. The extension of the sewer farther
to the east side of Robins Road will provide sewer service for another approximately 25 acres.

We negotiated a cost share with the acceptance of the final plat based upon the developer preparing the
design, acquiring the IDNR permit, hiring a contractor, and performing the construction. We included our share
plus a contingency cost for unknown issues. In fact, a large area of rock and concrete was discovered that the
contractor was required to break up and remove. We were limited to a 10% of the cost agreement for unseen
construction costs.

Attached is a plat showing the new area west of Robins Road to be served. A rezoning request has already
been submitted to the planning and zoning commission for this area and will be reviewed this month.

Engineering has performed construction observation of the sanitary sewer improvements and the contractor's
costs. Now that the improvements can be accepted by the City, Engineering recommends the City reimburse
the developer the base cost, plus the 10% contigency according to the agreement.
