MEMORANDUM

SUBJECT: MONTIHY REPORT, JULY 2016

DATE: 8/12/2016

Attached is the statistical data for July 2016. We had 98 incidents in July, down from 111 in July in 2015. We've had 698
incidents vear to date this year, down a little from 719 incidents for the same time period last year. I've attached the remaining
statistical data.

The most exciting news for the month, I actually found out this morning. We received an Assistance to Firefighters Grant
worth $262,210 from FEMA. Our match will be around $12,000 (5% of the approved project cost). The money is to be used
to replace Self Contained Breathing Apparatus, the breathing air compressor, and related training equipment.

All the apparatus, except for 285, the oldest pumper, are in service with no needed repairs. We are stll waiting to get the
mechanic here to take care of 285, it will be a several day process once he starts. That is a 1989 pumper so it’s almost 28 years
old. We need to discuss its replacement at CIP ume.

July was a busy month for training. July 12, Chief Jerry Holt from Urbandale Fire Department presented a class on Crew
Resource Management. The class is based on concepts used in the aerospace industry focusing on teamwork, situational
awareness, and communications. It was an excellent class with a lot of positive feedback. We also did training on water
shuttling operations for areas without fire hydrants. Both Robins and Monroe Fire departments participated with us during
the drills. July 10, Chief Powers took 5 members to Monroe Township to assist them with a house burn. We are drilling
more as crews on the weekends so you may see crews out running station or fast drills where they have a specific task to
accomplish. This month the concentrated on the first 5 minutes of a fire; pulling and advancing hose lines. In August FEMA
will evaluate our ability to handle a contaminated patient. We have been training on that, along with Mercy hospital.

Other activities for the month include attending various meetings including department officer meetings, emergency
management agency, meeting with regional fire chiefs, and attending the State of the City address. 1 evaluated a Mass Casualty
drill for the Robins Fire Department, and met with DNR regarding a trail run at Pleasant Creek State Park in September.

1 wanted to provide you a quick update in regards to the consultant’s report from earlier this year. We appointed Building,
Safety and Wellness, and Membership Committees on Tuesday night at the association meeting. We also have conunued to
upload SOPs, Rosters, ete. to the FDD Reporting platform so all members have access. Additionally, many Association
documents, such as the by-laws, incorporation documents, 501¢3, treasures reports and minutes are also uploaded now. 1
continue to send out weekly department updates to members.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 137, Section 137.05 Disposal of Vacated Streets or Alleys, of the Code of
Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, Iowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

137.05 DISPOSAL OF VACATED STREETS OR ALLEYS. When in the judgment of the

Attached you will find the description of Change Order #1 and Change Order #2. The following description
outlines the items covered:

Change Order #1: This includes a number of items we discovered as we started the project. The
additional sanitary manhole was required in order to realign the sewer to miss the existing traffic
signal. We changed the Phase Il construction staging plan to allow work on North Center Point Road
only. We now plan to reopen Robins Road with the existing traffic signal operating until next spring.
This required a change in the Phase | sewer plans.

The other major cost was the addition of a large electrical vault in the SE corner of the new
intersection. Alliant did not request this vault until very late in the bidding process. Alliant provided
the vault, but our contractor needed considerable work to install the vault that was not planned.
During discussions with Alliant, they have agreed to consider reimbursing the City for a portion of
this $11,100.00 additional cost for the vault installation.

Change Order #2: This change order is a no-cost change. The plans called for an open trench
across North Center Point Road for the franchise utility trench construction. The contractor proposed
boring a casing pipe under the street for the same cost as the open trench plan. We will delete the
items for the open trench construction and add the cost for boring an 18” pipe under the street. The
total cost will be $0.00.

RE: Metro 1-380 Funding Request

In my July Report, | mentioned our Metro Mayor’s and Manager’s meeting that was held on Thursday,
July 28 continuing our discussions and next steps in moving forward with the 1-380 Tower Terrace
Interchange Project. As you may remember the IDOT has asked our metro communities to have some
skin in the game financially. Our group thought a 20% (S5M) match would be appropriate but what
would the breakdown of funding be between the communities and the county. After some discussion
the group agreed to request $4M from the Corridor MPO split between two fiscal years 21 and 22 with
the balance of $1M coming from the communities and the county. A joint application for MPO was
completed and submitted as of July 2016.

Robins Mayor Chuck Hinz then suggested each of the five entities would provide $200,000 each. He felt
that was doable as did the other metro communities. The City of Cedar Rapids and Robins asked the
City of Hiawatha to provide a letter requesting their support. This letter will be used to discuss the
project with their council’s and boards. It is at this time | would ask for council’s approval to proceed
with formulating the letter as per the |-380 Tower Terrace Interchange groups request to provide a
letter asking each of the entities for their financial support.
