June 12, 2017

The Hiawatha Board of Adjustment met in regular session on June 12, 2017. Chair, Dick Whitmore
called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Members present: Don Earl, Steve Dodson and David Mathews.
Members Absent: Christina Goodman. Staff present: Community Development Director, Pat Parsley,
Assistant Building Official, Jim Fisher, City Engineer, John Bender and Mayor Bill Bennett and City
Administrator, Kim Downs.

Board Member Dave Matthews moved to approve the agenda, second by Steve Dodson. Motion carried.

Board Member Dave Matthews moved to approve the August 8, 2016 minutes, second by Dick
Whitmore. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING - Consider a Conditional Use request for Luckv Penny Qutdoor Service and
Beer Garden submitted by Graig Cone for Lucky Penny located at 1705 Bovson Rd., Hiawatha,
Iowa.

Public Hearing Opened At 6:02 p.m.

Dick Whitmore asked if there were anyone that wanted to speak for the variance.

Stephanie from Lucky Penny addressed the Board. She explained the request and gave
background information about the restaurant. She added that the requested patio would not get
any bigger and they want to offer limited outdoor seating.

Dick Whitmore confirmed that she was looking for an approval without restrictions. She replied
that the noise ordinance would dictate the noise. She also stated that they want to pipe out music
to the patio and would like to have it open until midnight.

Susan Forinash from Hall and Hall Engineering address the Board. She explained that the City
Comprehensive Plan encourages this use and Council approved the rezoning to C-3.

Dick Whitmore asked if there were anyone that wanted to speak against the variance.

Board of Adjustment Clerk, Jennifer Goerg read aloud a petition and emails against the Conditional
use.

Resident, Tom Zenisek address the Board. He explained that he was there to answer questions and
to ask that the Board consider all seven requested conditions. He was especially concerned about
noise from music and closing the patio by 10pm.

A resident addressed the Board. He stated that he is concerned about the beer garden being so
close and all the noise that goes with it. He asked that they add the condition that they close it
down by 10pm.





A resident addressed the Board. She explained that when she bought the home back in 2010, she
visited City Hall and asked about the zoning. She stated she was told there would be no issues. She
added that now that it’s been rezoned, there could be even more noise, which is her biggest
concern. She asked the Board to consider the amount of noise when making the decision. She
added that there are families to consider and the hours are important.

Susan Forinash added that they would have music through speakers and would follow the
ordinance. She added that it’s not a beer garden, its outside seating with alcohol.

Steve Dodson added that there would not be an outside band, the patio is not big enough to
support one.

Joe Ahmann addressed the Board. He reminded the Board that this meeting was about alcohol, not
music.

Tom Zenisek asked the Board to consider the noise. That is their biggest concern.

Public Hearing Closed At 6:39 p.m.

Steve Dodson asked if anyone knew how much noise the trees prevent. Susan Forinash responded
no.

Dick Whitmore asked if the C-3 Zoning changed the whole property Pat Parsley stated that it
changed the whole property and showed an aerial picture on the overhead.

Service and Beer Garden submitted by Graig Cone for Lucky Penny located at 1705 Boyson Rd.,
Hiawatha, lowa.

The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on July 5, 2017. Mayor Bill Bennett
called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Bob Rampulla, Aime Wichtendahl, Marty Bruns,
Dennis Norton and Dick Olson. Staff present: City Administrator Kim Downs, Finance Director Cindy Kudma, Fire Chief
Mike Nesslage, Public Works Superintendent Rod Jasa, City Engineer John Bender and Police Chief Dennis Marks.
Guests: Daniel Hoffmann, Tom and Jenny Theis, Kenny Jones and Charlie Vogel of Dancer’s Edge.

Rampulla moved approval of the agenda, seconded by Bruns. Motion carried.

Norton moved the approval of the following consent agenda items: Regular Meetings June 7, 2017 and Special Meeting

1305 Boyson Loop, City Engineer’s Report, Mayor’s Report, and City Administrator’s Report, seconded by Wichtendahl.
Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING — on the proposal to enter into a Development Agreement with Edge Holdings, LL.C and The
Dancer’s Edge L.L..C.

Mayor Bennett opened the public hearing on the proposal to enter into a Development Agreement with Edge Holdings,
LLC and The Dancer’s Edge L.L.C. at 5:32 P.M.

Charlie Vogel of Dancer’s Edge spoke on behalf of the project and commended city staff for being great to work with.
Vogel shared a rendering of the proposed expansion and said footing construction is under way. Vogel stated the building
expansion will increase capacity space from five rooms to nine rooms. There are 850 students currently and with
expansion, the future capacity will increase to 1,700,

There were no additional written or public comments received at or prior to the public hearing. Public Hearing closed at
5:34 P.M.

Bruns presented RESOLUTION #17-129 approving and authorizing execution of a five (5) year Development Agreement
by & among the City of Hiawatha, Edge Holdings, LLC & The Dancer’s Edge L.L.C., seconded by Wichtendahl. Roll call
vote: AYES: Rampulla, Norton, Wichtendahl, Olson, Bruns. NAYS: None. RESOLUTION #17-129 adopted.

Mavor Veto to not move forward with the purchase of one (1) new Tandem Axle Truck Chassis, replacement Unit
500, and the purchase of one (1) new truck box, snow plow and Hi-lift tailgate for the Tandem Axle Truck Chassis,
as approved by Resolution #17-113 and Resolution #17-114

Council Member Wichtendahl stated in her opinion it was not necessary to purchase a new plow truck as it would be
cheaper to repair what needs to be repaired than to replace.

Council Member Bruns said there is a duty to the citizens to keep equipment up and running and in prime condition at a
minimum cost.

Council Member Rampulla inquired if Wichtendahl read the memo submitted by staff. Wichtendahl said she did read the
memo but in her opinion, some of the information hinges on hypotheticals and things that could happen. Wichtendahl
continued to state the purchase of a new plow truck is spending money when it is not necessary.

Council Member Norton stated Public Works Director Jasa gave a thorough review with the justification on the purchase
of the plow; City Council needs to move forward.

Council Member Rampulla said due diligence was done by staff and this whole issue centers around a lack of
communication from all parties involved.

Mayor Bennett commented there are better things to spend money on at this time; there is more life in a plow truck with
40,000 miles on it. Bennett disputed the information provided in the memo that a tandem axle truck can haul more product;
Hiawatha is a small town with the ability to get rid of product more quickly.

Mayor Bennett continued to state the veto was issued to slow down the process. Bennett disputed the new truck would
plow any better. Bennett said he had Dan Wiley from Future Line Truck and Equipment go to the shop to look at the
current plow truck and asked City Clerk Kornegor to read the correspondence received from Mr. Wiley. In the email
received from Mr. Wiley on July 5, 2017, Wiley gives his opinion that the current plow truck has several years of service
left and the expectation is for service and maintenance costs to be minimal when weighed against the cost of replacement.

Council Member Bruns stated the longer the city holds on to the equipment, the ability to get rid of the truck goes down
immensely, therefore, Bruns argued the need to purchase the new truck

Council Member Rampulla added the Mayor had ample opportunity from March 1 to June 7 to sit down and discuss this
matter with staff and other council members. Rampulla continued to state if the Mayor would have communicated in
advance, everyone could have laid everything out.

Mayor Bennett said the reason he didn’t address this matter at the June 7 meeting was due to his absence to attend another
event. Rampulla noted the Mayor made the time to submit a letter in support of Lucky Penny so the Mayor could have also
submitted a letter stating his position on the purchase of the new plow truck.

Council Member Olson commented this is a difference of opinion and it is time to move forward.

Report from Council Members/Mayor/City Administrator

City Administrator Downs announced City Clerk Kornegor and herself have been working on a HEDCO Marketing Shop
and Dine Local initiative, ribbon cutting for Larry K. Fox and Associates is coming up on June 27, 2017 and a ribbon
cutting for Mercy Care in July. Downs added there is a lot of activity going on, new buildings going up and a lot with the
housing development in Pines at Turtle Creek and Dell Ridge. Downs suggested council take the opportunity to drive
through North Center Point Road after 9:00 P.M. to see the new street lights and pedestal lighting on the one side, it is
pretty amazing.

History Committee Presentation — Pat Semelroth
Pat Semelroth spoke to Council about the history book including all the artifacts the committee has been collecting as part

of their latest project. Semelroth said there are at least 50 scrap books to look through and numerous files to sort.
Semelroth stated some of the material in the book includes the history of Hiawatha, Police, Fire, Government, Churches,
Schools, Businesses and different Organizations. One of the things the History Committee is looking at is to send a letter
to Hiawatha businesses as this serves two purposes: collecting the history of a number of businesses and asking for
sponsorship towards the publication of the book.

Hiawatha Marketing Strategy Presentation — James Hoelscher
James Hoelscher from University of Northern lowa’s Institute for Decision Making, part of UNI’s business and

community services said the Institute works with approximately 800 economic development organizations, chambers of
commerce, and tourism organizations across Jowa and in the Midwest by assisting with strategic planning, organizational
plans and applying research related to economic development, whether they are trying to work with their existing
businesses growth or industry based. Hoelscher commented he is impressed by all the marketing activity going on in
Hiawatha for a position that’s not staffed and city staff running economic development. Hoelscher said he is very
impressed of the city’s accomplishments.

Council Member Bruns asked if the city should go forward with contracting a Public Relations consultant Carl Sefl who
gave the city an unsolicited marketing proposal. Bruns said he was assigned the task of reviewing current marketing
strategies to determine the target market and why. Bruns outlined businesses in Hiawatha and businesses locating in
Hiawatha as the primary targets with the third target being general citizenry to try to build up residential. Bruns thinks the
driving force towards the businesses will bring residential along with it. Bruns noted council and the city were very
instrumental in encouraging and establishing Hiawatha Economic Development Corporation (HEDCO) and have
supported and funded HEDCO throughout its initial history. Bruns recommended to continue doing the business that the
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city is doing now and not engage a consultant. Bruns said current practices is the most cost-effective marketing program
that the city could put in place.

Hoelscher stated in economic development the majority of jobs, growth and investment come from the business retention
and expansion efforts. Hoelscher said the city is taking the right approach by working with existing businesses to sustain
that economic base in case there is any red flags going on with those organizations. The city can provide assistance and
sort of marshal assistance around those existing businesses. The second part is figuring out how to promote growth by
conducting business visitations. This is textbook by going out there and asking the businesses and building relationships
and trust. Hoelscher continued to state there are many communities like Hiawatha who are next to metro or part of regional
organizations, and when speaking to site locators they will tell you it’s about the region first. Businesses don’t want
communities coming out and marketing to them, they want to be sold by the region first because of the workforce and the
amenities that go with it. Once they are done looking at the region they will look at individual properties and locations.

Hoelscher commented to his understanding the city is working with Metro Economic Alliance to assist with external
marketing which in Hoelscher’s opinion is a great scenario as the city is focusing on the business retention and expansion.
Hiawatha is paying into Metro Economic Alliance, is out there establishing relationships with the site locators and doing
the external marketing. Hoelscher suggested continually raising the city’s position with Metro Economic Alliance to make
sure they have all the materials they need and are very familiar with what is going on. The biggest thing the city will be
able to do to position Hiawatha is the business climate created from a city’s perspective. The city must be ready to bring in
a big fish to say they want to be located in Hiawatha, having a timely permit process in place, efficient incentives process.
These are the best marketing strategies the city can offer Metro Economic Alliance in representing Hiawatha. Hoelscher
agreed with Bruns not to hire a consultant and instead ask Metro Economic Alliance what the city can do to improve.

Downs commented the city is working more closely with Metro Economic Alliance than in the past. The city will meet
with Metro Economic Alliance towards the end of July; the city targeted 24 businesses and will bring those business
owners in for a conversation about dollar per acre and those kinds of things so the city can gather that information.

e Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

® Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final
plats, and rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage that requires
engineering review and approval of proposed plans. Construction of the public utilities is also
scheduled to start in the Dell Ridge Ill Addition and Rolling Prairie |1l addition.

e We have switched traffic to the west side of the Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road
intersection reconstruction project. We have now opened Emmons Street and Robins Road to
the new intersection. Work has progressed on the east one-half in front of the car wash.

¢ We have successful bids on the Boyson Road capacity improvements. Rathje Construction
from Marion was the low bidder who is the same contractor we are using on the intersection
project. We have the pre-construction meeting scheduled for Wednesday August 2™, We
hope to provide a construction schedule to Council very soon. We also have the bids for the
new signal equipment which is under the authorization amount from Council so we will be
ordering the equipment soon in order to arrive at the same time the roadway construction is
taking place.

e Linn County Engineer’s office held the preconstruction meeting for the Edgewood Road
grading and culvert project on Monday July 10", The phase | contractor is Peterson
Construction Company from Reinbeck lowa. This is a very large contactor who has completed
many projects of this type. The biggest issue at this time is arrival of the precast culvert
materials for the major culvert repairs. The suppliers are behind schedule because of the large

demand for concrete pipe and culverts this summer. They hope to start work on the project by
mid-August.





The consultant has a plan for the reconfiguration project on North Center Point Road.
Attached are the preliminary drawings showing recommended changes between the Emmons
intersection and Boyson Road. The existing paving north to Boyson Road will provide sufficient
width for a 3-lane section and 2-bike lanes 6.5 feet wide and a 3 foot buffer area on each side.
This will work well with the posted speed limit of 35mph and provide a very safe riding area
for bikes. The proposed painting plan includes removing all the existing lines and symbols and
painting of the lines as shown on the plan.

There is an item on the Council agenda this week to approve a change order with the
intersection contractor to complete this work. This type of modification was not considered at
the time the project design was being prepared. If Council would like to review the planin
detail we can certainly do so.

The board all agreed Marty can go ahead and
contact Engineers, with Loren Leach being one of them. White also suggested we may want to start looking into drilling a
new well to be able to keep up with the increased hours and flow. Hembera also added we should look in the replacement of
water main in the area of Hiawatha that may need attention, such as the water main replacement project we tabled August of
2016. We don’t want to forget about these areas. Water Department will monitor the areas of 1st Ave., 7" Ave., Pirie Dr.,
Tucker St. and Robins Rd. Mayor Bennett added we can also be looking into current City owned property for possible
wellsite placement.

Description: This development encompasses two lots currently zoned for Agricultural use and one lot zoned C-
2 for neighborhood businesses. The current uses include two single family dwellings and a nursery business all
of which are scheduled for removal.

The development is adjacent to commercial development on three sides and an R-7 multi-family zone on the
north. It is on a main arterial street and is buffered from one and two family residential zones. The
Comprehensive Plan shows this area as a preferred commercial area.

Report: In determining zoning uses for a particular property, the City will take into account both the
property’s physical characteristics and the location of the property relative to available services
and facilities such as roads, water, sewer, utility services, fire protection, the degree and
intensity of development in the vicinity, the surrounding neighborhood character, and
Comprehensive Plan policies regarding land use applicable to the property. It is the City’s intent
to obtain the best possible harmony between the physical characteristics of a site and the type
and intensity of development proposed for the site. Land having development constraints due to
topography and location within a flood plain shall be avoided or used for lower intensity
development unless constraints are mitigated to the satisfaction of the City.

Site Considerations: The site development allows for access to necessary utilities, and has the adequate area for
the required parking, landscaping, open space, and other accessory uses planned for the proper functioning of
the development. The proposed C-3 zone is nearly surrounded by other commercial zones and it is located along
Blairs Ferry Road; an arterial street making this a prime location for highway businesses permitted in C-3
Zones.

C-3 zones are generally more intense commercial uses than C-2 and CORS but are not as industrial as C-4 uses.
The request for C-3 zoning aligns with the Comprehensive Plan for highway businesses in this area. The general
commercial businesses allowed in C-3 are the highest and best uses for this property.

Reasonable Restrictions on Rezoning: Restrictions are not required on the property to be rezoned at this time.
Screening was discussed at the P&Z meeting however it was noted that none is required for this development.

Recommendations: Community Development and the Planning and Zoning Commission support approval of
this rezoning request. However the timing of the rezoning is a critical element of the
development process. We are requesting only the first hearing at this time so the 2" and
3™ readings can coincide with the owner’s and developer’s contingencies.

REZONING PETITION

We, Peck’s Landing, LLC, the proposed developer are proposing to rezone 3950, 3980 and 3990 Blairs Ferry
Road. 3950 Blairs Ferry Road, which is legally described as Lot 2, Peck’s Green Thumb First Addition to
Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, zoned A (Agriculture) and is currently the location of a single family residential
home. The lot west of 3950 Blairs Ferry Road, zoned A (Agriculture) is part of Peck’s Green Thumb Nursery and
Garden Shop. 3980 and 3990 Blairs Ferry Road, zoned C-2 {(Neighborhood Commercial District) is also part of
the Peck’s Green Thumb Nursery and Garden Shop.

We are proposing to construct a mixed use commercial/retail and office space development on these parcels
of land. We are requesting all three lot be rezoned to C-3 (Highway Commercial District) to allow for the
flexibility of uses within that zoning classification.

We believe that the proposed zone change is a reasonable request because:

e There is adequate sanitary sewer and water main facilities adjacent to the site to serve the proposed
development.

e There are adequate street facilities adjacent to the site to support the proposed development. As a
part of this project, the Edgewood Road Extension will be extended to allow for access to this site and
turn lane improvements will be made to Blairs Ferry Road.

¢ The proposed C-3 zoning is compatible with the surrounding properties:

o The land to the North is zoned R-7 (Multiple Family Residence District)

o The land to the South is Blairs Ferry Road right of way

o The land to East is 18" Avenue and C-ORS (Office/Research/Service District) and C-3 (Highway
Commercial District)

o The land to the West will be the Edgewood Road Extension and C-3 (Highway Commercial
District).

e The property is very suitable for commercial development. There are no steep grades, flood plains or
less intense land uses adjacent to the property which would limit the use,

Report:

Change Order No. 3: Is the cost for changing the pavement markings originally planned from Emmons
Street to the railroad on North Center Point Road and adding pavement markings removal and new
pavement markings from the railroad north to Boyson Road. The proposal is to reconfigure this
section of roadway from a 4-lane roadway to a 3-lane roadway with the addition of bike lanes. After this
proposed revision, the only section of Center Point Road that is remaining a 4-lane section is the area
between Emmons Street and Blair's Ferry Road. Our consultant recommended we do not make any
revisions in this area until after the construction is complete and traffic resumes the normal patterns.

A roadway reconfiguration known as a “Road Diet” offers several high-value improvements at a low
cost when applied to traditional four-lane undivided highways. In addition to low cost, the primary
benefits of a road diet include enhanced safety, mobility and access for all road users and a "complete
streets” environment to accommodate a variety of transportation modes.

A road diet typically involves converting an existing four-lane, undivided roadway segment to a three-
lane segment consisting of two through lanes and a center, two-way left-turn lane.

The existing paving north of Emmons Street will provide sufficient width for a 3-lane section and 2-bike
lanes 6.5 feet wide and a 3 foot buffer area on each side. This will work well with the posted speed limit
of 35mph and provide a very safe riding area for bikes and bus stop lanes. The proposed painting plan
includes removing all the existing lines and symbols and painting of the lines as shown on the plan.

The proposed painting plan can be accomplished with a change order to our existing contract for the
Phase Il project. The cost can be calculated using the unit prices we already have. The total cost to
complete the reconfiguration, using the existing prices, is included in the table below. The only
additional costs are items 1 and 2 for the areas north of the railroad. These items will be included in the
change order #3.
