The Fire Department responded to 132 calls for service in the month of July 2019. Year to date we have responded to 846
calls for service. Year to date we are 13% ahead of last year. I was looking at the statistics from the beginning of the year, and
we have been running that increase consistently across every month. That indicates it is not a one time surge. Another indicator
of how busy we are is that we only had 5 days where we had 1 or no calls. On the other end, we had 9 days where we had 6 ot
mote calls, including 3 separate days where we ran 9 calls each day.

We assisted Palo FD earlier in the month with a fire on the roof of one of the buildings at DAEC. We responded with our
ladder truck and provided secondary access and staff on a very warm day. There was on threat to the public or the operations
of the plant that day. We also responded to a car fire in Bali Hai that destroyed one vehicle, and melted the trim on the second.

We had several opportunities to test our new automatic mutual aid agreement. We responded to Robins FD when they had
smoke in a house. With the additional help there were three units with 10 people on scene in less than 9 minutes. Since our car
fire was close to a structure, it fit the protocol for the response. Robins Fire was on scene only minutes after we arrived but we
did not need them.

Fire Training in July consisted of joint training and evolutions with Robins and Monroe Township. We are finding it very
valuable to train with our neighbors. EMS training was our annual mental health training provided by MercyCare. Five
firefighters and officers attended a one-day leadership symposium in Altoona. Our newest members completed live fire training
at Kirkwood this month. Tomorrow they are driving to Cedar Rapids to use their drill tower for ladder training. We will be
assigning them to crews soon.

Other activities this month included

e  Assisting the American Legion with flags July 4th.

o Providing several tours to various summer day cate programs, including letting our own Adventure Camp kids help
us wash the fire trucks one morning.

e Prepping for FunFest activities.

e Attending the State of the City luncheon.

e Conducting inspections at several new occupancies.

e Hosting a blood drive.

REGULATIONS §63.05 SPECIAL SPEED ZONES (3) SPECIAL 35 MPH SPEED ZONES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 63 Speed Regulations, Section 63.05 Special Speed Zones, (3) Special 35 MPH
Speed Zones of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 2018, is hereby amended as
follows:

63.05 SPECIAL SPEED ZONES. In accordance with requirements of the Iowa Department of
Transportation, or whenever the Council shall determine upon the basis of an engineering and traffic
investigation that any speed limit listed in Section 63.02 is greater or less than is reasonable or safe under
the conditions found to exist at any intersection or other place or upon any part of the City street system,
the Council shall determine and adopt by ordinance such higher or lower speed limit as it deems
reasonable and safe at such location. The following special speed zones have been established:

3. Special 35 MPH Speed Zones. A speed in excess of 35 miles per hour is unlawful on any
of the following designated streets or parts thereof.

Blairs Ferry Road from east City limits to west City limits.

Center Point Road from south City limits to Willman Street.

N Center Point Road from Parsons Drive to north City limits.

Boyson Road from N Center Point Road to Miller Road.

Tower Terrace Road from N Center Point Road to west line of Section 29-84-7.
Miller Road from Blairs Ferry Road to north City limits.

Edgewood Road from County Home Road to south City limits.

Robins Road from the north entrance of Bali Hai to north City limits.

Todd Hills Road from Edgewood Road to west City limits.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a
whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

Report:
Linn County Engineering has contacted our office with a request to consider a lower speed limit
on Todd Hills Road as vehicles enter the City of Hiawatha from the west. The new Todd Hills 1*
Addition is under construction which is approximately 50 acres of agricultural property that was
recently annexed into the city. The attached preliminary plat shows the new residential lot
layout.

Because the roadway is split between the City and Linn County, both agencies need to pass an
ordinance adjusting the speed limit. We are recommending the limit be changed from the
County standard limit of 55 mph, to a more residential speed limit of 35 mph.

Engineering recommends setting a public hearing for the August 7" Council meeting to consider
this speed limit change.
