Description: Adopting the 2018 UDAS with Supplemental Specifications

Report:

Engineering has been reviewing the 2018 SUDAS specifications that last few months. We are in
the process of updating our construction specifications from the Cedar Rapids Metro Standards
adopted back in 2006, to the 2018 SUDAS specifications. Marion moved to SUDAS a couple
years ago with Cedar Rapids moving to the new standard just last month.

During the review process, we have made a number of revisions to the current standard to
better fit the type of construction process we use. Both Marion and Cedar Rapids have
made similar changes to the 2018 specification.

The process would be to set a public hearing to change the required code chapters that reflect
the current Metro Standard to reflect the 2018 SUDAS program. The code changes have been
identified in Pat Parsley’s November 29, 2018 memo. Attached to this memo is a copy of the

“General Supplemental Specifications to SUDAS” that will need to be included in the public

hearing.

The entire SUDAS program can be found at www.iowasudas.org. There is very little difference
between the current Metro Standard and the proposed SUDAS Standard. One major change is
the design width of the standard city street. The current standard is 28 feet; the new standard is
26 feet. Because of the reduction, parking will be removed from one side of every street for
better emergency access. Both Cedar Rapids and Marion have adopted this new standard.

These specifications will be adopted by reference along with the attached

supplemental specifications. The intent is to adopt the new specifications effective January 1 of
2019.

Re: Amend various city codes to reference “engineering standards”

Background:

The City of Hiawatha is considering the adoption of new standards and specifications for construction of
public projects and for developments. The current city codes reference these standards in several locations
making it necessary to change the language each time the standards are modified.

This resolution corrects the problem by referencing the location authorizing the adoption of engineering
standards for the City of Hiawatha instead of referencing the standard in each code section. This will:

* Reduce the potential conflict in the Code if a reference is not corrected

® Streamline the future engineering standard adoptions
Code section 165.58 which authorizes the adoption of standards and specifications is attached along with
the modifications to the various code sections affected. The corrections are strictly procedural and contain

no changes to code requirements or enforcement policies.

Recommendation:

Community Development is recommending changes in conjunction with the adoption of the newest
engineering standards for the City of Hiawatha. Affected Codes include:

¢  Chapter 115: Utility Lines

®  Chapter 135: Street Use and Maintenance
e  Chapter 160: Fire Code

e Chapter 165 Unified Development Code

¢ Chapter 167: Filling, Grading and Erosion Control Code

If, however, the character of the work or the unit costs
thereof are materially changed, due to unforeseen events, an allowance shall be made on

Delete item B. and replace with the following: “After being awarded the contact, the

Said schedule shall include anticipated controlling items of work, contract specified
milestones, and days and/or dates for starting and completing each stage of the work. The
schedule shall be submitted to the Engineer prior to scheduling the preconstruction
conference. Adequate equipment and forces shall be make available the Contractor to
start work immediately upon the Notice to Proceed and to prosecute work to completion
according to the schedule and within the time specified.”

1.04 Preconstruction Conference
Delete this paragraph and replace with the following: “A preconstruction conference shall
be scheduled upon receipt of the work progress schedule from the Contractor. The
Contractor and intended subcontractors shall attend and participate in this conference. The
Engineer will invite representatives of railroads, utilities and others having responsibilities
or interests in the work.”

1.07 Work on Sundays or Legal Holidays
Add item C. as follows: “C. Work on Saturdays, except for contracts specifying mandatory
six-day work weeks, Sundays and City holidays requires written authorization by the
Engineer. A written request shall be submitted by the Contractor a minimum of two
working days in advance of the days being requested to work. Inspection fees will be
charged at the discretion of the Engineer. Cancellation of the scheduled work after
approval may result in charges to the Contractor at a minimum of three hours of inspection
time. Working day charges will be made for working day and calendar day contracts.

1.09 Extension of Time
B. Request for Extension of Time
1. Weather. Add item a. as follows: “a. Requests for extension of time due to excess
precipitation will be considered on calendar day projects as follows:
Precipitation levels in excess of 10% of the average monthly rainfall as recorded by the
National Weather Service over the last ten years, may be considered in an extension of
contract time. The Contractor may request an extension of one calendar day for each
10% of precipitation above 110% of the monthly average (rounded up). Written requests
for such time extensions shall be submitted to the Engineer within fourteen (14)
calendar days following the end of each month. No consideration will be made for time
extensions due to excess precipitation if written notification is not received within this
time frame.

1. Roller shall have four rubber tires, equally spaced across the full width and
mounted in line on a rigid steel frame such that all wheels carry equal loads
regardless of surface irregularities. Roller tires shall be capable of satisfactory
operation at a minimum inflation pressure of 100 psi. Tires may contain liquid.

2. Roller shall have a weight body suitable for ballasting to a gross load of 50 tons
and ballast shall allow gross roller weight to be readily determined and controlled to
maintain a gross roller weight of 50 tons.

3. Roller shall be weighted to complete seating on one pass to provide aggregate
Interlock at the cracks with minimal damage.

F. After Engineer’s approval of seating, pavement surface shall be cleaned of loose
material by hand tools, brooming and/or light air blasting. The Engineer will determine
if patching is necessary prior to HMA resurfacing.

G. HMA resurfacing shall be per SUDAS Section 7020.

Background:
The City of Hiawatha is considering the adoption of new standards and specifications for construction of
public projects and for developments. The current city codes reference these standards in several locations

making it necessary to change the language each time the standards are modified.

This resolution corrects the problem by referencing the location authorizing the adoption of engineering
standards for the City of Hiawatha instead of referencing the standard in each code section. This will:

* Reduce the potential conflict in the Code if a reference is not corrected

e Streamline the future engineering standard adoptions
Code section 165.58 which authorizes the adoption of standards and specifications is attached along with
the modifications to the various code sections affected. The corrections are strictly procedural and contain
no changes to code requirements or enforcement policies.

Recommendation:

Community Development is recommending changes in conjunction with the adoption of the newest
engineering standards for the City of Hiawatha. Affected Codes include:

e Chapter 115: Utility Lines

o Chapter 135: Street Use and Maintenance
e Chapter 160: Fire Code

e Chapter 165 Unified Development Code

e Chapter 167: Filling, Grading and Erosion Control Code

SECTION 1. Chapter 115 Utility Lines of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, Towa, 1996,
is hereby amended as follows:

165.47 LANDSCAPING AND SHADING REGULATIONS. The purpose of this section is to
promote and protect the safety and welfare of the public through requirements for landscaping and
shading which prevent soil erosion, improve air and water quality and enhance and preserve the beauty
and appearance of the environment......

5. Subdivision Landscape and Shade Requirements.

C. Shading.

€)) Along both sides of all newly created streets in all R-7, C-ORS, C-2 and
C-R Zone Districts that are constructed in accordance with the public street
standards set forth in Section 165.58 “edar RS B
eineerig Design St s there shall either be planted or retained sufficient
trees so that between the paved portion of the street and a line running parallel to
and 50 feet from the centerline of the street, there is for every 40 feet of street
frontage at least an average of one deciduous tree that has or will have when fully
mature a trunk at least 12 inches in diameter. When trees are planted pursuant to
this section, the developer shall choose trees that meet the standards set forth in
Appendix A.

165.53 MINIMUM IMPROVEMENTS. The improvements set forth below shall be considered the
minimum improvements necessary to protect the public health, safety, and welfare. Design of the
improvements shall be in accordance with the € e e ea—Enutneer sty
Standards Engineering Standards adopted by resolution by the Hiawatha City Council in accordance with
Hiawatha Code Section 165.58.

165.96 DEFINITIONS. The following definitions shall govern the interpretation of the regulations of
the City of Hiawatha Unified Development Code.

39.  “City Standards” means the design of improvements shall be in accordance with the
CedarRapids—Metropolitan—AreaEngineering Design—Standards Engineering Standards as
adopted by Resolution of the Hiawatha City Council in accordance with Hiawatha Code
Section 165.58.

Description: Traffic Signals at Center Point Road and Willman Street Project
Report:

The Council approved a budget item in the newly adopted CIP for $200,000 to prepare a
project that could install new traffic signals at Center Point Road and Willman Street.
The intent is to replace the current 4-way stop condition we installed during the
reconstruction of the Robins/Center Point Road/Emmons Street intersection. We have
received good comments about the safety of the 4-way stop condition, especially for
pedestrians and vehicles entering from either direction from Willman Street. However,
requiring the traffic to continuously stop on Center Point Road has caused some delays,
especially during peak traffic hours.

We had Shive Hattery review the traffic volumes at this intersection and determined the
best option if we were to add signals. The best option chosen was to install signals that
would only cycle to the side street whenever pedestrians or traffic volumes were
detected on the side street to change the signal to stop the Center Point Road traffic.
This will maintain the safety factor for the side street and reduce the delays on the
major arterial street. Plus the new signal will be coordinated with the Emmons Signal to
maintain traffic progressions on Center Point Road.

The attached scope, schedule, and fee proposal from Shive Hattery Engineers includes
the data collection, base mapping, design details, specifications, bidding and contract
documents, and limited construction review to help us proceed with this project. The
schedule is to have the signals operating by the time school starts in the fall of 2019.

Engineering recommends approval of the professional services agreement with Shive
Hattery Engineers for a fee $24,500.00.

Tower Terrace Road Re struction RFP

Report:

After the announcement that the Tower Terrace Interchange project was funded by the
DOT, City staff imnmediately began to plan for the reconstruction of the existing Tower
Terrace Road easterly to Center Point Road. This project has always been include in the
CIP and also in the vision plan prepared by the Corridor MPO. This fall, we requested

the project be moved to the MPO fiscally constrained plan which makes the project
illegible for federal funding.

Our local IDOT has engaged with an outside engineering firm-Kirkham Michael to
design the Tower Terrace interchange. IDOT projects the final design for the Tower
Terrace interchange will be completed with a July 2021 letting. Staffs from the cities of
Cedar Rapids and Hiawatha along with our Corridor MPO are all aware that the

responsibility for the sections of Tower Terrace Road east and west of the interchange
will be the responsibility of local agencies.

In preparation for the interchange and completing our expansion of the Tower Terrace
roadway, we need to proceed with our project on the same schedule with the IDOT. The

timeline would be able to let our portion of the Tower Terrace roadway expansion at the
same time as the IDOT'’s.

We are asking Council to authorize city staff to solicit for an Environmental Study/NEPA

Study /Preliminary and Final Design- fall of 2018. We currently have funds identified in
the CIP for FY-2019. Several tasks need to happen:

o Environmental/NEPA/Design to be awarded by spring 2019 and to be completed
within 6-months;

o Engage in potential conversation about pros and cons of a round-a-bout at
Tower Terrace and NCPR due to business use of roadway;





o Begin right-of-way acquisition processes in the fall of 2019. This process can
take up to one year;

o Final design work for our Tower Terrace roadway expansion to be completed by
Winter of 2020 with plan turn into IDOT by May of 2021.

o Due to the Environmental/NEPA study separation the Tower Terrace roadway
project cannot be constructed under the IDOT contract. Therefore, the cities of
Hiawatha and Cedar Rapids would like to secure a memorandum of
understanding (MOU) with our local IDOT and the Corridor MPO allowing the
designated MPO $4M funding for the interchange to be re-designated and put
toward our portions of the Tower Terrace expanded roadways. Our local DOT is
fully onboard with creating and signing a MOU.

The approach would be for the City of Hiawatha to seek a “Request for Proposals” from
engineering firms who are interested in providing planning and design services to the City
for this corridor. We would contact firms and a notice will also be posted on the City of
Hiawatha website asking firms to determine their interest and capabilities in performing the
anticipated scope of work needed. The preliminary concept plan is shown on the attached
map which was prepared during the Tower terrace Corridor Management Plan update
which was funded by the MPO. The proposed consultant selection schedule is as follows:

Request for Proposals

Tower Terrace Road Reconstruction from 1-380 to North Center Point Road

Purpose/Background:

The City of Hiawatha, lowa wishes to hire a qualified consultant to design the
reconstruction of Tower Terrace Road east of I-380 to North Center Point Road in
accordance with the lowa Department of Transportation’s (DOT) requirements
regarding the development of a Federal-aid project. The project is to start at the east
end of the new Tower Terrace Interchange over I-380 (estimated to be bid spring
2021) and continue east to meet the existing intersection of North Center Point Road
and Tower Terrace Road. This work is to be done in close conformance with a
preliminary alignment determined during the Tower Terrace Corridor Management
Plan Update project funded by the Corridor MPO. The length of the project is
approximately 0.4 miles.

The design work will include a roadway that is to be five-lanes wide with a 5-foot
wide sidewalk along the north right-of-way (ROW) and a 10-foot wide bike path along
the south side in a 120-foot wide ROW. The study has determined a typical cross-
section that is desired for the project. The plan is to initially build the 3-lane section
of the project expandable to 5-lanes. The task at hand includes determining the full
build requirements and ROW and all easement needs for the project. ROW plats
and descriptions are to be prepared and transferred to the City, which will handle the
acquisition process, including any condemnation proceedings.

A new intersection at North Center Point Road is anticipated. A full signalized
intersection with traffic signals and traffic channelization is one option for the new
intersection. However a roundabout concept will also be studied as part of this project.
The final decision will be determined by the steering committee.

The project environmental assessment and clearance has not been completed for this
project.

Attached are the monthly statistics for November 2018. We had 109 responses in November.
Year to date ending November 30t we had 1196 responses, compared to 1176 in the same time
period of 2016 and 1159 in 2016.

The newest class of rookies is completing their training. They have turned out to be a highly
motivated group, and are already contributing to HFD on many levels.

The gator has arrived at P&K and they will be doing the prep work on it. Several members
reviewed the engineering drawings for the slide in pump/EMS slide in unit and 1 signed off on that
this morning. Next week we will meet with RACOM reference the lighting. We expect the unit to be
complete at P&K around January 7 and go to RACOM after that.

I continue to meet with regional Fire Chiefs. Chief Krebill and 1 are taking the lead on the
county fire chiefs association. The by-laws and constitution have been written and the Chiefs will
meet as a group in January to continue the incorporation process. We've been working with Mark
Parmentar and the Robins Chief on automatic mutual aid agreement with Robins. The Monroe
Township chief has also been involved in those discussions. 1 met with the dispatch supervisor to
discuss implementation. County is still working on an upgrade to their CAD system, and until they
get that update done, they can’t move forward.

On the station, we continue to work toward ADA compliance, especially in the public
bathrooms. There will be a few things that will have to wait tll spring to accomplish, including
handicap parking and fixing some concrete that has sunk over time. In the multipurpose room, the
3" wall bed has arrived and the duty crews have been working on nstalling that.

I met with Peter Tehan and Mary Kelchen from the The Red Cross. They are working on a
major smoke detector initiative in the metro area next April 27th. Their goal is to install 1000 smoke
detectors in the metro area. In order to do that they believe they need to “touch” at least 4000 homes
just to find the homes that will allow us in and need new detectors. They have volunteers, smoke
detectors, and equipment. We will help them with some foot work ahead of time, and will help
publicize the program.

Since it was so
late in the year and the asphalt plant closed November 20th, Pate finished the rock base and
will complete the paving when spring allows. The streets department filled in the pavement
gaps so the trail will be open for the winter months for usability. The rock will not be
plowed during snowfall but the paved sections will.

Rick Wolfe: Ricks last day will be December 28th, We thank Rick for all his hard work over
the past 10 years! He has been a great teammate and we will miss having him around! We
will be evaluating the parks staff to see what the best step is for replacement after the new
year.

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ORDINANCE NO. 919

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 26 HISTORICAL
COMMISSION §26.03 ORGANIZATION (3) COMMISSION MEMBERS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 26 Historical Commission of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha,
Towa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

26.03 ORGANIZATION.

1. Commission. The Hiawatha Historical Commission, as established by this chapter, will
meet at least three times a year. A simple majority shall constitute a quorum for the transaction
of business. The act of a majority of a quorum is required for the Commission to take action.
Meetings of the Commission shall be governed by the most recent publication of Robert’s Rules
of Order.

2: Officers. These officers shall be appointed bi-annually by the Commission members: A
Chairman who shall preside at all Commission meetings; Vice Chairman, who shall act as
Chairman when Chairman is absent, and a Secretary, who shall be responsible for maintaining
written records of the Commission’s proceedings which, once approved, will become part of the
permanent records of the City. The office of Treasurer shall automatically be filled by the Finance
Director of the City, unless the City Council appoints someone else.

3. Commission Members. The Hiawatha Historical Commission shall be made up of no
fewer than five sever members i i who are appointed by the
Mayor and approved by the City Council. Members will demonstrate a positive interest in local
history, will serve without compensation, and may serve for more than one term.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a
whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage,
approval and publication as provided by law.
