As per our CIP discussions council directed staff to proceed with Design Services and the construction of the
public safety garage and training facility. Location-Clark Street/4™ Avenue to the south side of city hall.

Community Development Director, Chief Marks and | began our initial work of preliminary design and cost
estimates with Al Buck of Solum Lang Architects who specialize in public safety facilities. Staff met with Al last
Friday to review preliminary plans and to develop a proposal for professional services (Exhibit “A").

Solum Lang Architects have updated the preliminary cost opinion; the building area is 7,200 SF and the project
estimated budget is $691,200. CIP reflects $700,000. $600,000 of those funds have been bonded for with the
balance to be bounded in this springs bonding proceeds.

Solum Lang Architects are envisioning a pre-engineered metal building for the construction type as an
appropriate balance between cost savings and durability.

They have 17 board members and 11 expire in December, so they are trying to work out how to carry over or get
new board members. Norton is one of three members on a committee to review rules around renewing board members.

Mayor Bennett congratulated Jerry Mowinkle on his victory in the previous night’s election.

City Administrator Downs mentioned Bill and her have been doing business visits throughout the year to reach out to the
business community. Recently visits have included Fareway, Coffee Karma, Hope Hearing, and P&K. They are enjoying
the visits and the feedback they’re getting from the business community is very positive.

She also noted the city newsletters are being read, many in the business community have complimented us on them. It’s
nice to hear they are being read and that they are aware of Tower Terrace, the Village Center, and other projects going on.

Downs also updated council on the Hotel Study. Core Distinctions contacted us and we’re putting together command
driver interviews on Tuesday. We have 10-11 people set up to interview and these are people who have some preference or
ideas regarding the hotel. Chrystal Group is one of the groups we contact and Mike was really excited. He indicated even
in their new hundred thousand square foot building they don’t have enough space for some of the things they would like to
do. We also spoke to Advanced Custom Counters and some of our smaller businesses want to do webinars and trainings
and they do not have the setup in their facilities to be able to do that. I think we’re going to see a need.

Fire Department Presentation —- MDA /Fire Fighter Fill the Boot Campaign and Presentation of Check
Hiawatha Fire Members presented a check for $17,688.00 from the Hiawatha Fire Department annual “Fill the Boot”
campaign collection to Jillian Harper from the Muscular Dystrophy Association. Hiawatha Fire Department has raised
more than $117,000.00 for MDA since 2011.

Harper said the Hiawatha Fire Department’s enthusiasm is unmatched and expressed how much they enjoy working with
the department for this fundraiser. She congratulated Hiawatha Fire for their efforts and thanked the Council for supporting
them. Harper explained this year was the 65™ Anniversary of the Fill the Boot Fundraiser and in that time $650,000,000
has been raised. She said Hiawatha Fire Department was the top raiser this year. She explained that a new treatment has
already come out since last year, “it’s an amazing time for MDA research and it’s made possible by the people behind
me.”

Harper invited Quin, a young man who has benefited from the MDA fundraising efforts, to speak. Quin thanked the
Hiawatha Fire Department for raising all the money and taking time of their day to try to give him a future. He commented
that it means a lot to him that Council lets the department go out and fundraise. He talked about his time at camp this year
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and expressed his gratitude that he is able to go there and do fun activities he normally wouldn’t get to do. He looks
forward to it every year.

Presentation by Kay Fisk for Neighborhood Transportation Service (NTS) funding request

Kay Fisk of Neighborhood Transportation Service (NTS) presented the annual report and requested a funding pledge for
FY 2020-2021. Fisk updated the council on what NTS has been doing, reporting overall ridership is up this year with
45,462 riders being the total ridership for the night (6:30 PM to 6:30 AM). This is the program Hiawatha has helped
support over the years.

She mentioned they run three busses on Thursday night to classes for young parents who don’t have parenting skills yet, to
teach them how to be a parent. Some are as young as 14 years’ old who don’t have a license yet but are benefiting from
these classes that are provided.

NTS continues to work with other non-profits and participates in a summer meals program that provided 135,000 meals
last summer. Fisk also mentioned there is still a waitlist for service for the 2:00 AM service. She commented they are
reaching out to businesses in the community they haven’t touched base with in the past to create partnerships, make them
more aware of what NTS does, ask for volunteers, and open doors for them to request funding in the future. She also
continues to work with the lowa Legislature and travel to Washington DC to learn about other opportunities and request
funding.

Review and discussion of the first draft of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) FY 2020-FY 2024

City Administrator Downs prepared a memo for City Council with detailed information and presented an overview of the
draft Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) FY2020-2024 as follows:

Each year the Finance Director Kudma and City Administrator Downs sit down with each of the department heads to
review their capital expenditure project request. The Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) reflects the projected investment for
the next five (5) years in the City’s infrastructure, municipal facilities, specialized equipment and economic development
initiatives. The sixth year is a catch all year that keeps a variety of projects on the radar; the CIP is a living document and
does change from year to year.

The strategic plan’s significant new programs, policies, projects and initiatives consist of:

Hotel/motel study for Village Center — in progress and to be completed this winter
Tower Terrace/I-380 area — in progress; interchange to be built starting FY-21
Conduct affordable housing study — in progress and to be completed this winter
Civil Rights Initiative as it relates to housing discrimination (Integrate with affordable housing study) — in
progress and to be addressed this winter
Initiatives to protect the environment, promote energy efficiency, develop green spaces, etc. — on going
Continue to lower property tax levy without compromising city services — lowered property taxes in FY19 and
FY20
e Conduct study regarding Rec Center/Civic Center — Park Master Plan completed. Within the master plan it calls
to study in more detail.
New Fire Station-Master Plan complete-open for discussion. Review site plans and update preliminary design
e Develop sidewalk repair program — council approving at their November 6 meeting
Robins Rd Study-Completed. Council and Planning and Zoning will consider approving a Robins Road overlay
and direct rezoning
Hiawatha Public Library addition-in progress; Completion date July 2020
Updating and replacing all ambulance cots with power version to reduce exposure to back injuries — on council’s
agenda for approval at their November 6 meeting
o Updating and freshening of the current fire station from the furnace down to the fixtures — on going

City Staff and City Council reviewed and held discussion on the first draft of the CIP FY 2020-2024. Their primary focus
was on Spring FY-20 for preparation of our spring bonding proceeds.

New items:

Olson commented the only thing that struck me, and I'm not opposed it’s just a big number when you look at the trails,
$684, 215, 195, FY2021 those are really big numbers, is there any help that we can get through grants.

Downs answered,” For trails, yes. We will apply for MPO dollars”.

Olson said, “What do you think we offset, are you thinking $1 million”.
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Downs asked City Engineer John Bender if trails are usually 80/20.

Bender said, “Yes 80 percent and there is a lot of trail money left and we should look at that right away and get them into
plan first.” The Edgewood Trail outside of the park trail would be a great project for MPO.”

Olson said, “It would be a really good idea to get a jump on that particularly when you are talking about $800,000.”
Archibald asked, “If the NW Park one was a mile, how big would the trail at NW Park be?”

Willadsen said, “To start out within different phases it should equal about one mile and our goal is one so that it’s not like
Guthridge Park where it is .8 miles but the first phase is about half a mile and that’s really to just get people out.” ” Over
the whole plan it should be about a mile that’s basically going around the whole entire thing.:

Dodson stated, “In one of the drawings it shows the trail going out to Edgewood Road.”
Willadsen said, “Yes”.

Olson commented, “a million dollars a mile, I’'m asking how many total miles.”
Archibald said, “Are you saying how many miles does that amount of dollars get us.”

Olson said, “If we are going to spend $1 million or if we get the MPO dollars that’s great but how many miles does that
get us because if its one mile that is a really expensive mile, I think we need to understand that cost.”

Downs said, “Trails are not an inexpensive infrastructure, it really comes down to the quality of life.” The $944,000 is not
only for trail work, it also extends Fitzroy Road, storm water and a culvert, trail along the roadway, site work, a detention
basin and a section of the trail within the park footprint.”

Bender said, “They are built like skinny roadways anymore with the thickness requirements they are not cheap.”
Archibald said, “It’s an all new site we will have the land prepped and grading.”

Olson asked, “How many fire trucks and ambulances can you buy for $1 million.”

Archibald said, “One but I see your point.”

Downs said, “That is a good segway into talking about the phases of the park and asked Willadsen if she would take them
through the first few phases in a little more detail.”

NW Park

Parks and Recreation Director Willadsen said, “Phase 1 does not just involve the trail the $944,000 that you see has a
bunch of other things under it, five phases total — right now a year at a time and can take into consideration if we feel we
can stay on that target or need to expand and wait a year or something. First Phase is to try to get something out there that
people can use — otherwise we just have land sitting there and there is nothing we can do with it unless we have a roadway
to get there. Phase I includes a section of trail, due to cost we may have to be limestone to start, grading, storm water
detention, small playground equipment, porta potties, does include roadway. Engineering costs includes first initial small
parking lot. We have a meeting this week with MSA to review the steps we need to take and ensure it’s in the appropriate
order and make sure we stay on target. In 2021 we would continue to work on additional sections of the trail, hope to
make more of an educational piece, sections of the trail will be kept more natural and more outdoor/welcoming. Water
Superintendent Marty Recker will be working on water plans; adding a well site. This may take a couple years for him to
get out there. Phase II will include a 12-foot pedestrian bridge, is a big phase in a trail moving forward, Phase III — more
utility work, roadway, intake will keep adding more as years progress, we don’t have a lot of greenspace that is just
greenspace will be good for kids. Phase IV 2021 putting in an AOA playground maybe, set aside from anyone else, be
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unique, will see trees in 2025 but hope to get some before then through tree grants, getting a head start on trees. Phase V
2029 right now — a lot of time to think — rec center? Lodge? What do we really need right now. Things can change and
may have some shifting if need to. Downs, “reaffirmed the $944,000 is more than just a trail.”

Olson asked, “Does it qualify for the 80/20.”

Downs answered “No”

Willadsen said “There are things out there that we can apply for help.”

Bender said “That $944,000 includes engineering, design, etc..”

Dodson asked, “Will the limestone suffice for the ADA?”

Willadsen said, “Yes, limestone will suffice and is ADA compatible, everything has ADA complaint now.”

Downs said, “Let’s not lose sight of the fact that people will see this park from the interstate, and we will want to make
sure we do it right.”

Bennett asked, “are there any groups that might want to use the park?”

Willadsen added, “Guthridge Park right now is highly utilized by metro organization. They just finished up flag football —
so many private groups out there that we could reach out too — maybe county help is a funding option.”

Fire Station Discussions and Fleet Storage Facility:
Downs — This is the time to discuss in detail the potential of a new fire station now that we have worked through the
master plan — good idea to talk about what our goals are and set up our CIP appropriately.

Nesslage —reviewed what our response times are and what that means. Response time is when the event happened to when
fire/ambulance shows up at your door, 90 second (call processing), 90 second (turnout time), 240 second (drive time),
total response 420 seconds, 7 minutes. Then Nesslage talked about drive time (national standard is four (4) minutes).

Nesslage asked, “How can we get to as much of our town as possible within four (4) minutes, 90% of time just looking at
City of Hiawatha tonight — existing fire station — 65.7% we can get to calls. Placed so far south getting over into Cedar
Rapids, the current station is a decent building, it’s not falling apart, but we have space needs to address.
Nesslage shared other potential locations and their percentages within the four (4) minute drive time:
e 98 Emmons Street — 74.6% coverage closer to Center Point Road
e Clark Street — 65-70% coverage adds about 30-40 seconds drive time onto response time
e Parsons Drive — 79.6% plus Northwood Drive map doesn’t show Northwood Drives connection but with the build
out of the road to Robins Road it would only increase the ability to respond
e Boyson Road — 87.9% based on Center Point Road — going to spend a lot of money at this site with heavy
roadwork, removal of medians, traffic lights to change, multiple property owners, slowing down turnout time for
volunteers to get there
e Ketelsen Drive — 54.6% - loose a bunch of coverage on this one, almost loose the care center from this site and
the LMI (lower middle income) areas
Used three (3) years of data and showed hot spots
e Stamy Road ESCI map — estimated 50% would have potential 92% with 2 stations

Olson — should not be an option at this point — we have the optimal location that you are at right now with adding another
station — if we can’t get to 88% that’s an issue.

Nesslage — we can get up to 80% if we use the Parsons Drive.
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Bennett commented it would dump right on to Center Point Road.

Olson said the Boyson Road location is Bill Bennett’s property — problem would be traffic.

Bender commented there would be congested traffic islands and stop lights.

Archibald commented you would lose your home response.

Bennett said with interchange we will see more action out there.

Olson mentioned target should be that one to get to 88% it’s a good target.

Nesslage said, “Parsons Drive is a good spot because it benefits our four-minute drive time with a 79.6%; upon the build
out of Northwood Drive it would increase our percentage rate and get us much closer to the 88%, the current station only
is at 65.7%. In addition, it helps us keep our home response from volunteers.”

Dodson asked to clarify what do you think best location is?

Nesslage answered Parsons Drive.

Bennett asked what is the size of the footprint you are expecting?

Nesslage answered 20-25,000 square feet.

Bennett asked what the land footprint is?

Nesslage answered, “three (3) acres; if we build a two-story building then it could be 2-acres, flat, my preference; going
forward hire architect to start working with us.”

Archibald asked, “what problem are we trying to solve — response time, sleep arrangements or building?”

Nesslage commented, “to fix the space we don’t have — space is a big issue but should address response time, drive time
at the same time — looking at $1 million investment if we would stay in the current station and does not address the
parking issue for volunteers.”

Olson said, “$1 million to add on to current station.”

Dodson said, “plus for Parsons Drive a new station would be a recruiting bonus if we get and want to work at new
station.”

Nesslage agreed and said “some volunteers don’t sleep at the station because they don’t like it — nonresident live in we
can’t do because we don’t have the space and a new station they would feel better about the work they do.”

Olson said, “recruiting is definitely the single driver for this station — I think response time is also the driver.”
Nesslage said, “if we address the space, we need to also address response time.”
Archibald commented he likes the 98 Emmons Street location for the fire station, and it would add to town center feel.

Downs shared concerns that 98 Emmons Street would not provide enough land to build; the footprint is to small and to
purchase the property Backen’s would want $1.2 million.

Olson commented it is not a fair market value because they know what we want to do.
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Downs said, “the next steps are to look at the top two (2) locations and dissect the needed sitework.”

Olson agreed the top two (2) not five (5) or six (6) sites. Come down with two (2) sites that are most desirable. Olson
mentions he heard about public safety building to combine police and fire.

Nesslage commented they don’t have a problem living with police.

Marks said, “the current police department space includes 4,960 square feet right now, new development of office space
includes 6,600 square feet for garage/workout are 7,000 in office and garage 3,900, 12-13,000 square feet total. 7,000
square feet for office is just his estimate.”

Bennett said, “the building may be cheaper to purchase one at 30,000 square feet.”

Olson said, “Go east of I-380 as initial building step and wait to see what our growth is.”

Nesslage said, “the second station is down the road 15-20 years or more.”

Olson commented that for our needs based on master plan — why wouldn’t we follow that; it shows two stations.

Nesslage said, “it makes more sense to have one location for ease of staffing; all we showed tonight were east of the
interstate and to provide a better response time.”

Olson said, “Dual ingress and egress for Center Point Road, can back in, sleeping space and more diverse volunteers.”

Nesslage said, “98 Emmons Street would require purchase of nine (9) lots. We have two (2) of those, not objecting to
location, variety of property owners locked in by two (2) or three (3) property owners — work to do there.”

Archibald said, “This is something we need to make a priority — not adequate at station (10™ Avenue location) and need to
make this priority.”

Olson agreed this is a needed priority.

Nesslage commented seven (7) bays double stack now — dream to have a maintenance bay.
Olson said, “Let’s decid on two (2) sites. Asked Nesslage what his preference is.

Nesslage answered, “Across the street and Parsons Drive.”

Archibald asked where does the two (2) acres come from; online calculations.

Olson said he thinks we should have architect look at those two (2) sites — public safety is and has been and always been
#1 goal.

Nesslage commented think having architect looking at goal and a lot of frontage for bays.
Dodson asked how long central station is in downtown Cedar Rapids.
Nesslage said he didn’t know off top of his head.

Olson said, “$2 million was an old construction number - volunteer numbers could go up if had that kind of station for
recruiting.”

Downs agreed next step is to work with an architect and look at top two (2) locations and work on it sooner rather than
later — need to know what we are doing with other public safety location.
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Archibald said he would like to keep fire/ambulance and the Police Department separate.
Olson said, “This location would not handle both fire and police.”

Marks said, “We are good on space now but would like to have an area for defensive tackle training along with meeting
room space. A workout area would be beneficial as well.”

Olson commented growth is going north.
Marks stated he would like to stay close to Hiawatha elementary and city hall
Dodson asked, “Would you still need a training facility?”

Marks replied, “It is important to my guys to have our mats out to do defensive tactic training, if weight equipment is put
over there, we would like a place to have our mats out on a permanent basis.”

Downs stated she felt like they had a good direction.

Nesslage said, “he would assist in finding an architect to look at each of the lots discussed and see where we can go from
there.”

Marks said, “the public safety building on Clark Street has been in a holding pattern.”

Archibald said, *he would like to move forward with both buildings, a public safety building and the new fire/ambulance
station.”

Olson, Dodson and Norton agreed.
Downs stated, “Those were the main topics for tonight — if everyone is good, we will move forward.”
Archibald asked, “Is $700,000 a good number for Dennis?”

Kudma added $100,000 for architect services for both projects. Kudrna asked if we needed an additional CIP meeting in
two (2) weeks.

Olson answered, “No, we are good to move forward.” Olson noted 40% of G.O. bonding will be for trails.

Downs said, “No, because it’s not all for trails, we have to extend the street, install storm water infrastructure, a culvert,
and trail.”

Olson commented if we can get 80% to help with the trail installation that we should move forward with that plan if we
hadn’t already.

Downs confirmed 80% is only the trail part not the street and that is only along Edgewood Road.

There being no further discussion, Archibald moved to adjourn at 7:03 P.M., second by Dodson. Motion carried.

Description: Engineering Department Report

Working with Public Works on various projects as they come up.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Projects under way include the Todd Hills 1% Addition, Sherman 9™ and 10
Addition, the library expansion, and Dell Ridge Phase IV.

The Mid-Town Utility and Street extension contractor, Rathje Construction of Marion, has started some
work on the project with clearing and grubbing of the existing trees in the construction area. We held a
preconstruction meeting October 17, 2019 with the contractor anticipating completing the
underground utilities in November with the paving of the street in early spring. The completion date
for the entire project is June 1 2020. Funding is programmed with LOST 15-24 dollars.

We approved a contract with Shive Hattery engineers to design the Center Point Road Improvement
Project from Blairs Ferry Road to Clark Street. Rathje Construction from Marion was the low bidder on
September 24, 2019. The contract includes a new traffic signal at Willman Street and a new asphalt
overlay and pavement markings on Center Point Road. The contractor will start ordering the
equipment immediately as the delivery time on some of the signal equipment takes several months.
The completion date for this project is now July of 2020. Costs for this project have been anticipated
with remaining GO funds from the Edgewood Road project and last year’s Emmons Street repair
project and remaining LOST funds.

The contractor, Maxwell Construction from lowa City, has restarted the sanitary sewer extension
project on the east side of Edgewood Road approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road. We approved
a change order to remove the drilled pipe and install the sewer with open cut process in October. We
hope to have the project completed by the end of the year, but the weather has not cooperated to
date. This project is funded using the sewer fund and also LOST dollars.

We have approved a contract with Anderson Bogert Engineers to study railroad crossing “quiet zones”
on Center Point Road, Emmons Street, and Blair's Ferry Road. The Notice of Intent has been





completed and submitted to the Federal Railroad Authority. No comments were received after the 60
day waiting period, so we can now proceed with the design contract with the railroad for the new
signal gates and lights required at Emmons Street. We will modify our contract with Anderson Bogert
to start the design of the new traffic islands. The railroad will provide us an estimate of the design work
to be prepared at Emmons Street. This project is funded with GO dollars in the spring of 2020.

We have a contract with MSA professional Services for the resurfacing of 12" Avenue from Blair's
Ferry Road about 2000 feet north to just south of Lyndhurst Drive. The project is now essentially
complete, with only fine grading and sod remaining. The project is funded with LOST 15-24 dollars.

We had a contract with Hall and Hall Engineers to prepare the plans and specifications for the
widening of 18" Avenue at Blair's Ferry Road. This project is essentially complete. We now must
coordinate with the City of Cedar Rapids to develop a new traffic signal project for the entire 18"
Avenue Blairs Ferry Road intersection. We have the funding is included in the CIP for FY21.

We have a contract with Shive Hattery Engineers to prepare plans for the 2019 Storm Sewer Repair
project. We had a bid opening on November 22, 2019 with 7 contractors submitting. All bids were
below the engineers estimate with Boomerang Corporation from Anamosa submitting the lowest
proposal. The completion date for this project is planned for July of 2020. The consideration of the
bids will be on the December 4™ Council meeting. Included in the project is the following areas:

e Pirie Drive to the west of Nixon Elementary School
e Raney Street east of 12" Avenue

We are planning a design contract to move ahead with the Willman Street resurfacing project from
Center Point Road to 4" Avenue. Because of the new library addition, we are anticipating a new
asphalt overlay after repair of the deteriorated street areas and possible new curbs. We will also study
the addition of a sidewalk on either the north or south side of the street. Because no sidewalk exists on
Willman, there appears to be a need to facilitate a way to walk from the 4™ Avenue sidewalk to the
library. We have a proposal from Hall and Hall Engineers to start the design. They provided all the site
design for the library addition, so they have the most information regarding the utilities in the area.
This project is included in the newly adopted CIP using previously bonded dollars.

City Council approved a contract with Snyder and Associates as the design consultants for the
environmental study/NEPA study /preliminary and final design of the City’s approximately 2000 feet of
Tower Terrace Road reconstruction. We are now moving ahead with the preliminary design which
includes the construction of a roundabout at Center Point Road. We are also meeting with the lowa
DOT and the City of Cedar Rapids to finalize the funding options through the Corridor Metropolitan
planning Organization. A meeting has been scheduled December 20, 2019. More to come.

November 12, 2019

Michelle Mclllece called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m. in the Hiawatha Council Chambers. Present:
Michelle Mclllece, Dan Wilkes, Chris Klostermann, Charles Uthe. Absent: Dawn Ewoldt. Employees: Ambyr
Severson, Administrative Coordinator and Kelly Willadsen, Director of Parks and Recreation. Guests: Dan
Hoffmann.

Motion by Charles Uthe, second by Chris Klostermann to approve the November 12, 2019 agenda as
amended. Motion carried.

Motion by Charles Uthe, second by Chris Klostermann, to approve the minutes of October 8, 2019.
Motion carried.

Kona Ice Approval for 2020: Willadsen explained that she had contacted Jon and Rachel Booms with Kona
Ice inquiring to come out to Adventure Camp every other week for the 2020 program, along with Movies
Under the Moon/Family Campout date on July 17th and Hiawatha Fun Fest event on August 7" and 8.
She advised that Kona gives back 20% from outdoor movies and fun fest. With their generosity and the
great feedback from the kids and staff, she recommended to commission to approve Kona Ice to come to
the events on the following dates-

Camp Dates:
June 177
July 1%
July 15
July 29th
Outdoor Movies/Family Campout
July 17th
Fun Fest:
Vending- August 7*" & 8"

Motion made by Chris Klostermann, second by Charles Uthe to approve Kona Ice’s attendance for the
given dates at Adventure Camp, Movies under the Moon and Fun Fest. Motion carried.

Upcoming CIP Projects: Willadsen explained that during her CIP discussions with Council and
Administration it was implied that the following projects were the top priorities — NW park design phase
#1, Sidewalk path from 10" Ave. to concessions, Trail Lighting in Tucker and Clark Park, Cedar Valley Trail
Connection/Clark Park Trail connection, Tennis and basketball court replacement, shade panel
replacement at Guthridge and dump trailer purchase.

She advised that she’s been working with MSA to break up NW Park’s development into 5 phases with the
first being trails, grading, stormwater detention, portable lavatory enclosure and a small park. The total
for phase #1 with design engineering and bidding is $944,050.00 that will be taken out of LOST (Local
Option Sales Tax) funds. The goal is to complete one phase each year over a 5-year process but if cost was





a factor it could be pushed back into 8 phases if needed. Adding a trail would allow residents a safer place
to walk as Edgewood Road is their only option and since its completion it’s had a heavier traffic flow,
making it dangerous for them to be on it. The City allots two to two and a half million dollars towards City
projects. There are bigger projects coming in other departments and Parks will not have access to an
amount this considerable in the near future. She asked the members to share the importance of parks to
share the need of this project.

The sidewalk path from 10™ to concessions would allow individuals with limited mobility access to the ball
diamonds from the 10" avenue parking lot. The need was made aware from findings in the
comprehensive plan. The anticipated cost for this project is $25,000 with the assistance from the Public
Works Department.

After meeting with focus groups, it was determined that trail lighting was a safety concern in Tucker and
Clark Parks. The department would like to install pedestal lighting at Clark and Flood lighting at Tucker.
$200,000 is a high estimate as we have already purchased the flood light poles from another community.

Improving accessibility to our parks and trails was a huge necessity within our updated plan and that we
continue to work on each year. The department is looking at adding a crossing from Grey Wolf and Miller
to Clark Park, and added trail from Thire Drive to the Cedar Valley Trail because of the safety and
accessibility from Robins/Boyson Rd to the trail head. The Grey Wolf crossing would include flashing
beacons, similar to the ones on Boyson Rd near 18"/Kirkwood Regional Center. The added additional trail
off of Thire Drive will include working with Linn County, getting an easement from the land owner,
installing a culvert and 250ft of additional trail. These two projects will cost nearly $42,000.00 from LOST
Funds.

The basketball court is in bad shape. The layers are so tall from being overlayed year after year from Hog
Wild Days. Therefore, the department would like to tear out the court to make it level and an accurate
size. The tennis court also has cracks that are deep and becoming a safety hazard. Once these projects
are complete, they will be added to a reserve to essentially save money to correct in the future.

The shade panels at Guthridge are under direct sunlight at Guthridge and have served their purpose for
nearly 10 years. They’ve been stitched back together many times and are finally in bad enough shape to
just need replaced. Luckily, with the low cost of resurfacing the splashpads, we’re able to use funds from
the reserve and still have money left for updates in the future.

The parks department currently has a 10ft dump trailer that they have had for nearly 16 years. They
would like to purchase a new one that is bigger (12ft) and less maintenance. With the longevity it has
some flaws. We would replace this with our vehicle reserve since we will be keeping both Ted and Jeff's
trucks for a few more years before replacement. The cost for a new trailer from Wright Way is $8,500.

Program Revenue FY19: Willadsen explained that it's hard to explain the departments revenue as the
fiscal year goes from July 1 — June 30 and most of the programs go in a regular calendar year. For special
events Live Healthy lowa Sk, Kids Track Meet, Ride to Wrigley, Hiawatha Open, Lids for Kids and lowa
State Fair are either 100% covered or sponsored by Friends of Hiawatha Parks and Recreation therefore





there is not any revenue from these events. Music in the Park is generously sponsored by GreenState
Credit Union. Farmers Market brings in a lot of revenue thanks to Dawn getting that put together so well.
As for Community Center, Parks and Donations, the commission could see that it looked like a very high
number but it doesn’t look like that every year. This is because of Dave Wright’s donation to the dog park
of $100,000. As for programs, Adventure Camp would not be sustainable without the help of the Friend’s
Foundation covering all field trips and equipment every summer. Revenue brought in covers camp fees.
Tennis doesn’t make anything but is a well-established program with a great reputation. Letters from
Santa had 70 letters go out last year. We will see what this year holds!

Facility Capacity Information: There are 459 community center rentals possible in a calendar year. In FY19
we had 279 rentals out of the 459 take place which puts us at 61% capacity. Out of the 279 rentals those
do not include weekday activities such as senior programming Monday/Wednesday/Friday or City events
since they take place during normal business hours. If we look at occupancy by days instead of rentals,
out of the 365 days in a year we had 245 days that had either a rental or activity going on in the
Community Center totaling 67%.

If we look at just weekend rentals, there were 208 rentals available and we had 132 total putting us at
63% capacity. Weeknight rentals (5-11pm) come out to 59% capacity. We had 147 out of 251 possible.
Again, these do not include the senior programming we have three days a week or City events.

Wilkes mentioned that once we're at 75 — 80% we should consider that at capacity as people will be
looking elsewhere for their desired date.

Park Pavilion Information: There are 2,196 rentals possible during out 183 day park season from April 15 -
October 15. Each pavilion could get rented twice a day to reach maximum capacity. In FY19 we had 351
rentals out of the 2,196 putting us at 16% capacity. Seems very low, but still makes us very busy! If we
look at just weekends of Saturday/Sunday rentals we had 245 out of 684 possible, looking much better at
36% capacity. Total number of weekday rentals in FY19, 106 out of 1,512 rentals equaling 7% capacity. A
majority of the rentals are during the weekends when we have one seasonal or park maintenance staff
member cleaning for the day. 36% may not seem like much, but it shows quite a difference from the
week days. As a reminder, park pavilions can be used at a first come first serve basis if there is no rental
on the schedule, so even when there aren’t rentals on our calendar doesn’t necessarily mean no one is
using them. When rentals were broken down by pavilion, Red had the highest number of rentals out of
the 351 for the season. Guthridge Park is definitely the most utilized park for rentals. These numbers do
not include City programming or Adventure Camp that takes place at Green Monday-Friday. Keep in mind
these numbers are only from April to October also.

2020 Program Brochure: Willadsen describes some of the new things the department is excited about is
moving Motivational Mondays from a different class weekly to sessions so registrants can get to their
favorite class weekly for 6 weeks as opposed to once a month. We've added Easter Scramble, a fun run
which includes runners finding an egg along the route and getting a prize at the end! The Friends
Foundation approved a TV to be one of the top prizes! Another is the Family Camp Out. A lot of other
cities across the US have one of these but none in our area. Registrants will watch a movie in the park and
camp out with different activities before and after and a pancake breakfast in the morning. The Dog Park
should open mid spring if weather cooperates. Lots of new and fun things happening next year.





Park Reports: Willadsen advised that this will be the last meeting until March but she would attempt to
get reports out for December if everything works out.

By
doing so there would be areas of watermain that are 9-10 feet deep. The board and Bryce discussed the options
of leaving the main as is and having some areas be 9-10 feet deep or requiring the watermain to be raised. By
requiring the main to be raised, the system would need to be looped with the Hunt Rd water main. Bryce will
bring plans in to the board once completed to discuss further.

Superintendent’s Report
Recker updated the board on the conversation he had with Michael Vail after last month’s meeting about a
repeater on our water tower. He has decided to move forward with other plans for now.

Proposed FY2020-2021 budget was given to the board for review. We will present a resolution to be approved
at the December meeting.

Robert Dunn has been offered the Water Apprentice position and will be starting December 16, 2019.

Marty and the City are working to find a solution to a sewer backup issue that seems to be happening when the
Water Department backwashes iron filters. Marty is confident it is not a water related issues as he has checked
all possibilities in the flushing process. With that being said the board did not want to pay for MSA to research

possible causes on the water end.

Discussion was had by the board about receiving packets by email. Pat would still get a hard copy as he does not
have computer access. We will take the next few months to trial electronic packets and see how it goes.

SRF loan is on track with no objections from the public. We will move forward to the next step of getting the
construction permit from DNR.

RESOLUTION NO.

RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING
EXECUTION OF A DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BY AND
BETWEEN THE CITY OF HIAWATHA AND HIAWATHA
PROPERTIES LLC

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 91-68, adopted June 19, 1991, which has been amended
14 times, lastly by Amendment No. 14 as approved by Resolution No. 18-123 on July 18, 2018,
this Council found and determined that certain areas located within the City are eligible and should
be designated as an urban renewal area under lowa law, and approved and adopted the Hiawatha
Urban Renewal Plan (the "Urban Renewal Plan" or "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area
(the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended, is on file in the
office of the Recorder of Linn County; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from Hiawatha Properties LLC (the
"Developer"), in the form of a proposed Development Agreement (the "Agreement") by and
between the City and the Developer, pursuant to which, among other things, the Developer would
agree to construct certain Minimum Improvements (as defined in the Agreement) on certain real
property located within the Urban Renewal Area as defined and legally described in the Agreement
(the "Development Property") and consisting of the construction of an approximately 52,000
square foot building to be used as office and warehouse space, together with all related site
improvements, as outlined in the proposed Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will make up to five (5)
consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer consisting of 75%
of the Tax Increments pursuant to Section 403.19, Code of lowa, and generated by the construction
of the Minimum Improvements, the cumulative total for all such payments not to exceed the lesser
of $58,000 annually or $290,000 over five (5) years, or the amount accrued under the formula
outlined in the proposed Agreement, under the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions
set forth in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Developer is constructing the Minimum Improvements to create usable
commercial space that is expected to be leased to tenants that will create and retain jobs and
employees; and

WHEREAS, Chapters 15A and 403, Code of lowa, authorize cities to make grants for
economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to
appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the purposes
of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder is
a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law and,
further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of appropriate





economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of Chapters 15A
and 403, Code of Towa, taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in Chapter 15A, Code
of lowa, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the Iowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or expand
businesses that produce exports or import substitutes, or which generate tourism-
related activities.

e Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and benefits
are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the state
unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state or unless
the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant new job
creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar lowa businesses being
displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing funds;
and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a public
meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the Agreement and
has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property owners as to said
proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered to be in the best
interests of the City and residents thereof.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
HIAWATHA IN THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to making of grants to the Developer in connection with the development
of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be and is hereby declared
to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law
and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of
appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403, Code of Towa, taking into account the factors set forth therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved
and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in
substantially the form and content now before this meeting, but with such changes, modifications,
additions or deletions therein as shall be approved by such officers, and that from and after the
execution and delivery of the Agreement, the Mayor and the City Clerk are hereby authorized,





empowered and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such documents as may
be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Agreement as executed.

Seven (7) bids were received on 11/22/2019 for the above referenced project.

We have reviewed the bids that were provided to us. In our review we discovered one (1) error in the
bid form on line item #33. This error results in a $2,000 reduction in the bid amount submitted by
Boomerang Corporation which reduces the awarded amount to $161,094.00. The correction with this
error and change in bid/award amount does not impact Boomerang Corporation status as low bidder on
this project.

We recommend that the City of Hiawatha proceed with your award process on the basis of the low bid
of $161,094.00 to Boomerang Corporation. This bid consists of the Base Bid. This award may be

subject to submittal of acceptable bonds, insurance and other requirements of the City of Hiawatha. We
are enclosing a copy of the bid tabulation for your use.

Please contact our office of the award decision and we will proceed with obtaining the agreement,
bonds and insurance.

RE: CIP FY20-24 Setting Public Hearing Date and FY20 Continued discussion

At our December 4 meeting we are asking city council to set a hearing date for the approval of our FY20-24 CIP on
December 18. | believe we need to discuss a bit more in detail FY20 regarding the NW Park Land development and the
potential to purchase land for a new location of the fire station to ensure all are on the same page.

Staff received valid questions after our CIP meeting regarding the necessity of the development of the park land and the
amount of dollars earmarked to be spent. As you know staff as responded to those questions directly to the requester.
We also shared the same information with each of you.

I believe it would be prudent to discuss in more detail with all present to determine the final CIP to confirm moving
forward with the original NW Park Land development project in the amount of $944,000 or if we skim back the
development in the amount of $613,747. The reasoning for skimming back is to ensure we have bonding dollars to
purchase land for a new location of the fire station.

If the land for the fire station is a top priority in FY20 skimming back on the park land development would be necessary
to maintain the bonding level city council agreed upon. We would then want to adjust FY21 to reflect the balance of
construction of the park land not completed in FY20.

Questions, Statements Received & Staff Responses:

S: As stated during Monday night’s CIP work session, | was very surprised when | received & reviewed the CIP binder to
see we are planning to spend $944,000 in FY 2020 for the new Northwest Park. In addition, we are planning to spend
$350,000 in FY 2020 for trail lighting in all three parks. I fully support this $350,000 LOST fund lighting spend.

e The $944,000 will decrease since we have GO Bond money ($258,000) left over from the original purchase of the
land in FY18. Cindy has updated the CIP to show that correctly.

e The trail lighting was as much of a high priority as the development of the NW Park. We had removed this CIP
item two year ago because of cost, but because our stakeholders voted on priorities at the public open house
and in surveys it was put back into the CIP for FY20.

Q: The purpose of this email is to suggest we take a 2" look at spending nearly $1 million in FY 2020 on a 4™ park. |am
not questioning the possible eventual need for a Northwest park. | am, however, suggesting we consider the timing of
spending nearly a $1 million in FY 2020 for a 4th park. Does this planned location warrant a nearly $1 million 4th park
spend in FY 2020? Do we know the demographic composition of the residents in the immediate vicinity of the planned
park? How many school aged children are currently living in close proximity to the planned park that would warrant a
nearly $1 million park investment in FY 2020? Do we have a projection of the planned rooftop growth in the vicinity of
the planned park over the next five years that would warrant a FY 2020 $1 million park spend?

Between Pines of Turtle Creek, Dell Ridge and Rolling Prairie, there are approximately 150 homes built with 40
vacant lots still available for build.

With the added Todd Hills development starting next spring there are an additional 75 lots that will be available.
Bryce Ricklef purchased the rest of Rolling Prairie with plan to develop an additional 70 homes within 5-years.
This would give us a total of 356 roof tops.

Within 1 mile of the park land (not including Robins or County) there is approximately 300 acres of undeveloped
land; if this land is developed into residential property with 2.5 homes per acre, which would accumulate to 750
additional homes in the upcoming years that could greatly benefit from the park.

The use and future of this park is an essential quality of life piece.

No matter the age demographic that is currently living on the NW side of town, making walkability a priority is
key to this project. There are many residents who walk, run and cycle along Edgewood Rd, and as we know with
Tower Terrace interchange that road is only going to get busier making it a great safety concern to walkers,
runners and cyclists. By getting a start on this park, residents will have a safe place to walk and play.

This park is for all of Hiawatha stakeholders; it will provide amenities such as soccer fields, a playground, along
with trail. We took a holistic approach with our focus groups; those were from all subdivisions of Hiawatha.

Q: | believe we need to keep in mind the planned $1 million FY 2020 new park spend comes from the pockets of all
Hiawatha stakeholders. What percentage of Hiawatha's population will benefit from a FY 2020 northwest park $1
million spend? Have we received any complaints from new residents in the vicinity of the planned park indicating it is
too far for them to drive to take advantage of the excellent amenities we offer at Guthridge, Clark or Tucker parks?





» The main feedback we received from Hiawatha Stakeholders on the NW Park were: Social equity, connection to
nature and environmental stewardship, green space and fields for recreation play, foster community feel, trail
connections and promote togetherness and a sense of place.

* When pulling data on property taxes for just Pines of Turtle Creek Residents (24.8 acres), we found that the 76
lots paid a total of $469,606.84 in property tax. When we overlaid the same acreage over on the homes near
Guthridge and Tucker Park which was equivalent to 117 homes, we found the total property tax value to be
$263,429.97. For what the NW residents are paying they are not receiving the same benefits of parks and
recreation. The NW Stakeholders are very much invested in our community and their participation in our Master
Plan was very much appreciated and received.

e Those who have corresponded in the NW area would enjoy the walkability to the park. Many in the area walk,
run, ride bikes. There are not playground opportunities for kids under 16 other then a single basketball court in
the subdivision.

S: Once we do a $500,000 GO bond for the Northwest Park, we must spend the money for the park. Once we take
$444,000 out of LOST funds for the new park, we have lost the opportunity to invest LOST funds for the greater good of
the majority of our stakeholders like public safety. As one example we would like to move as quickly as possible to
increase the four-minute effectiveness response time from the current 66% to as close to 88-90% as possible. This is a
critical public safety initiative. We could certainly use the nearly $1 million planned for the northwest park to defray the
potential start-up costs such as land acquisition in FY 2020 for a new more optimally located fire station.

e Asyouknow a park in the NW area was a high priority in Council’s Strategic Plan. We purchased and spent
$414,000, 2 years ago. It is now time to begin developing the NW Park.

e The longer we wait, the higher prices will go up. We must remember the location of the property is in a very
visible area that can be seen from I1380. This is a great feature for us to show off what we have to offer and steer
visitors into our City.

e In addition, we are following the same process as we have in the past with Clark Park.

e Inlate 90’s, early 2000’s the City spent $2.5 million on the construction of the 30-acre park (known as Clark Park)
with the construction of City Hall on its way. What the park included at that time was extending 18" Ave, putting
in a parking lot, trail and disc golf. These are now the steps we need to take to start the NW Park. Later we
added the pavilion and park equipment. The project cost for those is not included in the $2.5 we mention
earlier.

* Parks are often the most important and highly prized components of any community. They are sources of civic
pride and are essential to the physical, economic, environmental, and social health of cities and their residents.

e Numerous studies have shown that proximity to parks, trails, and open space has a positive impact on property
values for future growth and development.

= When breaking down Phase | you will see that.

» Since 2006 we have invested over $5.4M in the northwest area.

* And, most recently the CBJ recognized our investment in the NW area calling our NW Park Development as one
of the regions hot spots.

S: Other opportunity costs such as a sooner than anticipated elimination of the commercial property tax rollback should
be considered before we move forward with a nearly $1 million new park spend. 1 am certain the readership can think
of other more critical greater good uses for $1 million. It certainly wouldn’t be perceived as a negative by our
stakeholders if we did a FY 2020 GO bond for $1.8 million instead of $2.3 million. Lastly, the $400,000 LOST funds
targeted for the new park could certainly be used for infrastructure needs such as street improvements.

» Please remember that the dollars for Phase | include grading the property, preparing roadway for the other half
of Fitzroy Rd, putting in a playground, and trail. This number also includes the park design and engineering costs.





After meeting with City Engineer, John Bender, we had him break Phase | down to the bare minimal on what we need to
get completed first. Let me remind you that if we lower the cost in Phase |, we will need to continue adding more
funding to the future phases. This plan would only include preparing Fitzroy Road along with side trail to the entrance of
the park (only rock and limestone), and grading only the front 9 acres of the park. A playground and parking lot would
not be installed in this phase. By doing this plan it decreases our patron usability until Phase Il, which would then include
adding more trail, a playground and a parking lot.

John was able to bring down the cost to approximately $613,747. With the $258,000 left from the land purchase we
would be looking at needing $355,747 remaining.

Description: 2020- Willman Street Reconstruction Project

Report:

The City Council has allocated dollars in recent CIP documents for various street
improvement projects. Northwood Drive was improved 2 years ago, Robins Road last
year, and the 12" Avenue resurfacing project is just about complete for this current
year. The recently adopted CIP has GO funds included for a similar project, the
resurfacing of the section of Willman Street from the Center Point Road intersection to
4™ Avenue. This street has been on our list as part of the yearly reconstruction program.
With the new library expansion scheduled to open next year, we feel the time is now to
improve the street surface at the same time as the work is progressing on the library.

We have analyzed several methods of reconstruction for this local street, and because
of the deteriorated condition we feel the most cost effective solution to improve the
riding surface of the street is an asphalt overlay. We will look at the street condition
and determine which areas might need repair, and also the curb sections to determine if
the curbs need replaced. We will also look at processes that will reduce the reflective
cracking that happens in a new asphalt surface after years of freeze thaw winters.

When we looked for a design firm to help with this project, and feel that Hall and Hall
Engineering is the most qualified as they prepared all the site drawings for the library
expansion project and are very familiar with the existing utilities and street conditions in
the area. We also have a base contract with Hall and Hall that will allow us to prepare a
work order to identify the scope, schedule, and fee to proceed with a project.

This is a quick turn-around project for this summer in order to stay on schedule with the
library. We have lots of experience with the Hall and Hall and we can recommend their
firm for this project.





We also feel we may want to consider a new sidewalk on either side of Willman Street.
There are limited sidewalks around the library and we want to anticipate additional foot
traffic that might be generated after the library has expanded space and services. We
should at least study the need and meet with property owners to work through the
details if a sidewalk is feasible. We have met with the design engineers and have
negotiated the attached work order. The work order includes:

Utility research and coordination.

Preliminary topographic survey and property boundary surveys

Pavement assessment and concept plan

Conceptual plans with new sidewalk and identify impacts to adjacent properties
Prepare for one public open house to advise the neighbors of our project
schedule and discuss proposed improvements with property owners

The engineering design and specifications for the pavement repairs, storm
sewer modifications, and asphalt overlay

Cost opinions at various stages of design to maintain budget controls.

Traffic control and staging plans.

Easement documents that will be needed if we proceed with a sidewalk that will
require driveway replacements and grading

Bidding services

Construction staking for the contractor

The design fee is not-to-exceed $47,273

The schedule for bidding is anticipated in April of 2020.

Construction to take place by fall of 2020.

Total budget is $400,000 funded with existing and new GO funds.

The work order is still in a DRAFT form as we have a few revisions to complete yet, but
Engineering recommends approval of the design agreement. If you have any questions
regarding this project, please let me know.

A. The City of Hiawatha (“Owner”) and Hall and Hall Engineers, Inc. (“Engineer”) entered
into an agreement for Professional Services dated January 8, 2014, and approved by City
Council resolution 14-003. That agreement is herein referred to as the “Master
Agreement”.

l. General

B. This work order describes work to be completed for a special project in accordance with
paragraph 7.02 of the Master Agreement. All terms and conditions of the Master
Agreement and Amendments apply to this work order.

C. This project location generally includes survey and design services to rehabilitate the pavement
on W. Willman Street between 4™ Avenue and Center Point Road. The project does not include
improvements to the intersection of 3" Avenue (which has already been improved) or at the
intersection of Center Point Road (which is expected to be improved under a separate project).
The project also includes minor improvements to the existing storm sewer system to provide a
gravity drain for the new library building.

Il. Scope of Services

A. Project Administration

1. Project Management — Track and coordinate project progress, scope, schedule, and budget.

2. Utility Coordination — Engineer will coordinate with utility companies to identify conflicts
with proposed improvements any necessary relocations.

3. Project review meetings and coordination with City staff — Engineer will attend two (2)
project review meetings with City staff to discuss specific design elements. In addition to
these meetings, coordination via telephone and/or e-mail is anticipated.

4. Public Open House Meeting — The Engineer will prepare exhibits for, and attend, one public
open house meeting to provide residents with information about the project. The Engineer
shall also prepare and distribute letters to residents abutting the project to notify them of
the meeting. Owner shall furnish a room in City Hall to host the meeting and be responsible
for posting notice of the meeting.

B. Survey

1. Topographic Survey — The Engineer will provide topographic survey of the site within the
project limits. Survey will include all pavement, driveways, sidewalks, utilities (as located by
others), and other existing features within the existing right-of-way that are critical to the
roadway design.

2. Boundary Survey — The Engineer shall establish the existing right-of-way line within the
project limits by locating existing monuments and utilizing recorded plats or other property
documents.

3. Base Map — The Engineer will utilize all survey data, along with available aerial photography
and County GIS linework to create a base map for design. The proposed features and
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grading on the library site will also be incorporated into the base map to represent
anticipated conditions at the start of construction on the roadway improvements project.

4. Temporary Construction Easements — The Engineer will prepare temporary construction
easements as necessary for construction of the proposed improvements. Engineer will assist
the City in securing the temporary construction easements from property owners. For the
purpose of this scope of services, it is assumed that temporary construction easements will
be needed from four (4) parcels.

C. Design Services

1. Pavement Assessment and Concept Plan — The Engineer shall conduct a visual
assessment of the existing pavement condition to estimate the percent of pavement
area that will need to be patched. If this assessment indicates that over 50% of the
pavement area should be patched, the Engineer will notify the Owner and provide a
recommendation for other improvement alternatives. The Engineer will also prepare
a conceptual plan of improvement, with the primary purpose of identifying impacts
associated with adding sidewalk along one side of the street.

2. Prepare Plan of Improvements — The Engineer shall prepare a plan set as required
for a public letting. City submittals of the plans will include:

b. Final Plans — The Engineer will incorporate any City review comments from the
preliminary plan submittal into the final plans. The Engineer will conduct a
complete quality control review of the plan set at this stage. Engineer will also
prepare a final cost estimate for the construction. The final plan set is
anticipated to include all sheets from the preliminary plan submittal plus the
following additional sheets:

i. General Notes and Details (C Sheets)

ii. Erosion Control Plan (C Sheets)

ili. Alignment and Survey Control (G Sheets)

iv. Right-of-Way and Easement Plan (H Sheets)

v. Staging and Traffic Control Plans (J Sheets)

vi. Intersection Details (L Sheets)

vii. Sidewalk Ramp Details (S Sheets)

No station cross section sheets will be prepared for this project.
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3. Project Manual — The Engineer will prepare a project manual to accompany the
construction plans as part of the bid documents distributed to bidders. The project
manual will include template forms for the contract, payment bond, performance
bond, and maintenance bond, as well as all bid submittal forms.

D. Bidding Services

1. The Engineer will submit the approved bid documents to Rapids Reproductions to be
posted into their virtual plan room and distributed to bidders. All costs for printing
and distribution of the plans shall be billed directly to the Owner from Rapids
Reproductions.

2. Engineer will answer questions from bidders and prepare addenda as necessary.

3. Engineer will attend the bid opening, review all bids received for accuracy, prepare a
bid tabulation, and provide a recommendation on the award of the contract.

4. Engineer will attend the pre-construction meeting scheduled by the City.

E. Construction Staking

1. Engineer will prepare staking file as necessary for construction staking.

2. Engineer will provide construction staking to include setting control points, removal
limits, back of curb, and sidewalk ramps.

3. Stake ROW and/or temporary easement limits one time. This may be for construction
or utility relocations.

4. Engineer shall re-establish any monuments that were identified with the boundary
survey and disturbed during construction. Engineer will also prepare and file a
monument preservation certificate for all re-established monuments.

5. Any re-staking due to stakes that are removed or damaged by the Contractor will be
considered as additional services and paid for on an hourly basis.

I1l. Basis of Payment

The amendment for additional
services will adjust the “not to exceed” value of the contract according to the Engineer’s
Standard Hourly Rate Schedule, and may also require adjustment of the project
development schedule.
