Other new projects:

e Oakbrook Infrastructure-Phase 1, 2A and 2B Design and install infrastructure. This project is necessary and
demonstrates our commitment to the Village Center concept and its future development; total estimated cost
$650,000. It would be our intention to utilize the proceeds from the sale of land.

e Tower Terrace Interchange and I-380 to N Center Point Road is not a new project but a project item we need to
add back into our CIP due to IDOT no longer being the lead on our portion of the Tower Terrace Road
Interchange and expansion project.

e Emmons Street/NCPR SW Plaza-is a project that would be an enhancement to the village center concept
providing an amphitheater concept for entertainment and activities. This is a concept Shive Hattery put together
with the reconstruction of Emmons Street/Robins Road/N Center Point Road. Keith Billick of Side by Side is
very familiar with this concept because he was the landscape architect for the project. You will see this project
being developed and constructed over a three-year period. This project or a similar project would coincide with
the projected timeline of the village center project.

e Todd Hills Road asphalt extending roadway for the new housing development on the newer annexed Novak
property.

e  Atrail bridge over I-380 at Emmons Street. Now that we know the IDOT will not be rebuilding the Emmons
Street bridge to adjust for their lane-widening project, we will want to extend the bridge adding a complete trail.

Guthridge Trail Reconstruction: Kelly Willadsen, Director of Parks and Recreation advised the department is looking to
replace all the asphalt trail from the middle cross trail to the south (the north end of the trail was constructed later and
was installed correctly meaning no updates needed). We believe it will be best to replace the south end trail with new
sub-base and asphalt. We would need to excavate a 10’ wide path and put 8 of 3" asphalt trail in. Because of the poor
subbase on the south end of the trail it is not a candidate for an overlay. Patching is also eliminated because of the
difficulty of getting equipment in and out without damaging other portions of the trail. Due to the inability to
patch/overlay sections and the lack of meeting ADA requirements we now need $50,330.00 to complete the project. With
$250,000.00 funds leftover from the purchase of the Taylor property, it will allow us to complete this project, yet still have
funding available to put towards the NW park planning. Pate Asphalt Systems came in with the lowest bid and is who we
would like to use for the project.

Motion by Michelle Mclllece, second by Dawn Ewoldt to recommend to council to approve Guthridge Park Trail updates
and use Pate Asphalt Systems to do so. Motion carried.

Homebase lowa Veterans Program: The Home Base lowa program, initiated by former Governor Branstad and Major
General Tim Orr, is a public-private partnership with the purpose of honoring veterans and supporting their families in
making the transition to a new community in lowa. Under Home Base lowa, businesses submit career opportunities
through the Home Base lowa website and offer discounts on services, and municipalities offer discounts on public services
such as facility rentals, recreation activities, utility service and building permits, etc. to qualified veterans. Since we already
offer low income discounts of 50% off programming we will be adding the same service to our veterans.

Dog Park- Plans Advance for Hiawatha Dog Park: Kelly Willadsen advised that the warranty deed is all we're waiting on for
the dog park to begin construction. We'd like to have the trees and seeding done before winter. Dan Wilkes asked what
the annual usage would be.

Reindeer Run- We also have our Reindeer Run coming up if any of the commission members would like to run
it or volunteer for it. Santa will be there at the finish line and we'll have hot cocoa and cookies for runners
once they're done.

Program Brochure 2019- We are currently working on the brochure for 2019. A lot of new things will be added.
We hope to get you a proof at the next meeting in December.

Parks:

Dog Park- Kelly advised that she had met with KSCola and Fairfax before the meeting to go over options for our
dog park and to get an insight from Fairfax on how their build went. She mentioned that there is a memo to
council for tree removal to begin in December or January. They've got a certified arborist lined up to go
through the site to see which trees to keep and which ones not to so they don’t demolish the whole area.
There will be a lot of movement in the spring and will decide on which surface to use whether it be grass
(preferably) or microfiber chips — these are the untreated ones. If everything goes according to plan, they'd
like to open the park in the fall of 2019. Kelly asked the commission for volunteers for Saturday’s dog park
clean up from 9am-12pm or 1pm-4pm. She would love your help if you could join!

MSA Professional Services- MSA met with two council members, two park board members and five city staff
members to go over go over the last comp plan and grasp some ideas for the NW area. MSA will meet with
focus groups in December to collect information on what our communities wants and desires are. A card with
a QR code to a survey will be sent out at the end of this week for users to go online and give their opinions on
what our current parks need and what could potentially go in our new park. Deb Theis asked if the survey
would just be a card that says to go online? Kelly said yes. Deb mentioned that that’s a shame because the
older population won't do that and that it’s a waste of postage to send it to them. Dan Wilkes added that on
the flip side it saves postage because a lot of people wouldn’t send it back in. Deb asked if there could be a
printed copy and Kelly said that she doesn’t see why not and would look into it.

Guthridge Park Trail Reconstruction- As you may have noticed, our Guthridge Park Trail Reconstruction project
ran into a few road blocks putting the project on hold.

During the removal of the existing trail, extra material needed to be
removed and replaced with new stone to stabilize the base under the new asphalt. With an estimated change
order of $15,000.00 which is still lower than the engineer estimated. We needed council approval to move
forward with the project. At the November 7" meeting they approved to move forward with the additional
expenses. Since it is so late in the year and the asphalt plant closes November 20", the plan will be to have
Pate finish the rock base and complete the paving when spring allows. There will be now plowing of the trails
this winter since it will be rock.

® Weare now working with the future land owner of the Village Center surrounding the new intersection
for redevelopment that is planned to start next spring. The first task is to survey the property and
develop a new right-of-plat for the future street extensions. This property will not be transferred in the
property purchase as the City needs to retain this area for the new street.

e The 2018 Robins Road Pavement rehabilitation project is now complete. LL Pelling from North Liberty
completed the project in less than 2 weeks. We will be preparing the final out documents for
acceptance by the City Council.

e We are working to update our construction specifications for all work done in Hiawatha to the
Statewide Urban Design and Specifications Program.

e The sanitary sewer extension project on the east side of Edgewood Road approximately 2000 feet
south of Hunt Road and the replacement of the Mitchell drive pressure line is well underway. Maxwell
Construction from lowa City has the work completed on Mitchell Drive and anticipates connecting the
new pressure line on Friday November 30". The Mitchell Drive pressure line replacement will be
completed by mid-December. The completion date for the entire project is next spring.

® Council has authorized moving ahead with the Robins Road Planning Study for the area between the
new intersection at Center Point Road and Boyson Road. We have awarded a contract to Bolton Menk,





of Cedar Rapids. The study will take several months to complete so we anticipate a late spring
completion date. The plan is for the steering committee to have the kickoff meeting December 4th. We
have several staff, Council, and property owners on this committee. The plan is for the steering
committed to meet monthly.

The Metropolitan Planning Organization is finalizing the Tower Terrace Roadway Corridor ma nagement
Study. The final steering committee meeting was held November 15", A public open house was held in
October with several hundred people attending. We hope to have the study completed in December
with each agency approving the study as a guide to move forward with the planning of this important
transportation corridor.

The new Tower Terrace Interchange design is moving forward. This project is scheduled to start
construction in fiscal year 2021. The environmental document for the project has been approved and
the recently completed Interchange Justification Report (1JR) has been reviewed and sent to the
Federal Highway Administration for approval. We have a meeting this week to review the latest design
and a recommendation for the pedestrian/trail facilities and how they will be accommodated in the
intersection plan.

With the new Tower Terrace Interchange design moving forward, the City is ready to proceed with the
design of the roadway improvements of Tower Terrace east of the new intersection to Center Point
Road. Our plan is to publish a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) for interested firm to submit their
information to provide the needed environmental studies, archeological studies, soil tests, preliminary
and final design, and bidding documents in accordance with the lowa DOT specifications. The timing is
very important for this work, as we want to coordinate our schedule with the IDOT bidding of the
interchange construction. We plan to use the same process to establish a steering committee to
review the proposals and make a recommendation to the Council for awarding a contract to the best
firm.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 26 HISTORICAL
COMMISSION §26.03 ORGANIZATION (3) COMMISSION MEMBERS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 26 Historical Commission of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha,
Iowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

26.03 ORGANIZATION.

1. Commission. The Hiawatha Historical Commission, as established by this chapter, will
meet at least three times a year. A simple majority shall constitute a quorum for the transaction
of business. The act of a majority of a quorum is required for the Commission to take action.
Meetings of the Commission shall be governed by the most recent publication of Robert’s Rules
of Order.

2 Officers. These officers shall be appointed bi-annually by the Commission members: A
Chairman who shall preside at all Commission meetings; Vice Chairman, who shall act as
Chairman when Chairman is absent, and a Secretary, who shall be responsible for maintaining
written records of the Commission’s proceedings which, once approved, will become part of the
permanent records of the City. The office of Treasurer shall automatically be filled by the Finance
Director of the City, unless the City Council appoints someone else.

3. Commission Members. The Hiawatha Historical Commission shall be made up of no

fewer than five seven members whe-areresidents—of-the City-and who are appointed by the
Mayor and approved by the City Council. Members will demonstrate a positive interest in local
history, will serve without compensation, and may serve for more than one term.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a
whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage,
approval and publication as provided by law.

Description: Adopting the 2018 SUDAS with Supplemental Specifications

Report:

Engineering has been reviewing the 2018 SUDAS specifications that last few months. We are in
the process of updating our construction specifications from the Cedar Rapids Metro Standards
adopted back in 2006, to the 2018 SUDAS specifications. Marion moved to SUDAS a couple
years ago with Cedar Rapids moving to the new standard just last month.

During the review process, we have made a number of revisions to the current standard to
better fit the type of construction process we use. Both Marion and Cedar Rapids have
made similar changes to the 2018 specification.

The process would be to set a public hearing to change the required code chapters that reflect
the current Metro Standard to reflect the 2018 SUDAS program. The code changes have been
identified in Pat Parsley’s November 29, 2018 memo. Attached to this memo is a copy of the
“General Supplemental Specifications to SUDAS” that will need to be included in the public
hearing.

The entire SUDAS program can be found at www.iowasudas.org. These specifications will be
adopted by reference along with the attached supplemental specifications. The intent is to adopt
the new specifications effective January 1 of 2019.

Engineering recommends setting the public hearing for the December 19" meeting.

Background:
The City of Hiawatha is considering the adoption of new standards and specifications for construction of
public projects and for developments. The current city codes reference these standards in several locations

making it necessary to change the language each time the standards are modified.

This resolution corrects the problem by referencing the location authorizing the adoption of engineering
standards for the City of Hiawatha instead of referencing the standard in each code section. This will:

e Reduce the potential conflict in the Code if a reference is not corrected
e Streamline the future engineering standard adoptions

Code section 165.58 which authorizes the adoption of standards and specifications is attached along with
the modifications to the various code sections affected. The corrections are strictly procedural and contain
no changes to code requirements or enforcement policies.

Recommendation:

Community Development is recommending changes in conjunction with the adoption of the newest
engineering standards for the City of Hiawatha. Affected Codes include:

e Chapter 115: Utility Lines

o Chapter 135: Street Use and Maintenance
e Chapter 160: Fire Code

e Chapter 165 Unified Development Code

e  Chapter 167: Filling, Grading and Erosion Control Code





165.58 CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS FOR IMPROVEMENTS. In addition to the standards
set forth in this chapter, the City Engineer shall from time to time prepare, and the Council shall from
time to time adopt by resolution, technical standards for public improvements. Such technical standards
for public improvements shall contain the minimum acceptable specifications for the construction of
public improvements.

On the agenda is a request to purchase seven (7) sets of firefighting protective gear. This
1s a continuation of the request for quotes we issued in the spring. During the bid process we
request that the quote be valid through the end of the year, so that we can use it across
budget years and lock in a low price. We requested quotes from three companies: Sandry
Fire Supply, Heiman Fire Equipment and Dinges Fire Company. We received two quotes
back with Sandry Fire Supply declining to send back a quote.

The quotes that received were very competitive and came back as follows:

Dinges Fire Company Cairns Globe $2,295.00
Heiman Fire Equipment | Janesville Lion $2,388.00
Sandry Fire Supply No Bid

The seven (7) sets will be used to outfit members that are currently wearing gear that was
not custom measured for them. Outfitting members with custom fitted gear allows them to
work in gear that is specifically measured and sized for them. Wearing gear that is sized
specific for a firefighter increases their safety and reduces fatigue. This also allows us to
invest back into our members allowing them to train and operate in gear that is specifically
made for them.

We recommend that we purchase the Cairns Globe brand turnout gear from Dinges Fire
Equipment. They are the low bidder. They will come and measure our firefighters within
the week and delivery of the gear should be around 45 days.

Total cost of the purchase of the nine sets would be $16,065. The cost of new turnout
gear 1s budgeted yearly in the Clothing Allowance portion of the Fire budget. This order

would be taken from that account.

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GENERAL FUND RESERVE POLICY

PURPOSE

The purpose of a General Fund Reserve Policy is to maintain adequate cash reserves and to
provide the City with flexibility and security and also is an important factor when being
considered by rating agencies and the underwriting community when reviewing City debt
issuance.

POLICY

This policy establishes the appropriate level of reserves which the City will strive to maintain in
its General Fund balance. For purposes of this policy, the definition of “reserves” is limited to
the portion of fund balance that is unrestricted. Unrestricted is to mean not set aside for existing
obligations of the City.

It is the City’s goal to have an unrestricted minimum balance in the General Fund to be in a
range between 25% and 30% of the City’s annual operating expenditures of the General Fund.
This amount is expressed as a goal range to recognize that fund balance levels can fluctuate from
year to year due to the normal course of City government operations.

Along with maintaining the City’s credit worthiness, such as cash reserves provide the means to
handle economic uncertainties, local disasters and other unanticipated financial hardships, as
well as meeting debt cash flow requirements. In addition, fund balance levels will be sufficient to
meet funding requirements for projects approved in prior years that are carried forward into the
new year.
