Report from Council Members / Mayor / City Administrator
Council Member Norton announced he attended a two and one half hour session on tree pruning where the group
performed pruning on trees.

Mayor Bennett informed council of his attendance at the Mayors meeting in Center Point.

Mayor Presentation of Business Recognition Plaque to Cedar Rapids Tovota

Mayor Bennett presented a business recognition plaque to Scott Ryan of Cedar Rapids Toyota. Bennett thanked Ryan for
the great working relationship between the City and Toyota. Bennett said he looks forward to continued success for Toyota
into the future.

City Council response to Cynthia Strauch Appeal of Order to Remove a dangerous/vicious animal on the property
located at 1014 Rainbow Boulevard in connection with Code of Ordinances Chapter 57 Dangerous and Vicious
Animals

Cynthia Strauch of 1014 Rainbow Boulevard explained to council that her dog Angel is a therapy companion dog who is
very loving and playful. Strauch distributed pictures to council showing Angel with the grandkids. Strauch said Angel does
not have a propensity to attack. Strauch continued to explain one of the dogs named on the police incident report, Phoebe,
a Chihuahua, did not get along with Angel; Phoebe was aggressive with Angel.

Cynthia Strauch said after reading the incident reports prepared by the police department it appears Strauch’s daughter
Alison Strauch and her boyfriend Travis Mollenhauer used some dramatic and colorful language. Strauch said Alison and
Travis are the owner’s of Phoebe. Cynthia Strauch continued to state while Alison Strauch and Travis Mollenhauer were
living with her, Mollenhauer would bully and abuse Cynthia Strauch; she worked two jobs and lived in her room with
Angel and another dog Winston in crates.

Cynthia Strauch stated the police reports refer to an incident where Angel and Phoebe got into a fight at the back door to
the residence. Cynthia Strauch said Mollenhauer did not witness the incident as stated in the report because he was in the
garage smoking a cigarette. Cynthia Strauch continued to state the report says Phoebe was euthanized after this incident
but Cynthia Strauch later learned that the vet wanted to keep Phoebe overnight; if Phoebe would have stayed overnight, the
dog would not have been euthanized and Alison Strauch and Travis Mollenhauer cannot corroborate the injuries.

Cynthia Strauch said Alison Strauch and Travis Mollenhauer made Angel wear a shock collar and Travis was in control of
the remote and he would shock Angel so much Angel ended up with an infection under her collar. Strauch made the claim
that Angel suffered abuse at the hands of Mollenhauer and Angel just couldn’t handle it anymore. Cynthia Strauch said
after the incident with Phoebe, Mollenhauer picked up Angel and threw her out the back door where she landed on the
concrete.
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Council Member Rampulla inquired if Angel sustained any injuries after Mollenhauer threw her out the back door. Strauch
said she believes her husband who is deceased, caught Angel.

City Attorney Parmenter asked Cynthia Strauch if she called the police after Mollenhauer threw Angel out the backdoor.
Strauch confirmed she did call the police and Officer Kremer came to the home but Strauch did not file a complaint at the
time.

Cynthia Strauch explained Angel went through temperament testing with the Cedar Valley Humane Society. Strauch said
she brought Tara, the representative who conducted the temperament testing to the meeting to speak to council.

Tara (no last name provided) said she is a licensed vet with the Cedar Valley Humane Society and she conducted the
temperament testing on Angel. Tara said Angel is submissive and has separation anxiety. Tara stated after conducting the
temperament testing, Angel would be a candidate to place for adoption. Tara continued to state Angel was tested in a farm
setting and she did not attempt to eat the chickens. Tara said her daughter climbed all over Angel without a problem.

City Attorney Parmenter posed the question to Tara from the Cedar Valley Humane Society if it is true that a dog can be
temperament tested but could become aggressive, vicious or dangerous later, Tara confirmed Parmenter’s statement is true
but stated Angel is a good dog and Tara would not allow her own kids around Angel if she weren’t a good dog.

Council Member Rampulla asked Tara if she tested Angel with a female or male dog. Tara said the dog was female.

Council Member Bruns inquired about the incident with another dog who lived in the home named Winston. Bruns said
the reports state that Alison Strauch heard a fight between Angel and Winston in Cynthia Strauch’s bedroom. Bruns asked
Cynthia Strauch if Angel hurt Winston.

Cynthia Strauch answered she was trying to get Winston in his kennel where the door became stuck and the dog was
injured. Strauch said she took Winston to the vet who said Winston would not survive the surgery due to a heart murmur.
Cynthia Strauch affirmed Angel was not involved in Winston’s injury.

Council Member Norton asked Cynthia Strauch if Angel ever hurt the kids while they were staying in the home. Strauch
said Angel did not hurt the kids.

Cynthia Strauch explained Alison Strauch abandoned the dog Winston and the dog Phoebe was purchased by Alison
Strauch from a pet store. Cynthia Strauch stated Alison Strauch also abandoned Phoebe at Cynthia Strauch’s home.

Council Member Bruns asked Alison Strauch about the incident with Winston. Alison Strauch said she could not see
Winston because Cynthia Strauch was carrying Winston out of her bedroom after the incident. Alison stated Cynthia
Strauch simply told Alison she was taking Winston to the vet. Alison said when the incident was going on in Cynthia
Strauch’s bedroom; Alison heard Angel and Winston making horrible noises.

Cynthia Strauch stated the vet saw no bite marks on Winston but Strauch did not have a report from the vet to certify this
information.

Council Member Bruns asked what happened to the dog Phoebe. Alison Strauch confirmed Phoebe was euthanized.

Cynthia Strauch referred to another incident listed in the police reports where Angel bit a neighbor on the hand. Strauch
said she believes Angel was protecting her husband while he was speaking to the neighbor over the fence.

Cynthia Strauch said the first of the two incidents listed in the police reports happened in her own bedroom with no
witnesses. Strauch stated she believes Alison Strauch and Travis Mollenhauer are being vindictive because they want
Angel gone.

Council Member Bruns stated in the information presented in the packet, there is one confirmed incident, two alleged
incidents and in the first incident, the people making the accusations did not actually witness what occurred. Bruns referred
to Code of Ordinance Chapter 57 Dangerous and Vicious Animals under the definition of Vicious Animal where the code
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states one of the criteria of considering an animal a vicious animal is attacking on three separate occasions within a 12
month period.

City Attorney Parmenter said the police reports were based on the definition of a “Dangerous Animal” in Item (M)
describing an animal with the propensity, tendency or disposition to attack human beings or domestic animals without
provocation or any dog or other animal that manifests a disposition to snap or bite.

Chief Marks confirmed the police reports were issued using the definition of a “Dangerous Animal”; unprovoked bite of a
human and propensity to attack.

Council Member Olson inquired if a pet is considered dangerous if there was one fight in a household with another animal.

Chief Marks stated the Order to Remove the dog was issued based on incidents the police department has documented
since 2011. Chief Marks said this year there was some agreement between the parties that the incidents actually happened.

Council Member Olson stated he does not see any evidence of three incidents in a 12 month period. Chief Marks stated the
Police Department went with propensity to attack because the nature of the incidents met the criteria to bring the matter
before City Council for a decision.

Council Member Wichtendahl said when Phoebe was put down the medical report would meet the ordinance requirements
for “Dangerous Animal.”

Olson moved to grant the appeal submitted by Cynthia Strauch against the Hiawatha Police Department Order to
Remove a Dangerous / Vicious Animal, a dog, Angel from the property located at 1014 Rainbow Boulevard, related to
Code of Ordinances Chapter 57 Dangerous and Vicious Animals, seconded by Bruns. AYES: Bruns, Olson, Norton.
NAYS: Rampulla, Wichtendahi. ABSENT: None. Motion carried.

Appeal granted.

Hiawatha Economic Development Corporation (HEDCO) — Jon Dusek

Hiawatha Economic Development Corporation (HEDCO) Chair Jon Dusek updated council on HEDCO’s marketing
initiatives. Dusek stated there is 100% participation and the board is making good progress. Dusek said Julie Zielinski
from Entrepreneurial Development Center (EDC) helped the HEDCO Board prepare an outline and preliminary budget for
the marketing initiatives. After the preliminary marketing plan was completed, the board formed a subcommittee to review
the marketing initiatives to scale down the plan to fit within the current HEDCO budget.

Dusek announced HEDCO came up with a branding tagline, “Supporting Business Success” and there are a lot of business
success stories as well as new business coming to town. Dusek said HEDCO needs to do a better job of promoting the
business success stories and the marketing plan includes shooting videos with local businesses to share their stories
through 60 second videos. Dusek said the plan is to do one video per month and share it on the HEDCO website. Dusek
said HEDCO will also be doing some rebranding on the website and hosting more Business Summits to try to capture a
different crowd. Dusek stated the plan is to host some of the networking events at the local car dealerships using their large
showrooms.

Dusek reported the original marketing budget was $36,000 and the marketing committee was able to scale the budget
down to $24,000.

Dusek explained another initiative where HEDCO may need to spend some marketing dollars is conveying information on
the Tower Terrace Road Interchange project.

Dusek requested a pledge of $15,000.00 to HEDCO to help support the marketing initiatives.
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Olson presented RESOLUTION #16-202 pledging an amount not to exceed $15,000.00 from Tax Increment Financing
(TIF) Funds for a fiscal period of one (1) year (FY 2017-2018) to support Hiawatha Economic Development Corporation

and County Home Road. We are still working on completing the punch list items and providing
all operation manuals, warranty information, and lien waivers in order for the Council to
accept the project.

e The Phase | of the North Center Point/Emmons/Robins intersection with Ricklefs Excavating is
complete. The punch list items are complete. Final documentation is needed in order for the
Council to accept the project next month.

e Rathje Construction Inc. from Marion lowa has completed the reconstruction on North Center
Point Road and Fisher Street in included in Phase Il of the North Center Point Road/Emmons
Street/Robins Road project. The remaining work before winter will be rough grading of
Emmons Street and Robins each way from the new intersection. .

e Alliant Energy has a contractor in the area lowering the existing power lines into the franchise
utility trench constructed under our Phase | contract. The schedule for that work to be
completed is 2 weeks.





We have started design of the Boyson Road Interchange interim improvement project. The
proposal we prepared was sent to the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) for approval.
We are waiting to hear back from them.

The Boyson Trail Extension Project is complete. The great weather the last 2 weeks helped
immensely as we were able to get the project done ahead of schedule.

Hiawatha is the lead agency to submit the funding request for the Tower Terrace Interchange
local match. The applications are due in January. If you remember, the local agencies pledged
S5 million to the almost $20 million project, $4 million from the Corridor Metropolitan
Planning Organization and $1 million from all the local agencies. We are working with the
other local agencies as we prepare the application.

Attached is a street condition report for the City of Hiawatha prepared by the Center for
Transportation Research and Education (ctre) at lowa State University. This is a free service for
local agencies as they use the lowa Pavement Management Program to inventory and score
the condition of our streets. This is a very interesting report they sent to us, however there are
no surprises in the report. Notice “B” Avenue, “C” Avenue, and Industrial Avenue all scored
poorly in 2015. Council has already scheduled funds and repaired these streets.

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 91-68, adopted June 19, 1991, and which has been
amended 11 times, lastly by Amendment No. 11 as approved by Resolution No. 16-058 on April
6, 2016, this Council found and determined that certain areas located within the City are eligible
and should be designated as an urban renewal area under lowa law, and approved and adopted
the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Plan (the "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area (the
"Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended, is on file in the
office of the Recorder of Linn County; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from O'Brien Property, LLC (the
“Developer”), in the form of a proposed Development Agreement (the "Agreement") by and
between the City, Developer, and Focal Point Interiors, Inc. (“Tenant™) pursuant to which,
among other things, the Developer would agree to construct certain Minimum Improvements (as
defined in the Agreement) on certain real property located within the Hiawatha Urban Renewal
Area as defined and legally described in the Agreement and consisting of the construction of an
approximately 5,436 square foot building for commercial development, together with all related
site improvements, as outlined in the proposed Development Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will make up to five (5)
consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer consisting of 75%
of the Tax Increments pursuant to lowa Code Section 403.19 and generated by the construction
of the Minimum Improvements, the cumulative total for all such payments not to exceed the
lesser of $60,000, or the amount accrued under the formula outlined in the proposed
Development Agreement, under the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions set forth in
the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, one of the obligations of Developer(s) relates to employment retention
and/or creation; and

WHEREAS, lowa Code Chapters 15A and 403 authorize cities to make loans and grants
for economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to
appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the
purposes of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder
is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law





and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of
appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in
Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

e Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar Iowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a
public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the
Agreement and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property
owners as to said proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered
to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof.

That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to making of loans and grants to the Developers in connection with the
development of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be and is
hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the
Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in
furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the
meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code, taking into account the factors set forth
therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved
and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in
substantially the form and content now before this meeting, but with such changes,
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modifications, additions or deletions therein as shall be approved by such officers, and that from
and after the execution and delivery of the Agreement, the Mayor and the City Clerk are hereby
authorized, empowered and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such

documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Agreement as
executed.

THIS AGREEMENT FOR PRIVATE DEVELOPMENT ("Agreement"), is made on or as of the
____dayof , 2016, by and between the CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, a
municipality ("City"), established pursuant to the Code of lowa of the State of lowa and acting under the
authorization of Chapters 15A and 403 of the Code of lowa, 2015, as amended ("Urban Renewal Act"),
and O’BRIEN PROPERTY, LLC, an lowa limited liability company, having offices for the transaction
of business at 1065 N. Center Point Road, Hiawatha, lowa ("Developer") and FOCAL POINT
INTERIORS, INC. an Iowa corporation, having offices for the transaction of business at 1065 N. Center
Point Road, Hiawatha, Iowa ("Tenant").

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, in furtherance of the objectives of the Urban Renewal Act, the City has undertaken
a program for the development of an economic development area in the City and, in this connection, is
engaged in carrying out urban renewal project activities in an area known as the Hiawatha Urban
Renewal Area (“Urban Renewal Area”), which is described in the Urban Renewal Plan approved for
such area by Resolution No. 91-68 on June 19, 1991 and which has been amended 11 times, lastly by

Amendment No. 11 as approved by Resolution No. 16-058 on April 6, 2016 ("Urban Renewal Plan");
and

WHEREAS, a copy of the foregoing Urban Renewal Plan, as amended, has been recorded
among the land records in the office of the Recorder of Linn County, Iowa; and

WHEREAS, Developer is the owner of certain real property located in the foregoing Urban
Renewal Area and as more particularly described in Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof
(which property as so described is hereinafter referred to as the "Development Property"); and

WHEREAS, Developer is willing to cause certain improvements to be constructed on the
Development Property and Developer and Tenant will thereafter cause the same to be operated in
accordance with this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, Developer has entered into a lease agreement with Tenant who will operate a
residential and commercial interior design business at the Minimum Improvements and Developer will
allow Tenant to remain on the property to operate its business until at least the Termination Date of this
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the City is willing to provide certain incentives in consideration for Developers and
Tenants obligations all pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the City believes that the development of the Development Property pursuant to this
Agreement and the fulfillment generally of this Agreement are in the vital and best interests of the City
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and in accord with the public purposes and provisions of the applicable State and local laws and
requirements under which the foregoing project has been undertaken and is being assisted.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and the mutual obligations of the parties
hereto, each of them does hereby covenant and agree with the other as follows:

ARTICLE 1. DEFINITIONS

Section 1.1. Definitions. In addition to other definitions set forth in this Agreement, all
capitalized terms used and not otherwise defined herein shall have the following meanings unless a
different meaning clearly appears from the context:

Agreement means this Agreement for Private Development and all exhibits and appendices
hereto, as the same may be from time to time modified, amended or supplemented.

Area or Urban Renewal Area means the area known as the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area (as
amended).

Certificate of Completion means a certification in the form of the certificate attached hereto as
Exhibit C and hereby made a part of this Agreement.

City means the City of Hiawatha, lowa, or any successor to its functions.

Code means the Code of lowa, 2015, as amended.

Commencement Date means the date of this Agreement.

Construction Plans means the plans, specifications, drawings and related documents reflecting
the construction work to be performed by the Developer on the Development Property; the Construction
Plans shall be as detailed as the plans, specifications, drawings and related documents which are
submitted to the building inspector of the City as required by applicable City codes.

Developer means O’Brien Property, LLC, and its permitted successors and assigns.

Development Property means that portion of the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area described in
Exhibit A.

Economic Development Grants means the payments to be made by the City to Developer under
Article VIII of this Agreement.

Event of Default means any of the events described in Section 10.1 of this Agreement.

First Mortgage means any Mortgage granted to secure any loan made pursuant to either a
mortgage commitment obtained by Developer from a commercial lender or other financial institution to
fund any portion of the construction costs and initial operating capital requirements of the Minimum
Improvements or all such Mortgages as appropriate.

3.
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Full-Time Equivalent Employment Unit means the employment by Tenant of the equivalent of
one person for 2,000 hours per year, assuming eight hours per day for a five-day, forty-hour work week
for fifty weeks per year.

Hiawatha Urban Renewal Tax Increment Revenue Fund means the special fund of the City
created under the authority of Section 403.19(2) of the Code and the Ordinance, which fund was created
in order to pay the principal of and interest on loans, monies advanced to or indebtedness, whether
funded, refunded, assumed or otherwise, including bonds or other obligations issued under the authority
of Chapters 15A, 403 or 384 of the Code, incurred by the City to finance or refinance in whole or in part
projects undertaken pursuant to the Urban Renewal Plan for the Urban Renewal Area.

Lease means the lease agreement between Tenant and Developer for approximately 3,360 square
feet of the Minimum Improvements on the Development Property.

Minimum Improvements means the construction of a 5,436 square foot building for commercial
development as more particularly described in Exhibit B to this Agreement. The increased value after
construction of the Minimum Improvements for the purpose of this Agreement is expected to be
approximately $550,000, but the Linn County Assessor will make the final determination as to the value.

Mortgage means any mortgage or security agreement in which Developer or Tenant has granted
a mortgage or other security interest in the Development Property, or any portion or parcel thereof, or
any improvements constructed thereon.

Net Proceeds means any proceeds paid by an insurer to Developer or Tenant under a policy or
policies of insurance required to be provided and maintained by Developer, as the case may be, pursuant
to Article V of this Agreement and remaining after deducting all expenses (including fees and
disbursements of counsel) incurred in the collection of such proceeds.

O’Brien Property. LLC TIF Account means a separate account within the Hiawatha Urban
Renewal Tax Increment Revenue Fund of the City, in which there shall be deposited Tax Increments
received by the City with respect to the Minimum Improvements and the Development Property.

Ordinance means Ordinance Number 824 and prior related ordinances of the City, under which
the taxes levied on the taxable property in the Urban Renewal Area shall be divided and a portion paid
into the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Tax Increment Revenue Fund.

Project means the construction and operation of the Minimum Improvements on the
Development Property and the creation and maintenance of jobs, as described in this Agreement.

State means the State of lowa.

Tax Increments means the property tax revenues on the Minimum Improvements divided and
made available to the City for deposit in the O’Brien Property, LLC TIF Account of the Hiawatha Urban
Renewal Tax Increment Revenue Fund under the provisions of Section 403.19 of the Code, as amended,
and the Ordinance.
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Tenant means Focal Point Interiors, Inc.

Termination Date means the date of termination of this Agreement, as established in Section 12.8
of this Agreement.

Unavoidable Delays means delays resulting from acts or occurrences outside the reasonable
control of the party claiming the delay including but not limited to storms, floods, fires, explosions or
other casualty losses, unusual weather conditions, strikes, boycotts, lockouts or other labor disputes,
delays in transportation or delivery of material or equipment, litigation commenced by third parties, or
the acts of any federal, State or local governmental unit (other than the City).

Urban Renewal Plan means the Urban Renewal Plan, as amended, approved with respect to the
Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area, described in the preambles hereof.

ARTICLE II. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

Section 2.1. Representations and Warranties of the City. The City makes the following
representations and warranties:

a. The City is a municipal corporation and municipality organized under the provisions of
the Constitution and the laws of the State and has the power to enter into this Agreement and carry out
its obligations hereunder.

b. The execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the transactions
contemplated hereby, and the fulfillment of or compliance with the terms and conditions of this
Agreement are not prevented by, limited by, in conflict with, or result in a breach of, the terms,
conditions or provisions of any contractual restriction, evidence of indebtedness, agreement or
instrument of whatever nature to which the City is now a party or by which it is bound, nor do they
constitute a default under any of the foregoing.

Ci All covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements, and obligations of the City contained
herein shall be deemed to be the covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements, and obligations of the
City only, and not of any governing body member, officer, agent, servant or employee of the City in the
individual capacity thereof,

Section 2.2. Representations and Warranties of Developer. Developer makes the following
representations and warranties:

a. O’Brien Property, LLC is an Iowa limited liability company duly organized and validly
existing under the laws of the State of lowa, and has all requisite power and authority to own and
operate its properties, to carry on its business as now conducted and as presently proposed to be
conducted, and to enter into and perform its obligations under the Agreement.

b. This Agreement has been duly and validly authorized, executed and delivered by
Developer and, assuming due authorization, execution and delivery by the City and Tenant, is in full
force and effect and is a valid and legally binding instrument of Developer enforceable in accordance
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with its terms, except as the same may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization or other
laws relating to or affecting creditors' rights generally.

3 The execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the transactions
contemplated hereby, and the fulfillment of or compliance with the terms and conditions of this
Agreement are not prevented by, limited by, in conflict with, or result in a violation or breach of, the

raises any questions affecting the validity of the Agreement or Developer's ability to perform its
obligations under this Agreement.

& Developer will cause the Minimum Improvements to be constructed in accordance with
the terms of this Agreement, the Urban Renewal Plan, and all local, State, and federal laws and
regulations.

f. Developer will use its best efforts to obtain or cause to be obtained, in a timely manner,
all required permits, licenses, and approvals, and will meet, in a timely manner, all requirements of all
applicable local, State, and federal laws and regulations which must be obtained or met before the
Minimum Improvements may be lawfully constructed.

g. The construction of the Minimum Improvements will require a total investment of
approximately $550,000 for construction costs.

h. Developer has not received any notice from any local, State or federal official that the
activities of Developer with respect to the Development Property may or will be in violation of any
environmental law or regulation (other than those notices, if any, of which the City has previously been
notified in writing). Developer is not currently aware of any State or federal claim filed or planned to be
filed by any party relating to any violation of any local, State or federal environmental law, regulation or
review procedure applicable to the Development Property, and Developer is not currently aware of any
violation of any local, State or federal environmental law, regulation or review procedure which would
give any person a valid claim under any State or federal environmental statute with respect thereto.

i, Developer has firm commitments for construction or acquisition and permanent financing
for the Project in an amount sufficient, together with equity commitments, to successfully complete the
Minimum Improvements in accordance with the Construction Plans contemplated in this Agreement.

1. Developer will cooperate fully with the City in resolution of any traffic, parking, trash
removal or public safety problems which may arise in connection with the construction and operation of
the Minimum Improvements.
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k. Developer expects that, barring Unavoidable Delays, the Minimum Improvements will be
completed by May 31, 2017.

1. Developer would not undertake its obligations under this Agreement without the payment
by the City of the Economic Development Grants being made to Developer pursuant to this Agreement.

m. Developer will grant Tenant permission to occupy approximately 3,360 square feet of the
Minimum Improvements on the Development Property owned by Developer until at least the
Termination Date.

n. Developer will not seek to change the current land assessment category or the zoning

classification of the Development Property or the Minimum Improvements prior to the Termination
Date.

Section 2.3. Representations and Warranties of Tenant. Tenant makes the following
representations and warranties:

a. Focal Point Interiors, Inc. is an lowa corporation duly organized and validly existing
under the laws of the State of lowa, and has all requisite power and authority to own and operate its
properties, to carry on its business as now conducted and as presently proposed to be conducted, and to
enter into and perform its obligations under this Agreement.

b. This Agreement has been duly and validly authorized, executed and delivered by Tenant
and, assuming due authorization, execution and delivery by the City and Developer, is in full force and
effect and is a valid and legally binding instrument of Tenant enforceable in accordance with its terms,
except as the same may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization or other laws relating to or
affecting creditors' rights generally.

C. The execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the transactions
contemplated hereby, and the fulfillment of or compliance with the terms and conditions of this
Agreement are not prevented by, limited by, in conflict with, or result in a violation or breach of, the
terms, conditions or provisions of the governing documents of Tenant or of any contractual restriction,
evidence of indebtedness, agreement or instrument of whatever nature to which Tenant is now a party or
by which it or its property is bound, nor do they constitute a default under any of the foregoing.

d. There are no actions, suits or proceedings pending or threatened against or affecting
Tenant in any court or before any arbitrator or before or by any governmental body in which there is a
reasonable possibility of an adverse decision which could materially adversely affect the business
(present or prospective), financial position or results of operations of Tenant or which in any manner

raises any questions affecting the validity of the Agreement or Tenant's ability to perform its obligations
under this Agreement.

e Tenant will fulfill the employment obligations in Section 6.6 of this Agreement in
accordance with the terms of this Agreement, the Urban Renewal Plan, and all local, State, and federal
laws and regulations.
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f. Tenant has not received any notice from any local, State or federal official that the
activities of Tenant with respect to the Development Property may or will be in violation of any
environmental law or regulation (other than those notices, if any, of which the City has previously been
notified in writing). Tenant is not currently aware of any State or federal claim filed or planned to be
filed by any party relating to any violation of any local, State or federal environmental law, regulation or
review procedure applicable to the Development Property, and Tenant is not currently aware of any
violation of any local, State or federal environmental law, regulation or review procedure which would
give any person a valid claim under any State or federal environmental statute with respect thereto.

g. Tenant will cooperate fully with the City in resolution of any traffic, parking, trash
removal or public safety problems which may arise in connection with the construction and operation of
the Minimum Improvements.

h. Tenant would not undertake its obligations under this Agreement without the payment by
the City of the Economic Development Grants being made to Developer pursuant to this Agreement.

i Tenant agrees to occupy approximately 3,360 square feet of the Minimum Improvements
on the Development Property owned by Developer until at least the Termination Date.

J. Tenant will not seek to change the current land assessment category or the zoning
classification of the Development Property or the Minimum Improvements prior to the Termination
Date.

ARTICLE III. CONSTRUCTION OF MINIMUM IMPROVEMENTS

Section 3.1. Construction of Minimum Improvements. Developer agrees that it will cause the
Minimum Improvements to be constructed on the Development Property in conformance with the
Construction Plans submitted to the City. Developer agrees that the scope and scale of the Minimum
Improvements to be constructed shall not be significantly less than the scope and scale of the Minimum
Improvements as detailed and outlined in the Construction Plans, and shall require a total investment of
approximately $550,000 for construction costs.

Section 3.2. Construction Plans. Developer shall cause Construction Plans to be provided for
the Minimum Improvements, which shall be subject to approval by the City as provided in this Section
3.2. The Construction Plans shall be in conformity with the Urban Renewal Plan, this Agreement, and
all applicable State and local laws and regulations. The City shall approve the Construction Plans in
writing if: (i) the Construction Plans conform to the terms and conditions of this Agreement; (ii) the
Construction Plans conform to the terms and conditions of the Urban Renewal Plan; (iii) the
Construction Plans conform to all applicable federal, State and local laws, ordinances, rules and
regulations, and City permit requirements; (iv) the Construction Plans are adequate for purposes of this
Agreement to provide for the construction of the Minimum Improvements; and (v) no Event of Default
under the terms of this Agreement has occurred; provided, however, that any such approval of the
Construction Plans pursuant to this Section 3.2 shall constitute approval for the purposes of this
Agreement only and shall not be deemed to constitute approval or waiver by the City with respect to any
building, fire, zoning or other ordinances or regulations of the City, and shall not be deemed to be
sufficient plans to serve as the basis for the issuance of a building permit if the Construction Plans are
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not as detailed or complete as the plans otherwise required for the issuance of a building permit. The
site plans submitted to the building official of the City for the Development Property and the
surrounding areas where the Minimum Improvements are to be constructed shall be adequate to serve as
the Construction Plans, if such site plans are approved by the building official.

Approval of the Construction Plans by the City shall not relieve Developer of any obligation to
comply with the terms and provisions of this Agreement, or the provision of applicable federal, State
and local laws, ordinances and regulations, nor shall approval of the Construction Plans by the City be
deemed to constitute a waiver of any Event of Default.

Approval of Construction Plans hereunder is solely for purposes of this Agreement, and shall not
constitute approval for any other City purpose nor subject the City to any liability for the Minimum
Improvements as constructed.

Section 3.3. Commencement and Completion of Construction. Subject to Unavoidable Delays,
Developer shall cause construction of the Minimum Improvements to be undertaken and completed: (i)
by no later than May 31, 2017; or (ii) by such other date as the parties shall mutually agree upon in
writing. Time lost as a result of Unavoidable Delays shall be added to extend this date by a number of
days equal to the number of days lost as a result of Unavoidable Delays. All work with respect to the
Minimum Improvements shall be in conformity with the Construction Plans approved by the building
official or any amendments thereto as may be approved by the building official.

Developer and Tenant agree that they shall permit designated representatives of the City, upon
reasonable notice (which does not have to be written), to enter upon the Development Property during
the construction of the Minimum Improvements to inspect such construction and the progress thereof.

Section 3.4. Certificate of Completion. Upon written request of Developer after issuance of a
certificate of completion from the Community Development Department for the Minimum
Improvements, the City will furnish Developer with a Certificate of Completion in recordable form, in
substantially the form set forth in Exhibit C attached hereto. Such Certificate of Completion shall be a
conclusive determination of satisfactory termination of the covenants and conditions of this Agreement
with respect to the obligations of Developer to cause construction of the Minimum Improvements.

The Certificate of Completion may be recorded in the proper office for the recordation of deeds
and other instruments pertaining to the Development Property at Developer's sole expense. Ifthe City
shall refuse or fail to provide a Certificate of Completion in accordance with the provisions of this
Section 3.4, the City shall, within twenty (20) days after written request by Developer provide a written
statement indicating in adequate detail in what respects Developer has failed to complete the Minimum
Improvements in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, or is otherwise in default under the
terms of this Agreement, and what measures or acts it will be necessary, in the opinion of the City, for
Developer to take or perform in order to obtain such Certificate of Completion.

Issuance by the City of the Certificate of Completion pursuant to this Section 3.4 is solely for the
purposes of this Agreement, and shall not constitute approval for any other City purpose nor shall it
subject the City to any liability for the Development Property or the Minimum Improvements as
constructed.
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ARTICLE IV. RESERVED

ARTICLE V. INSURANCE

Section 5.1. Insurance Requirements.

a. Developer will provide and maintain or cause to be maintained at all times during the
process of constructing the Minimum Improvements (and, from time to time at the request of the City,
furnish the City with proof of payment of premiums on):

I Builder's risk insurance, written on the so-called "Builder's Risk— Completed
Value Basis," in an amount equal to one hundred percent (100%) of the insurable value of the Minimum
Improvements at the date of completion, and with coverage available in non-reporting form on the so-
called "all risk" form of policy.

ii. Comprehensive general liability insurance (including operations, contingent
liability, operations of subcontractors, completed operations, and contractual liability insurance) with
limits against bodily injury and property damage of at least $1 ;000,000 for each occurrence. The City
shall be named as an additional insured for the City's liability or loss arising out of or in any way
associated with the project and arising out of any act, error, or omission of Developer, its directors,
officers, shareholders, contractors, and subcontractors or anyone else for whose acts the City may be
held responsible (with coverage to the City at least as broad as that which is provided to Developer and
not lessened or avoided by endorsement). The policy shall contain a "severability of interests" clause
and provide primary insurance over any other insurance maintained by the City.

iii. Workers' compensation insurance with at least statutory coverage.

b. Upon completion of construction of the Minimum Improvements and at all times prior to
the Termination Date, Developer and Tenant shall maintain or cause to be maintained, at its cost and
expense (and from time to time at the request of the City shall furnish proof of the payment of premiums
on), insurance as follows:

1. Insurance against loss and/or damage to the Minimum Improvements under a
policy or policies covering such risks as are ordinarily insured against by similar businesses, including
(without limiting the generality of the foregoing) fire, extended coverage, vandalism and malicious
mischief, explosion, water damage, demolition cost, debris removal, and collapse in an amount not less
than the full insurable replacement value of the Minimum Improvements, but any such policy may have
a deductible amount of not more than $50,000 or self-insurance up to not more than $1,000,000. No
policy of insurance shall be so written that the proceeds thereof will produce less than the minimum
coverage required by the preceding sentence, by reason of co-insurance provisions or otherwise, without
the prior consent thereto in writing by the City. The term "full insurable replacement value" shall mean
the actual replacement cost of the Minimum Improvements (excluding foundation and excavation costs
and costs of underground flues, pipes, drains, and other uninsurable items) and equipment, and shall be
determined from time to time at the request of the City, but not more frequently than once every three
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years, by an insurance consultant or insurer selected and paid for by Developer and approved by the
City.

il. Comprehensive general public liability insurance, including personal injury
liability for injuries to persons and/or property, including any injuries resulting from the operation of
automobiles or other motorized vehicles on or about the Development Property, in the minimum amount
for each occurrence and for each year of $1,000,000.

1il. Such other insurance, including workers' compensation insurance respecting all
employees of Developer, in such amount as is customarily carried by like organizations engaged in like
activities of comparable size and liability exposure; provided that Developer may be self-insured with
respect to all or any part of its liability for workers' compensation.

¢ All insurance required by this Article V to be provided prior to the Termination Date
shall be taken out and maintained in responsible insurance companies selected by Developer and Tenant,
which are authorized under the laws of the State to assume the risks covered thereby. Developer and
Tenant will deposit annually with the City copies of policies evidencing all such insurance, or a
certificate or certificates or binders of the respective insurers stating that such insurance is in force and
effect. Unless otherwise provided in this Article V, each policy shall contain a provision that the insurer
shall not cancel or modify it without giving written notice to Developer, Tenant and the City at least
thirty (30) days before the cancellation or modification becomes effective. Not less than fifteen (15)
days prior to the expiration of any policy, Developer and Tenant shall furnish the City evidence
satisfactory to the City that the policy has been renewed or replaced by another policy conforming to the
provisions of this Article V, or that there is no necessity therefor under the terms hereof. In lieu of
separate policies, Developer and Tenant may maintain a single policy, or blanket or umbrella policies, or
a combination thereof, which provide the total coverage required herein, in which event Developer and
Tenant shall deposit with the City a certificate or certificates of the respective insurers as to the amount
of coverage in force upon the Minimum Improvements.

d. Developer and Tenant agree to notify the City immediately in the case of damage
exceeding $25,000 in amount to, or destruction of, the Minimum Improvements or any portion thereof
resulting from fire or other casualty. Net Proceeds of any such insurance shall be paid directly to
Developer or Tenant, and Developer and Tenant will forthwith repair, reconstruct, and restore the
Minimum Improvements to substantially the same or an improved condition or value as they existed
prior to the event causing such damage and, to the extent necessary to accomplish such repair,
reconstruction and restoration, Developer and Tenant will apply the Net Proceeds of any insurance

relating to such damage received by Developer or Tenant to the payment or reimbursement of the costs
thereof.

€. Developer and Tenant shall complete the repair, reconstruction, and restoration of the
Minimum Improvements, whether or not the Net Proceeds of insurance received by Developer or Tenant
for such purposes are sufficient.

ARTICLE VI. FURTHER COVENANTS OF DEVELOPER AND TENANT

Section 6.1.  Maintenance of Properties. Developer and Tenant will maintain, preserve, and
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keep their properties within the City (whether owned in fee or a leasehold interest), including but not
limited to the Minimum Improvements, in good repair and working order, ordinary wear and tear
excepted, and from time to time will make all necessary repairs, replacements, renewals, and additions.

Section 6.2.  Maintenance of Records. Developer and Tenant will keep at all times proper
books of record and account in which full, true, and correct entries will be made of all dealings and
transactions of or in relation to the business and affairs of Developer and Tenant relating to this Project
in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, consistently applied throughout the period
involved, and Developer and Tenant will provide reasonable protection against loss or damage to such
books of record and account.

Section 6.3.  Compliance with Laws. Developer and Tenant will comply with all State, federal
and local laws, rules and regulations relating to the Development Property and the Minimum
Improvements. Developer will lease the Minimum Improvements to Tenant in accordance with all
applicable State, federal and local laws, rules, regulations and ordinances.

Section 6.4.  Non-Discrimination. In the construction and operation of the Minimum
Improvements, Developer and Tenant shall not discriminate against any applicant, employee or tenant
because of age, color, creed, national origin, race, religion, marital status, sex, physical disability, or
familial status. Developer and Tenant shall ensure that applicants and employees are considered and are
treated without regard to their age, color, creed, national origin, race, religion, marital status, sex,
physical disability, or familial status.

Section 6.5.  Available Information. Upon request, Developer or Tenant shall promptly
provide the City with copies of information requested by City that are related to this Agreement so that
City can determine compliance with this Agreement.

Section 6.6. Employment. Tenant shall, and Developer shall ensure that Tenant, continues to
employ at least 3 Full-Time Equivalent Employment Units in the residential and commercial interior
design facility at the Development Property. Tenant shall retain all 3 Full-Time Equivalent Employment
Units from the Commencement Date through the Termination Date in order to be eligible for Economic
Development Grants.

"Monthly Average" means the average number of Full-Time Equivalent Employment Units
employed as of October 1 of each year and as of the first day of each of the preceding eleven (11)
months, as shown in Developer's Annual Certification in Section 6.7. Developer shall not receive any
Economic Development Grants if the Monthly Average of Full-Time Equivalent Employment Units
employed by Tenant does not meet the requirements of this Section 6.6. See chart in Exhibit E for
details. Developer and Tenant shall provide information as requested by the City to determine
compliance with the foregoing employment obligations.

Section 6.7.  Annual Certification. To assist the City in monitoring this Agreement and
performance of Developer and Tenant hereunder, a duly authorized officer of Developer and Tenant
shall annually provide to the City: (i) proof that all ad valorem taxes on the Development Property and
Minimum Improvements have been paid for the prior fiscal year and any taxes due and payable for the
current fiscal year as of the date of certification; (ii) the date of the first full assessment of the Minimum
Improvements; (iii) certification that no tenants have relocated to the City from another part of Linn
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County (except from Cedar Rapids) or a contiguous county in violation of lowa law and Section 6.10 of
this Agreement, that no tenants (except Tenant) are retail operations, and the names of all current
tenants; and (iv) certification of the number of Full-Time Equivalent Employment Units employed by
Tenant as of October 1 and as of the first day of each of the preceding eleven (11) months (prorated for
the first certification); (v) certification that such officers have re-examined the terms and provisions of
this Agreement and that at the date of such certificate, and during the preceding twelve (12) months,
Developer and Tenant are not, or were not, in default in the fulfillment of any of the terms and
conditions of this Agreement and that no Event of Default (or event which, with the lapse of time or the
giving of notice, or both, would become an Event of Default) is occurring or has occurred as of the date
of such certificate or during such period, or if the signer is aware of any such default, event or Event of
Default, said officer shall disclose in such statement the nature thereof, its period of existence and what
action, if any, has been taken or is proposed to be taken with respect thereto. Such statement, proof and
certificate shall be provided not later than October 15 of each year, commencing October 15, 2018 and
ending on October 15, 2023, both dates inclusive. Developer and Tenant shall provide supporting
information for their Annual Certifications upon request of the City. See Exhibit D for form required for
Developer and Tenant Annual Certification.

Section 6.8. Term of Operation. Tenant shall, and Developer shall ensure that Tenant,
maintains its operations at the Minimum Improvements on the Development Property, including the
employee obligations in Section 6.6, until the Termination Date of this Agreement.

Section 6.9.  Developer and Tenant Completion Guarantee. By signing this Agreement,
Developer and Tenant hereby guarantee to the City performance by Developer of all the terms and
provisions of this Agreement pertaining to Developer's obligations with respect to the construction of
the Minimum Improvements. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Developer and Tenant
guarantee that: (a) construction of the Minimum Improvements shall commence and be completed
within the time limits set forth herein; (b) the Minimum Improvements shall be constructed and
completed in accordance with the Construction Plans; (c) the Minimum Improvements shall be
constructed and completed free and clear of any mechanic's liens, materialman's liens and equitable
liens; and (d) all costs of constructing the Minimum Improvements shall be paid when due.

Section 6.10. Relocation. Developer and Tenant agree and covenant not to lease or sublease the
Minimum Improvements to any entity that is relocating to the City from another part of Linn County or
a contiguous county under the term of this Agreement; provided, however, that Developer may lease the
Minimum Improvements to any entity relocating from the City of Cedar Rapids since there is a fair play
agreement in place. In general, use of urban renewal incentives cannot be used for projects that involve
a relocating entity unless there is a written agreement regarding the use of economic incentives from the
city where the business is currently located and the city to which the business is relocating, either
specific to this Project or in general (a fair play or neutrality agreement), or if the City finds the use of
tax increment in connection with the relocation is in the public interest, which means that the business
has provided a written affirmation that it is considering moving part or all of its operations out of state
and such relocation would result in either significant employment or wage loss in Iowa. Developer
understands and agrees that if it does lease to a relocating entity, as determined by the City in its sole
discretion, the Developer is not eligible to receive all or a pro rata portion of the Economic
Development Grants under this Agreement and will be responsible for paying back previously received
Economic Development Grants, if applicable.
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ARTICLE VII. PROHIBITION AGAINST ASSIGNMENT AND TRANSFER

Section 7.1. Status of Developer: Transfer of Substantially All Assets: Assignment. As security
for the obligations of Developer under this Agreement, Developer represents and agrees that, prior to the
Termination Date, Developer will maintain existence as a company and will not wind up or otherwise
dispose of all or substantially all of its assets or transfer, convey, or assign its interest in the
Development Property, Minimum Improvements or this Agreement to any other party unless: (i) the
transferee partnership, corporation, limited liability company or individual assumes in writing all of the

obligations of Developer under this Agreement; and (ii) the City consents thereto in writing in advance
thereof.

In the event that Developer wishes to assign this Agreement, including its rights and duties
hereunder, Developer and transferee individual or entity shall request that the City and Developer
consent to an amendment of this Agreement to accommodate the transfer and to provide for the
assumption of all Developer obligations under this Agreement. Such transfer shall not be effective
unless and until the City and Developer consent in writing to an amendment of this Agreement
authorizing the transfer.

Section 7.2. Prohibition Against Use as Non-Taxable or Centrally Assessed Property. During
the term of this Agreement, the Developer, or its successors, or assigns agree that the Development
Property cannot be transferred or sold to a non-profit entity or used for a purpose that would exempt the
Development Property or Minimum Improvements from property tax liability. Nor can the
Development Property or Minimum Improvements be used as centrally assessed property (including but
not limited to, lowa Code § 428.24 to 428.29 (Public Utility Plants and Related Personal Property);
Chapter 433 (Telegraph and Telephone Company Property); Chapter 434 (Railway Property); Chapter
437 (Electric Transmission Lines); Chapter 437A (Property Used in the Production, Generation,
Transmission or Delivery of Electricity or Natural Gas); and Chapter 438 (Pipeline Property)).

ARTICLE VIII. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT GRANTS

Section 8.1. Economic Development Grants. For and in consideration of the obligations being
assumed by Developer hereunder, and in furtherance of the goals and objectives of the Urban Renewal
Plan for the Urban Renewal Area and the Urban Renewal Act, the City agrees, subject to Developer and
Tenant being and remaining in compliance with the terms of this Agreement, to make up to five (5)
years of consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer up to a total
amount not to exceed Sixty Thousand Dollars ($60,000) under the following formula:

Assuming the completion of the Minimum Improvements by May 31, 2017 and full assessment
of the Minimum Improvements on January 1, 2018, and debt certification by the City to the Auditor
prior to December 1, 2018, the Economic Development Grants shall commence on June 1, 2020 and end
on June 1, 2024 pursuant to Section 403.19 of the Urban Renewal Act in the following amounts:

June 1, 2020 75% of Tax Increments for Fiscal Year 2019-2020, not to exceed $12,000
June 1, 2021 75% of Tax Increments for Fiscal Year 2020-2021, not to exceed $12,000
June 1, 2022 75% of Tax Increments for Fiscal Year 2021-2022, not to exceed $12,000
June 1, 2023  75% of Tax Increments for Fiscal Year 2022-2023, not to exceed $12,000
June 1, 2024  75% of Tax Increments for Fiscal Year 2023-2024, not to exceed $12,000

Each annual payment shall be equal in amount to the above percentages of the Tax Increments,
not to exceed $12,000, collected by the City with respect to the Minimum Improvements on the
Development Property under the terms of the Ordinance and deposited into the O’Brien Property, LLC
TIF Account (without regard to any averaging that may otherwise be utilized under Section 403.19 and
excluding any interest that may accrue thereon prior to payment to Developer) during the preceding
twelve-month period in respect of the Minimum Improvements, but subject to limitation and adjustment

as provided in this Article (such payments being referred to collectively as the "Economic Development
Grants").

Section 8.2. Payment Schedule. After the Minimum Improvements are first fully assessed and if
in compliance with this Agreement, if the Developer and Tenant Annual Certification is timely filed and
contains the information required under Section 6.7 and the Council approves of the same, the City shall
certify to the County prior to December 1 of that year its request for the available Tax Increments
resulting from the assessments imposed by the County as of January 1 of that year, to be collected by the
County and paid to the City as taxes are paid during the following fiscal year and which shall thereafter
be disbursed to Developer on the following June 1. (Example: assuming completion by May 2017 and
first full assessment on January 1, 2018, if Developer certifies in October 2018 and the City certifies to
the County by December 1, 2018, the first Economic Development Grants would be paid to Developer
on June 1, 2020 (for 75% of the Tax Increment, not to exceed $12,000, for fiscal year 2019-2020)). The
schedule of the payments for Economic Development Grants set forth in Section 8.1 is based on the first
full assessment of the Minimum Improvements being January 1, 2018. If the completion of the
Minimum Improvements is delayed so that the Minimum Improvements are not fully assessed as of
January 1, 2018, then the first Economic Development Grant will not begin as scheduled, but will be
delayed one year. However, in no event shall the schedule of Economic Development Grants be delayed
more than one year, meaning that the latest potential date for Developer’s first Economic Development
Grant, if eligible, is June 1, 2021.

Section 8.3. Maximum Amount of Grants. The aggregate amount of the Economic
Development Grants that may be paid to Developer under this Agreement shall be equal to the sum of
the total amount of the applicable percentage of Tax Increments collected in respect of the assessments
imposed on the Minimum Improvements over the specified time period, but in no event shall exceed
Twelve Thousand Dollars ($12,000) annually or Sixty Thousand Dollars ($60,000) over five (5) years.

Section 8.4. Limitations. The Economic Development Grants are only for the Minimum
Improvements described in this Agreement (building/improvement increase value only) and not any
future expansions which, to be eligible for Economic Development Grants, would be the subject of an
amendment or new agreement, at the sole discretion of the City Council.
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Section 8.5. Conditions Precedent. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 8.1 above, the
obligation of the City to make an Economic Development Grant in any year shall be subject to and
conditioned upon the following:

a. compliance with the terms of this Agreement, including, but not limited to, the
employment obligations in Section 6.6 of this Agreement, and payment of property taxes; and

b. timely filing by Developer and Tenant of the Annual Certifications required under
Section 6.7 hereof and the Council's approval thereof.

In the event that an Event of Default occurs or any certification filed by Developer and Tenant
under Section 6.7 (or other information) discloses the existence or prior occurrence of an Event of
Default that was not cured or cannot reasonably be cured, the City shall have no obligation thereafter to
make any payments to Developer in respect of the Economic Development Grants and the provisions of
this Article shall terminate and be of no further force or effect.

Each Annual Certification filed by Developer and Tenant under Section 6.7 hereof shall be
considered separately in determining whether the City shall make any of the Economic Development
Grant payments available to Developer under this Section. Under no circumstances shall the failure by
Developer or Tenant to qualify Developer for an Economic Development Grant in any year serve to
extend the term of this Agreement beyond the Termination Date or the years during which Economic
Development Grants may be awarded to Developer or the total amount thereof, it being the intent of the
parties hereto to provide Developer with an opportunity to receive Economic Development Grants only
if Developer and Tenant fully comply with the provisions hereof and Developer becomes entitled
thereto, up to the maximum aggregate amount set forth in Sections 8.1 and 8.3.

Section 8.6. Source of Grant Funds Limited.

a. The Economic Development Grants shall be payable from and secured solely and only by
amounts deposited and held in the O’Brien Property, LLC TIF Account of the Hiawatha Urban Renewal
Tax Increment Revenue Fund of the City. The City hereby covenants and agrees to maintain the
Ordinance in force during the term hereof and to apply the appropriate percentage of Tax Increments
collected in respect of the Development Property and Minimum Improvements and allocated to the
O’Brien Property, LLC TIF Account to pay the Economic Development Grants, as and to the extent set
forth in this Article. The Economic Development Grants shall not be payable in any manner by other
tax increment revenues or by general taxation or from any other City funds. Any commercial and
industrial property tax replacement monies that may be received under chapter 441.21A shall not be
included in the calculation to determine the amount of Economic Development Grants for which
Developer is eligible, and any monies received back under chapter 426C relating to the Business
Property Tax Credit shall not be included in the calculation to determine the amount of Economic
Development Grants for which Developer is eligible.

b. Each Economic Development Grant is subject to annual appropriation by the City
Council each fiscal year. The City has no obligation to make any payments to Developer as
contemplated under this Agreement until the City Council annually appropriates the funds necessary to
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make such payments. The right of non-appropriation reserved to the City in this Section is intended by
the parties, and shall be construed at all times, so as to ensure that the City's obligation to make future
Economic Development Grants shall not constitute a legal indebtedness of the City within the meaning
of any applicable constitutional or statutory debt limitation prior to the adoption of a budget which
appropriates funds for the payment of that installment or amount. In the event that any of the provisions
of this Agreement are determined by a court of competent jurisdiction or by the City’s bond counsel to
create, or result in the creation of, such a legal indebtedness of the City, the enforcement of the said
provision shall be suspended, and the Agreement shall at all times be construed and applied in such a
manner as will preserve the foregoing intent of the parties, and no Event of Default by the City shall be
deemed to have occurred as a result thereof. If any provision of this Agreement or the application
thereof to any circumstance is so suspended, the suspension shall not affect other provisions of this
Agreement which can be given effect without the suspended provision. To this end the provisions of this
Agreement are severable,

c. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 8.1 hereof, the City shall have no obligation to
make an Economic Development Grant to Developer if at any time during the term hereof the City fails
to appropriate funds for payment, or receives an opinion from its legal counsel to the effect that the use
of Tax Increments resulting from the Minimum Improvements to fund an Economic Development Grant
to Developer, as contemplated under said Section 8.1, is not authorized or otherwise an appropriate
urban renewal activity permitted to be undertaken by the City under the Urban Renewal Act or other
applicable provisions of the Code, as then constituted or under controlling decision of any lowa Court
having jurisdiction over the subject matter hereof. Upon receipt of any such legal opinion or non-
appropriation, the City shall promptly forward notice of the same to Developer. If the non-appropriation
or circumstances or legal constraints giving rise to the decision continue for a period during which two
(2) annual Economic Development Grants would otherwise have been paid to Developer under the terms
of Section 8.1, the City may terminate this Agreement, without penalty or other liability to the City, by
written notice to Developer.

Section 8.7. Use of Other Tax Increments. The City shall be free to use any and all Tax
Increments above and beyond the percentages to be given to Developer in this Agreement, or any
available Tax Increments resulting from the suspension or termination of the Economic Development
Grants, for any purpose for which the Tax Increments may lawfully be used pursuant to the provisions
of the Urban Renewal Act (including an allocation of all or any portion thereof to the reduction of any
eligible City costs), and the City shall have no obligations to Developer with respect to the use thereof,

Section 8.8. Real Property Taxes. Developer, Tenant or their successors shall pay or cause to be
paid, when due, all real property taxes and assessments payable with respect to all and any parts of the
Development Property acquired and owned or leased by them and pursuant to the provisions of this
Agreement. Until Developer’s obligations and Tenant’s obligations have been assumed by any other
person or legal title to the property is vested in another person, all pursuant to the provisions of this
Agreement, Developer and Tenant shall be solely responsible for all assessments and taxes.

Developer, Tenant and their permitted successors and assigns agree that prior to the Termination
Date:

a. They will not seek administrative review or judicial review of the applicability or
constitutionality of any tax statute relating to the taxation of real property contained on the Development
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Property determined by any tax official to be applicable to the Development Property, Minimum
Improvements, or raise the inapplicability or constitutionality of any such tax statute as a defense in any
proceedings, including delinquent tax proceedings; and

b. They will not seek any tax exemption deferral or abatement either presently or
prospectively authorized under any State, federal or local law with respect to taxation of real property
contained on the Development Property between the date of execution of this Agreement and the
Termination Date.

ARTICLE IX. INDEMNIFICATION

Section 9.1. Release and Indemnification Covenants.

a. Developer and Tenant release the City and the governing body members, officers, agents,
servants and employees thereof (hereinafter, for purposes of this Article IX, the "Indemnified Parties")
from, covenant and agree that the Indemnified Parties shall not be liable for, and agree to indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the Indemnified Parties against, any loss or damage to property or any injury
to or death of any person occurring at or about or resulting from any defect in the Minimum
Improvements or Development Property.

b. Except for any willful misrepresentation or any willful or wanton misconduct or any
unlawful act of the Indemnified Parties, Developer and Tenant agree to protect and defend the
Indemnified Parties, now or forever, and further agree to hold the Indemnified Parties harmless, from
any claim, demand, suit, action or other proceedings whatsoever by any person or entity whatsoever
arising or purportedly arising from: (i) any violation of any agreement or condition of this Agreement
(except with respect to any suit, action, demand or other proceeding brought by Developer or Tenant
against the City to enforce their rights under this Agreement); (ii) the acquisition and condition of the
Development Property and the construction, installation, ownership, and operation of the Minimum
Improvements; or (iii) any hazardous substance or environmental contamination located in or on the
Development Property.

o The Indemnified Parties shall not be liable for any damage or injury to the persons or
property of Developer or Tenant or their officers, agents, servants or employees or any other person who
may be about the Minimum Improvements or Development Property due to any act of negligence of any

person, other than any act of negligence on the part of any such Indemnified Party or its officers, agents,
servants or employees.

d. All covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements, and obligations of the City contained
herein shall be deemed to be the covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements, and obligations of the
City, and not of any governing body member, officer, agent, servant or employee of the City in the
individual capacity thereof.

e. The provisions of this Article IX shall survive the termination of this Agreement.
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ARTICLE X. REMEDIES

Section 10.1. Events of Default Defined. The following shall be "Events of Default" under this
Agreement and the term "Event of Default" shall mean, whenever it is used in this Agreement, any one
or more of the following events during the Term of this Agreement:

a. Failure by Developer to cause the construction of the Minimum Improvements to be
completed and the operations to continue pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement;

b. Transfer of Developer's interest in the Development Property, Minimum Improvements,
or this Agreement or the assets of Developer in violation of the provisions of this Agreement;

G Failure by Developer or Tenant to timely pay ad valorem taxes on the Development
Property and Minimum Improvements;

d. Failure by Developer and Tenant to substantially observe or perform any covenant,
condition, obligation or agreement on its part to be observed or performed under this Agreement,
including but not limited to Sections 6.6, 6.7, 6.8 and 6.9 of this Agreement;

€. The holder of any Mortgage on the Development Property, or any improvements thereon,
or any portion thereof, commences foreclosure proceedings as a result of any default under the
applicable Mortgage documents;

£ Developer or Tenant:
i files any petition in bankruptcy or for any reorganization, arrangement,

composition, readjustment, liquidation, dissolution, or similar relief under the United States Bankruptcy
Act of 1978, as amended, or under any similar federal or state law: or

il. makes an assignment for the benefit of its creditors; or
iii. admits in writing its inability to pay its debts generally as they become due; or
iv. is adjudicated as bankrupt or insolvent; or if a petition or answer proposing the

adjudication of Developer or Tenant as a bankrupt or its reorganization under any present or future
federal bankruptcy act or any similar federal or state law shall be filed in any court and such petition or
answer shall not be discharged or denied within ninety (90) days after the filing thereof; or a receiver,
trustee or liquidator of Developer, Tenant or the Minimum Improvements, or part thereof, shall be
appointed in any proceedings brought against Developer or Tenant, and shall not be discharged within
ninety (90) days after such appointment, or if Developer or Tenant shall consent to or acquiesce in such
appointment; or

g. Any representation or warranty made by Developer or Tenant in this Agreement or in any
written statement or certificate furnished by Developer or Tenant pursuant to this Agreement, shall
prove to have been incorrect, incomplete or misleading in any material respect on or as of the date of the
issuance or making thereof.
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Section 10.2. Remedies on Default. Whenever any Event of Default referred to in Section 10.1
of this Agreement occurs and is continuing, the City may take any one or more of the following actions
after giving thirty (30) days' written notice to Developer and the holder of the First Mortgage (but only
to the extent the City has been informed in writing of the existence of a First Mortgage and been
provided with the address of the holder thereof) of the Event of Default, but only if the Event of Default
has not been cured to the satisfaction of the City within said thirty (30) days, or if the Event of Default
cannot reasonably be cured within thirty (30) days and Developer does not provide assurances
reasonably satisfactory to the City that the Event of Default will be cured as soon as reasonably possible:

a. The City may suspend its performance under this Agreement until it receives assurances
from Developer, deemed adequate by the City, that Developer will cure the default and continue its
performance under this Agreement;

b The City may terminate this Agreement;
c. The City may withhold the Certificate of Completion;
d. The City may take any action, including legal, equitable or administrative action, which

may appear necessary or desirable to enforce performance and observance of any obligation, agreement,
or covenant of Developer or Tenant, as the case may be, under this Agreement; or

g The City shall have no obligation to make payment of Economic Development Grants to
Developer subsequent to an Event of Default and shall be entitled to recover from the Developer, and
the Developer shall repay to the City, an amount equal to the full amount of the Economic Development
Grants previously made to Developer under Article VIII hereof, with interest thereon at the highest rate
permitted by State law. The City may take any action, including any legal action it deems necessary, to
recover such amount from Developer. The City may demand such payment at any time following its
determination that Developer is in default under this Agreement, including if Tenant fails to satisfy its
employment obligations under Section 6.6 hereof,

Section 10.3. No Remedy Exclusive. No remedy herein conferred upon or reserved to the City
is intended to be exclusive of any other available remedy or remedies, but each and every remedy shall
be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy given under this Agreement or now or
hereafter existing at law or in equity or by statute. No delay or omission to exercise any right or power
accruing upon any default shall impair any such right or power or shall be construed to be a waiver
thereof, but any such right and power may be exercised from time to time and as often as may be
deemed expedient.

Section 10.4. No Implied Waiver. In the event any agreement contained in this Agreement
should be breached by any party and thereafter waived by any other party, such waiver shall be limited
to the particular breach so waived and shall not be deemed to waive any other concurrent, previous or
subsequent breach hereunder.

Section 10.5. Agreement to Pay Attorneys' Fees and Expenses.

a. Developer and the City shall each pay for its own attorney's fees associated with this
Agreement; and
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b. Whenever any Event of Default occurs and the City employs attorneys or incurs other

Re: Comprehensive Plan Summary

Summary:

The previous Comprehensive Plan for Hiawatha was written in 2010. Since that time the City has
experienced significant growth, annexed more land and established the Center Point Road zoning
districts. These changes have made it imperative for us to re-evaluate our goals and strategies, and
clarify our vision for community development.

The planning and visioning process included five project-team meetings and four public meetings. The
public meetings include the hearings before the P&Z Commission and the City Council. Additional input
was received through an on-line survey and a mapping tool in which citizens contributed concerns and
ideas regarding the future of Hiawatha. One public meeting had about 50 people in attendance and the
on-line mapping tool had over 200 participatory hits. The vision statement developed through this
process encapsulates the unique role of Hiawatha in the Northeast lowa corridor:

We are the Creative Corridor’'s most welcoming community to live, work and
experience. Residents and visitors love our small town feel, walkable
neighborhoods and the unique restaurants and shops in our vibrant Village Center.

Public input and statistical analysis indicates Hiawatha has immense growth potential and faces some
very important issues moving forward. Statistics indicate we only have about 50% of the required owner
occupied and rental housing units needed for our residents with incomes from $25K to $50k. This group
of people includes young professionals desiring to get established in our area. Hiawatha is projected to
need an additional 50% increase in overall housing stock in the next 20 years. This is about 1,600 units.
Without adequate available housing our labor market may be adversely affected limiting the potential
growth of our commercial and retail segments.

Another major issue faced by our community is traffic and transportation challenges. This issue ranked
as a high priority in all our surveys. Though it is an asset to have an interstate highway within our

community we are not able to take full advantage due to limited access points. An additional
interchange at Tower Terrace Road, a redesigned interchange at Boyson Road and the new intersection
at North Center Point Road / Emmons /Robins Road should serve to relieve the traffic pressure on
workers and residents of Hiawatha.

The Citizens of Hiawatha feel it is very important to manage growth through a balanced land use plan
for commercial and residential uses. Our surveys noted the desire for additional outdoor and public
amenities along with the development of commercial retail centers and restaurants. The concept of the
village centers ranked high in providing ready access to these services. The village center concept
includes developing high density multi-family units in and around centers of commerce. This describes
our Center Point Road zoning objectives.

The significant opportunities reflected in this Plan include meeting updated housing needs, designing
transportation strategies, designating zoning potential for an extended area around Hiawatha and a
strategic goals format for monitoring our progress towards the 2036 vision. The new statistical
information along with our vision gives us the necessary guidance and rationale for moving forward with
our strategic goals.

With this plan city staff, elected and appointed officials will be able to make appropriate decisions
regarding land use and development, enhancements of our City amenities such as parks, trails and
public services. The plan will guide and coordinate our efforts to update our Unified Development
Ordinance and strategic plan. Knowing we desire to be a growing community with a “small town feel”
and that we are an integral part of the larger “corridor community” will serve to keep our perspective
focused on the present and future needs of our residences with a plan to accomplish that vision.

Recommendation:
Community Development and the Planning and Zoning Commission support the approval of the 2036
Comprehensive Plan.

This memo is to request approval for the second portion of our lighting project, replacing the
lights in the apparatus bay. The lighting at the fire station is 16 years old. As you are well aware, the
technology of lighting has improved considerably over that time period. The bay is not as bright as
we would like, we must rent a lift when we replace the bulbs, and they are slow to come to full
brightness. Last year you included $17,000 in the CIP for lighting upgrades at the fire station. We
spent $5,750 on the exterior, so we have the remaining $11,250 available.

We asked each vendor to provide a quote for replacing the all the interior lights in the apparatus
bay area only. This consists of replacing 33, 150 watt metal halide bulbs with LEDs. The quotes are
as shown below. Premier is the lowest quote.

I am asking you to approve $8,400 from already allocated CIP money for this to replace the
apparatus bay lights with LEDs.

On this agenda is a request to purchase seven (7) sets of firefighting protective gear. This is a continuation of
specifications and bids that were sent out last winter. At that time, the specifications sent out matched the same as previous
years, and matched the majority of our current gear. We received threc quotes back from the specifications. These bids were
from last winter, but are all still valid. The winning bid has committed to honoring the previous bid price. This lets us beat
any increases that they made the last year.

The seven (7) sets will be used to outfit members that currently do not have custom fitted gear or gear that is due to be
replaced or retired. NFPA 1971 states that turnout gear should be custom fitted to each member, and gear has a lifespan of

ten vears.

The quotes that received were all very competitive and came back as following:

Feld Equipment Company | Veridian $1,922.71
Heiman Fire Equipment Lion $2,083.24
Sandry Fire Supply Morning Pride $2,121.00

We recommend that we purchase the Lion brand tumout gear from Heiman Fire Equipment. The quote recetved from
the low bidder, Feld Equipment Company took numerous exceptions to our specifications. Additionally, we have noted that
the Veridian gear from the low bidder does not wear as well as the Lion Brand. The last several orders of turnout gear we have
purchased have been the Lion Brand from Heiman. For the $38 difference, we feel like Lion is a much bettet set of gear.

Lion also offers a program called “Stay Safe”. This program allows us to send the gear back to the manufacturer yearly for
the first three years and have it professionally cleaned and evaluated by the manufacturer. While it is at the manufacrurers,
they fix or repair any issues that they find with the gear at no cost. The cleaning, inspection, and repairs is completed and
documented to the level required by NFPA 1851, We would like to include this program with the purchase. The cost is
$355.20 for each set to be enrolled for threc years. We have used this program on the last set of gear that we purchased and it
has shown to be beneficial in keeping the gear cleaner and making the needed repairs by certified individuals which will result
in the gear lastng longer. This program has shown to extend the safe, useful life of the gear.

With the addition of the “Stay Safe” program each set of gear purchased would cost $2438.44. Toral cost of the purchase
of the seven sets would be $17069.08. The cost of new turnout gear is budgeted yearly for in the Clothing Allowance in the

Fire budget. This order would be taken from that account.

The 2015 Assistance to Fire Fighters Grant, which was awarded to the department in August, included a new breathing air
compressor and fill station for our breathing air cylinders. We included 2 new compressor and fill station in the grant due to
our old compressor not being able to fully fill the new Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) cylinders that we will be
purchasing. The current compressor we have will only fill up to about 4300psi, the new SCBA cylinders will be 4500 psi.

We are purchasing the new compressor before we purchase the SCBA units so we have the infrastructure in place to be
able to fill the cylinders once the new SCBA units are delivered. The breathing compressor that was bid is a 6000psi, four
staged, 10 horse power compressor with a fill station capable of filling two cylinders simultaneously. The bids also included
installation, carbon monoxide and moisture monitors, storage bottles and a pneumatic auto cascade system. The current
compressor and fill station will be traded in and the cost below reflects the final price after trade-in of the old compressor.

We sent four requests for bids and received three. Paul Conway Fire sent a letter stating that they were not going to send
a bid due to them working with one of the other vendors. The quotes we received were very competitive and came in as
follows:

Midwest Breathing Air Eagle $46261.30
Field Fire Scott $51822.40

It is our recommendation that we award the bid to Sandry Fire Supply. We are responsible for 5% of the cost as our
match to the grant. Our cost would be $2,228.30. Per past council action, when the grant was accepted, the matching funds
will come from Local Option Sales Tax (LOST) funds.

The awarded bid is below our budgeted amount in the grant which was $47,400. Delivery is estimated at 6-8 weeks. We
hope to have the Request for Proposal for the SCBA units out in the next two weeks and be able to award that bid after the
New Year. The new SCBA units are the other part of the grant that was awarded to the department.
