Pat McAllister addressed the Board. He explained he was there to answer questions and explain
the reasoning for the Variance. He explained that currently, the signs on either side of the location
are at the requested setback.

Pat Parsley asked Pat McAllister if he could clarify his request. Pat McAllister reiterated that they
want the sign put in the same place it was before which will actually be a 7’ setback.

Katherine Green, Branch Manager, addressed the Board. She wanted to thank the Board and state
they only want the sign where it was before where it can be seen.

Mike Freeman, while referring to a photo, asked if it showed the location of the old sign. Pat
Parsley stated it was.

Brian Vogel asked if there is an 80’ right of way. Pat Parsley stated it was.

Tom day then asked what the time frame is for the expansion of Edgewood Rd. Pat Parsley stated
about 30-50 years.

There were no further comment from the Board.

Budget Work Session January 15, 2018 Page 1

The Hiawatha City Council met in a Budget Work Session on January 15, 2018. Mayor Bill Bennett
called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. Council members present: Denny Norton, Steve Dodson,
Aime Wichtendahl, Rob Archibald, and Dick Olson. Staff present: City Administrator Kim Downs,
Fire Chief Mike Nesslage, Police Chief Dennis Marks, Community Development Director Pat
Parsley, City Engineer John Bender, Parks and Recreation Director Kelly Willadsen, Public Works
Superintendent Rod Jasa, Finance Director Cindy Kudra, and Library Director Jeaneal Weeks.
Guests: None.

Olson moved the approval of the agenda, seconded by Wichtendahl. Motion carried.

POLICE
Chief Marks presented the Police Department budget for FY 2019:

e 3.94% total budget reduction from $126,900 in 2018 to $121,900 in 2019.
e Police Department Operating Budget has remained virtually the same from 2009 to 2019,
even with the increase in staff by one person.

Council Member Olson inquired if Chief Marks is anticipating court fines to double from FY 2018.
Chief Marks stated in FY 2018, the Police Department was approximately $10,000 under the
revenues received from past years. Marks anticipates court fines to increase for FY 2019.

FIRE
Chief Nesslage presented the Fire Department and Ambulance Department budget for FY 2019:

Chief Nesslage said the Fire department is a growing entity and they are always trying to deliver
better service and with that comes more costs as the department needs to address more requirements
each year. Chief Nesslage stated the only increase on the ambulance side is related to staff salaries for
the Duane Arnold contract.

Chief Nesslage noted the following budget increases:

e $10,000 increase to the Vehicle Maintenance Supplies line item for the purpose of tire
replacement on Fire Department vehicles. Nesslage said the total cost will be spread over a
period of years. Chief Nesslage stated he did research to come up with options for
replacement of the tires and recommends replacing the steer tires first as these are the most
crucial. Nesslage estimated $18,000 - $19,000 to replace all tires and $6,100 to replace the
steer tires. Nesslage said he will bring back the entire plan showing funding allocations for
council approval.

Council Member Archibald questioned the need to spend the money on tire replacement and asked if
Nesslage did research to make sure this needed to be done.

Chief Nesslage stated he did do the research and if there is an accident and the tire blows, the Fire
Department will be questioned on the age of the tire.

e $1,300 increase to the Equipment Repair line item to cover the cost of repairs to any
equipment not on wheels; this expense has increased each year due to inflation and age of
equipment. Fire Department has been increasing routine service and repairing in-house when
possible.
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e  $5,000 increase to the Health and Wellness line item covering costs of health and wellness
program including physicals, medical expenses and psychological health care. Heart attacks
are leading cause of firefighter death and suicide rate is more than 10 times the rate of general
populations. This account grows each year as the department is trying to stay on top of
compliance and protecting health of members.

e $3,500 increase to Operating Supplies line item including janitorial and office supplies. The
increase is attributed to inflation, more in-station activities, and more office activity. The
department continues to look for efficiencies to reduce this account.

Council Member Olson pointed out that ambulance fees have generated $400,000 in revenue and
asked Chief Nesslage to discuss the fees.

Chief Nesslage explained ambulance generates approximately $5,000 to $10,000 per year when
charging for services. Nesslage said a lot of goodwill will be lost by charging for all services.

Council Member Archibald said the money received by charging for the services that are currently
free is not worth the loss of image the Fire Department has with the community.

City Administrator Downs additionally noted there are several businesses that are donating funding
toward city events and activities and the added fees may affect this goodwill as well.

Chief Nesslage said he will review fees when making updates to the Fire Code. Nesslage stated he
does not feel right about charging a permit fee if the Fire Department is not doing inspections.

Council Member Olson added there is no need to nickel and dime the residents.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

Community Development Director Parsley presented the Community Development Department
budget for FY 2019:

e 51,550 increase in Refunds line item due to changes in permitting and fees associated with
the online portal. Contractors have the ability to pay online and there is often a discrepancy in
the permit fee.

e The remainder of the Community Development budget remains virtually the same as FY
2018.

Parsley stated 2018 was a great year for permits and expenses also increased to match that. Parsley
said the department has done a nice job of keeping up with the increase in permits and inspections
without adding personnel.

Council Member Olson inquired if Parsley completed a competitive analysis of permit fees in the
metro area.

Parsley stated the Community Development Department reviewed permit fees a couple of years ago
to try and get fees comparative to the metro communities. Parsley said Hiawatha is very competitive
with Marion and Cedar Rapids but at the time Hiawatha was on the low side; the increase to fees put
Hiawatha closer to the top.
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Parsley explained the department also moved from configuring valuations to following the national
standard in order to provide a consistent amount. Parsley said the department could make more
money if planning and zoning were taken out of permit fees.

Council Member Olson said he would argue if Hiawatha’s permit fees are considered high, so is the
service.

LIBRARY
Library Director Weeks presented the Public Library budget for FY 2019:

* 0% increase in budget from FY 2018. Specific line items were adjusted to maintain the
budget.

Weeks noted a decrease in revenues in the Enriched lowa Funding and an increase in funding from
the Linn County due to reimbursement changes.

Weeks shared the library steering committee has been amping up fundraising significantly and it is
making a difference. Weeks additionally mentioned the library just started merchandise sales.

Council Member Wichtendahl inquired about the increase in the utilities line item. Downs noted
utility rates have increased at all city facilities.

Council Member Wichtendahl asked about finding ways to save such as implementing solar
initiatives as discussed in the past.

Downs said an energy audit has been completed.

Council Member Olson asked Weeks to provide a fundraising update for the group.

Weeks announced the fundraising total at approximately $968,000; staff is working on grant requests
and currently has an application submitted for a $60,000 grant. Weeks said staff is additionally
requesting state funding through Enhanced Iowa.

PARKS AND RECREATION

Parks and Recreation Director Willadsen presented the Parks and Recreation and Community Center
budget for FY 2019:

e 1% increase in Parks budget from FY 2018; remainder of budget stayed the same.

Willadsen said the Parks and Recreation Department generates a lot of revenue in the spring and
summer; continue to add programs to capture more revenue. Willadsen explained the department has
increased the marketing budget to promote events and activities.

Willadsen added there are so many pavilion rentals and the community center rentals are non-stop;
the room is booked every weekend.

Council Member Olson said it was a great decision to increase rental fees for non-residents.
Willadsen stated the Parks and Recreation Department did a study to compare with other cities;

Hiawatha residents don’t rent the community center as much as out of town patrons; 70% non-
resident rentals. Willadsen said the damage deposit was increased from $200 to $300 due to a lot of
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issues with clean up and sometimes damage to the room. Willadsen added staff is looking at replacing
security cameras and Willadsen will have the ability to monitor the community center herself to stay
on top of rentals and cleanup.

Willadsen said part of the 1% increase to the Parks budget is to keep up with supplies because of
damage done to pavilions and equipment at the parks. Tucker Park is a big concern because it is so
secluded but the purchase of the new land and future trail should help alleviate some of these
concerns.

Willadsen stated she had a conversation with the Mayor and City Administrator and they agreed a
three year plan is the best way to manage mower replacement. Willadsen additionally noted the
splash pads will be resurfaced in FY 2019. Many of the day schools/daycare facilities love Hiawatha
parks because they are attractable; many of the visitors are not even from Hiawatha.

Willadsen said Adventure Camp fees are lower than Marion and Cedar Rapids but it makes sense
because Hiawatha still has a small town feel.

Willadsen noted staff will be adding a water fountain in Guthridge Park with a pet fountain; Friends
Foundation pays for a lot of costs associated with these types of amenities.

ROAD USE, STORM WATER, SEWER
Public Works Superintendent Jasa presented the Road Use and Sanitary and Storm Sewer budget for
FY 2019:

Last few winters have been mild and helped to keep expenses down; funds reallocated to
street repairs.

e Sewer budget is in good shape.
e Plan to replace some force main line at Mitchell Lift Station and install a new sewer main on
Edgewood Road from Hunt Road south to 2830 Edgewood Road.
e Continue to make payments to Cedar Rapids for the Dry Creek/Indian Creek rehabilitation
project.

Storm Water Budget —
e No changes from FY 2018.

ADMINISTRATION (MAYOR, COUNCIL, CITY ADMINISTRATOR, CLERK/FINANCE,
CITY HALL AND ENGINEERING)

City Clerk Kornegor presented the Mayor and Council, Building, Grounds and Maintenance, Clerk
and Finance, City Hall, Elections, Legal Services, and Technology Reserves Budgets for FY 2019:

e 40.3% increase from FY 2018 by adding $2,800 to do strategic planning work session.
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Building, Grounds and Maintenance Budget -
e 0.00% from FY 2018.

Clerk/Finance Budget —
e 17.35% increase from FY 2018 by adding $5,800 to perform Code of Ordinances update and
cleanup and provide funding for the expense of codifying amendments made to code chapters
throughout the year.

e 3.16% increase from FY 2018; individual line item increases: $5,000 in utilities, $7,000 in
miscellaneous contractual for city contract, $4,000 in newsletter postage and printing, and
$5,100 tuition reimbursement.

Elections Budget -
e $0.00 budgeted in the Elections line item for FY 2019; election will fall in FY 2020.

Legal Services Budget -
22.22% decrease from FY 2018.

Technology Reserves Budget -

Based on the computer replacement schedule for FY 2019, reserves increased from $10,000 to
$14,000. Funding request for computer/copier replacement will fluctuate each year based on number
of units that need to be replaced.

Staff had conversation with Mayor Bennett about the possibility of reducing costs in Technology
Reserves. However, it is not feasible to cut funding requests for replacement of staff computers;
currently behind schedule and playing catch up. No other significant increases to the Technology
Reserves for FY 2019.

Engineering Budget -
City Engineer Bender presented the Engineering budget for FY 2019:

e 11.54% decrease in budget from FY 2018.

City Engineer Bender said the Engineering Department will be purchasing a seat on the Community
Development Department’s permit program to help input inspection data.

Bender additionally mentioned adding $500 in funding to the Vehicle Maintenance and Repair line
item for regular maintenance of a city vehicle used by the Construction Observer; the vehicle was
handed down from another department.

Council Member Olson commended Bender for the great work Bender has done while working for
the city. Olson said if he had to estimate the amount of money saved by bringing engineering in-
house it would be to the tune of hundreds of thousands of dollars.

Bender stated the Storm Water Committee recommended a storm water fee increase to help build the
fund.
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City Administrator Budget —
City Administrator Downs presented the City Administrator budget for FY 2019:

e (0% increase in budget from FY 2018.
Downs noted there are 127 snowflakes for use as holiday decorations along Center Point Road and
many of them are discolored and weathered. Downs said there is currently no Equipment Reserve
Fund set up for the replacement of the snowflakes. Downs stated finance has started a fund to replace

and purchase any new holiday decorations.

Downs ask for input on conducting a hotel feasibility study to go along with the Town Center
concept; need to have this study to talk to the hotels.

Council Member Archibald wondered what would be gained from a hotel study. City Administrator
Downs said the study lets the hotels know how many people, events and new venues coming to the
area.

Council Member Archibald asked if there were any regional studies that already exist.

Council Member Dodson mention the feasibility study that was done for the Tuma Soccer Fields.

Council Member Olson felt it would be premature to do the hotel study this year; hotels have their
own site selection models and Cedar Rapids Metro Alliance could potentially help with this process.

Downs said hotels ask for this study and it includes the metro area but focuses on Hiawatha.
Council Member Olson reiterated the study is not critical right now.

Downs informed council there will be no work session on January 22; finance just received the Linn
County valuations and needs time to work with the numbers. Downs said the next budget work

session will be scheduled for January 29 at 5:30 p.m.

Downs asked council to check their schedules for availability to hold a Town Center developers
meeting on January 24 at 5:30 p.m.

Description: Engineering Department Report

e  Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

*  Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage that requires engineering review and
approval of proposed plans. We have several site plans under review.

e Pecks 1* Addition improvements have now started with grading, sewer, and water main construction.
We are also working with the City of Cedar Rapids on the final plans for the extension of Edgewood
Road to the north

e The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project is now complete.
Final project close-out documents can now be prepared and forwarded to Council for final acceptance.

e The work to reconfigure North Center Point Road with 3 lanes and bike lanes will be included in a
supplemental contract as we can then close the prime contract. The work is scheduled to start next
spring; again cold weather prevented us from completing the project this fall.

e The Edgewood Road grading and culvert project is substantially complete. We have been dealing with a
rough roadway surface and patching is planned as a temporary surface during the winter months. We
are working with the Linn County Engineering Department to get this work completed. We also
approved a temporary reduction in the posted speed limit from 45mph to 35mph. The County must
also approve this reduction in the County portion of the roadway.

e The concrete overlay project for Edgewood Road is planned for a March 6™, 2018 bid letting. We have
reviewed the preliminary plans with the County Engineering staff to determine the best concept for
the finished roadway surface. The proposed schedule is to allow 40-45 working days to complete the
project with an insensitive to complete the project early. We plan for the roadway to be open to traffic
before the first part of August and school starting for the fall session.

e We have an engineering contract negotiated to begin design of the sanitary sewer extension on the
east side of Edgewood Road approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road. This sewer will serve the





existing Sari property that was annexed into the City approximately 7 years ago and also approximately
70 acres of the undeveloped farm land between Edgewood Road and 1-380.

The Tower Terrace Interchange public information meeting was held November 16, 2017 in the
Hiawatha City Hall community center. The lowa DOT conducted the meeting. The DOT has also
schedule an information meeting with the residence of the Tower Terrace Mobile Home Park to discuss
possible impacts of the construction project. That meeting is scheduled at City Hall, but we are unsure
of the date.

We have submitted the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) application for the 2" allocation of
funding of the new Tower Terrace Interchange scheduled to start construction in FY22 or possibly
FY21. The application is for $1.0 million of MPO funds to help provide a local match for the project. The
total requested will be $4.0 million, as $1.0 million in 4 consecutive years.

We have engineering proposals submitted to the Metropolitan Planning Organization to update the
Tower Terrace Roadway Alignment Study prepared in 2010. A steering committee will be meeting this
week to recommend a firm to update this important study and take into account the areas that have
been developed and built along with new cost estimates for the remaining areas to be constructed.
This 6 month study is funded with MPO dollars.

Parks:

Tree Trimming/Removal: Ted and the streets department are busy trimming trees and removing trees
that are dead or a safety concern. We have applied for another Branching Out Grant and Tree Please
Grant which will be used to replanting trees that were removed.

Snow Removal: Ted has been busy plowing and removing snow, with Rick currently out until the spring we
are down one guy keeping everyone extra busy!

Dog Park Update: To dispose of Kainz Park in swaps of building a dog park with Dave Wrights land and
Linn County, there are certain hoops we have to jump through in order to acquire the appropriate land.

The property is somewhat unigue in that within the warranty deed of Kainz park (and the surrounding
three lots) there are two restrictions placed on the parcel. The first restriction says the parcel needs to
stay in the City of Hiawatha’s name and to be used for public purpose. The second says if at any time the
city no longer wants to use either parcel for public purpose the land would automatically be transferred
back to Linn County.





In our efforts to form a public, public, partnership to establish a dog park, Linn County requested we quit
claim deed the four lots back to them (Kainz park and the surrounding 3 lots) which was approved at the
December 20" meeting.

Linn County will then hold the necessary public hearings and consider exchanging the deeded four lots in
exchange for Dave Wrights parcel east of the Cedar Valley Nature Trail adjacent to the County parcel to
the south (where the future dog park development will occur).

With this exchange the County will maintain certain restrictions on the 4 lots keeping the public purpose
requirements and maintaining current separation to the residential properties (currently there).

In January, Linn County will then convey Dave Wrights parcel east of the Cedar Valley Trail to the City of
Hiawatha for $1.00. The land will hold similar restriction as the previous 4 lots currently did for public
purpose and/or use. The City would then take Dave Wrights parcel and the parcel east of the Cedar Valley
Trail to be used for a small and large dog park.

We hope we can get a start on the dog park project development come this spring as long as Linn County
passes all the necessary policies and procedures.

Hodge Construction: Hodge Construction sold the tree lot next to Tucker Park to City of Hiawatha for $1.
Plans are to open the area up to make it less secluded and add a trail to Nixon School. The trail is in the
CIP.

Leach also passed out a report of the City
of Hiawatha’s Water System Evaluation. This report showed that Hiawatha is still sitting okay on water supply vs. water
storage but, we definitely want to move forward on an additional storage tank due to how Hiawatha is growing.

Leach said he will begin preparing a detailed letter of the proposed project to present to lowa DNR for construction prior to
next month’s meeting. We do not have to decide which tank option we want for preapproval.

White questioned the cost of borrowing money. Since there is a price difference in ground vs. elevated we want to be sure we
can get a decent interest rate if we chose the more expensive option. Kim Down spoke on behalf of the City’s LOST funding.
Downs he informed the board there are funds set aside in the CIP to be used towards a new water storage tank. Recker is to
get the available dollar amount to present in next month meeting.

Ransford added to the discussion that an elevated tank in that area would have to be about 190 feet tall. Which is taller than
both existing water towers. This will add to the cost of the elevated tank as well as maintenance costs.

Carl Ransford moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:35pm. Patrick White seconded. Motion carried.

DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

In this memorandum of agreement, the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa will be known as
the “CITY”; and Peck’s Landing, LLC, will be known as the “DEVELOPER”.

WHEREAS, Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code of the City of Hiawatha,
Linn County, lowa requires the DEVELOPER of new subdivisions located within the CITY to construct, or
give satisfactory assurance to the CITY that it will construct certain improvements; and,

WHEREAS, the DEVELOPER, above described, is now in the process of subdividing the premises
legally described as follows to wit:

See Attachment A

which subdivision shall be known as
Peck’s Landing Second Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa.

1. The DEVELOPER proposes to record a final plat situated on a portion of the Real Estate to be
known as Peck’s Landing Second Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, and has
prepared a proposed final plat of such addition (the “Plat”). Said Addition consists of Lot 2 and
Lot 3, both inclusive.

2. The public improvements that lie within or provide service to the area included in the
proposed final plat of Peck’s Landing Second Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County,
lowa have not yet been completed to date, and in order to receive the CITY’s approval of the
proposed plat the DEVELOPER by this Agreement is willing to obligate Lot 2 and Lot 3, Peck’s
Landing Second Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, for the construction and
costs of said improvements.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. That the DEVELOPER has provided assurance that all improvements will be constructed and will
perform to CITY Standards as required by Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development
Code. That the DEVELOPER shall complete, and the CITY shall accept, all the items applicable to
said subdivision set forth in the plan of improvements, not later than the earlier of a) one (1)
year from the date of passage of the City Council Resolution approving the Development
Agreement unless specifically extended by the Council; or b) occupancy of a newly constructed
principal structure built upon a lot in the subdivision. Upon completion of the Improvements,
the City Council shall cause to be filed a release instrument. Such release instrument will
indicate that the Improvements have been accepted by the City Council and will release the
DEVELOPER and the Real Estate from all obligations due under this Agreement and will
specifically discharge and release the DEVELOPER and the Real Estate from any lien. If
necessary, the City Council shall also cause to be executed and/or filed any additional





instrument(s) reasonably required by the DEVELOPER to further demonstrate that the
Improvements have been satisfactorily completed with the following exception:

a. Construction of sidewalk shall be as described in paragraph 2 below.

2. That the DEVELOPER will either construct, or cause to be constructed, within said subdivision
all sidewalk required by Chapter 165 and 136 of the Code of Ordinances as follows:

a. That said sidewalk shall be constructed to meet City Engineer’s specifications
adjacent to each lot in the subdivision as part of the construction of a principal
structure on each lot.

b. Notwithstanding the above, the DEVELOPER agrees to construct sidewalk adjacent
to any lot which has not had sidewalk constructed for which the City Council passes

a resolution of necessity within a period of time established within said resolution
of necessity.

3. That the City acknowledges that the DEVELOPER has paid the final plat filing fee in the amount
of $150.00.

4. That all public improvements shall be constructed to CITY standards and shall be inspected by
the City Engineer. The DEVELOPER and any contractor or other agent employed by the
DEVELOPER shall provide maintenance surety required by Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified
Development Code prior to acceptance of the completed Improvements by the City.

5. DEVELOPER and any contractor or agent employed by the DEVELOPER shall provide insurance
as reasonably required by the City Council when working within the public rights-of-way.

6. That all improvements and construction on property dedicated to the CITY shall become
property of the CITY upon acceptance by the CITY (except private service connections to sewer
and water lines). Such acceptance by the CITY of an improvement shall constitute a release of
the obligations hereunder with respect to said improvement, except, as to being a surety under
the maintenance bond.

7. If the DEVELOPER fails to complete the Improvements within the time period as provided in
the Agreement, the CITY may cause the Improvements to be constructed in all respects as it
shall reasonably deem appropriate. DEVELOPER shall remain responsible for all cost incurred
by the CITY in completing the Improvements. In order to assure payment of such costs, if the
DEVELOPER has not completed the Improvements within the time period above provided, the
CITY and DEVELOPER further agree to the following assessment agreement as provided for in
Chapter 165.67.12 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code.





a. In consideration of the construction of the Improvements by the CITY, the
undersigned DEVELOPER hereby waives Notice of such construction, waives all legal
formalities required by the laws of lowa to be observed by cities in the construction
of Improvements where the expense of the Improvements is to be assessed, and
waives each and every question of jurisdiction. The intention of the DEVELOPER is to
authorize and direct the CITY to construct the Improvements without any of the
formalities or legal proceedings required of cities in constructing like improvements.
The express intention of the DEVELOPER is that the Improvements shall be
constructed as aforesaid as if each and every legal requirement pertaining thereto
was fully and faithfully observed and performed.

b. Itis further agreed that the CITY by and through its Council may make assessments
against the properties described herein as Lot 2 and Lot 3, both inclusive, Peck’s
Landing Second Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, for the cost of
the construction of the Improvements, to the extent of the entire actual cost
deemed necessary by the City Council. Such cost shall be allocated to each lot
according to the benefit received by that lot.

c. ltisalso agreed that said assessment so made shall be a lien upon the Real Estate,
and the undersigned DEVELOPER hereby agrees to pay the amount is thus assessed
against the Real Estate, and said assessment shall have the same legal force and
effect as if all the legal formalities provided by law in such cases had been fully and
faithfully performed and observed. The DEVELOPER hereby expressly waived every
objection to said assessment. The DEVELOPER hereby authorizes the Council of the
City of Hiawatha, lowa, to pass any Resolution requisite or necessary to order and
secure the Improvements, to provide for the construction of the same and to make
assessment herein provide for, without further notice to DEVELOPER or owner of any
of the said lots.

d. Notwithstanding anything on this Agreement to the contrary, any assessment made
under this Agreement shall not be a lien against any property described herein
unless and until the CITY records with the Linn County Recorder a “Notice of
Assessment Lien” which Notice shall describe the property against which the lien
attaches and the amount of the lien.

e. Portions of the land include in said Lot 2 and Lot 3, both inclusive shall not be
released from the requirements of this Agreement prior to the completion of all
required improvements associated with the lot or lots as determined by the City
Council.

8. That the DEVELOPER agrees to assume all expenses for any damage to public utilities, public
improvements or other property and assumes all risk of loss to the improvements
contemplated by this agreement until final acceptance by the CITY.

That the DEVELOPER agrees that occupancy of any structure will not be allowed until all
required Certificates of Occupancy are issued.

That the DEVELOPER acknowledges that the owner shall be responsible for reimbursement to
the Hiawatha Water Department for water used. Failure by the owner for proper and timely
payment may result in water service being suspended.

That the DEVELOPER agrees to hold the CITY harmless and to indemnify the CITY against all
claims made by any person as a result of personal injury or property damage occurring during
the construction of improvements contemplated by this agreement.

That this agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto and their heirs, successors and
assigns, and the sale by the DEVELOPER of all or any part of the premises in said subdivision
shall transfer obligations of the DEVELOPER to the successor in interest.

That this memorandum of agreement shall be recorded by the DEVELOPER at the same time as
recording the plat, and the CITY agrees that the City Engineer may, by written letter, satisfy any
portion of this agreement as having been satisfactorily completed by the DEVELOPER other
than final acceptance of the improvements

Should any ambiguities arise in the construction of this agreement, it is agreed that it shall be
construed to favor public over private interests.

Edgewood Road Sewer Extension and Mitchell Drive Forcemain Replacement

The selection committee recommends to the City Council that a professional
engineering agreement with MSA Professional Services be approved for design of the
Edgewood Road Sewer extension and the repair of the Mitchell Drive forcemain, 2018.

The Edgewood Road sewer extension approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road was
included in a development agreement during the annexation of the Rodney and Vicki
Saari property in 2009. As the property was annexed, there was a mutual agreement to
extend this sewer as the property within the next few years. The sewer service was not
needed as soon as expected; however the approximately 80 acres east of Edgewood
Road and west of I-380 can also be served once this sewer line is installed. Now that the
paving project of Edgewood Road is progressing, we feel the addition of this sewer will
provide shovel ready lots for development in Hiawatha. We have included the funding
for this construction in the newly adopted CIP.

The second area of concern is the currently operating pumping station on Mitchell
Drive. This station was constructed in the late 1980’s and upgraded again in
approximately 2008. This station serves a large area of the Hiawatha Tower Commerce
area, plus the lots developed in the northwest annexed area are pumped to this station
that eventually transfers flows to the Dry Creek interceptor. We have experienced
problems with the existing pressure line and had to conduct repairs to the line several
times in the last few years. We think the age of the line and the amount of flow to be
transferred has reduced the life of this pipe, requiring us to consider replacement.

Because these two projects are similar, we feel we can save cost by combining the two
areas into one contract and receive very competitive prices for a contractor to complete
both projects. Because the Mitchell Drive project is an emergency repair, we
recommend sewer reserve funds be used to replace this line.





The committee has met with the design engineers and has negotiated the attached
contract. The contract includes:

® The engineering design and specifications for the sanitary sewer extension along
Edgewood Road from the Intersection of Hunt Road to 2000 feet south

 Also included is an engineering study of the Mitchell Drive Pump station

* The engineering design and specifications for the replacement of the existing
forcemain from the Mitchell Drive pump station to North Center Point Road

® Required soil borings to determine if unidentified soil conditions exist

e Prepare property plats and easement documents for the needed private
property access

e The design fee is not-to-exceed $64,000.00

e The schedule for bidding is anticipated in June 2018

® Construction to take place by fall of 2018

e Total budget is $275,000 funded with LOST and sewer reserve funds

Engineering recommends approval of the final agreement.

The Basic Services are premised on the following general scope of professional services:

The design services are intended to be completed in conformance with the standards stipulated by the
Engineers Joint Contract Documents Committee and published jointly by the American Consulting
Engineers Council and National Society of Professional Engineers.

We have been working with Linn County to participate in the Edgewood Road paving project
the summer of 2018. The grading and culvert reconstruction project took place last summer.

Re:  Security Camera Replacement City Hall

We currently have $18,200 in technology reserves allocated for the replacement of the
security camera system at city hall. Our existing system was purchased in 2007 along with
other equipment and furniture to furnish the new city hall building,

Kim, Chief Marks, and I (i.e. the Security Camera Replacement Taskforce) requested
proposals and held meetings with three (3) companies including Inteconnex of Cedar Rapids,
TSlowa of Cedar Rapids, and Hawkeye Communication of Hiawatha.

After many questions and thorough review of the three proposals received, the Security
Camera Replacement Taskforce recommends award of contract to Hawkeye
Communication of Hiawatha at a total cost of $19,104.00. Bid includes server, 24 new
cameras, installation, training, and camera licensing.

We were quoted an optional maintenance agreement for $120 per month but decided this is
not necessary for our type of business. We can still call Hawkeye Communication for service
at an hourly rate without the maintenance agreement.

A great aspect of Hawkeye Communication’s proposal is adding security cameras at other city
facilities is very streamlined, and can be done at a reasonable cost of $2,879 per facility (cost
subject to change based on time of purchase). It is our plan to update/add security cameras at
the fire station, library, and maintenance shop within the next five years as we build up
funding in technology reserves.

The bid submitted by Hawkeye Communication is the best plan to fit our current needs and it
is very expandable at a reasonable cost if we do need to add more cameras in the future. We
will be replacing all of the existing indoor and outdoor cameras at city hall except for the
cameras in the police interview room. This project will also include adding outdoor cameras
on the front and sides of city hall.





Other security camera replacement proposals received:

TSIowa of Cedar Rapids — Total cost $23.640.00

Bid includes server, 24 new cameras, installation, training, and camera licensing.

Inteconnex of Cedar Rapids — Total cost $23.222.89

Bid includes server, 10 cameras keeping 14 existing analog cameras, installation, training and
camera licensing.

All three companies recommended comparable cameras so there is not much difference in
cost per camera. One of the companies quoted a very robust server that does not make sense
for our facility and after requesting the server be changed to fit our needs, the company did not
change this item on their bid.

I'am sure you noticed that we are $904.00 short on funding in technology reserves for the city
hall security camera replacement project at a total cost of $19,104.00. We would pay the

remainder of costs out of the City Hall Contingency line item upon approval.
