Hiawatha Fire Department responded to 115 calls for service in December 2016. For the year, we
responded to 1274 Calls for service, up from 1205 in 2015. 1 incorrectly stated it was a 7% increase at the
budget discussion. It is a 5.7% increase (I think that is why the 7 was in my head). We had three structure
fires this month; on Dec. 1 we had a fire in a laundry room that resulted from the dryer. The dryer was
destroyed and there was smoke damage on the first floor. We received mutual aid from Monroe Twp. And
Robins. While we were on tied up on that fire, there was an auto accident at Tower Terrace and Center Point.
Monroe Township and Area covered that call for us. On December 20¢, and electrical fire caused significant
damage to a residence in Bali Hai. An electrician was working and fire started in the wall, causing us to have
to open the outside of the trailer to extinguish. On Dec. 12 we responded to a large barn fire on Seminole
Valley Rd. We received mutual aid from Monroe, Robins, Palo, and Cedar Rapids.

On December 12t we hosted representatives from Unity Point-St. Luke’s to provide EMS training
on stroke and cardiac care. We are focused on getting those patients to definitive care, reducing the amount
of damage and saving lives. Partly because of the investment that council has made in the ambulance, partly
because of the work of our EMT’s and Paramedics, we have been very successful in getting patients into the
cath lab for cardiac events, and to begin treatment with clot busters for strokes. On December 20t fire
training centered around “Traffic Incident Management (TIM)” In 2016 we had 24 incidents on 1-380. TTM
focuses on working safely at highway incidents in conjunction with the police and wrecker services to
appropriately address the incident, and get the roadway open. This was a review class as we have done
significant training on this in the past. I think I’m safe in saying that PD and Fire work well together at these
incidents, both on the interstate and on surface streets. If we close a street or highway, it’s necessary and we
don’t keep it closed any longer than needed.

I visited Hiawatha Llementary and discussed winter fire safety. 1 attended the Local Emergency
Planning Committee (LEPC) meeting, and also met with Emergency Management Agency regarding assisting
with our Emergency Operations Plan, The Sheriffs Department regarding communications and the E911
board. 1 visited with representatives from Marion, Cedar Rapids, and Monroe Township Fire Departments.

I am in process of preparing an annual report for you and expect it to be done in carly March. As
always, 1f you have any questions, please don’t hesitate to contact me.

RE:  Cedar Valley Trail Head Signalization for pedestrian/bicyclist crossing

The city was contacted by two Organizations-Linn County Trails Association and Hawkeye Bicycle
Association with their concerns for the safety of the pedestrians and bicyclist crossing Boyson Road at
the head of the Cedar Valley Nature Trail.

Both groups presented to staff and plan to present to council at our Wednesday night meeting. In their
presentation to staff the two organizations shared what they believe would be the best option at the
trail head crossing to provide safety for the pedestrians and bicyclist who are crossing Boyson Road’s
high traffic area. Their proposal includes the installation of a pedestrian signalized yield sign, similar to
what has been installed at the Lindale Drive crossing in Marion for the Grant Wood Trail.

City staff investigated the proposal and was reviewed by both the Public Works Director and the City
Engineer. Both departments agree the signalization is appropriate and necessary. The Public Works
Director did obtain a quote for a pedestrian signalized yield sign with beacon facing both east and west
that includes a rapid flashing beacon. The estimated cost- $10,097.

The project would consist of TAPCO rectangular rapid flash solar beacon (RRFB) double sided with push
button activated bollards. The beacons provide greater visibility; ideal for high-speed and multi-lane
pedestrian crossings. The RRFB has produced 80%-90% driver compliance in yielding to pedestrians at
high-risk uncontrolled crossings. The city would also provide pre-empted crossing ahead signage along
with painting the necessary street markings for the crossing. Due to the fact that the trail usage is
primarily late afternoon and evenings and on weekends, we do not anticipate any additional congestion
issues with the traffic on Boyson Road.

The project would also consist of pre-empted crossing ahead signage and paint the necessary street
markings for the crossing along Tower Terrace Road. We would not install an RRFB at this time due to
lower number of traffic.

Both organizations feel so strongly about the trail crossing improvements and creating a safety
mechanism for those who are crossing Boyson Road and Tower Terrace have together pledged up to
$15,000 toward the signalization project.

The city would be the lead on this project and would be reimbursed by the organizations after the work
is completed. The work would be done this coming spring with an estimated total project to cost of
$12.000.00.

Hiawatha Mayor and City Council,

The Linn County Trails Association (LCTA) and the Hawkeye Bicycle Association (HBA) have had
a chance to meet with Kim Downs and Kelly Willadsen to talk about concerns that we have
heard from our respective memberships about the crossing of the Cedar Valley Nature Trail at
Boyson Road. We discussed the current crossing, and how it is both potentially dangerous for
trail users and inefficient for traffic flow on Boyson Road.

In order to alleviate both issues, we proposed the installation of a pedestrian signaled yield
sign, similar to what was installed at the Lindale Drive crossing in Marion for the Grant Wood
(formerly Lindale) trail. The proposal was investigated by the Hiawatha City engineering
department, and a quote was obtained for a rapid flashing beacon and associated signage. The
sales quote, number ETO16-04516 from Tapco Safe Travels, totals $10,907. Additional
signage, prior to the lighted sign at the intersection, on both the trail and the roadway, will also
be necessary.

Because our members feel strongly that this crossing should be improved, the Boards of both
organizations have voted to financially support this project. LCTA has pledged up to $10,000
for the project, and HBA has pledged up to $5,000 for the project. Project costs, up to the
total of $15,000 will be reimbursed to the City by the LCTA after the work has been completed.

We look forward to your approval of this important project, thank you for your consideration
and appreciate the opportunity to work with the City of Hiawatha.

Entities will be allowed to utilizing City-owned properties for their training with advanced request to
the City.

Each Entity agrees that any damage that is done to a Building that prevents the building from being
secured (preventing unauthorized persons from entering the premises) will be repaired by the Entity
responsible for the damage, to a level that is approved by the CRPD to be secure.
