e Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

® Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage that requires engineering review and
approval of proposed plans. Pecks 1** Addition improvements have now started with grading and sewer
construction.

e The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project is now complete.
Final project close-out documents can now be prepared and forwarded to Council for final acceptance.
We did install the lighting dimmers to the intersection to help reduce some of the glare during
nighttime hours. The light intensity is now adjustable, so we will monitor how the lighting levels have
changed and if we see any other issues.

e The work to reconfigure North Center point Road with 3 lanes and bike lanes will be scheduled to start
next spring as a supplemental contract to the existing prime construction contract. Again this is a
painting contract only, so the cold weather prevented us from completing the project this fall.

e The Edgewood Road grading and culvert project is substantially complete. We have been dealing with a
rough roadway surface and patching is planned as a temporary surface during the winter months. We
are working with the Linn County Engineering Department to get this work completed.

e The concrete overlay project for Edgewood Road is planned for next spring. We are now reviewing the
preliminary plans with the County engineering staff to determine the best concept for the finished
roadway surface. The proposed schedule is to bid the project March 6™ and start work in the spring.

e The Tower Terrace Interchange public information meeting was held November 16, 2017 in the
Hiawatha City Hall community center. The lowa DOT conducted the meeting. Approximately 70-80
people attended. The lowa DOT provided concept drawings for the new proposed Tower Terrace /I-
380 Interchange and the new proposed Boyson Road/I-380 interchange. The concepts studied were a





standard diamond interchange or the new diverging diamond interchange design. See attached copies
of the information boards that were supplied at the meeting.

We are preparing the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) application for the funding of the
new Tower Terrace interchange scheduled to start construction in FY22 or possibly FY21. The
application is for $1.0 million of MPO funds to help provide a local match for the project. The total
requested will be $4.0 million, as $1.0 million in 4 consecutive years. The application is due in January.

We held the 4th meeting of the Storm Water Advisory Committee in December. The committee
reviewed the FY19 budget proposal for the monthly storm water fees allowed by Chapter 101 of our
code. This monthly fee is for both residential lots and commercial lots to help offset the ever changing
storm water management regulations we receive for the Department of Natural Resources. The
committee recommendation will be forwarded to Council during the annual budget meetings held in
January. Agendas and minutes of the committee meetings can be found on the website under the
Community Development Department.

Marty explained customers have personal information such as social security numbers and private contact information. This
policy eliminates staff from having to release any personal water customer information to solicitors. Pat White asked if
people could still inquire about water consumption. Marty said the public can ask for water consumption information but
staff would be very vague on the answer not to give our actual dollar amounts.

Discussion on Water Storage
Loren Leach and the Water Board held a discussion on water storage options. Andersen asked if having a mixture of ground
and elevated storage was a benefit.





Leach explained a mixture is a good thing; Marion does both. Elevated provides the same pressure and ground storage varies
in pressure. Leach said we could use ground storage tank to feed the entire system. By varying the volume of storage, you
can keep the water fresh. Leach said the city will need to prepare a report and submit to the DNR that describes the project in
detail; DNR will want to weigh in on the city’s plan.

White questioned whether it was better to shorten the diameter of the tank and build up to keep the capacity. White said the
pictures in the report seem large in diameter. Leach said ground storage tanks are always larger in diameter than they are in
height. Leach stated a high place to build ground storage is most economical.

Leach explained elevated pumps have pumping cost because you have to pump up from the level of the well. With an
elevated tank the well can be set to meet the volume of customer needs. Whereas the ground tanks have to run 100% of the
time. Leach said with a tower there is a maintenance cost with painting and cleaning where a ground tank can be built out of
concrete and the painting cost goes away.

Casady felt the city should weigh in if the tower should have lights since it would be visible from the interstate. Andersen
wondered if the tower should be used to advertise the city since it would be visible from the interstate. Andersen said this
would be something to consider because it would be an additional cost. Leach said towers are no longer required to have
lighting because planes are not supposed to fly below 500 feet.

Leach stated he is working on putting together the cost of construction of tanks to be brought back to the board after the New
Year.

White asked about the cost for maintenance on the towers. Recker said the Water Department budgets about $3,800 per tower
and each one is put on a three-year rotation. Recker said the cost for interior and exterior maintenance is $18,000.

Superintendent’s Report

Marty Recker announced this is Beverly Daws last meeting. Daws has made the decision not to be reappointed. Recker said
City Council will approve the appointment of Carl Ransford on December 20", Recker asked Daws to come back to the
January meeting where staff will present her with a plaque.

Marty Recker discussed the budget packet saying the Water Department has held the budget steady without a lot of increases.
Recker said it is time to expedite the meter exchange program,; the rate study results showed it was time to change out meters
and the Water Department has held off on completing this project and would like to start it now. Recker stated the budget
will be on the agenda for approval in January in order to get it to City Council for their budget meetings.

Recker informed the water board of two water main breaks:
Cress Parkway, 38 houses were out and the water was only shut off for about an hour

Kainz Drive, 8 or 9 houses were out and it took 3 hours of work overnight to complete.

Patrick White moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:39 pm. Troy Andersen seconded. Motion carried.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 63 SPEED
REGULATIONS §63.01 GENERAL (6) SPECIAL SPEED ZONES (A) 25 MPH SPEED ZONES
AND (C) 35 MPH SPEED ZONES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 63 Speed Regulations, Section 63.01 General, (6.) Special Speed Zones of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, Iowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

63.01 GENERAL. Every driver of a motor vehicle on a street shall drive the same at a careful and
prudent speed not greater than nor less than is reasonable and proper, having due regard to the traffic,
surface and width of the street and of any other conditions then existing, and no person shall drive a
vehicle on any street at a speed greater than will permit said driver to bring it to a stop within the assured
clear distance ahead, such driver having the right to assume, however, that all persons using said street
will observe the law.

6. SPECIAL SPEED ZONES.

A. 25 MPH SPEED ZONES. A speed in excess of twenty-five (25) miles per hour
is unlawful on any of the following designated streets or parts thereof.

(1) Stonegate Court from Robins Road to the end of the court;
(2) Twelfth Avenue Court from Boyson Road to Court;
(3) Center Point Road from Willman Street north to Parsons Drive.
G 35 MPH SPEED ZONES. A speed in excess of thirty-five (35) miles per hour
is unlawful on any of the following designated streets or parts thereof.
(1) Blairs Ferry Road from east City limits to west City limits;

(2) Center Point Road from south City limits to Emmens—StreetWillman

Street;

3) North Center Point Road from Emmens-StreetParsons Drive to the north
City limits;

4 Boyson Road from North Center Point Road to Miller Road;
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5 Tower Terrace Road from North Center Point Road to west line of
Section 29-84-7;

(6) Miller Road from Blairs Ferry Road to the north City limits.
SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a
whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.
SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage,

approval and publication as provided by law.

Before you on the agenda is an item to approve the purchase of a Will—Burt Night Scan elevating light tower,
upgrade and repairs for $20,790.56. This money will come from insurance money, and previously budgeted LOSST
funds. Below is bullet pointed information.

1. On November 25, a firefighter was backing fire engine 284 into the station after doing a truck check. He
failed to completely lower the light tower, which is mounted on the roof of the cab. This resulted in the
tower being broken and damage to air conditioner shroud.

2. An accident report was filed and our insurance company has estimated the damages at $17,951.56. Minus
the deductible of $1000, we will receive $16,951.56 to replace the light tower and repair the air conditioner
shroud from the insurance company for this claim.

3. Previously, we budgeted $15,000 in FY-18 Capital Improvement Plan (LOSST dollars) to upgrade the
lighting on this vehicle to LEDs from halogen. LED’s are brighter and more efficient. We have had an
excellent experience with our other light tower. Further, we have had frequent issues with halogen lights
blowing, and having to replace them.

4. The light tower has been totaled by the insurance company for a value of $17,951.56 minus the $1,000
deductible. During the process for replacement, we have an opportunity to upgrade the lights on the tower
to LED and the other repairs to the air conditioner shroud for a cost of $20,790.56. Our portion of that
will be $3,839. The LED upgrade kit that we were going to bring to you prior to the accident is $8,772.
Essentially, the accident saved us $4,933. I should point out that this is only a portion of the LED upgrade
for engine 284, we still have four more lights that we are seeking quotes for replacement at a later date.

Ms. Kudrna, Ms. Downs, and I have been working through this. The insurance adjuster and company are
aware of what we are doing. Should you have any questions, please contact one of us.
