Citizen’s Input

Carl Sefl reported to council on the results of the Get Out the Vote Campaign, a partnership with the City encouraging
citizens to vote during the 2016 presidential election. Sefl said it appears the marketing/branding effort was not a
successful endeavor. Sefl reported there were 1.6% less registered voters, 4.3% fewer people voted, and 200 fewer people
took out absentee ballots compared to the last presidential election.

Sefl said there were 15 absentee ballots dropped off at Hiawatha City Hall and he delivered those to Linn County. Sefl
stated he had five (5) volunteers lined up to drive people to the polls but nobody called for this service.

Sefl continued to state even though the campaign was not a success, the City made a good branding effort.

City Administrator Downs said Mayor Bennett and Downs attended a main street conference in Mason City and during
that conference; they met some people from an lowa economic development group. Downs said the group went on a tour
through Hiawatha and Mayor Bennett, Downs and City Clerk Kornegor met with the development group and two people
from the University of Iowa that do planning. Downs stated the meeting was very beneficial and the economic
development group and University of Iowa representatives provided some recommendations for developing the town
center area. Downs will prepare a report to council with these recommendations.

e  Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

e Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, rezoning
requests, and citizen requests.

e Construction is complete for the year on the R&S Addition on the north end on the newly
constructed Industrial Avenue. Minor work remains to be completed spring of 2017

e Ricklefs Excavating Inc. from Anamosa is complete with the construction of the sewer and
water main extension to the newly annexed area along Edgewood Road between Fitzroy Road
and County Home Road. We still need the operation manuals, warranty information, and lien
waivers from the contractor and final documents in order for the Council to accept the
project.

e The Phase | of the North Center Point/Emmons/Robins intersection with Ricklefs Excavating is
complete. The punch list items are complete. Final documentation is being prepared in order
for the Council to accept the project next month.

e Rathje Construction Inc. from Marion lowa has completed the reconstruction on North Center
Point Road and Fisher Street in included in Phase Il of the North Center Point Road/Emmons
Street/Robins Road project. All work has been suspended for the winter.

e Alliant Energy has a contractor in the area and has all the power lines lowered into the
franchise utility trench constructed under our Phase | contract. We are now waiting on the
other utilities, IMON, Windstream, and Century Link to do their work.





We have started design of the Boyson Road Interchange interim improvement project. The
proposal we prepared was sent to the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) for approval.
We are waiting to hear back from them.

The Boyson Trail Extension Project is complete. Final documents are being prepared in order
for the Council to accept this project.

Hiawatha is the lead agency to submit the funding request for the Tower Terrace Interchange
local match. The applications are due in January. The local agencies pledged $5 million to the
almost $20 million project, $4 million from the Corridor Metropolitan Planning Organization
and $1 million from all the local agencies. We are working with the other local agencies as we
prepare the application.

Hiawatha is the lead agency to submit the funding request for the Tower Terrace Interchange local
match.

The Corridor MPO has put out a request for funding applications for FY 2021. As
requested by City Staff, we are working on putting together an application requesting
$1,000,000 in Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG, formerly STP) funding to go
towards this project. As a requirement for this application, the City Council must pass a
resolution that authorizes submittal of the application and commits the City to funding
the local match portion of the project. The minimum local match is 20%, which equates
to $200,000. If approved by the Council, the next City CIP should include a line item for
the Tower Terrace Road Interchange in FY 2021 in the amount of $200,000 (or greater).
Please note that submitting this application does not commit the City to funding any
portion of this project if the application is not approved for funding.

City Staff has met with representatives of other jurisdictions that have verbally
committed fund a portion of the project. The intent is to secure $4M in funding through
STBG, with an additional $1M in local funding from all member jurisdictions. The most
recent cost estimate for the project that | have seen is $19.9M. The DOT will be
responsible for funding the remaining portion of the project.

We, hereby, recommend City acceptance of the enclosed resolution authorizing
application to CMPO for regional transportation funds and committing to provide local
matching funds.
