Attached is the staustcal data for June 2016. Behind each monthly report, T attached the 6 month report, for those of you
who enjoy statistics, for the first half of 2016. We are running almost even with last year, but the last few months have been
busy. As you recall we were down about 9% at the end of May, and are now only behind about 1%

This happened in July, but I'm including now as you are paying the bill tonight. Engine 284, our youngest pumper (2009
with a2 Detroit Diesel engine) began having issues about three weeks ago. We noticed some issues with a check engine light,
and antifreeze. Then we started having issues with regen- the process of clearing the emissions system. Finally, we had nearly
all the engine lights alarming off and on. The problem would clear then return sporadically.

We took the truck to Interstate Power, which is the Detroit repair shop. Initially they told us that it was a blown head
gasket. However, they also said that it was very small issue and we could have the truck back over the weckend. 1 elected not
to do that from a safety aspect. Then, they called us several days later and said that it was a “cracked cylinder head”. The
truck has been repaired and is back in service. The head was replaced, and a valve that was clogged, causing the regen issue,
has been cleared. The total cost was about $6,500. We do build one major cvent into the vehicle repair budget, and my budget
will cover that, as long as we don’t get another major repair this year on the fire side.

In my last report, I mentioned that the small rescue, 281, was at Junge for an oil leak. That leak is repaired and back in
service. The positive side, they did it as a warrantee so there was no charge.

We stll have one pumper...the oldest, that is in need of pump repairs. Since it’s a reserve truck the mechanic has placed
it on a lower priority. He has several small departments that have their main unit out of service. This left me with 1 pumper
and 1 ladder truck for a while this month. It’s a reminder to me to keep that oldest engine’s replacement in front of you at
CIP ume, and also the importance of having that reserve fire engine.

The new ambulance is in service and on the streets. Since all three ambulances (intentionally) look the same (I'm into
brand recognition) the easiest way for you to recognize the new ambulance is that it 1s unit M16 (medic, 2016) or, from behind
the whole back of the unit has red and yellow chevrons, in compliance with safety standards. I've been asked about the
chevrons, and it makes the vehicle much more visible from behind. We've been adding them to the vehicles over the last few
years,

June was a slow month administratively; T spent two weeks on vacauon. As normal, Deputy Chief Powers and the crew
did a great job of keeping things together. We did not have training during the month as we take that off for summer

vacauons. The crews did continue to do training on their own, and we also ran some drills with them individually.
