Insurance Services Office (I1SO) Insurance Rating-

ISO is an insurer-supported organization with the primary mission of providing advisory insurance
underwriting and rating information to insurers. Insurers may have adopted, or may be in the process of
adopting, an ISO insurance rating program that provides rating credits to individual property insurance
policies in recognition of community efforts to mitigate property damage due to natural disasters. 15O
program applies credits to new construction within Hiawatha that has been issued a Certificate of Occupancy
in the year 2016 and forward.

ISO grades the city’s effectiveness in our building codes, comprehensive plans and determines our
compliance with the state and local law and/or for making property/casualty loss prevention and life safety.
Building code enforcement can have a major influence on the economic well-being of a municipality and the
safety of its citizens. ISO collects information on our communities building code adoption and enforcement
services, analyzes the data, and assigns a building code effectiveness classification ranging from 1-10. Class 1
represents exemplary commitment to building code effectiveness. Municipalizes with well-enforced, up-to-
date codes demonstrate better loss experience, and their citizens’ insurance rates can reflect that.





The report can help us evaluate our community’s building code enforcement services utilizing benchmarking
data collected throughout the country. The survey conducted has resulted in BCEGS class of 4 for 1 and 2
family dwellings and a class 4 for all other construction.

Areas of continued improvement consist of additional training, certification, field inspection, existing staffing.
There are situations encountered by plan reviewers and inspectors dictated their need for continuing
education. Hiawatha ranks at 14.95%-17% with others as high as 39.29% when it comes to certifications. We
did excel in benchmarking the building codes. Hiawatha has been diligent when it comes to making
appropriate changes to the code and its adoption. We have room for improvement in the certification area.
We have been working over the past three years to promote certifications and training but it takes time to
prepare for testing and then to gain the certification. We have come a long way with certifications part of our
slow down as been due to staff turnover. The recommendation also suggest we need additional staff, but we
have yet to determine the necessity of that due to budget constraints. Often administrators and building
officials are asked how many inspectors and plan reviewers does a city need to supply the desired level of
service to their communities. According to ISO the benchmark calculating staffing levels are determined by
the following:

e 10 inspections per day per full time inspector
e 1 commercial plan review per day per full time reviewer
e 2residential plan review per day per full time plan reviewer

These are average numbers of the entire department over the course of a year. Some inspectors because of
the type of work they are assigned will exceed these benchmarks while others will not be able to reach them,
the same is true of plan reviewers.

Overall our Community Development Department has been very successful in its work as a department and
continues to work on their goals to meet state certification requirements in electrical along with future
plumbing, mechanical and building licensure.

Legislative Session-

The Legislative Session is complete with no real harm to the cities. We had some favorable open meetings bill
passed, city clerk’s now have a process to accept election papers, a few technical bills that were favorable to
us passed, and TIF was on the debate calendar but dropped because of cities calling their legislators
explaining the effects of the bill that provided additional limitations to the use of TIF.

Embuillent-

Embuillent is getting closer in completing their proposal that includes a project phasing plan, timeline, cost,
and potential jobs. They also need to provide the cost of infrastructure improvements. The goal is to get the
value of the project close or above fair market value. Cindy and | will work with our bonding attorney to
create a timeline the will guide us through the necessary notification when city property is sold.

North Center Point Road/Emmons Street/Robins Road Project-

The buildings are down and utility work is started with Mid American first. You may have noticed the staking
is done and potholing has begun up and down all sides of the areas streets. Utility work will be completed by
fall and a section of North Center Point Road (Phase 2/5) will be constructed. Phase 2/5 begins just after the
north side of the Lantern’s access north to Banacom'’s access (see attached document). This phase does
include Fisher Street’s access. The engineers estimate of cost for Phase 2/5 is $461,000 plus engineering cost.





Corridor Metropolitan Transit Study-

I have sat in the Corridor Metropolitan Transit Study discussions that you may have read or heard about
through the Gazette. Has far as the two routes (5B & 6) that run through Hiawatha they remain intact with
no variation other than to add additional times. The Cedar Rapids Transit runs 12 routes of those routes each
were studied for their effectiveness in their designated areas. The top six routes carry 58% of all trips. Both of
our routes are included in the top six. Route 5B is overcrowded and will be considered for additional runs
throughout the day.

The existing systems hours are 66,808 with a maximum of 80,492. With recommended changes hours would
increase to 162,848 over a 15-20 year period. The consultant also discussed needed levy increases and to
begin charging for Sundays to maintain the current busing system. The transit system levy today is .95 cents
and needs to increase to $1.34 per thousand to equal the transit systems expenses currently provided today.
Currently the city of Hiawatha does not levy for this service. We are paying for this service out of our general
fund and are not able to fill the gap at this point due to budget constraints along with maintaining our
current levy rate.

Employee Harassment-

Often you hear of sexual and workplace violence amongst employees but more often than not we are now seeing
our staff being harassed within our workplace by our citizens not only during scheduled work time but after hours
as well. | am surprised to learn how often staff is confronted with unhappy citizens and are verbally attacked, often
inappropriate comments are made. | have been in city government for almost 16 years and have not seen the type
of harassment that | have seen in the past year. Is it due to the times and people becoming more frustrated with
government as a whole.

We take every situation seriously and address the issue when we can appropriately and legally effect the situation
in behalf of our city staff. We have provided difficult conversation training over the years and will continue to
expand on this type of training.

Road work begins May 13 on Tower Terrace Road and Edgewood Road

LINN COUNTY, IA— On May 11 2016 - the paving project was scheduled to begin Friday, May 13 on two
intersecting roads in Linn County: Tower Terrace Road from Milburn Road east two miles to N. Center Point
Road and on Edgewood Road from Andrew’s Christian Academy south to Tower Terrace Road.

Both roads will remain open to traffic, but one lane will be closed and traffic will be controlled by flaggers
and a pilot car. Traffic should expect delays. The project is expected to take approximately one week for

completion.

The project consists of a 3-inch asphalt overlay on Tower Terrace Road and Edgewood Road. The project was
awarded to L.L. Pelling of North Liberty, lowa.

2016 lowa Smart Conference-

Mayor Bennet and | attend the 2016 lowa Smart Conference on April 28 in Des Moines. The conference
focused on Building the 21° Century Economy in lowa, Quest to become a magnet for skilled workers, and
local public funding (primarily TIF).

Debi Durham, director, lowa Economic Development Authority spoke about focusing on what we do well and
development upon those strengths. lowa is the home of several top finance and insurance companies. There
is strong growth in this area with 16 new companies entering into lowa’s markets since 2011. lowa is a global
accelerator. Advanced manufacturing is 19% of lowa GDP; we will see this soften because of the downsize of
agriculture. Advanced manufacturing is $31.9B of lowa gross state product. lowa is sticking money into





technology advancement considering lowa possess the world’s largest 3D printer owned by Cedar Valley
Tech Works. lowa is not seeing a lot of job growth but will see a lot of retention. lowa continues to focus on
bio-fuels; 27% of the production is in lowa with 47,000 jobs retained in this field. lowa created bioscience
renewable tax credits and we are the first to create such an incentive program encouraging production.

Kelly Kornegor, City Clerk
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The Hiawatha City Council met in a work session in the Multi-Purpose Room on the lower level of City Hall on April 18,
2016. Mayor Bill Bennett called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. Council members present: Marty Bruns, Bob Rampulla,
Aime Wichtendahl, Dennis Norton and Dick Olson. Staff present: City Administrator Kim Downs, City Attorney Mark
Parmenter and City Engineer John Bender. Guest: Matt Johnson from Hall and Hall Engineers.

Wichtendahl moved the approval of the agenda, seconded by Bruns. Motion carried.

Presentation by Matt Johnson of Hall and Hall Engineers — Boyson Road / North Center Point Road Intersection
Traffic Signals / Traffic Flow Study

Matt Johnson of Hall and Hall Engineers presented results of engineering analysis of the operational problems and
potential improvement alternatives along Boyson Road between North Center Point Road and the I-380 Interchange ramp.

Issues Identified by Engineering:

North Bound I-380 Ramps
e Vehicle queues for westbound traffic consistently exceed storage capacity available and back up into the North
Center Point Road Intersection.
e Vehicle queues of north bound traffic frequently extended down the ramp. Many vehicles wanting into the left
turn lane at North Center Point Road and this lane frequently exceeds available storage.
e Signal timing does not appear to allow for the most efficient use of green time for westbound traffic approaching
from the North Center Point Road intersection.

North Center Point Road
e Long vehicle queues noted for southbound right turn lane especially in the evening peak hour and the west bound
through lane. This is a function of not having sufficient storage capacity for westbound traffic at the I-380
northbound ramp intersection.
e Vehicle queue lengths for east bound turn lanes frequently exceed the available storage capacity.

Johnson identified the biggest problem is the lack of vehicle storage space between the North Center Point Road and north
bound 1-380 ramp intersections. Through field signal timing, engineering noticed the two signals do not appear to be
operating on the same cycle length, causing inefficient use of green times at the northbound ramp intersection. The signals
are running on a coordinated timing plan during the moming and evening hours, which should promote the most efficient
operation. However, it appears the two intersections may be running different coordination plans.

Johnson made the following recommendations for improving operations at the intersection of Boyson Road and North
Center Point Road as follows:

Engineering Recommendations:

1. Hire a qualified traffic signal technician to program signals and coordination timing plan. Technician should
review capabilities of the existing traffic signal equipment and note exactly which upgrades would be needed
and/or desirable in order to implement the proposed coordination timing plan.

2. Upon approval from the lowa Department of Transportation (DOT), proceed with design and construction of
improvements including modifying the right turn only lane into a shared through right turn lane and widening the
pavement west of the north bound ramp intersection to support two through lanes of traffic. The widening area is
limited by the existing bridge and guardrail. The existing painted median would be used as a dedicated westbound
left turn lane at the approach to the I-380 southbound ramp intersection. To further improve the west bound traffic
flow, engineering recommends repurposing the west bound right turn lane at the North Center Point Road
intersection as a shared through right turn lane. This will allow more vehicles to queue up and get through the
intersection quicker during the green light phase. Construction cost estimate for these improvements including
traffic signals upgrades, restriping, embankment construction, and minor pavement widening is $115,000.00. This
construction would require relocation of an existing traffic signal mast arm and an overhead utility line and may
require relocation of some storm sewer. Improvements would require permission from and coordination with the
DOT since the DOT maintains jurisdiction of the [-380 ramps.
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3. Correct wiring for pedestrian pushbutton calls on the north and south legs of the North Center Point Road
Intersection.

City Administrator Downs said council allocated funding in the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for the construction of
improvements to temporarily alleviate some of the traffic issues at the Boyson Road / North Center Point Road
Intersection, while waiting on the construction of the Tower Terrace Road Interchange.

City Engineer Bender stated the next step is meeting with the DOT to get their approval. Downs added the DOT has
funding in the next year or two to help alleviate traffic on the 1-380 off ramp at Boyson Road by extending the ramps
storage area; city staff will ask the DOT about funding during the meeting. Johnson said DOT concern is generally
focused on getting traffic off the interstate; they tend not to be so concerned about local streets.

Tower Terrace Road Interchange Meeting Update
City Administrator Downs gave an update on the Tower Terrace Road Interchange meeting with Iowa DOT Director Paul
Trombino and local DOT District Engineer Jim Schnoebelen, held on April 8, 2016 as follows:

Overall, there was a good turnout including Mayor’s of Hiawatha, Marion, Robins and Cedar Rapids, Marion and
Hiawatha city administrators, Linn County Supervisor Brent Oleson, Robins engineer, Hiawatha engineer, Cedar Rapids
planner, and Senator Liz Mathis. Everyone in attendance was very positive and impressed and all felt the meeting was
very beneficial. Liz Mathis was great in getting Trombino to Hiawatha. There is metro support of the Tower Terrace Road
Interchange project and partnership at the Metro Planning Organization (MPO) level, as this is a multi-jurisdictional
project. In order to get the Tower Terrace Road Interchange project into the five-year DOT project program, the metro
cities of Marion, Cedar Rapids, Robins and Hiawatha need a set schedule of when each community would be ready to
fund the project. The metro cities will need to work with Robins because Robins has two bridges in their jurisdiction and
cannot afford to pay for the improvements necessary to complete the project.

The cost for the Tower Terrace Road Interchange project is approximately $15 - $20 million depending on when the
construction takes place. The DOT did not have any issues with this cost; DOT concern was determining where the metro
communities are at in regards to funding the project. Trombino confirmed there will be a third Interchange Justification
Report (IJR) before the project can continue, but the environmental study will be completed in conjunction with the IJR,
reducing the time it takes to complete both studies by one year. The IJR is scheduled for completion by the end of 2018. If
everything goes as planned the Tower Terrace Road Interchange Project will go out for bid letting in FY 2020-2021.

Trombino offered DOT assistance in providing funding towards the improvements to the Boyson Road / North Center
Point Road Intersection to help temporarily alleviate some of the traffic issues with the 1-380 Boyson Road off ramp in the
interim. Trombino said the DOT would look into widening the Boyson Road off ramp in the next year or two to provide
additional storage on the interstate ramp. Trombino also suggested Hiawatha should discuss the traffic signal issues with
the DOT for the possibility of funding assistance.

Edgewood Road Overlay Project

City Engineer Bender discussed the plans for the Edgewood Road Overlay Project. Bender stated this project is a joint
project with Linn County and Cedar Rapids and Hiawatha’s portion includes a 4,227 foot section of eight inch concrete
paving, 3,649 foot section of eight inch concrete paving and a 176 foot section of three inch asphalt paving; total cost for
Hiawatha’s portion is $406,895. Bender said council approved $400,000 of funding in the CIP for Fiscal Year 2018, to
complete the Edgewood Road Overlay Project; funding would need to increase a bit to cover the total cost.

Bender also provided Hiawatha’s portion of cost to construct a pavement overlay project on Tower Terrace Road. Tower
Terrace Road Overlay Project would also be a joint project with Linn County and Cedar Rapids and Hiawatha’s portion
includes a 475 foot section of three inch asphalt; total cost for Hiawatha portion is $9,500.

Bender added there are currently culverts under the road and those will need to be surveyed. Bender said most are
corrugated metal and there may be cost share on the culverts if needed. Bender stated Hiawatha has an agreement to
sealcoat every year and this would no longer be necessary once the overlay project is completed. Bender said the
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Edgewood Overlay Project and Tower Terrace Road Overlay Project would require a 28E Agreement with Linn County
and Cedar Rapids; the agreement will be approved at a regular council meeting.

CN Railroad Update

City Administrator Downs gave an update on the CN Railroad. Downs said there are trash cans and benches along 4"
Avenue that are located on railroad property and the railroad said the city needs to move those unless we enter into a
multi-use agreement. Staff is working with the railroad to put together a draft Multi-Use Agreement to allow extension of
the sidewalk down to Blairs Ferry Road as people are using the sidewalk today. Downs informed council the city needs a
$10 million insurance policy as part of the agreement and staff will make this increase to the city policy as soon as
possible.

Downs added some of the 4" Avenue property owners have gardens and sheds on railroad property and city staff has
requested the railroad notify these folks as the city plans to extend the sidewalk in the near future; staff is still waiting to
hear back on the changes to the document.

Downs mentioned the railroad crossing on Robins Road and the cost to upgrade the crossing from timber to rubber is
$42,000. Downs said staff may bring this to council for approval as rubber is a smoother surface than timber with a 20-25
year life span.

28E Annexation Agreement with Robins

City Administrator Downs explained Hiawatha has an existing annexation agreement with Robins and the agreement is
nearing expiration. Downs and Mayor Bennett met with Mayor Hinz from Robins to discuss a continuation of the 10-year
annexation agreement with no boundary limit to the north.

Downs said she has some concerns on the proper way to handle county parcels split by the interstate. Hiawatha has been
in discussions with Interstate Power and Light Company (ITC) to clean up territory lines along the interstate as requested
by the state board during our last annexation approval. Downs stated after speaking with Mayor Hinz, there appears to be
some push back from Mayor Hinz on allowing Hiawatha to annex the ITC parcel to clear up the boundary lines.

City Attorney Parmenter explained if Hiawatha allows the current annexation agreement to expire, Hiawatha might run
the risk of Robins jumping over the interstate. Council Member Wichtendahl asked if there was a way to put a provision
in the agreement to annex only the parcels the city wants. Parmenter confirmed the city could exclude certain properties.

Council Member Olson said if the city allows the agreement to expire and there is a change in Robins officials, the new
officials may not want to comply; Hiawatha needs to maintain the east and west sides of the interstate. Downs added what
makes sense for Hiawatha is going the same direction as the water and sewer location and to the west.

Council Member Olson suggested rewriting the agreement with exclusions to avoid risk of being landlocked. City Council
members were in agreement to renew the annexation agreement for an additional 10-year period.

Electric Franchise Agreement with REC

City Administrator Downs explained Hiawatha does not currently have a franchise agreement with Linn County Rural
Electric Cooperative Association (REC). City Council is currently in the process of approving a 3% franchise fee with
Alliant Energy and MidAmerican Energy but the difference is Hiawatha already had a franchise agreement with these two
utilities.

Downs said there will be an item on the April 20 agenda to set a public hearing date to adopt a Revenue Purpose
Statement to begin the process of amending the Code of Ordinances to add a chapter to establish an electric franchise with
REC. Downs noted there are currently 650 people in REC territory including businesses such as Windstream and CCB
Packaging. A 3% franchise fee with REC will generate approximately $40,000 in additional revenue for the city.
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Council Liaison / Council Meet and Greet
City Administrator Downs spoke to council about the liaison program stating that Council Member Norton is currently
assigned to the Planning and Zoning Commission and Council Member Bruns is assigned to the Library Board.

Mayor Bennett assigned Council Member Wichtendahl to the Parks and Recreation Commission, Council Member
Rampulla to the Water Board and Council Member Olson to Fire and Ambulance.

City Clerk Kornegor spoke to council about the Council Meet and Greet program. Kornegor said in past years, staff has
set up dates for council to visit the different city departments and invited the public to attend. Kornegor explained the city
has not received a very good turn out to these events and generally, there are only a couple of people in attendance.

Kornegor said Downs and Kornegor discussed having city council attend one of the farmer’s markets to see if there would
be a better response from the public. Kormnegor suggested setting up a tent and tables at the event where council and
possibly members of city staff would be on hand to answer questions and speak to the public. City Council members were
in agreement to choosing a date on Wednesday evening or on a Sunday to hold a Council Meet and Greet at the farmer’s
market.

2016 Mosquito Control Services

Kornegor explained city staff went out for bids for mosquito control services for the 2016 season; two bids were received,
one from Mosquito Control of Iowa and one from Mosquito Squad. Kornegor said council would be approving the award
of contract for mosquito control services on April 20, during the regular meeting.

Komegor said staff did some research to determine if the mosquito control services could be done in house by city staff
currently holding pesticide licenses; city staff could do the work, but on a much smaller level than city wide services
provided in past years by Mosquito Control. Kornegor referred to information that was included in the council packet
where Komnegor prepared a memo detailing the services offered by both Mosquito Control of lowa and Mosquito Squad,
as well as information about city staff performing the mosquito spraying in the parks.

Kornegor added if council makes the decision to have city staff perform the spraying in the parks using the tractor, the
recommendation is to implement this change beginning in 2017. Staff is not prepared to take on mosquito spraying this
year as they need time to determine what chemicals would be required as well as put together a plan to be able to fit the
mosquito control spraying into their daily work schedule, while trying to coordinate work with the parks seasonal
employees.

City Council did not have any questions on mosquito control.

There being no further discussion, Rampulla moved to adjourn at 7:00 P.M., second by Wichtendahl. Motion carried.

e Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

e Working with the Community Development Department to review building construction,
rezoning requests, site plan review, and citizen requests.

o Construction is underway on the Dell Ridge Phase Il plat and Heritage Green 12™ Addition.

® Construction has continued on the 2015 Sewer and Water Extension project to the newly
annexed area. Ricklefs Excavating has now installed most all the pressure line and the water
main extension. Work is now beginning on the gravity main north of Fitzroy. The completion
date of the entire project is still anticipated for late summer 2016.

e The Industrial Avenue RISE project with Horsfield Construction Inc. from Epworth lowa is now
essentially complete. All that remains will be seeding and clean up items identified in the
punch list. This project has gone very well.

e Shive Hattery Engineers and Architects have prepared the bid package for Phase | of the
NCPR/Emmons/Robins Road Intersection that also includes the construction of Oak Street.
This project was awarded to Ricklefs Excavating of Anamosa with construction to start in June.

The steering committee is now reviewing the Phase Il check plans for the new street paving,
street lights, and traffic signals. The proposed schedule is to hold the public hearing on the
plans, specifications, estimate of cost, and form of contract at the June 1% Council meeting.
Bidding is scheduled for June 28™. The Council can then approve a construction contract at
the first meeting in July.





The Joint asphalt project on Tower Terrace Road has started. Linn County is the contracting
agency with our share of cost approximately $95,000.00. The project most likely will be
completed in less than 2 weeks.

Conducted meetings with the DOT and other surrounding cites regarding the future Tower
Terrace interchange. The meetings were very productive in developing a plan for funding
options to move the construction up on the DOT 5-year plan.

Attended several meetings of the Corridor Metropolitan Planning Organization regarding the
proposed 2020 funding allocation. Many discussions regarding the TTAC committee
recommendation to fund the Highway 100/80"™ Street ramps rather than the top scored
project of Boyson Road from Hawkeye Drive to Robins Road.

Consider Resolution for Reimbursement to the City for Water Main Replacement at the Intersection of Emmons
St., N Center Point Rd., and Robins Rd. Phase I Improvements

Carl Ransford started a discussion of the work that will be done at the intersection of Emmons St., N. Center Point Rd. &
Robins Rd. He explained that this is Phase I of the intersection project and that we are not included in Phase II of the
project. The City will be moving the intersection and if we don’t move the water main, it will be right under the new
intersection. We don’t want to have our water main directly under the new intersection because there would be a lot of
cement work, not to mention the cement work that is proposed in this area will be colored. The Water Department doesn’t
want to replace that much cement, and colored cement, if we would have a main break. So the best option is to replace
the water main while the street is torn up.

The initial cost of the Water Department’s portion of the project has gone up as the engineering estimates are outdated.
The City has committed to putting $165,000.00 of LOSST funds towards this project, but the project cost has gone up to
$272,265.00. The City is asking for the Water Department to pay for the difference of $107,265.00 plus the cost of the
additional engineering estimate costs of $67,735.00 for the water portion. This is a total reimbursement cost of
$175,000.00 to the City.

The board held a discussion about the cost of the project along with why the costs had gone up and the reasoning for the
project. The board agreed the water main does need to be moved and agreed with paying the $175,000.00. The board
wanted the line, not to exceed $175,000.00, added to the resolution as they do not want to pay more than that amount.

Troy Andersen made a motion to approve Resolution 4-16 Reimbursement to the City for Water Main Replacement at the
Intersection of Emmons St., N. Center Point Rd. and Robins Rd. Phase I Improvements. Patrick White seconded motion.

Budget Work Session Minutes January 25, 2016 Page 1

Hiawatha City Council met in a budget work session on January 25, 2016 in Conference Room D. Mayor Bennett called
the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. Council Members Present: Marty Bruns, Dick Olson, Dennis Norton, Aime
Wichtendahl, and Bob Rampulla. Staff present: City Administrator, Kim Downs and Finance Director, Cindy Kudrmna.
Guests: None.

Rampulla moved the approval of the agenda, second by Bruns. Motion carried.

FY 2016-2017 Budget Review

Finance Director Kudrna noted a 1.68% growth in General Fund revenue numbers from Linn County; this amounts to
$144,000.00 more revenue in the General Fund compared to last year. Kudrna said the debt service payments increased
$287,148 from last year; this is principal payments due on borrowed money and includes 2016 General Obligation Bonds.
Expenses increased by $147,339 from last year due to outside agency requests and the addition of a 3% merit increase.

Kudrna stated in order to keep the levy rate the same as last year at 15.40, Kudrna prepared two (2) options for preparing
the FY 2016-2017 Budget. One option includes General Fund Levy amounts for Operations and Maintenance publicly
owned Transit in the amount of $83,160 and Liability, Property and Self Insurance Costs in the amount of $109,000.
Liability insurance covers City vehicles and property and the transit line item applies to Hiawatha’s portion of payment to
the Cedar Rapids Transit for bus services in the City. If these items are left in the General Fund, the levy rate increases to
16.23937. Kudrna explained Cedar Rapids Transit increased their rates by the standard 10% annual increase; this adds
$0.24 increase to the levy rate and liability insurance adds $0.32. Kudrna stated there is a $250,000 shortfall in the
General Fund and a $410,000 shortfall in the overall budget; need to come up with additional funding to cover this.

Mayor Bennett asked if the City could self insure the liability insurance instead of levying. Council Member Bruns
explained everyone assumes the City has deep pockets and the liability insurance is there for lawsuits. Council Member
Rampulla added the City does not have the ability to cover the cost of an accident to a large vehicle like a fire truck. Bruns
inquired if the City needs to include insurance coverage for the total fleet. Kudrna gave an example of an incident with a
City truck where the snow blade was bent and the cost to fix it was $4,000. Kudrna said there is no contingency fund to
pay for these kinds of incidents. Rampulla added the City has a fixed income; cannot write these items off,

Council Member Rampulla suggested using the 1% sales tax as a way to reduce the levy rate. Staff noted Local Option
Sales and Service Tax (LOSST) is not traditionally used for operating expenses due to its short term.

City Administrator Downs noted Linn County Dispatch is requesting additional funding in the amount of $150,000.
Downs said the City has no intention of funding $150,000 right off the bat for dispatch without knowing what the other
cities are paying per capita. Downs noted instead $50,000 has been built in to the Police Department Budget to be applied
toward the funding request for Linn County Dispatch. Downs stated the goal is to pay no more than $50,000 or not at all.

Kudrna stated Linn County Solid Waste requested additional funding in the amount of $13,000 to help fund their
recycling center; Hiawatha used to get community credit each year in the amount of $6,500 and Linn County has
eliminated this credit. Staff decided not to grant the additional funding request to Linn County Solid Waste because the
City does not contract with the garbage haulers; residents have to contract on their own for garbage and recycling pick-up.
The haulers will need to collect the funding gap on their end.

Kudrna added the sale of the Oakbrook property is not included in the budget; the money from this sale of property will
be used to pay off debt. Kudrna said there is an additional revenue source in the budget due to $14,350 in funding to the
Hiawatha Library from the City of Alburnett.

Council Member Norton mentioned the shortfall in the General Fund and asked for staff recommendations on filling the
gap. Kudma said the General Fund Reserve balance is currently at 19% of expenditures and in the past, council expressed
the desire to stay between 20-25% of expenditures.

Council Member Rampulla asked about implementing a utility franchise tax. City Administrator Downs provided some
information on the research she conducted on the franchise tax as follows:

Hiawatha currently does not charge a franchise fee on electric or gas. If the City imposes a 2% franchise tax this would
equal approximately $79,000, 5% franchise tax is approximately $396,000 in additional revenue for the City. Current
franchise tax charged by metro cities: Cedar Rapids 2% electric and 2% gas, Center Point 1% electric and 1% gas and
Central City 1% electric and 1% gas. Cedar Rapids is in the process of increasing to 3%.

The first 1% has to be applied to Local Option Sales and Service Tax (LOSST) dollars so in order to make the franchise
fee worthwhile, the City would need to charge at least 2%. The City does not have a franchise with REC; this would have
to go on the election ballot for vote in the future.

Council members directed staff to move forward with the necessary steps to impose a 3% franchise tax to cover the
budget shortfall. Council Member Rampulla suggested coupling the franchise tax with LOSST funds. Council Member
Bruns said LOSST funds would simply kick the can down the road. Downs said she would prepare a 2%, 3% and 5%
franchise tax for council review.

Downs noted the 8/10 levy limit has been in tact since 1979 with no adjustments. Council Member Bruns added it does
not help that the state is giving away all the local municipalities’ income. Council Member Olson said the City simply
does not have the revenue stream.

Kudrna informed council there is $270,000 in LOSST funds that is not committed to anything. Council Member Rampulla
said use LOSST as a last resort if it is appropriate based on the referendum.

Downs added if the City implements the franchise fee, the General Fund reserves will be at the appropriate level.
Other Budget Related Discussion -

Council and staff held discussion on the sanitary and storm sewer rates. Kudrna said the results of the study conducted last
year showed the rates are right where they should be. Kudma stated the City continues to make payments to Cedar Rapids
for wastewater treatment. The current rates are maintaining the level of service and therefore, Kudrna recommended no
change in sanitary sewer rates.

Kudrna informed council the last time council reviewed storm water rates was 2013. Current rates are $2.25 for residential
and $3.50 for commercial, generating $109,920 in revenue per year. Kudrna suggested looking at the rates annually.

Kudrna presented council with options of increasing the storm sewer monthly rate by $.25 or $.50. Increasing the rate by
$.25 equals $122,644 annually and $.50 increase equals $135,408 annually. Kudrna stated the last increase was $.50 and
rate increases generally go into effect on July 1.

Council Member Olson said he has no problem with a $.50 increase in the storm sewer rates. Kudrna stated the City is a
member of the lowa Rural Water Association and this agency conducts rate studies for its members for free. Kudrna
contacted Jowa Rural Water to do a study on the storm sewer side.

Downs suggested setting a rate increment to have something in place for future years. Council directed staff to insert a
$.50 storm sewer rate increase into the budget with projections for future years.

There being no further discussion. Bob Rampulla moved to adjourn at 7:00 p.m., second by Aime Wichtendahl. Motion
carried.

SECTION 1. Section 101.03 Rates of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha,
lowa, 1996, is hereby amended and adopted by adding the following:

101.03  RATES. The rates for the operation and maintenance of the storm water
management facilities shall be collected by imposing a monthly rate on every City water
meter, and on every residence, apartment and dwelling unit in mobile home parks. A
monthly rate of three four dollars and fifty cents ($34.50) shall be collected on every
business, commercial and industrial City water meter. A monthly rate of two dollars and
twentyseventy-five cents ($2.2575) shall be collected on every residence, apartment and
dwelling unit in mobile home parks. The rates shall be billed and collected in the same
manner as water service rates. The Council shall have the authority to establish different
monthly rates for different classifications of City water meters.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this
ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect
the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect beginning July 1,

2016 for the August 2016 water billing from and after its final passage, approval and
publication as provided by law.

Description: The owner of 1195 Boyson Road would like to purchase the City owned ROW designated as

Langston Drive. The ROW was planned as an access to this property, the lot south of Langston
and the adjacent properties east of 1195 Boyson. The ROW also contains utilities.

Report: City Code Chapter 137 describes the process for vacation approval.

137.04 FINDINGS REQUIRED. No street, alley, portion thereof or any public grounds shall be vacated unless
the Council finds that:
1. Public Use. The street, alley, portion thereof or any public ground proposed to be vacated is not
needed for  the use of the public, and therefore, its maintenance at public expense is no longer justified.
2. Abutting Property. The proposed vacation will not deny owners of property abutting on the street or
alley reasonable access to their property.
The City of Hiawatha currently has no need to maintain Langston Drive as a ROW however it could serve as a permanent
utility easement and as an access easement to adjacent undeveloped property. The requester owns the only developed
property served by this road. It also serves as one of three potential accesses to adjacent undeveloped property to the east.
If Langston is vacated the two remaining access points to the undeveloped land; located on Boyson Road and 10" Street
respectively, should be adequate for the development of the adjacent property according to the City Engineer.

The only other public purpose within Langston Drive is the location of utilities. The utilities could be maintained in their
present location as long as the vacated ROW is designated as an access and utility easement.

If Langston Drive is vacated, sold and designated as an access easement and utility easement the maintenance of the
property would become the responsibility of the new owner. The owner would be allowed to develop parking upon the
easement but could never build a structure on the easement or block access.

The requester is the owner of 1195 Boyson and the owner of the lot south of Langston Drive. These are the only two
presently developed lots served by Langston Drive. He is requesting the vacation in order to create a safer crossing from
the parking lot to the medical facility at 1195 Boyson and to provide better access for the ambulance route through the lot.
The vacation would assure additional safety for pedestrians crossing Langston as it would not be used for through traffic.

Recommendation: We have completed the research as indicated and find that this land is not needed for City of
Hiawatha ROW and the vacation does not deny adjacent property owners access to their property. The Planning and
Zoning Commission has recommended approval of the request by a vote of 4 to 3.

Community Development supports the recommendation to vacate Langston Drive as long as a portion of the existing
ROW is designated as a permanent access and utility easement. After agreeing to vacate Langston Drive the City will
require the purchaser to complete a plat-of-survey and deed for recording the property change of ownership and for
recording the specific allowable uses and responsibilities for maintaining the easement. City staff will review changes to
the site plan verifying proper green space and drainage is being maintained on the site.
