RE: HEDCO funding request for marketing and branding plan

For the past months HEDCO has been developing a marketing and branding plan. They are in
the process of setting their marketing goals to a target audience that includes:
e Transportation / Distribution Centers, Light Manufacturing, Warehousing, OEM,
Light Industrial, 2™ Tier Suppliers to OEM
® Professional Services (medical, legal, accounting, high tech, finance, insurance, etc...)
e Consumer Services (Auto dealers, plumbing, light fixtures, etc...)

Secondarily, they will target commercial realtors in the corridor as key influencers.

They will recognize site selectors as key drivers of consideration when companies outside of the
Corridor / lowa are considering a move, they do not plan to pro-actively spend money to market
to site selectors around the country, as the cost would be prohibitive and include too much
waste. Instead, they will optimize their website to be found when site selectors search for
locations in lowa.

HEDCO continues to discuss the branding position. Surveys taken overwhelming consisted of
Hiawatha as the corridor’s most accessible community for business growth. Their top marketing
priorities for growth have a timeframe of 12 months that include creating a strong branding
position, increase awareness, highlight and promote Hiawatha’s achievements. HEDCO will also
continue to strengthen business networking opportunities creating a sense of community, build
an infrastructure of programs and services.

To continue in their efforts to develop creative marketing and branding plan HEDCO is in need of
additional funding to meet their goals. The cost for developing a marketing and branding plan
will range from$30,000-535,000. Currently the city’s general fund has dollars available for
HEDCO with a remaining amount of 59,200.





It is at this time | would ask council to support HEDCO in the efforts and authorize 59,200 to be
used toward their marketing and branding goals to promote the City of Hiawatha and our
business community. In July an additional $10,000 will be issued to HEDCO in support of their
continued efforts promoting the city as per Resolution #15-243.

Attached is the statistical data for the month: We responded to 106 calls for service in the

month of May. January 1 to May 31, we responded to 485, down about 9.5% from last year (506
calls) HOWEVER: As 1 type this our next call for 2016 will be 531. Last year on this date we were
at 535. We’ve had a busy month in June so far, and last June was slow. That goes to the variances
we can experience in call demand. With the heat wave coming in, I suspect we’ll continue to be busy.

I'm pleased to tell you that I passed my full return to duty physical yesterday. Crawling is

painful, but I was able to work through that and pass the test. I also wanted to let council know that
I'll be gone the next two weeks on vacation (June 12-26). I volunteer as the camp medic for youth
camp north of Charles City. Matt Powers will take care of business in my absence.

The new ambulance in. Radio work, graphics, and supplies arc in. However, due to an issue
with the manufacturer, there is not a stretcher in the unit, so it can’t be used for transport. As |
typed this I recived an email telling me the part will be available June 13t%. The old ambulance is
gone.

We took the small rescue, 281 in for some graphics repairs. When we arrived at Zimmerman
Ford, we found an o1l leak. It has been out of service since Monday (June 6) but we hope to
have it back in service today (Friday June 10.)

Our FD Explorer program for Teens is exploding! We went from 5 to 12 members in just a
month, through word of mouth recruiting. Firefighters Chris Liscum and Juju Smith have been
working hard with the young men and women and we are seeing the results. To stress the
importance of this program, 9 of our current active members were involved in some type of
firefighting program as teens. Tt is an excellent recruiting program. Additionally, when these
young men come out of the explorer program on to the fire department

EMS training in May consisted of skills rotations.
Crews went to Coralville FID Training Center to conduct live fire training for May fire training,

We took half the members Saturday, half the members on Sunday. Training went extremely well.
They have a nice facility with several buildings. 1t’s just too bad it’s a drive.





e We continue to review and update SOPs, making them accessible online. We also continue to
work on the Emergency Operations Plan. Some of that did have to take a back door as we
addressed some equipment repair 1ssues in house, putting the new ambulance in service, training
the new recruits, taking vacations, etc.

®  We hosted a blood drive at the station on May 3.

e On May 4" I made a presentation to City Clerks from the region on the importance of
Emergency Operations Plans.

® Jeff Daley and I were invited to a reception for the National Director of MDA at their office in
CR. We attended on May 4t and recetved much appreciation for our work with MDA.

e May 19 we visited both Nixon and Hiawatha Elementary with the Kids Safety House. Always a
big hit!

e May 20* we conducted annual pump test on 2 of the pumpers, and the ladder truck. They all
passed.

e  Same day, we hosted 38 preschoolers from Viola Gibson.
e  We also had inspection actvity at Farm Bureau, Go Daddy, and Toyota.

e We assisted the Legion with purtting flags out and taking them down on Memorial Day.

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 91-68, adopted June 19, 1991, this Council found and
determined that certain areas located within the City are eligible and should be designated as an
urban renewal area under Iowa law, and approved and adopted the Hiawatha Urban Renewal
Plan (the "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area (the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area")
described therein, which Plan as amended, is on file in the office of the Recorder of Linn

WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from Warrior Enterprises, L.L.C.
(“Developer™), in the form of a proposed Development Agreement (the "Agreement") by and
between the City, Developer, and McGrath Automotive Group, Inc. (“Tenant™) pursuant to
which, among other things, the Developer would agree to construct certain Minimum
Improvements (as defined in the Agreement) on certain real property located within the
Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area as defined and legally described in the Agreement and consisting
of the renovation and modernization of both the interior and exterior portions of the Existing
Facility (as defined in the Agreement) to be used as an automotive dealership, together with all
related site improvements, as outlined in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will make up to five (5)
consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer consisting of 75%
of the Tax Increments pursuant to Iowa Code Section 403.19 and generated by the construction
of the Minimum Improvements, the cumulative total for all such payments not to exceed the
lesser of $101,500, or the amount accrued under the formula outlined in the Agreement, under
the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions set forth in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, one of the obligations of Developer relates to employment retention and/or
creation; and

WHEREAS, Iowa Code Chapters 15A and 403 authorize cities to make loans and grants
for economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to
appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the
purposes of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder
is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law
and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of
appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in
Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

& Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar Iowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a
public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the
Agreement and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property
owners as to said proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered
to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA IN THE STATE OF IOWA:





Section 1. That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to making of loans and grants to the Developer in connection with the
development of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be and is
hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the
Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in
furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the
meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code, taking into account the factors set forth
therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved
and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in
substantially the form and content now before this meeting, but with such changes,
modifications, additions or deletions therein as shall be approved by such officers, and that from

Description: Disposal and conveying appréximately 0.42 acres identified in Plat of Survey 2075
as a portion of Langston Drive Right-of-way

Report: Engineering has reviewed the proposed site plan and plat of survey for the above development
at 1195 Boyson Road. The proposal is to vacate the Langston Drive right-of-way east of 1™
Avenue. At the current time, this public street is bounded both on the north and south by this
project. Brainiac Development is requesting this area be vacated and conveyed or transferred in
order to develop the future Mercy Ambulatory Services Building to add parking and building
accessory structures.

The Planning and Zoning Commission and City Council have approved the vacation of a portion
of Langston Drive (Plat of Survey 2075). The process would be to publish notice the property is
for sale. We developed a range of value per square foot for the Council to consider for transfer
this property. We have reviewed the existing property values in this area to develop a
reasonable price for the parcel. We are not property appraisers, but we feel the assessed land
values recorded at the County assessor’s office will provide a good basis for determining the
range the Council should set for selling property.

We looked at several vacant properties in the area and determined the assessed land value
according to County records on a per square foot basis of each property. What we found was a
huge variation in the assessed value of the property. The obvious reason was these parcels
were zoned and classified for everything from heavy commercial property to agricultural land.
For that reason the values ranged from:

e alow of $S0.05/sf
e a high of 54.28/sf.
e The average value of $1.55/sf

Using this approach, the Plat of Survey 2075 property could be valued at a range of $1.50/sf to
$1.60/sf. However we are requesting that a utility easement and access easement be





maintained for future use by adjacent properties. They total 40 feet in width, with only 20 feet
remaining. Therefore only about one-third of the property can be used for the development.

Using this cost, we are assuming a range of value of Plat of Survey 2075 (18,295sf) at $9,000.00
to $10,000.00. This provides a guideline only and is not any minimum requirement that must be

met. Council, of course, can consider any proposal that they feel is reasonable.

RE: City Hall’s West Parking Lot Repairs

The City Hall's west parking lot is in need of new pervious concrete (the parking sections) or a better product that can
withstand inclement weather. The parking lot has several areas that have large voids in our pervious concrete which is
now peeling up leaving rough cut outs and crumbling.

The pervious concrete has been in place for 9 years. The pervious concrete is not able to withstand lowa’s inclement
weather and has not provided the longevity that we need. To replace the pervious concrete, the cost is estimated at
$30,000.

The pervious concrete plays an important role in our City Hall storm water management and water filtration. It filters
sediments and pollution from storm water deposited on the pavements surface. In completing our research on pervious
concrete it is not our recommendation to replace the pervious concrete with the same materials. The recommendation
is to use permeable interlocking concrete pavement (PICP) due to its reasonable cost and longevity. PICP is recognized
by federal and state storm water and transportation agencies as a Best Management Practice (BMP) and a Low Impact
Development (LID) tool to reduce runoff and water pollution.

PCIP remains flexible during extreme heat and cold. It is able to withstand snow plows and snow removal equipment.
Less salt is needed in the winter time and can be used without creating damage to surfaces. PCIP is ready for traffic upon
completion, no additional time needed for curing. PCIP is also aesthetically pleasing. The bricks can be colored or
textured to meet our aesthetic needs. PICP is among the lowest long term maintenance costs of three pervious
pavement types. PICP does require sweeping 1-2 times per year. It can also be regenerated with vacuum cleaning and
reinstallation of joint aggregate. Long term serviceability of 20 years plus with proper maintenance. Lastly, PCIP cracks,
stains, or low spots can be easily repaired with normal equipment and with little disturbance to pavement due to
modular nature of block.

We received the following three quotes to replace our pervious concrete with PCIP:

Curtis Construction- $29,700
Hardscape Solutions- $32,000
Culvers Lawn & Landscaping- $28,936.68

These quotes would require city staff to remove the pervious concrete and prep the area prior to the contractor laying
the PCIP. In review of the bids staff recommends council approval of the lowest responsive responsible quote provided
by Culvers Lawn and Landscaping in the amount of $28,936.68. We would also request council’s approval to authorize
Culvers Lawn & Landscaping providing (1) PICP-No Parking Zones, (28) PICP-Parking strips and (2) PICP- Handicap
Symbols with an additional amount of $4,600. Total contract-$33,536.68. Funds are available through our CIP bonding
and general fund for facility repairs. We would ask that council additional authorize the finance director to pay the 1
installment of the cost of the project to Culvers Lawn and Landscaping.
