Description: This property is located on the west side of NCPR. This is a CPR-3 zoning district and in
the Design Guidelines.

The plan includes the reconstruction of a one story building and associated parking. The
access is from two modified existing driveway.

Report: The Council concern is with the Design Guideline and CPR-3 standards. This includes
building exteriors, the building locations, and the parking areas and access designs along
North Center Point Road.

e The building exteriors are to be varied and include masonry on all sides visible from NCPR. Elevations
of the visible sides are included in the submittal and indicate compliance to the design guidelines with
varied masonry and siding visible from the street.

e The DG requires a 25 foot setback from NCPR for the building. The proposed site plan complies with
the setback requirements.

e The DG requires a 25 foot setback for the parking or the installation of a berm with plantings to a height
of 3 feet above the curb. The plans comply with the set back requirement.

e The access to the property is from an existing driveway at 408 and a revised driveway opening from the
property to the south.

Staff has reviewed the site plan for compliance including exterior lighting, parking requirements, storm water
retention and landscaping and have notified the owner of required changes and additional submittal
requirements. In addition:

e A parking agreement will be necessary if the project lots are not combined.
e Any sign plans must be submitted for approval.

Recommendation: Community Development and the Planning and Zoning Commission recommend
approval of this site plan regarding the Design Guideline specifications at 408 NCPR.

Big Dog in Town- Park Commissioner, Dan Wilkes has had the idea to start a dog Mayor aka “Big Dog in Town" in
Hiawatha as a fun way to get the community engaged and raise funds for the upcoming dog park. We have
approached Mayor, Bill Bennett about the idea and he has approved us to do more research to get this off the
ground. There are 7 other states in the US that have had a dog mayor/pet mayor, mainly to add some fun to their
City's.

Instead of using “Dog Mayor,” we would like to focus this idea on promoting City events, initiatives and awareness
by calling it “Big Dog in Town.” We believe this title will allow it to be less political and more of a fun way to engage
the community of the things we do here in the City within all departments.

I reached out to Fair Haven, Vermont, Omena, Michigan, and Cormorant, Minnesota to find out some information
on how their elections ran. After compiling information this is what I found: $5.00 nominations, $1.00 vote, each
year funds would be used towards a project (in our case annual costs for the dog park), fees are collected through a
PayPal account (ours would be the Friends Foundation), and winner participates in community events helping
promote the City.

Re: Extra Territorial Platting review for Pate Acres 1% Addition

Background: The City has received a request to review a plat proposed in Linn County and within
the two-mile radius of the Hiawatha city limits. The plat request is to plat an 18 acre area creating
three lots:

Lot1: 1. 55 acre lot with an existing single family residence.

Outlot A: 15 acres lot developable as per existing development regulations which appears to
be a residential subdivision

Lot A: ROW for North Center Point Road.

The property is approximately 1.3 miles from the Hiawatha border. No public improvements are
required. Attached documents include a location map, site plan and legal description.

The authority to review all plats in the two-mile area is in accordance with UDC Section 165.52 and
is referenced in lowa State Code Section 354.9. A resolution is required to approve extra territorial
plats as for plats within the city limits. The same platting rules, policies and procedures apply.

This plat is similar to our Plat of Survey (POS) process and has been submitted as such. Itis a
division of a single lot for the purpose of changing ownership. This POS approval process requires a
review by the City Engineer. The City Engineer and Community Development Director have
reviewed the proposed plat and have found it in compliance with Hiawatha's development
standards.

Recommendation: The plat complies with City of Hiawatha platting standards. Engineering
and Community Development recommend a resolution to approve the plat.

RE: Rooftop Solar of City Facilities {Public Works/Library)

During our strategic planning session council continued its discussions on solar energy. Council’s goals
were to save money and/or reduce our environmental footprint. Our initial focus is to creating initiatives
to protect the environment, promote energy efficiency, develop green spaces, etc...

To integrate solar energy into our city facilities the following steps need to be made:

v" We have reduced our usage first by performing and completing energy audits for all facilities.

v" Each facility has updated their facility according to their audit through replacing lighting fixtures
with LED’s both internal and external facilities, to adjusting

v" Analyze facilities that would benefit from solar energy savings; the analysis determined the
public works building, Iron Plant, 10" Avenue Well and Well Site at 2910 Fritzroy were feasible
projects.

v In continuing our research, the well sites were not conducive to solar due to the lack of land
needed to provide a solar garden to energize. Leaving only the Public Works building viable.

e Next step is to proceed with Request for Proposals of the Public Works facility to design
and install solar photovoltaic system on the rooftop of the facility.

= The proposal will need to right-size the system per building; often systems are
oversized producing more energy then needed; oversizing increases profit
potential for installer; experiences in other states has shown that customers
who sized their system to meet their needs are least impacted by future
changes in utility prices;

= Payback comparison and probable return on investment calculations (indicating
whether the federal and state renewals solar tax credits are being used to
reduce the actual cost of the system outright cost or PPA cost)

= Measure Alliant Energy’s kWh rate and communicate across existing power
lines in order to maximize solar power harvesting at all times and reduce
maintenance cost and time.

v Council has earmarked $80,000 of local option sales and service tax dollars to be utilized for
installation of a solar system. These dollars would most likely be used to buyout a power
purchase agreement (PPA).

v" Additionally, council also asked to consider a solar rooftop system for the library renovation and
remodel project. | am estimating the dollars council designated for solar infrastructure will be





sufficient for power purchase agreement buy outs for both the public works facility along with
the library expansion project.
o Utility rates are projected to increase consistently year over year for the foreseeable
future.
v’ Lastly, it is important for the city to recognize that solar may not be a feasible opportunity in its
totality and determine the reduction in our environmental footprint is enough to move forward
with such a project.

In support of council strategic plan initiatives in offsetting a portion of electrical consumption, provide
for a return on investment, reduce greenhouse gas emissions and minimize maintenance and repair cost
I would ask council to authorize city staff to proceed with a Request for Proposal and to provide notice
to bidders for rooftop solar of city facilities (Public Works and Public Library) installations.

1.0 Introduction
The City of Hiawatha, lowa (hereafter referred to as the City) is soliciting competitive
sealed proposals from qualified professional firms to design and install solar

photovoltaic system(s) on the rooftop of the public works and public library facilities of
the city.

There are two phases expected in the response to this RFP:

Phase 1. First, responding firms should submit recommendations for solar arrays to be
placed on the rooftops of the existing public works and on the rooftop of the public
library (renovation and expansion). Recommendations should be made for any which
the firm believes there is a reasonable business case to be made, based on existing
utility usage data and projected ROI. The City will not pay firms to respond to the RFP.

Phase 2. Second, it is anticipated that the City will act on the recommendations
described above.

2.0 Background

In 2017 and every year since, the City of Hiawatha has made sustainability one of its
top priorities. The council-created definition of sustainability is, “a community’s ability

to meet the environmental, economic, and social equity needs of today without reducing
the ability of future generations to meet their needs.”

Sustainability for Hiawatha is a holistic approach to making the community more
sustainable. “Hiawatha is a community that values moderate energy conservation and
expanded use of renewable energy as a means to save money and protect the
environment.” In order to reduce dependence on fossil fuels, reduce utility bills, and
reduce the community’s greenhouse gases incrementally, the City has made it a priority
to first focus on energy efficiency measures of its own facilities, and then explore
opportunities for renewable energy generation.
The City considers the following goals when selecting strategies to meet the
Sustainable Hiawatha vision:

1. Optimization of City owned facilities and property

2. Reduction of costs for operation of City facilities

3. Increased revenue to the City

4. Improved environmental performance of City facilities

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The Hiawatha City Council met in a Work Session on May 9, 2019. Mayor Pro-tem Wichtendahl called the meeting to
order at 5:00 P.M. Council members present: Aime Wichtendahl, Dennis Norton, Dick Olson, Steve Dodson. Staff
present: City Administrator Kim Downs and Finance Director Cindy Kudrna.

Dodson moved the approval of the agenda, seconded by Olson. Motion carried.
SK634 Property Tax Bill (HSB165, SSB1260 and HF773)

City Administrator Downs explained that the purpose of the meeting was to review the current iteration of the SF634
Property Tax Bill and get City Staff and Council Members on the same page regarding the legislation.

Finance Director Kudrna reviewed the final amendments which did not contain: a reverse referendum, changes to backfill,
“net new” calculations for growth 102% more than last year for new property, fund ending balance limitations, or changes
to the $8.10 levy. It was also noted that the amendment did not make changes to IPERS/employee benefits.

Council Member Archibald arrived at 5:05 P.M.

Kudrna then reviewed the items the amendment did contain: all levies stay intact such as General Fund, Emergency and
Trust & Agency (Special Revenue), establishment of “maximum property tax dollars”, allows growth of more than 2%
with public notice and supermajority vote by the City Council, new certification date of March 31.

Mayor Bennett arrived at 5:07 P.M.

Kudrna compared the current FY19 levy to the FY20 levy. It was discussed that since the FY20 liability insurance levy is
$0, down from $49,000 in FY19. Although the legislation allows for 2% growth each year, in this example the City
wouldn’t be able to increase the liability insurance levy without following the amendment’s rules for exceeding the 2%
threshold because the FY20 budget amount is $0.

Kudrna discussed the limitations the 2% limitation would have on the budget for FY21. She reviewed the FY19 and FY20
budget amounts and calculated growth of $184,015 (6%). The 2% cap would limit the City’s growth of $64,112 for FY21
if all numbers were the same.

Archibald asked if FY20 would be the base budget every year. Downs stated “It is still unclear whether this would be our
base year or if there would be two base years.” She said “We are still waiting for the lowa League of Cities to provide
clear, detailed information.”

Kudrna then reviewed all General Fund revenues budgeted for FY19, FY20, and FY21 with the 2% cap and with/without
backfill as well as the increases/decreases in revenues each year. She then reviewed all General Fund expenses budgeted

for FY19, FY20, and FY21 with the 2% cap as well as the increases in expenses each year. She noted the City may need

to tighten the budget to meet these limitations in growth if council were to maintain a 2% growth.

Downs expressed her concerns of metro communities Cedar Rapids and Linn County will begin charging for services they
have not charged for in the past due to their losses from this legislation or increase fees for services received from Cedar
Rapids for transit and Linn County for dispatch.

Archibald asked if there were services the City could begin charging for if we decided we needed to go there as well. The
agreement with Monroe Township for fire services was briefly discussed. The fee the City charges for this service could
be reviewed. The last time this was increased was in 2010.

Wichtendahl clarified the 2% cap would only affect the budget if the Council does not vote with a supermajority. Council
and Staff discussed the requirements of exceeding 2% growth and the added cost and time involved. Kudrna noted it costs
around $150 to publish the budget. Although this appears small; this is still an unfunded mandate.

Kudma presented several items of consideration when looking at the budget going forward. These items included:
increase franchise fees to 5% (Linn Co REC, Alliant Energy, MidAmerican — all currently 3%), plant grasses in parks vs.
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mowing or contracting out, newsletter $3,000/month, leaf pick up and spring/fall clean up approx. $15,000/year, Mosquito
Control $20,000/year, investment/interest rates (IPAIT 2.191%, FSB 1.240%). Council Member Olson doesn’t believe we
will need to cut services and thanked staff for these considerations. Mayor Bennett said, “We’ll be fine, we are in a good
place.”

Council and Staff further discussed the legislation and noted the amendment isn’t addressing the issues it is intended to. It
is adding cost to the City rather than making us more transparent and it won’t lower taxes. Although council doesn’t
believe the legislative bill will have a significant effect, Downs stated the point is the budget items the City would reduce
to meet the requirements of this amendment would likely be the quality of life items like Clean Up Day and Mosquito
Control and not essential services.

Council discussed the City’s investments and interest opportunities. Olson expressed a need for looking at other options as

Kudrna went on to discuss transparency requirements due to the Property Tax Bill. There are many thins the City does to
be transparent already, publish newsletter articles, put budget notices in the paper, set public hearing dates as required,
hold public open houses, consider public input, and hold numerous public hearings for bonding, capital improvement plan
and development agreements. The new changes will involve an additional notice published in the paper, holding a public
hearing 20 days after the notice is published, and a 2/3 majority vote of council in order to exceed the 2% threshold.

Kudrna noted that the lowa League of Cities is working on models for the City to help us see a better picture of the bills
effects. She also noted that these figures presented are estimates as of now and could change. She also thanked the
Council for their support and for reaching out to legislators regarding this issue.

Further, council and staff discussed looking at continued property tax relief, continuing honest communication of the
council, potential reduction in or elimination of backfill, and how the Property Tax Bill undermines Home Rule.

Downs concluded government at the local level is very grass roots and that we get into trouble if we allow politics to get
in what we do. Olson added that for as long as he has been a Council Member in Hiawatha, there have not been politics
involved. Everyone, council and city staff, have the same goal(s) and work in the best interests of the City and it’s
citizens. It was noted that the City can’t let this bill stop our growth.

There being no further discussion, Wichtendahl moved to adjourn at 5:44 P.M., seconded by Olson. Motion carried.

Working with Public Works on various projects.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Projects under way include the Todd Hills 1** Addition, Sherman Square 9",
Sherman 10" Addition, Dave Wright Expansion, Pecks Landing, and several new commercial site plans.

We now have final plans for the Mid-Town Drive roadway and utility construction and the extension of
“A” Avenue to serve the proposed Midtown redevelopment. The plans are now out for bids with the
scheduled bid date on June 18 at 10:00 AM. The Council will hold a public hearing at the meeting June
19" meeting and award the contract.

We approved a contract with Shive Hattery Engineers to design the new signal at Center Point Road
and Willman Street. The contract will be bid on June 4™ The new signal layout will utilize the “2 signal
pole” concept, with mast arms located on only northeast corner and the southwest corner of the
intersection. We expanded the project to remove and replace the existing crosswalks and sidewalks
required to be rebuilt due to the new signal bases and wiring. With the successful bidding, we propose
to have the intersection built by October 1* of this year.

We have approved a contract with Shive Hattery to look at the roadway surface repairs to the section
of Center Point Road between Blair's Ferry Road and Clark Street. This area was last resurfaced in 2003.
We have always anticipated adding a new surface in this area as the last improvement to the entire
Center Point Road corridor. The first phase of the project was to analyze the options for the best and
most cost effective rehabilitation alternative for a new surface. Our initial decision is utilizing the new
thin lift overlay product call “HiPro” which reduces the loss of the existing curb height.

We have approved a contract with MSA professional Services for the resurfacing of 12" Avenue from
Blair’s Ferry Road about 2000 feet north to just south of Lyndhurst Drive. We have analyzed several
methods of reconstruction for this collector street, and because of the deteriorated condition and the
traffic volumes, we have determined the most cost effective solution to improve the riding surface of





the street is a “crack and seat” method of reconstruction. The process stabilizes the existing street by
pulverizing the concrete and placing a new asphalt overlay on the surface. This eliminates the
reflective cracking that happens in a new asphalt surface after years of freeze thaw winters. A large
portion of this project is the survey and design work needed to reconstruct the sidewalk ramps to
current ADA standards. The approach would be to reconstruct the ramps after the asphalt surface is
placed. We have tentatively set June 20" for a public open house to discuss the project with the local
residences and inform them of the project schedule.

The sanitary sewer extension project on the east side of Edgewood Road approximately 2000 feet
south of Hunt Road has encountered bedrock that will drastically increase our costs if we proceed with
the original plan. The soil borings we took during the preliminary design did not find this area of rock.
We are now reevaluating the sewer alignment to see if there are alternative routes to locate this sewer
and miss the rock we encountered. We are working with Maxwell Construction from lowa City, the
prime contractor, to come up with a solution. We will bring a plan to Council in June.

We have approved a contract with Anderson Bogert Engineers to the study railroad crossing “quiet
zones” on Center Point Road, Emmons Street, and possibly Blair’s Ferry Road. We had our first planning
meeting April 10th with the consultant, the Canadian National Railroad, the Federal Railroad
Administration, City of Cedar Rapids, and the lowa DOT to develop design criteria and schedules to
proceed with the “letter of intent” for these proposed improvements that allow the trains to eliminate
the horn warnings at these crossings. The lowa DOT performed traffic counts for us on May 7" as a
result of a special request to help facilitate the development of the required documents. We will keep
Council posted on our progress.

We now have a draft final report for the Robins Road Planning Study for the area between the new
intersection at Center Point Road and Boyson Road. Our consultant, Bolton Menk of Cedar Rapids, has
provided the draft for our final review before we take the draft to the Planning and Zoning Commission
in June. The schedule will be to receive and file the final report at the City Council in July. We can then
develop a schedule to move forward with any revisions to the comprehensive plan and the zoning
ordinances. The information regarding new concept proposals can be found on the Hiawatha website
at www.hiawatha-iowa.com/news/robinsroadstudy.

The new Tower Terrace Interchange design is moving forward. This project is scheduled to start
construction in fiscal year 2021. The schedule to submit the preliminary plans of the Tower Terrace
Interchange, the new I-380 6-lane project, and the Boyson Road Interchange project is early June.
More information can be found at: www.iowadot.gov/pim .

City Council approved a contract with Snyder and Associates as the design consultants for the
environmental study/NEPA study /preliminary and final design of the City’s approximately 2000 feet of
Tower Terrace Road reconstruction. We held our design kick-off meeting May 17". The schedule is to
start the preliminary alignment study and traffic study to have the preliminary plans prepared by
October of 2019.

We held a preliminary design review meeting for the 2019 Storm Sewer repair project on May 30". We
have 3 separate areas we are analyzing and preparing plans for storm water improvements that will
help with localized water ponding during heavy rains. More to come as the research continues.

HIAWATHA PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
May 20, 2019

The Hiawatha Planning and Zoning Commission met on May 20, 2019. Chairperson, Mark Powers called
the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. Members present: Vice Chairperson, Mark Ross, Darryl Cheney, Lisa
Jepsen, Kenny Jones, Terry Trimpe. Members Absent: Eric Hoover. Staff present: Community
Development Director Patrick Parsley, Assistant Building Official Jim Fisher. Guests in Attendance:
Denny Norton.

Board Member, Kenny Jones moved to approve the agenda. Second by Terry Trimpe. Motion carried.

Board Member, Kenny Jones moved to approve the meeting minutes of April 22", 2019. Second by Lisa
Jepsen. Motion carried.

Consider Resolution for recommendation of approval to City Council to approve the
Design Guideline requirements for the site plan submitted by William Bennett for the
property located at 408 North Center Point Road, Hiawatha, lowa.

William Bennett gave an explanation of the project. The property is located in the same building as
Barbers etc. who moved into the building about three and a half years ago. That building is 230-foot-long,
with 190-foot still open. He has found someone interested in starting a little restaurant/bar type
atmosphere that can serve the community.

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley clarified P&Z consideration is just for the Design
Guideline portion of the plan which is just the way the building looks because the parking is remote from
Center Point Road. He stated further; staff has gone over the plan with the designer regarding the
stormwater detention, parking, access to Center Point Road, driveway width designs and the lighting and
all items are still pending. City staff will review them once the engineer submits them. He noted further,
brick is being added to this building.

Board Member Kenny Jones asked how much parking is he going to have to allow?

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley answered that is based on the square footage he is
going to finish for the bar which is still in flux, but it would be 10 spaces per 1000 square feet.

Board Member Kenny Jones asked if this was going to be like the Library and have twenty-five (25%)
less parking and where the twenty-five (25%) percent parking allowance stop and where does it go?

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley answered no it is not since this is a CPR-3 zone versus
a CPR-1 zone for the library. The exception is for CPR-1and it would be for existing built up lots.

Board Member Kenny Jones asked, even though they add on?

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley said yes, even though they add on. Further, he would
have to check the code to see if that applied to CPR-2.

Vice Chairperson Mark Ross asked if that meant it was grandfathered in?





Community Development Director Patrick Parsley explained as they developed the CPR zones in the
downtown district there was an exception put in the code to limit required parking to the maximum 4
spaces per 1000 square feet in CPR-1.This means it only affects assembly type uses like bars or
conference rooms and library’s where the required parking exceeds 4 spaces per 1,000 square feet.

Board Member Terry Trimpe asked how many square feet this bar is?

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley answered we are not sure at this point because some of
the information they gave us will depend on how much fire/safety issues have to be addressed. They are
still trying to figure out what the maximum size is without having to spend a lot of money on fire resistant
changes for exterior walls and a fire sprinkler system. It could end up being as small as 1000 square feet.

Chairperson Mark Powers asked how the size compares to Oscars.

William Bennett stated the bar/restaurant would be about the same size as Oscars. Also clarified that
Oscars is not sprinkled, none of that building is.

Vice Chairperson Mark Ross asked about the outdoor seating. Will there be any issues from neighbors?
Community Development Director Patrick Parsley clarified we would not since this building was
properly zoned for this use. It would rival the noise of the railroad at this point.

Board Member Terry Trimpe asked if the bar would start at the left side and go to the right?

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley said correct, the renovated space would start at the left
and go to the right.

Board Member Terry Trimpe asked if it was 90 feet long.

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley answered it was 90-foot-long and the building is 24
feet wide.

William Bennett confirmed the size of the building was 24 feet by 230 feet long total. Barber Etc. has 40
feet and then it stairsteps because of the land and the grade goes down. The last level is the 90 feet where
the bar would go. But if the seating size ends up being over the capacity for the sprinkler because of costs
we might size it down.

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley said 90 feet times 24 feet is 2160 square feet, that
would definitely put them in the sprinkler requirements.

Board Member Terry Trimpe asked if there was an existing wall at the right side now?

William Bennett answered no there isn’t. We are waiting to put that in because that would be a fire proof
wall if we end up developing any more of the building.

Board Member Terry Trimpe asked so you move that line?

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley and William Bennett answered the line will be moved
according to what they decide on size.





Chairperson Mark Powers said the real question is building material and it appears they made an effort to
incorporate brick on it so it technically meets the design guidelines.

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley agreed.

Board Member Terry Trimpe asked what is the current zone?

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley answered CPR-3.

Vice Chairperson Mark Ross asked if that zoning was consistent with bar/restaurant?

Community Development Director Patrick Parsley answered that is consistent.

Vice Chairperson, Mark Ross moved recommendation of approval to City Council to approve the Design

Guidelines requirements for the site plan submitted by William Bennett for the property located at 408
North Center Point Road, Hiawatha, lowa. Second by Chairperson, Mark Powers.
