RE: World Class Industries State Incentive Program Application Sponsorship

For the past couple of months’ city staff has been working with World Class Industries in their desire to expand their
footprint in addition to their current site. The expansion will be located on the corner of Stamy and Kacena Roads.
Increased business growth has set in motion the new construction adding 28 high quality jobs with starting wages from
$17-537 an hour. Their current employee count is 59. The State of lowa provides tax incentives for new construction to
those who provide high quality jobs.

The States incentive program provides quality businesses’ tax credits and direct financial assistance to off-set some of
the costs incurred to locate, expand or modernize an lowa facility. To qualify for this very flexible assistance package
that includes loans, forgivable loans, tax credits, exemptions and/or refunds, eligible businesses must meet certain wage
threshold requirements. World Class Industries plan to utilize the States sales, service & use tax refund and the
Investment Tax Credit (High Quality Job Program) funds totaling $405,500. Mike Lukan of Cedar Rapids Metro Alliance is
assisting World Class Industries with the application.

One of the eligibility requirements of the State’s program is to have the local municipality’s financial support similar to
what we have done in the past for Go Daddy, Mobile Demand and CCB Packaging. The City is able to provide support
through our tax increment financing program-development agreement in an amount not to exceed $708,500 for a two-
phase new construction project. World Class Industries is asking the City to approve the resolution of support pending
council’s approval of the development agreement to meet the State’s deadline. The State understands this resolution of
support is contingent upon the approval of the development agreement set consideration in the fall and is willing to
accept the resolution based on the contingency. Between the State and the City, the tax credits and indirect financing
total is $1,114,000.

World Class Industries-capital investment is approximately $6,600,000; Two phase project: Phase I-50,000 square office
and warehouse; Phase Il- 12,000 square foot additional office space on floor with unfinished space on the second level.
Phase 1 and Phase Il would initially house 40 employees and space to add another potential 50+ employees when the
warehouse is fully utilized and when the second level is finished off. The new space would be used to onboard new
customers and new projects, as growth of the overall company has increased support staff. Their estimated ground-
breaking date is to take place in August, with plans for occupancy of the phase | building in May of 2019.

I have reviewed the State application and the information provided regarding the State’s incentive program. At this
time, it is my recommendation to approve the resolution supporting World Class Industries application for incentives
contingent to your approval of the development agreement set for consideration later this fall.

Re: 2018 Cigarette Violation — Fareway Store

On April 12, 2018, the Hiawatha Police Department conducted their annual tobacco compliance checks as
part of a 28E Agreement with Iowa Alcoholic Beverages Division. During the compliance checks, a clerk
working at Fareway sold tobacco or vapor products to the underage CI working with the police. All
paperwork is attached to this memo.

This was the 2™ violation within a two year period for Fareway Store located at 885 Edgewood Road.
Fareway settled their violation prior to the scheduled hearing date by paying their fine of $1,500.00, and
signing the Acknowledgement/Settlement Agreement.

The information below provides a little reminder on the process for handling tobacco violations since we
do not do these very often:

Once the store clerk receives adjudication from the Iowa Court System, I send the retailer a letter
scheduling a hearing before City Council to allow the retailer to appear and be heard regarding the
enforcement of a mandatory civil penalty and suspension of the tobacco license for a specified period
based on the number of violations issued within a certain number of years. These penalties are set in Iowa
Code Section 453A.22(2)(A). The city has no choice when it comes to setting the penalty or suspension
of license.

The retailer has the option to sign an Acknowledgment / Settlement Agreement before the scheduled
hearing date. By doing this, the retailer voluntarily admits to the violation, waives the hearing before City
Council, and agrees to pay the penalty to the city.

Since we received payment of the penalty and a signed Acknowledgement/Settlement Agreement from
Fareway, City Council can simply approve a motion accepting the Acknowledgement/Settlement
Agreement and payment of penalty, and the violation becomes satisfied.

Re:  Employee Benefits Renewal — Vision Insurance and Life Insurance, Short Term and Long Term
Disability, and Accidental Death and Dismemberment Benefits for FY 2018-2019

The following employee benefits are up for renewal on June 30, 2018: vision insurance, life insurance
including accidental death and dismemberment, short term disability, long term disability, and voluntary
supplemental life insurance. When we last renewed these benefits in 2016, the carriers gave us a two year
contract with no rate increases.

Renewal information is provided below:

Employee Vision Insurance - Avesis

The City currently offers employees the option to participate in vision insurance at their own expense
through payroll deductions that are paid toward the premiums. Staff is requesting to stay with our current
provider of Avesis with renewal rates shown in the table below:

Employee Life Insurance, Short Term and Long Term Disability and Accidental Death and
Dismemberment Benefits

The City currently sponsors a life insurance policy for each eligible employee along with providing
accidental death and dismemberment, short term disability, and long term disability benefits. The City also
offers employees the option to participate in a voluntary life insurance policy at their own expense through
payroll deductions paid toward the premiums. Staff is requesting to stay with our current provider, Lincoln
Financial Group.

We are also requesting to increase short term disability maximum weekly benefit amount from the current
level of $150 to a higher level of either $300 or $500. The maximum weekly benefit amount of $150 has not
changed for several years and after review with True North, we are of the opinion that it is not enough to

supplement the wages of an employee who is unable to work for a short period of time due to sickness or
1





injury not covered by Workers Compensation. Teri Copler of True North prepared a memo and put together
a cost analysis for our renewal at the $150 max benefit versus increasing to $300 or $500 max benefit (see
attachments).

Along with the request to increase the short term disability maximum weekly benefit amount we are also
requesting to extend the waiting period for payment of benefits from 1st day accident/8th day illness to 15th
day accident/15th day illness. True North recommended we make this change as many of our employees
have enough sick leave banked to cover the waiting period and it also provides a slight cost reduction in
premium. Keep in mind too that any serious illness or accident is most likely going to fall under FMLA
covered leave and the city requires employees to exhaust paid time off while on FMLA leave. This would
reduce the benefits available under short term disability.

True North felt the long term disability levels did not require any adjustment at this time so we are not asking
for any changes. No change in premium for the employee voluntary life insurance plan.

* Lincoln is extending a one year contract with no rate increases effective July 1, 2018. *

When considering staff recommendation for renewal of City life insurance/voluntary life insurance,
accidental death and dismemberment, short term disability, and long term disability benefits with
Lincoln Financial, please take action on setting the short term disability maximum weekly benefit to
one of the options below:

Re: Short Term Disability Analysis

The $150 weekly STD maximum has been in place since at least 2011. This
equates to 60% of an annual salary of $13,000.

Our first recommendation is that the City of Hiawatha increase the weekly
maximum on the short-term disability. As employee’s wages increase it is
important to review the salary based benefits, such as short-term and long-term
disability, to ensure they are adjusting in connection with wage changes.

A $300 weekly STD maximum covers 60% of an annual salary of $26,000.

A $500 weekly STD maximum covers 60% of an annual salary of $43,333.

Our second recommendation is to increase the elimination period from 1st day
accident/8t illness to 15t day accident/15th day illness. The city provides
employees with a robust sick leave benefit. The majority of the city’s employees
have adequate sick time available in their sick bank to cover the
recommended 15 day elimination period.

Adjusting the elimination period to 15t day accident/15t day illness will
decrease the premium cost for the short-term disability.

We recommend choosing one of the asterisked plans on the following analysis.

The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on May 16, 2018. Mayor Bill
Bennett called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Rob Archibald, Steve Dodson, Denny Norton,
Aime Wichtendahl and Dick Olson. City Staff present: City Administrator Kim Downs, City Attorney Mark Parmenter,
City Engineer John Bender, Community Development Director Patrick Parsley, Fire Chief Mike Nesslage, Police Chief
Dennis Marks, and Parks and Recreation Director Kelly Willadsen. Guests: Daniel Hoffmann, Debbie McKim, and
members of the Hiawatha Fire Department. Not all attendees signed in for the meeting.

Norton moved approval of the agenda, seconded by Dodson. Motion carried.

Wichtendahl moved the approval of the following consent agenda items: Finance Director’s Report 04/18, City Clerk’s
Report 04/18, Department Reports: Community Development, Fire, Library, Parks and Recreation, Police, and Public
Works, Resolution #18-077 approving sewer waiver on second water meter for 280 N 16™ Avenue, second from
Archibald. Motion carried.

D. McKim of 110 Fisher Street asked for staff explanation on the reconfiguration of Center Point Road relating to
bicycles, signs and lane configuration. City staff explained the city conducted a traffic study and modeled the construction
after the road diet used by the DOT. The new design is three lanes expandable to five in the future. City staff said the plan
is to extend the trail down to Guthridge Park and it makes sense to complete along with the Emmons Street Reconstruction
project.

Archibald read Mayor Proclamation declaring the week of 5/20/18 — 5/26/18 as Emergency Medical Services week.

Mayor Bennett opened the public hearing regarding ORDINANCE #898. There being no comments offered for or against,
Mayor Bennett declared the hearing closed.

City staff and City Council members discussed options on managing the issue of feral/stray cats in the
city. Staff recommended a temporary resolution as a trial period to determine effectiveness. Council
members asked staff to add language to clarify there are no fines associated with this program and ear
tipping if the cat is not wearing identification. This item will come back to a regular council meeting
for approval.

City staff and City Council members discussed the Urban Revitalization Plan to open up Tax
Increment Financing (TIF) rebate incentives to residential development in the Village Center area.
This is a long process with a lot of steps occurring over the next few months. Sale of property in
connection with the Village Center redevelopment is planned for later this summer with construction
starting in the fall.

Bill Micheel from the City of Cedar Rapids presented information on the Corridor MPO Regional
Transit Authority (RTA) Feasibility Study. Micheel gave the same presentations to other metro
communities to get feedback on the three phases of the plan that include the following elements:
purpose and need, peer agency governance review, transit levy assessment, funding, staffing, and
formation agreements. Micheel said he would share comments received from the metro communities
during the advisory meeting.

Description: Engineering Department Report

*  Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

®  Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage.

e Pecks 1% Addition improvements are progressing. The paving of Peck’s Boulevard, the private street
between Edgewood Road and 18" Avenue, is now complete. The extension of Edgewood Road to the
north of Blair’s Ferry Road has also been completed. Construction of the building is now under way.

e The sanitary sewer construction in the Bali Hai Addition is now complete. All work remaining is final
testing and acceptance.

e The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project is now complete.
The work to reconfigure North Center Point Road with 3 lanes and bike lanes was completed the first
week of May. We have some of the new landscape plants that need replaced after the winter months
which should happen in the next 2 weeks. Final project close-out documents can be prepared and
forwarded to Council for final acceptance after the remaining work is completed.

® We have taken core samples of the asphalt surface on Robins Road from north of the Bali Hai area to
Stonegate Court. We have a project in the 2018 CIP to resurface the area due to many ruts and
potholes. We are working on design plans for a full depth reclamation project to be completed later
this year. We will keep Council updated as to the proposed construction schedule.

¢ The repair of Boyson Road just east of Robins Road will take place on Saturday 2™ and Sunday June 3"
A large area that has been broken and sunk will be removed and replaced. We have a contractor ready
to remove and replace the entire area at one time. This will be done on a Saturday morning while the
road is closed and a detour is established.





The contractor, Horsfield Construction from Epworth lowa, plans to start on June 4" on the concrete
overlay of Edgewood Road from County Home Road south the Hiawatha City limits. This project will be
administered by the County Engineers office. The proposed schedule shows the work to be completed
by July 23", A notification system is called ‘Notify Me’ is available and residents can subscribe to the
Linn County system on the website (Link: http://www.linncounty.org/list.aspx). These updates are
project specific and will be sent out weekly.

We are working to update our construction specifications for all work done in Hiawatha to the
Statewide Urban Design and Specifications Program. (SUDAS). We are reviewing the documents in
conjunction with Cedar Rapids and both cities plan to replace the Metro Design Standards used since
about 2006 with these new specifications. The schedule for adoption is set for July of 2018.

We are continuing with the design of the sanitary sewer extension on the east side of Edgewood Road
approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road. This sewer will serve the existing Sari property that was
annexed into the City approximately 7 years ago and also approximately 70 acres of the undeveloped
farm land between Edgewood Road and 1-380. This project also included the repair of the existing
sewer pressure line from the Mitchell Drive pumping station. Plans have been completed and sent to
the lowa DNR for a construction permit.

Final design and bidding is completed on the removal and replacement of 2 sections of Emmons Street.
The area just east of the railroad to the new intersection and the area between 9" Avenue and 10"
Avenue. The contractor, Rathje Construction from Marion plans to start work on Monday June 4™.

Council has authorized moving ahead with the Robins Road Planning Study for the area between the
new intersection at Center Point Road and Boyson Road. We would contact firms and also post a notice
on the City of Hiawatha website asking firms to determine their interest and capabilities in performing
the anticipated scope of work needed. The study area will take several months to complete so we need
to start the process to select a firm to complete this study. The approach would be for the City to seek
a “Statement of Qualifications” from engineering or architectural firms who are interested in providing
planning services for this corridor.

The Metropolitan Planning Organization has started updating the Tower Terrace Roadway Alignment
Study. The second steering committee meeting was held on May 30, 2018. This study, prepared in
2010, will be updated with a consultant reviewing the proposed alignment and anticipated
construction cost, along with at least 2 public information meetings. The study is planned to be
complete by July of this year and is funded with MPO dollars.

HKL Solar Panel Installation and Agreement Update:

Last year Hiawatha Kids League came to the City asking to install a solar panel on the concession stand roof.
This would allow the League not only to save some funding on their annual utility bill but also bring a green
initiative to their program.

As last year continued, Kids League was unable to complete the project working with local solar companies,
finding the cost savings, and whether they wanted to move forward on this project based on their ROI. After
meeting with the HKL board and City staff this spring, we put together numbers to see what their annual
savings would be ($150) and what their main purpose is for the project with the grant funding awarded. Their
board voted in April to move forward with the installation of the solar panels based off of adding a green
initiative and educating the kids participating in the league.

Last year as a park board you gave approval of the project to council but it never made it on the agenda. With
changes to the project | would like to bring it back to the board for approval. In the updated agreement you
will find additions to the dates and an added utilities line:

6. Utilities. The Parties anticipate the solar panel will generate electricity throughout the year. The
City agrees to give HKL a credit of $150.00 to offset HKL's electrical utilities it pays to the City
each year provided the solar panel generates at least 1745 kWh hours annually. The first credit
shall be made no later than September 15, 2019. All subsequent credits shall be made on or
before September 15" of every year thereafter during the Term of this Agreement so long as the
solar panel continues to generate 1745 kWh hour annually.

The Parties further agree that they will review rates every three (3) years to evaluate the kWh
hours generated from the solar panel in conjunction with the utility costs to HKL. The City may, at its
sole  discretion and with at least sixty (60) days written notice to HKL, terminate its annual credit as
provided in Paragraph 6 of the Agreement.

The City will credit HKL $150 each year at the end of their season provided that the solar panels generate at
least 1745 kWh annually.





Last years information explaining the solar panel installation:

Hiawatha Kids League is seeking permission to install a green energy producing alternative; solar panels
atop the Guthridge Park concession stand. These 4 solar panels (3.5’ x 5.5') would offset the energy
consumption and would produce the most solar power if mounted onto the roof section facing the south;
this has 200 gross square feet of area or 75 square feet of viable set back square feet. The solar panels
need to be in proximity to the concession stand meter.

The solar system would produce approximately 1745 kWh ($150) per year and the HKL energy
consumption averages 3500 kWh each season of ($300-400). The offset would be captured with a bi-
directional meter provided by Alliant Energy; the meter would spin in the opposite (favorable) direction
when energy was being produced by the solar panels.

Certified contractors and electricians approved by the Hiawatha building department will conduct the
installation. Total cost would be under $4000, HKL intends to pay for the installation and maintenance of
the solar system with City guidance. Hiawatha Kids League has earned a Green Communities grant for
$2500 and would pay for the balance of the installation with budgeted funds for special projects.
Contactors will work with the City of Hiawatha and abide to all of the necessary codes and installation
requirements for proper mechanical and electrical functionality. Desired installation would be for June of
2018. The maple trees in front of the concession stand have already been removed for safety purposes so
that kids cannot climb on the roof moving forward. There will be a tree replanted after construction.

The Solar Panel would demonstrate to the youth and families of the league the benefits of green energy
alternatives and how solar energy is converted into useful applications in the concession stand. The solar
panels have a life span of over 20 years and would help HKL meet the cost and use of traditional energy
for years to come.

Kelly, Kim Downs, Cindy Kudrna, (Finance Director) Patrick Parsley, (Community Development) and Mark
Parmenter (City Attorney) met with the Hiawatha Kids League Board to discuss moving forward and
making sure all permits and necessary guidelines are met by the Park and Rec and Community
Development departments. Attached you will see the agreement that Mark Parmenter has drafted, that
explains the partnership and what is expected of Hiawatha Kids League moving forward. Hiawatha Kids
League will be responsible for maintaining the panels once they are placed on the facility. | am asking for
a recommendation to council to move forward with the construction of this project. Hiawatha Kids
League has done great things for our community. With your approval, this will go to City Council at the
May 16" meeting.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 101 STORM
WATER DRAINAGE SYSTEM §101.03 RATES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA,
IOWA:

SECTION 1. Section 101.03 Rates of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha,
lowa, 1996, is hereby amended and adopted by adding the following:

101.03  RATES. The rates for the operation and maintenance of the storm water
management facilities shall be collected by imposing a monthly rate on every City water
meter, and on every residence, apartment and dwelling unit in mobile home parks. A
monthly rate of five dollars and fifty cents ($5.50) shall be collected on every business,
commercial and industrial City water meter. A monthly rate of three dollars and twenty-
five cents (83.25) shall be collected on every residence, apartment and dwelling unit in
mobile home parks. The rates shall be billed and collected in the same manner as water
service rates. The Council shall have the authority to establish different monthly rates for
different classifications of City water meters.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this
ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect
the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect beginning July 1,

2018 for the August 2018 water billing from and after its final passage, approval and
publication as provided by law.

Mutual Aid and Assistance Agreement for the lowa
Water/Wastewater Agency Response Network (IOWARN)

AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made and entered into by public and private water and wastewater utilities
and emergency management commissions and agencies that have, by executing this
Agreement, manifested their intent to participate in an intrastate program for Mutual Aid and
Assistance among lowa Water and Wastewater Utilities known as the IOWARN Mutual Aid and
Assistance Program.

This Agreement is authorized under Chapter 29C, lowa Code, which authorizes mutual aid
arrangements for reciprocal disaster services and recovery. This Agreement is further
authorized as to the public agencies’ utility parties hereto by the respective authority of 357,
357A, 358, 364, 384, 386, 388, 389 and 504A lowa Code, which authorize Water and
Wastewater Utilities that are public agencies to contract to provide services. This Agreement is
further authorized by Section 28E.12 lowa Code, but this Agreement is not otherwise adopted
pursuant to Chapter 28E, lowa Code, and is not intended to be a 28E Agreement.

ARTICLE 1.
PURPOSE

Recognizing that emergencies may require aid or assistance in the form of personnel,
equipment, and supplies from outside the area of impact, the signatory utilities hereby establish
a program for Mutual Aid and Assistance for lowa Water and Wastewater Utilities known as the
‘IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program”. Through the IOWARN Mutual Aid and
Assistance Program, Members coordinate response activities and share resources during
emergencies, with the support and assistance of the Associated Agencies. This Agreement
sets forth the procedures and standards for the administration of the IOWARN Mutual Aid and
Assistance Program.

ARTICLE IL
DEFINITIONS

A. Authorized Official — An employee or officer of a Member that is authorized to:
1. Request assistance;
2. Offer assistance;
3. Refuse to offer assistance; or
4. Withdraw assistance under this Agreement.

B. Emergency — A natural or human caused event or circumstance causing, or imminently
threatening to cause, loss of life, injury to person or property, human suffering or financial
loss, and includes, but is not limited to, fire, explosion, flood, severe weather, drought,
earthquake, volcanic activity, spills or releases of oil or hazardous material, contamination,
utility or transportation emergencies, disease, blight, infestation, civil disturbance, riot, war
and terrorism, sabotage or other intentional acts, that are, or could reasonably be, beyond
the capability of the services, personnel, equipment, and facilities of a IOWARN Mutual Aid
and Assistance Program Member to fully manage and mitigate internally.

C. Members — Any public or private Water or Wastewater Utility that manifests intent to
participate in the IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program by executing this
Agreement. Members are primarily lowa Water or Wastewater Utilities, but membership is
open to water and wastewater utilities outside the State of lowa that operate in areas
contiguous to an lowa utility Member.

1. Requesting Member — A Member who makes a Requestfor Assistance under the
IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program.

2. Responding Member — A Member that responds to a Request for Assistance under the
IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program.

3. Non-Responding Member - A Member that does not provide aid or assistance during a
Period of Assistance under the IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program.

D. Associated Agencies — The lowa Emergency Management Commissions and Agencies and
other non utility participants that agree to provide a support role for the IOWARN Mutual Aid and
Assistance Program by separate agreement or other undertaking approved by the Statewide
Steering Committee.  Associated Agencies are not parties to this Agreement and do not
provide or receive emergency services under this Agreement. To the extent Associated
Agencies do provide any emergency services to any Member the terms under which such
services are provided shall be as the provider and recipient shall separately agree. The initial
Associated Agencies include: (1) the lowa Section of the American Water Works Association;
(2) the lowa Rural Water Association; (3) the lowa Department of Natural Resources, and (4)
the Homeland Security and Emergency Management Division of the lowa Department of Public
Defense. Additional Associated Agencies may be added by vote of the Statewide Committee.

E. Confidential Information - Any document shared with any signatory of this Agreement that is
marked confidential and that is confidential under Section 22.7 lowa Code or other exemption
from disclosure under Ch. 22, Code of lowa.

F. Request for Assistance. A request by a Requesting Member to any one or more other
Members for mutual aid or assistance in the event of an Emergency under the IOWARN Mutual
Aid and Assistance Program.

F. Period of Assistance — A specified period of time when a Responding Member assists a
Requesting Member. The period commences when personnel, equipment, or supplies depart
from Responding Member’s facility and ends when the resources return to their facility (portal to
portal). All protections identified in this Agreement apply during this period. The specified
Period of Assistance may occur during response to or recovery from an emergency, as
previously defined.

G. Statewide Committee — The Statewide Committee established under Article Ill.
H. Statewide Chair — The chair of the Statewide Committee selected under Article |11

l. Statewide Coordinator — The person appointed to such position by the Statewide
Committee as provided under Article Ill.
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J: National Incident Management System (NIMS). A national, standardized approach to
incident management and response that sets uniform processes and procedures for emergency
response operations.
ARTICLE IIl.
ADMINISTRATION

The IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program shall be administered through a Statewide
Committee, a Statewide Chair and a Statewide Coordinator. The Statewide Committee shall
provide coordination of the IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program before, during, and
after an emergency and shall include regional representatives from across the state. The
designated regions shall be consistent with the regions established by the lowa Department of
Natural Resources. The Statewide Committee shall consist of one Member representative from
each region selected by the Members in such region by written ballot and a Statewide Chair
selected by the Members annually by written ballot, plus one non-voting representative of each
Associate Agency. The Statewide Committee shall meet at least annually and shall plan and
coordinate emergency planning and response activities for the IOWARN Mutual Aid and
Assistance Program under the leadership of the Statewide Chair. The Statewide Committee
shall appoint a Statewide Coordinator from among the employees of the Members or
Associated Agencies who shall facilitate, coordinate, and administer the activities of the
IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program under the direction of the Statewide Committee.

The Statewide Committee shall establish rules of procedure for the conduct of committee
business.

Meetings of the Statewide Committee shall be conducted in accordance with the lowa Open

Meetings Law, Chapter 21, lowa Code.

ARTICLE IV.
PROCEDURES

In coordination with the emergency management and public health system of the state, the
Statewide Committee shall develop operational and planning procedures for the IOWARN
Mutual Aid and Assistance Program. These procedures shall be reviewed at least annually and
updated as needed by the Statewide Committee and shall be set forth in an IOWARN Mutual
Aid and Assistance Program Manual and an IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Handbook.

ARTICLE V.
REQUESTS FOR ASSISTANCE

P

A. Member Responsibility: Members shall: (1) identify an Authorized Official and alternates; (2)

provide contact information, including 24-hour access;"and (3) provide information on

resources that may be available from the utility for mutual aid and assistance response.

Such contact information shall be updated annually or when changes occur, shall be

provided to the State Committee for inclusion in the IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance
Program Manual and the IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Handbook.

In the event of an Emergency, a Member’'s Authorized Official may request mutual aid and

assistance directly from a specific Member by making a Request for Assistance to such
Member or may make a general Request for Assistance to the Statewide Coordinator.
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Requests for Assistance can be made orally or in writing. When made orally, the specific
request for personnel, equipment, and supplies shall be subsequently confirmed in writing
as soon as practicable. Requests for Assistance to a Member shall be directed to the
Authorized Official of any Member. If a Request for Assistance is made to the Statewide
Coordinator, the Statewide Coordinator shall forward the Request for Assistance to one or
more Authorized Officials of Members for direct response to the Requesting Member.
Specific detailed protocols for making and responding to Requests for Assistance shall be
set forth in the IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program Manual and the IOWARN
Mutual Aid and Assistance Handbook.

. Response to a Request for Assistance — Members are not obligated to respond to a request.
After a Member receives a Request for Assistance, the Authorized Official shall evaluate
whether or not to respond, whether resources are available to respond, or if other
circumstances would hinder response. Following the evaluation, the Authorized Official
shall, as soon as possible, inform the Requesting Member whether it will respond. If the
Member is willing and able to provide assistance, the Member shall inform the Requesting
Member about the type of available resources and the approximate arrival time of such
assistance.

. Discretion of Responding Member's Authorized Official — Execution of this Agreement does
not create any duty to respond to a Request for Assistance. When a Member receives a
Request for Assistance, the Authorized Official shall have sole and absolute discretion as to
whether or not to respond, or the availability of resources to be used in such response. An
Authorized Member's decisions on the availability of resources shall be final.

ARTICLE VI.
RESPONDING MEMBER PERSONNEL

. National Incident Management System - When providing assistance under this Agreement,
the Requesting Member and Responding Member shall be organized and shall function
under the National Incident Management System.

. Control - While employees so provided may be under the supervision of the Responding
Member, the Responding Member's employees come under the direction and control of the
Requesting Member, consistent with the NIMS Incident Command System to address the
needs identified by the Requesting Member. The Requesting Member's Authorized Official
shall coordinate response activities with the designated supervisors of the Responding
Member. The Responding Member's designated supervisors must keep accurate records of
work performed by personnel during the specified Period of Assistance.

. Food and Shelter — Whenever practical, Responding Member personnel must be self
sufficient for up to 72 hours. When possible, the Requesting Member shall supply
reasonable food and shelter for Responding Member personnel. If the Requesting Member
is unable to provide food and shelter for Responding Member personnel, the Responding
Member's designated supervisor is authorized to secure the resources necessary to meet
the needs of its personnel. Except as provided below, the cost for such resources must not
exceed the normal cost for such resources for that area. To the extent Food and Shelter
costs exceed the normal costs for the area, the Responding Member must demonstrate that
the additional costs were reasonable and necessary under the circumstances. Unless
otherwise agreed to in writing, the Requesting Member remains responsible for reimbursing
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the Responding Member for all reasonable and necessary costs associated with providing
food and shelter, if such resources are not otherwise provided by the Requesting Member.

D. Communication — The Requesting Member shall provide Responding Member personnel
with radio equipment as available, or radio frequency information to program existing radio
equipment, in order to facilitate communications with local responders and utility personnel.

E. Status — Unless otherwise provided by law, the Responding Member's officers and
employees retain the same privileges, immunities, rights, duties and benefits as provided in
their respective jurisdictions.

F. Licenses and Permits — To the extent permitted by law, Responding Member personnel that
hold licenses, certificates, or permits evidencing professional, mechanical, or other skills
shall be allowed to carry out activities and tasks relevant and related to their respective
credentials during the specified Period of Assistance.

G. Right to Withdraw — The Responding Member's Authorized Official retains the right to
withdraw some or all of its resources at any time for any reason in the Responding
Member's sole and absolute discretion. Notice of intention to withdraw must be
communicated to the Requesting Member's Authorized Official as soon as is practicable
under the circumstances.

ARTICLE VII.
COST- REIMBURSEMENT

The Requesting Member shall reimburse the Responding Member for each of the following
categories of costs incurred during the specified Period of Assistance as agreed in whole or in
part by both parties; provided, that any Responding Member may, if it so elects, assume in
whole or in part such loss, damage, expense, or other cost, or may loan such equipment or
donate such services to the Requesting Member without charge or cost.

A. Personnel — The Responding Member shall be reimbursed by the Requesting Member for
personnel costs incurred for work performed during the specified Period of Assistance.
Responding Member personnel costs shall be calculated according to the terms provided in
their employment contracts or other conditions of employment. The Responding Member's
designated supervisors must keep accurate records of work performed by personnel during
the specified Period of Assistance. Requesting Member reimbursement to the Responding
Member may consider all personnel costs, including salaries or hourly wages, costs for
fringe benefits, and indirect costs.
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B. Equipment — The Requesting Member shall reimburse the Responding Member for the use
of equipment during the specified Period of Assistance, including, but not limited to,
reasonable rental rates, all fuel, lubrication, maintenance, transportation, and
loading/unloading of loaned equipment. All equipment shall be returned to the Responding
Member in substantially the same condition the equipment was in at the time it was supplied
to the Requesting Member as soon as is practicable and reasonable under the
circumstances. At a minimum, rates for equipment use must be based on the Federal
Emergency Management Agency's (FEMA) Schedule of Equipment Rates. If a Responding
Member uses rates different from those in the FEMA Schedule of Equipment Rates, the
Responding Member must provide such rates orally or in writing to the Requesting Member
prior to supplying the equipment. Mutual agreement on which rates are used must be
reached in writing prior to dispatch of the equipment. Reimbursement for equipment not
referenced on the FEMA Schedule of Equipment Rates must be developed based on actual
recovery of costs. If Responding Member must lease a piece of equipment while its
equipment is being repaired, Requesting Member shall reimburse Responding Member for
such rental costs.

C. Materials and Supplies — The Requesting Member must reimburse the Responding Member
in kind or at actual replacement cost, plus handling charges, for use of expendable or non-
returnable supplies. The Responding Member must not charge direct fees or rental charges
to the Requesting Member for other supplies and reusable items that are returned to the
Responding Member in a clean, damage-free condition. Reusable supplies that are
returned to the Responding Member with damage that renders them unusable must be
treated as expendable supplies for purposes of cost reimbursement.

D. Payment Period — The Responding Member must provide an itemized bill to the Requesting
Member for all expenses incurred by the Responding Member while providing assistance
under this Agreement. The Requesting Member must send the itemized bill not later than
(90) ninety days following the end of the Period of Assistance. The Responding Member
may request additional periods of time within which to submit the itemized bill, and
Requesting Member shall not unreasonably withhold consent to such request. The
Requesting Member must pay the bill in full on or before the forty-fifth (45") day following
the billing date. The Requesting Member may request additional periods of time within
which to pay the itemized bill, and Responding Member shall not unreasonably withhold
consent to such request, provided, however, that all payment shall occur not later than one-
year after the date a final itemized bill is submitted to the Requesting Member.

E. Records — Each Responding Member and their duly authorized representatives shall have
access to a Requesting Member's books, documents, notes, reports, papers and records
which are directly pertinent to the Request for Assistance made pursuant to this Agreement
for the purposes of reviewing the accuracy of a cost bill or making a financial, maintenance
or regulatory audit. Each Requesting Member and their duly authorized representatives
shall have access to a Responding Member's books, documents, notes, reports, papers and
records which are directly pertinent to a Response to a Request for Assistance made
pursuant to this Agreement for the purposes of reviewing the accuracy of a cost bill or
making a financial, maintenance or regulatory audit. Such records shall be maintained for at
least three (3) years or longer where required by law.
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ARTICLE VIl
DISPUTES

If any controversy or claim arises out of, or relates to, the execution of the Agreement, including,
but not limited to, alleged breach of the Agreement, the disputing Members shall first attempt to
resolve the dispute by negotiation, followed by mediation and finally shall be settled by
arbitration in accordance with the Rules of the American Arbitration Association. Any court of
competent jurisdiction may enter the judgment rendered by the arbitrators as final judgment that
is binding on the parties.

ARTICLE IX.
REQUESTING MEMBER'’S DUTY TO INDEMNIFY

Except as provided in Article XIIl pertaining to Insurance, the Requesting Member shall assume
the defense of, fully indemnify and hold harmless, the Responding Member, its officers and
employees, from all claims, loss, damage, injury and liability of every kind, nature and
description, directly or indirectly arising from Responding Member’'s work during a specified
Period of Assistance. The scope of the Requesting Member's duty to indemnify includes, but is
not limited to, suits arising from, or related to, negligent or wrongful use of equipment or
supplies on loan to the Requesting Member, or faulty workmanship or other negligent acts,
errors or omissions by Requesting Member or the Responding Member personnel.

The Requesting Member's duty to indemnify is subject to, and shall be applied consistent with,
the conditions set forth in Article X.

ARTICLE X.
SIGNATORY INDEMNIFICATION

In the event of a liability, claim, demand, action, or proceeding of whatever kind or nature arising
out of a specified Period of Assistance, the Requesting Member shall have a duty to defend,
indemnify, save and hold harmless all Non-Responding Members, their officers, agents and
employees from any liability, claim, demand, action, or proceeding of whatever kind or nature
arising out of a Period of Assistance.

ARTICLE XI.
WORKER’S COMPENSATION CLAIMS

The Responding Member is responsible for providing worker's compensation and other injury
and death benefits for its employees and for administering worker's compensation for its
employees. The Requesting Member is responsible for providing worker's compensation and
other injury and death benefits for its employees and for administering worker's compensation
for its employees.
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ARTICLE XIl.
NOTICE

A Member who becomes aware of a claim or suit that in anyway, directly or indirectly,
contingently or otherwise, affects or might affect other Members of this Agreement shall provide
prompt and timely notice to the Members who may be affected by the suit or claim. Each
Member reserves the right to participate in the defense of such claims or suits as necessary to
protect its own interests.

ARTICLE XIII.
INSURANCE

Members of this Agreement shall maintain an insurance policy or maintain a self insurance
program that covers activities that it may undertake by virtue of membership in the IOWARN
Mutual Aid and Assistance Program. Each Member waives subrogation for any injury or
damage covered by its own insurance against any other member,

ARTICLE XIV.
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

To the fullest extent allowed by Chapter 22, lowa Code or other applicable law, each Member
and Associated Agency shall maintain in the strictest confidence and shall take all reasonable
steps necessary to prevent the disclosure of any Confidential Information disclosed under this
Agreement. If any Member, Associated Participant, third party or other entity requests or
demands, by subpoena or otherwise, that a Member or Associated Participant disclose any
Confidential Information disclosed under this Agreement, the Member or Associated Participant
shall immediately notify the owner of the Confidential Information and shall take all reasonable
steps necessary to prevent the disclosure of any Confidential Information by asserting all
applicable rights and privileges with respect to such information and shall cooperate fully in any
judicial or administrative proceeding relating thereto.

ARTICLE XV.
EFFECTIVE DATE

This Agreement shall be effective after the Water and Wastewater Utility's authorized
representative executes the Agreement and the Statewide Committee Chair receives the
Agreement. The Statewide Committee Chair shall maintain a master list of all Members and
Associated Agencies in the IOWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program.

ARTICLE XVI.
WITHDRAWAL

A Member may withdraw from this Agreement by providing written notice of its intent to
withdraw to the Statewide Chair. Withdrawal takes effect 60 days after the appropriate officials
receive notice. Withdrawal from this Agreement shall in no way affect a Requesting Member's
duty to reimburse a Responding Member for cost incurred during a Period of Assistance, which
duty shall survive such withdrawal.

ARTICLE XVIl.
MODIFICATION

No provision of this Agreement may be modified, altered or rescinded by individual parties to the
Agreement. Modifications to this Agreement may be due to programmatic operational changes
to support the agreement, legislative action, creation of an interstate aid and assistance
agreement, or other developments. Modifications to this Agreement may be proposed by the
Statewide Committee. The Statewide Committee Chair shall provide written notice to all
Members of proposed modifications to this Agreement together with a written ballot allowing
Members to vote for or against the proposed modification. A proposed modification shall
become effective only if it is approved by written vote of at least a majority of the Members.
Approved modifications shall take effect 60 days after the date upon which notice of the
approved modification is sent to the Members.

ARTICLE XVIII.
SEVERABILITY

The parties agree that if any term or provision of this Agreement is declared by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be illegal or in conflict with any law, the validity of the remaining terms
and provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be
construed and enforced as if the Agreement did not contain the particular term or provision held
to be invalid.

ARTICLE XIX.
PRIOR AGREEMENTS

This Agreement supersedes all prior Agreements between Members to the extent that such
prior Agreements are inconsistent with this Agreement.

ARTICLE XX.
PROHIBITION ON THIRD PARTIES AND ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHTS/DUTIES

This Agreement is for the sole benefit of the Members and no person or entity shall have any
rights under this Agreement as a third party beneficiary. Assignments of benefits and
delegations of duties created by this Agreement are prohibited and shall be without effect.

ARTICLE XXI.
INTRASTATE AND INTERSTATE IOWARN MUTUAL AID AND ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS

To the extent practicable, Members shall participate in Mutual Aid and Assistance activities
conducted under the State of lowa Mutual Aid and Assistance Program and the Interstate
Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) as set forth in Chapter 29C, lowa Code.
Members may voluntarily agree to participate in an interstate mutual aid and assistance
program for water and wastewater utilities through this Agreement if such a program is
established.
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Now, therefore, in consideration of the covenants and obligations set forth in this Agreement,
the Water and Wastewater Utility or other Agency listed here manifests its intent to be a

RESOLUTION APPROVING AN IOWA’S WATER/WASTEWATER AGENCY
RESPONSE NETWORK (IOWARN) AGREEMENT

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA,
IOWA, that the Mayor is hereby authorized to sign an lowa’s Water/Wastewater Agency
Response Network (Iowarn) Agreement for the following purpose:

| would like to enhance our ability to remind motorists their actual speed versus the posted
speed limit on any given city street. This will be accomplished with the purchase of a speed
monitoring trailer. The speed monitoring trailer will be purchased with a generous donation

from a local business and the Minor Equipment line item in the current budget.

In 2011 we purchased a traffic data collection system from Decatur Electronics that
documents date, time, speed, and number of vehicles that pass the device. The device
allows me to monitor unenforced traffic patterns for violations that warrant officer's time to
correct with enforcement. Our current device is unmarked and motorists are unaware their
speed has been logged. This serves as a useful tool when responding to citizen complaints
of speed violations. It enables me to identify and allocate man hours when they are needed
the most.

The speed monitoring trailer is an overt tool that will serve as a visual reminder of the posted
speed limit and the actual vehicle speed. The speed monitoring trailer will collect all the same
data as our unmarked device, but it will notify motorists how fast they were going with a 25" X
19" LED display. This will serve as a continuous education piece in our overall effort to make
city streets safer by reducing speed.





| have looked at speed trailers from 3 different manufactures with several models from each.
| believe the OnSite 300MX from Decatur Electronics will serve our needs very well. The
OnSite 300MX uses the same software as the device we purchased in 2011. This model has
preloaded graphics and messages that can also be displayed. Examples are graphics and
messages for not texting and driving, not drinking and driving, click it or ticket, school zone,

etc. This model also allows for user input custom messages.

The price quote for the OnSite 300MX delivered is approximately $9,195. Cedar Rapids
Toyota has once again stepped forward and offered to assist with the purchase of the speed
trailer.
