WHEREAS, the Issuer is duly incorporated, organized and exists under and by virtue of
the laws and Constitution of the State of lowa; and

WHEREAS, the Issuer is in need of funds to pay costs of:

a) the opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way of
streets, intersections, rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds; the
construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements; the acquisition,
installation, and repair of sidewalks, storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water service lines, culverts,
ditches, street lighting, and traffic control devices, and the acquisition of any real estate needed
for any of the foregoing purposes;

WHEREAS, the Issuer also is in need of funds to pay costs of aiding in the planning,
undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects under the authority of chapter 403,
including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction
and infrastructure improvements, essential corporate purposes, and it is deemed necessary and
advisable that General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, to the amount of not to exceed $1,485,000
be authorized for said purposes; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by Sections 384.24A, 384.25 and
403.12 of the Code of Iowa, this Council has held a public meeting and hearing upon the
proposal to institute proceedings for the issuance of said Notes, and no petitions for referendum
having been received, the Council is therefore now authorized to proceed with the issuance of
said Capital Loan Notes for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the above mentioned Notes were heretofore sold and action should now be
taken to issue said Notes conforming to the terms and conditions of the best bid received at the
sale.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA, STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Definitions. The following terms shall have the following meanings in this
Resolution unless the text expressly or by necessary implication requires otherwise:

. "Authorized Denominations” shall mean $5,000 or any integral multiple
thereof.

. "Beneficial Owner" shall mean, whenever used with respect to a Note, the
person in whose name such Note is recorded as the beneficial owner of such Note by a
Participant on the records of such Participant or such person's subrogee.

. "Blanket Issuer Letter of Representations” shall mean the Representation
Letter from the Issuer to DTC, with respect to the Notes.

. "Cede & Co." shall mean Cede & Co., the nominee of DTC, and any
successor nominee of DTC with respect to the Notes.

. "Continuing Disclosure Certificate" shall mean that certain Continuing
Disclosure Certificate approved under the terms of this Resolution and to be executed by
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the Issuer and dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Notes, as originally executed
and as it may be amended from time to time in accordance with the terms thereof.

. "Current Refunded Portion" shall mean $1,405,000 of the Notes to refund
the Refunded Bonds.
. "Depository Notes " shall mean the Notes as issued in the form of one

global certificate for each maturity, registered in the Registration Books maintained by
the Registrar in the name of DTC or its nominee.

. "DTC" shall mean The Depository Trust Company, New York,
New York, which will act as security depository for the Note pursuant to the
Representation Letter.

. "Issuer" and "City" shall mean the City of Hiawatha, State of Iowa.

. "Loan Agreement" shall mean a Loan Agreement between the Issuer and a
lender or lenders in substantially the form attached to and approved by this Resolution.

. "New Money Portion" shall mean $3,860,000 of the notes issued to pay
the costs of the opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way
of streets, intersections, rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds; the
construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements; the acquisition,
installation, and repair of sidewalks, storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water service lines,
culverts, ditches, street lighting, and traffic control devices, and the acquisition of any
real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes; and aiding in the planning,
undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects under the authority of chapter
403, including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-North Center Point Road intersection
reconstruction and infrastructure improvements.

. "Note Fund" shall mean the fund created in Section 3 of this Resolution.

. "Notes" shall mean $5,265,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes,
Series 2017, authorized to be issued by this Resolution.

. "Participants" shall mean those broker-dealers, banks and other financial
institutions for which DTC holds Notes as securities depository.

. "Paying Agent" shall mean Bankers Trust Company, or such successor as
may be approved by Issuer as provided herein and who shall carry out the duties
prescribed herein as Issuer's agent to provide for the payment of principal of and interest
on the Notes as the same shall become due.





. "Project" shall mean:

a) the opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way of
streets, intersections, rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds;
the construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements; the
acquisition, installation, and repair of sidewalks, storm sewers, sanitary sewers,
water service lines, culverts, ditches, street lighting, and traffic control devices,
and the acquisition of any real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes;

b) settlement, adjustment, renewing, or extension of any part or all of the legal
indebtedness of a city, whether evidenced by bonds, warrants, or judgments, or
the funding or refunding of the same, whether or not such indebtedness was
created for a purpose for which general obligation bonds might have been issued
in the original instance, including Series 2010B General Obligation Capital Loan
Notes; and

¢) aiding in the planning, undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects
under the authority of chapter 403, including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-
North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction and infrastructure
improvements.

. "Project Fund" shall mean, as to the New Money Portion, the fund
established under this Resolution for the deposit of a portion of the proceeds to pay the
costs of the opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way of
streets, intersections, rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds; the
construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements; the acquisition,
installation, and repair of sidewalks, storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water service lines,
culverts, ditches, street lighting, and traffic control devices, and the acquisition of any
real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes; and aiding in the planning,
undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects under the authority of chapter
403, including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-North Center Point Road intersection
reconstruction and infrastructure improvements. As to the Current Refunded Portion,
"Project Fund" shall mean the portion of the proceeds that will be used, together with
interest earnings thereon, to pay the principal, interest and redemption premium, if any,
on the Refunded Bonds.

. "Rebate Fund" shall mean the fund so defined in and established pursuant
to the Tax Exemption Certificate.

. "Refunded Bonds" shall mean $1,445,000 of the $3,140,000 General
Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2010B, dated June 15, 2010.

. "Registrar" shall mean Bankers Trust Company of Des Moines, lowa, or
such successor as may be approved by Issuer as provided herein and who shall carry out
the duties prescribed herein with respect to maintaining a register of the owners of the





Notes. Unless otherwise specified, the Registrar shall also act as Transfer Agent for the
Notes.

. "Resolution" shall mean this resolution authorizing the Notes.

. "Tax Exemption Certificate" shall mean the Tax Exemption Certificate
approved under the terms of this Resolution and to be executed by the Finance Director
and delivered at the time of issuance and delivery of the Notes.

. "Treasurer" shall mean the Finance Director or such other officer as shall
succeed to the same duties and responsibilities with respect to the recording and payment

of the Notes issued hereunder.

Section 2. Levy and Certification of Annual Tax; Other Funds to be Used.

a) Levy of Annual Tax. That for the purpose of providing funds to pay the
principal and interest of the Notes hereinafter authorized to be issued, there is hereby
levied for each future year the following direct annual tax on all of the taxable property in
Hiawatha, lowa, to-wit:

* A levy has been included in the budget previously certified and will be used together
with available City funds to pay the principal and interest of the Note coming due in
fiscal year 2017/2018.

(NOTE: For example the levy to be made and certified against the taxable valuations of
January 1, 2018 will be collected during the fiscal year commencing July 1, 2019.)





b) Resolution to be Filed With County Auditor. A certified copy of this
Resolution shall be filed with the Auditor of Linn County, lowa and the Auditor is hereby
instructed in and for each of the years as provided, to levy and assess the tax hereby
authorized in Section 2 of this Resolution, in like manner as other taxes are levied and
assessed, and such taxes so levied in and for each of the years aforesaid be collected in
like manner as other taxes of the City are collected, and when collected be used for the
purpose of paying principal and interest on said Notes issued in anticipation of the tax,
and for no other purpose whatsoever.

c¢) Additional City Funds Available. Principal and interest coming due at any
time when the proceeds of said tax on hand shall be insufficient to pay the same shall be
promptly paid when due from current funds of the City available for that purpose and
reimbursement shall be made from such special fund in the amounts thus advanced.

Section 3. Note Fund. Said tax shall be assessed and collected each year at the same time
and in the same manner as, and in addition to, all other taxes in and for the City, and when
collected they shall be converted into a special fund within the Debt Service Fund to be known
as the "GENERAL OBLIGATION CAPITAL LOAN NOTE FUND NO. 1" (the "Note Fund"),
which is hereby pledged for and shall be used only for the payment of the principal of and
interest on the Notes hereinafter authorized to be issued; and also there shall be apportioned to
said fund its proportion of taxes received by the City from property that is centrally assessed by
the State of lowa.

Section 4. Application of Note Proceeds. Proceeds of the Notes, other than accrued
interest except as may be provided below, shall be credited to the Project Fund and expended
therefrom for the purposes of issuance. Any amounts on hand in the Project Fund shall be
available for the payment of the principal of or interest on the Notes at any time that other funds
shall be insufficient to the purpose, in which event such funds shall be repaid to the Project Fund
at the earliest opportunity. Any balance on hand in the Project Fund and not immediately
required for its purposes may be invested not inconsistent with limitations provided by law or
this Resolution.

Proceeds invested shall mature before the date which the moneys are required for
payment of principal and interest on the Refunded Bonds. Accrued interest, if any, shall be
deposited in the Note Fund.

Section 5. Investment of Note Fund Proceeds. All moneys held in the Note Fund,
provided for by Section 3 of this Resolution shall be invested in investments permitted by
Chapter 12B, Code of lowa, 2015, as amended, or deposited in financial institutions which are
members of the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation and the deposits in which are insured
thereby and all such deposits exceeding the maximum amount insured from time to time by
FDIC or its equivalent successor in any one financial institution shall be continuously secured in
compliance with Chapter 12C of the Code of Iowa, 2015, as amended, or otherwise by a valid
pledge of direct obligations of the United States Government having an equivalent market value.
All such interim investments shall mature before the date on which the moneys are required for
payment of principal of or interest on the Notes as herein provided.
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Section 6. Note Details, Execution and Redemption.

a) Note Details. General Obligation Capital Loan Notes of the City in the amount
of $5,265,000, shall be issued to evidence the obligations of the Issuer under the Loan
Agreement pursuant to the provisions of Sections 384.24A, 384.25 and 403.12 of the
Code of Iowa for the aforesaid purposes. The Notes shall be issued in one or more series
and shall be on a parity and secured equally and ratably from the sources provided in
Section 3 of this Resolution. The Notes shall be designated "GENERAL OBLIGATION
CAPITAL LOAN NOTE, SERIES 2017", be dated June 21, 2017, and bear interest from
the date thereof, until payment thereof, at the office of the Paying Agent, said interest
payable on December 1, 2017, and semiannually thereafter on the 1st day of June and
December in each year until maturity at the rates hereinafter provided.

The Notes shall be executed by the manual or facsimile signature of the Mayor
and attested by the manual or facsimile signature of the Clerk, and impressed or printed
with the seal of the City and shall be fully registered as to both principal and interest as
provided in this Resolution; principal, interest and premium, if any, shall be payable at
the office of the Paying Agent by mailing of a check to the registered owner of the Note.
The Notes shall be in the denomination of $5,000 or multiples thereof. The Notes shall
mature and bear interest as follows:

b) Redemption.

Optional Redemption. Notes maturing after June 1, 2024, may be called
for optional redemption by the Issuer on that date or any date thereafter, from any
funds regardless of source, in whole or from time to time in part, in any order of
maturity and within an annual maturity by lot. The terms of redemption shall be
par, plus accrued interest to date of call.

Thirty days' written notice of redemption shall be given to the registered
owner of the Note. Failure to give written notice to any registered owner of the
Notes or any defect therein shall not affect the validity of any proceedings for the
redemption of the Notes. All Notes or portions thereof called for redemption will
cease to bear interest after the specified redemption date, provided funds for their
redemption are on deposit at the place of payment. Written notice will be deemed
completed upon transmission to the owner of record.

If selection by lot within a maturity is required, the Registrar shall
designate the Notes to be redeemed by random selection of the names of the
registered owners of the entire annual maturity until the total amount of Notes to
be called has been reached.

If less than all of a maturity is called for redemption, the Issuer will notify
DTC of the particular amount of such maturity to be redeemed prior to maturity.
DTC will determine by lot the amount of each Participant's interest in such
maturity to be redeemed and each Participant will then select by lot the beneficial
ownership interests in such maturity to be redeemed. All prepayments shall be at
a price of par plus accrued interest.

Section 7. Issuance of Notes in Book-Entry Form: Replacement Notes.

a) Notwithstanding the other provisions of this Resolution regarding registration,
ownership, transfer, payment and exchange of the Notes, unless the Issuer determines to
permit the exchange of Depository Notes for Notes in Authorized Denominations, the
Notes shall be issued as Depository Notes in denominations of the entire principal
amount of each maturity of Notes (or, if a portion of said principal amount is prepaid,
said principal amount less the prepaid amount). The Notes must be registered in the
name of Cede & Co., as nominee for DTC. Payment of semiannual interest for any Notes
registered in the name of Cede & Co. will be made by wire transfer or New York
Clearing House or equivalent next day funds to the account of Cede & Co. on the interest
payment date for the Notes at the address indicated or in the Representation Letter.

b) The Notes will be initially issued in the form of separate single authenticated
fully registered bonds in the amount of each stated maturity of the Notes. Upon initial
issuance, the ownership of the Notes will be registered in the registry books of the
Bankers Trust Company kept by the Paying Agent and Registrar in the name of Cede &
Co., as nominee of DTC. The Paying Agent and Registrar and the Issuer may treat DTC
(or its nominee) as the sole and exclusive owner of the Notes registered in its name for
the purposes of payment of the principal or redemption price of or interest on the Notes,
selecting the Notes or portions to be redeemed, giving any notice permitted or required to
be given to registered owners of Notes under the Resolution of the Issuer, registering the
transfer of Notes, obtaining any consent or other action to be taken by registered owners
of the Notes and for other purposes. The Paying Agent, Registrar and the Issuer have no
responsibility or obligation to any Participant or Beneficial Owner of the Notes under or
through DTC with respect to the accuracy of records maintained by DTC or any
Participant; with respect to the payment by DTC or Participant of an amount of principal
or redemption price of or interest on the Notes; with respect to any notice given to owners
of Notes under the Resolution; with respect to the Participant(s) selected to receive
payment in the event of a partial redemption of the Notes, or a consent given or other
action taken by DTC as registered owner of the Notes. The Paying Agent and Registrar
shall pay all principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Notes only to Cede &
Co. in accordance with the Representation Letter, and all payments are valid and
effective to fully satisfy and discharge the Issuer's obligations with respect to the
principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Notes to the extent of the sum paid.
DTC must receive an authenticated Bond for each separate stated maturity evidencing the
obligation of the Issuer to make payments of principal of and premium, if any, and
interest. Upon delivery by DTC to the Paying Agent and Registrar of written notice that
DTC has determined to substitute a new nominee in place of Cede & Co., the Notes will
be transferable to the new nominee in accordance with this Section.

c¢) In the event the Issuer determines that it is in the best interest of the Beneficial
Owners that they be able to obtain Notes certificates, the Issuer may notify DTC and the
Paying Agent and Registrar, whereupon DTC will notify the Participants, of the
availability through DTC of Notes certificates. The Notes will be transferable in
accordance with this Section. DTC may determine to discontinue providing its services
with respect to the Notes at any time by giving notice to the Issuer and the Paying Agent
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and Registrar and discharging its responsibilities under applicable law. In this event, the
Notes will be transferable in accordance with this Section.

d) Notwithstanding any other provision of the Resolution to the contrary, so long
as any Note is registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of DTC, all payments
with respect to the principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Note and all
notices must be made and given, respectively to DTC as provided in the Representation
letter.

€) In connection with any notice or other communication to be provided to
Noteholders by the Issuer or the Paying Agent and Registrar with respect to a consent or
other action to be taken by Noteholders, the Issuer or the Paying Agent and Registrar, as
the case may be, shall establish a record date for the consent or other action and give
DTC notice of the record date not less than 15 calendar days in advance of the record
date to the extent possible. Notice to DTC must be given only when DTC is the sole
Noteholder.

f) The Blanket Issuer Letter of Representations to DTC sets forth certain matters
with respect to notices, consents and approvals by Noteholders and payments on the
Notes. The Blanket Issuer Letter of Representations is hereby authorized, and execution
thereof by the Mayor is conclusive evidence of this approval.

g) In the event that a transfer or exchange of the Notes is permitted under this
Section, the transfer or exchange may be accomplished upon receipt by the Registrar
from the registered owners of the Notes to be transferred or exchanged and appropriate
instruments of transfer. In the event Note certificates are issued to holders other than
Cede & Co., its successor as nominee for DTC as holder of all the Notes, or other
securities depository as holder of all the Notes, the provisions of the Resolution apply to,
among other things, the printing of certificates and the method or payment of principal of
and interest on the certificates. Any substitute depository shall be designated in writing
by the Issuer to the Paying Agent. Any such substitute depository shall be a qualified and
registered "clearing agency" as provided in Section 17A of the Securities Exchange Act
of 1934, as amended. The substitute depository shall provide for (i) immobilization of
the Depository Notes, (ii) registration and transfer of interests in Depository Notes by
book entries made on records of the depository or its nominee and (iii) payment of
principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Notes in accordance with and as such
interests may appear with respect to such book entries.

h) The officers of the Issuer are authorized and directed to prepare and furnish to

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LOAN AGREEMENT

This Loan Agreement is entered into as of the 21st day of June, 2017, by and between the
City of Hiawatha, State of lowa (the "City") acting through its City Council (the "Council") and
FTN Financial Capital Markets of Memphis, Tennessee (the "Lender"). The parties agree as
follows:

1. The Lender shall loan to the City the sum of $5,468,443.55, and the City's
obligation to repay hereunder shall be evidenced by the issuance of General Obligation Capital
Loan Notes, Series 2017, in the aggregate principal amount of $5,265,000 (the "Notes").

2, The loan proceeds shall be used to pay costs of:

a) the opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way of
streets, intersections, rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds;
the construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements; the
acquisition, installation, and repair of sidewalks, storm sewers, sanitary sewers,
water service lines, culverts, ditches, street lighting, and traffic control devices,
and the acquisition of any real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes:

b) settlement, adjustment, renewing, or extension of any part or all of the legal
indebtedness of a city, whether evidenced by bonds, warrants, or judgments, or
the funding or refunding of the same, whether or not such indebtedness was
created for a purpose for which general obligation bonds might have been issued
in the original instance, including Series 2010B General Obligation Capital Loan
Notes; and

¢) aiding in the planning, undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects
under the authority of chapter 403, including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-
North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction and infrastructure
improvements,

(the "Project"). Any remaining loan proceeds, including accrued interest, if any, shall be
deposited in the Note Fund (defined in the Resolution hereinafter referred to) and shall be held
therein and used, along with other amounts therein, to pay interest on the Notes on December I
2017.

3. The City agrees to repay the loan and interest thereon as hereinafter provided.
The Notes, in substantially the form set forth in the Resolution hereinafter referred to, shall be
executed and delivered to the Lender to evidence the City's obligation to repay the amounts
payable hereunder. The Notes shall be dated June 21, 2017, shall bear interest payable
December 1, 2017, and semiannually thereafter on the first day of June and December in each
year at the respective rates and shall mature in principal amounts in each of the respective years,
as follows:

4. The Council has adopted a Resolution (the "Resolution") authorizing and

approving the form of this Loan Agreement and providing for the issuance and securing the
payment of the Notes and establishing the terms thereof, and the Resolution is incorporated
herein by reference, and the parties agree to abide by the terms and provisions of the Resolution.
The Notes and the interest thereon shall be payable from the levy of a sufficient continuing
annual tax on all the taxable property within the territory of the City and provision has been
made in the Resolution for the levy and collection of such tax.

5. The City may borrow additional money, issue general obligation bonds or enter
into other loan agreements and issue additional Notes which are at the time of their issuance on a
parity and equality of rank with the Notes with respect to the lien and claim of such collection of
taxes thereof provided that the total indebtedness of the City including this Loan Agreement and
Notes issued hereunder does not exceed the Constitutional or statutory limitations.

6. The Lender is acquiring the Notes with the intent of making offers and sales of
the Notes to the public. The Lender agrees to comply with all federal and state securities laws
and the rules and regulations of the Securities and Exchange Commission and the Municipal
Securities Rulemaking Board, including but not limited to Rules 15¢2-12 and 10b-5, in making
offers and sales of the Notes to the public. The Lender agrees to prepare an Official Statement to
be used by the Lender in making offers and sales of the Notes in compliance with Rule 15¢2-12,
and the City agrees to timely provide all information reasonably requested by the Lender for that
purpose. All such information provided by the City will be true and correct in all material
respects. When the Official Statement is in a form acceptable to the City, the City agrees to





"deem final” the Official Statement for purposes of Rule 15¢2-12 and to provide the Lender with
a certification with respect thereto.

7] The Lender and the City represent and agree that no financial advisory
relationship as defined by Rule G-23 of the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board has existed
between them with respect to this Loan Agreement or presently exists between them with respect
to other similar matters and that no employee of the Lender is an employee or official of the
City.

8. This Loan Agreement is executed pursuant to the provisions of Sections 384.24A,
384.25 and 403.12 of the Code of Iowa, as amended, and shall be read and construed as
conforming to all provisions and requirements thereof.

THIS TAX EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE made and entered into on June 21, 2017, by
the City of Hiawatha, County of Linn, State of lowa (the "Issuer").

INTRODUCTION

This Certificate is executed and delivered in connection with the issuance by the Issuer of
its $5,265,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2017 (the "Bonds"). The Bonds
are issued pursuant to the provisions of the Resolution of the Issuer authorizing the issuance of
the Bonds. Such Resolution provides that the covenants contained in this Certificate constitute a
part of the Issuer's contract with the owners of the Bonds.

The Issuer recognizes that under the Code (as defined below) the tax-exempt status of the
interest received by the owners of the Bonds is dependent upon, among other things, the facts,
circumstances, and reasonable expectations of the Issuer as to future facts not in existence at this
time, as well as the observance of certain covenants in the future. The Issuer covenants that it
will take such action with respect to the Bonds as may be required by the Code, and pertinent
legal regulations issued thereunder in order to establish and maintain the tax-exempt status of the
Bonds, including the observance of all specific covenants contained in the Resolution and this
Certificate.

ARTICLE 1

DEFINITIONS

The following terms as used in this Certificate shall have the meanings set forth below.
The terms defined in the Resolution shall retain the meanings set forth therein when used in this
Certificate. Other terms used in this Certificate shall have the meanings set forth in the Code or
in the Regulations.

. "Annual Debt Service" means the principal of and interest on the Bonds
scheduled to be paid during a given Bond Year.

. "Bonds" means the $5,265,000 aggregate principal amount of General
Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2017, of the Issuer issued in registered form
pursuant to the Resolution.

. "Bond Counsel" means Ahlers & Cooney, P.C., Des Moines, lowa, or an
attorney at law or a firm of attorneys of nationally recognized standing in matters
pertaining to the tax-exempt status of interest on obligations issued by states and their
political subdivisions, duly admitted to the practice of law before the highest court of any
State of the United States of America.

. "Bond Fund" means the Sinking Fund described in the Resolution.
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. "Bond Purchase Agreement" means the binding contract in writing for the
sale of the Bonds.

. "Bond Year" as defined in Regulation 1.148-1(b), means a one-year period
beginning on the day after expiration of the preceding Bond Year. The first Bond Year
shall be the one-year or shorter period beginning on the Closing Date and ending on a
principal or interest payment date, unless Issuer selects another date.

. "Bond Yield" means that discount rate which produces an amount equal to
the Issue Price of the Bonds when used in computing the present value of all payments of
principal and interest to be paid on the Bonds, using semiannual compounding on a 360-
day year as computed under Regulation 1.148-4.

. "Certificate" means this Tax Exemption Certificate.

. "Closing" means the delivery of the Bonds in exchange for the agreed
upon purchase price.

. "Closing Date" means the date of Closing.

. "Code" means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and any
statutes which replace or supplement the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.

. "Computation Date" means each five-year period from the Closing Date
through the last day of the fifth and each succeeding fifth Bond Year.

. "Current Refunded Portion" shall mean $1,405,000 of the Bonds to refund
the Refunded Bonds.

. "Excess Earnings" means the amount earned on all Nonpurpose
Investments minus the amount which would have been earned if such Nonpurpose
Investments were invested at a rate equal to the Bond Yield, plus any income attributable
to such excess.

. "Final Bond Retirement Date" means the date on which the Bonds are
actually paid in full.

. "Governmental Obligations" means direct general obligations of, or
obligations the timely payment of the principal of and interest on which is
unconditionally guaranteed by the United States.

. "Gross Proceeds" as defined in Regulation 1.148-1(b), means any Proceeds
of the Bonds and any replacement proceeds (as defined in Regulation 1.148-1(c)) of the
Bonds.





. "Gross Proceeds Funds" means the Project Fund, Proceeds held to pay
cost of issuance, and any other fund or account held for the benefit of the owners of the
Bonds or containing Gross Proceeds of the Bonds except the Bond Fund and the Rebate
Fund.

. "Issue Price" as defined in Regulation 1.148-1(b), means the initial
offering price of the Bonds to the public (not including bond houses, brokers or similar
persons or organizations acting in the capacity of underwriters or wholesalers) at which
price a substantial amount of the Bonds (not less than 10% of each maturity) were sold to
the public. For those maturities where less than 10% of such maturity has been sold at
the initial offering price, the price for that maturity is determined as of the date of the
Bond Purchase Agreement based upon the reasonably expected initial offering price to
the public. The Purchasers have certified the Issue Price to be not more than
$5,512,403.35.

. "Issuer" means the City of Hiawatha, a municipal corporation in the
County of Linn, State of lowa.

. "Minor Portion of the Bonds", as defined in Regulation 1.148-2(g), means
the lesser of five (5) percent of Proceeds or $100,000. The Minor Portion of the Bonds is
computed to be $100,000.

. "New Money Portion" shall mean $3,860,000 of the Bonds issued to pay
the costs of the opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way
of streets, intersections, rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds; the
construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements; the acquisition,
installation, and repair of sidewalks, storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water service lines,
culverts, ditches, street lighting, and traffic control devices, and the acquisition of any
real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes; and aiding in the planning,
undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects under the authority of chapter
403, including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-North Center Point Road intersection
reconstruction and infrastructure improvements.

. "Nonpurpose Investments" means any investment property which is
acquired with Gross Proceeds and is not acquired to carry out the governmental purpose
of the Bonds, and may include but is not limited to U.S. Treasury bonds, corporate bonds,
or certificates of deposit.

. "Proceeds" as defined in Regulation 1.148-1(b), means Sale Proceeds,
investment proceeds and transferred proceeds of the Bonds.

. "Project" means:
a) the opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way of

streets, intersections, rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds;
the construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements; the





acquisition, installation, and repair of sidewalks, storm sewers, sanitary sewers,
water service lines, culverts, ditches, street lighting, and traffic control devices,
and the acquisition of any real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes;

b) settlement, adjustment, renewing, or extension of any part or all of the legal
indebtedness of a city, whether evidenced by bonds, warrants, or judgments, or
the funding or refunding of the same, whether or not such indebtedness was
created for a purpose for which general obligation bonds might have been issued
in the original instance, including Series 2010B General Obligation Capital Loan
Notes; and

¢) aiding in the planning, undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects
under the authority of chapter 403, including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-
North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction and infrastructure
improvements,

as more fully described in the Resolution.

. "Project Fund" shall mean, as to the New Money Portion, the fund
established under this Resolution for the deposit of a portion of the Proceeds to pay the
costs of the opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way of
streets, intersections, rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds; the
construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements; the acquisition,
installation, and repair of sidewalks, storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water service lines,
culverts, ditches, street lighting, and traffic control devices, and the acquisition of any
real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes; and aiding in the planning,
undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects under the authority of chapter
403, including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-North Center Point Road intersection
reconstruction and infrastructure improvements. As to the Current Refunded Portion,
"Project Fund" shall mean the portion of the Proceeds that will be used, together with
interest earnings thereon, to pay the principal, interest and redemption premium, if any,
on the Refunded Bonds; and.

. "Purchasers" means FTN Financial Capital Markets of Mempbhis,
Tennessee, constituting the initial purchasers of the Bonds from the Issuer.

. "Rebate Amount" means the amount computed as described in this
Certificate.

. "Rebate Fund" means the fund to be created, if necessary, pursuant to this
Certificate.

. "Rebate Payment Date" means a date chosen by the Issuer which is not

more than 60 days following each Computation Date or the Final Bond Retirement Date.

. "Refunded Bonds" means $1,445,000 of the $3,140,000 General
Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2010B dated June 15, 2010.
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. "Refunding Bonds" means the Current Refunded Portion of the Bonds.

. "Regulations" means the Income Tax Regulations, amendments and
successor provisions promulgated by the Department of the Treasury under Sections 103,
148 and 149 of the Code, or other Sections of the Code relating to "arbitrage bonds",
including without limitation Regulations 1.148-1 through 1.148-11, 1.149(b)-1, 1.149-
d(1), 1.150-1 and 1.150-2.

. "Replacement Proceeds" include, but are not limited to, sinking funds,
amounts that are pledged as security for an issue, and amounts that are replaced because
of a sufficiently direct nexus to a governmental purpose of an issue.

. "Resolution" means the resolution of the Issuer adopted on June 7, 2017,
authorizing the issuance of the Bonds.

. "Sale Proceeds" as defined in Regulation 1.148-1(b), means any amounts
actually or constructively received from the sale of the Bonds, including amounts used to
pay underwriter's discount or compensation and accrued interest other than pre-issuance
accrued interest.

. "Sinking Fund" means the Bond Fund.

. "SLGS" means demand deposit Treasury securities of the State and Local
Government Series.

. "Tax Exempt Obligations" means bonds or other obligations the interest
on which is excludable from the gross income of the owners thereof under Section 103 of
the Code and include certain regulated investment companies, stock in tax-exempt mutual
funds and demand deposit SLGS.

. "Taxable Obligations" means all investment property, obligations or
securities other than Tax Exempt Obligations.

. "Verification Certificate" means the certificate attached to this Certificate
as Exhibit A, setting forth the yield, weighted average maturity, and certain other facts
concerning the price at which the Purchaser will reoffer and sell the Bonds to the public.

ARTICLE 11

SPECIFIC CERTIFICATIONS, REPRESENTATIONS
AND AGREEMENTS

The Issuer hereby certifies, represents and agrees as follows:

Section 2.1 Authority to Certify and Expectations

(a) The undersigned officer of the Issuer along with other officers of the
Issuer, are charged with the responsibility of issuing the Bonds.
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(b) This Certificate is being executed and delivered in part for the purposes
specified in Section 1.148-2(b)(2) of the Regulations and is intended (among other
purposes) to establish reasonable expectations of the Issuer at this time.

(c) The Issuer has not been notified of any disqualification or proposed
disqualification of it by the Commissioner of the Internal Revenue Service as a bond
issuer which may certify bond issues under Section 1.148-2(b)(2) of the Regulations.

(d) The certifications, representations and agreements set forth in this Article
II are made on the basis of the facts, estimates and circumstances in existence on the date
hereof, including the following: (1) with respect to amounts expected to be received from
delivery of the Bonds, amounts actually received, (2) with respect to payments of
amounts into various funds or accounts, review of the authorizations or directions for
such payments made by the Issuer pursuant to the Resolution and this Certificate, (3)
with respect to the Issue Price, the certifications of the Purchasers as set forth in the
Verification Certificate, (4) with respect to expenditure of the Proceeds of the Bonds,
actual expenditures and reasonable expectations of the Issuer as to when the Proceeds
will be spent for purposes of the Project, (5) with respect to Bond Yield, review of the
Verification Certificate, and (6) with respect to the amount of governmental and qualified
501(c)(3) bonds to be issued during the calendar year, the budgeting and present planning
of Issuer. The Issuer has no reason to believe such facts, estimates or circumstances are
untrue or incomplete in any material way.

(e) To the best of the knowledge and belief of the undersigned officer of the
Issuer, there are no facts, estimates or circumstances that would materially change the
representations, certifications or agreements set forth in this Certificate, and the
expectations herein set out are reasonable.

§3) No arrangement exists under which the payment of principal or interest on
the Bonds would be directly or indirectly guaranteed by the United States or any agency
or instrumentality thereof.

(g2) After the expiration of any applicable temporary periods, and excluding
investments in a bona fide debt service fund or reserve fund, not more than five percent
(5%) of the Proceeds of the Bonds will be (a) used to make loans which are guaranteed
by the United States or any agency or instrumentality thereof, or (b) invested in federally
insured deposits or accounts.

(h) The Issuer will file with the Internal Revenue Service in a timely fashion
Form 8038-G, Information Return for Tax-Exempt Governmental Obligations with
respect to the Bonds and such other reports required to comply with the Code and
applicable Regulations.

(1) The Issuer will take no action which would cause the Bonds to become
"private activity bonds" as defined in Section 141 (a) of the Code, including any use of
the Project by any person other than a governmental unit if such use will be by other than





a member of the general public. None of the Proceeds of the Bonds will be used directly
or indirectly to make or finance loans to any person other than a governmental unit.

() The Issuer will make no change in the nature or purpose of the Project
except as provided in Section 6.1 hereof.

(k) Except as provided in the Resolution, the Issuer will not establish any
sinking fund, bond fund, reserve fund, debt service fund or other fund reasonably
expected to be used to pay debt service on the Bonds (other than the Bond Fund),
exercise its option to redeem Bonds prior to maturity or effect a refunding of the Bonds.

1) No bonds or other obligations of the Issuer (1) were sold in the 15 days
preceding the date of sale of the Bonds, (2) were sold or will be sold within the 15 days
after the date of sale of the Bonds, (3) have been delivered in the past 15 days or (4) will
be delivered in the next 15 days pursuant to a common plan of financing for the issuance
of the Bonds and payable out of substantially the same source of revenues.

(m)  None of the Proceeds of the Bonds will be used directly or indirectly to
replace funds of the Issuer used directly or indirectly to acquire obligations having a yield
higher than the Bond Yield.

(n) No portion of the Bonds is issued for the purpose of investing such portion
at a higher yield than the Bond Yield.

(o) The Issuer does not expect that the Proceeds of the Bonds will be used in a
manner that would cause them to be "arbitrage bonds" as defined in Section 148(a) of the
Code. The Issuer does not expect that the Proceeds of the Bonds will be used in a
manner that would cause the interest on the Bonds to be includible in the gross income of
the owners of the Bonds under the Code. The Issuer will not intentionally use any
portion of the Proceeds to acquire higher yielding investments.

(p) The Issuer will not use the Proceeds of the Bonds to exploit the difference
between tax-exempt and taxable interest rates to obtain a material financial advantage.

(q) The Issuer has not issued more Bonds, issued the Bonds earlier, or allowed
the Bonds to remain outstanding longer than is reasonably necessary to accomplish the
governmental purposes of the Bonds and in fact, the Bonds will not remain outstanding
longer than 120% of the economic useful life of the assets financed with the Proceeds of
the Bonds.

(r) The Bonds will not be Hedge Bonds as described in Section 149(g)(3) of
the Code because the Issuer reasonably expects that it will meet the Expenditure test set
forth in Section 2.5(b) hereof and that 50% or more of the Proceeds will not be invested
in Nonpurpose Investments having a substantially guaranteed yield for four or more
years.

(s) The Issuer has not employed a device in connection with the issuance of
the Current Refunded Portion of the Bonds to obtain a material financial advantage
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(based on arbitrage) apart from savings attributable to lower interest rates. The Issuer
will not realize any material financial advantage (based on arbitrage or otherwise) in
connection with the issuance of the Bonds, or in connection with any transaction or series
of transactions connected with the issuance of the Bonds, apart from savings attributable
to lower interest rates.

Except for costs of issuance, all Sale Proceeds and investment earnings thereon will be
expended for costs of the type that would be chargeable to capital accounts under the Code
pursuant to federal income tax principles if the Issuer were treated as a corporation subject to
federal income taxation.

Section 2.2 Receipts and Expenditures of Sale Proceeds

Sale Proceeds received at closing (par plus re-offering premium of $247,403.35), less
underwriter's discount of $32,459.80 and less an insurance premium of $11,500, are expected to
be deposited and expended as follows:

(a) $§ -0- representing pre-issuance accrued interest will be deposited into
the Bond Fund and will be used to pay a portion of the interest accruing on the Bonds on
the first interest payment date; and

(b) $45,565 representing costs of issuing the Bonds will be used within six
months of the Closing Date to pay the costs of issuance of the Bonds (with any excess
remaining on deposit in the Project Fund); and

(c) As to the New Money Portion, $3,974,642.27 will be deposited into the
Project Fund and will be used together with earnings thereon to pay the costs of the
Project and will not exceed the amount necessary to accomplish the governmental
purposes of the Bonds. As to the Current Refunded Portion, $1,448,236.28 will be used
together with earnings thereon to pay the principal, interest and redemption premium, if
any, on the Refunded Bonds. Refunded Bonds will be redeemed on June 27, 2017.

Section 2.3  Purpose of Bonds

The Issuer is issuing the New Money Portion of the Bonds to pay the costs of the
opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way of streets, intersections,
rail crossings, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds; the construction, reconstruction,
and repairing of any street improvements; the acquisition, installation, and repair of sidewalks,
storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water service lines, culverts, ditches, street lighting, and traffic
control devices, and the acquisition of any real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes;
and aiding in the planning, undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects under the
authority of chapter 403, including Town Center/Emmons-Robins-North Center Point Road
intersection reconstruction and infrastructure improvements.

The Issuer is issuing the Current Refunding Portion of the Bonds to refund the Refunded
Bonds prior to maturity in order to realize debt service savings due to lower interest rates payable
on the Refunding Bonds.





Section 2.4 Facts Supporting Tax-Exemption Classification

Governmental Bonds

Private Business Use/Private Security or Payment Tests

The Bonds are considered to be governmental bonds, not subject to the provisions
of the alternate minimum tax. The Proceeds will be used for the purposes described in
Section 2.3 hereof. These bonds are not private activity bonds because no amount of
Proceeds of the Bonds or Refunded Bonds is to be used and/or were used in a trade or
business carried on by a non-governmental unit. Rather, the Proceeds will be used to
finance the general government operations and facilities of the Issuer described in Section
2.3 hereof. None of the payment of principal or interest on the Bonds will be derived
from, or secured by, money or property used in a trade or business of a non-governmental
unit. In addition, none of the governmental operations or facilities of the Issuer being
financed with the Proceeds of the Bonds are subject to any lease, management contract or
other similar arrangement or to any arrangement for use other than as by the general
public.

Private Loan Financing Test

No amount of Proceeds of the Bonds or Refunded Bonds is to be used and/or
were used directly or indirectly to make or finance loans to persons other than
governmental units.

Refunding of Governmental or Private Activity Exempt Facility Bonds (where Refunded Bonds
must meet requirements)

The Issuer will use the Proceeds of the Current Refunded Portion of the Bonds to refund
the Refunded Bonds. The Issuer has complied with the covenants and restrictions with respect to
arbitrage and investment requirements, yield restrictions, and post-closing restrictions on
reissuance, reimbursement and change in use imposed by the Code and Regulations on the
Refunded Bonds since the issue date of the Refunded Bonds so as to maintain the tax-exempt
status of the interest on the Refunded Bonds. The Issuer will comply with all certifications set
forth in Article VIII herein.

The Issuer has complied with and will continue to comply with all rebate requirements
applicable to the Refunded Bonds.

Section 2.5  Facts Supporting Temporary Periods for Proceeds

(a) Time Test. Not later than six months after the Closing Date, the Issuer
will incur a substantial binding obligation to a third party to expend at least 5% of the net
Sale Proceeds of the Bonds.

(b) Expenditure Test. Not less than 85% of the net Sale Proceeds will be
expended for Project costs, including the reimbursement of other funds expended to date,
within a three-year temporary period from the Closing Date.
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(c) Due Diligence Test. Not later than six months after Closing, work on the
New Money Portion of the Project will have commenced and will proceed with due
diligence to completion.

(d) Due Diligence Test. The Issuer has incurred a substantial binding
obligation to accomplish the refunding. The refunding will proceed with due diligence to
completion.

(e) Proceeds of the Bonds representing less than six months accrued interest
on the Bonds will be spent within six months of this date to pay interest on the Bonds,
and will be invested without restriction as to yield for a temporary period not in excess of
six months.

Section 2.6 Resolution Funds at Restricted or Unrestricted Yield

(a) Proceeds of the Bonds will be held and accounted for in the manner
provided in the Resolution. The Issuer has not and does not expect to create or establish
any other bond fund, reserve fund, or similar fund or account for the Bonds. The Issuer
has not and will not pledge any moneys or Taxable Obligations in order to pay debt
service on the Bonds or restrict the use of such moneys or Taxable Obligations so as to
give reasonable assurances of their availability for such purposes.

(b) Any monies which are invested beyond a temporary period are expected to
constitute less than a major portion of the Bonds or to be restricted for investment at a
yield not greater than one-eighth of one percent above the Bond Yield.

(c) The Issuer has established and will use the Bond Fund primarily to
achieve a proper matching of revenues and debt service within each Bond Year and the
Issuer will apply moneys deposited into the Bond Fund to pay the principal of and
interest on the Bonds. Such Fund will be depleted at least once each Bond Year except
for a reasonable carryover amount. The carryover amount will not exceed the greater of
(1) one year's earnings on the Bond Fund or (2) one-twelfth of Annual Debt Service. The
Issuer will spend moneys deposited from time to time into such fund within 13 months
after the date of deposit. Revenues, intended to be used to pay debt service on the Bonds,
will be deposited into the Bond Fund as set forth in the Resolution. The Issuer will spend
interest earned on moneys in such fund not more than 12 months after receipt.
Accordingly, the Issuer will treat the Bond Fund as a bona fide debt service fund as
defined in Regulation 1.148-1(b).

Investment of amounts on deposit in the Bond Fund will not be subject to arbitrage rebate
requirements as the Bonds meet the safe harbor set forth in Regulation 1.148-3(k), because the
average annual debt service on the Bonds will not exceed $2,500,000.

(d) The Minor Portion of the Bonds will be invested without regard to yield.
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Section 2.7  Pertaining to Yields

(a) The purchase price of all Taxable Obligations to which restrictions apply
under this Certificate as to investment yield or rebate of Excess Earnings, if any, has been
and shall be calculated using (i) the price taking into account discount, premium and
accrued interest, as applicable, actually paid or (ii) the fair market value if less than the
price actually paid and if such Taxable Obligations were not purchased directly from the
United States Treasury. The Issuer will acquire all such Taxable Obligations directly
from the United States Treasury or in an arm's length transaction without regard to any
amounts paid to reduce the yield on such Taxable Obligations. The Issuer will not pay or
permit the payment of any amounts (other than to the United States) to reduce the yield
on any Taxable Obligations. Obligations pledged to the payment of debt service on the
Bonds after they have been acquired by the Issuer will be treated as though they were
acquired for their fair market value on the date of such pledge or deposit.

(b) Qualified guarantees in the form of National Public Finance Guarantee
Corporation insurance premium have been used in computing yield.

(c) The Bond Yield has been computed as not less than 2.003081 percent.
This Bond Yield has been computed on the basis of a purchase price for the Bonds equal
to the Issue Price.

ARTICLE III

REBATE
Section 3.1 Records

Sale Proceeds of the Bonds will be held and accounted for in the manner provided in the
Resolution. The Issuer will maintain adequate records for funds created by the Resolution and
this Certificate including all deposits, withdrawals, transfers from, transfers to, investments,
reinvestments, sales, purchases, redemptions, liquidations and use of money or obligations until
six years after the Final Bond Retirement Date.

Section 3.2  Rebate Fund

(a) In the Resolution, the Issuer has covenanted to pay to the United States the
Rebate Amount, an amount equal to the Excess Earnings on the Gross Proceeds Funds, if
any, at the times and in the manner required or permitted and subject to stated special
rules and allowable exceptions.

(b) The Issuer may establish a fund pursuant to the Resolution and this
Certificate which is herein referred to as the Rebate Fund. The Issuer will invest and
expend amounts on deposit in the Rebate Fund in accordance with this Certificate.

(c) Moneys in the Rebate Fund shall be held by the Issuer or its designee and,
subject to Sections 3.4, 3.5 and 6.1 hereof, shall be held for future payment to the United
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States as contemplated under the provisions of this Certificate and shall not constitute
part of the trust estate held for the benefit of the owners of the Bonds or the Issuer.

(d) The Issuer will pay to the United States from legally available money of
the Issuer (whether or not such available money is on deposit in any fund or account
related to the Bonds) any amount which is required to be paid to the United States.

Section 3.3  Exceptions to Rebate

The Issuer reasonably expects that the Bonds are eligible for one or more exceptions from
the arbitrage rebate rules set forth in the Regulations. If any Proceeds are ineligible, or become
ineligible, for an exception to the arbitrage rebate rules, the Issuer will comply with the
provisions of this Article III. A description of the applicable rebate exceptions is as follows:

. Six Month Exception - as to the New Money Portion and Current Refunding
Portion

The Gross Proceeds of the Bonds are expected to be fully expended for the governmental
purposes for which the Bonds were issued no later than six months after the date of issue. If
contrary to the reasonable expectations of the Issuer, the Gross Proceeds are not expended within
six months and no other exemption applies, the Issuer will comply with the arbitrage rebate
requirements of the Code.

. Eighteen-Month Exception — as to the New Money Portion

The Gross Proceeds of the Bonds are expected to be expended for the governmental
purposes for which the Bonds were issued in accordance with the following schedule:

1) 15 percent spent within six months of the Closing Date;
2) 60 percent spent within one year of the Closing Date;

3) 100 percent spent within eighteen months of the Closing Date (subject to 5
percent retainage for not more than one year).

In any event, the Issuer expects that the 5% reasonable retainage will be spent within 30 months
of the Closing Date. For purposes of determining compliance with the six-month and twelve-
month spending periods, the amount of investment earnings included shall be based on the
Issuer's reasonable expectations that the average annual interest rate on investments will be not
more than 6%. For purposes of determining compliance with the eighteen-month spending
period, the amount of investment earnings included shall be based on actual earnings. If the
Issuer fails to meet the foregoing expenditure schedule and no other exemption applies, the
Issuer shall comply with the arbitrage rebate requirements of the Code. » Election to Treat as
Construction Bonds.

The Issuer reasonably expects that more than 75 percent of the "available construction
proceeds" ("ACP") of the Bonds, as defined in Section 148(f)(4)(C)(vi) of the Code, will be used
for construction expenditures. ACP includes the issue price of the issue plus the earnings on
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such issue. Not less than the following percentages of the ACP will be spent within the
following periods:

1) 10 percent spent within six months of the Closing Date;
2) 45 percent spent within one year of the Closing Date;
3) 75 percent spent within eighteen months of the Closing Date;

4) 100 percent spent within two years of the Closing Date (subject to 5
percent retainage for not more than one year).

In any event, the Issuer expects that the 5% reasonable retainage will be spent within a three-year
period beginning on the Closing Date. A failure to spend an amount that does not exceed the
lesser of (i) 3% of the issue price or (ii) $250,000, is disregarded if the Issuer exercises due
diligence to complete the Project.

. Election with respect to future earnings

Pursuant to Section 1.148-7(h)(1)(3) of the Regulations, the Issuer shall calculate the
amount of future earnings to be used in determining compliance with the first three spending
periods based on its reasonable expectations that the average annual interest rate on investments
of the ACP will be not more than 5%. Compliance with the final spending period shall be
calculated using actual earnings.

If the Issuer fails to meet the foregoing expenditure schedule, the Issuer shall comply
with the arbitrage rebate requirements of the Code.

Section 3.4  Calculation of Rebate Amount

(a) As soon after each Computation Date as practicable, the Issuer shall, if
necessary, calculate and determine the Excess Earnings on the Gross Proceeds Funds (the
"Rebate Amount"). All calculations and determinations with respect to the Rebate
Amount will be made on the basis of actual facts as of the Computation Date and
reasonable expectations as to future events.

(b) If the Rebate Amount exceeds the amount currently on deposit in the
Rebate Fund, the Issuer may deposit an amount in the Rebate Fund such that the balance
in the Rebate Fund after such deposit equals the Rebate Amount. If the amount in the
Rebate Fund exceeds the Rebate Amount, the Issuer may withdraw such excess amount
provided that such withdrawal can be made from amounts originally transferred to the
Rebate Fund and not from earnings thereon, which may not be transferred, and only if
such withdrawal may be made without liquidating investments at a loss.

Section 3.5  Rebate Requirements and the Bond Fund

It is expected that the Bond Fund described in the Resolution and Section 2.6(c) of this
Certificate will be treated as a bona fide debt service fund as defined in Regulation 1.148-1(b).
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As such, any amount earned during a Bond Year on the Bond Fund and amounts earned on such
amounts, if allocated to the Bond Fund, will not be taken into account in calculating the Rebate
Amount if the annual gross earnings on the Bond Fund for such Bond Year are less than
$100,000 or if average annual debt service will not exceed $2,500,000. However, should annual
gross earnings exceed $100,000 or should the Bond Fund cease to be treated as a bona fide debt
service fund, the Bond Fund will become subject to the rebate requirements set forth in Section
3.4 hereof.

Section 3.6  Investment of the Rebate Fund

(a) Immediately upon a transfer to the Rebate Fund, the Issuer may invest all
amounts in the Rebate Fund not already invested and held in the Rebate Fund, to the
extent possible, in (1) SLGS, such investments to be made at a yield of not more than
one-eighth of one percent above the Bond Yield, (2) Tax Exempt Obligations, (3) direct
obligations of the United States or (4) certificates of deposit of any bank or savings and
loan association. All investments in the Rebate Fund shall be made to mature not later
than the next Rebate Payment Date.

(b) If the Issuer invests in SLGS, the Issuer shall file timely subscription
forms for such securities (if required). To the extent possible, amounts received from
maturing SLGS shall be reinvested immediately in zero yield SLGS maturing on or
before the next Rebate Payment Date.

Section 3.7  Payment to the United States

(a) On each Rebate Payment Date, the Issuer will pay to the United States at
least ninety percent (90%) of the Rebate Amount less a computation credit of $1,000 per
Bond Year for which the payment is made.

(b) The Issuer will pay to the United States not later than sixty (60) days after
the Final Bond Retirement Date all the rebatable arbitrage as of such date and any income
attributable to such rebatable arbitrage as described in Regulation 1.148-3(f)(2).

(c) If necessary, on each Rebate Payment Date, the Issuer will mail a check to
the Internal Revenue Service Center, Ogden, UT 84201. Each payment shall be
accompanied by a copy of Form 8038-T, Arbitrage Rebate, filed with respect to the
Bonds or other information reporting form as is required to comply with the Code and
applicable Regulations.

Section 3.8  Records

(a) The Issuer will keep and retain adequate records with respect to the
Bonds, the Gross Proceeds Funds, the Bond Fund, and the Rebate Fund until six years
after the Final Bond Retirement Date. Such records shall include descriptions of all
calculations of amounts transferred to the Rebate Fund, if any, and descriptions of all
calculations of amounts paid to the United States as required by this Certificate. Such
records will also show all amounts earned on moneys invested in such funds, and the
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actual dates and amounts of all principal, interest and redemption premiums (if any) paid
on the Bonds.

(b) Records relating to the investments in such Funds shall completely
describe all transfers, deposits, disbursements and earnings including:

(D a complete list of all investments and reinvestments of amounts in
each such Fund including, if applicable, purchase price, purchase date, type of
security, accrued interest paid, interest rate, dated date, principal amount, date of
maturity, interest payment dates, date of liquidation, receipt upon liquidation,
market value of such investment on the Final Bond Retirement Date if held by the
Issuer on the Final Bond Retirement Date, and market value of the investment on
the date pledged to the payment of the Bonds or the Closing Date if different from
the purchase date.

(2) the amount and source of each payment to, and the amount,
purpose and payee of each payment from, each such Fund.

Section 3.9  Additional Payments

The Issuer hereby agrees to pay to the United States from legally available money of the
Issuer (whether or not such available money is on deposit in any fund or account related to the
Bonds) any amount which is required to be paid to the United States, but which is not available
in a fund related to the Bonds for transfer to the Rebate Fund or payment to the United States.

ARTICLE IV

INVESTMENT RESTRICTIONS

Section 4.1 Avoidance of Prohibited Payments

The Issuer will not enter into any transaction that reduces the amount required to be
deposited into the Rebate Fund or paid to the United States because such transaction results in a
smaller profit or a larger loss than would have resulted if the transaction had been at arm's length
and had the Bond Yield not been relevant to either party. The Issuer will not invest or direct the
investment of any funds in a manner which reduces an amount required to be paid to the United
States because such transaction results in a small profit or larger loss than would have resulted if
the transaction had been at arm's length and had the Bond Yield not been relevant to the Issuer.
In particular, notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein or in the Resolution, the
Issuer will not invest or direct the investment of any funds in a manner which would violate any
provision of this Article IV.

Section 4.2  Market Price Requirement

(a) The Issuer will not purchase or direct the purchase of Taxable Obligations
for more than the then available market price for such Taxable Obligations. The Issuer
will not sell, liquidate or direct the sale or liquidation of Taxable Obligations for less than
the then available market price.
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(b) For purposes of this Certificate, United States Treasury obligations
purchased directly from the United States Treasury will be deemed to be purchased at the
market price.

Section 4.3  Investment in Certificates of Deposit

(a) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein or in the
Resolution, the Issuer will invest or direct the investment of funds on deposit in any
Gross Proceeds Fund, the Bond Fund, and the Rebate Fund, in a certificate of deposit of a
bank or savings bank which is permitted by law and by the Resolution only if the
purchase price of such a certificate of deposit is treated as its fair market value on the
purchase date and if the yield on the certificate of deposit is not less than (1) the yield on
reasonably comparable direct obligations of the United States; and (2) the highest yield
that is published or posted by the provider to be currently available from the provider on
reasonably comparable certificates of deposit offered to the public.

(b) The certificate of deposit described in paragraph 4.3(a) above must be
executed by a dealer who maintains an active secondary market in comparable
certificates of deposit and must be based on actual trades adjusted to reflect the size and
term of that certificate of deposit and the stability and reputation of the bank or savings
bank issuing the certificate of deposit.

Section 4.4 Investment Pursuant to Investment Contracts and Agreements

The Issuer will invest or direct the investment of funds on deposit in the Gross Proceeds
Funds, the Bond Fund, and the Rebate Fund pursuant to an investment contract (including a
repurchase agreement) only if all of the following requirements are satisfied:

(a) The Issuer makes a bona fide solicitation for the purchase of the
investment. A bona fide solicitation is a solicitation that satisfies all of the following
requirements:

(1) The bid specifications are in writing and are timely forwarded to
potential providers.

(2) The bid specifications include all material terms of the bid. A term
is material if it may directly or indirectly affect the yield or the cost of the
investment.

3) The bid specifications include a statement notifying potential
providers that submission of a bid is a representation that the potential provider
did not consult with any other potential provider about its bid, that the bid was
determined without regard to any other formal or informal agreement that the
potential provider has with the issuer or any other person (whether or not in
connection with the Bonds), and that the bid is not being submitted solely as a
courtesy to the issuer or any other person for purposes of satisfying the
requirements of paragraph (d)(6)(iii)(B)(1) or (2) of Section 1.148-5 of the
Regulations.
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4) The terms of the bid specifications are commercially reasonable.
A term is commercially reasonable if there is a legitimate business purpose for the
term other than to increase the purchase price or reduce the yield of the
investment.

(5) For purchases of guaranteed investment contracts only, the terms
of the solicitation take into account the Issuer's reasonably expected deposit and
drawdown schedule for the amounts to be invested.

(6) All potential providers have an equal opportunity to bid and no
potential provider is given the opportunity to review other bids (i.e., a last look)
before providing a bid.

(7) At least three reasonably competitive providers are solicited for
bids. A reasonably competitive provider is a provider that has an established
industry reputation as a competitive provider of the type of investments being
purchased.

(b) The bids received by the Issuer meet all of the following requirements:

(1) The Issuer receives at least three bids from providers that the
Issuer solicited under a bona fide solicitation meeting the requirements of
paragraph (d)(6)(iii)(A) of Section 1.148-5 of the Regulations and that do not
have a material financial interest in the issue. A lead underwriter in a negotiated
underwriting transaction is deemed to have a material financial interest in the
issue until 15 days after the issue date of the issue. In addition, any entity acting
as a financial advisor with respect to the purchase of the investment at the time
the bid specifications are forwarded to potential providers has a material financial
interest in the issue. A provider that is a related party to a provider that has a
material financial interest in the issue is deemed to have a material financial
interest in the issue.

(2) At least one of the three bids described in paragraph
(d)(6)(iii)(B)(1) of Section 1.148-5 of the Regulations is from a reasonably
competitive provider, within the meaning of paragraph (d)(6)(iii)(A)(7) of Section
1.148-5 of the Regulations.

(3) If the Issuer uses an agent to conduct the bidding process, the agent
did not bid to provide the investment.

(c) The winning bid meets the following requirements:
(1) Guaranteed investment contracts. If the investment is a guaranteed

investment contract, the winning bid is the highest yielding bona fide bid
(determined net of any broker's fees).
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(2) Other investments. If the investment is not a guaranteed
investment contract, the winning bid is the lowest cost bona fide bid (including
any broker's fees).

(d) The provider of the investments or the obligor on the guaranteed
investment contract certifies the administrative costs that it pays (or expects to pay, if
any) to third parties in connection with supplying the investment.

(e) The Issuer will retain the following records with the bond documents until
three years after the last outstanding bond is redeemed:

(1) For purchases of guaranteed investment contracts, a copy of the
contract, and for purchases of investments other than guaranteed investment
contracts, the purchase agreement or confirmation.

(2) The receipt or other record of the amount actually paid by the
Issuer for the investments, including a record of any administrative costs paid by
the Issuer, and the certification under paragraph (d)(6)(iii)(D) of Section 1.148-5
of the Regulations.

3) For each bid that is submitted, the name of the person and entity
submitting the bid, the time and date of the bid, and the bid results.

(4) The bid solicitation form and, if the terms of the purchase
agreement or the guaranteed investment contract deviated from the bid solicitation
form or a submitted bid is modified, a brief statement explaining the deviation and
stating the purpose for the deviation.

(5) For purchases of investments other than guaranteed investment
contracts, the cost of the most efficient portfolio of State and Local Government
Series Securities, determined at the time that the bids were required to be
submitted pursuant to the terms of the bid specifications.

Section 4.5  Records

The Issuer will maintain records of all purchases, sales, liquidations, investments,
reinvestments, redemptions, disbursements, deposits, and transfers of amounts on deposit.

Section 4.6  Investments to be Legal

All investments required to be made pursuant to this Certificate shall be made to the
extent permitted by law. In the event that any such investment is determined to be ultra vires, it
shall be liquidated and the proceeds thereof shall be invested in a legal investment, provided that
prior to reinvesting such proceeds, the Issuer shall obtain an opinion of Bond Counsel to the
effect that such reinvestment will not cause the Bonds to become arbitrage bonds under Sections
103, 148, 149, or any other applicable provision of the Code.
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ARTICLE V

GENERAL COVENANTS

The Issuer hereby covenants to perform all acts within its power necessary to ensure that
the reasonable expectations set forth in Article II hereof will be realized. The Issuer reasonably
expects to comply with all covenants contained in this Certificate.

ARTICLE VI

AMENDMENTS AND ADDITIONAL AGREEMENTS

Section 6.1 Opinion of Bond Counsel; Amendments

The various provisions of this Certificate need not be observed and this Certificate may
be amended or supplemented at any time by the Issuer if the Issuer receives an opinion or
opinions of Bond Counsel that the failure to comply with such provisions will not cause any of
the Bonds to become "arbitrage bonds" under the Code and that the terms of such amendment or
supplement will not cause any of the Bonds to become "arbitrage bonds" under the Code, or
otherwise cause interest on any of the Bonds to become includable in gross income for federal
income tax purposes.

Section 6.2  Additional Covenants. Agreements

The Issuer hereby covenants to make, execute and enter into (and to take such actions, if
any, as may be necessary to enable it to do so) such agreements as may be necessary to comply
with any changes in law or regulations in order to preserve the tax-exempt status of the Bonds to
the extent that it may lawfully do so. The Issuer further covenants (1) to impose such limitations
on the investment or use of moneys or investments related to the Bonds, (2) to make such
payments to the United States Treasury, (3) to maintain such records, (4) to perform such
calculations, and (5) to perform such other lawful acts as may be necessary to preserve the tax-
exempt status of the Bonds.

Section 6.3 Internal Revenue Service Audits

The Internal Revenue Service has not audited the Issuer regarding any obligations issued
by or on behalf of the Issuer. To the best knowledge of the Issuer, no such obligations of the
Issuer are currently under examination by the Internal Revenue Service.

Section 6.4  Amendments

Except as otherwise provided in Section 6.1 hereof, all the rights, powers, duties and
obligations of the Issuer shall be irrevocable and binding upon the Issuer and shall not be subject
to amendment or modification by the Issuer.
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ARTICLE VII

QUALIFIED TAX EXEMPT OBLIGATIONS

The Issuer, a "qualified small issuer," designates the Bonds as "qualified tax exempt
obligations" as defined in Code Section 265(b)(3) and represents that the reasonably anticipated
amount of tax-exempt governmental and qualified 501(¢)(3) obligations (including for this
purpose tax exempt installment sales, lease or lease purchase agreements or other tax exempt
obligations) which will be issued during the current calendar year will not exceed ten million
dollars ($10,000,000).

In support of the foregoing, the Issuer states:

(a) In the current calendar year the Issuer has issued governmental or
qualified 501(c)(3) obligations as follows:

$5,265,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2017,
dated June 21, 2017, ($1,445,000 “deemed designated™ and not taken into

as "qualified tax-exempt obligations".) (Issue covered by this Certificate.)

(b) The Issuer expects to issue during the remainder of the calendar year
governmental or qualified 501(c)(3) obligations as follows:

(c) The Issuer has subordinate entities or is subordinate to another entity
governed by separate governing bodies which have issued or expect to issue
governmental or qualified 501(c)(3) obligations on behalf of the Issuer during the
calendar year which must be aggregated under Code Section 265(b)(3)(E) as follows:

Background: The City has received a request to review a plat proposed in Linn County
and within the two-mile radius of the Hiawatha city limits. The plat request is a re-plat of
one lot of Park’s First addition. The property is approximately 1.9 miles from the Hiawatha
border. No right-of-ways or public improvements are required. Attached is a

The authority to review all plats in the two-mile area is in accordance with UDC Section
165.52 and is referenced in lowa State Code Section 354.9. A resolution is required to
approve extra territorial plats as for plats within the city limits. The same platting rules,
policies and procedures apply. If Council chooses to exercise their review authority, the
plat should be sent to the Planning and Zoning Commission for review and
recommendation in the same way all plats are reviewed and approved.

Alternatively, this State Code section allows the Council to waive their review authority if
deemed appropriate. By resolution the Council may waive their review authority and
allow this plat to occur without review. This plat is a simple re-plat of a lot. If it were to
occur within the City limits, it could be accomplished through a “plat of survey”. A “plat of
survey” can be completed through the approval of the City Engineer without Council or
Planning and Zoning review.

Recommendation: Given the minor nature of this plat we would recommend a
resolution waiving Hiawatha's review Krauth First Addition plat.

We have
been highly satisfied with the services True North provides and have built a strong working
relationship with our account representatives.

In 2013, staff did go through a less formal RFP process for employee benefits brokers. At the
request of a Compensation Committee member, staff contacted a firm called Acumen. We
went through the process of meeting the Acumen team where we discussed their services and
experience, and also reviewed insurance rates submitted by Acumen and True North. At the
end of the process, staff made the decision to stay with True North, as the final decision
ultimately came down to service because there was no contrast in the insurance rates the two
companies received from the insurance carriers.

Upon City Council approval, I will send out the attached RFP to benefits brokerage and
consulting services firms including our current broker True North. We will include the
Compensation Committee members in our final selection process and bring a
recommendation back to City Council for award of contract at a future meeting.

The City of Hiawatha is a government entity comprised of eight departments including Parks and
Recreation, Community Development, Water, Public Works, Library, Police, Fire and Policy and
Administration.

. Rights of the City

Sale and Use of Fireworks — Senate File 489

Fire Chief Nesslage stated new law allows merchants to sell out of a permanent building and consumers to set off
fireworks during the following two yearly time periods: June 1 through July 8 and December 10 through January 3.
Nesslage feels it is not the right thing for the state but the City should follow what the state has set.

Description: Report

e  Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

e Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final
plats, and rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage that requires
engineering review and approval of proposed plans. Construction of the public utilities is also
scheduled to start in the Dell Ridge Il Addition and Rolling Prairie Ill addition.

e The third, fourth, and fifth phases of the Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road
intersection reconstruction project are almost complete. The contractor plans to finish the
grading, landscaping, street lights, and seeding on the west one-half of North Center Point
Road before we switch traffic and start working on the east one-half. When traffic is moved to
the newly constructed west section, work can begin on the east side of Center Point Road. The
plan is we will have all work completed on Emmons Street and the west side of Center Point
Road. Approximately two more weeks will be needed to finish the remaining work. We have
also installed the pedestrian bollards on the two west side sidewalks.

e The consultant has the design plans prepared for the interim changes to the traffic signals at
all three intersections at the Boyson Road Interchange. New signal equipment is planned at
the Boyson Road/North Center Point Road intersection and both traffic signals at the 1-380 off
ramps. The plans have been forwarded to the lowa DOT for their review, with planned action
by the City Council on June 21% to hold a public hearing on the plans, specifications, form of
contract, and cost estimate. Bidding is scheduled in July with approval of a contract scheduled
for July21st.

e We have learned the lowa DOT has the plans filed to take bids to widening of the northbound
I-380 off-ramp at Boyson Road. The bid date for the project is July 18", with construction this
year.





The consultant has started work on the reconfiguration project on North Center Point Road.
We hope to have preliminary plans in approximately one month.

We have been working the Linn County Engineers office to develop plans for the phase |
improvements to Edgewood Road between Tower Terrace Road and County Home Road. The
phase | project will replace the existing drainage pipes in the roadway with new culverts. The
project was bid on May 30" with 5 bidders responding. The appearance low bidder was
Peterson Contracting from Reinbeck lowa at $481,490.50, or approximately 8% under the
engineer’s estimate. Hiawatha is responsible for approximately 73% of that cost. A 28e
agreement with the County has been approved to move forward with the phase | project.

Joe Griffin from lowa DNR came to our office May 2nd to review our progress of complying
with our MS4 permit. We renewed our DNR permit in 2016 that allows us to operate the
public storm water disposal system that drains to our several public waterways. The meeting
was very production and Joe has submitted a report making suggestions on ways to improve
our reporting system. In the next months we will analyze the report and have discussions with
the Storm Water Advisory committee for possible modifications to our system.

Good news, the Tower Terrace Interchange construction is included in the draft 2018-2022
lowa Highway program. A sum of $15.4 million is programmed for the 2022 fiscal year. This
has taken a lot of coordination with other communities and meetings with DOT staff and
officials to make this happen.

Jon Shramek addressed the Board. He had questions about home values. Mark Powers stated that the City can’t
guarantee home values will go up. He then asked what was happening to Edgewood Rd. Pat Parsley explained
where Edgewood Rd. will go and that some of the property zoned C-3 would be used in its construction. Jon
then asked what will happen to the R-7 property. Pat explained that it would continue to be R-7. Jon then asked
if the City knew of any time frame for this happening. Pat stated that the City does not ask. He explained that
the applicant has one year to act on the preliminary plat. Jon then asked about all the dust that this construction
will create. Pat stated it would be a code enforcement issue that would be addressed by the code enforcement
officer. He told him that he would have to call in and report any trash or dust issues. Jon then asked what he as a
citizen could do to help. Pat suggested that he stay involved and take an active role.

Chad Pelly with Ahman Companies addressed the Board. He stated that he was there to answer any questions
the audience or Board may have. Mark Powers asked if there was any consideration on moving the street to
Pecks Blvd. instead of Blairs Ferry Rd. Chad explained that they are working with Cedar Rapids and Hiawatha
engineers to work it out. They are moving towards a traffic light on 18" and prospective commercial businesses
would want options left open.

Mark Powers suggested that both resolutions be contingent on a traffic study. He also explained that the
Preliminary Plat may change before the Final Plat is issued.

Lisa Clusterman addressed the Board. She asked if there was a map that shows Edgewood Rd. John Bender
offered to get one for her and anyone else that would be interested. She then added that she would like the
Board to consider green space. Pat Parsley explained that there are requirements for green space and they would
be enforced. She then asked what was going to go in there. Pat stated that they were here to receive
development information. He explained that it is zoned for retail, restaurants and office space.

Amy Hide addressed the Board. She asked where Edgewood Rd. would be going. Mark Powers explained that
the road will go between Pecks and D&N Fence. She also voiced her concern for erosion control and dust and
asked if they were going to put a fence up between business and residential. Pat Parsley explained that the
erosion control policy would be enforced there are no screening requirements for this property.





Larry Stevenson addressed the Board. He stated that he is concerned about lighting and storm run-off. Pat
Parsley explained there would be no more run off then there is now. He also stated that Hiawatha requires down
lighting to comply with the Dark Sky and the lighting plan would be reviewed for compliance.

Jill Breidenbach addressed the Board. She stated that she also was concerned about lighting and run off. She
also voiced concern about noise and thought the buildings are too close to the tree line.

Robert Mershan addressed the Board. He voiced his concern about home values going down and suggested that
a fence between residential and commercial is best.

Chad Pelly addressed the Board. He explained that home values should not be affected. He stated that they
designed the Fountains and were 95% Full. He went on to say that they are hoping to get the sewer and water in
this year. He assured the audience that the dust will be controlled and suggested that they call the city if it
wasn’t. He explained that the trees and shrubs will be salvaged if at all possible but everything else will be
removed. He assured the audience that they would be following all erosion control, green space and lighting
requirements. He then added that there is no plan to have any type of residential above and of the buildings.

After looking at the numbers on the Revenue & Expense Report it showed the numbers didn’t
transfer over correctly to the Budget Report page.

Troy Andersen moved the approval of the financial report with the corrected numbers on the Budget Report. Patrick White
seconded motion. Motion carried.

Consider Resolution Second Budget Amendment For FY16-17

This budget amendment is due to a missed bond payment for the North Center Point Rd Intersection Project due on
6/01/2017 for the amount of $30,363.89. This was the first bond payment on the project. The amendment needs to be
approved by the Water Board in order to be approved at the May 17" Council meeting to meet the amending budget deadline
of May 31*. Another payment will be due in next year’s budget.

Marty asked to hold off on the resolution decision until after
his Superintendent’s report. As part of the Super’s Report Marty informed the Water Board of the resignation of the Water
Systems Supervisor. With this information the Board decided there is no longer a need for the replacement truck but, they
would like Marty to move forward with the sale of truck #700 and hold off on replacement until it is actually needed.

Patrick White made a motion to move forward with the selling of truck #700 to the City of Hiawatha. There will not be a
replacement purchased until there is a need for an additional truck. Robert Hembera seconded motion. Motion carried.

Superintendent’s Report

Edgewood Road water main relocation has been discussed and a decision has been made to leave the water main untouched
due to the urban cross sections and availability to change the ditch slope. There will still be a small expense to move about 3
hydrants to the clear zone and some valve box updates.

Hydrant flushing has been completed and water operators are working on exercising valves, repairing of main break areas,
and hydrant repairs.

Included in the water packet was a spreadsheet showing monies in the Equipment Reserve Fund used for replacing
equipment. There was also information about our 3 outstanding loans. The loans are as follows, Northeast Water Main
project, Public Works building, and the North Center Point/Emmons St. project.

The yearly CCR report has been completed for 2016 and is out on the Iowa Rural Water Association CCR website.

Troy Andersen moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:53pm. Robert Hembera seconded. Motion carried.

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The Hiawatha City Council met in a Work Session on April 18, 2017. Mayor Bill Bennett called the
meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. Council members present: Marty Bruns, Bob Rampulla, Dick Olson,
and Dennis Norton. Aime Wichtendahl was absent. Staff present: City Administrator Kim Downs,
Finance Director Cindy Kudma, Public Works Superintendent Rod Jasa, and City Engineer John
Bender. Guest: Daniel Hoffmann.

Olson moved the approval of the agenda, seconded by Bruns. Motion carried.

Edgewood Road Reconstruction-Linn County Secondary Road additions

City Engineer Bender explained Hiawatha staff had discussions with the lowa Department of
Transportation (DOT) about the project to reconstruct Tower Terrace Interchange and funding was in
the draft lowa DOT five (5) year plan. Bender said the project could be funded in 2020.

Bender said there are three (3) options for the project:

1. Build bridge south of the current bridge and connect in.
Build bridge north which would impact more property.

3. Build in same location and close Tower Terrace Road for approximately two (2) years. This
option is the cheapest and quickest. Many detours would be required and staff is in favor of
closing Tower Terrace Road. Most logical detour is Edgewood Road to County Home Road.

Bender stated Hiawatha staft is working with Linn County to come up with a plan for white topping
as a portion of the project is in Linn County territory. Bender said $150,000 was the cost estimate to
replace culverts; additionally, there is an issue with three (3) rolling hills. Speed limit is currently
posted at 45 mph; would recommend lowering to 35 mph when project is complete. Bender explained
the reason behind the reduction in speed limit is a safety issue with sight distance. Bender also noted
the project may necessitate lowering a water main in the area of the rolling hills.

Bender continued to explain there are several culverts to replace in the area of Dell Ridge Estates and
one (1) hill must be cut down. Bender said there is also a water line to check to see if it is deep
enough; therefore, project got a lot bigger than previously planned.

Bender explained plans for the project include eight (8) inch thick concrete slipped over top of the
current surface, with no rolled edge as a curb may be added someday. When the project is complete
the road is very thick; 30 feet wide with a 4 foot bike trail and walking trail with the reduced speed
limit. Bender said project will be shared with the County.

Bender stated culvers and grading will begin in 2017 and paving will begin in 2018. The phase I
project is now approximately $350,000. Bender explained the original total cost estimate for the
phase I and phase Il project was approximately $600,000 and it is now approaching $1 million;
therefore, need to identify the funding source for the additional cost.

Finance Director Kudrna said she asked Speer Financial to increase the current bonding issue to cover
the extra cost; $250,000 added to project for a total of $450,000 and a $3,780,000 bonding issue,
originally at $3,450,000.

Bender explained the current road would not survive the detour traffic projected for the Tower
Terrace Road Interchange if Tower Terrace Road is closed for a two (2) year period unless it is
improved. Bender said a lot of the traffic is construction vehicles as this is their shortcut.
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Council Member Olson asked for a traffic count. Bender stated the most current traffic data is from
2013 where the count was approximately 3,000 cars per day just on Tower Terrace Road. Bender
added the Department of Transportation (DOT) is responsible for the road closure and announcement.
Bender said he plans to add an item to the May 3 City Council Agenda to approve a 28E with Linn
County to begin the first phase of the project.

Road Diet

Bender discussed Center Point Road south of Boyson Road designed as a four (4) lane roadway. The
new Emmons intersection as a three (3) lane section all the way to Parson’s Drive. Bender explained
communities do not build four (4) lanes anymore; they either build three (3) or five (5) lanes.
Communities and the DOT are looking at road diets to reduce traffic lanes on existing streets.

Bender proposed converting Center Point Road to three (3) lanes with bike trails on each side of the
street. This is a safer method and a new approach to looking at roadways. Bender said north of the
railroad tracks on Center Point Road there is no bike trail. Bender added the new Center Point Road
intersection will have an island by Fisher Street there will be another island south of Emmons Street.

Bender said it is necessary to conduct a study and put together a plan on how to handle the bike trail
on Center Point Road at the intersection of Boyson Road. Bender stated traffic counts are higher at
Blairs Ferry Road; three (3) lanes will carry up to 15,000 cars.

Council Member Olson stated one (1) of the biggest complaints is cars trying to get out of the post
office area from Willman Street on to Center Point Road. City Administrator Down said this area will
be part of the study. Bender added the plan is to lower the speed limit by the intersection.

Downs added if the study is less than the $5,000 threshold, staff will not bring the item to City
Council for approval. Downs said next step is to move forward with a proposal for study preparation.
City Council members agreed this is appropriate.

City boundary line realignment

City Administrator Downs spoke of the potential of working with Cedar Rapids to realign Hiawatha’s
boarders to the west. Downs said the reason this matter came to the forefront is due to commercial
business in the area of Miller Road/Edgewood Road asking for water. Past policy has been to provide
water upon annexation to Hiawatha. Downs added Hiawatha police officers are the ones working
Tower Terrace Road in this area for events causing increased traffic.

Downs said Hiawatha staff would like to meet with Cedar Rapids City Council members to see what
their intentions are for this area so Hiawatha can move forward with realigning boarders to the west.
Downs said Dick Ransom of Hall and Hall Engineers previously spoke with individuals on Miller
Road and Tower Terrace Road to the west; individuals signed annexation applications eight (8) years
ago. There was one (1) property owner at the time who would not sign an annexation agreement and
this would have created an island. Downs stated the area to the west is still the best option for
Hiawatha annexation and Cedar Rapids has said they will not provide service in this area as they are
going south. Downs said water service to the west is not in Cedar Rapids’ plan; Cedar Rapids does
not anticipate this area to develop. Downs asked for City Council input on reopening discussions with
Cedar Rapids.

Council Member Olson said before having discussions with Cedar Rapids, staff should speak with the
property owner who did not want to sign the annexation application eight (8) years ago. Olson added
staff should look into the cost to develop the area. City Council members agreed it is appropriate to
move forward with the necessary steps to reopen annexation discussions with Cedar Rapids.
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Other Discussion

City Administrator Downs announced the DOT allocated funding to widen the Boyson Road
northbound off-ramp and the project will bid in July. The DOT will close the ramp at night while they
are working on the project. Detour during project will be at Blairs Ferry Road directing traffic to get
off. Bender said a majority of the work for the Boyson Road Improvements project will be done at
night so the road can be open during rush hour. Bids for the project will be awarded in July with
construction in August.

Council Member Bruns inquired about a plan for autonomous vehicles and their impact on the roads.
Bruns asked staff to put these vehicles on the radar; in 2020 it is projected a good percentage of
vehicles will be autonomous.

There being no further discussion, Rampulla moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:35 P.M., seconded by
Norton. Motion carried.

Description: This development encompasses the north portion of two lots currently zoned C-3 with a restrictive
“Memorandum of Agreement and Acceptance of Conditions”. The current uses include all C-3 uses with the exception of
those listed in the Memorandum. The focus of the restrictions appears to be uses which may present problems with
outside storage, noise and traffic. Some uses currently not allowed include large commodity sales such as car dealers and
mobile home sales, golf courses, skating rinks, theaters and some restaurants and bars. The bar and restaurant restrictions
include a limit on aleohol % of sales and serving curfew.

The development is adjacent to commercial development on all four sides. There is C-4 to the north, C-3 to the east and
C-ORS to the south and west. The developed C-ORS provides a buffer to the closest residential zones. This development
is on a main arterial street and is buffered from one and two family residential zones. The Comprehensive Plan shows this
area as a commercial area.

Report: In determining zoning uses for a particular property, the City will take into account both the property’s
physical characteristics and the location of the property relative to available services and facilities such
as roads, water, sewer, utility services, fire protection, the degree and intensity of development in the
vicinity, the surrounding neighborhood character, and Comprehensive Plan policies regarding land use
applicable to the property. It is the City’s intent to obtain the best possible harmony between the physical
characteristics of a site and the type and intensity of development proposed for the site. Land having
development constraints due to topography and location within a flood plain shall be avoided or used for
lower intensity development unless constraints are mitigated to the satisfaction of the City.

Site Considerations: The current uses include a variety of businesses, a coffee shop and a restaurant. Since 2005 the
C-ORS area has been developed and the buildings create the intended buffer for the residential uses to the south. We have
had no complaints regarding storage, noise or traffic issues for the uses in the Modified C-3 area since development.
Issues of noise and storage are regulated by other sections of the Hiawatha Code of Ordinances and should provide
assurance of being a “good neighbor”

The site development as a C-3 allows for access to necessary utilities, and has the adequate area for the required parking,
landscaping, open space, and other accessory uses for the proper functioning of the development. C-3 zones are generally
more intense commercial uses than C-2 and C-ORS but are not as industrial as C-4 uses. The location of this zone
between C-ORS and C-4 is ideal.

The request for C-3 zoning aligns with the Comprehensive Plan for highway businesses in this area. The general
commercial uses; permitted and conditional, in C-3 are the highest and best uses for this property inclusive of the uses not
permitted in the memorandum,

Reasonable Restrictions on Rezoning: Restrictions are no longer required on the property to be rezoned because the
development has been constructed as planned with the necessary street access, parking, and buffer uses in the C-ORS.

Recommendations:  Community Development supports a recommendation for approval of this rezoning request from
a Modified C-3 to a C-3 zone.

Description: The applicant desires to establish an outdoor seating area as a beer garden. By definition a beer
garden is any outdoor area in which alcohol is either sold or consumed or both.

2. The liquor license is updated to include the outdoor area.

3. The area of the conditional use is limited to the present patio area of 20° X 28°.

5. The beer garden shall be open only during the restaurant hours and no later than 12 midnight.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 160 FIRE CODE §160.35
SEIZURE OF FIREWORKS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 160, Fire Code Section 160.35 Seizure of Fireworks, of the Code of
Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

160.35 SEIZURE OF FIREWORKS. The Hiawatha Fire Code is hereby amended by adding
sections 5601.7.1, as follows:

5601.7 Seizure of fireworks. It shall be unlawful for any person, or entity, to
possess, store, to offer for sale, sell at retail or use or explode any fireworks—,
except as allowed by State law. It shall be unlawful for any person. or entity, to
use or explode any fireworks on any City owned or leased property without a
permit approved by City Council.

The Fire Code Official may issue an Operational Permit for Explosives and/or
Pyrotechnic Special Effects Materials for the use of fireworks by artisans in
pursuit of their trade in accordance with the Fire Code. Every such use or display
shall be handled by a competent operator approved by the Fire Code Official and
after proper investigation, not be hazardous to property or endanger any person.

The Fire Code Official shall seize, take, remove, or cause to be removed, at the
expense of the owner, all stocks of fireworks offered or exposed for sale, stored,
or held in violation of the section.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING
EXECUTION OF A DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BY AND
BETWEEN THE CITY OF HIAWATHA AND MJS
INVESTMENTS, LLC

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 91-68, adopted June 19, 1991, and which has been
amended 12 times, lastly by Amendment No. 12 as approved by Resolution No. 17-068 on April
19, 2017, this Council found and determined that certain areas located within the City are
eligible and should be designated as an urban renewal area under lowa law, and approved and
adopted the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Plan (the "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area
(the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended, is on file in
the office of the Recorder of Linn County; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from MJS Investments, LLC (the
"Developer") and Midwest Aesthetics, Inc. (the “Tenant™), in the form of a proposed
Development Agreement (the "Agreement") by and between the City, the Developer and the
Tenant, pursuant to which, among other things, the Developer would agree to construct certain
Minimum Improvements (as defined in the Agreement) on certain real property located within
the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area as defined and legally described in the Agreement and
consisting of the construction of an approximately 8,000-10,000 square foot building for
commercial development, together with all related site improvements, as outlined in the
proposed Development Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will make up to five (5)
consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Tenant consisting of 75% of
the Tax Increments pursuant to lowa Code Section 403.19 and generated by the construction of
the Minimum Improvements, the cumulative total for all such payments not to exceed the lesser
of $107,000, or the amount accrued under the formula outlined in the proposed Development
Agreement, under the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions set forth in the
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, one of the obligations of the Tenant relates to employment retention and/or
creation; and

WHEREAS, Towa Code Chapters 15A and 403 authorize cities to make loans and grants
for economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to
appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the
purposes of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder





is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law
and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of
appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in
Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

¢, Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar lowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a
public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the
Agreement and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property
owners as to said proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered
to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA IN THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to making of loans and grants to the Developer in connection with the
development of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be and is
hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the
Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in
furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the
meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code, taking into account the factors set forth
therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved
and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in

RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING
EXECUTION OF A DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BY AND
BETWEEN THE CITY OF HIHAWATHA AND CRYSTAL
GROUP INC.

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 91-68, adopted June 19, 1991, and which has been
amended 12 times, lastly by Amendment No. 12 as approved by Resolution No. 17-068 on April
19, 2017, this Council found and determined that certain areas located within the City are
eligible and should be designated as an urban renewal area under lowa law, and approved and
adopted the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Plan (the "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area
(the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended, is on file in
the office of the Recorder of Linn County; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from Crystal Group Inc. (the "Developer"),
in the form of a proposed Development Agreement (the "Agreement") by and between the City
and the Developer, pursuant to which, among other things. the Developer would agree to
construct certain Minimum Improvements (as defined in the Agreement) on certain real property
located within the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area as defined and legally described in the
Agreement and consisting of the construction of a 110,000 square foot office, design,
manufacturing, sales, and distribution facility including a two story office space and a one story
assembly and warehouse space, together with all related site improvements, as outlined in the
proposed Development Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will make up to five (5)
consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer consisting of 75%
of the Tax Increments pursuant to lowa Code Section 403.19 and generated by the construction
of the Minimum Improvements, the cumulative total for all such payments not to exceed the
lesser of $1,710,000, or the amount accrued under the formula outlined in the proposed
Development Agreement, under the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions set forth in
the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, one of the obligations of Developer(s) relates to employment retention
and/or creation; and

WHEREAS, JTowa Code Chapters 15A and 403 authorize cities to make loans and grants
for economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to
appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the
purposes of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder

is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law
and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of
appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in
Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

) Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar Jowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a
public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the
Agreement and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property
owners as to said proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered
to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof.

That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to making of loans and grants to the Developer in connection with the
development of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be and is
hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the
Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in
furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the
meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code, taking into account the factors set forth
therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved
and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in

SECTION 1. Chapter 41 Public Health and Safety of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, is hereby amended and adopted by adding the following;

CHAPTER 41

PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY

41.01 Distributing Dangerous Substances 41.07 Barbed Wire and Electric Fences

41.02 False Reports to or Communications with 41.08 Discharging Weapons and Firearms
Public Safety Entities 41.09 Throwing and Shooting

41.03 Refusing to Assist Officer 41.10 Urinating and Defecating

41.04 Harassment of Public Officers and Employees 41.11 Pseudoephedrine Restrictions

41.05 Abandoned or Unattended Refrigerators 41.12 lllegal Use of Fireworks

41.06 Antenna and Radio Wires

(ADD SECTION)
41.12 ILLEGAL USE OF FIREWORKS.

1. A person, firm, partnership, or corporation who sells consumer fireworks to
a person who is less than eighteen years of age commits a simple
misdemeanor, punishable by a fine of not less than two hundred fifty dollars.
A person who is less than eighteen years of age who purchases consumer
fireworks commits a simple misdemeanor, punishable by a fine of not less
than two hundred fifty dollars.

2. A person who uses or explodes consumer fireworks or novelties while the use
of such devices is prohibited or limited by an ordinance adopted by the city
in which the fireworks are used commits a simple misdemeanor, punishable
by a fine of not less than two hundred fifty dollars.

3. A person who uses or explodes consumer fireworks or novelties while the use
of such devices is suspended by an order of the state fire marshal commits a
simple misdemeanor, punishable by a fine of not less than two hundred fifty
dollars.
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SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this
ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect
the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its
final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
