We have the opportunity to upgrade our current duty handguns to the newest version at no cost. | am
seeking council approval to move forward with replacing sixteen Glock 17 9mm handguns.

Al officers are issued a Glock 17 4" Generation handgun to carry on duty. Glock has now released the
5" Generation of the same gun. The 5" Generation weapon has improvements which make this no
cost upgrade appealing.

The improvements include an ambidextrous slide for easy accessibility of left hand shooters. It also
has a different finish which will last longer and better protect against elements. And finally, of the 35
improvements, a new barrel with better rifling for improved accuracy is the most desired. Making this

switch will not require changing our holster or associated magazine carrying pouches.

| have two price quotes for the purchase of new handguns. The low quote from Kiesler Police Supply is
$409 per gun. Cedar Valley Outfitters in Marion has agreed to purchase our Gen 4 handguns at a
price of $409 per gun.

RE: Newsletter Preparation Agreement

For the past couple of months, Kim and I have been discussing the time it takes to prepare and process the newsletter. In
our discussions we determined it takes a total of eight (8) hours to take the articles give by department heads and
arranging them in a newsletter format, proof and reset. Kim and I also discussed the task that are waiting my attention
while I am formatting the newsletter together. We determined the task could be better served by contract versus in-house.
We then met with Cynthia Petersen in regards to her preparing the Hiawatha Monthly Newsletter the “Hiawatha Insights”.
Ms. Petersen is very capable in her ability to format and process our city newsletter in the same amount of time that we
can but at a much lower rate.

Ms. Petersen would collect information for articles, events and other content provided by the City Administrator and
Department Heads and include the writing, editing, layout/formatting necessary to provide a finished electronic document
in PDF format ready for the City’s use in publication and distribution.

The variable scope and cost portion of this service will include the cost of time at $20 per hour for materials for curation,
editing, layout/formatting of content not provided by the City. To summarize, monthly newsletter formatting and
production contractor cost at $160 versus $368 in-house (projected cost based on combined hourly rate and benefits).

The clerk’s office will continue to oversee the production of the newsletter with any variation to the scope of work to be
reviewed/approved by the City Clerk’s office prior to performance, detailed by receipt and billed separately from the fixed
SCOpe costs.

The City shall retain all rights and responsibilities associated with content and publication of the “Hiawatha Insights.”

It is at this time that Kim and I would ask for council to approve a contract with Hiawatha News — Cynthia Petersen
allowing us to save time and money. Thank you for your consideration of this item. As always, please let us know if you
have any additional questions.

GENERAL CONTRACT FOR SERVICES — PREPARING THE CITY OF HIAWATHA'’S
MONTHLY NEWSLETTER THE “HIAWATHA INSIGHTS”

This General Contract for Services (the “Agreement”) is made effective as of , 2019,
by and between the City of Hiawatha of 101 Emmons Street, Hiawatha, Iowa 52233 (the “City”),
and Hiawatha News of 885 30" Street, Marion, lowa 52302 (the “Provider”). The City and the
Provider may hereinafter be referred to collectively as the “Parties”.

1. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES. Beginning on , 2019, the Provider will
provide to City the following services (collectively, the “Services™):

Summary: Prepare the City of Hiawatha’s monthly newsletter known as the “Hiawatha Insights”.

The fixed scope and cost portion of this service will include the collection of information from the
City Administrator and Department Heads on articles, events, and other content they provide. It
will include the writing, editing, layout/formatting necessary to provide a finished electronic
document in PDF format ready for the City’s use in publication and distribution.

The variable scope and cost portion of this service will include the cost of time ($20/hr) and
materials for curation, editing, layout/formatting of content not provided by the City, (e.g.
interviews, articles, event coverage, photography, etc.) and any costs associated with additional
hard copy or electronic distribution or promotion requested by the City. Any variable scope will
be reviewed/approved by the City prior to performance, detailed by receipt and billed separately
from the fixed scope costs described within Paragraph 2 below.

The City shall retain all rights and responsibilities associated with content and publication of the
“Hiawatha Insights.” This Agreement does not entitle Hiawatha News any copy rights to the
information provided by the City. Public information contained within the published “Hiawatha
Insights” may be used by Hiawatha News with permission and proper accreditation to the
“Hiawatha Insights” publication.

2. PAYMENT. Payment shall be made to Provider in regular payments of $160.00 per month
until termination of this Agreement pursuant to Paragraph 3 below. Payment for any variable scope
of work will be due within thirty 30 days of delivery of the finished Hiawatha Insights in PDF
format.

If City of Hiawatha fails to pay for the Services when due, Hiawatha News has the option to treat
such failure to pay as a material breach of this Agreement, and may cancel this Agreement and/or
seek legal remedies.

Payment for any variable scope of work will be due within thirty (30) days of delivery of the billing
receipt.

3. TERM. This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days’ prior written
notice to the other party.





4. WORK PRODUCT OWNERSHIP. Any copyrightable works, ideas, discoveries, inventions,
patents, products, or other information (collectively the “Work Product™) developed in whole or
in part by Provider in connection with the Services will be the exclusive property of the City. Upon
request, Provider will execute, within a reasonable period of time, all documents necessary to
confirm or perfect the exclusive ownership of the City to the Work Product.

5. CONFIDENTIALITY. Provider, its employees, agents, or representatives will not at any time
or in any manner, either directly or indirectly, use for the personal benefit of Provider, or divulge,
disclose, or communicate in any manner, any information that is proprietary to the City. Provider,
its employees, agents, and representatives will protect such information and treat it as strictly
confidential. This provision will continue to be effective after the termination of this Agreement.
Any written waiver by the City of these confidentiality obligations which allows Provider to
disclose the City’s confidential information to a third party will be limited to a single occurrence
tied to the specific information disclosed to the specific third party, and the confidentiality clause
will continue to be in effect for all other occurrences.

6. DEFAULT. The occurrence of any of the following shall constitute a material default under
this Agreement:

a. The failure to make a required payment when due.
b. The insolvency or bankruptcy of either party.

€ The subjection of any of either party’s property to any levy, seizure, general assignment
for the benefit of creditors, application or sale for or by any creditor or government agency.

d. The failure to make available or deliver the Services in the time and manner provided for
in this Agreement.

7. REMEDIES. In addition to any and all other rights a party may have available according to
law, if a party defaults by failing to substantially perform any provision, term or condition of this
Agreement (including, without limitation, the failure to make a monetary payment when due), the
other party may terminate the Agreement by providing written notice to the defaulting party. This
notice shall describe with sufficient detail the nature of the default. The party receiving such notice
shall have ten (10) days from the effective date of such notice to cure the default(s). Unless waived
in writing by a party providing notice, the failure to cure the default(s) within such time period
shall result in the automatic termination of this Agreement.

8. FORCE MAJEURE. If performance of this Agreement or any obligation under this Agreement
is prevented, restricted, or interfered with by causes beyond either party’s reasonable control
(“Force Majeure™), and if the party unable to carry out its obligations gives the other party prompt
written notice of such event, then the obligations of the party invoking this provision shall be
suspended to the extent necessary by such event. The term Force Majeure shall include, without
limitation, acts of God, fire, explosion, vandalism, storm or other similar occurrence, orders or acts





of military or civil authority, or by national emergencies, insurrections, riots, or wars, or strikes,
lock-outs, work stoppages or other labor disputes, or supplier failures. The excused party shall use
reasonable efforts under the circumstances to avoid or remove such causes of non-performance
and shall proceed to perform with reasonable dispatch whenever such causes are removed or
ceased. An act or omission shall be deemed within the reasonable control of a party if committed,
omitted, or caused by such party, or its employees, officers, agents, or affiliates.

9. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains the entire agreement and understandings
of the Parties, and there are no other promises or conditions in any other agreement whether oral
or written concerning the subject matter of this Agreement. This Agreement supersedes any prior
written or oral agreements between the Parties.

10. SEVERABILITY. If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable
for any reason, the remaining provisions will continue to be valid and enforceable. If a court finds
that any provision of this Agreement invalid or unenforceable, but that by limiting such provision
it would become valid and enforceable, then such provision will be deemed to be written,
construed, and enforced as so limited.

11. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be modified or amended in writing by mutual
agreement between the Parties, if the writing is signed by the party obligated under the amendment.

12. GOVERNING LAW; VENUE. This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the
substantive and procedural laws of the State of Iowa. The Parties further consent to venue and
Jurisdiction of any federal of state court located in Linn County, Iowa.

13. NOTICE. Any notice or communication required or permitted under this Agreement shall be
sufficiently given if delivered in person or by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the address
set forth in the opening paragraph or to such other address as one party may have furnished to the
other in writing.

14. WAIVER OR CONTRACTUAL RIGHT. The failure of either party to enforce any
provision of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver or limitation of that party’s right to
subsequently enforce and compel strict compliance with every provision of this Agreement.

15. ATTORNEY’S FEES TO PREVAILING PARTY. In any action arising hereunder or any
separate action pertaining to the validity of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be awarded
reasonable attorney’s fees and costs, both in the trial court and on appeal.

16. CONSTRUCTION AND INTERPRETATION. The rule requiring construction or
interpretation against the drafter is waived. The document shall be deemed as if it were drafted
by both Parties in a mutual effort.

17. ASSIGNMENT. Neither party may assign or transfer this Agreement without the prior
written consent of the non-assigning party, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

Statistical information for February 2019.

We had the busiest month ever, 142 calls for service.

1001 members responded on 210 units responded to 142 calls for service for an average
response of 7 members per call. There were 106 medicals calls, 6 fire calls, and 30 service or
alarms calls. Members spent a total of 411.48 hours actually on calls.

Of those, 88 calls were in town and 4 in the township. 17 were to Shellsburg or Palo. 29
were mutual aid to Area Ambulance, and 4 were mutual aid to other fire departments. That
is a substantial number of calls assisting Area. We assisted Cedar Rapids on several structure
fires through the month.

The day shift had 69 calls. Duty Crews 5 and 1 were tied for the busiest volunteer crew with
15 calls for service. Duty Crew 3 was the slowest at only 8 calls. Keep in mind that most of
the volunteer crews are on duty 4-5 days a month, so they are having 2 or more calls per
shift on average. Likewise, the Day staff was on duty 19 days, consistently running 3-4 calls
per day.

48 members completed a total of 388 hours of training.

20 fire inspections were completed.

Here is a list of other activities for February 2019

February 2 we covered Palo Fire while they held their annual appreciation event.
February 5% I met with Kim Downs, the Mayor, and Council Members Olson and
Archibald. The purpose of that meeting was to discuss the development of a vehicle

replacement program.

On February 5% we also toured Ketelsen RV and reviewed fires in commercial buildings.





February 6 the Chief’s attended a training webinar on the TargetSolutions online training
program. We started rolling those out to individual users this week.

February 6% Nesslage, Powers, Kim Downs, and Kari Graber met with staff from Mercy
Occupational Health and Mercy Counseling to review our occupational health and EAP
programs. Mercy has been very responsive to our needs and we have not experienced any
major issues. I followed up with a meeting on February 26t with Kristin Kuch, from Mercy.
That meeting was to discuss adding a wellness program. We learned a lot and have began
working on that.

Saturday, February 9, we hosted the EMS Saturday at the El Kahir. EMT’s are required to
maintain competency by acquiring continuing education. We include that as part of our
monthly training, but we also sponsor this day and open it up to anyone from any agency.
We had over 100 people from around Eastern Iowa, Illinois, and Wisconsin attend. We are
able to do this by a grant from Iowa Department of Public Health that paid for our 9
speakers. It cost nothing for an HFD member to attend, and non members pay $10. In
addition, the Shriners make lunch for $5 a person, then donate that money back to the
Firefighters Association.

February 13 Powers attended the Eastern Iowa Fire Marshal’s meeting in Iowa City. I
attended a meeting the same day at the Red Cross on the Sound the Alarm event.

February 16t we covered Robins Fire while they held their annual appreciation event.

February 20 | Nesslage attended the Cedar Rapids State of the City address, along with
many other city staff members.

February 21+, Nesslage, along with Kim Downs, Marty Recker, Rod Jasa, and Kelly
Willadsen attended a safety conference at Kirkwood.

February 26t our fire training was on confined space, trench, and log out tag out awareness.

Throughout the month, our members who needed CPR certification were recertified. Several
patamedics also took care of their ACLS and PALS training and the rest will be doing that
this week.

Description: Amendment No 1 for Engineering Contract

Report:

Hiawatha has contracted with Shive Hattery Engineers to prepare the plans and specifications for the
2019 Willman Street Signal Project. This includes new semi-actuated traffic signals at Willman Street
and Center Point Road. As we review the draft plans, it has been brought to our attention that the
existing brick sidewalks and pedestrian crossings no longer meet the ADA standards. This area was
reconstructed in the late 1990°s, almost 20 years ago before brick sidewalks have been removed from
any new sidewalk construction specification.

The staff review of the design has determined that the new signal layout should utilize the “2 signal
pole” concept, with mast arms located on only northeast corner and the southwest corner of the
intersection. This design will have less impact on any utilities in the area. However all the existing brick
sidewalks must be removed in order to install all the new conduit, wiring, and bases for the new
pedestrian signal heads. This will require the sidewalks to be replaced with colored concrete.

Also after reviewing the existing crosswalks, they also do not meet the cross-slope specifications for the
current ADA standards. For that reason, it appears to make sense to replace the entire intersection with
new colored concrete and comply with the current ADA specifications. This will increase the
construction cost of the project from approximately $200,000 to approximately $400,000. These
additional costs have been anticipated and are available with LOST funds.

We also want to proceed with ordering the signal poles and mast arms as this material delivery can be as
much as 20 weeks. We need to put a quote package together to have the suppliers provide us a price to
manufacture the poles.

Amendment No. 1 to the engineering contract is for the additional survey and design to develop plans
for the replacement of the intersection with new concrete street paving and crosswalks and the pole
quote package for the signal materials. This amendment for $10,500.00 is an addition to the design
contract for this extra work.

Traffic signal poles and mast arms can take up to 20 weeks for manufacturing and delivery. For that
reason, staff wants to proceed with the order of this equipment so we can get ahead of the normal
bidding process for the signal installation and intersection work. The bidding set will then just require
“install only” of the signal equipment we have already purchased.

Staff requests authorization to take quotes for the signal equipment from several suppliers. The cost for
these poles and mast arms is estimated to be approximately $50,000. These will be built according to the
attached drawings and will be painted the standard color we have been using on the Center Point Road
signals and lights.

Engineering recommends we proceed with ordering the signal poles and mast arms. We will prepare a
quote package to have the suppliers provide us a price to manufacture the poles. We will bring the
quotes back to Council for approval. This cost is included in the current budget.

Engineering Contract for Resurfacing Study and Design

Hiawatha has contracted with Shive Hattery Engineers to prepare the plans and specifications for
the 2019 Willman Street Signal Project. This includes new semi-actuated traffic signals at
Willman Street and Center Point Road. As we review the draft plans, it has been brought to
our attention that the existing brick sidewalks and pedestrian crossings no longer meet the ADA
standards. We also anticipate removing and replacing the intersection with new crosswalks, new
paving, and traffic lane painting,

This section of Center Point Road was resurfaced in 2003. The large traffic volume has taken a
toll on the street condition, as we have always anticipated adding a new surface in this area as the
last improvement to the entire Center Point Road corridor. As we consider the large development
projects that are scheduled along this corridor in the next few years, we feel the final stage of
Center Point improvements completed would be a benefit to the area. The City’s anticipated
construction projects would be accomplished.

We currently have projects that have been constructed under budget which provides us with
capital improvements dollars available to use on other anticipated projects. This will allow us

to accelerate the construction schedule of a project of this type. As you can see from the attached
pictures, this harsh winter has added several new areas of cracks and potholes on Center point
Road that need repaired. A recent study of the Hiawatha streets by Iowa State University
identified the street condition in this area as fair at best.

We currently have approximately $_519,000  available in capital project dollars to add a
resurfacing project this summer. We feel these dollars would cover the engineering and
construction of a new asphalt surface. If this is something the Council would consider, we could
start the engineering process to evaluate the best solution for the area. The proposed contract
amount is $39,300.00

Report: The recently adopted CIP has LOST funds included to develop a resurfacing project for
the section of 12™ Avenue from the south connection at Blair's Ferry Road north to
Lyndhurst Drive. We have analyzed several methods of reconstruction for this collector
street, and because of the deteriorated condition and the traffic volumes, we have
determined the most cost effective solution to improve the riding surface of the street is
a “crack and seat” method of reconstruction. Hiawatha has done this type of work
befroe on Emmons Street, Bowler Street, and Raney Street that has provided a good
surface for many years. The process stabilizes the existing street by pulverizing the
concrete and placing a new asphalt overlay on the surface. This eliminates the reflective
cracking that happens in a new asphalt surface after years of freeze thaw winters.

We looked for a design firm that has experience in this type of work and have asked
MSA Professional Services to provide us a scope, schedule, and fee to develop plans and
specifications in order to construct this project this summer. We will also do soil testing
and prepare a design concept as we anticipate unstable conditions under the current
street.

The second area of concern is this section of 12" Avenue is approximately 2000 feet
long and has 6 street intersections that all have non-conforming sidewalk ramps. None
of the sidewalk ramps currently meet ADA standards. A large portion of this project is
the survey and design work needed to reconstruct the ramps to current standards. The
approach would be to reconstruct the ramps before the asphalt surface is placed, and
then the resurfacing can match the new adjusted sidewalks. We have considered this
work in the original construction estimate.

This is a quick turn-around project for this summer. We have had an excellent
experience with the MSA quality of work and meeting project deadlines. We can
recommend their firm for this project.





We have met with the design engineers and have negotiated the attached contract. The
contract includes:

7. Construction. This agreement shall not be construed as giving MSA, the responsibility or authority to direct or supervise construction means,
methods, techniques, sequence, or procedures of construction selected by the contractors or subcontractors or the safety precautions and programs
incident to the work of the contractors or subcontractors.

8. Standard of Care. In conducting the services, MSA will apply present professional, engineering and/or scientific judgment, and use a level of
effort consistent with current professional standards in the same or similar locality under similar circumstances in performing the Services. The OWNER
acknowledges that "current professional standards” shall mean the standard for professional services, measured as of the time those services are
rendered, and not according to later standards, if such later standards purport to impose a higher degree of care upon MSA.

MSA does not make any warranty or guarantee, expressed or implied, nor have any agreement or contract for services subject to the provisions of
any uniform commercial code. Similarly, MSA will not accept those terms and conditions offered by the OWNER in its purchase order, requisition, or
notice of authorization to proceed, except as set forth herein or expressly agreed to in writing. Written acknowledgement of receipt, or the actual
performance of services subsequent to receipt of such purchase order, requisition, or notice of authorization to proceed is specifically deemed not to
constitute acceptance of any terms or conditions contrary to those set forth herein.

9. Construction Site Visits. MSA shall make visits to the site at intervals appropriate to the various stages of construction as MSA deems
necessary in order to observe, as an experienced and qualified design professional, the progress and quality of the various aspects of Contractor's work.

The purpose of MSA's visits to, and representation at the site, will be to enable MSA to better carry out the duties and responsibilities assigned to
and undertaken by MSA during the Construction Phase, and in addition, by the exercise of MSA's efforts as an experienced and qualified design
professional, to provide for OWNER a greater degree of confidence that the completed work of Contractor will conform in general to the Contract
Documents and that the integrity of the design concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole as indicated in the Contract Documents has been
implemented and preserved by Contractor. On the other hand, MSA shall not, during such visits or as a result of such observations of Contractor's work
in progress, supervise, direct or have control over Contractor's work nor shall MSA have authority over or responsibility for the means, methods, techniques,
sequences or procedures of construction selected by Contractor, for safety precautions and programs incident to the work of Contractor or for any failure
of Contractor to comply with laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, codes or orders applicable to Contractor's furnishing and performing the work.
Accordingly, MSA neither guarantees the performance of any Contractor nor assumes responsibility for any Contractor's failure to furnish and perform its
work in accordance with the Contract Documents.

10. Termination. This Agreement shall commence upon execution and shall remain in effect until terminated by either party, at such party's
discretion, on not less than thirty (30) days' advance written notice. The effective date of the termination is the thirtieth day after the non-terminating party's
receipt of the notice of termination. If MSA terminates the Agreement, the OWNER may, at its option, extend the terms of this Agreement to the extent
necessary for MSA to complete any services that were ordered prior to the effective date of termination. If OWNER terminates this Agreement, OWNER
shall pay MSA for all services performed prior to MSA's receipt of the notice of termination and for all work performed and/or expenses incurred by MSA
in terminating Services begun after MSA's receipt of the termination notice. Termination hereunder shall operate to discharge only those obligations which
are executory by either party on and after the effective date of termination. These General Terms and Conditions shall survive the completion of the
services performed hereunder or the Termination of this Agreement for any cause.

This agreement cannot be changed or terminated orally. No waiver of compliance with any provision or condition hereof should be effective unless
agreed in writing and duly executed by the parties hereto.

11. Betterment. If, due to MSA's error, any required or necessary item or component of the project is omitted from the construction documents,
MSA's liability shall be limited to the reasonable costs of correction of the construction, less what OWNER'S cost of including the omitted item or component
in the original construction would have been had the item or component not been omitted. It is intended by this provision that MSA will not be responsible
for any cost or expense that provides betterment, upgrade, or enhancement of the project.
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12. Hazardous Substances. OWNER acknowledges and agrees that MSA has had no role in generating, treating, storing, or disposing of
hazardous substances or materials which may be present at the project site, and MSA has not benefited from the processes that produced such hazardous
substances or materials. Any hazardous substances or materials encountered by or associated with Services provided by MSA on the project shall at no
time be or become the property of MSA. MSA shall not be deemed to possess or control any hazardous substance or material at any time; arrangements
for the treatment, storage, transport, or disposal of any hazardous substances or materials, which shall be made by MSA, are made solely and exclusively
on OWNER's behalf for OWNER's benefit and at OWNER's direction. Nothing contained within this Agreement shall be construed or interpreted as
requiring MSA to assume the status of a generator, storer, treater, or disposal facility as defined in any federal, state, or local statute, regulation, or rule
governing treatment, storage, transport, and/or disposal of hazardous substances or materials.

All samples of hazardous substances, materials or contaminants are the property and responsibility of OWNER and shall be retumed to OWNER at
the end of a project for proper disposal. Alternate arrangements to ship such samples directly to a licensed disposal facility may be made at OWNER's
request and expense and subject to this subparagraph.

13. Insurance. MSA will maintain insurance coverage for: Worker's Compensation, General Liability, and Professional Liability. MSA will provide
information as to specific limits upon written request. If the OWNER requires coverages or limits in addition to those in effect as of the date of the
agreement, premiums for additional insurance shall be paid by the OWNER. The liability of MSA to the OWNER for any indemnity commitments, or for
any damages arising in any way out of performance of this contract is limited to such insurance coverages and amount which MSA has in effect.

14. Reuse of Documents. Reuse of any documents and/or services pertaining to this project by the OWNER or extensions of this project or on
any other project shall be at the OWNER's sole risk. The OWNER agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless MSA for all claims, damages, and
expenses including attorneys’ fees and costs arising out of such reuse of the documents and/or services by the OWNER or by others acting through the
OWNER.

15. Indemnification. To the fullest extent permitted by law, MSA shall indemnify and hold harmless, OWNER, and OWNER’s officers, directors,
members, partners, agents, consultants, and employees (hereinafter “OWNER") from reasonable claims, costs, losses, and damages arising out of or
relating to the PROJECT, provided that any such claim, cost, loss, or damage is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease, or death, or to injury to or
destruction of tangible property (other than the Work itself) including the loss of use resulting therefrom but only to the extent caused by any negligent act
or omission of MSA or MSA's officers, directors, members, partners, agents, employees, or Consultants (hereinafter “MSA”). In no event shall this
indemnity agreement apply to claims between the OWNER and MSA. This indemnity agreement applies solely to claims of third parties. Furthermare, in
no event shall this indemnity agreement apply to claims that MSA is responsible for attorneys’ fees. This agreement does not give rise to any duty on the
part of MSA to defend the OWNER on any claim arising under this agreement.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, OWNER shall indemnify and hold harmless, MSA, and MSA'’s officers, directors, members, partners, agents,
consultants, and employees (hereinafter “MSA”) from reasonable claims, costs, losses, and damages arising out of or relating to the PROJECT, provided
that any such claim, cost, loss, or damage is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease, or death, or to injury to or destruction of tangible property
(other than the Work itself) including the loss of use resulting therefrom but only to the extent caused by any negligent act or omission of the OWNER or
the OWNER's officers, directors, members, partners, agents, employees, or Consultants (hereinafter “OWNER”). In no event shall this indemnity
agreement apply to claims between MSA and the OWNER. This indemnity agreement applies solely to claims of third parties. Furthermore, in no event
shall this indemnity agreement apply to claims that the OWNER is responsible for attorneys’ fees. This agreement does not give rise to any duty on the
part of the OWNER to defend MSA on any claim arising under this agreement.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, MSA'’s total liability to OWNER and anyone claiming by, through, or under OWNER for any cost, loss or
damages caused in part or by the negligence of MSA and in part by the negligence of OWNER or any other negligent entity or individual, shall not exceed
the percentage share that MSA's negligence bears to the total negligence of OWNER, MSA, and all other negligent entities and individuals.

16. Dispute Resolution. OWNER and MSA desire to resolve any disputes or areas of disagreement involving the subject matter of this Agreement
by a mechanism that facilitates resolution of disputes by negotiation rather than by litigation. OWNER and MSA also acknowiedge that issues and problems
may arise after execution of this Agreement which were not anticipated or are not resolved by specific provisions in this Agreement. Accordingly, both
OWNER and MSA will endeavor to settle all controversies, claims, counterclaims, disputes, and other matters in accordance with the Construction Industry
Mediation Rules of the American Arbitration Association currently in effect, unless OWNER and MSA mutually agree otherwise. Demand for mediation
shall be filed in writing with the other party to this Agreement. A demand for mediation shall be made within a reasonable time after the claim, dispute or
other matter in question has arisen. In no event shall the demand for mediation be made after the date when institution of legal or equitable proceedings
based on such claim, dispute or other matter in question would be barred by the applicable statute of limitations. Neither demand for mediation nor any
term of this Dispute Resolution clause shall prevent the filing of a legal action where failing to do so may bar the action because of the applicable statute
of limitations. If despite the good faith efforts of OWNER and MSA any controversy, claim, counterclaim, dispute, or other matter is not resolved through
negotiation or mediation, OWNER and MSA agree and consent that such matter may be resolved through legal action in any state or federal court having
jurisdiction.

17. Exclusion of Special, Indirect, Consequential and Liquidated Damages. Consultant shall not be liable, in contract or tort or otherwise, for
any special, indirect, consequential, or liquidated damages including specifically, but without limitation, loss of profit or revenue, loss of capital, delay
damages, loss of goodwill, claim of third parties, or similar damages arising out of or connected in any way to the project or this contract.

18. State Law. This agreement shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of lowa.

19. Jurisdiction. OWNER hereby irrevocably submits to the jurisdiction of the state courts of the State of lowa for the purpose of any suit, action
or other proceeding arising out of or based upon this Agreement. OWNER further consents that the venue for any legal proceedings related to this
Agreement shall be, at MSA's option, Sauk County, Wisconsin, or any county in which MSA has an office.

20. Understanding. This agreement contains the entire understanding between the parties on the subject matter hereof and no representations.
Inducements, promises or agreements not embodied herein (unless agreed in writing duly executed) shall be of any force or effect, and this agreement
supersedes any other prior understanding entered into between the parties on the subject matter hereto.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The project consists of rehabilitation of North 12* Avenue between Blairs Ferry Road and Lyndhurst
Drive in the City of Hiawatha, IA. The City intends to rehabilitate the existing concrete roadway as it is
older pavement with areas of significant cracking. Areas of excessive damage will be replaced with full
depth ACC patches prior to overlaying.

The project area is approximately 2,000 linear feet long. The road project will also include upgrades of
existing pedestrian ramps to be ADA compliant. Design will be based on 2019 lowa Statewide Urban
Design and Specifications (SUDAS) standards.

Prior to a preliminary investigation, City Staff prefer the crack and seat with a three-inch ACC overlay
rehabilitation method. It is assumed that grading operations will be limited to ADA ramp construction
and full depth ACC patches, which will be less than one acre of disturbance and not require a NPDES
permit. At the beginning of this project, it is assumed that the existing roadway is six inches thick of PCC
built on in-situ subgrade. This will be verified or revised based on the geotechnical investigation and
pavement cores. Existing utilities (water and sanitary) are assumed to not need replacement,
