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Budget Work Session January 29, 2018 Page 1

The Hiawatha City Council met in a Budget Work Session on January 29, 2018. Mayor Bill Bennett
called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. Council members present: Aime Wichtendahl, Rob
Archibald, Dick Olson, Dennis Norton, and Steve Dodson. Staff present: City Administrator Kim
Downs, and Finance Director Cindy Kudrna. Guests: None.

Norton moved the approval of the agenda, seconded by Wichtendahl. Motion carried.

EFY 2018 — 2019 Budget Review and Discussion

City Administrator Downs explained the city received an increase in property valuations of 7.6% or
$213,531, and it is projected the next two years should be good as well. General Fund total revenues
include commercial property tax backfill in the amount of $213,391.

In her report, Downs reported FY 2019 budget revenues at $5,030,546 and expenditures at
$5,035,600. The expenditures exceed revenue totals by $5,054; this is due to overestimating revenues
and overestimating expenditures. Actual revenues exceeded expenditures by $1,658 with an ending
balance still maintaining a 36.7% reserve. Each year the budget looks very similar to the year before
and when it comes to actual dollars taken in and spent, the city repeatedly spends less than the
estimated expenditures and collects more than the estimated revenues, continuing to grow a healthy
ending balance reserve. Downs additionally reported the budget includes a reduction of the levy rate
by $0.10.

Mayor Bennett explained he asked staff to find $0.10 levy reduction this year and $0.10 next year.
Bennett said he believes by lowering the levy rate, Hiawatha can be aggressive in the market and be
closer to the tax rate in Cedar Rapids.

Council Member Olson said there has been discussion of lowering the levy rate for quite some time
but council and staff were trying to find the right way to accomplish this task. Olson stated $213,531
in property valuations is 2% of the city’s $5 million budget. Olson said he is not impressed with a
$0.10 reduction in taxes and this does not put Hiawatha competitively with Cedar Rapids. Olson felt a
more appropriate reduction would be $0.21 to take the levy rate to $15.20 and put Hiawatha under
Cedar Rapids.

City Administrator Downs said Olson’s request for a $0.21 reduction is feasible considering the city’s
history with maintaining a healthy reserve but it would be important to keep an eye on this to make
sure the city can maintain in the future.

Council Member Olson stated he believes the city could maintain the levy rate based on growth.

Finance Director Kudrna presented an option for reducing the levy rate by $0.21: lowering liability
insurance by $41,000.00 would allow for a $0.21 reduction. Kudrna added the city will be dipping in
to the reserves by $46,000 to reduce the levy rate by $0.21.

Council Member Olson said he spoke to the city financial advisor and received confirmation the city
is in outstanding shape with reserves. Olson stated city council needs to set a reserve balance policy at
30%, as 25% reserves has been past practice and now there is 36% reserves; this is a huge spread. The
tax reduction would be meaningful to the stakeholders and the city would still be close to 35%
reserves.

Mayor Bennett stated $0.21 would be good for this year and would be something to revisit for next
year.
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Finance Director Kudrna added when the city sells the Oakbrook Property this would reduce the debt
service levy.

Council Member Olson explained the compensation committee needs to meet again to get some
things resolved in the pay plan and employee wages for FY 2019, before bringing back to full city
council for approval of the plan.

City Council Members directed staff to move forward with $0.21 tax reduction.

There being no further discussion, Norton moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:17 P.M., seconded by
Wichtendahl. Motion carried.

City Council Regular Meeting February 21, 2018 Page 1

The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on February 21, 2018. Mayor
Bennett called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Dick Olson, Rob Archibald, Denny Norton,
Steve Dodson, and Aime Wichtendahl. Staff present: Community Development Director Pat Parsley, City Engineer John
Bender, City Administrator Kim Downs, and Police Chief Dennis Marks. Guests: Daniel Hoffmann and Kenny Jones.

Norton moved approval of the agenda, seconded by Olson. Motion carried.

Wichtendahl moved the approval of the following consent agenda items: Approval of bills; Finance Director’s Report for
January 2018; City Clerk’s Report for January 2018; Department Reports: Community Development, Fire, Library, Parks
and Recreation, Police, and Public Works; upgrade to current liquor license — adding Class E Liquor License (LE) for
Casey’s General Store #2764 located at 780 N Center Point Road, effective immediately, seconded by Dodson. Motion
carried.

Report from Council Members/Mayor/City Administrator

Council Member Wichtendahl reported she attended the Parks and Recreation Commission meeting and there were some
citizens who presented multiple concerns on the Hodge property recently purchased by the city; safety and privacy were
the major concerns. City Administrator Downs added staff is working through issues and the Parks and Recreation
Commission did a good job of handling the citizen inquiries. Downs said the trail would help make connection and the city
will put together a committee of citizens to provide input on the trail.

Council Member Norton stated he attended his first crime stoppers meeting last night. There were 25 tip line calls, crime
rising in various cities in the area. Norton said there is something called car hopping where culprits get into cars and steal
the contents. Another issue is for rent ads posted on realtor sites to scam money out of people.

Council Member Dodson said he attended the Water Board meeting where there was further discussion on water towers
including cost estimates; no decision was made at this time. Dodson additionally noted the Water Department is taking
part in a pilot program with Ready Wireless by installing the groove equipment in water vehicles; this helps with distracted
driving. Dodson added the Water Department is putting numbers together to hire another entry level position as they are
currently down one employee.

City Administrator Downs announced the next special closed session is February 26 to go over the results of the
Town/Village Center scoring evaluations. Downs said she received information from Council Members Archibald and
Olson regarding feral cats and staff met today to come up with a recommendation.

Mayor Bennett added the lowa Department of Transportation will be visiting tomorrow to take a tour of the area and visit
with local business such as CCB Packaging, UPS and Crystal Group about the need for the interchange.

Description: Engineering Department Report

Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage that requires engineering review and
approval of proposed plans. We have several site plans under review.

Pecks 1™ Addition improvements have now started with grading, sewer, and water main construction.
We are also working with the City of Cedar Rapids on the final plans for the extension of Edgewood
Road to the north

The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project is now complete.
The work to reconfigure North Center Point Road with 3 lanes and bike lanes will be completed as soon
as possible this spring. Final project close-out documents can be prepared and forwarded to Council for
final acceptance after the remaining work is completed.

The Edgewood Road grading and culvert project is substantially complete. We are working with the
Linn County Engineering Department to get the final paperwork completed. We also approved a
temporary reduction in the posted speed limit from 45mph to 35mph. The County must also approve
this reduction in the County portion of the roadway.

The concrete overlay project for Edgewood Road is planned for a March 20", 2018 bid letting. We have
reviewed the preliminary plans with the County Engineering staff to determine the best concept for
the finished roadway surface. The proposed schedule is to allow 40-45 working days to complete the
project with an incentive to complete the project early. We plan for the roadway to be open to traffic
before the first part of August and school starting for the fall session. A detour will be established on
Center Point Road and County Home Road.

We have an engineering contract approved to begin design of the sanitary sewer extension on the east
side of Edgewood Road approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road. This sewer will serve the existing
Sari property that was annexed into the City approximately 7 years ago and also approximately 70
acres of the undeveloped farm land between Edgewood Road and I-380.





The lowa DOT conducted a meeting with the residences of the Tower Terrace Mobile Home Park to
discuss possible impacts of the new Tower Terrace Interchange. At that time the staff as prepared
displays of two possible options for the new interchange. One display for a standard diamond
interchange and one for the diverging diamond design. That meeting was attended by approximately
30 people.

We have submitted the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) application for the 2" allocation of
funding of the new Tower Terrace Interchange scheduled to start construction in FY22 or possibly
FY21. The application is for $1.0 million of MPO funds to help provide a local match for the project. The
total requested will be $4.0 million, as $1.0 million in 4 consecutive years.

We have engineering proposals submitted to the Metropolitan Planning Organization to update the
Tower Terrace Roadway Alignment Study prepared in 2010. A steering committee met and determined
the proposal from Anderson Bogert Engineers was the best proposal. The MPO staff will proceed with
the study which will include at least 2 public information meetings. We will keep Council updated as to
the schedule for these meetings. The study is planned to be complete by July of this year. The study is
funded with MPO dollars.

Fortunately, since the City now owns the land we will not have the additional
expense of asking to put the trail through this area. (Maps Attached)

After taking a glance at the property, City of Hiawatha noticed many man made trails and open walk
ways. These trails are being used as cut throughs, along with mountain bike trails for riding. The police
department has not had any calls on substance abuse but a total of 4 calls on people being back there
recreationally. We are in the process of putting “No Trespassing” signs up for legal and safety purposes
until a plan is developed and there is a safe access point for users.

By looking at the parks and recreation comprehensive plan, our City currently has 60 acres of parkland
which translates to 8.9 acres per 1,000 residents. Based on the level of service, the City should have
approximately 80 acres of parkland or .01 acres per person. That is a 20.5 deficient of total parkland. As





the City’s population increases the deficient will continue to go up. After looking over our Citizen Survey,
we found residents are overall happy with what we currently have but with new development happening
we will continue to outgrow our parks.

44.1% of residents had stated that Multi-purpose trails should be added and are in high demand. With
the potential trail connection going through this property it would not only add more multi-purpose trail,
it would allow the residence further north in the area of Robins Road and Coral Drive an easier access to
park facilities (Tucker Park).

Cedar Rapids School District will be closing Nixon Elementary around the year 2022. Right now, the school
playground if offering residents near Nixon a place to play; by eliminating the school, it will take away an
area of recreational family fun. It will be important that the city focuses on ways to make recreation
accessible.

Over the next 10 years the city has the possibility to minimize the deficient and maximize our priorities.
With the potential of adding an additional 11acres of park land that the City just purchased, 15 acres
north west of town, and a 3-acre dog park near the Cedar Valley Trail, that is an additional 29 acres of
park land we could add for our Hiawatha Resident’s needs. The main priorities from our Comprehensive
Plan and Citizen Survey will be to focus on:

e accessibility and connectivity of trails
o adding an event center
e taking care of programming needs (space, facilities, fields, etc.).

These three opportunities will help expand our community needs.

These 11 acres would be a great location for added park land. We can physically see recreational activity
happening already from people riding their bikes and using it as a “playground”. By turning this into park
land it will entitle the department to allow future maintenance, which we believe is manageable, and
allow users to be on this property from 6am-10:30pm (designated park hours). By turning this into a park
and adding in potential trails it has the potential to:

e Adjoin Hiawatha with Cedar Rapids
e Give people more accessibility and transportation options
e Open up more recreational opportunities

As a board we will need to come up with ideas and suggestions together to find the best fit for this land.

With the information given is there interest in keeping this area an active off-road bike trail? With the
activity already happening, man-made trails already being built, and presence in a flood plain, it would be
an opportunity to keep things natural (add possible pollinators) and build off of what other people are
currently doing. There is an active group in Cedar Rapids called the Linn County Mountain Bike
Association that has currently been helping complete trails around the metro area. Squaw Creek has an
active trail along with the City of Vinton. The members of this group have helped develop these trails and
have been a large support. If we have the opportunity to fit both a public hard surface trail and an off-





road trail in the area it opens up more economic opportunities for our community and connectivity to the
metro area.

Comments added

Amy Starr — Amy lives in the townhomes off Cimarron Dr. Beginning in May 2017 there had been activity
including a man in camo with a machete cutting trails and inviting people over at night time to participate
in extreme sports and cross-country skiing. Hodge owned the property at this time. Amy mentioned beer
parties, smoking of illegal substances and expressed concern for safety with linking a potential trail to
neighborhoods with drug activity. Her biggest concerns is safety and privacy. She states that this is a
perfect area to do crazy stuff. Thinks there will be more activity, more beer cans and smoking joints. She
enjoys her neighborhood and this is not what they spent $180,000 or $175,000 for.

Ross Farmer — Ross mentioned that this trail would directly affect his community. He is concerned with
his private backyard being opened to public use and what a burden the trail would be tax wise on the city
as a whole. He is concerned the money that would be spent to create a trail, improvements, and
maintaining the area as it is prone to flooding. He’s also concerned the wildlife will be gone.

Brock Worley — Really enjoys his neighborhood and privacy. He goes through the woods and picks up
trash right in his backyard. He likes activity and enjoys sitting by the creek. He can’t stand the cottonwood
tree but appreciate what he has.

Alen Kudumanic — He is concerned for privacy issues. The townhomes have low windows where people
can see in and no fencing. There is no barrier, especially at 10:30pm at night.

Kim Downs — Hodge received phone calls of off road trails being created. There was no additional
phonecalls. The property is now city property and the creating of trails is no longer allowed. No
trespassing signs have been ordered.

Recreation Reports:

o Farmers Market SNAP program: We have been working with Back in Line, Horizons, HACAP and
the Mount Mercy Enactus group to encourage individuals and families with SNAP benefits to buy
fresh produce at our Farmers Market. The SNAP organization will have a table at each Sunday
market and allow individuals and families to exchange their benefits for tokens that they can then
exchange with registered vendors for fresh produce. Once each market is complete, the market
vendors will turn in their tokens they received and the SNAP program will reimburse them for
their selling’s. This will allow more people the opportunity to get fresh produce and benefit our
daily farmers.

With
the potential of the park in the back, it would be visible from the interstate and all activity
would enter from Fitzroy Road keeping traffic moving along Edgewood Road. There will be
another updated proposal sent to the family for their discussion but we gained a very positive
response. Once the family comes to an agreement and negotiates on price with the City, | will
get your ideas and suggestions on the layout and development of this park. Attached you will
see the favored map that was presented to the Taylors on the back portion of their lot.

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ENGAGEMENT AGREEMENT

The purpose of this Engagement Agreement (the "Agreement") is to disclose and
memorialize the terms and conditions under which services will be rendered by Ahlers and
Cooney, P.C., in its capacity as Bond Counsel, to the City of Hiawatha, lowa (the “Issuer”) in
connection with the issuance of General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2018(the
"Bonds").

SCOPE OF ENGAGEMENT
In the role of Bond Counsel, we will provide the following services:

1. Prepare and review documents related to the authorization, issuance and delivery of
the Bonds (the “Proceedings”).

2. After proper approval and execution of the Proceedings, render our legal opinion (the
"Bond Opinion") regarding the validity and enforceability of the Bonds, the source of
payment with regard to the legality of the security pledged, and the excludability of
interest on the Bonds from gross income for federal tax purposes, as applicable.

3. Review those sections of any offering or disclosure documents (the “Offering
Documents”™) to be disseminated in connection with the sale of the Bonds related
solely to the description of the Bonds, the legal basis for the security pledged, the tax-
exempt status of the Bonds, and excerpts, summaries or copies of the Bond Opinion;
and in the event Issuer retains separate Disclosure Counsel we will coordinate with
said Disclosure Counsel in regards to the above-identified information we are
reviewing in the Offering Documents,

4. Upon request, assist the Issuer in presenting information to bond rating organizations
and providers of credit enhancement relating to the issuance of Bonds.

5. Prepare procedure to advertise and direct the sale of Bonds when we are advised that
a particular issue of Bonds will be sold at public sale, and prepare procedure
accepting a proposal to purchase the Bonds when we are advised that the sale of a
particular issue of Bond will accomplished by negotiated sale.

6. Draft the Continuing Disclosure Certificate of the Issuer, if applicable.

7. Prepare an IRS Form 8038-G or 8038-GC, when applicable.

As Bond Counsel, our examination will extend to the actions and approvals necessary to
authorize the issuance and initial delivery of the Bonds to the purchaser thereof. Our Bond
Opinion does not extend to any re-offering of the Bonds by the original purchaser thereof or
other persons, and will be delivered by us on the date the Bonds are exchanged for their purchase
price (the “Closing™).

The Bond Opinion will be based on facts and law existing as of its date. In rendering our
Bond Opinion, we will rely upon the certified proceedings and other certifications of public
officials and other persons furnished to us without undertaking to verify the same by independent
investigation, and we will assume continuing compliance by the Issuer with applicable laws





relating to the Bonds. During the course of this engagement, we will rely on the Issuer, and
authorized officials, to provide us with complete and timely information on all developments
pertaining to any aspect of the Bonds and their security.

Our duties in this engagement are limited to those expressly set forth above. This
Engagement Agreement does not include the following services, or any other matter not required
to render our Bond Opinion:

a. Except as described in paragraph (3) above, assisting in the preparation or review of
the Offering Documents with respect to the Bonds, or performing an independent
investigation to determine the accuracy, completeness or sufficiency of any such
document or rendering advice that the Offering Documents do not contain any untrue
statement of material fact or omit to state a material fact necessary to make the
statements contained therein, in light of the circumstances under which they were
made, not misleading. This engagement does not include the services of Disclosure
Counsel.

b. Preparing requests for tax rulings from the Internal Revenue Service, or “no action”

letters from the Securities and Exchange Commission.

Drafting state constitutional or legislative amendments.

Pursuing test cases or other litigation, such as contested validation proceedings.

¢. Except as described in paragraph (6) above, assisting in the preparation of, or opinion
on, a continuing disclosure undertaking pertaining to the Bonds, or after Closing,
providing advice concerning any actions necessary to assure compliance with any
continuing disclosure undertaking, including monitoring Issuer’s continued
compliance with the undertaking.

k. Making an investigation or expressing any view as to the creditworthiness of the
Issuer or of the Bonds.





ATTORNEY-CLIENT RELATIONSHIP

Upon our receipt of notification that Bond Counsel services are requested under this
Engagement Agreement, the Issuer will be our client and an attorney-client relationship will exist
between us as outlined above. We assume that all other parties to each such transaction will
retain such counsel as they deem necessary and appropriate to represent their interests, We
further assume that all parties understand that in each such transaction we represent only the
Issuer, we are not counsel to any other party, and we are not acting as an intermediary among the
parties. Our services as Bond Counsel are limited to those contracted for in this letter; the
Issuer’s execution of this engagement ageement will constitute an acknowledgement of those
limitations. Our representation of the Issuer will not affect, however, our responsibility to render
an objective Bond Opinion.

Each representation of the Issuer and the attorney-client relationship for the Bonds
created by this Engagement Agreement will be concluded upon issuance of that respective issue
of Bonds. Nevertheless, subsequent to Closing, we will mail the appropriate Internal Revenue
Service Form 8038, and prepare and distribute to the participants in the transaction a transcript of
the proceedings pertaining to the Bonds.

FEES

We will charge a flat fee of $7,800 for services rendered under this Agreement. It is not
anticipated that it will be necessary for us to personally attend meetings in order to provide the
Bond Counsel services outlined above, but we will do so in the event that circumstances require.
If, at any time, we believe that an adjustment of our flat fee is necessary during an engagement as
Bond Counsel for a particular issuance of Bonds, we will advise you. Such adjustment might be
necessary in the event: (a) the principal amount of Bonds to be issued differs significantly from
the amount stated at the time we advise you of our fee; (b) there are material changes in the
structure, security or opinion from the description of the Bonds after we advise you of our fee; or
(¢) unusual or unforeseen circumstances arise which require a significant increase in the services
rendered, such as personal attendance at meetings, significant travel, or unexpected revision of
the issuance documents at the request of the Issuer, any agent acting on your behalf (such as a
financial advisor), the purchaser, a bond insurer, other counsel providing services with respect to
issuance of a particular issuance of Bonds.

In addition to the flat fee, we will bill you for all expenses incurred on your behalf, such
as travel cost reimbursement, photocopying, deliveries, long distance telephone charges,
telecopier charges, filing fees, computer-assisted research, bond printing, and other related
expenses. Generally these expenses will not exceed $600. We will contact you prior to
incurring expenses that exceed that amount.

Our statement for services and expenses will be sent after each particular issue of Bonds
have been closed and is due and payable within thirty (30) days of reciept.

If, for any reason, you terminate the engagement on a particular issue of Bonds covered
by this Agreement before closing a particular issue of Bonds are not issued for any reason, or the





Bonds are issued without the delivery of our Bond Opinion, we will bill you for the services
rendered on your behalf up to that point. These services will be billed at the normal hourly rates
for those attorneys and legal assistants who have performed such services. We will also then bill
you for all expenses we have incurred as outlined above. My current hourly rate is $315. Work
performed by associates will be billed at $220 per hour. Services performed on your behalf by
legal assistants will be billed at $120 per hour.

RECORDS

At your request, papers and property furnished by you will be returned promptly upon
receipt of payment for outstanding fees and client charges. Our own files, including lawyer work
product, pertaining to the transaction will be retained by us. For various reasons, including the
minimization of unnecessary storage expenses, we reserve the right to dispose of any documents
or other material retained by us after the termination of this engagement.

SUBJECT: BUSINESS ASSOCIATE AGREEMENT WITH MERCY AND UNITY POINT
DATE: 3/2/2018

In July of 2017 City Council gave approval for the Mayor to sign a Business Associate Agreement (BAA) with Mercy
Hospital, pending final review by the City Attorney. That review developed several concerns, which have been clarified and
resolved. After discussion, we have decided to return to you to re-approve the business associate agreement with Mercy, and
also to renew/reapprove a similar document previously signed with Unity Point in 2016.

The documents center around the sharing of patient protected health information (PIN) as a part of our Community
Paramedicine Program. Hiawatha Fire Department has been participating in a pilot Community Paramedicine program with
Area Ambulance, St. Luke’s and Mercy Hospitals. As a part of this program, paramedics make home visits to residents who
are dismissed from the hospital with disease or illness that present a high risk of re-admission. When a high risk patient is
dismissed, the hospital contacts us and provides the health information about that patient. The community paramedics
schedule a visit with the patient. During the visit, they review all their medications, history, etc. with them. If they are having
trouble with something...getting their meds picked up, transportation to appointments, etc. the paramedic helps make those
connections. The paramedics act as patient advocates. As you well know, not every patient has a family to follow up, or is
truthful with their family. We help fill that gap. In addition, this provides us with an additional opportunity to discuss general
life safety concerns with the patient and family, for example, fall prevention, smoke and CO detectors, and fire safety.

During review, a concern arose about the need for additional insurance. ICAP (our liability insurance provider) suggested
that we may (emphasis on may) need an additional insurance policy to cover HIPAA concerns. The cost of that policy was
between $3,500 and $7,000. There were several key points to this. First, ICAP could not tell us why we needed this policy
now; The Fire Department has been concerned with HIPAA since the service began in 2005, we handle patient PIN routinely.
The scope of practice of the paramedics has not changed, and we have the same level of concern for protecting patients PIN.
Secondly, ICAP could not tell us specifically what would and would not be covered, even with the insurance. Why would we
need insurance now? The following is an excerpt from communications Ms. Kudrna had with ICAP.

“...was the fact that your ambulance department wonldn’t be doing anything any differently than they’re doing now...We discussed the fact
that fines are excluded in the ICAP coverage document. Whether any breach would fall under this exclusion conld not be determined until the
time of the actual loss. What 1 can tell you is that if it’s a covered loss by policy definition/ language and the City was negligent, your ICAP
coverage certificate will vespond fo defend you.”

We could not get a clear answer as to why we would spend the additional money for extra insurance. Ms. Downs, Ms.
Kudrna, Mr. Parmenter, Ms. Kornegor, and I worked on this for some time. Once the information was collected we met with
Mr. Olson and Mr. Dodson on January 19t and reviewed the information. After follow-up, that group came to the consensus
that there was no clear need to purchase the additional insurance, and to move forward with approving the documentation. |
am attaching a sample of the communications that we received from ICAP. We are requesting you approve the documents
and give approval to sign.





BUSINESS ASSOCIATE AGREEMENT

THIS BUSINESS ASSOCIATE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into by and
between Mercycare Service Corporation and/or Mercy Medical Center, Cedar Rapids, lIowa (the
“Covered Entity™), and City of Hiawatha Fire and Rescue (the “Business Associate”).

RECITALS

A. Covered Entity is a health care provider subject to the Health Insurance
Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, the HITECH Act, and regulations promulgated
thereunder (“HIPAA™).

B. Business Associate, through the provision of certain services for or on behalf of
the Covered Entity pursuant to a certain agreement entered into with Covered Entity on June 1,
2017 (the “Effective Date™) for the provision by Business Associate of community paramedic
visit services for Covered Entity (the “Underlying Agreement™), is a “business associate” of the
Covered Entity as that term is defined in 45 C.F.R. § 160.103, and is subject to the Security Rule
and certain provisions of the Privacy Rule.

C. Covered Entity is required by HIPAA to obtain satisfactory assurances that
Business Associate will appropriately safeguard all Protected Health Information and Electronic
Protected Health Information disclosed by, or created or received by Business Associate on
behalf of, Covered Entity.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of entering into the Underlying Agreement and
the mutual promises and agreements below and in order to comply with all legal requirements,
the parties agree as follows:

L DEFINITIONS
1.1 “Agreement” has the meaning set forth in the preamble.

1.2 “ARRA Breach” has the same meaning as the term “Breach” in Section
13400(1) of the HITECH Act (i.e. 42 USCA 17921) and 45 CFR 164.402.

1.3 “Business Associate” has the meaning set forth in the preamble.
1.4 “Covered Entity” has the meaning set forth in the preamble.

1.5 “Data Aggregation” means the combining of PHI created or received under
this Agreement with the PHI Business Associate receives or creates in its arrangement with
another covered entity under the Privacy Rule to permit data analysis that relate to the Health
Care Operations of the covered entities.

1.6 “Designated Record Set” means a group of records maintained by or for the
Covered Entity that is: (i) the medical records and billing records about Individuals; (ii) the
enrollment, payment, claims adjudication, and case or medical management record systems
maintained by or for a health plan; or (iii) used, in whole or in part, by or for the Covered Entity





to make decisions about Individuals. As used herein the term “record” means any item,
collection, or grouping of information that includes PHI and is maintained, collected, used or
disseminated by or for the Covered Entity.

1.7 “Document Demand” has the meaning set forth in Section 3.12.
1.8 “Effective Date” has the meaning set forth in the preamble.

1.9 “Electronic PHI” means information that comes within paragraphs 1(i) or
I(ii) of the definition of “protected health information,” as defined in 45 C.F.R. § 160.103,
limited to the information created, received, maintained or transmitted by Business Associate on
behalf of Covered Entity.

1.10  “HIPAA” has the meaning set forth in the Recitals.

.11 “HITECH Act” means Title XIII and Title IV of Division B of the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Public Law No. 111-5 and all regulations promulgated
thereunder.

112 “Individual” means the person who is the subject of the PHI and includes a
person who qualifies as a personal representative in accordance with 45 C.F.R. § 164.502(g).

1.13  “PHI” means Protected Health Information that is provided by Covered
Entity to Business Associate or created or received by Business Associate on behalf of Covered
Entity.

1.14  “Privacy Rule” means the Standards for Privacy of Individually Identifiable
Health Information at 45 C.F.R. part 160 and part 164, subparts A and E.

1.15  “Protected Health Information” means any information, whether
transmitted or maintained in electronic, written, oral, or any other form or medium, that relates to
the past, present, or future physical or mental health or condition of an Individual; the provision
of health care to an Individual; or the past, present or future payment for the provision of health
care to an Individual; and (i) identifies the Individual, or (i) with respect to which there is a
reasonable basis to believe the information can be used to identify the Individual.

1.16  “Required by Law” has the same meaning as the term ““required by law” in
45 C.FR. § 164.103.

1.17  “Secretary” means the Secretary of the U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services or his or her designee.

1.18  “Security Incident” has the same meaning as the term “security incident” in
45 C.F.R. § 164.304.

1.19  “Security Rule” means the Security Standards and Implementation
Specifications at 45 C.F.R. part 160 and part 164, subpart C.





120 “Underlying Agreement” has the meaning set forth in the Recitals.

1.21  “Unsecured Protected Health Information” or “Unsecured PHI” means
PHI that is not secured through the use of a technology or methodology that the Secretary
specifies in guidance renders PHI unusable, unreadable, or indecipherable to unauthorized
Individuals, such as the guidance set forth in 74 Fed. Reg. 19006 (April 27, 2009) and updated in
74 Fed. Reg. 42740 (August 24, 2009).

1.22  Remaining Terms. Capitalized terms used, but not otherwise defined, in this
Agreement have the meaning ascribed to them in HIPAA, the Privacy Rule, the Security Rule or
the HITECH Act.

I1. PERMITTED USES AND DISCLOSURES OF PHI

2.1 Underlying Agreement Uses and Disclosures. Business Associate may use
or disclose PHI for purposes of performing its obligations and functions under the Underlying
Agreement, provided that such use or disclosure would not violate the Privacy Rule if done by
Covered Entity.

22 Other Permitted Uses. If necessary, Business Associate may use PHI: (1)
for the proper management and administration of the Business Associate; (ii) to carry out the
legal responsibilities of the Business Associate; and (iii) for the provision of Data Aggregation
services relating to the Health Care Operations of Covered Entity.

2.3 Other Permitted Disclosures. If necessary, Business Associate may disclose
PHI for the purposes described in Section 2.2 above if: (1) the disclosure is Required by Law; or
(11) Business Associate obtains reasonable written assurance from the person or entity to whom it
discloses the PHI that the PHI will remain confidential and will be used or further disclosed only
as Required by Law or for the purpose for which it was disclosed to the person or entity, and the
person or entity notifies Business Associate of any instances of which it is aware in which the
confidentiality of the PHI has been breached.

IIIl. OBLIGATIONS OF BUSINESS ASSOCIATE

3.1 Compliance with Privacy Rule. Business Associate shall comply with all
applicable provisions of the Privacy Rule in carrying out its obligations under the Underlying
Agreement and this Agreement. Further, to the extent Business Associate is to carry out any of
Covered Entity’s obligations under subpart E of 45 CFR 164, Business Associate agrees to
comply with the requirements of such subpart that apply to Covered Entity in the performance of
such obligations.





3.2 Prohibition on Unauthorized Use or Disclosure. Business Associate shall
not use or disclose PHI except as permitted by this Agreement or as Required by Law.

3.3  Minimum Necessary.

(a) Business Associate shall limit its use and disclosure of PHI under this
Agreement to the “minimum necessary,” as set forth in guidance that the Secretary will
issue regarding what constitutes “minimum necessary” under the Privacy Rule. Until the
issuance of such guidance, Business Associate shall limit its use and disclosure of PHI, to
the extent practicable, to the Limited Data Set (as that term is defined in 45 C.F.R.
§ 164.514(e)(2)), or, if needed, to the minimum necessary to accomplish the Business
Associate’s intended purpose. Business Associate may in good faith determine what

constitutes the minimum necessary to accomplish the intended purpose of any disclosure
of PHIL

(b) Paragraph (a) above does not apply to: (1) disclosures to or requests by a
health care provider for treatment; (2) uses or disclosures made to the Individual; (3)
disclosures made pursuant to an authorization as set forth in 45 C.F.R. § 164.508; (4)
disclosures made to the Secretary under 45 C.F.R. part 160, subpart C; (5) uses or
disclosures that are Required by Law as described in 45 C.F.R. § 164.512(a); and (6) uses
or disclosures that are required for compliance with applicable requirements of the
Privacy Rule.

34  Safeguarding PHI; Security Regulations. Business Associate shall use
appropriate administrative, physical, and technical safeguards and comply with the Security Rule
with respect to Electronic PHI to prevent the use or disclosure of PHI other than as provided for
by this Agreement.

3.5  Mitigation. Business Associate shall mitigate, to the extent practicable, any
harmful effect that is known to Business Associate of a Security Incident or a use or disclosure
of PHI by Business Associate in violation of this Agreement.

3.6 Reporting. In the event that Business Associate becomes aware of a use or
disclosure of PHI by Business Associate that is not permitted under this Agreement, Business
Associate shall report such use or disclosure to the Covered Entity promptly in writing and in
any event, within 5 days of becoming aware of the use or disclosure. Business Associate agrees
to report to Covered Entity in writing any Security Incident of which it becomes aware, except
that, for purposes of this reporting requirement the term “Security Incident” does not include
inconsequential incidents that occur on a frequent basis such as scans or “pings” that are not
allowed past Business Associate’s firewall. Notwithstanding this Section 3.6, the Business
Associate’s reporting obligations regarding any ARRA Breach are set forth in Article 1V.

3.7 Subcontractors. Business Associate shall ensure that all subcontractors or
agents of Business Associate that create, receive, maintain or transmit PHI on behalf of the





Business Associate agree in writing to the same restrictions and conditions that apply through
this Agreement to Business Associate with respect to such information. Business Associate shall
ensure that all agents, including subcontractors, to whom it provides Electronic PHI, agree in
writing to implement reasonable and appropriate safeguards to protect such Electronic PHI.

38 Access.

(a) Within twenty (20) days of a request from Covered Entity, Business
Associate shall furnish the PHI contained in a Designated Record Set that will enable the
Covered Entity to respond to an Individual’s request for inspection or copies of PHI
about the Individual pursuant to 45 CFR § 164.524.

(b) In the event an Individual requests access to PHI directly from Business
Associate, Business Associate shall forward such request to the Covered Entity
immediately and take no direct immediate action on any such request. If the Covered
Entity determines that an Individual is to be granted access to PHI, then Business
Associate shall cooperate with the Covered Entity to provide to any Individual, at the
Covered Entity’s direction, any PHI requested by such Individual.

39 Amendment.

(a) If the Covered Entity requests that Business Associate amend any
Individual’s PHI or a record regarding an Individual contained in a Designated Record
Set, then Business Associate shall provide the relevant PHI to the Covered Entity for
amendment and incorporate any such amendments in the PHI as required by 45 C.F.R.
§164.526.

(b) In the event an Individual requests directly to Business Associate that PHI
be amended, Business Associate shall forward such request to the Covered Entity within
ten (10) days of Business Associate’s receipt of such request and shall take no direct
immediate action on the request.

3.10  Records Availability. Business Associate shall make its internal practices,
books and records relating to the use and disclosure of PHI available to the Secretary for
purposes of determining compliance with the Privacy Rule and the Security Rule.

3.11 Accounting of Disclosures.

(a) If the Covered Entity requests that Business Associate furnish an
accounting of disclosures of PHI made by Business Associate regarding an Individual
during the six (6) years prior to the date on which the accounting was requested, then
Business Associate shall, within fifteen (15) days of such request, make available to the
Covered Entity such information as is in Business Associate’s possession and is required
for the Covered Entity to make the accounting required by 45 C.F.R. §164.528 and future
regulations to be promulgated regarding accounting of disclosures.





(b) In the event an Individual requests an accounting of disclosures directly
from Business Associate, Business Associate shall within ten (10) days forward such
request to the Covered Entity and shall take no direct action on the request.

3.12 Demands for Production of PHI.

(a) Receipt by Business Associate. If Business Associate receives a
subpoena, civil or administrative demand, or any other demand for production of PHI (a
“Document Demand”), Business Associate shall provide a copy of such Document
Demand to Covered Entity within five (5) days of receipt. To the extent the PHI that is
the subject of the Document Demand is in the possession of Business Associate, and a
response is warranted according to the standards contained in 45 C.F.R. § 164.512(e),
Business Associate shall timely respond to the Document Demand.

(b) Receipt by Covered Entity. If Covered Entity receives a Document
Demand, Business Associate shall provide to Covered Entity any PHI responsive to such
Document Demand and assist and cooperate with Covered Entity in responding to such
Document Demand in a timely manner and in accordance with the standards under 45
C.F.R. § 164.512(e).

3.13 Request for Restrictions on Disclosure of PHI. As required by
Section 13405 of the HITECH Act and 45 CFR 164.522 (except as otherwise required by law),
Business Associate shall comply with any request of an Individual for the Business Associate to
restrict the disclosure of PHI of the Individual when the disclosure is to a health plan for
purposes of carrying out payment or health care operations (and is not for purposes of carrying
out treatment), and the PHI pertains solely to a health care item or service for which the health
care provider involved has been paid out of pocket in full.

3.14 Remuneration for PHI.

(a) Except as explicitly permitted in the Underlying Agreement and also set
forth in paragraph (b) below, Business Associate shall not directly or indirectly receive
remuneration in exchange for any PHI of an Individual unless the Individual provided to
the Covered Entity a valid authorization in accordance with 45 C.F.R. § 164.508 that
specifically authorizes the Business Associate to exchange the PHI for remuneration.

(b) Paragraph (a) above does not apply if the purpose of the exchange is: (1)
for public health purposes pursuant to 45 CFR § 164.512(b) or § 164.514(e); (2) for
research purposes pursuant to 45 CFR § 164.512(i) or § 164.514(e), where the only
remuneration received by the Covered Entity or Business Associate is a reasonable cost-
based fee to cover the cost to prepare and transmit the protected health information for
such purposes; (3) for treatment and payment purposes pursuant to 45 CFR § 164.506(a);
(4) for the sale, transfer, merger, or consolidation of all or part of the Covered Entity and
for related due diligence as described in the HIPAA definition of health care operations
and pursuant to 45 CFR § 164.506(a); (5) To or by a Business Associate for activities that
the Business Associate undertakes on behalf of a Covered Entity (or on behalf of a
Business Associate in the case of a subcontractor), pursuant to 45 CFR §§ 164.502(e) and





164.504(e), and the only remuneration provided is by the Covered Entity to the Business
Associate (or by the Business Associate to the subcontractor, if applicable), for the
performance of such activities; (6) to an Individual, when the Individual requests access
to his or her PHI pursuant to 45 CFR § 164.524 or when the Individual requests an
accounting of disclosures pursuant to 45 CFR § 164.528; (7) for disclosures Required By
Law; and (8) for any other purpose permitted by HIPAA where the only remuneration
received by the Covered Entity or Business Associate is a reasonable, cost-based fee to
cover the cost to prepare and transmit the PHI for such purpose or a fee expressly
permitted by law.

3.15 Marketing Restrictions. Business Associate shall ensure that any Marketing
communications it makes on behalf of Covered Entity are in compliance with the rules governing
marketing set forth in 45 C.F.R. 164.508(a)(3), including but not limited to the requirements that
Business Associate must obtain an authorization from an Individual prior to making any
marketing communication to such Individual.

3.16 Fundraising Limitations. Business Associate shall ensure that any
fundraising communications Business Associate makes on behalf of the Covered Entity are in
compliance with the rules governing fundraising communications set forth in 45 C.F.R.
164.514(f), including but not limited to the requirement that Business Associate must provide,
with each fundraising communication made to an Individual, a clear and conspicuous
opportunity for the recipient of the communication to elect not to receive any further fundraising
communications. Business Associate shall ensure that all Individuals electing not to receive any
further fundraising communications do not receive any further fundraising communications.

IV.  ARRA BREACH NOTIFICATION.

4.1 Risk Assessment by Business Associate. If Business Associate becomes
aware of a potential ARRA Breach, Business Associate shall complete a risk assessment of the
potential ARRA Breach to determine whether the potential ARRA Breach is an ARRA Breach.
Such risk assessment shall include at least all the factors identified in 45 CFR 164.402(2), as
amended by the final rule published in the Federal Register on January 25, 2013 at 78 Fed. Reg.
5566.

42  Notification to Covered Entity. If, after completing such risk assessment,
Business Associate concludes that there was an ARRA Breach, Business Associate shall notify
the Covered Entity of the ARRA Breach as soon as reasonably possible, and in all cases within
five (5) business days of the first day on which any employee, officer or agent of Business
Associate either knows or by exercising reasonable diligence would have known that an ARRA
Breach occurred. The notification to Covered Entity shall include, if known, the identification of
each Individual whose Unsecured PHI has been, or is reasonably believed by Business Associate
to have been, accessed, acquired, used or disclosed during such ARRA Breach. The notification
shall also include: (a) a brief description of what happened, including the date of the ARRA
Breach and the date of the discovery of the ARRA Breach, if known; (b) a description of the
types of Unsecured PHI that were involved in the ARRA Breach (such as whether the full name,
social security number, date of birth, home address, account number, diagnosis disability code or
other types of information were involved); (c) recommended steps that Individuals should take to





protect themselves from potential harm resulting from the ARRA Breach; and (d) a brief
description of what the Business Associate is doing to investigate the ARRA Breach, to mitigate
harm to Individuals, and to protect against any further ARRA Breaches. Business Associate
shall maintain evidence to demonstrate that any required risk assessment was completed and
notification to the Covered Entity under this paragraph was made unless the Business Associate
determines that a delayed notice (as described in Section 4.3) applies.

4.3  Delayed Notification to Covered Entity. Notwithstanding Section 4.2
above, if a law enforcement official states in writing to Business Associate that the notification to
Covered Entity required under Section 4.2 would impede a criminal investigation or cause
damage to national security, then Business Associate may delay the notification for any period of
time set forth in the written statement of the law enforcement official. If the law enforcement
official provides an oral statement, then Business Associate shall document the statement in
writing, including the name of the law enforcement official making the statement, and may delay
the notification required under Section 4.2 for no longer than thirty (30) days from the date of the
oral statement, unless the law enforcement official provides a written statement during that time
that specifies a different time period. Business Associate shall be obligated to maintain evidence
to demonstrate the reason for the delayed notification and that the required notification under this
paragraph was made

44  Notification to Individuals, the Secretary and/or the Media. In the event
of an ARRA Breach caused by Business Associate, its agents and/or subcontractors, Business
Associate shall provide assistance to Covered Entity in making all ARRA Breach notifications.
To the extent Covered Entity incurs expenses and costs to comply with its notification
obligations with respect to an ARRA Breach by Business Associate, its agents and/or
subcontractors, in addition to any other remedies that may be available to Covered Entity under
this Agreement or any applicable law, Business Associate shall reimburse Covered Entity for all
costs and expenses (including attorneys’ fees) incurred by Covered Entity related to providing
the notifications required under 45 C.F.R. §§ 164.404, 406 and 408. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, if the parties agree that Business Associate will, on behalf of Covered Entity, and
within the applicable time frames required by law under 45 C.F.R. §§ 164.404, 406 and 408,
prepare and send out any and all required ARRA Breach notifications to Individuals, the
Secretary and/or to the media, Business Associate shall prepare and send such ARRA Breach
notifications at Business Associate’s sole expense and in compliance with the requirements of 45
C.F.R. 164.404, 406 and 408, as applicable. However, any ARRA Breach notifications Business
Associate would prepare and send on behalf of Covered Entity shall be subject to Covered
Entity’s review and pre-approval before the notifications are sent. Additionally, in the event of
an ARRA Breach, Business Associate agrees to pay for the credit monitoring fees for affected
individuals for a period of at least two (2) years of credit monitoring.

¥- TERM AND TERMINATION

5.1 Term. This Agreement is effective upon the effective date of the Underlying
Agreement, and except for the rights and obligations set forth in this Agreement specifically
surviving termination, shall terminate the later of the date the Underlying Agreement terminates
or when all PHI is returned to Covered Entity or, with prior permission of Covered Entity,
destroyed.





5.2 Termination for Cause. Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement,
Covered Entity may terminate this Agreement and the Underlying Agreement if Covered Entity
determines, in its sole discretion, Business Associate has breached any provision of this
Agreement or otherwise violated HIPAA, the Privacy Rule, the Security Rule or the HITECH
Act. Covered Entity shall provide written notice to Business Associate with an opportunity for
Business Associate to cure the breach or end the violation within ten (10) business days of such
written notice, unless cure is not possible. If Business Associate fails to cure the breach or end
the violation within the specified time period, or if cure is not possible, this Agreement and the
Underlying Agreement shall automatically and immediately terminate, unless termination is
infeasible.

5.3 Termination after Repeated Violations. Notwithstanding any provision in
the Agreement, Covered Entity may terminate the Underlying Agreement and this Agreement if
Covered Entity determines, in its sole discretion, that Business Associate has repeatedly
breached any provision of this Agreement or otherwise violated HIPAA, the Privacy Rule, the
Security Rule or the HITECH Act, irrespective of whether, or how promptly, Business Associate
may remedy such violation after being notified of the same.

54 Obligations Upon Termination. Business Associate’s obligations to protect
the privacy and security of PHI shall be continuous and shall survive termination, cancellation,
expiration or other conclusion of this Agreement or the Underlying Agreement. Upon
termination of this Agreement, Business Associate will forward to Covered Entity, or to Covered
Entity’s designee, the records necessary for continued administration of Covered Entity as
directed by Covered Entity. After the forwarding of said records, whatever PHI remains with
Business Associate will be subject to the following:

(a) Except as provided in paragraph (b) of this Section 5.4, upon termination,
cancellation, expiration or other conclusion of this Agreement, for any reason, Business
Associate shall return or, if Covered Entity gives written permission, destroy, PHI in
whatever form or medium and retain no copies of such PHI. Business Associate will
complete such return or destruction as soon as possible, but in no event later than sixty
(60) days from the date of the termination of this Agreement. Within ten (10) days of the
return or destruction of all PHI by Business Associate, Business Associate shall provide
written certification to Covered Entity that the return or destruction of PHI has been
completed.

(b) In the event that Business Associate determines that returning or
destroying the PHI is infeasible, Business Associate shall provide to Covered Entity
notification of the conditions that make return or destruction infeasible. Upon mutual
agreement of the parties that return or destruction of PHI is infeasible, Business Associate
shall extend the protections of this Agreement to such PHI and limit further uses and
disclosures of such PHI to those purposes that make the return or destruction infeasible,
for so long as Business Associate maintains such PHI.

VI. INDEMNIFICATION; INSURANCE

6.1 Indemnification by Business Associate. Business Associate will indemnify





and hold harmless Covered Entity, and any affiliate, officer, director, employee or agent of
Covered Entity from and against any claim, cause of action, liability, damage, cost or expense,
including attorneys’ fees and court or proceeding costs, arising out of or in connection with any
use or disclosure of PHI that violates or is not permitted by this Agreement, HIPAA, the Privacy
Rule, the Security Rule or the HITECH Act, or other breach of this Agreement by Business
Associate or any subcontractor or agent of Business Associate.

6.2  Right to Tender or Undertake Defense. If Covered Entity is named as a
party in any judicial, administrative or other proceeding arising out of or in connection with any
non-permitted or violating use or disclosure of PHI or other breach of this Agreement by
Business Associate or any subcontractor or agent of Business Associate, Covered Entity shall
have the option at any time either to: (i) tender its defense to Business Associate, in which case
Business Associate will provide qualified attorneys, consultants, and other appropriate
professionals to represent Covered Entity’s interests at Business Associate’s expense; or (ii)
undertake its own defense, choosing the attorneys, consultants, and other appropriate
professionals to represent its interests, in which case Business Associate will be responsible for
and pay the reasonable fees and expenses of such attorneys, consultants, and other professionals.

6.3  Right to Control Resolution. Covered Entity has the sole right and
discretion to settle, compromise or otherwise resolve any and all claims, causes of actions,
liabilities or damages against it, notwithstanding that Covered Entity may have tendered its
defense to Business Associate. Any such resolution will not relieve Business Associate of its
obligation to indemnify Covered Entity under this Agreement.

6.4  Insurance. Upon request, Business Associate shall obtain and maintain
insurance coverage against improper uses and disclosures of PHI by Business Associate, naming
Covered Entity as an additional named insured. Upon request, Business Associate shall provide
a certificate evidencing such insurance coverage.

6.5  Conflicts. With respect to any breaches or violations of this Agreement, the
provisions in this Section 6 supersede any inconsistent terms contained in the Underlying
Agreement.

VII. GENERAL PROVISIONS

¢ | Effect. The terms and provisions of this Agreement supersede any other
conflicting or inconsistent terms and provisions in any agreements between the parties, including
all exhibits or other attachments thereto and all documents incorporated therein by reference.

7.2 Amendment. Business Associate and the Covered Entity agree to amend this
Agreement to the extent necessary to allow either party to comply with HIPAA, the Privacy
Rule, the Security Rule, or the HITECH Act. All such amendments shall be made in a writing
signed by both parties.

7.3  No Third Party Beneficiaries. This Agreement is intended for the benefit of

Business Associate and Covered Entity only. Nothing express or implied is intended to confer or
create, nor be interpreted to confer or create, any rights, remedies, obligations or liabilities to or
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for any third-party beneficiary, including without limitation Individuals who are the subject of
PHI.

7.4 Severability. In the event that any provision of this Agreement violates any
applicable statute, ordinance, or rule of law in any jurisdiction that governs this Agreement, such
provision shall be ineffective to the extent of such violation without invalidating any other
provision of this Agreement.

7.5  No Waiver. No provision of this Agreement may be waived except by an
agreement in writing signed by the waiving party. A waiver of any term or provision shall not be
construed as a waiver of any other term or provision.

7.6 Assignment. This Agreement may not be assigned by either party without the
prior written consent of the other party; provided, however, that the parties shall cooperate to
assign this Agreement as appropriate if the Underlying Agreement is assigned.

7.7 Relationship of the Parties. Business Associate and Covered Entity are
independent contractors and all acts performed by Business Associate are performed solely in its
capacity as an independent contractor.

7.8 Counterparts; Facsimile Signature. This Agreement may be executed by
facsimile and/or in counterparts, each of which shall be an original and all of which together
shall constitute one and the same binding instrument.

7.9 Notification

(a) Business Associate. To the extent notice is required to be provided by
Covered Entity to Business Associate under any provision in this Agreement, notice shall
be provided to:

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PROVISION OF SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into on this 1% day of June, 2017 by and between
Mercy Medical Center, Cedar Rapids, lowa, an lowa non-profit corporation (“Mercy”),
and City of Hiawatha Fire and Rescue with its principal place of business at 101
Emmons Street, Hiawatha, lowa 52233 (“Service Provider”).

WHEREAS, Mercy owns and operates a medical center for the purpose of
providing quality, efficient and accessible health care, to residents of eastern lowa,
including medically underserved communities; and

WHEREAS, in furtherance of its mission, Mercy desires to contract with Service
Provider for the provision of services, as defined in this Agreement, and Service
Provider desires to contract for the provision of such services.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, conditions, and
agreements set forth herein, the parties agree as follows:

ARTICLE |
STATUS OF PARTIES

The parties to this Agreement are independent contractors. None of the
provisions of this Agreement are intended to create or shall be construed to create, an
employment relationship, agency, partnership, joint venture, corporation or any other
relationship between the parties other than that of independent parties, contracting
hereunder solely for the purpose of implementing the provisions of this Agreement.
Accordingly, none of the parties hereto, nor any of their respective employees or
agents, is, or by reason of the provisions hereof, shall be, deemed to be the agent,
employee or representative of any other party. Mercy and Service Provider maintain
separate and independent management and each has full, complete, absolute and sole
authority and responsibility regarding their own separate organizations and operations.

ARTICLE I
SERVICE PROVIDER’S DUTIES

Section 2.1 Provision of Services. Service Provider shall provide services
(“Services”) upon request by Mercy. A description of Services is set forth in Exhibit A
attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein.

Section 2.2 Qualifications of Service Provider. Service Provider represents
and warrants that they are qualified by virtue of education and experience to provide
Services hereunder. Service Provider consents to undergo a criminal background
check, including but not limited to a dependent adult abuse background check, and
Medicare program exclusion check upon request of Mercy.





Section 2.3 Insurance. Service Provider shall maintain general liability
insurance in an amount acceptable to Mercy to insure Service Provider against any
claim or claims for damages arising by reason of property damage, personal injury or
death occasioned directly or indirectly in connection with any services provided by
Service Provider under this Agreement. Service Provider shall provide Mercy with a
certificate of insurance for the foregoing policy upon execution of this Agreement and
shall immediately notify Mercy in the event of any change to or cancellation of said
policy. The provisions of this section 2.3 shall survive termination of this Agreement.

Section 2.4 Compensation for Services. Service Provider shall submit a bill to
Mercy on a monthly basis for compensation of services. Such charges shall be based
upon the fee schedule set forth in Exhibit A. Receipt of payment from Mercy shall be
considered payment in full for Services.

ARTICLE 1lI
HIPAA RESPONSIBILITIES

Section 3.1 Use and Disclosure of Protected Health Information by Service
Provider. In fulfilment of Service Provider's obligations under this Agreement, Service
Provider will regularly use and/or disclose Protected Health Information that is subject to
the Standards for Privacy of Individually Identifiable Health Information promulgated
under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (the “Privacy
Regulation”).  Accordingly, Service Provider agrees to execute Mercy's Business
Associate Agreement in conjunction with this Agreement.

ARTICLE IV
EFFECTIVE DATE, TERM & TERMINATION

Section 4.1 Effective date. The Effective Date of this Agreement shall be
June 1, 2017.

Section 4.2 Term. This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date of
this Agreement and shall continue in full force and effect for one (1) year (the “initial
term”). This Agreement may be extended for additional one (1) year terms upon the
mutual prior written agreement of the parties.

Section 4.3 Termination. (a) This Agreement may be terminated at any time
for any reason upon the mutual agreement of the parties.

(b) Either party may terminate this Agreement for any reason by giving the
other party at least thirty (30) days prior written notice of the terminating party’s
intention to terminate the Agreement.

(c) Either party may immediately terminate this Agreement by written
notice to the other party and may regard the other party as in default of this Agreement
if the other party becomes insolvent, makes a general assignment for the benefit of





creditors, files a voluntary petition of bankruptcy, suffers or permits the appointment of a
receiver for its business or assets, or becomes subject to any proceeding under any
bankruptcy or insolvency law, whether domestic or foreign, or has wound up or
liquidated, voluntarily or otherwise. In the event that any of the above events occur, the
insolvent party shall immediately notify the other party of its occurrence.

(d) Mercy may immediately terminate this Agreement in the event Mercy
determines that Service Provider has breached a material term of this Agreement as
provided under the HIPAA Privacy Regulations at 45 CFR §164.504(3)(2)(iii).

Section 4.4 Effects of termination. Upon termination of this Agreement,
neither party shall have any further obligation hereunder except for obligations accruing
prior to the date of termination and obligations, promises or covenants contained herein
which are expressly made to extend beyond the term of this Agreement.

ARTICLE V
NOTICES

All notices required or permitted to be given under this Agreement shall be in
writing and shall be sent certified mail, retum receipt requested. All notices shall be
deemed to have been given as of the date of the postmark by the Post Office.
Postmark by meter machine shall not be recognized as due notice. All notices shall be
addressed to the other party at the following addresses or at such other address as a
party may from time to time designate by notice hereunder:

ARTICLE VI
ACCESS TO RECORDS REQUIRED BY HHS

If and to the extent required by Section 1395x(v)(1) of Title 42 of the United States
Code, until the expiration of four years after the termination of this Agreement, the parties
shall make available, upon written request to the Secretary of the United States
Department of Health and Human Services, or upon request to the Comptroller General
of the United States General Accounting Office, or any of their duly authorized
representatives, a copy of this Agreement and such books, documents and records of the





parties as are necessary to certify the nature and extent of the costs of the services
provided by the parties under this Agreement. The parties agree that, in the event they
carry out any of their duties under this Agreement through a subcontract with a value or
cost of $10,000 or more over a 12-month period with a related organization, such contract
shall contain a clause to the effect that, until the expiration of four years after the
fumnishing of such services pursuant to such subcontract, the related organization shall
make available, upon written request to the Secretary of the United States Department of
Health and Human Services, or upon request to the Comptroller General of the United
States General Accounting Office, or any of their duly authorized representatives, a copy
of such subcontract and such books, documents and records of the parties as are
necessary to certify the nature and extent of such costs. The parties’ obligations
hereunder shall extend beyond the term of this Agreement.

ARTICLE Vil
CONFIDENTIALITY

The parties agree to keep confidential and not use or disclose to others, except as
expressly consented to by the other party or required by law, any secrets or confidential
technology, proprietary information, customer lists, marketing analysis and strategies or
trade secrets of the other party, or any matter or information ascertained through the
provision of services hereunder, the use or disclosure of which might reasonably be
construed to be contrary to the best interest of the other party. Each party’s obligations
under this Article VIl shall extend beyond the term of this Agreement.

ARTICLE Vil
NONDISCRIMINATION

Neither party shall discriminate or permit discrimination against any employee,
applicant or patient on the grounds of age, race, color, religion, sex, handicap or national
origin as prohibited by state or federal law.

ARTICLE IX
MEDICAID QUI TAM REQUIREMENTS

Section 9.1 Compliance Program Requirements. Service Provider agrees to
comply with portions of Mercy’s compliance program that address the False Claims Act,
administrative and state law remedies for false claims, Mercy’s policies and procedures
for detecting and preventing fraud, waste and abuse, and the rights of employees to be
protected as whistleblowers in relation thereto. Mercy’s Corporate Compliance Program,

Section 9.2 Employee Background Checks Requirements. Service Provider
agrees to perform background checks on all employees, contractors and agents who will
provide Services on Mercy’s campus or will otherwise be present on Mercy's campus and
Service Provider certifies that neither it, nor its employees, contractors and agents are





disbarred, suspended, ineligible for, or excluded from, participation in Medicare or
Medicaid programs.

ARTICLE X
MISCELLANEOUS

The following provisions shall extend beyond the term of this Agreement:

Section 10.1 lowa Law Applies. This Agreement shall be construed, and all of
the rights, powers, and liabilites of the parties hereunder shall be determined, in
accordance with the laws of the State of lowa.

Section 10.2 Amendments to Law. The parties recognize that this Agreement at
all times is to be subject to applicable state, local, and federal law and that the Agreement
shall be subject to amendments in such laws and regulations and to new legislation.

Section 10.3 Law Supersedes Agreement. Any provisions of law that invalidate,
or otherwise are inconsistent with, the terms of this Agreement or that would cause one or
both of the parties to be in violation of law, shall be deemed to have superseded the
terms of this Agreement.

Section 10.4 lllegality. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement,
if any federal, state or local government or agency passes, issues, interprets, or
promulgates any law, rule, regulation, standard or interpretation at any time while this
Agreement is in effect which prohibits, restricts, limits or in any way materially adversely
changes or affects any party’s rights or obligations hereunder, the party so affected may
give the other party notice of intent to amend this Agreement to the satisfaction of the
noticing party, to compensate for such prohibition, restriction, limitation or change. If
the parties do not or cannot mutually agree to amend this Agreement in writing, then
either party may elect to terminate this Agreement pursuant to section 4.3(b) above
without further liability to the other.

Section 10.5 Severability. If any provision or clause of this Agreement or
application thereof to any person or circumstances is held invalid or unlawful, such
invalidity or unlawfulness shall not affect any other provision or clause of this Agreement
or application thereof which can be given effect without the invalid or unlawful provision,
clause or application.

Section 10.6 Assignment. All rights and obligations under this Agreement shall
be personal to each party and shall not be assigned or otherwise disposed of by either
party without prior written approval of the other party. Subject to the foregoing limitation
upon assignment, the rights and obligations under this Agreement shall inure to the
benefit of and be binding upon the parties hereto and upon their heirs, executors,
administrators, successors and assigns.





Section 10.7 No Third Party Beneficiaries. Nothing express or implied in this
Agreement is intended to confer, nor shall anything herein confer, upon any person other
than the parties and the respective successors or assigns of the parties, any rights,
remedies, obligations or liabilities whatsoever.

Section 10.8 No Construction Against Drafting Party. The parties acknowledge
that each of them and their counsel have had an opportunity to review this Agreement
and that this Agreement will not be construed against Mercy merely because Mercy has
prepared it.

Section 10.9 Entire Agreement. This Agreement and all Exhibits attached hereto
and incorporated herein contain the entire understanding between the parties. This
Agreement shall supersede all prior agreements, writings and discussions between the
parties regarding provision of Services.

Section 10.10 Amendments. No changes, modifications, or alterations of any of
the terms and provisions contained in this Agreement and such Exhibits shall be effective
unless changed, modified or altered in writing and signed by both parties hereto.

BUSINESS ASSOCIATE AGREEMENT

THIS BUSINESS ASSOCIATE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) amends and is made a part
of all Services Agreement(s) (as defined below) between St. Luke’s Methodist Hospital (“Covered
Entity") and Hiawatha Fire Department (‘Business Associate’). This Agreement is effective

, 2016.
1. Definitions. Terms used but not otherwise defined in this Agreement shall have the
meaning ascribed in section 160.103, 164.501, or elsewhere, in the Regulations.
a. “ePHI" means PHI that is maintained or transmitted in electronic media.
b. ‘Breach” means, with respect to PHI, the impermissible acquisition, access, use

or disclosure of Unsecured PHI which compromises the security or privacy of the PHI.

c. “Business Associate Functions” means all functions performed by Business
Associate under one or more Service Agreements on behalf of Covered Entity which
involve the creation, receipt, transmission or maintenance of PHI by Business Associate
on behalf of Covered Entity by Business Associate or its agents or subcontractors.

d. “HIPAA” means the administrative simplification provisions of the Health
Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, 42 U.S.C. §§ 1320d to 1320d-7,
and future amendments thereto and the Regulations issued thereunder.

e. “PHI” means protected health information as defined in the Regulations, which is
created, obtained or used by Business Associate in the performance of one or more
Business Associate Functions for Covered Entity.

f. “Regulations” means the final Regulations implementing the provisions of
HIPAA as amended from time to time. The Regulations are presently codified at
45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164.

g. “Services Agreement(s)” or “Agreement” means all agreements, whether
written or oral, and whether now in effect or hereafter entered into, between Covered
Entity and Business Associate for the performance of Business Associate Functions by
Business Associate.

h. "Security Incident' means the attempted or successful unauthorized access,
use, disclosure, madification or destruction of information or interference with system
operations in an information system.

i. “Unsecured PHI' means PHI that has not been rendered unusable, unreadable,
or indecipherable to unauthorized individuals by one or more of the methods outlined by
the Department of Health and Human Services in 74 Fed. Reg. 70 (2009) (to be codified
at 45 C.F.R. §160 and §164).

2. Purpose. St Luke's Methodist Hospital is a Covered Entity under HIPAA and Hiawatha
Fire Department is its Business Associate. HIPAA requires Covered Entity to obtain satisfactory
written contractual assurances from its business associates before furnishing them with PHI or
permitting them to obtain or create PHI to perform Business Associate Functions. This

Agreement is entered into to provide Covered Entity with the contractual assurances required
under HIPAA.

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3. Permitted Uses and Disclosures of PHI. Business Associate shall only use and
disclose PHI as permitted or required under this Agreement or as required by law, but shall not
otherwise use or disclose any PHI. Business Associate shall not, and shall ensure that its
employees, other agents and contractors do not, use or disclose PHI received from Covered Entity
in any manner that would constitute a violation of HIPAA or state privacy law if used or
disclosed by Covered Entity. To the extent Business Associate carries out any of Covered
Entity's obligations under HIPAA, Business Associate shall comply with the requirements of
HIPAA that apply to Covered Entity in the performance of such obligations. Without limiting the

generality of the foregoing, Business Associate is permitted to use or disclose PHI as set forth
below:

a. Business Associate may use PHI to perform Business Associate Functions.

b. Business Associate may use PHI as needed for the proper management and
administration of Business Associate and to carry out the legal responsibilities of Business
Associate.

4. Special Conditions on Disclosure for Business Associate’s Purposes. Before
Business Associate may disclose PHI to another party for a reason described in subparagraph 3b,
one of the following two conditions must be met; either —

a. the disclosure must be required by law;, or

b. Business Associate must obtain reasonable assurances from the person to whom
the PHI is disclosed that such person will safeguard the PHI and further use and disclose it
only as required by law or for the purpose for which Business Associate disclosed it to such
person; and such person must agree in writing to notify Business Associate of any
instances of which it is aware in which the confidentiality of the PHI has been breached.

5. Privacy Assurances of Business Associate. As an express condition of performing
Business Associate Functions, Business Associate agrees to the following terms and conditions:

a. Compliance with Law. Business Associate shall comply with the requirements
of Title Xlil, Subtitle D of the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical
Health (HITECH) Act, codified at 42 U.S.C. §§ 17921-17954, which are applicable to
Business Associates, and comply with all regulations issued by the Department of
Health and Human Services (HHS) to implement HITECH, as of the date by which
Business Associate is required to comply with HITECH and the related regulations.
Such requirements are hereby incorporated by reference into this Business Associate
Agreement.

b. Uses and Disclosures. Business Associate shall use and disclose PHI only as
permitted or required by this Agreement, or as otherwise required by law. Business
Associate shall not use or disclose information in a manner that would violate any
applicable law if done by Covered Entity.

c. Safeguards. Business Associate shall use appropriate safeguards to prevent
use or disclosure of PHI other than as provided for in this Agreement. In addition,
Business Associate shall implement administrative, physical and technical safeguards
that reasonably and appropriately protect the confidentiality, integrity and availability of
ePHI that it creates, receives, maintains or transmits on behalf of Covered Entity.
Business Associate shall comply with the HIPAA Security Rule with respect to ePHI.

d. Breach Reporting and Notification. Business Associate shall:

i. Report to Covered Entity's designated privacy official, without
unreasonable delay, but in no event later than five (5) business days of discovery by
Business Associate, any acquisition, access, use or disclosure of PHI not provided for in
this Agreement or not permitted under the Regulations, including any impermissible
access, acquisition, use or disclosure that is a Breach of Unsecured PHI, by Business
Associate, its employees, other agents or contractors or by a third party to which
Business Associate disclosed PHI (each an “Unauthorized Use or Disclosure”), including
any impermissible access, acquisition, use or disclosure that is a Breach of Unsecured
PHI, together with any remedial or mitigating action taken or proposed to be taken with
respect thereto.

il. Conduct a risk assessment with respect to any impermissible access,
acquisition, use or disclosure to determine if there is a low probability that the PHI has
been compromised. Business Associate shall notify Covered Entity of any such
impermissible access, acquisition, use or disclosure, including the following information
in such notice:

a) A brief description of how the impermissible access, acquisition,
use or disclosure occurred and how and when it was discovered.

b) A description of whether Unsecured PHI was involved in the
impermissible access, acquisition, use or disclosure, and the results of Business
Associate’s risk assessment.

c) The steps Business Associate is taking to further investigate the
Unauthorized Use or Disclosure, to mitigate losses, and to protect against further
impermissible access, acquisition, use or disclosure.

In addition, Business Associate shall cooperate with Covered Entity in making
any required notification to individuals in the case of a Breach as determined by
Covered Entity. Business Associate shall reimburse Covered Entity for all costs,
expenses, damages and other losses resulting from any breach of this
Agreement, Unauthorized Use or Disclosure, Security Incident or Breach
involving PHI maintained by Business Associate, including, without limitation:
fines or settlement amounts owed to a state or federal government agency, the
cost of any notifications to Individuals or government agencies; credit monitoring
for affected individuals for a one year period (if reasonable and appropriate under
the circumstances); or other mitigation steps taken by Covered Entity to comply
with HIPAA or state law.

e. Mitigation. Business Associate shall cooperate with Covered Entity in taking
reasonable steps to mitigate, to the extent practicable, any harmful effects of any
impermissible access, acquisition, use or disclosure of PHI in violation of this Agreement
or HIPAA.

I Subcontractors and Agents. Business Associate shall enter into a written
agreement meeting the requirements of 45 C.F.R. §§ 164.504(e) and 164.314(a)(2) with
each subcontractor (including, without limitation, a subcontractor that is an agent under
applicable law) that creates, receives, maintains or transmits PHI on behalf of Business
Associate. Business Associate shall ensure that the written agreement with each
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subcontractor obligates the subcontractor to comply with restrictions and conditions that
are at least as restrictive as the restrictions and conditions that apply to Business
Associate under this Agreement.

g. Individual Access to PHI. Within ten (10) business days of a request by
Covered Entity for access to PHI about an individual contained in any Designated
Record Set of Covered Entity maintained by Business Associate, Business Associate
shall make available to Covered Entity such PHI for so long as Business Associate
maintains such information in the Designated Record Set. If Business Associate
receives a request for access to PHI directly from an individual, Business Associate shall
forward such request to Covered Entity within five (5) business days.

h. Availability of PHI for Amendment. Business Associate shall notify Covered
Entity within five (5) business days of any request by individuals to amend PHI
maintained by Business Associate in designated record sets, direct the requesting
individual to Covered Entity for handling of such request, cooperate with Covered Entity
in the handling of such request, and incorporate any amendment accepted by Covered
Entity in accordance with §164.526 of the Regulations. Business Associate is not
authorized to independently agree to any amendment of PHI.

i. Accounting of Disclosures. Business Associate shall maintain a record of
those disclosures of PHI by Business Associate or its agents or subcontractors which
are subject to the individual's right to an accounting under § 164.528 of the Regulations
and report such disclosures to Covered Entity within five (5) business days of request by
Covered Entity in a form permitting Covered Entity to respond to an individual's request
for an accounting.

(I Availability of Books and Records. Business Associate shall make its internal
practices, books and records relating to the use and/or disclosure of PHI available to the
Secretary of HHS or his or her designees for purposes of determining Covered Entity’s
compliance with the Regulations.

k. Return or Destruction of PHI upon Termination. Business Associate shall
return to Covered Entity or destroy (and not retain a copy) all PHI in its possession, upon
the termination of the Services Agreement or as soon as such PHI is no longer needed
by Business Associate to perform its responsibilities hereunder, whichever comes first,
and require its agents and subcontractors to do likewise. To the extent that return or
destruction is not feasible, the protections of this Agreement shall remain in effect for so
long as Business Associate or its agents or subcontractors have possession of or
access to such PHI, and Business Associate agrees to limit further uses and disclosures
of the PHI to those purposes which make return or destruction infeasible.

L. Restrictions. Business Associate shall comply with any reasonable voluntary
restriction on use or disclosure of PHI accepted by Covered Entity under § 164.522(a) of
the Regulations which is properly communicated to Business Associate, to the extent
that such restriction may affect Business Associate’s use or disclosure of PHI.

m. Limitations in Notice of Privacy Practices. Business Associate shall comply
with any reasonable limitation in Covered Entity's notice of privacy practices to the
extent that such limitation may affect Business Associate's use or disclosure of PHI.
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n. Alternative Communication Requests from Individuals. Business Associate
shall comply with any reasonable requests by individuals under § 164 522(b) of the
Regulations to receive communications of PHI by alternative means or at alternate
locations when communicated to Business Associate by Covered Entity or directly by the
individual.

o. Minimum Necessary Standard. Business Associate shall limit the request for,
and use and disclosure of, PHI for purposes described in this Agreement to the minimum
necessary to perform the required function. Business Associate shall comply with any
additional requirements for the determination of minimum necessary as are required
from time to time by the Regulations, as amended.

6. Responsibilities of Covered Entity. Covered Entity agrees to:

a. Notify Business Associate promptly if Covered Entity agrees to any voluntary
restrictions on the use or disclosure of PHI which will affect Business Associate’s use or
disclosure of PHI under the Services Agreement.

b. Notify Business Associate of any reasonable requests by individuals under
§164 522(b) of the Regulations to receive communications of PHI by alternative means
or at alternative locations, if such requests will affect Business Associate's services.

¢ Provide Business Associate with a copy of any amendment to PHI which is
accepted by Covered Entity under §164.526 of the Regulations which Covered Entity
believes will apply to PHI maintained by Business Associate in designated record sets.

FJ Supervening Law. Upon the enactment of any law or regulation affecting the use or
disclosure of PHI, or the publication of any decision of a court of the United States or of this
state relating to any such law, or the publication of any interpretive policy or opinion of any
governmental agency charged with the enforcement of any such law or regulation, Covered
Entity may, by written notice to Business Associate, amend this Agreement in such manner as it
determines necessary to comply with such law or regulation. If Business Associate disagrees
with any such amendment, it shall so notify Covered Entity in writing within thirty (30) days of
Covered Entity's notice. If the parties are unable to agree on an amendment within thirty (30)
days thereafter, either party may terminate the Services Agreement on not less than thirty (30)
days’ written notice to the other. If not so terminated, the amendment or amendments proposed
by Covered Entity shall become effective.

8. Term and Termination.
a. Term. This Agreement shall become effective on the Effective Date and shall

continue in effect until all obligations of the parties have been met, including return or
destruction of all PHI in Business Associate’s possession (or in the possession of
Business Associate’s agents and subcontractors), unless sooner terminated as provided
herein. It is expressly agreed that the terms and conditions of this Agreement designed
to safeguard PHI shall survive expiration or other termination of the Services Agreement
and shall continue in effect until Business Associate has performed all obligations under
this Agreement.

b. Termination by Covered Entity  Any other provision of the Services
Agreement(s) notwithstanding, Covered Entity may terminate the Services Agreements
and this Business Associate Agreement upon thirty (30) days advance written notice to
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Business Associate in the event that Business Associate breaches a material term of
this Agreement and such breach is not cured to the reasonable satisfaction of Covered
Entity within a thirty (30) day period. Failure to take reasonable steps to cure the breach
is grounds for the immediate termination of this Agreement.

¢, Termination by Business Associate. If Business Associate determines that

Covered Entity has breached a material term of this Agreement, Business Associate
shall notify Covered Entity and provide Covered Entity an opportunity to cure the alleged
material breach upon mutually agreeable terms. Failure of Covered Entity to take

reasonable steps to cure the breach is grounds for the immediate termination of this
Agreement.

d. Return/Destruction Infeasible. Upon expiration or earlier termination of the
Services Agreement(s) or this Business Associate Agreement, business Associate shall
either return or destroy all PHI received from Covered Entity or created or received by
Business Associate on behalf of Covered Entity and which the Business Associate still
maintains in any form. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that Business
Associate determines that returning or destroying the PHI is infeasible, Business
Associate shall provide to Covered Entity notification of the conditions that make return
or destruction infeasible. Upon mutual agreement of the parties that return or
destruction of PHI is infeasible, Business Associate shall extend the protections of this
Agreement to such PHI and limit further uses and disclosures of such PHI to those
purposes that make the return or destruction infeasible, for so long as Business
Associate maintains such PHI.

Miscellaneous.

a. Covered Entity. For purposes of this Agreement, and as applicable to the
Business Associate Functions of Business Associate under all Services Agreements
covered by this Agreement, references to Covered Entity shall include the named Covered
Entity and all other entities covered by a joint Notice of Privacy Practices with Covered
Entity, whether as part of an affiiated covered entity or an organized health care
arrangement.

b. Survival. The respective rights and obligations of Business Associate and
Covered Entity hereunder shall survive termination of this Agreement according to the
terms hereof and the obligations imposed on Covered Entity under HIPAA.

v Interpretation; Amendment. This Agreement shall be interpreted and applied
in @ manner consistent with Covered Entity’s obligations under HIPAA. All amendments
shall be in writing and signed by both parties, except that this Agreement shall attach to
additional Services Agreements entered into between the parties in the future without
the necessity of amending this Agreement each time. This Agreement is intended to
cover the entire Business Associate relationship between the parties, as amended , from
time to time, through Services Agreements or other means.

d. Waiver. A waiver with respect to one event shall not be construed as continuing,
or as a bar to or waiver of any right or remedy as to subsequent events.

e. No Third-Party Beneficiaries. Nothing express or implied in this Agreement is
intended to confer, nor shall anything herein confer, upon any person other than the
parties and their respective successors or assigns, any rights, remedies or obligations.
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f. Effect. The provisions of this Agreement shall control with respect to Protected
Health Information Business Associate receives from or on behalf of Covered Entity, and
the terms and provisions of this Agreement shall supersede any conflicting or
inconsistent terms and provisions of the Services Agreement, including all exhibits or
other attachments thereto and all documents incorporated therein by reference, to the
extent of such conflict or inconsistency. This Agreement shall not modify or supersede
any other provision of the Services Agreement.

g. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in two counterparts, each of
which shall be deemed to be an original but both of which together shall constitute one
and the same instrument. Copies of signatures sent by facsimile transmission or
scanned and sent by email are deemed to be originals for purposes of execution and
proof of this Agreement.

Road. It is in Sherman’s Square 4™ Addition and recently went through Plat of Survey
2203 which combined two lots and adjusted an adjacent property line.

The plan includes the construction of a two story building on the combined lot (Parcel A),
the relocation of a public storm sewer line, and a potential future building on the adjacent
lot (Parcel B). The building is located along NCPR so it is in the Design Guideline

overlay.

The Planning and Zoning concern is with the Design Guideline for the building exteriors,
the building locations and the parking areas.

Description of Agenda Item:
Approval of revised plans for Peck’s Landing - Edgewood Road Improvements.

Background:

The original approved plans for the Edgewood Road extension were prepared with the
understanding that the City of Cedar Rapids would complete necessary pavement widening on
Edgewood Road, south of Blairs Ferry Road, such that through traffic lanes would be properly
aligned. Cedar Rapids has informed us that those improvements are planned to be completed
with a trail extension project in 4-5 years.

We have revised the plans to accommodate through traffic movements without widening on the
south side of Blairs Ferry Road. This includes revised pavement markings, removing (or not
constructing) a portion of the proposed median, and eliminating some of the traffic signal
revisions. These changes will have minimal cost impact to the developer.

City Engineer, John Bender, has been involved with the meetings to discuss these revisions and
has reviewed the revised plans. The Cedar Rapids City Engineer and Assistant Traffic Engineer
were also involved with those meetings and have been provided a copy of the revised plans.
Cedar Rapids staff has not provided any comments on the revised plans, but the initial concept
for this was their suggestion, so we understand their lack of any comment to mean that they also
support the changes.

Recommendation:
We recommend that the City re-approve the plans with Addendum #1, which are dated January
5, 2018.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

This Memorandum of Understanding is entered into on this 31* day of January by the Cedar Rapids
Linn County Solid Waste Agency (the Agency) and the City of Hiawatha (the City).

WHEREAS, the parties wish to conduct a household hazardous materials mobile collection event
NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows:

SECTION1 A household hazardous material mobile collection event will be conducted on the
following date, time, and location.

Date: April 21%, 2018
Time: 9:00am-11:00am
Site: 1410 Robins Rd. Hiawatha, |A 52233

SECTION2 The household hazardous material mobile collection event will be conducted at no charge
to participating residents of Hiawatha. The City will pay the Agency for all labor costs incurred by the
Agency. The labor costs will include prep, travel, event, unloading, and processing time. The City will pay
the Agency for mileage costs. The mileage costs will include the mileage to and from the event. The
Agency will issue the City an invoice for those costs. The Agency has provided the City a cost estimate
with the estimated costs of the labor and mileage for the event.

Hazardous material from a business will not be accepted at this event. This includes but is not limited to
government agencies, farms, contractors, and non-profits. A VSQG business packet will be handed out
to any business showing up to the event. For more information on the VSQG business program please
contact, Shawn Obert, the Agency’s Environmental Specialist at (319) 377-5290 ext. 112.

Large loads of eligible material will be directed to the Agency’s hazardous materials area in the Resource
Recovery building. The facility is located at 1954 County Home Rd. Marion, IA 52302. This decision will
be made by the Agency staff present at the event.

SECTION 3 Responsibilities of the Agency include:

1. Provide trained and qualified staff to assist with the event.

2. Provide containers, transportation, storage, and disposal for the household hazardous material
collected at the event.

3. Provide training to the event volunteer

4, Offer the following protective equipment to the volunteer: Tyvek suit, Vinyl apron, Nitrile
gloves, and Safety glasses.

5. Provide signs and traffic cones to direct residents through the event site.

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SECTION 4 Responsibilities of the City include:

1. Identify a municipal representative for the event. This person will communicate and coordinate
with the Agency as well as the event volunteer the day of the collection event.

2 Provide 1 adult volunteer (18+) to work at the event from 30 minutes prior to the start time of
the event until cleanup is finished.

3. Provide advertising/promotion for the event. Provide traffic control if needed.

4. Provide adequate space at the event for the Agency’s truck, trailer, and operational set up.

Municipal Representative:

The City’s representative for the mobile event is responsible for providing a volunteer, informing the
local fire department, and emergency responders of the event’s time, date, and location. It is important
that the representative is available for the event.

Volunteer:

This event will require one volunteer. The volunteer should arrive at the event site 30 minutes prior to
the beginning of the event and should remain afterwards to assist with cleanup. Volunteer is
encouraged to wear safety toe shoes. Open toed shoes or sandals will not be permitted.

A volunteer is needed to fill the role of Greeter. This individual will greet the participant, inform the
participant to remain in the vehicle while being unloaded and direct the participant to the unloading
area. They will keep track of how many participants are coming to the event and may hand out Agency

informational materials.

No Smoking is allowed in the unloading area.
