Re: Mosquito Control Services for the 2019 Season

The City Clerk’s Office sent out requests for quotations as well as published a notice of bids for mosquito
control services for the 2019 season. Two bids were received, one from Schendel Pest Control located in
Marshalltown and one from Mosquito Control located in Rolfe. (See attached bid matrix).

As a part of our bid request we asked that the companies not only bid for the summer city-wide spraying
program including request spraying before community events such as concerts in the park and the
Hiawatha Fun Fest, but we also asked the companies to bid an Integrated Pest Management Program if
available.

As you know Mosquito Control of Iowa has been performing city wide mosquito control services in
Hiawatha for at least 14 consecutive years. For the last seven years, the city signed an agreement with
Mosquito Control for an Integrated Pest Management Program at a cost of $20,000.00, including ground
spraying, integrated pest management, larvacide monitoring, adulticiding to control adult mosquitoes,
several varieties of contact and residual spraying equipment, and up to eight to ten spraying treatments.

Mosquito Control of lowa has kept their pricing the same for the last six years of service, they are
extremely knowledgeable in the field of mosquito control, and have done a great job of providing
mosquito control services in past years. They also communicate very well with the residents who would
like to be notified before they spray by sending out notices and/or making phone calls.

Schendel Pest Control does their city-wide spraying using a ULV (ultra low volume) machine from the
back of a truck. They do not have various types of equipment and treatments or the ability to go into the
parks and wooded areas.

Staff recommendation is to enter into a new agreement with Mosquito Control for a full Integrated Pest
Management Program at a cost of $20,000.00 for the 2019 season, to allow for greater mosquito control

measures throughout the city.

CITYWIDE MOSQUITO CONTROL AGREEMENT 2019

THIS AGREEMENT is made this 1% day of May, 2019, by and between, and the CITY OF
HIAWATHA, IA, in consideration of the following terms and conditions:

SECTION 1. TERMS OF AGREEMENT. This Agreement shall be in effect the 2019
mosquito season. This Agreement shall continue until terminated by either the Contractor or the
City of Hiawatha upon 30 days written notice to the other party. All work performed by the
Contractor for the City of Hiawatha shall be covered by this Agreement until such time as it has
been terminated.

SECTION 2. SCOPE OF WORK. Contractor will provide a full Integrated Pest Management
program including ground surveying, integrated pest management, larvacide monitoring,
adulticiding, and up to eight to ten treatments for the 2019 season. Contractor further agrees to
conduct spraying treatments, ground for the entire city limits, including the mobile home parks
before the following City event dates:

e Concerts in Guthridge Park on August 2, August 9, August 16, and August 23
e Movie in Guthridge Park on July 12
* Hiawatha Fun Fest in Guthridge Park August 3

The City will notify Contractor when adjustments to the scope of services may be needed.

SECTION 3. FEE SCHEDULE AND METHOD OF PAYMENT. The City of Hiawatha shall
pay Contractor for services performed at the total rate of $20,000.00 for the 2019 season.

SECTION 4. NO EMPLOYER-EMPLOYEE RELATIONSHIP. Contractor understands and
agrees that an employer-employee relationship does not exist between the City of Hiawatha and
the Contractor and that worker’s compensation coverage is the sole responsibility of the
Contractor. It is also understood by the City of Hiawatha and the Contractor that Contractor is
solely responsible for all tax withholding and other provisions of the Internal Revenue Service
and tax code.

SECTION 5. INSURANCE. Contractor will carry comprehensive general liability insurance
with minimum liability limits of $1,000,000.00 per occurrence. Proof of insurance shall be
provided to the City of Hiawatha before any work begins.

SECTION 6. CONTRACT DOCUMENTS. This Agreement constitutes the entire
understanding between the parties making all other representation null and void.

SUBJECT: MODIFIED EAP AGREEMENT

DATE: 4/26/2019

Before you on the agenda is a resolution authorizing us to enter into an agreement with Mercy for Employee
Assistance Programming for volunteer firefighters.

In February of 2017 you approved a previous agreement with Mercy. In that agreement pricing was based off of
an annual fee of $300 plus a per event cost of $80 an hour. With the previous contract I estimated the cost at $1000 a
year. Mercy has changed the way they are billing for services for their EAP. The new fee is a “Capitated” fee where
we pay a fee of $1.62 per employee, per month. Using the number of 50 members that equals $81 a month or $972 a
year. There is no other per event or visit charges after that. Besides counseling, other services include debriefings,
training, and materials.

Firefighting and Emergency Medical work is not only physically strenuous, but psychologically demanding. In
addition to the everyday stressors of life, those who respond to life-threatening situations compound those stresses.
As an industry, the fire service is seeing a chilling increase in the number of suicides. Our members have experienced
emotional issues that were exasperated by the stressors of being a first responder, and several report being in
counseling.

There is increasing focus on providing emergency responders with access to mental health services. Firefighter
Life Safety Initiative 13 states “...firefighters and EMS professionals and their families must have the resources to deal with the
varions complications that their jobs can bring to their lives, especially issues regarding emotional and psychological stress. They must also
have help available to deal with the problems in living that all of us sometimes face, regardless of the work we do, especially regarding
Jamily, finances or even drug and alcohol issues. Health and safety standards (like the NFPA 1500 Standard on Firefighter Health and
Safety) require that assistance programs be made available to ensure that such services are there when needed.”

We are working on a multi-faceted approach that includes access to EAP and mental health services, peer
support, and a Chaplaincy Program. We are meeting with representatives from St. Elizabeth Ann Seaton Church
regarding our Chaplain program, and of course we are asking you to reapprove this contract.

Our ultimate goal is to protect the health and safety of the people in the community. Providing adequate mental
health support to our members is a component of doing that. If you have any questions, please let me know.





EMPLOYEE ASSISTANCE PROGRAM
CAPITATED FEE AGREEMENT

THIS CAPITATED FEE Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into this 1st
day of March, 2019 (“Effective Date”), by and between Mercy Medical Center, Cedar
Rapids, Iowa, an Iowa non-profit corporation (through its Employee Assistance Program “EAP”)
and Hiawatha Fire Department, 101 Emmons St., Hiawatha, 1A 52233 (“Employer™).

WHEREAS, EAP operates a program designed to assist employees and their families
with problems that are affecting their job performance and/or their personal lives, and

WHEREAS, Employer desires to provide an employee assistance program to its
employees and their dependents.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and mutual covenants of the
parties to the agreement and other good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency of which is
hereby acknowledged, it is mutually covenanted and agreed as follows:

I. EAP Duties:

A. Administer a “broad brush” employee assistance program as described herein and make it
available to Employer’s employees and their dependents.

B. Provide initial training to Employer’s supervisors and subsequent training, if desired by
Employer, on mutually agreed upon topics.

C. Provide initial employee orientation to Employer’s employees regarding EAP services
available to them and their dependents and subsequent orientation sessions if desired by
Employer.

D. Make presentations to Employer’s employees on topics associated with EAP services, such
as substance abuse, marital and family dysfunction, emotional distress, financial problems,
stress management and workplace violence, as desired by Employer.

E. Make the following EAP promotional materials available to Employer’s employees and their
dependents:
1. Brochures
2. The “Mercy Touch” news magazine
3. Posters
4. Magnets
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Provide EAP Counseling services as follows for Employer’s employees and their dependents:

1. Intake, assessment and problem-solving for a wide range of personal problems.

2. Up to three (3) one-hour counseling sessions per employee family per calendar year.

3. Referral to appropriate human service agencies and treatment centers when necessary.

4. Follow-up counseling services to assist the employee with reintegration back into the
work setting.

5. Supervisor consultation.

. Maintain an office external to Employer available for counseling services.

Provide quarterly year-to-date utilization reports that will include the following statistics:
1. Demographic data

2. Client Status data

3. Client Outcome data

Send monthly statements to Employer specifying amounts owed by Employer to EAP for
services provided as set forth above.

. Employer Duties:

Communicate the availability of EAP to its employees.
Provide access to aggregate personnel and benefit information to EAP.

Appoint a staff person to serve as formal liaison with EAP.

. Provide a monthly employee count to EAP no later than the 10™ of each month specifying the

number of employees employed by Employer as of the 1* day of that month.

Pay EAP a fee equal to $1.62 per employee employed by Employer as of the 1* day of each
month. This fee covers employees and their dependents and all services provided by EAP
during the month.

F. Remit payment in full to EAP within thirty (30) days of receipt of a statement from EAP.

1II. Term and Termination:

A.

B.

This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date of this Agreement and shall continue
in full force and effect for one (1) year (the “initial term”). This Agreement may be renewed
for additional one (1) year terms upon mutual prior written agreement of the parties.

This Agreement may be terminated as follows:

1. This Agreement may be terminated at any. time for any reason upon the mutual
agreement of the parties.





2. Either party may terminate this Agreement for any reason by giving the other party at
least ninety (90) days prior written notice of the terminating party’s intention to
terminate the Agreement.

3. Either party may immediately terminate this Agreement by written notice to the other
party and may regard the other party as in default of this Agreement if the other party
becomes insolvent, makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, files a
voluntary petition of bankruptcy, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its
business or assets, or becomes subject to any proceeding under any bankruptcy or
insolvency law, whether domestic or foreign, or has wound up or liquidated, voluntarily
or otherwise. In the event that any of the above events occur, the insolvent party shall
immediately notify the other party of its occurrence.

4. EAP may immediately terminate this Agreement in the event EAP determines that
Employer has breached a material term of this Agreement as provided under the HIPAA
Privacy Regulations at 45 CFR §164.5 04(3)(2)(iii).

IV. Relationship of the Parties:

A. EAP and Employer shall set up compatible procedures to implement and administer the

B.

Agreement.

The parties to this Agreement are independent contractors. None of the provisions of this
Agreement are intended to create or shall be construed to create, an employment relationship,
agency, partnership, joint venture, corporation or any other relationship between the parties
other than that of independent parties, contracting hereunder solely for the purpose of
implementing the provisions of this Agreement. Accordingly, none of the parties hereto, nor
any of their respective employees or agents, is, or by reason of the provisions hereof, shall
be, deemed to be the agent, employee or representative of any other party. EAP and
Employer maintain separate and independent management and each has full, complete,
absolute and sole authority and responsibility regarding their own separate organizations and
operations.

2019 Storm Sewer Project

There several areas of concern for storm water issues that have been brought to the
attention of staff and the City Council. These are areas that citizens have approach us
for solutions to some existing storm water drainage problems that have mostly existed
for a number of years. We have taken the approach that we will keep these areas on a
list for Council and when funds become available, we could have the design work done
that will allow us to hire a contractor to make the needed repairs. We did this type of
work last year for the Fisher Group drainage improvements that has made a great
improvement in reducing localized flooding during heavy rains.

Because these projects are smaller, we have taken the approach that if we can group
these projects together, we can invite several contractors that might be interested in
bidding on a larger project for us. We have proposed three storm sewer improvements
projects be included in one bid package that could be completed this summer:

e Pirie Drive to the west of Nixon Elementary School
e Kainz Drive south of Boyson Road
e Raney Street east of 12 Avenue

We need to have the design and bidding documents prepared in order to proceed to get
this work constructed this year. The one area of concern, Kainz Drive south of Boyson
Road, is the area that became apparent during the development of the Dave Wright
site. Because Shive Hattery was working in the area and had a lot of knowledge of the
drainage conditions, we asked them to develop a plan for the needed repairs at that
location, and also look at the other 2 areas we that investigated previously.





The best approach is to combine these projects into a single bid package. The proposal
provided included the following:

Pirie Drive:

e Perform topography survey

e Prepare storm water calculations

e Perform Boundary survey

® Prepare temporary and permanent Easement documents
® Develop 2 storm sewer concepts

® Prepare plans and specifications for new improvements
e Attend public meeting

Report:

The Corridor MPO has issued a 2™ call for funding applications for roadway projects. Excess funds not
used on previously funded projects have a balance of funds available for FY23. The CMPO staff
suggested we submit an application for these funds, approximately $776,000, and apply them to the
Tower Terrace reconstruction project between the new 1-380 interchange and Center Point Road. We
have previously submitted for $4.0mil for the interchange project, that is slated for be available
through SWAP funds to Hiawatha and Cedar Rapids to apply to our edge projects.

Hall and Hall Engineers has prepared the documents and drawings for the required submittal. They
have also updated the construction cost estimate. We need to pass a resolution concurring with the
application requirements that the City must commit to at least 20% of the total project in matching
funds. We also know that the City of Cedar Rapids has also submitted for these funds for their project
on the west side of I-380. The Transportation Technical Advisory Committee and the CMPO Policy
Board will sort these requests all out and come up with recommendations to split these funds between
the 2 projects.

We need to proceed with this application and then work with the CMPO staff and lowa DOT to develop
a memorandum of understanding that will allocate funding to each project.

Purpose and Need

The purpose of this document is twofold. The first is to solicit requests from eligible member jurisdictions of the
Corridor Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for project funding. The second is to provide the information
necessary for review by Corridor MPO Staff, Advisory Committees, the public, and for a funding decision by the
Corridor MPO Policy Board. Projects that receive funding from the Corridor MPO will be listed in the Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP).

The TIP is a four-year program of federally funded transportation projects in the metro area. The name is derived
from the fiscal period that it covers. For example, the Federal Fiscal Year (FFY)12 — FFY15 TIP begins October of
2011 and ends September of 2015. The projects in the TIP can be divided into four basic categories:

Locally decided projects (by the Corridor MPO)
Grant/earmark recipient projects (state and federal)
Transit funding requests to lowa DOT

lowa DOT projects

The Corridor MPO receives three types of federal funding. Surface Transportation Block Grants (STBG) funds are
the largest and can be used on road, bridge, transit, bicycle, and pedestrian projects. Transportation Alternatives
Program (TAP) funds can only be used on non-motorized related projects. Lastly, TAP Flex funds can be used
for road, bridge, transit, bicycle, and pedestrian projects. TAP flex funds for FFY23 will be used as STBG - TAP
funding. In FFY23, the Corridor MPO expects to receive $5,203,000 in new STBG funds, $267,000 in new STBG
- TAP funds, and $205,000 in new TAP Flex funds. All estimates of funding are tentative until May of 2019. Based
on the current funding policy, the amount of new and old funding for roads, trails, and transit is as follows:

e FFY23 - $776,000 available for roads

TIP projects come from the fiscally constrained portion of the long-range transportation plan (Connections 2040);
requests for funding are submitted annually by jurisdictions. The funding is an 80/20 (federal/local) reimbursement
program that is available in October of the previous year it is programmed. October is the beginning of the federal
fiscal year. For example, Project X is programmed in FFY 15, which means its funds become available in October
of 2014. Please refer to Attachment C for the list of Fiscally Constrained Plan (FCP) projects.

Per DOT STBG - TAP guidance, provided October 1%, 2017, all MPO funded projects that utilize STBG - TAP
funds and have more than 50% MPO funding are eligible to receive up to 30% Statewide TAP funds (usually
$1,000,000 per year) on a competitive basis. This 30% funding cannot be used to offset the local 20% matching
funds. STBG - TAP projects must be located along a statewide byway or show a positive benefit for a local school.
This is an effort from the lowa Transportation Commission to encourage Safe Routes to School and lowa Byways
projects.

For a project to be included in the TIP a resolution of support from the requesting jurisdiction(s) is required. This
resolution of support is vital to show that the jurisdiction will commit itself to completing and maintaining the project.
Additionally, the resolution will streamline the DOT authorization process. Please refer to Attachment H and | for
DOT approved resolutions of support.

Draft TIPs are due to the lowa DOT by June 15 and the final is due by July 15t, The TIP is reviewed and approved
by both the lowa and US DOTSs. Typically, two open houses are held to seek input from the public.

The TIP is a living document that is subject to revisions and amendments throughout the year. These changes are
due to newly received grants or changes in project timelines.

Description: Engineering Department Report

Working with Public Works on various projects.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Projects under way include the Todd Hills 1* Addition, Sherman Square 9",
Sherman 10™ Addition, Dave Wright Expansion, Pecks Landing, and several new commercial site plans.

We now have preliminary plans for the Mid-Town roadway construction and the extension of “A”
Avenue to serve the Oakbrook redevelopment. The schedule is to have final plans and start the
bidding process in May. The goal is to construct this project in 2019.

We approved a contract with Shive Hattery engineers to start the design work for the new signal at
Center Point Road and Willman Street. The new signal layout will utilize the “2 signal pole” concept,
with mast arms located on only northeast corner and the southwest corner of the intersection. This
design will have less impact on any utilities in the area. We have taken quotes for signal suppliers to
order the signal poles and masts in advance because of the 20 week delivery time. The low quote was
submitted by Electrical Products Company of Omaha Nebraska. A purchase order has been issued to
start building these poles.

The other issue all the existing brick sidewalks and trail no longer meet the current ADA standards. We
are now looking at expanding the project to remove and replace the existing crosswalks and sidewalks
required to be rebuilt due to the new signal bases and wiring. For that reason, it appears to make
sense to replace the entire intersection with new colored concrete and comply with the current ADA
specifications. This will increase the construction cost of the project. These additional costs have been
anticipated and are available with LOST funds.

We have approved a contract with Shive Hattery to look at the roadway surface repairs to the section
of Center Point Road between Blair’s Ferry Road and Clark Street. This area was last resurfaced in 2003.
The large traffic volume has taken a toll on the street condition, as we have always anticipated adding





a new surface in this area as the last improvement to the entire Center Point Road corridor. We
currently have projects that have been constructed under budget which provides us with capital
improvements dollars available to use on other anticipated projects. This will allow us to accelerate the
construction schedule of a project of this type. We hope to have a proposed plan and anticipated
construction cost in the next week to determine the best course of action.

The sanitary sewer extension project on the east side of Edgewood Road approximately 2000 feet
south of Hunt Road has encountered bedrock that will drastically increase our costs if we proceed with
the original plan. The soil borings we took during the preliminary design did not find this area of rock.
We are now reevaluating the sewer alignment to see if there are alternative routes to locate this sewer
and miss the rock we encountered. We will work with Maxwell Construction from lowa City, the prime
contractor, to come up with a solution. We will bring a plan to Council in May.

We have approved a contract with Anderson Bogert Engineers to start the study of railroad crossing
“quiet zones” on Center Point Road, Emmons Street, and possibly Blair's Ferry Road. We had our first
planning meeting April 10th with the consultant, the Canadian National Railroad, the Federal Railroad
Administration, City of Cedar Rapids, and the lowa DOT to develop design criteria and schedules to
proceed with the “letter of intent” for these proposed improvements that allow the trains to eliminate
the horn warnings at these crossings. We now have a list of tasks to accomplish in order to satisfy the
safety requirements for the type of installation. We will keep Council posted on our progress.

We are moving ahead with the Robins Road Planning Study for the area between the new intersection
at Center Point Road and Boyson Road. Our consultant, Bolton Menk of Cedar Rapids, held the 4™
steering committee meeting April 2" and the final open house is scheduled for May 16th. We also
made a presentation to the Planning and Zoning Commission at their meeting April 22™. The
information regarding new concept proposals can be found on the Hiawatha website at
www.hiawatha-iowa.com/news/robinsroadstudy.

We have approved a contract with MSA professional Services for the resurfacing of 12" Avenue from
Blair’s Ferry Road about 2000 feet north to just south of Lyndhurst Drive. We have analyzed several
methods of reconstruction for this collector street, and because of the deteriorated condition and the
traffic volumes, we have determined the most cost effective solution to improve the riding surface of
the street is a “crack and seat” method of reconstruction. The process stabilizes the existing street by
pulverizing the concrete and placing a new asphalt overlay on the surface. This eliminates the
reflective cracking that happens in a new asphalt surface after years of freeze thaw winters.

The second area of concern is this section of 12" Avenue is approximately 2000 feet long and has 6
street intersections that all have non-conforming sidewalk ramps. None of the sidewalk ramps
currently meet ADA standards. A large portion of this project is the survey and design work needed to
reconstruct the ramps to current standards. The approach would be to reconstruct the ramps after the
asphalt surface is placed. The goal is to construct this project in 2019.

The new Tower Terrace Interchange design is moving forward. This project is scheduled to start
construction in fiscal year 2021. Staff attended a field review of the preliminary interchange plans on
March 5. The schedule to submit the preliminary plans of the Tower Terrace Interchange, the new I-
380 6-lane project, and the Boyson Road Interchange project is early June. More information can be
found at: www.iowadot.gov/pim .

City Council approved a contract with Snyder and Associates as the design consultants for the
environmental study/NEPA study /preliminary and final design of the City’s approximately 2000 feet of





Tower Terrace Road reconstruction. We did hear good news from the DOT staff and our consultant
that using SWAP funds for our section of Tower Terrace as well as the section west of the new
interchange in Cedar Rapids has been approved. By using SWAP funds, our level of effort to completed
the environment, and archeological and historical reviews will be reduced along with a significant time
savings. The schedule is to start the design work and the traffic study to have the preliminary plan
prepared by October of 2019.

We held a meeting April 22™ with the City of Cedar Rapids, lowa DOT, Hiawatha, and the Corridor MPO
staff to discuss the process for moving forward with the funding agreements needed to provide federal
dollars allocated to the |I-380/Tower Terrace Interchange project, back to the Cities of Cedar Rapids and
Hiawatha. Both cities have identified roadway projects on Tower Terrace that will be reconstructed in
conjunction with the interchange project. The first task will be to determine the amount of funds
available, and then the process for a memorandum of understanding as to how the funds will be
transferred to the 2 local construction projects. More to come as the research continues.

WHEREAS, the Issuer is duly incorporated, organized and exists under and by virtue of
the laws and Constitution of the State of lowa; and

WHEREAS, the Issuer is in need of funds to pay costs of:

a) opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the ri ght-of-way of streets,
highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds, and market places, the construction,
reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements, bridges, grade crossing
separations and approaches; the acquisition, installation, and repair of sidewalks, culverts,
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retaining walls, storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water service lines, street lighting, and
traffic control devices; and the acquisition of any real estate needed for any of the
foregoing purposes; and

b) the equipping of fire and emergency services departments,

essential corporate purposes, and it is deemed necessary and advisable that General Obligation
Capital Loan Notes, to the amount of not to exceed $1.757.000 be authorized for said purposes;
and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by Sections 384.24A and 384.25 of
the Code of lowa, this Council has held a public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to
institute proceedings for the issuance of the Notes, and the Council is therefore now authorized
to proceed with the issuance of said Notes for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the City is also in need of funds to pay costs of repair, improvement, and
equipping of fire station #1 and completion of fiber ring to city facilities, general corporate
purposes, and it is deemed necessary and advisable that General Obligation Capital Loan Notes,
to the amount of not to exceed $143,600 be authorized for said purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Issuer has a population of more than 5,000 but not more than 75,000,
and the Notes for these purposes do not exceed $700,000; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by Sections 384.24A and 384.26 of
the Code of lowa, the Council of the City has held public meeting and hearing upon the proposal
to institute proceedings for the issuance of Notes for general corporate purposes in the amounts
as above set forth, and, no petition for referendum having been received, the Council is therefore
now authorized to proceed with the issuance of said Notes for such purposes; and

WHEREAS., the City is also in need of funds to pay costs of construction and equipping
of a fleet storage facility (garage) for the police and community development departments,
general corporate purposes, and it is deemed necessary and advisable that General Obligation
Capital Loan Notes, to the amount of not to exceed $614.,400 be authorized for said purposes;
and

WHEREAS, the Issuer has a population of more than 5,000 but not more than 75,000,
and the Notes for these purposes do not exceed $700.000; and

WHEREAS., pursuant to notice published as required by Sections 384.24A and 384.26 of
the Code of lowa, the Council of the City has held public meeting and hearing upon the proposal
to institute proceedings for the issuance of Notes for general corporate purposes in the amounts
as above set forth, and, no petition for referendum having been received, the Council is therefore
now authorized to proceed with the issuance of said Notes for such purposes: and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 384.28 of the Code of Towa, it is hereby found and
determined that the various general obligation capital loan Notes authorized as hereinabove
described shall be combined for the purpose of issuance in a single issue of $2,515,000 General
Obligation Capital Loan Notes as hereinafter set forth; and
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WHEREAS, the above-mentioned Notes were heretofore sold and action should now be
taken to issue said Notes conforming to the terms and conditions of the best bid received at the

sale; and

WHEREAS, on March 20, 2019, the City Council of said City did adopt a certain
Resolution entitled "RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $2,515.000

GENERAL OBLIGATION CAPITAL LOAN NOTES, SERIES 2019, AND LEVYING A TAX

FOR THE PAYMENT THEREOF"; and

WHEREAS, due to certain changes in the overall financing plans of the City, it is
necessary to make numerous changes to the Resolution adopted on March 20, 2019 and.
therefore, said Council has adopted a new Resolution to be substituted in its entirety for the
Resolution previously adopted on March 20 2019;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY

OF HIAWATHA, STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Definitions. The following terms shall have the following meanings in this

Resolution unless the text expressly or by necessary implication requires otherwise:

. "Authorized Denominations" shall mean $5,000 or any integral multiple
thereof.

. "Beneficial Owner" shall mean, whenever used with respect to a Note, the
person in whose name such Note is recorded as the beneficial owner of such Note by a
Participant on the records of such Participant or such person's subrogee.

. "Blanket Issuer Letter of Representations” shall mean the Representation
Letter from the Issuer to DTC, with respect to the Notes.

. "Cede & Co." shall mean Cede & Co., the nominee of DTC, and any
successor nominee of DTC with respect to the Notes.

. "Continuing Disclosure Certificate” shall mean that certain Continuing
Disclosure Certificate approved under the terms of this Resolution and to be executed by
the Issuer and dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Notes, as originally executed
and as it may be amended from time to time in accordance with the terms thereof.

. "Depository Notes " shall mean the Notes as issued in the form of one
global certificate for each maturity, registered in the Registration Books maintained by
the Registrar in the name of DTC or its nominee.

. "DTC" shall mean The Depository Trust Company, New York,
New York, which will act as security depository for the Note pursuant to the
Representation Letter.

. "Issuer" and "City" shall mean the City of Hiawatha, State of lowa.
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. "Loan Agreement” shall mean a Loan Agreement between the Issuer and a
lender or lenders in substantially the form attached to and approved by this Resolution.

. "Note Fund" shall mean the fund created in Section 3 of this Resolution.

. "Notes" shall mean $2,515,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes,
Series 2019, authorized to be issued by this Resolution.

. "Participants” shall mean those broker-dealers, banks and other financial
institutions for which DTC holds Notes as securities depository.

. "Paying Agent" shall mean UMB Bank, n.a., or such successor as may be
approved by Issuer as provided herein and who shall carry out the duties prescribed
herein as Issuer's agent to provide for the payment of principal of and interest on the
Notes as the same shall become due.

. "Project" shall mean:

a) opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-
way of streets, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds, and market
places, the construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street
improvements, bridges, grade crossing separations and approaches; the
acquisition, installation, and repair of sidewalks, culverts, retaining walls,
storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water service lines, street lighting, and
traffic control devices; and the acquisition of any real estate needed for
any of the foregoing purposes:

b) the equipping of fire and emergency services departments;

¢) repair, improvement, and equipping of fire station #1 and completion
of fiber ring to city facilities; and

d) construction and equipping of a fleet storage facility (garage) for the
police and community development departments.

. "Project Fund" shall mean the fund required to be established by this
Resolution for the deposit of the proceeds of the Notes.

. "Rebate Fund" shall mean the fund so defined in and established pursuant
to the Tax Exemption Certificate.

. "Registrar” shall mean UMB Bank, n.a. of Kansas City, Missouri, or such
successor as may be approved by Issuer as provided herein and who shall carry out the
duties prescribed herein with respect to maintaining a register of the owners of the Notes.
Unless otherwise specified, the Registrar shall also act as Transfer Agent for the Notes.
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. "Resolution" shall mean this resolution authorizing the Notes.

. "Tax Exemption Certificate" shall mean the Tax Exemption Certificate
approved under the terms of this Resolution and to be executed by the Finance Director
delivered at the time of issuance and delivery of the Notes.

. "Treasurer" shall mean the Finance Director or such other officer as shall
succeed to the same duties and responsibilities with respect to the recording and payment

of the Notes issued hereunder.

Section 2. Levy and Certification of Annual Tax: Other Funds to be Used.

a) Levy of Annual Tax. That for the purpose of providing funds to pay the
principal and interest of the Notes hereinafter authorized to be issued, there is hereby
levied for each future year the following direct annual tax on all of the taxable property in
the City of Hiawatha, State of Iowa, to-wit:

*A levy has been included in the budget previously certified and will be used together
with available City funds to pay the principal and interest of the Note coming due in
fiscal year 2019/2020.

(NOTE: For example the levy to be made and certified against the taxable valuations of
January 1, 2019 will be collected during the fiscal year commencing July 1, 2020.)

b) Resolution to be Filed With County Auditor. A certified copy of this
Resolution shall be filed with the Auditor of Linn County, lowa and the Auditor is hereby
instructed in and for each of the years as provided, to levy and assess the tax hereby
authorized in Section 2 of this Resolution, in like manner as other taxes are levied and
assessed, and such taxes so levied in and for each of the years aforesaid be collected in
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like manner as other taxes of the City are collected, and when collected be used for the
purpose of paying principal and interest on said Notes issued in anticipation of the tax,
and for no other purpose whatsoever, which action requires a modification and change of
the levies originally made in accordance with the Bond Resolution certified to and filed
in the Linn County Auditor's office on March 21, 2019 .

¢) Additional City Funds Available. Principal and interest coming due at any
time when the proceeds of said tax on hand shall be insufficient to pay the same shall be
promptly paid when due from current funds of the City available for that purpose and
reimbursement shall be made from such special fund in the amounts thus advanced.

Section 3. Note Fund. Said tax shall be assessed and collected each year at the same time
and in the same manner as, and in addition to, all other taxes in and for the City, and when
collected they shall be converted into a special fund within the Debt Service Fund to be known
as the "GENERAL OBLIGATION CAPITAL LOAN NOTE FUND NO. 1" (the "Note Fund"),
which is hereby pledged for and shall be used only for the payment of the principal of and
interest on the Notes hereinafter authorized to be issued; and also there shall be apportioned to
said fund its proportion of taxes received by the City from property that is centrally assessed by
the State of lowa.

Section 4. Application of Note Proceeds. Proceeds of the Notes, other than accrued
interest except as may be provided below, shall be credited to the Project Fund and expended
therefrom for the purposes of issuance. Any amounts on hand in the Project Fund shall be
available for the payment of the principal of or interest on the Notes at any time that other funds
shall be insufficient to the purpose, in which event such funds shall be repaid to the Project Fund
at the carliest opportunity. Any balance on hand in the Project Fund and not immediately
required for its purposes may be invested not inconsistent with limitations provided by law or
this Resolution.

Section 5. Investment of Note Fund Proceeds. All moneys held in the Note Fund,
provided for by Section 3 of this Resolution shall be invested in investments permitted by
Chapter 12B, Code of lowa, as amended, or deposited in financial institutions which are
members of the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation and the deposits in which are insured
thereby and all such deposits exceeding the maximum amount insured from time to time by
FDIC or its equivalent successor in any one financial institution shall be continuously secured in
compliance with Chapter 12C of the Code of Towa, as amended, or otherwise by a valid pledge
of direct obligations of the United States Government having an equivalent market value. All
such interim investments shall mature before the date on which the moneys are required for
payment of principal of or interest on the Notes as herein provided.

Section 6. Note Details. Execution and Redemption.

a) Note Details. General Obligation Capital Loan Notes of the City in the amount
of $2,515,000, shall be issued to evidence the obligations of the Issuer under the Loan
Agreement pursuant to the provisions of Sections 384.24A, 384.25, 384.26 and 384.28 of
the Code of Towa for the aforesaid purposes. The Notes shall be issued in one or more
series and shall be secured equally and ratably from the sources provided in Section 3 of
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this Resolution. The Notes shall be designated "GENERAL OBLIGATION CAPITAL
LOAN NOTE, SERIES 2019", be dated May 14, 2019, and bear interest from the date
thereof, until payment thereof, at the office of the Paying Agent, said interest payable on
December 1, 2019, and semiannually thereafter on the 1st day of June and December in
each year until maturity at the rates hereinafter provided.

The Notes shall be executed by the manual or facsimile signature of the Mayor
and attested by the manual or facsimile signature of the Clerk, and impressed or printed
with the seal of the City and shall be fully registered as to both principal and interest as
provided in this Resolution; principal, interest and premium, if any, shall be payable at
the office of the Paying Agent by mailing of a check to the registered owner of the Note.
The Notes shall be in the denomination of $5,000 or multiples thereof. The Notes shall
mature and bear interest as follows:

b) Redemption.

Optional Redemption. Notes maturing after June 1, 2026, may be called
for optional redemption by the Issuer on that date or any date thereafter, from any
funds regardless of source, in whole or from time to time in part, in any order of
maturity and within an annual maturity by lot. The terms of redemption shall be
par, plus accrued interest to date of call.

Thirty days' written notice of redemption shall be given to the registered
owner of the Note. Failure to give written notice to any registered owner of the
Notes or any defect therein shall not affect the validity of any proceedings for the
redemption of the Notes. All Notes or portions thereof called for redemption will
cease to bear interest after the specified redemption date, provided funds for their
redemption are on deposit at the place of payment. Written notice will be deemed
completed upon transmission to the owner of record.
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If selection by lot within a maturity is required, the Registrar shall
designate the Notes to be redeemed by random selection of the names of the
registered owners of the entire annual maturity until the total amount of Notes to
be called has been reached.

If less than all of a maturity is called for redemption, the Issuer will notify
DTC of the particular amount of such maturity to be redeemed prior to maturity.
DTC will determine by lot the amount of each Participant's interest in such
maturity to be redeemed and each Participant will then select by lot the beneficial
ownership interests in such maturity to be redeemed. All prepayments shall be at
a price of par plus accrued interest.

Section 7. Issuance of Notes in Book-Entry Form: Replacement Notes.

a) Notwithstanding the other provisions of this Resolution regarding registration,
ownership, transfer, payment and exchange of the Notes, unless the Issuer determines to
permit the exchange of Depository Notes for Notes in Authorized Denominations, the
Notes shall be issued as Depository Notes in denominations of the entire principal
amount of each maturity of Notes (or, if a portion of said principal amount is prepaid,
said principal amount less the prepaid amount). The Notes must be registered in the
name of Cede & Co., as nominee for DTC. Payment of semiannual interest for any Notes
registered in the name of Cede & Co. will be made by wire transfer or New York
Clearing House or equivalent next day funds to the account of Cede & Co. on the interest
payment date for the Notes at the address indicated or in the Representation Letter.

b) The Notes will be initially issued in the form of separate single authenticated
fully registered bonds in the amount of each stated maturity of the Notes. Upon initial
issuance, the ownership of the Notes will be registered in the registry books of the UMB
Bank, n.a. kept by the Paying Agent and Registrar in the name of Cede & Co.. as
nominee of DTC. The Paying Agent and Registrar and the Issuer may treat DTC (or its
nominee) as the sole and exclusive owner of the Notes registered in its name for the
purposes of payment of the principal or redemption price of or interest on the Notes,
selecting the Notes or portions to be redeemed, giving any notice permitted or required to
be given to registered owners of Notes under the Resolution of the Issuer, registering the
transfer of Notes, obtaining any consent or other action to be taken by registered owners
of the Notes and for other purposes. The Paying Agent, Registrar and the Issuer have no
responsibility or obligation to any Participant or Beneficial Owner of the Notes under or
through DTC with respect to the accuracy of records maintained by DTC or any
Participant; with respect to the payment by DTC or Participant of an amount of principal
or redemption price of or interest on the Notes; with respect to any notice given to owners
of Notes under the Resolution; with respect to the Participant(s) selected to receive
payment in the event of a partial redemption of the Notes, or a consent given or other
action taken by DTC as registered owner of the Notes. The Paying Agent and Registrar
shall pay all principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Notes only to Cede &
Co. in accordance with the Representation Letter, and all payments are valid and
effective to fully satisfy and discharge the Issuer's obligations with respect to the
principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Notes to the extent of the sum paid.
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DTC must receive an authenticated Bond for each separate stated maturity evidencing the
obligation of the Issuer to make payments of principal of and premium, if any, and
interest. Upon delivery by DTC to the Paying Agent and Registrar of written notice that
DTC has determined to substitute a new nominee in place of Cede & Co., the Notes will
be transferable to the new nominee in accordance with this Section.

c¢) In the event the [ssuer determines that it is in the best interest of the Beneficial
Owners that they be able to obtain Notes certificates, the Issuer may notify DTC and the
Paying Agent and Registrar, whereupon DTC will notify the Participants, of the
availability through DTC of Notes certificates. The Notes will be transferable in
accordance with this Section. DTC may determine to discontinue providing its services
with respect to the Notes at any time by giving notice to the Issuer and the Paying Agent
and Registrar and discharging its responsibilities under applicable law. In this event, the
Notes will be transferable in accordance with this Section.

d) Notwithstanding any other provision of the Resolution to the contrary, so long
as any Note is registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of DTC, all payments
with respect to the principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Note and all
notices must be made and given, respectively to DTC as provided in the Representation
letter.

e) In connection with any notice or other communication to be provided to
Noteholders by the Issuer or the Paying Agent and Registrar with respect to a consent or
other action to be taken by Noteholders, the Issuer or the Paying Agent and Registrar, as
the case may be, shall establish a record date for the consent or other action and give
DTC notice of the record date not less than 15 calendar days in advance of the record
date to the extent possible. Notice to DTC must be given only when DTC is the sole
Noteholder.

f) The Representation Letter is on file with DTC and sets forth certain matters
with respect to, among other things, notices, consents and approvals by Noteholders and
payments on the Notes. The execution and delivery of the Representation Letter to DTC
by the Issuer is ratified and confirmed.

g) In the event that a transfer or exchange of the Notes is permitted under this
Section, the transfer or exchange may be accomplished upon receipt by the Registrar
from the registered owners of the Notes to be transferred or exchanged and appropriate
instruments of transfer. In the event Note certificates are issued to holders other than
Cede & Co., its successor as nominee for DTC as holder of all the Notes, or other
securities depository as holder of all the Notes, the provisions of the Resolution apply to,
among other things, the printing of certificates and the method or payment of principal of
and interest on the certificates. Any substitute depository shall be designated in writing
by the Issuer to the Paying Agent. Any such substitute depository shall be a qualified and
registered "clearing agency” as provided in Section 17A of the Securities Exchange Act
of 1934, as amended. The substitute depository shall provide for (i) immobilization of
the Depository Notes, (ii) registration and transfer of interests in Depository Notes by
book entries made on records of the depository or its nominee and (iii) payment of
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principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Notes in accordance with and as such
interests may appear with respect to such book entries.

h) The officers of the Issuer are authorized and directed to prepare and furnish to
the purchaser, and to the attorneys approving the legality of Notes, certified copies of
proceedings, ordinances, resolutions and records and all certificates and affidavits and
other instruments as may be required to evidence the legality and marketability of the
Notes, and all certified copies, certificates, affidavits and other instruments constitute
representations of the Issuer as to the correctness of all stated or recited facts.

Section 8. Registration of Notes: Appointment of Registrar; Transfer: Ownership:
Delivery: and Cancellation.

a) Registration. The ownership of Notes may be transferred only by the making
of an entry upon the books kept for the registration and transfer of ownership of the
Notes, and in no other way. UMB Bank, n.a. is hereby appointed as Note Registrar under
the terms of this Resolution and under the provisions of a separate agreement with the
[ssuer filed herewith which is made a part hereof by this reference. Registrar shall
maintain the books of the Issuer for the registration of ownership of the Notes for the
payment of principal of and interest on the Notes as provided in this Resolution. All
Notes shall be negotiable as provided in Article 8 of the Uniform Commercial Code and
Section 384.31 of the Code of lowa, subject to the provisions for registration and transfer
contained in the Notes and in this Resolution.

b) Transfer. The ownership of any Note may be transferred only upon the
Registration Books kept for the registration and transfer of Notes and only upon
surrender thereof at the office of the Registrar together with an assignment duly executed
by the holder or his duly authorized attorney in fact in such form as shall be satisfactory
to the Registrar. along with the address and social security number or federal employer
identification number of such transferee (or, if registration is to be made in the name of
multiple individuals, of all such transferees). In the event that the address of the
registered owner of a Note (other than a registered owner which is the nominee of the
broker or dealer in question) is that of a broker or dealer, there must be disclosed on the
Registration Books the information pertaining to the registered owner required above.
Upon the transfer of any such Note, a new fully registered Note, of any denomination or
denominations permitted by this Resolution in aggregate principal amount equal to the
unmatured and unredeemed principal amount of such transferred fully registered Note,
and bearing interest at the same rate and maturing on the same date or dates shall be
delivered by the Registrar.

¢) Registration of Transferred Notes. In all cases of the transfer of the Notes, the
Registrar shall register, at the earliest practicable time, on the Registration Books, the
Notes, in accordance with the provisions of this Resolution.

d) Ownership. As to any Note, the person in whose name the ownership of the
same shall be registered on the Registration Books of the Registrar shall be deemed and
regarded as the absolute owner thereof for all purposes, and payment of or on account of
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the principal of any such Notes and the premium, if any, and interest thereon shall be
made only to or upon the order of the registered owner thereof or his legal representative.
All such payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the liability upon
such Note, including the interest thereon, to the extent of the sum or sums so paid.

e) Cancellation. All Notes which have been redeemed shall not be reissued but
shall be cancelled by the Registrar. All Notes which are cancelled by the Registrar shali
be destroyed and a certificate of the destruction thereof shall be furnished promptly to the
[ssuer; provided that if the Issuer shall so direct, the Registrar shall forward the cancelled
Notes to the Issuer.

f) Non-Presentment of Notes. In the event any payment check representing
payment of principal of or interest on the Notes is returned to the Paying Agent or if any
note is not presented for payment of principal at the maturity or redemption date, if funds
sufficient to pay such principal of or interest on Notes shall have been made available to
the Paying Agent for the benefit of the owner thereof, all liability of the Issuer to the
owner thereof for such interest or payment of such Notes shall forthwith cease, terminate
and be completely discharged, and thereupon it shall be the duty of the Paying Agent to
hold such funds, without liability for interest thereon, for the benefit of the owner of such
Notes who shall thereafter be restricted exclusively to such funds for any claim of
whatever nature on his part under this Resolution or on, or with respect to, such interest
or Notes. The Paying Agent's obligation to hold such funds shall continue for a period
equal to two years and six months following the date on which such interest or principal
became due, whether at maturity, or at the date fixed for redemption thereof, or
otherwise, at which time the Paying Agent, shall surrender any remaining funds so held
to the Issuer, whereupon any claim under this Resolution by the Owners of such interest
or Notes of whatever nature shall be made upon the Issuer.

) Registration and Transfer Fees. The Registrar may furnish to each owner, at
the Issuer's expense, one note for each annual maturity. The Registrar shall furnish
additional Notes in lesser denominations (but not less than the minimum denomination)
to an owner who so requests.

Section 9. Reissuance of Mutilated. Destroyed. Stolen or Lost Notes. In case any
outstanding Note shall become mutilated or be destroyed, stolen or lost, the Issuer shall at the
request of Registrar authenticate and deliver a new Note of like tenor and amount as the Note so
mutilated, destroyed, stolen or lost, in exchange and substitution for such mutilated Note to
Registrar, upon surrender of such mutilated Note, or in lieu of and substitution for the Note
destroyed, stolen or lost, upon filing with the Registrar evidence satisfactory to the Registrar and
Issuer that such Note has been destroyed, stolen or lost and proof of ownership thercof, and upon
furnishing the Registrar and Issuer with satisfactory indemnity and complying with such other
reasonable regulations as the Issuer or its agent may prescribe and paying such expenses as the
[ssuer may incur in connection therewith.

Section 10. Record Date. Payments of principal and interest, otherwise than upon full
redemption, made in respect of any Note, shall be made to the registered holder thereof or to
their designated agent as the same appear on the books of the Registrar on the 15th day of the
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month preceding the payment date. All such payments shall fully discharge the obligations of
the Issuer in respect of such Notes to the extent of the payments so made. Upon receipt of the
final payment of principal, the holder of the Note shall surrender the Note to the Paying Agent.

Section 11. Execution, Authentication and Delivery of the Notes. Upon the adoption of
this Resolution, the Mayor and Clerk shall execute the Notes by their manual or authorized
signature and deliver the Notes to the Registrar, who shall authenticate the Notes and deliver the
same to or upon order of the Purchaser.

THIS TAX EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE made and entered into on May 14, 2019, by
the City of Hiawatha, County of Linn. State of Towa (the "Issuer").

INTRODUCTION

This Certificate is executed and delivered in connection with the issuance by the Issuer of
its $2.515,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2019 (the "Bonds"). The Bonds
are issued pursuant to the provisions of the Resolution of the Issuer authorizing the issuance of
the Bonds. Such Resolution provides that the covenants contained in this Certificate constitute a
part of the Issuer's contract with the owners of the Bonds.

The Issuer recognizes that under the Code (as defined below) the tax-exempt status of the
interest received by the owners of the Bonds is dependent upon, among other things, the facts,
circumstances, and reasonable expectations of the Issuer as to future facts not in existence at this
time, as well as the observance of certain covenants in the future. The Issuer covenants that it
will take such action with respect to the Bonds as may be required by the Code, and pertinent
legal regulations issued thereunder in order to establish and maintain the tax-exempt status of the
Bonds, including the observance of all specific covenants contained in the Resolution and this
Certificate.

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

The following terms as used in this Certificate shall have the meanings set forth below.

(c) The Issuer has not been notified ol any disqualification or proposed
disqualification of it by the Commissioner of the Internal Revenue Service as a bond
issuer which may certify bond issues under Section 1.148-2(b)(2) of the Regulations.

(d) The certifications, representations and agreements set forth in this Article
[T are made on the basis of the facts, estimates and circumstances in existence on the date
hereof, including the following: (1) with respect to amounts expected to be received from
delivery of the Bonds, amounts actually received, (2) with respect to payments of
amounts into various funds or accounts, review of the authorizations or directions for
such payments made by the Issuer pursuant to the Resolution and this C ertificate, (3)
with respect to the Issue Price, the certifications of the Purchasers as set forth in the
Verification Certificate, (4) with respect to expenditure of the Proceeds of the Bonds,
actual expenditures and reasonable expectations of the Issuer as to when the Proceeds
will be spent for purposes of the Project, (5) with respect to Bond Yield, review of the
Verification Certificate, and (6) with respect to the amount of governmental and qualified
501(c)(3) bonds to be issued during the calendar year, the budgeting and present planning
of Issuer. The Issuer has no reason to believe such facts, estimates or circumstances are
untrue or incomplete in any material way.

(e) To the best of the knowledge and belief of the undersigned officer of the
Issuer, there are no facts, estimates or circumstances that would materially change the
representations, certifications or agreements set forth in this Certificate, and the
expectations herein set out are reasonable.

(f) No arrangement exists under which the payment of principal or interest on
the Bonds would be directly or indirectly guaranteed by the United States or any agency
or instrumentality thereof.

(g) After the expiration of any applicable temporary periods, and excluding
investments in a bona fide debt service fund or reserve fund, not more than five percent
(5%) of the Proceeds of the Bonds will be (a) used to make loans which are guaranteed





by the United States or any agency or instrumentality thereof, or (b) invested in federally
insured deposits or accounts.

(h) The Issuer will file with the Internal Revenue Service in a timely fashion
Form 8038-G, Information Return for Tax-Exempt Governmental Obligations with
respect to the Bonds and such other reports required to comply with the Code and
applicable Regulations.

(i) The Issuer will take no action which would cause the Bonds to become
"private activity bonds" as defined in Section 141 (a) of the Code, including any use of
the Project by any person other than a governmental unit if such use will be by other than
a member of the general public. None of the Proceeds of the Bonds will be used directly
or indirectly to make or finance loans to any person other than a governmental unit.

)] The Issuer will make no change in the nature or purpose of the Project
except as provided in Section 6.1 hereof.

(k) Except as provided in the Resolution, the Issuer will not establish any
sinking fund, bond fund, reserve fund, debt service fund or other fund reasonably
expected to be used to pay debt service on the Bonds (other than the Bond Fund),
exercise its option to redeem Bonds prior to maturity or effect a refunding of the Bonds.

() No bonds or other obligations of the Issuer (1) were sold in the 15 days
precedmg the date of sale of the Bonds. (2) were sold or will be sold within the 15 days
after the date of sale of the Bonds, (3) have been delivered in the past 15 days or (4) will
be delivered in the next 15 days pursuant to a common plan of financing for the issuance
of the Bonds and payable out of substantially the same source of revenues.

(m)  None of the Proceeds of the Bonds will be used directly or indirectly to
replace funds of the Issuer used directly or indirectly to acquire obligations having a yield
higher than the Bond Yield.

(n)  No portion of the Bonds is issued for the purpose of investing such portion
at a higher yield than the Bond Yield.

(0) The Issuer does not expect that the Proceeds of the Bonds will be used in a
manner that would cause them to be "arbitrage bonds" as defined in Section 148(a) of the
Code. The Issuer does not expect that the Proceeds of the Bonds will be used in a
manner that would cause the interest on the Bonds to be includible in the gross income of
the owners of the Bonds under the Code. The Issuer will not intentionally use any
portion of the Proceeds to acquire higher yielding investments.

(p) The Issuer will not use the Proceeds of the Bonds to exploit the difference
between tax-exempt and taxable interest rates to obtain a material financial advantage.

(q) The Issuer has not issued more Bonds, issued the Bonds earlier, or allowed
the Bonds to remain outstanding longer than is reasonably necessary to accomplish the
governmental purposes of the Bonds and in fact, the Bonds will not remain outstanding
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longer than 120% of the economic useful life of the assets financed with the Proceeds of
the Bonds.

(r) The Bonds will not be Hedge Bonds as described in Section 149(g)(3) of
the Code because the Issuer reasonably expects that it will meet the Expenditure test set
forth in Section 2.5(b) hereof and that 50% or more of the Proceeds will not be invested
in Nonpurpose Investments having a substantially guaranteed yield for four or more
years.

Except for costs of issuance, all Sale Proceeds and investment earnings thereon will be
expended for costs of the type that would be chargeable to capital accounts under the Code
pursuant to federal income tax principles if the Issuer were treated as a corporation subject to
federal income taxation.

Section 2.2 Receipts and Expenditures of Sale Proceeds

Sale Proceeds (par plus re-offering premium of $103,324.10), less underwriter's discount
of $12.197.75, received at Closing are expected to be deposited and expended as follows:

(a) $ -0- representing pre-issuance accrued interest will be deposited into
the Bond F'und and will be used to pay a portion of the interest accruing on the Bonds on
the first interest payment date; and

(b) $34.,410 representing costs of issuing the Bonds will be used within six
months of the Closing Date to pay the costs of issuance of the Bonds (with any excess
remaining on deposit in the Project Fund); and

(¢) $2.571.716.35 will be deposited into the Project Fund and will be used
together with earnings thereon to pay the costs of the Project and will not exceed the
amount necessary to accomplish the governmental purposes of the Bonds.

Section 2.3 Purpose of Bonds

The Issuer is issuing the Bonds to pay the costs of:

a) opening, widening, extending, grading, and draining of the right-of-way of
streets, highways, avenues, alleys and public grounds, and market places, the
construction, reconstruction, and repairing of any street improvements, bridges,
grade crossing separations and approaches; the acquisition, installation, and repair
of sidewalks, culverts, retaining walls, storm sewers, sanitary sewers, water
service lines, street lighting, and traffic control devices; and the acquisition of any
real estate needed for any of the foregoing purposes;

b) equipping of fire and emergency services departments;

¢) repair, improvement, and equipping of fire station #1 and completion of fiber
ring to city facilities; and





d) construction and equipping of a fleet storage facility (garage) for the police
and community development departments.

Section 2.4  Facts Supporting Tax-Exemption Classification

Governmental Bonds

Private Business Use/Private Security or Pavment Tests

The Bonds are considered to be governmental bonds, not subject to the provisions
of the alternate minimum tax. The Proceeds will be used for the purposes described in
Section 2.3 hereof. These bonds are not private activity bonds because no amount of
Proceeds of the Bonds is to be used in a trade or business carried on by a non-
governmental unit. Rather, the Proceeds will be used to finance the general government
operations and facilities of the Issuer described in Section 2.3 hereof. None of the
payment of principal or interest on the Bonds will be derived from, or secured by, money
or property used in a trade or business of a non-governmental unit.

Private Loan Financing Test

No amount of Proceeds of the Bonds is to be used directly or indirectly to make or
finance loans to persons other than governmental units.

Section 2.5 Facts Supporting Temporary Periods for Proceeds

(a) Time Test. Not later than six months after the Closing Date, the Issuer
will incur a substantial binding obligation to a third party to expend at least 5% of the net
Sale Proceeds of the Bonds.

(b) Expenditure Test. Not less than 85% of the net Sale Proceeds will be
expended for Project costs, including the reimbursement of other funds expended to date,
within a three-year temporary period from the Closing Date.

(c) Due Diligence Test. Not later than six months after Closing. work on the
Project will have commenced and will proceed with due diligence to completion.

(d) Proceeds of the Bonds representing less than six months accrued interest
on the Bonds will be spent within six months of this date to pay interest on the Bonds,
and will be invested without restriction as to yield for a temporary period not in excess of
six months.

Section 2.6 Resolution Funds at Restricted or Unrestricted Yield

(a) Proceeds of the Bonds will be held and accounted for in the manner
provided in the Resolution. The Issuer has not and does not expect to create or establish
any other bond fund, reserve fund, or similar fund or account for the Bonds. The Issuer
has not and will not pledge any moneys or Taxable Obligations in order to pay debt





service on the Bonds or restrict the use of such moneys or Taxable Obligations so as to
give reasonable assurances of their availability for such purposes.

(b) Any monies which are invested beyond a temporary period are expected to
constitute less than a major portion of the Bonds or to be restricted for investment at a
yield not greater than one-eighth of one percent above the Bond Yield.

() The Issuer has established and will use the Bond Fund primarily to
achieve a proper matching of revenues and debt service within each Bond Year and the
[ssuer will apply moneys deposited into the Bond Fund to pay the principal of and
interest on the Bonds. Such Fund will be depleted at least once each Bond Year except
for a reasonable carryover amount. The carryover amount will not exceed the greater of
(1) one year's earnings on the Bond Fund or (2) one-twelfth of Annual Debt Service. The
Issuer will spend moneys deposited from time to time into such fund within 13 months
after the date of deposit. Revenues, intended to be used to pay debt service on the Bonds,
will be deposited into the Bond Fund as set forth in the Resolution. The Issuer will spend
interest earned on moneys in such fund not more than 12 months after receipt.
Accordingly, the Issuer will treat the Bond Fund as a bona fide debt service fund as
detined in Regulation 1.148-1(b).

Investment of amounts on deposit in the Bond Fund will not be subject to
arbitrage rebate requirements as the Bonds meet the safe harbor set forth in Regulation
1.148-3(k), because the average annual debt service on the Bonds will not exceed
$2,500,000.

(d) The Minor Portion of the Bonds will be invested without regard to yield.

Section 2.7  Pertaining to Yields

(a) The purchase price of all Taxable Obligations to which restrictions apply
under this Certificate as to investment yield or rebate of Excess Earnings, if any, has been
and shall be calculated using (i) the price taking into account discount, premium and
accrued interest, as applicable, actually paid or (ii) the fair market value if less than the
price actually paid and if such Taxable Obligations were not purchased directly from the
United States Treasury. The Issuer will acquire all such Taxable Obligations directly
from the United States Treasury or in an arm's length transaction without regard to any
amounts paid to reduce the yield on such Taxable Obligations. The Issuer will not pay or
permit the payment of any amounts (other than to the United States) to reduce the yield
on any Taxable Obligations. Obligations pledged to the payment of debt service on the
Bonds after they have been acquired by the Issuer will be treated as though they were
acquired for their fair market value on the date of such pledge or deposit. Obligations on
deposit in any reserve fund on the Closing Date shall be treated as if acquired for their
fair market value on the Closing Date.

(b) Qualified guarantees have not been used in computing yield.





(c) The Bond Yield has been computed as not less than 2.2187249 percent.
This Bond Yield has been computed on the basis of a purchase price for the Bonds equal
to the Issue Price.

ARTICLE III
REBATE
Section 3.1 Records

Sale Proceeds of the Bonds will be held and accounted for in the manner provided in the
Resolution. The Issuer will maintain adequate records for funds created by the Resolution and
this Certificate including all deposits, withdrawals, transfers from, transfers to, investments,
reinvestments, sales, purchases, redemptions, liquidations and use of money or obligations until
six years after the Final Bond Retirement Date.

Section 3.2 Rebate Fund

(a) [n the Resolution, the Issuer has covenanted to pay to the United States the
Rebate Amount, an amount equal to the Excess Earnings on the Gross Proceeds Funds, if
any, at the times and in the manner required or permitted and subject to stated special
rules and allowable exceptions.

(b) The Issuer may establish a fund pursuant to the Resolution and this
Certificate which is herein referred to as the Rebate Fund. The Issuer will invest and
expend amounts on deposit in the Rebate Fund in accordance with this Certificate.

(c) Moneys in the Rebate Fund shall be held by the Issuer or its designee and.,
subject to Sections 3.4, 3.5 and 6.1 hereof, shall be held for future payment to the United
States as contemplated under the provisions of this Certificate and shall not constitute
part of the trust estate held for the benefit of the owners of the Bonds or the Issuer.

(d) The Issuer will pay to the United States from legally available money of
the Issuer (whether or not such available money is on deposit in any fund or account
related to the Bonds) any amount which is required to be paid to the United States.

Section 3.3 Exceptions to Rebate

The Issuer reasonably expects that the Bonds are eligible for one or more exceptions from
the arbitrage rebate rules set forth in the Regulations. [f any Proceeds are ineligible, or become
ineligible, for an exception to the arbitrage rebate rules, the Issuer will comply with the
provisions of this Article III. A description of the applicable rebate exceptions is as follows:

. $5.000.000 Small Issuer Exception

The reasonably anticipated amount of tax-exempt bonds (other than private activity
bonds) which will be issued by the Issuer and all subordinate entities of the Issuer during the
calendar year will not exceed $5.000,000.
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. Six Month Exception

The Gross Proceeds of the Bonds are expected to be fully expended for the governmental
purposes for which the Bonds were issued no later than six months after the date of issue. If
contrary to the reasonable expectations of the Issuer, the Gross Proceeds are not expended within
six months, and no other exemption applies, the Issuer will comply with the arbitrage rebate
requirements of the Code.

. Eighteen-Month Exception

The Gross Proceeds of the Bonds are expected to be expended for the governmental
purposes for which the Bonds were issued in accordance with the following schedule:

1) 15 percent spent within six months of the Closing Date;
2) 60 percent spent within one year of the Closing Date;
3} 100 percent spent within eighteen months of the Closing Date (subject to 5

percent retainage for not more than one year).

In any event, the Issuer expects that the 5% reasonable retainage will be spent within 30 months
of the Closing Date. For purposes of determining compliance with the six-month and twelve-
month spending periods, the amount of investment earnings included shall be based on the
Issuer's reasonable expectations that the average annual interest rate on investments will be not
more than 6%. For purposes of determining compliance with the eighteen-month spending
period, the amount of investment earnings included shall be based on actual earnings. If the
Issuer fails to meet the foregoing expenditure schedule and no other exemption applies, the
Issuer shall comply with the arbitrage rebate requirements of the Code.

. Election to Treat as Construction Bonds.

The Issuer reasonably expects that more than 75 percent of the "available construction
proceeds” ("ACP") of the Bonds, as defined in Section 148(f)(4)(C)(vi) of the Code, will be used
for construction expenditures. ACP includes the issue price of the issue plus the earnings on
such issue. Not less than the following percentages of the ACP will be spent within the
following periods:

1) 10 percent spent within six months of the Closing Date;

23 45 percent spent within one year of the Closing Date;

3) 75 percent spent within eighteen months of the Closing Date;

4) 100 percent spent within two years of the Closing Date (subject to 3

percent retainage for not more than one year).

In any event, the Issuer expects that the 5% reasonable retainage will be spent within a three-year
period beginning on the Closing Date. A failure to spend an amount that does not exceed the
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lesser of (i) 3% of the issue price or (i) $250,000, is disregarded if the Issuer exercises due
diligence to complete the Project.

. Election with respect to future earnings

Pursuant to Section 1.148-7(h)(i)(3) of the Regulations, the Issuer shall calculate the
amount of future earnings to be used in determining compliance with the first three spending
periods based on its reasonable expectations that the average annual interest rate on investments
of the ACP will be not more than 6%. Compliance with the final spending period shall be
calculated using actual earnings.

If the Issuer fails to meet the foregoing expenditure schedule, the Issuer shall comply
with the arbitrage rebate requirements of the Code.

Section 3.4 Calculation of Rebate Amount

(a) As soon after each Computation Date as practicable, the Issuer shall, if
necessary, calculate and determine the Excess Earnings on the Gross Proceeds Funds (the
"Rebate Amount"). All calculations and determinations with respect to the Rebate
Amount will be made on the basis of actual facts as of the Computation Date and
reasonable expectations as to future events.

(b) I the Rebate Amount exceeds the amount currently on deposit in the
Rebate Fund, the Issuer may deposit an amount in the Rebate Fund such that the balance
in the Rebate Fund after such deposit equals the Rebate Amount. If the amount in the
Rebate IF'und exceeds the Rebate Amount, the Issuer may withdraw such excess amount
provided that such withdrawal can be made from amounts originally transferred to the
Rebate Fund and not from earnings thereon, which may not be transferred, and only if
such withdrawal may be made without liquidating investments at a loss.

Section 3.5 Rebate Requirements and the Bond Fund

It is expected that the Bond Fund described in the Resolution and Section 2.6(c¢) of this
Certificate will be treated as a bona fide debt service fund as defined in Regulation 1.148-1(b).
As such, any amount earned during a Bond Year on the Bond Fund and amounts earned on such
amounts, if allocated to the Bond Fund. will not be taken into account in calculating the Rebate
Amount if the annual gross earnings on the Bond Fund for such bond Year are less than
$100,000 or if average annual debt service will not exceed $2,500,000 for the reasons outlined in
Section 2.6(c) hereof. However, should annual gross earnings exceed $100,000 or should the
Bond Fund cease to be treated as a bona fide debt service fund, the Bond Fund will become
subject to the rebate requirements set forth in Section 3.4 hereof.

Section 3.6  Investment of the Rebate FFund

(a) Immediately upon a transfer to the Rebate Fund, the Issuer may invest all
amounts in the Rebate Fund not already invested and held in the Rebate Fund, to the
extent possible, in (1) SLGS, such investments to be made at a yield of not more than
one-eighth of one percent above the Bond Yield, (2) Tax Exempt Obligations, (3) direct
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obligations of the United States or (4) certificates of deposit of any bank or savings and
loan association. All investments in the Rebate Fund shall be made to mature not later
than the next Rebate Payment Date.

(b) If the Issuer invests in SLGS, the Issuer shall file timely subscription
forms for such securities (if required). To the extent possible, amounts received from
maturing SLGS shall be reinvested immediately in zero yield SLGS maturing on or
before the next Rebate Payment Date.

Section 3.7  Payment to the United States

(a) On each Rebate Payment Date, the Issuer will pay to the United States at
least ninety percent (90%) of the Rebate Amount less a computation credit of $1,000 per
Bond Year for which the payment is made.

(b)  The Issuer will pay to the United States not later than sixty (60) days after
the Final Bond Retirement Date all the rebatable arbitrage as of such date and any income
attributable to such rebatable arbitrage as described in Regulation 1.148-3(f)(2).

() If necessary, on each Rebate Payment Date, the Issuer will mail a check to
the Internal Revenue Service Center, Ogden, UT 84201. Each payment shall be
accompanied by a copy of Form 8038-T, Arbitrage Rebate, filed with respect to the
Bonds or other information reporting form as is required to comply with the Code and
applicable Regulations.

Section 3.8 Records

(a) The Issuer will keep and retain adequate records with respect to the
Bonds, the Gross Proceeds Funds, the Bond Fund, and the Rebate Fund until six years
after the Final Bond Retirement Date. Such records shall include descriptions of all
calculations of amounts transferred to the Rebate Fund, if any, and descriptions of all
calculations of amounts paid to the United States as required by this Certificate. Such
records will also show all amounts earned on moneys invested in such funds, and the
actual dates and amounts of all principal, interest and redemption premiums (if any) paid
on the Bonds.

(b) Records relating to the investments in such Funds shall completely
describe all transfers, deposits, disbursements and earnings including:

(1) a complete list of all investments and reinvestments of amounts in
each such Fund including, if applicable, purchase price, purchase date, type of
security, accrued interest paid, interest rate, dated date, principal amount, date of
maturity, interest payment dates, date of liquidation, receipt upon liquidation,
market value of such investment on the Final Bond Retirement Date if held by the
Issuer on the Final Bond Retirement Date, and market value of the investment on
the date pledged to the payment of the Bonds or the Closing Date if different from
the purchase date.





(2) the amount and source of each payment to, and the amount,
purpose and payee of each payment from, each such Fund.

Section 3.9  Additional Payments

The Issuer hereby agrees to pay to the United States from legally available money of the
Issuer (whether or not such available money is on deposit in any fund or account related to the
Bonds) any amount which is required to be paid to the United States, but which is not available
in a fund related to the Bonds for transfer to the Rebate Fund or pavment to the United States.

ARTICLE IV
INVESTMENT RESTRICTIONS

Section 4.1 Avoidance of Prohibited Pavments

The Issuer will not enter into any transaction that reduces the amount required to be
deposited into the Rebate Fund or paid to the United States because such transaction results in a
smaller profit or a larger loss than would have resulted if the transaction had been at arm's length
and had the Bond Yield not been relevant to either party. The Issuer will not invest or direct the
investment of any funds in a manner which reduces an amount required to be paid to the United
States because such transaction results in a small profit or larger loss than would have resulted if
the transaction had been at arm's length and had the Bond Yield not been relevant to the Issuer.
In particular, notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein or in the Resolution, the
Issuer will not invest or direct the investment of any funds in a manner which would violate any
provision of this Article I'V.

Section 4.2 Market Price Requirement

(a) The Issuer will not purchase or direct the purchase of Taxable Obligations
for more than the then available market price for such Taxable Obligations. The Issuer
will not sell, liquidate or direct the sale or liquidation of Taxable Obligations for less than
the then available market price.

(b) For purposes of this Certificate, United States Treasury obligations
purchased directly from the United States Treasury will be deemed to be purchased at the

market price.

Section 4.3 Investment in Certificates of Deposit

(a) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein or in the
Resolution, the Issuer will invest or direct the investment of funds on deposit in any
Gross Proceeds Fund, the Bond Fund, and the Rebate Fund, in a certificate of deposit of a
bank or savings bank which is permitted by law and by the Resolution only if the
purchase price of such a certificate of deposit is treated as its fair market value on the
purchase date and if the yield on the certificate of deposit 1s not less than (1) the yield on
reasonably comparable direct obligations of the United States; and (2) the highest yield
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that is published or posted by the provider to be currently available from the provider on
reasonably comparable certificates of deposit offered to the public.

(b) The certificate of deposit described in paragraph 4.3(a) above must be
executed by a dealer who maintains an active secondary market in comparable
certificates of deposit and must be based on actual trades adjusted to reflect the size and
term of that certificate of deposit and the stability and reputation of the bank or savings
bank issuing the certificate of deposit.

Section 4.4 Investment Pursuant to Investment Contracts and Agreements

The Issuer will invest or direct the investment of funds on deposit in the Gross Proceeds
Funds, the Bond Fund, and the Rebate Fund pursuant to an investment contract (including a
repurchase agreement) only if all of the following requirements are satisfied:

(a) The Issuer makes a bona fide solicitation for the purchase of the
investment. A bona fide solicitation is a solicitation that satisfies all of the following
requirements:

(1) "The bid specifications are in writing and are timely forwarded to
potential providers.

(2) The bid specifications include all material terms of the bid. A term
is material if it may directly or indirectly affect the yield or the cost of the
investment.

(3) The bid specifications include a statement notifying potential
providers that submission of a bid is a representation that the potential provider
did not consult with any other potential provider about its bid, that the bid was
determined without regard to any other formal or informal agreement that the
potential provider has with the issuer or any other person (whether or not in
connection with the Bonds), and that the bid is not being submitted solely as a
courtesy to the issuer or any other person for purposes of satisfying the
requirements of paragraph (d)(6)(iii)(B)(1) or (2) of Section 1.148-5 of the
Regulations.

(4) The terms of the bid specifications are commercially reasonable.
A term is commercially reasonable if there is a legitimate business purpose for the
term other than to increase the purchase price or reduce the yield of the
investment. :

(5) For purchases of guaranteed investment contracts only, the terms
of the solicitation take into account the Issuer's reasonably expected deposit and
drawdown schedule for the amounts to be invested.

(6) All potential providers have an equal opportunity to bid and no
potential provider is given the opportunity to review other bids (i.e., a last look)
before providing a bid.
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(7) At least three reasonably competitive providers are solicited for
bids. A reasonably competitive provider is a provider that has an established
industry reputation as a competitive provider of the type of investments being
purchased.

(b) The bids received by the Issuer meet all of the following requirements:

(1) The Issuer receives at least three bids from providers that the
Issuer solicited under a bona fide solicitation meeting the requirements of
paragraph (d)(6)(ii1)(A) of Section 1.148-5 of the Regulations and that do not
have a material financial interest in the issue. A lead underwriter in a negotiated
underwriting transaction is deemed to have a material financial interest in the
issue until 15 days after the issue date of the issue. In addition, any entity acting
as a financial advisor with respect to the purchase of the investment at the time
the bid specifications are forwarded to potential providers has a material financial
interest in the issue. A provider that is a related party to a provider that has a
material financial interest in the issue is deemed to have a material financial
interest in the issue.

2) At least one of the three bids described in paragraph
(d)(6)(111)(B)(1) of Section 1.148-5 of the Regulations is from a reasonably
competitive provider, within the meaning of paragraph (d)(6)(iii)(A)(7) of Section
1.148-5 of the Regulations.

(3) [f the Issuer uses an agent to conduct the bidding process, the agent
did not bid to provide the investment.

(c) The winning bid meets the following requirements:

(1) Guaranteed investment contracts. If the investment is a guaranteed
investment contract, the winning bid is the highest yielding bona fide bid
(determined net of any broker's fees).

(2) Other investments. If the investment is not a guaranteed
investment contract, the winning bid is the lowest cost bona fide bid (including
any broker's fees).

(d) The provider of the investments or the obligor on the guaranteed
investment contract certifies the administrative costs that it pays (or expects to pay, if
any) to third parties in connection with supplying the investment.

(e) The Issuer will retain the following records with the bond documents until
three years after the last outstanding bond is redeemed:

(1) For purchases of guaranteed investment contracts, a copy of the
contract, and for purchases of investments other than guaranteed investment
contracts, the purchase agreement or confirmation.
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(2) The receipt or other record of the amount actually paid by the
Issuer for the investments, including a record of any administrative costs paid by
the Issuer, and the certification under paragraph (d)(6)(iii)(D) of Section 1.148-5
of the Regulations.

3) For each bid that is submitted, the name of the person and entity
submitting the bid, the time and date of the bid, and the bid results.

(4) The bid solicitation form and, if the terms of the purchase
agreement or the guaranteed investment contract deviated from the bid solicitation
form or a submitted bid is modified, a brief statement explaining the deviation and
stating the purpose for the deviation.

(5) For purchases of investments other than guaranteed investment
contracts, the cost of the most efficient portfolio of State and Local Government
Series Securities, determined at the time that the bids were required to be
submitted pursuant to the terms of the bid specifications.

Section 4.5 Records

The Issuer will maintain records of all purchases, sales, liquidations, investments,
reinvestments, redemptions, disbursements, deposits, and transfers of amounts on deposit.

Section4.6  Investments to be Legal

All investments required to be made pursuant to this Certificate shall be made to the
extent permitted by law. In the event that any such investment is determined to be ultra vires, it
shall be liquidated and the proceeds thereof shall be invested in a legal investment, provided that
prior to reinvesting such proceeds, the Issuer shall obtain an opinion of Bond Counsel to the
effect that such reinvestment will not cause the Bonds to become arbitrage bonds under Sections
103, 148, 149, or any other applicable provision of the Code.

ARTICLE V
GENERAL COVENANTS

The Issuer hereby covenants to perform all acts within its power necessary to ensure that
the reasonable expectations set forth in Article II hereof will be realized. The Issuer reasonably
expects to comply with all covenants contained in this Certificate.

ARTICLE VI
AMENDMENTS AND ADDITIONAL AGREEMENTS

Section 6.1 Opinion of Bond Counsel; Amendments

The various provisions of this Certificate need not be observed and this Certificate may
be amended or supplemented at any time by the Issuer 1f the [ssuer receives an opinion or
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opinions of Bond Counsel that the failure to comply with such provisions will not cause any of
the Bonds to become "arbitrage bonds" under the Code and that the terms of such amendment or
supplement will not cause any of the Bonds to become "arbitrage bonds" under the Code, or
otherwise cause interest on any of the Bonds to become includable in gross income for federal
Income tax purposes.

Section 6.2 Additional Covenants. Agreements

The Issuer hereby covenants to make, execute and enter into (and to take such actions, if
any, as may be necessary to enable it to do so) such agreements as may be necessary to comply
with any changes in law or regulations in order to preserve the tax-exempt status of the Bonds to
the extent that it may lawfully do so. The Issuer further covenants (1) to impose such limitations
on the investment or use of moneys or investments related to the Bonds, (2) to make such
payments to the United States Treasury, (3) to maintain such records, (4) to perform such
calculations, and (5) to perform such other lawful acts as may be necessary to preserve the tax-
exempt status of the Bonds.

Section 6.3 Internal Revenuce Serviee Audits

The Internal Revenue Service has not audited the Issuer regarding any obligations issued
by or on behalf of the Issuer. To the best knowledge of the Issuer, no such obligations of the
Issuer are currently under examination by the Internal Revenue Service.

Section 6.4 Amendments

Except as otherwise provided in Section 6.1 hereof, all the rights, powers, duties and
obligations of the Issuer shall be irrevocable and binding upon the Issuer and shall not be subject
to amendment or modification by the Issuer.

ARTICLE VII

QUALIFIED TAX EXEMPT OBLIGATIONS

The Issuer, a "qualified small issuer," designates the Bonds as "qualified tax exempt
obligations" as defined in Code Section 265(b)(3) and represents that the reasonably anticipated
amount of tax-exempt governmental and qualified 501(c)(3) obligations (including for this
purpose tax exempt installment sales, lease or lease purchase agreements or other tax exempt
obligations) which will be issued during the current calendar year will not exceed ten million
dollars ($10,000,000).

In support of the foregoing, the Issuer states:
