Business:

Unite Walk 2019- The City received a special event request to hold the Hemopbhilia of lowa Clot Trot now known
as the Unite Walk 5K Race on September 21, 2019. The race will begin and end at Clark Park as in previous years.
They have already reserved the park for that date. I do not for see any issues with this event as it will be their 4th
year of hosting this event in one of our parks. With your approval, we will send your recommendation off to council
at the May 15* meeting.

Dog Mayor- Chair, Dan Wilkes has had the idea to start a dog Mayor aka “Big Dog in Town” in Hiawatha as a fun
way to get the community engaged and raise funds for the upcoming dog park. We have approached Mayor, Bill
Bennett about the idea and he has approved us to do more research to get this off the ground. There are 7 other
states in the US that have had a dog mayor/pet mayor, mainly to add some fun to their City’s. Some of the ideas we
have come up with are to have the dog candidates in the Fun Fest parade, announce the winner at or after Fun Fest,
have the first “Big Dog in Town” at the ribbon cutting of our new dog park, and attend selected events when
applicable.

Kelly reached out to Fair Haven, Vermont, Omena, Michigan, and Cormorant, Minnesota to find out some
information on how their elections ran. After compiling information this is what we found: $5.00 nominations,
$1.00 vote, each year project will change for fundraising, fees were collected through a PayPal account, dog/pet
participates in community events and is the talk of the community.

Ambyr and Kelly have put together an application for dog nominations and the Friends Foundation has created a
website through SQUARE and Weebly that will manage the donations. The Friends Foundation will collect the
funds and distribute to the dog park accordingly. We need your approval to get this election started and get
councils support.

MSA Comp Plan Update- Chris and Michelle have taken the lead on collecting feedback from the Hiawatha
Elementary students. Once it is collected, we will give the information to MSA and get the report updated for Park

Before you on the agenda are two separate but nearly identical items. 28E agreements for closest
unit response, or Automatic Mutual Aid. As Fire Departments, it is our desire to provide the best
possible response to fires, without regard to boundaries or political areas. Under our present
situation, when we have a fire, we must specifically get on radio and request each agency that we
want to respond. This can be time-consuming and effectively delay the arrival of additional help.
With this automatic aid agreement, we are forming a standing mutual aid request, and all three
departments will be simultaneously dispatched to any structure fire occurring within Hiawatha,
Robins, or Monroe Township. These agreements were approved by Robins and Monroe on May 6,

This provides many benefits. First, it will remove any delay in having to "manually" request
assistance. Second, it will place additional resources on the scene of an emergency faster. Thirdly, if
an agency is delayed in responding to their own emergency for some reason, two other agencies have
already been dispatched. Finally, it allows us to take advantage of the combined resources and staff
of 3 agencies.

The system should work as follows. Upon receipt of a call regarding a structure fire in any of the
three jurisdictions, Linn County should page all three departments at the same time. The primary
agency will make their normal response. The assisting agencies will send an engine, a tanker, or both
depending on where the incident is. Each agency has established zones that determine what the
response 1s. Our zones are simply city and rural.

I met with the Cedar Rapids Fire Chief on Tuesday and we discussed a similar agreement. As
vou know, we are already responding frequently into Cedar Rapids for fires and he and 1 both believe
that will continue and most likely increase.

The fire service is changing. There are fewer people volunteering at small departments. Staffing
is a concern even at larger departments. There is greater demand placed on departments and it is
critical that we are able to put an effective firefighting force at an incident to ensure both public and
responder safety. Forming regionally coalitions that can improve the delivery of fire services to the
community is a path that we can take to improve that response.

WHEREAS, each Entity shall have the necessary personnel and equipment to serve each
entity’s geographical area, because from time to time the resources of Hiawatha and Robins may be
insufficient to provide full service to each entity’s geographical area, and because under these
circumstances the sharing of equipment, personnel, and fire suppression service would be
beneficial to both Entities, Hiawatha and Robins enter into the following Agreement.

“Plan”) regarding the deployment of personnel and equipment in responding to Emergency
Incidents under this Agreement.

V. The dispatch of Hiawatha’s or Robin’s auto-aid apparatus will be made simultaneously with
the initial dispatch to the reported incident by the Linn County Communications Center.

When the fire suppression services are so engaged, the responding equipment and
personnel shall be subject to the authority of the Fire Chief of the requesting Entity or his or
her designee.

Each Entity shall bear the liability and/or costs of damage
to its equipment and facilities, and the compensation of its employees or volunteers,
including injury or death of its personnel, occurring as a consequence of the performance of
this Agreement, whether the damages, costs, injury or death occurs at an Emergency in the
Entity’s own jurisdiction or in the jurisdiction of the other Entity.

Except as provided herein, each Entity shall be responsible for the acts or omissions of its
own employees, and shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other Entity, its
officers, agents and employees from and against any and all suits, actions, debts, damages,
costs, charges and expenses, including court costs and attorney’s fees, arising from loss of,
or damage to, private property, and/or the death of, or injury to private persons, arising from
services or response rendered pursuant to this Agreement. Provided, however, the Assisted
Entity shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Assisting Entity where any suits,
actions, debts, damages, costs, charges or expenses arise from execution of a specific
command or order pursuant to paragraph V of this Agreement.

Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent or limit either Entity to this Agreement from
recovering or attempting to recover costs of services rendered to a third party where such
recovery of costs is provided for by law.

The Entities to this Agreement do not waive any defenses, immunities or other limitations
applicable to a respective Entity or party and nothing herein shall be so construed. Each
Entity to this Agreement reserves the right to fully defend all claims arising from loss of or
damage to private property and/or death of or injury to private persons who are not parties
to this Agreement including, but not limited to, asserting defenses or immunities available
under applicable law.

This article shall survive the termination of this Agreement where necessary to protect each
Entity to this Agreement.

Each
Entity to this Agreement reserves the right to fully defend all claims arising from loss of or
damage to private property and/or death of or injury to private persons who are not parties
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to this Agreement including, but not limited to, asserting defenses or immunities available
under applicable law.

This article shall survive the termination of this Agreement where necessary to protect each
Entity to this Agreement.

After approval by the Monroe Township Board of Trustees and the Hiawatha City Council, this
Agreement shall become effective upon filing with the Secretary of State and recording with
Monroe Township Clerk and the Hiawatha City Clerk. This Agreement shall remain in effect until
terminated or amended. Either Monroe Township or Hiawatha may terminate this Agreement with
at least sixty (60) days written notice of the Entity’s intent to terminate this Agreement.

It is our pleasure to present to you the completed Emergency Services Master Plan. We are
asking you to receive and place this on file. Upon doing that we will place the document on file with
the Clerk and place it online on the City Website for public access. It has already been posted in the
department’s online library.

We came away with 50 recommendations. They were broken down into the following
categories; Organizational, Management, Planning, Staff, Training, Fire Prevention/ Community Risk
Reduction (CRR), Communications, and Capital. ESCI also broke them down into short/mid range,
and long range planning, Finally they assigned priority of 1 -3 with 1 being higher. They are attached
to this in order that they listed them. I am maintaining a separate list that I can sort.

You will note that there are 15 recommendations that are highlighted in green. These are items
that we have already taken some action on. Most of those actions are ongoing.

The day staff has met and reviewed the recommendations and set our own key issues for this
year. They are, 1) recruitment and retention, 2) Health, Safety and Wellness, 3) Improve
accountability for training and attendance along with a mentorship program, 4) Station
improvements and 5) Improving data collection through Emergency Reporting training. These
topics all fit within the 50 recommendations.

We will continue to keep you posted as we move through the Master Plan recommendations.

We recently received notfication that Wellmark Blue Cross and Blue Shield (Wellmark) have increased
their maximum allowable fees (MAF), or what they pay for ambulance services. In order to maximize
revenue, we need to adjust our rates to match the increase. Our rates were last adjusted in 2017. Wellmark’s
MAF is effective July 1, 2019, and these rates will be effective July 1 if you approve them. We are
recommending that you set our rates to match the Wellmark MAF. 14.7% of our income comes from
Wellmark. (In calendar 2018 that was $44,252).

Additional supply and service chatges are being added. Previously we “bundled” charges, only charging a
base and mileages. Some in the ambulance industry believed that because Medicare did not allow us to charge
for supplies in their rules, we could not do that for any payers. However, they issued a clarification that while
Medicare will not pay for the added supplies, they are not prohibiting providers from billing other payers for
those supplies.

While neither Medicare, nor Wellmark will allow these charges for their patients, other payers including
other insurance, liability, automotive, and work comp payers will cover the charges. The charges established
were based on our conservative estimate of what those items cost us.

The final notable change is the “Ambulance Response and Treatment” charge. Previously, insurance,
including Wellmark and Medicaid only paid if we transported a patient. We had a small fee for this of $75 that
went to the patient. Effective this rate cycle, Wellmark, and other insurers are paying for treatment even if we
don’t transport. The $248 rate is based on the Wellmark MAF for that item.

These rate changes will lead to an increase in revenue. Estimating the amount is nearly impossible with
our data, because the factors are complex, depending on each specific payer on each specific call, and what
care was rendered and supplied. I recommend the following rates. Based on my experience, these rates are
most appropriate for our community and patients. If you have questions, I will attempt to answer them. On
the next page is the chart so you can identify the changes.

Patand I met with four lowa BIG students and their instructor on May 6 to go over plans for an Urban
Garden project that they would like to see fulfilled in Hiawatha. lowa BIG assists students in developing
their agency, efficacy, and passions while gaining valuable real-world and academic skills so they can
succeed in a world of rapid and constant change. This team has done research on Urban Gardens and
their accessibility to refugees and residents in the city limits. Hiawatha currently does not have a
community garden; the closest gardens are at Ellis Park in Cedar Rapids and Squaw Creek in Marion.
There are many refugees that are currently traveling long distances to these locations just so they can
have a garden of their own. For many this is part of their culture.

lowa BIG has been in contact with ServePro Hiawatha where they have about 3 acres of land that they
are willing to lend in order for an Urban Garden to take place. Their land is zoned as commercial, so Pat
has worked with the group in editing a past resolution from 2014 where we allowed another group a
yearly allowance for urban farming as long as they follow the criteria. You will see the updated
document attached. Pat and [ see no issues with their proposal. ServePro has approved of the project
taking place on their land and lowa BIG will take all responsibilities. You will see an approval letter from
the owner of ServePro along with information provided by the students leading this project.

We would like to ask for Councils approval for lowa BIG to fulfill their Urban Garden on ServePro
property by fulfilling the necessary guidelines stated in the updated resolution.

WHEREAS, the City of Hiawatha received a request from Iowa Big to plant An urban
agricultural garden on the property described as HIAWATHA NORTH 1*' ADDITION, LOT 1,
and located along the north side of Emmons Road and between Miller Road and the future
Edgewood Road, to raise fresh food to be donated to local food banks, and

WHEREAS, Hiawatha zoning classifications currently do not allow this type of use in a
C-3 zoning district which is the zoning classification for the commercial property 1 described as
HIAWATHA NORTH 1" ADDITION, LOT 1. City Staff has researched the possibility of
temporarily allowing one (1) season of urban agriculture garden activity on the property
described as HIAWATHA NORTH 1% ADDITION, LOT 1 with the following conditions:

¢ Urban Agriculture Garden use shall be limited to the cultivating of plants and produce on
a temporary basis (one planting season). Animal husbandry, livestock, and bees shall not
be considered urban agriculture uses.

e lowa Big will secure an agreement with the owner of the property and will provide a
copy of the written agreement to the City of Hiawatha.

e lowa Big will secure the support of the adjacent businesses and property owners for the
urban agriculture activity and shall provide assurance to the City of Hiawatha the
adjacent businesses and property owners support lowa Big and the urban agriculture
activity.

»  Parcels used for urban agriculture uses shall be situated, equipped, operated, and
maintained so as to minimize to the maximum extent possible, using the best available
methods, any impacts on, or interference with other land uses and activities in the general
area, or the public health, safety, and general welfare. Specific requirements include:

(A) Odor control,

(B) Debris control;

(C) Rodent and pest control; and

(D) Secure, enclosed, rodent-proof storage of all seed, fertilizer, and other
chemical products used in operations.

e Only walk-behind mechanical farm equipment shall be used
Pesticides, insecticides, fertilizers, and other chemical products used in urban agricultural
operations must be designed for household use. Pesticides, insecticides, fertilizers and
other chemical products designed for commercial agricultural operations shall not be
permitted.

e Excess storm water runoff shall be detained on site in connection with any new
construction, development, redevelopment or land use change related to urban
agricultural operations.

e  Minimum setbacks of five (5) feet shall be maintained in the front, side and rear yards of
any parcel used for urban agricultural uses.

e No fence, wall, vegetation or combination of such items exceeding a height of three (3)
feet above ground level shall be erected within the required front yard in any district.





¢ Upon the harvest of all vegetation and produce city staff will review with lowa Big urban
agricultural activity to determine if this activity should be allowable within our zoning
perimeters. If in review the decision to not continue the activity the parcel shall be hydro-
seeded and returned to its original state.

e If the requirements are not met throughout the growing season and the area is not
maintained accordingly the City will treat the activity as a nuisance.

e  An annual permit would not be required at this time, and

Hiawatha has contracted with Shive Hattery Engineers to prepare the plans and specifications for the
2019 Center Point Road and Willman Street Traffic Signal project. This includes a new semi-actuated
traffic signal at Willman Street that will only change when a call comes from the side street.

As we reviewed the draft plans it was brought to our attention that the existing brick sidewalks and
pedestrian crossings no longer meet the current ADA standards. This area was reconstructed in the late
1990°s, almost 20 years ago before brick sidewalks have been removed from any new sidewalk
construction specification. Staff review of the design determined that the new signal layout should
utilize the “2 signal pole” concept with all the existing brick sidewalks removed in order to install
the new conduit, wiring, and bases for the new pedestrian signal heads. This will allow the
sidewalks to be replaced with colored concrete.

For that reason, it makes sense to replace the entire intersection with new colored concrete and comply
with the current ADA specifications. This will increase the construction cost of the project that has been
anticipated and are available with LOST funds.
