Re:  Hiawatha Kids League request for installation of Solar Panel in Guthridge Park

Hiawatha Kids League is seeking permission to install a green energy producing alternative; solar panels
atop the Guthridge Park concession stand. These 4 solar panels (3.5° x 5.57) would offset the energy
consumption and would produce the most solar power if mounted onto the roof section facing the south;
this has 200 gross square feet of area or 75 square feet of viable set back square feet. The solar panels need
to be in proximity to the concession stand meter.

The solar system would produce approximately 1745 kWh ($150) per year and the HKL energy
consumption averages 3500 kWh each season of ($300-400) for a four (4) month period. The offset would
be captured with a bi-directional meter provided by Alliant Energy; the meter would spin in the opposite
(favorable) direction when energy is produced by the solar panels. Trees have been removed near the
concession stand to eliminate any shadowing over the panels.

Certified contractors and electricians approved by the Hiawatha building department will conduct the
installation. Total estimated cost of the project would be under $4000, HKL will pay for the installation
and maintenance of the solar system with City guidance. Hiawatha Kids League has earned a Green
Communities grant for $2500 and would pay for the balance of the installation with budgeted funds for
special projects. Contactors will work with the City of Hiawatha and abide to all of the necessary codes
and installation requirements for proper mechanical and electrical functionality. Desired installation would
be for June of 2018.

The Solar Panel would demonstrate to the youth and families of the league the benefits of green energy
alternatives and how solar energy is converted into useful applications in the concession stand. The solar
panels have a life span of over 20 years and would help HKL meet the cost and use of traditional energy
for years to come.

Myself, Kim Downs, Cindy Kudma, (Finance Director) Patrick Parsley, (Community Development) and
Mark Parmenter (City Attorney) met with the Hiawatha Kids League Board in separate meetings to discuss
moving forward and making sure all permits and necessary guidelines are met by the Park and Rec and
Community Development departments. Attached you will see the agreement that Mark Parmenter has
drafted, that explains the partnership, liabilities and expectations of Hiawatha Kids League moving
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forward. The Park Commission made recommendations to city council to approve this project at the May

8™ meeting. Hiawatha Kids League has done great things for our community and have a great working
relationship with the Parks and Recreation Department.

SOLAR PANEL AGREEMENT

This SOLAR PANEL AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is entered into on this
day of . 2018 (“Effective Date™) by and between the City of
Hiawatha, lowa, an lIowa municipal corporation (hereinafter the “C ity”) and the Hiawatha Kid’s
League, an lowa not for profit organization (“HKL™). The City and HKL may hereinafter be
referred to collectively as the “Parties”.

RECITALS
WHEREAS, the City owns a concession stand located in Guthridge Park, Hiawatha:
WHEREAS, HKL provides youth recreational baseball activities;

WHEREAS, HKL has received a grant from Rockwell C ollins Corporation to purchase
and install a solar panel;

WHEREAS, HKL desires to locate the solar panel on the concession stand located in
Guthridge Park;

WHEREAS, HKL has made a request to the City to allow HKL to install the solar panel
on the concession stand located in Guthridge Park; and

WHEREAS, the City agrees to allow HKL to install the solar panel on the concession
stand located in Guthridge Park under the terms and conditions contained in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and mutual representations,
covenants and agreement as set forth in this Agreement, and other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged by the Parties,
agree as follows:

2 Solar Panel Installation. The City grants HKL permission to install a solar panel
on the concession stand located in Guthridge Park. HKL shall be solely responsible for all costs
associated with the solar panel’s installation, including, but not limited to. the cost to install the
solar panel, electrical work and other expenses associated with the installation of the solar panel.
The City agrees to waive any applicable permit fees,

2 Solar Panel Maintenance, HKL shall be solely responsible for the care and all
costs associated with any maintenance for the solar panel during the term of this Agreement.

3, Term. The term of this Agreement shall be for five (5) years as of the Effective
Date of this Agreement. This Agreement shall automatically renew at the end of the five (5) year
term for an additional five (5) year term and or useful life of the panels, unless either party gives
the other party at least ninety (90) days written notice of its intent to not renew the Agreement.
Either party may terminate this Agreement, with ten (10) days written notice to terminate, if the
other party is in breach of any term or condition of this Agreement.





IfHKL disbands, or no longer uses the concession stand, the City may require HKL to remove
the solar panel at no cost to the City, or the City may retain the solar panel at no cost to City.

4. Solar Panel Installation. HKL shall have the solar panel installed no later than
August 1, 2018.

§. Removal of Solar Panel. HKL agrees that if the solar panel is removed from the
concession stand located in Guthridge Park at any time, HKL shall be responsible for its
removal. Additionally, HKL shall be responsible to indemnify the City for any damages to the
concession stand or surrounding area caused by the installation, maintenance or removal of the
solar panel. HKL agrees to reimburse the City for such damages within thirty (30) days after
receiving written demand from the City.

6. Utilities. The Parties anticipate the solar panel will generate electricity
throughout the year. The City agrees to give HKL a credit of $150.00 to offset HKL's electrical
utilities it pays to the City each year for the electrical use of the concession stand provided the
solar panel generates at least 1745 kHw hours annually. The first credit shall be made no later
than September 15, 2019. All subsequent credits shall be made on or before September 15" of
every year thereafter during the Term of this Agreement so long as the solar panel continues to
generate 1745 kWh hour annually.

The Parties further agree that they will review rates every three (3) years to evaluate the
KW hours generated from the solar panel in conjunction with the utility costs to HKL. The City
may, at its sole discretion and with at least sixty (60) days written notice to HK L., terminate its
annual credit as provided in Paragraph 6 of the Agreement.

y Indemnification. HKL shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless, the City, its
agents, employees and elected officials, from any and all actual or alleged claims, demands,
causes of action, liability, loss, damage and/or injury (to property or persons, including, without
limitation, wrongful death), whether brought by an individual or other entity, or imposed by a
court of law, administrative action or any federal, state, or local government or agency, arising
out of the installation, maintenance or use of the solar panel referenced in this Agreement. This
applies to and includes, without limitation, the payment of all penalties, fines, judgments,
awards, decrees, attorney fees, and related costs and expenses, incurred by the City.

8. Insurance. HKL shall procure and maintain, at its own expense, and furnish to
the City, for the duration of this Agreement, comprehensive liability insurance for bodily
injury and property damage, written on an occurrence basis, including, but not limited to,
automobile, commercial general liability, and non-owned auto, with an insurance company
satisfactory to the City, in limits not less than $500,000 combined single limit for each
occurrence and $500,000 in general aggregate. As a condition of this Agreement, HKL shall
furnish to the City a certificate, satisfactory to the City, from HKL’s insurance company showing
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the required insurance to be in force and stating that the insurance will not be canceled or
changed except upon at least thirty (30) days prior written notice to the City. HKL shall name
the City as an additional insured under HKL"s general liability insurance policy.

HKL shall furnish to the City with satisfactory written proof that HKL is in full compliance with
the requirements of this section and that the insurance is in force. Failure of the C ity to demand
presentation of the proof of insurance required herein shall not constitute a waiver by the City of
the requirements of this section.

0. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement, or the application thereof, shall
for any reason and to any extent to be held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this
Agreement and application of such provision to such other persons or circumstance shall be
interpreted so as best to reasonabl y effect the intent of the Parties hereto. The Parties further
agree to replace any such invalid or unenforceable provisions of this Agreement with valid and
enforceable provisions which will achieve. to the extent possible, the economic, business and
other purposes of the invalid or unenforceable provisions.

10.  Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding and
agreement of the Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior and
contemporaneous agreements or understandings, written or oral, among the Parties with respect
to such subject matter, as set forth in this Agreement.

Il Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts,
each of which shall be an original as against any party whose signature appears thereof and all of
which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

12 Amendment. Any term or provision of this Agreement may be amended, and the
observance of any term of this A greement may be waived (either generally or in a particular
instance, and either retroactively or prospectively) only by a writing signed by the party to be
bound thereby.

I3, No Waiver. The failure of any party to enforce any of the provisions hereof shall
not be construed to be a waiver of the ri ght of such party thereafter to enforce such provision.

4. Natices. Whenever any party hereto desires or is required to give any notice
demand or request with respect to this Agreement, each such communication shall be in writing
and shall be effective only if it is delivered by personal service, sent by express courier service
with guaranteed next day delivery, charges prepaid, or mailed by United States certified mail
postage prepaid, return receipt requested, addressed as follows: If to the City, to 101 Emmons
Street, Hiawatha, lowa 52233, Attn: City Clerk; and if to Hiawatha Kid's League. P.O. Box 203.
Hiawatha, lowa 52233. Each such communication shall be effective when received by the
addressee thereof or, if sent by express courier, within one day after pick-up by such courier or,
if sent by registered or certified mail in the manner set forth above, three days after being





deposited in the United States mail. Any party may change its address for such communications
by giving notice thereof to the other party in conformity with this section.

15. Captions and Headings. The captions and headings used in this Agreement are
for convenience of reference onl y and do not constitute a part of this Agreement and shall not be
deemed to limit, characterize or in any way affect any provision of this Agreement.

16. Submission te Jurisdiction; Choice of Forum. Each of the parties submits to
the exclusive jurisdiction of any state or federal court sitting in Linn County, lowa, in any action
or proceeding arising out of or relating to this Agreement or the transactions contemplated
herein. Each of the parties waives any defense of inconvenient forum to the maintenance of any
action or proceeding so brought, and waives any bond, surety, or other security that might be
required of any other party with respect thereto.

THE PARTIES AGREE THAT THIS AGREEMENT IS A BINDING CONTRACT AND
EACH PARTY HAS HAD A FULL AND AMPLE OPPORTUNITY TO CONSULT
WITH AND OBTAIN THE ADVICE OF AN ATTORNEY.

Once agamn, DAEC has asked us to do stand-by during their annual refueling operations. We
provide a Paramedic on site for 24 hours a day. It starts on September 1, and will finish September
30, We provide one paramedic at a time and all needed equipment. No ambulance is required. It is
possible that we will hire 1 or 2 temporary firemedics to assist with this project, probably from our
existing cadre of volunteers. We provided this same service in 2008, 2010, 2012, 2014, and 2016. We
had no issues with coverage in town or at the plant, and our revenue covered all the related expenses.
I calculated rate such that revenue exceeds the expenses this year also. The hourly rate we charge
this year is $65/hour, up from $60 in the past. The value of the PO is at $48,360, depending on how
long the event last.

Should any equipment used by the Hiawatha Fire Department become
contaminated or damaged in the course of responding to a call at the
plant, DAEC will assume responsibility for decontamination of such
equipment. If the equipment is lost from service for a period of
24-hours due to contamination, DAEC will be responsible for providing
adequate temporary back-up equipment or as needed, permanent replacement
equipment to the Hiawatha Fire Department. Replacement of equipment will
be done only in those situations where decontamination/refurbishment does
not restore the equipment to an acceptable operational condition.

RE: Linn County Dispatch Service 28E Agreement

Early in 2015 the City received a letter from the Linn County Supervisors stating they determined that four
additional dispatchers we needed to increase their service levels from two to three dispatchers per shift.
Additional dispatchers were necessary in order to accommodate the increased call volume, an increased
number of officers and the increasing complexity of emergency dispatching.

On July 1, 2015, two of the four dispatch positions were added to the Sherriff's Office. In FY-17 the third

dispatcher was hired and the fourth in FY-18. In order to pay for the additional dispatchers, the Board of
Supervisors determined the communities that elected to utilize Linn County dispatch services and employed
their own police departments were going to be charged. The charges would be based on an average number

of calls for service from each community for a period of three years. Linn County stated, “For the last 40-years,
Linn County has shouldered the full cost of providing dispatch services for Hiawatha. We believe the time has
come with the advancements in dispatch to move to cost-sharing of this service”. Their original request for
Hiawatha totaled $134,310.

To make a long story short each of the communities who received the letter agreed there was a need for
additional dispatchers and disagreed with the way County came up with their numbers. The communities then
formed a small committee consisting of one elected or appointed official from each city and a County
Supervisor. Through months of discussions the committee agreed upon entering into a 28E Agreement setting

a fee that when divided up paid for one new dispatcher. Hiawatha's annual fee would be $32,898.03. This will
be our annual fee for fiscal years 18 and 19. We did anticipate these fees in our budget for both fiscal years,

This was not a small task and am pleased to be able to present this agreement for council approval.

| believe it is only fair to say that | believe Linn County will want to renegotiate these fees for services for FY-20
and thereafter. In addition, these conversations led to the City of Marion engaging in a PSAP consolidated
consulting service firm for the cities of Marion, Cedar Rapids and Linn County. The study is currently seeking
out the information necessary to determine if a shared services model would best serve the communities and
response agencies. The study examines current conditions, service levels, operational methodology,
technology, workload and staffing needs, governance, costs and future funding. Phase Il of this study begins
on Monday.

COMMUNICATIONS SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between LINN COUNTY, IOWA, hereinafter
referred to as “County” and THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, hereinafter referred to as “City”.

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, lowa Code Chapter 28E authorizes local governments in lowa to provide joint
services and facilities with other agencies and to cooperate in other ways of mutual advantage;
and,

WHEREAS, the City has requested that the County provide Communications Services to the City
as referenced and agreed to in this Agreement; and,

WHEREAS, the Linn County Board of Supervisors, in the interest of the health, safety and
welfare of the residents of the City and County, deems it advisable to enter into this
Communications Services Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE in consideration of the mutual promises, acknowledgments, representations
and agreements set forth in this Agreement, and for other good and valuable consideration, the

adequacy of which is hereby acknowledged, the County and City hereby agree as follows:

1. LEGAL AUTHORITY. This Agreement is entered into pursuant to lowa Code Chapter 28E.

2. NO ENTITY CREATED. This Agreement does not, and is not intended to, create a separate
legal or administrative entity.

3. STATEMENT OF AGREEMENT.

A. The County, through its Sheriff, agrees to provide Communications Services to the City
and the City agrees to engage the County to provide such services in accordance with
and subject to the terms of this Agreement.

B. Except as expressly provided for in this Agreement, the Parties agree that this
Agreement does not, and is not intended to, transfer, delegate, or assign to the other
Party any civil or legal responsibility, duty, obligation, duty of care, cost, legal
obligation, or liability associated with any governmental function delegated and/or
entrusted to either Party under existing law or regulations.

4. DEFINITIONS. For the purposes of this Agreement, and as used throughout this Agreement,
the words and expressions listed below, whether used in the singular or plural, within or
without quotation marks, or possessive or non-possessive shall be defined, read, and
interpreted as follows:

A. “AGENT” means any and all County and/or Sheriff's elected officials, appointed officials,
directors, board members, commission members, boards, committees, commissions,
employees, managers, departments, divisions, representatives, and/or any such
persons’ or bodies’ predecessors, successors, or assigns.
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B. “COMMUNICATIONS SERVICES” means the receipt of calls for service and the
disposition of calls for service by dispatching such calls to the appropriate City, law
enforcement, fire department, ambulance, and/or other public safety personnel

5. NATURE OF SERVICES.

A. The Sheriff will provide 24-hour per day, 365 days per year Communications Services to
the City.

B. The Sheriff will manage and maintain all aspects of the City’s access and use of the lowa
On-line Warrants and Articles (IOWA) Criminal Justice Information Network and the
National Crime Information Center (NCIC) system including, but not limited to, system
use, system discipline, user accounts, validations and audits.

C. The Sheriff will not be required to assume any other communications services
inconsistent with those customarily performed by the Sheriff.

D. The Sheriff will manage the planning, organization, scheduling, standards of
performance, direction, and supervision of the Sheriff's employees and all other matters
incident to the delivery of Communications Services to the City. The Sheriff will retain
exclusive authority over the Sheriff's employees.

E. This Agreement does not, and is not intended to obligate or require the County or
Sheriff to change, alter, modify, or develop any different Communications Services
related policies, procedures, and/or standards, or to purchase or use any special or
additional equipment.

6. RESOURCES.

A. Unless specified in another section of this Agreement, the County and/or Sheriff will
furnish all labor and supplies, and will own the facilities and equipment required to
provide the Communications Services to the City that are the subject of this Agreement.

B. The County and/or Sheriff will retain ownership of the aforementioned facilities and
equipment and will be fully responsible for the maintenance of such facilities and
equipment.

7 .FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS.

A. In consideration of the provisions set forth herein, the City will pay the County the total
sum of $32,898.03 per year for Communications Services delivered from July 1, 2017 to
June 30, 2018, and from July 1, 2018 to June 30, 2019.

B. Payment will be made by the City to the County upon execution of this Agreement
without any further notice or demand from the County or Sheriff.

C. Payment will be made payable to the Linn County Treasurer by electronic funds transfer
or by a check drawn on a city account.

D. The payment will clearly identify that it is a payment being made pursuant to this
Agreement.

8. TERM AND RENEWAL. This Agreement will commence retroactively to July 1, 2017 and will
terminate June 30, 2019. The County and the City may renew this Agreement for an unlimited

number of successive one-year terms thereafter, subject to provisions mutually agreeable to the
County and City.
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9. TERMINATION Any of the parties may terminate this Agreement by providing written notice
of termination to all other parties at least 180 days prior to the termination of the Agreement. In
the event of termination of this Agreement, the City shall hold the County, its’ agents and the
Sheriff and its” agents harmless for provision of communication services previously provided
pursuant to this Agreement.

10. EMPLOYMENT STATUS.

A. For the purposes of this Agreement, the County and/or Sheriff’s legal status and
relationship to the City will be that of an independent contractor.

B. Nothing in this Agreement will be construed as creating the relationship of employer or
employee between the City and the County or any of the County’s agents or between
the City and the Sheriff or any of the Sheriff’s agents.

C. Nothing in this Agreement will make any employee of the County or Sheriff a City
employee, or any employee of the City a County or Sheriff employee for any purpose,
including but not limited to, wages, compensation, overtime wages, expenses, fringe
benefits, retirement benefits, training expenses, withholding of taxes, worker’s
compensation, unemployment compensation, or any other statutory or contractual
right or privilege accorded County, Sheriff or City employees based, in any way, upon
employment.

D. This Agreement does not, and is not intended to, create, change, modify, supplement,
supersede, or otherwise affect or control, in any manner, any term or condition of
employment of any County agent or Sheriff’s agent, or any applicable employment
and/or collective bargaining contract.

11. WARRANTY AND INDEMINFICATION.

A. The County and Sheriff represent and warranty that the Sheriff is competent to perform
the services specified in this Agreement.

B. The County will assume liability for, defend against, indemnify and hold harmless the
City from all costs or damages for injury to persons or property, including death, caused
by the County in providing or failing to provide Communication Services to the City,
including attorney fees for defense against such claims.

C. The City will assume liability for, defend against, indemnify and hold harmless the
County, the Sheriff, and the County and Sheriff’s agents from all costs or damages for
injury to persons or property, including death, caused by the City, including attorney
fees for defense against such claims.

12. INSURANCE.
A. The City is not responsible for Worker’s Compensation claims of County employees or
Sheriff’'s employees working under this Agreement.
B. The County will be responsible for the cost of insurance on equipment used by Sheriff's
employees to provide communications services.

13. GOVERNING LAW. This Agreement is made and entered into in the State of lowa and will in
all respects be interpreted, enforced and governed by the laws of the State of lowa, and all
obligations are enforceable in accordance therewith.
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14. AMENDMENTS. This Agreement may not be amended except by an instrument in writing
signed on behalf of each of the Parties.

15. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement sets forth the entire contract and understanding
between the County, Sheriff and City and fully supersedes any and all prior contracts,
agreements or understandings between such Parties in any way related to the subject matter of
this Agreement.

16. CONTACTS. All notices, demands, requests, consents, approvals, and other communications
required or permitted hereunder shall be in writing and, unless otherwise specified herein, and
sent to the following persons designated by the respective Parties as its representative for the
purposes of administering this Agreement:

RE: Linn County-Hiawatha Dog Park Build Out

The final documents for the Linn County-Hiawatha Dog Park Buildout have been reviewed and are ready for the City of
Hiawatha to acknowledge, accept and approve.

The next steps are as follows:

A. Acknowledge, accept and place on file a quit claim deed of the transfer of land once described as Dave Wright's
property along the east side of the Cedar Valley Nature trail directly behind Wright’s car wash and adjacent to
Linn County’s Conservations Lot(s) to the north and south of land described as exhibit “A” (1.58-acres east of
755 North Center Point Road) to the City of Hiawatha for $1.00. This land shall only be used for public purpose
and legal and beneficial title remain in Grantee. This simply means if the City would no longer use this parcel for
public purpose the land would automatically be transferred back to Linn County the grantee. This action will be
contingent to Linn County’s final approval.

B. Consider resolution approving a lease agreement with Linn County for the additional land to be used as a dog
park. Land described as exhibit “A”. This parcel is to the south of the newly transferred land to the city upon the
County’s formal action. During the term of the agreement the City of Hiawatha will pay annually $1.00 to Linn
County for rent. The agreement consists of 15-years with two (2) five (5) year options to renew. This agreement
also allows for use of Linn County Trail Head parking lot.

Each party will be liable to the other for all damage to the property of the other for negligence or intentional
cause. The City will obtain and maintain its own liability insurance and property damage insurance in the
amount of $1M each occurrence and $2M in annual aggregate per location

This action will be contingent to Linn County’s final approval.

C. Consider resolution entering into an agreement with Dave Wright providing financial assistance to purchase
equipment and other activity for the buildout of the dog park. Estimated total acres of dog park 3.35. Wright
agrees to issue a check made to the City of Hiawatha Park’s Department in the amount of $100,260.

There has been additional interest with other local business owners and organization in the buildout of the dog
park therefore the City and Dave Wright may procure donations/ “in-kind” donations when available to cover
buildout cost as well.

Thank you for your consideration to a project that will add to our amenities here in Hiawatha. This project is a public-
public-private partnership that when completed will be documented as a quality project that demonstrates working
relationships throughout the metro community.

I have asked City Attorney Mark Parmenter to be available Wednesday night to answer any legal questions you may
have regarding the documents provided.

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LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is entered into this day of , 2018 by
and between the Linn County, (hereinafter the “Landlord™) and the City of Hiawatha, lowa, an
lowa Municipal Corporation (hereinafter the “Tenant™). The Landlord and Tenant may be referred
to collectively as the “Parties™.

WITNESSETH THAT:

1. PREMISES AND TERMS. The Landlord, in consideration of the rents, agreements and
conditions herein contained, leases to the Tenant and Tenant leases from Landlord, according to the
terms of this lease, the following described "premises", situated in Linn County, lowa:

with the improvements thereon, and all rights, easements and appurtenances, which, more
particularly, includes the space and premises, including an ingress and egress path to the Dog Park
from the Parking Lot, as may be shown on "Exhibit A", attached hereto, for a term of fifteen (15)
years, commencing at midnight of the day previous to the first day of the lease term, which shall be
on May 1, 2018 and ending at midnight on the last day of the lease term, which shall be on June 30,
2032, upon the condition that the Tenant pays rent therefor, and otherwise performs as provided in
this lease. The tenant shall also have two (2) five (5) year options to renew this Agreement provided
the Tenant gives the Landlord at least sixty (60) days written notice of its intent to exercise the option
to renew.

2. RENTAL. During the Term of this Agreement, and any exercised options, the annual
rent shall be One Dollar ($1.00). All sums shall be paid at the address of Landlord, as designated
below, or at such other place in Iowa, or elsewhere, as the Landlord may, from time to time, designate
in writing.

3. POSSESSION. Tenant shall be entitled to possession on the first day of the term of this
Lease Agreement, and shall yield possession to the Landlord at the end of the lease term, except as
herein otherwise expressly provided. Should Landlord be unable to give possession on said date,
Tenant's only damages shall be a rebating of the pro rata rental.
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4. USE OF PREMISES. Tenant covenants and agrees during the term of this Lease
Agreement to use and to occupy the leased premises only for the operation of a public dog park.

5. QUIET ENJOYMENT. Landlord covenants that its estate in said premises is in fee
simple and that the Tenant, if not in default, shall peaceably have, hold and enjoy the premises for
the term of this lease. Landlord shall have the right to mortgage all of its right, title, and interest in
said premises at any time without notice, subject to this lease.

6. CONDITION/MAINTENANCE OF PREMISES. Tenant takes the premises in its
present condition, except for such repairs and alterations as may be expressly otherwise provided in
this Lease Agreement. Tenant shall continue to have responsibility for repair and maintenance to
the end that the premises will be kept in a safe and serviceable condition. Tenant will not permit nor
allow the premises to be damaged or depreciated in value by any act, omission to act, or negligence
of itself, its agents or employees.

7. UTILITIES AND SERVICES. Ultilities and services shall be furnished and paid for
by the parties as follows:

(b) SURRENDER. Tenant agrees that upon termination of this Lease Agreement it will
surrender and deliver the premises in good and clean condition, except the effects of ordinary wear
and tear and depreciation arising from lapse of time, or damage without fault or liability of Tenant.





(¢) REMOVAL OF FIXTURES. Tenant shall, at the expiration of its tenancy, remove
any fixtures or equipment, including fencing and signage, or any other improvement made by the
Tenant, which Tenant has installed in the premises during the term of this lease, providing Tenant
repairs any and all damages caused by removal.

9. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING. Tenant shall not assign or sublet the Leased
Premises or any part thereof without the Landlord’s written permission. Such permission shall not
be unreasonably withheld. If Tenant assigns or sublets any portion of the Leased Premises without
Landlord’s written permission, at the option of the Landlord, the Landlord may make the rental for
the balance of the lease term due and payable at once.

10. REAL ESTATE TAXES. NA
11. INSURANCE.

(a) PROPERTY INSURANCE. Landlord and Tenant agree to insure their respective
real and personal property for the full insurable value. Such insurance shall cover losses included
in the Insurance Services Official Broad Form Causes of Loss (formerly fire and extended
coverage). To the extent permitted by their policies the Landlord and Tenant waive all rights of
recovery against each other. The Parties acknowledge the Landlord is self-insured.

(b) LIABILITY INSURANCE. Tenant shall obtain and maintain commercial general
liability insurance and property damage insurance in the amounts of $1,000,000.00 each
occurrence and $2,000,000.00 annual aggregate per location. Such policy shall include liability
arising from premises operations, independent contractors, personal injury, products and completed
operations, liability assumed under an insured contract, damage or destruction of property
(including loss of use) for any one occurrence as a tenant of the building, parking area, sidewalks
and other appurtenant areas. This policy shall be endorsed to include the Landlord as an additional
insured.

(c) CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to the time the lease takes effect, the
Tenant will provide the Landlord with a certificate of insurance with these property and liability
insurance requirements, such certificate shall include thirty (30) days advance notice of
cancellation to the Landlord. A renewal certificate shall be provided prior to expiration of the
current policies.

(d) ACTS BY TENANT. Tenant will not do or omit doing of any act which would
invalidate any insurance, or increase the insurance rates in force on the premises.

(e) Landlord and Tenant shall each provide a copy of this Lease Agreement to their
respective insurers.





12. LIABILITY FOR DAMAGE. Each party shall be liable to the other for all damage
to the property of the other negligently, recklessly or intentionally caused by that party (or their
agents, employees or invitees), except to the extent the loss is insured and subrogation is waived
under the owner's policy.

13. INDEMNITY. Except for the negligence of Landlord, Tenant will protect, defend and
indemnify Landlord from and against all loss, costs, damage and expenses occasioned by, or
arising out of, any accident or other occurrence, causing or inflicting injury or damage to any
person or property, happening or done in, upon or about the premises, or due directly or indirectly
to the tenancy, use or occupancy thereof, or any part thereof by Tenant or any person claiming
through or under Tenant.

14. CONDEMNATION.

(a) DISPOSITION OF AWARDS. Should the whole or any part of the Leased Premises
be condemned or taken for any public or quasi-public purpose, each party shall be entitled to
retain, as its own property, any award payable to it. Or in the event that a single entire award is
made on account of the condemnation, each party will then be entitled to take such proportion of
said award as may be fair and reasonable.

(b) DATE OF LEASE TERMINATION. If the whole of the demised premises shall be
condemned or taken, the Landlord shall not be liable to the Tenant except and as its rights are
preserved in paragraph 14 (a) above.

15. DEFAULT, NOTICE OF DEFAULT AND REMEDIES.

EVENTS OF DEFAULT

A. Each of the following shall constitute an event of default by Tenant:
1. Failure to pay the annual lease payments when due under the Lease Agreement.

2. Failure to observe or perform any duties, obligations, agreements or conditions imposed
on Tenant pursuant to terms of the Lease Agreement.

3. Abandonment of the premises, "Abandonment" means the Tenant has failed to engage in
its usual and customary business activities on the premises for more than fifteen (15)
consecutive business days.

4. Institution of voluntary bankruptcy proceedings in which the Court orders relief against
the Tenant as a debtor; assignment for the benefit of creditors of the interest of Tenant
under this Lease Agreement; appointment of a receiver for the property or affairs of
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Tenant, where the receivership is not vacated within ten (10) days after the appointment
of the receiver.

NOTICE OF DEFAULT

B. Landlord shall give Tenant a written notice specifying the default and giving the Tenant
ten (10) days in which to correct the default. If there is a default (other than for non-payment of a
monetary obligation of Tenant, including rent) that cannot be remedied in ten (10) days by diligent
efforts of the Tenant, Tenant shall propose an additional period of time in which to remedy the
default. Consent to additional time shall not be unreasonably withheld by the Landlord. Landlord
shall not be required to give Tenant any more than three (3) notices for the same default within any
365-day period.

REMEDIES

C. Inthe event Tenant has not remedied a default in a timely manner following a Notice of
Default, Landlord may proceed with all available remedies at law or in equity, including, but not
limited to, the following:

1. Termination. Landlord may declare this Lease Agreement to be terminated and shall give
Tenant a written notice of such termination. In the event of termination of this Lease
Agreement, Landlord shall be entitled to prove claim for and obtain judgment against
Tenant for the balance of the rent agreed to be paid for the term herein provided, plus all
expenses incurred by Landlord in regaining possession of the premises and the reletting
thereof, including attorneys' fees and court costs, crediting against such claim, however,
any amount obtained by reason of such reletting.

2. Forfeiture. If a default is not remedied in a timely manner, Landlord may then declare
this Lease Agreement to be forfeited and shall give the Tenant a written notice of such
forfeiture, and may, at the time, give Tenant the Notice to Quit provided for in Chapter
6438 of the Iowa Code.

16. RIGHT OF EITHER PARTY TO MAKE GOOD ANY DEFAULT OF THE
OTHER. If default shall be made by either party in the performance of, or compliance with, any

to all other remedies now or hereafter provided by law, may, but need not, perform such term or
condition, or make good such default and any amount advanced shall be repaid forthwith on
demand, together with interest at the rate of 9% per annum, from date of advance.

17. MECHANIC'S LIENS. Neither the Tenant nor anyone claiming by, through, or
under the Tenant, shall have the right to file or place any mechanic's liens or other lien of any kind
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or character whatsoever, upon said premises or upon any building or improvement thereon, or
upon the leasehold interest of the Tenant, and notice is hereby given that no contractor,
sub-contractor, or anyone else who may furnish any material, service or labor for any building,
improvements, alteration, repairs or any part thereof, shall at any time be or become entitled to any
lien on the premises, and for the further security of the Landlord, the Tenant covenants and agrees
to give actual notice thereof in advance, to any and all contractors and sub-contractors who may
furnish or agree to furnish any such material, service or labor.

18. ENVIRONMENTAL.

A. Landlord. To the best of Landlord's knowledge to date:

Neither Landlord nor Landlord's former or present tenants are subject to any
investigation conceming the premises by any governmental authority under any
applicable federal, state, or local codes, rules and regulations pertaining to air and
water quality, the handling, transportation, storage, treatment, usage, or disposal of
toxic or hazardous substances, air emissions, other environmental matters, and all
zoning and other land use matters.

Any handling, transportation, storage, treatment, or use of toxic or hazardous
substances that has occurred on the premises has been in compliance with all
applicable federal, state and local codes, rules and regulations.

The various rights, powers, options, elections and
remedies of either party, provided in this Lease Agreement, shall be construed as cumulative and
not one of them as exclusive of the others, or exclusive of any rights, remedies or priorities allowed
either party by law, and shall in no way affect or impair the right of either party to pursue any other
equitable or legal remedy to which either party may be entitled as long as any default remains in
any way unremedied, unsatisfied or undischarged.

20. NOTICES AND DEMANDS. Notices as provided for in this Lease Agreement shall
be given to the respective parties hereto at the respective addresses designated on page one of this
Lease Agreement, unless either party notifies the other, in writing, of a different address. Without
prejudice to any other method of notifying a party in writing or making a demand or other
communication, such message shall be considered given under the terms of this Lease Agreement
when sent, addressed as above designated, postage prepaid, by certified mail deposited in a United
States mail box.

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DOG PARK BUILDOUT AGREEMENT

THIS DOG PARK BUILDOUT AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is entered in this
day of May, 2018, by and between the City of Hiawatha, lowa, an lowa Municipal
Corporation (“Hiawatha™) and Dave Wright, individually (“Wright”). Hiawatha and Wright may
hereinafter be referred to collectively as the “Parties™.
RECITALS
WHEREAS, Hiawatha seeks to develop and establish a public Dog Park in Hiawatha to
be utilized by citizens of Linn County, lowa;

WHEREAS, Hiawatha holds title to real estate located near the Cedar Valley Nature Trail
located just south of Boyson Road and east of the Cedar Valley Nature Trail (“Real Property™);

WHEREAS, Hiawatha also has a long-term lease agreement with Linn County, lowa to
lease real property adjacent to its Real Property. A map showing the location of the proposed
Dog Park is attached hereto and marked as Exhibit “A”;

WHEREAS, Wright is a supporter of Hiawatha’s proposed Dog Park;

WHEREAS, Wright desires to provide financial assistance to purchase equipment
necessary for the development and establishment of the Dog Park; and

WHEREAS, Hiawatha and Wright desire to enter into an agreement wherein Wright shall
provide financial assistance to purchase equipment for the Dog Park under the terms and
conditions as stated below.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and mutual covenants and
agreements hereinafter contained and set forth, and for other good and valuable consideration,
the Parties hereto do covenant and agree as follows:

i Equipment. In order to establish the Dog Park, Hiawatha will need to purchase
or procure various pieces of equipment and fencing (collectively “Equipment™) to enclose the
Dog Park area as shown in Exhibit “A”. A list of the necessary Equipment, along with the
estimated costs, is attached hereto and marked as Exhibit “B”. The estimated total cost for the
Equipment is $100,260.00.

2. Payment. Wright agrees that it shall issue a check made out to the City of
Hiawatha’s Park Department in the amount of $100,260.00 at the completion of the project’s
construction or as otherwise agreed to by the Parties. All payments for any Equipment shall be
paid by Hiawatha. Hiawatha or Wright may procure donations from other persons, organizations
or entities to cover the costs of the Equipment. Any monies donated by Wright that are not used
for the Equipment shall be returned to Wright.

3. Organization. The Parties agree and understand that this Agreement does not
create a new organization between the Parties.





4. Naming Rights. The Parties agree that Wright shall have the naming rights to the
Dog Park. All proposed names for the Dog Park must be approved by Hiawatha in advance and
such approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

% Dog Park Operation/Maintenance/Equipment Maintenance. The Parties
agree and understand that Wright shall have no oversight, maintenance or any other
responsibility associated with the Dog Park, including but not limited to, maintenance or
replacement of the Equipment referenced in this Agreement. All oversight, maintenance and
responsibility associated with the Dog Park and the Equipment shall be the sole responsibility of
Hiawatha.

6. Indemnification and Hold Harmless. Hiawatha agrees to indemnify and hold
harmless Wright from and against any and all claims and denials (except those as a result from
which negligence of Wright) for, or in connection with, any accident, death or damage
whatsoever caused to any person or property arising, directly or indirectly, out of the activities
conducted by Hiawatha for its Dog Park occurring in, on or about the property covered by this
Agreement, or any part thereof, or arising directly or indirectly, from an act or omission of
Hiawatha, its agents or employees, and from and against any and all costs, expenses and
liabilities incurred in connection with any such claim or proceedings brought thereon.

7. Insurance. Hiawatha shall procure and maintain all insurance coverages as stated
below and shall include Wright as additional insureds under the policy of insurance. Hiawatha
will provide Wright with a certificate of insurance upon request.

Liability insurance shall be written by an insurance company qualified to do business in lowa.
The minimum coverage provided under such insurance policy shall be as follows:

Bodily Injury: $1,000,000 per person; $2,000,000 aggregate
Property Damage: $100,000 per accident; $500,000 aggregate

8. Miscellaneous.

A. Severability. If any portion of this Agreement or the application thereof to
any person or circumstances is held invalid, prohibited or unenforceable for
any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue to be given full force and
effect so far as possible. Where necessary to carry out the intent of this
Agreement, the parties shall substitute suitable and equitable terms in lieu of
such invalid or unenforceable portion.

B. Entire Agreement. This Agreement represents the entire agreement of the
Parties and is intended as a complete and exclusive statement of the terms
thereof. Any oral or written inducements, representations, warranties,
agreements or other communication made prior to the execution of this
Agreement shall be void and ineffective for all purpose.






C. Parties in Interest and Assignability. Unless otherwise provided herein, this
Agreement shall inure to the benefit of, and be binding upon, the Parties
hereto and their heirs, personal representatives and permitted successors and
assigns.

D. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be construed and enforced in
accordance with the procedural and substantive laws of the State of lowa.

E. Interpretation. Unless the context of this Agreement indicates a contrary
intent, words in the singular shall include the plural and vice-versa, and words
in the masculine, feminine or neuter gender shall include each of the other
genders as appropriate.

F. Waiver. The failure of either of the Parties to exercise any of its rights under
any provision of this Agreement or on the breach of any representation,
warranty, covenant or agreement, shall not be deemed a waiver of such rights
as to any subsequent breach or as to any rights hereunder.

G. Venue. It is hereby stipulated and agreed that should litigation between the
Parties ensue, venue shall be had in any court of competent jurisdiction in
Linn County, lowa.

H. Construction. Each party acknowledges that all Parties participated equally in
drafting this Agreement; and, accordingly, stipulate that no court construing
this Agreement shall construe it more stringently against one party or the
other.

Attached 1s statistical data for the month of April, 2018. We’ve responded to 319 calls for service this year, compared to 337
last year. All of that decrease 1s a result of fewer mutual aid calls to Cedar Rapids due to them up staffing, and being able to
cover more of their own calls.

On the agenda this evening is a resolution in honor of Emergency Medical Services (EMS) week, May 20t through 26 this
year. I would like to invite you to attend an open house on Sunday May 20t from 2 PM to 4 PM, at the fire station. The
focus of the open house is on EMS and providing ambulance service. We will have various displays and demonstrations for
members of the community. Please take the opportunity to come meet, and thank, some of our outstanding staff who provide
this valuable service to the community. Be sure to share information about the event with others.

In April, our training was on hose loads and moving charged hoses. We went to the empty lot that the City owns at the corner
of Stamy and Metzger, where we had space to spread out. As the city grows, we have fewer and fewer places to train. This
empty lot in a commercial area seems to work well, as most businesses are closed and traffic is light. EMS training in April
was skills based on patient movement; using the cot, going up and down stairs, etc.

Zach Brunscheen and Matt Powers have been busy with Fire Inspection activities. With your final approval of the 2018 Fire
Codes they have begun updating their inspection forms to match the code. We have also been visiting businesses and updating
contact info and making sure that the proper keys are in the Knox box. The end result of that is a “pre-plan” book that gives
us rapid access to vital building information. We introduced the book to the members at the May meeting and copies are being
produced now.

We continue to foster relationships with our neighbors. Matt has been meeting regularly with the Fire Marshals from Cedar
Rapids and Marion. This continues to prove extremely valuable as Matt is able to take advantage of their experience, and it
allows for consistency among the three communities in code interpretation. I met with the Chiefs from Cedar Rapids and
Marion and we discussed a number of issues. I talk to the Monroe Chief regularly. Monroe recently covered us during the
recognition event, and we covered them during their training. We all recognize that join responses are important and have
been looking for ways improve that. I will attend a kick off meeting for phase II of dispatch consolidation study on Monday
the 14" Eventually we will need council members involved in this process, and Kim and I will keep you appraised until that
ume.

We have nine applicants in process of joining as volunteers. They are completing their physicals and background checks
before we start their orientation training. Our plan is to keep you in the loop by providing you with the names and short bios
in your packet once the appointment is finalized. We have six more applicants since we started the initial process that we will
be interviewing in the next couple weeks.

Business:

HKL Solar Panel Installation and Agreement Update:

Last year Hiawatha Kids League came to the City asking to install a solar panel on the concession stand roof. This would
allow the League not only to save some funding on their annual utility bill but also bring a green initiative to their program.

As last year continued, Kids League was unable to complete the project working with local solar companies, finding the cost
savings, and whether they wanted to move forward on this project based on their ROIL After meeting with the HKL board and
City staff this spring, we put together numbers to see what their annual savings would be ($150) and what their main purpose
is for the project with the grant funding awarded. Their board voted in April to move forward with the installation of the solar
panels based off of adding a green initiative and educating the kids participating in the league.

Last year as a park board you gave approval of the project to council but it never made it on the agenda. With changes to the
project I would like to bring it back to the board for approval. In the updated agreement you will find additions to the dates and
an added utilities line:

6. Utilities. The Parties anticipate the solar panel will generate electricity throughout the year. The City
agrees to give HKL a credit of $150.00 to offset HKL’s electrical utilities it pays to the City each year
provided the solar panel generates at least 1745 kWh hours annually. The first credit shall be made no
later than September 15, 2019. All subsequent credits shall be made on or before September 15™ of
every year thereafter during the Term of this Agreement so long as the solar panel continues to generate
1745 kWh hour annually.

The Parties further agree that they will review rates every three (3) years to evaluate the kWh hours
generated from the solar panel in conjunction with the utility costs to HKL. The City may, at its sole
discretion and with at least sixty (60) days written notice to HKL, terminate its annual credit as provided
in Paragraph 6 of the Agreement.

The City will credit HKL $150 each year at the end of their season provided that the solar panels generate at least 1745 kWh
annually.

Last years information explaining the solar panel installation:

Hiawatha Kids League is seeking permission to install a green energy producing alternative; solar panels atop the
Guthridge Park concession stand. These 4 solar panels (3.5” x 5.5”) would offset the energy consumption and would





produce the most solar power if mounted onto the roof section facing the south; this has 200 gross square feet of area or
75 square feet of viable set back square feet. The solar panels need to be in proximity to the concession stand meter.

The solar system would produce approximately 1745 kWh ($150) per year and the HKL energy consumption averages
3500 kWh each season of ($300-400). The offset would be captured with a bi-directional meter provided by Alliant
Energy; the meter would spin in the opposite (favorable) direction when energy was being produced by the solar panels.

Certified contractors and electricians approved by the Hiawatha building department will conduct the installation. Total
cost would be under $4000, HKL intends to pay for the installation and maintenance of the solar system with City
guidance. Hiawatha Kids League has earned a Green Communities grant for $2500 and would pay for the balance of the
installation with budgeted funds for special projects. Contactors will work with the City of Hiawatha and abide to all of
the necessary codes and installation requirements for proper mechanical and electrical functionality. Desired installation
would be for June of 2018. The maple trees in front of the concession stand have already been removed for safety
purposes so that kids cannot climb on the roof moving forward. There will be a tree replanted after construction.

The Solar Panel would demonstrate to the youth and families of the league the benefits of green energy alternatives and
how solar energy is converted into useful applications in the concession stand. The solar panels have a life span of over
20 years and would help HKL meet the cost and use of traditional energy for years to come.

Kelly, Kim Downs, Cindy Kudrna, (Finance Director) Patrick Parsley, (Community Development) and Mark Parmenter
(City Attorney) met with the Hiawatha Kids League Board to discuss moving forward and making sure all permits and
necessary guidelines are met by the Park and Rec and Community Development departments. Attached you will see the
agreement that Mark Parmenter has drafted, that explains the partnership and what is expected of Hiawatha Kids League
moving forward. Hiawatha Kids League will be responsible for maintaining the panels once they are placed on the
facility. I am asking for a recommendation to council to move forward with the construction of this project. Hiawatha
Kids League has done great things for our community. With your approval, this will go to City Council at the May 16"
meeting.

Recreation Reports:

e Farmers Market: The first Farmers Market went off without a hitch! It will be going every Sunday through
October from 11am to 2pm. Vendors are still trickling in and the SNAP program has already traded some
stamps for tokens. Things are off to a great start.

e Live Healthy lowa 5K: 230 runners signed up for the Live Healthy lowa 5k however the weather wasn’t so
awesome. About 120 runners showed up and ran through the brutal cold and winds. KHAK came to MC,
Ametur Radio kept us up to date on runners and safety, Hiawatha Police and Fire were on the scene, Kalona
Super Natural donated chocolate milk, PepsiCo donated Chewy Bars, Hy-Vee donated bananas. Hi-Crew
Kiwanis ran the kid’s fun run and although it was freezing they still had fun! Hiawatha staff helped with
many of the stations and we couldn’t have done it without them. Thanks to everyone for their help!

¢ Fitness Classes with Tara: May 9t at 6pm in the Community Center - Zumba Gold: Active older adults who
are looking for a modified Zumba®class that recreates the original moves you love at a lower-intensity.

* Jazzercise at the Market: Jazzercise will be joining our markets at 12:30pm on the first and third Sunday
of each month during May, June and July.

We were
able to get $25,000.00 per acre leaving us with funds left over to start the planning process.

Purpose: Implement the Plan of Inspections
Revise the Rental Housing fee schedule

Review: These changes have not been reviewed by the Board of Appeals. The work on revisions
to our Housing Code has been ongoing since we have hired a new code enforcement officer and
implemented new rental housing software as part of our permit software. The conversion process has
revealed the need for some administrative changes. Our staff has reviewed adjacent city regulations and
is working to combine them with our new licensure processes intended to save time and create an on-
line process for rental property owners.

Description: The City of Hiawatha and surrounding jurisdictions have generally adopted the latest
model building codes in order to stay current with the latest technologies, building materials and
improved methods. In the same way, we consult regarding rental housing issues in an effort to create
consistency for owners and renters regarding housing standards and inspection fees.

The Housing code changes include the adoption of the new Property Maintenance Code which is part of
the 2018 Mode Code Adoption Package. The administrative portion has been streamlined by moving
some of the amendments to Chapter 164. This includes the prescriptive code items which are applicable
to all buildings.

The major administrative change is the addition of flexibility for a plan of inspections allowing for 5
year intervals and for collecting inspection and investigation fees. The Plan of Inspections allows the
City to make rental property inspections at five year intervals for properties which are properly
maintained. This is extended from the three year maximum. The new plan allows the interval to be
reduced based on complaints and failures to comply with inspections allowing staff to concentrate on
problem properties. The plan also acknowledges the need for additional annual fire safety inspections of
large multi-family buildings.

The new language in Chapter 163 will allow the City to collect fees on an annual basis rather than a
sporadic three to five year cycle. The proposed fee resolution reflects the new proposal for an annual
fee. On average over a three year period the cost to the landlord will change as shown in the table below.
The difference can increase or decrease depending on the frequency of violations under the present
system. Under the new proposal the second inspection is included in the basic program which helps to
minimize the actual difference. This table also includes the comparative Cedar Rapids fee table.

The fee proposal has also been modified to add a fee for registering new “designated agencies” and a
penalty for failure. We currently have this in place for the owner only. However the biggest problem we
face in records updates is the maintaining of the current responsible contact. This new process should
facilitate updated records and reduce staff time needed for updating records. All of the processes noted
in the fee schedule will be available on line except for scheduling inspections which will be initiated by
the City of Hiawatha.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

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163.0+—PURPOSE~ The purpose of this Chapter is to designate the responsibilities of persons for
maintenance of structures, equipment and exterior property within the City, to define nuisances as a result
of the failure to perform such maintenance and to provide for the abatement of such nuisances in order to
provide for the safety and preserve the health and welfare of the citizens of the City.

163.02 INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE ADOPTED. Except as
hereinafter added to, deleted, modified or amended, there is hereby adopted as the Housing Code of the
City of Hiawatha that certain Code known as the International Property Maintenance Code, 2018 2045
Edition, First Printing, as prepared and edited by the International Code Council, Inc., as amended by
Hiawatha Property Maintenance Code Chapter 164, and the provisions of said Property Maintenance
Code shall be controlling in maintaining minimum requirements and standards of structures and
properties within the corporate limits of the City and shall be known as the Hiawatha Housing Code.

163.03 AMENDMENTS TO THE PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE. Certain sections and
portions of sections of the International Property Maintenance Code, are hereby amended, deleted,
modified or added to as more specifically set forth in the following sections of this chapter. Sections
Amended: The following sections are amended by the addition of the following information.

163.04 AUTHORITY FOR ENFORCEMENT. The City Administrator shall be responsible for the
enforcement of this chapter and shall have all the necessary authority to carry out such enforcement. Any
person designated by the City Administrator to enforce this chapter shall be known as the Code
Enforcement Officer.

163.05 REGISTRATION AND FEES. The Hiawatha Housing Code is hereby amended by repealing
Section 103.5 of the International Property Maintenance Code, and by replacing said section with a new
section, as follows:

Section 103.5 Registration and Fees

1. Registration Required. No person shall operate a rental dwelling unit, rooming house, congregate
housing or independent group residence unless the person has first registered such rental dwelling
unit, rooming house, congregate housing or independent group residence with the City. There is a
enetimeonctime registration fee for all rental properties; fee shall be established by resolution of the
City Council. Failure to pay the registration fee within thirty (30) days following occupancy of the
dwelling unit, rooming house, congregate housing or independent group residence may result in the
registration fee being assessed as costs against the property for collection in the same manner as a
property tax.

2. _Duration of Registration. Such registration shall remain in effect until there occurs:

2.1. Aa change in ownership or designation of agents of the rental dwelling unit, rooming house,
congregate housing or independent group residence. In such event, the owner, operator or agent
of such property shall register such property with the City within thirty (6030) days of such
change-in-ewnership. Failure to comply will result in a code violation with an investigation fee

in addition to the registration fee; fee shall be established by resolution of the City Council.
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2.2. A failure to pay fees associated with registration, registration renewals. inspections or
investigation fees defined herein.

11.2.3. A failure to comply with inspection requirements or failure to correct violations arising
from investigations or inspections.

2:3. Registration Form. Registration shall not be in effect unless the owner, operator or agent has first
made application on an application form provided by the City. At the time of registration, the owner,
operator or agent shall designate an agent for the service of process who is a resident of the State of
Iowa.

3-4. Inspection and Investigation Fees. Inspection and investigation fees shall be established by resolution
of the City Council and may be levied as an annual renewal fee. Failure to pay any inspection or
investigation fee within thirty (30) days following the date of the inspection or investigation or within
30 days of an annual renewal date may result in the termination of the registration_and in the

mspeetion-or investigation-fee being assessed as costs against the property for collection in the same
manner as a property tax.

163.06 PLANS OF INSPECTION. The Hiawatha Housing Code is hereby amended by repealing
Section 104.2 of the International Property Maintenance Code, and by replacing said section with new
section, as follows:

Seetion1+042 Plans-of Inspeetion—The enforcement of the Hiawatha Housing Code shall include:

I A plan for the inspection of all residential dwellings contained within the City upon
receipt of complaints.

12, A plan for the regular inspection of all rental units, rooming houses, congregate housing,
and independent group residences.

163.07 INTERFERENCE WITH THE CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER. No person shall
interfere with the Code Enforcement Officer while engaged in the enforcement of this chapter.

163.08 Repealed (UNSAFE STRUCTURES AND EQUIPMENT: Moved to Chapter 164)— The
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163.09 RIGHT TO APPEAL. The Hiawatha Housing Code is hereby amended by repealing Section
111 of the International Property Maintenance Code, and by replacing said section with new section, as
follows:

111 Means of Appeal. Any appeals arising from any act of the administrative authority in the
determination of the suitability of alternate materials and methods of installation or construction
and provide reasonable interpretations, and of variances from the Hiawatha Housing Code shall
be heard by the Board of Appeals (hereinafter “Board™) as set forth in Chapter 159 of this Code
of Ordinances.

163.10 FAILURE TO COMPLY. The Hiawatha Housing Code is hereby amended by repealing
Section 112.4 of the International Property Maintenance Code, and by replacing said section with new
section, as follows:

Section 112.4 Failure to Comply.

I Any person who shall continue any work after having been served with a stop work
order, except such work as that person is directed to perform to remove a violation or unsafe
condition, shall be subject to a municipal infraction as specified by City Code.

A
copy of this chapter shall be available in the Community Development Department Office.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a
whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage,
approval and publication as provided by law.

Re: Robins Road Study ‘\

Report:

After the reconstruction of the North Center Point Road intersection at Emmons Street which
completes the improvement of the roadway from Blair's Ferry Road to Tower Terrace Road, the
most logical redevelopment area to consider is the area on Robins Road from the newly
constructed intersection project north to Boyson Road. Because the roadway is in a deteriorated
condition along with numerous driveway accesses and limited site conditions, a study was
considered by Council to determine the best approach to improve the conditions along this
important roadway. As traffic volumes increase as a result of the development that is
anticipated around the Village Center area, a possible 3-lane roadway section should possibly be

considered along with the extension of the bike trail facilities that have been constructed from
the Cedar Valley Nature trail on the new section of Robins Road.

In addition, the existing utilities have experienced maintenance issues which are a condition of
the age of these services. As demand for services increases, we want to make sure we have the
capacity to provide the sewer and water service for a growing redevelopment area. The
current CIP approved by Council has a planning project budgeted for the fiscal year 2019 to
study this area and have a consultant make recommendations as to best way to plan for

needed improvements along this corridor. The funds allocated were LOST funds with a budget
of $50,000.

The approach would be for the City of Hiawatha to seek a “Statement of Qualifications” from
engineering or architectural firms who are interested in providing planning services to the City
for this corridor.
