BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 157 Electrical Code of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha,
Towa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

157.01 ICC ELECTRICAL CODE & NATIONAL ELECTRICAL CODE ADOPTED. Except as
hereinafter amended, there is hereby adopted as the Electrical Code of the City of Hiawatha that certain
Electrical Code known as the 2645 2018 International Building Code Appendix K, Administrative
Provisions as promulgated by the International Code Council including the referenced National Electrical
Code, 2044-2017 Edition, as prepared and edited by the National Fire Protection Association, which
codes are hereby specifically incorporated by reference and shall be known as the Hiawatha Electrical
Code. The provisions of said Electrical Code shall be controlling in the installation, alterations, repairs,
removals, renewals, replacements, connection, disconnection and maintenance of all electrical equipment
within the corporate limits of the City. For the purpose of this Chapter, the term “electrical equipment”
means all materials, wiring, conductors, fittings, devices, appliances, luminaires, signs and apparatus or
parts thereof comprising an electrical system within a structure or facility.

157.02 AMENDMENTS TO THE ELECTRICAL CODE. Certain sections and portions of sections
of the National Electrical Code, and International Building Code Appendix K, Administrative Provisions





are hereby amended, deleted, modified or added to as more specifically set forth in the following sections
of this Chapter.

157.03 PERMITS & FEES REQUIRED. The Hiawatha Electrical Code is hereby amended by
adding this sentence to Section K103.1 of the International Building Code Appendix K, Administrative
Provisions.

Permit fees shall be as established in Table 1-A by resolution of the City Council.

157.04 PENALTIES. Any person who fails to comply with the provisions of this code or who fails to
carry out an order made pursuant to this code or violates any condition attached to a permit, approval or
certificate shall be subject to enforcement and penalties as provided section 1.10 of the Code of
Ordinances or may be cited as a municipal infraction under chapter 4 of the Code of Ordinances.

157.05 ELECTRICAL BOARD OF APPEALS. Any appeals arising from any act of the
administrative authority in the determination of the suitability of alternate materials and methods of
installation or construction and provide reasonable interpretations, and of variances from the Hiawatha
Electrical Code shall be heard by the Board of Appeals (hereinafter “Board™) as set forth in Chapter 159
of this Code of Ordinances.

157.06 NONMETALLIC-SHEATHED CABLE. The Hiawatha Electrical Code is hereby amended
by deleting K111.4 of 20782645 International Building Code Appendix K, Administrative Provisions.

157.07 SMOKE DETECTORS AND CARBON MONOXIDE ALARMS. The Hiawatha Electrical
Code is hereby amended by adding a new Section K111.8 to the International Building Code Appendix
K, Administrative Provisions, as follows:

Section K111.8. When an electrical service is installed or replaced in a dwelling or
multiple dwelling unit building, smoke alarms and carbon monoxide alarms shall be of
the type-installed as required by lowa Administrative Rule 661-210 and Chapter 1092
(S.F. 2219). the installation. interconnection, and power supply requirement shall be as
set forth in -the 2018 International Residential Code or the 2018 International Building

Code which ever applies. for each dwelling unit.—+eceiving power—from—the-electrical

157.09 RECEPTACLES. The Hiawatha Electrical Code is hereby amended by adding an additional
exception to Section 210.8 (A) (5) of the National Electrical Code, which shall read as follows:

Exception No. 2 to (5): The sump pump receptacle shall not be required to be GFCI
protected. A single receptacle supplying a permanently installed sump pump, providing
that the sump pump receptacle is permanently and clearly labeled “for sump pump use
only” and providing there is at least one GFI protected duplex receptacle available for
use within the room or area in which the sump pump receptacle is located.

157.14 REMOTE WATER METER READER CONDUIT. The Hiawatha Electrical Code is hereby
amended by adding a second paragraph to Article 725.8(b) of the National Electrical Code, as follows:

Article 725.8(b) 2nd paragraph

All buildings using City water shall have installed a metallic conduit starting within 12
inches of the water meter inside location. The conduit shall not have 90 degree right
angle fittings. All bends shall be sweeping to let wire feed through easily. All
commercial and industrial buildings and apartment buildings over 4-plex shall install %
inch conduit. All single family dwellings, duplexes, 3-plex and zero lot line dwellings
shall have '; inch conduit installed. The conduit shall end with the other utility metering
device(s) on the outside of the building.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

ADOPT 2018 INTERNATIONAL CODE STANDARDS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 158 Mechanical Code of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha,
Iowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

158.05 Permit & Fees Required

158.01 MECHANICAL CODE ADOPTED. Except as hereinafter added to, deleted, modified or
amended, there is hereby adopted as the Mechanical Code of the City that certain Mechanical Code
known as the International Mechanical Code, 20182645 Edition, as prepared and published by the
International Code Council, which code is hereby specifically incorporated by reference and shall be
known as the Hiawatha Mechanical Code. The provisions of said Mechanical Code shall be controlling
in the erection, installation, alteration, repair, relocation, replacement, addition to, use, maintenance or
removal of heating, ventilation, cooling or refrigerating systems, incinerators or other miscellaneous heat-
producing or refrigerating appliances and in all matters covered by said Mechanical Code within the
corporate limits of the City.

158.02 AMENDMENTS TO THE MECHANICAL CODE. Certain sections of the International
Mechanical Code, are hereby amended, deleted, modified or added to as more specifically set forth in the
following sections of this chapter.

158.03 CONFLICTS. If conflicts arise in requirements with regards to specifications of materials or
methods between portions of this code, between this code and other local codes or between this code and
applicable State or Federal requirements, the more stringent shall apply.
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158.04 INTERNATIONAL FUEL GAS CODE. The Hiawatha Mechanical Code is hereby amended
by adding a new Section 101.2.2 to the International Mechanical Code as follows:

101.2.2 The International Fuel Gas Code, 20182045 Edition, as further amended is hereby
adopted and shall be considered as part of this code.

158.05 PERMIT & FEES REQUIRED. The Hiawatha Mechanical Code is hereby amended by
deleting Section 106.5.2 from the International Mechanical Code, and inserting in lieu thereof the
following:

106.5.2 Fee Schedule. The fees for mechanical work shall be as set forth in Table 1-A, as
adopted by resolution of the City of Hiawatha Council.

158.06 FEE REFUNDS. The Hiawatha Mechanical Code is hereby amended by deleting the words
“[SPECIFY PERCENTAGE}” from Section 106.5.3 (2.) and (3.) of the International Mechanical Code,
and replacing said words with “80 percent”.

158.07 VIOLATION. The Hiawatha Mechanical Code is hereby amended by adding a new Section
108.1.1 to the International Mechanical Code, as follows:

108.1.1 Violations. Specifics of information for Section 108 Violations shall be as set forth in
City of Hiawatha Code of Ordinances Chapter 4.

158.08 BOARD OF APPEALS. Any appeals arising from any act of the administrative authority in
the determination of the suitability of alternate materials and methods of installation or construction and
provide reasonable interpretations, and of variances from the Hiawatha Mechanical Code shall be heard
by the Board of Appeals (hereinafter “Board™) as set forth in Chapter 159 of this Code of Ordinances.

158.09 CODE ON FILE. An official copy of the Hiawatha Mechanical Code hereby adopted,
including a certificate by the City Clerk as to its adoption and the effective date thereof, is on file in the
office of the Clerk in City Hall and shall be kept on file; and copies shall be available in the Community
Development Department for public inspection. The Community Development Department shall furnish a
copy of the Mechanical Code hereby adopted to the Hiawatha Public Library.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.
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SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 159 Board of Appeals of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha,
lowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

CHAPTER 159

BOARD OF APPEALS

159.01 ESTABLISHED. There is hereby established a Board of Appeals, hereinafter called
the Board, for the purpose of making a determination of any appeal arising from any act of
the administrative authority in the determination of the suitability of alternate materials
and methods of installation or construction and provide reasonable interpretations, and
variances from the Building (Chapter 155), Electrical (Chapter 157), Fire (Chapter 160),
Housing (Chapter 163), Mechanical (Chapter 158), or Plumbing (Chapter 156), or Property
Maintenance (Chapter 164) Codes, provided that the granting of such variation would not

increase the hazard to life or property. Fhe-Beoard-wilalse-have-autheorityto-licensepipe
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159.02 MEMBERSHIP. Said Board shall-initialy consist of at least seven (7) members.
One member of the Board shall be a building contractor registered with the City Building
Department; one shall be a licensed electrical contractor or a licensed electrician; one shall
be a licensed mechanical contractor or licensed mechanical journeyman; one shall be a
licensed master plumber or a licensed journeyman plumber; and three shall be private
citizens. All of the Board members shall have a place of business or residence located in the
City and be qualified by experience and training to pass upon matters pertaining to Building,
Electrical, Fire, Mechanical and Plumbing construction, provided such qualified candidates
are available.

159.03 EX-OFFICIO MEMBERS. The Building Official or authorized representative shall be
an ex-officio member without a vote and shall act as a Secretary of the Board. A “Fire

Prevention Official,” as designated by the Fire Chief, shall be an ex-officio member without
a vote and shall provide technical expertise and interpretation in fire related and/or life

safety appeals brought before the Board.

159.04 APPOINTMENT AND COMPENSATION. The Board shall be appointed by the
Mayor subject to approval of the Council. Appointment of members shall be for staggered
terms of three (3) years, with the terms of not more than two (2) members to expire
December 31 of any one year. All members shall serve without compensation.

159.05 QUORUM. A majority of the full membership of the Board shall constitute a
quorum. Ex-officio members shall not be included in calculation of a quorum.

159.06 MEETINGS. The Board shall hold a regular meeting on the third Monday of each
month unless there are no licensing, appeals or business on file for a hearing. All requests
for hearings shall be submitted in writing to the Building Official by noon on the Monday
preceding the regular meeting. A neminal-fee offifty-dollars{550-00)-shall be charged in

appeals matters relatingtoBuilding—Electrical—Fire—MechanicalPlumbing—or Property
MaintenanceCodesin accordance with the City Council fee schedule resolution. The Board

shall adopt rules and regulations for conducting its investigations and shall render all
decisions and findings in writing to the Building Official for appropriate distribution and
filing.

159.07 APPEALS PROCESS.

1. Any person aggrieved by a written notice of the City issued in connection with
any alleged violation of the Building, Electrical, Fire, Mechanical, Plumbing, or
Property Maintenance Codes, of any applicable rule or regulation issued pursuant to
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the aforementioned Codes, may apply in writing to the Board for a reconsideration
of such notice or order provided that such application is made within thirty (30)
calendar days after the date of postmark of notice or proof of service.

2, Upon receipt of any appeal filed pursuant to this section, the matter shall be
presented at the next regular or special meeting of the Board.

3 As soon as practicable after receiving a written appeal, the Board shall hold a
public meeting to consider the appeal. The applicant shall be advised in writing of
the time and place of such meeting at least seven (7) days prior to the date of the
meeting. At such meeting, the applicant shall be given an opportunity to be heard
and to show cause why such notice or order should be modified, extended,
withdrawn or variance granted. The Board may, in its discretion, hold a public
hearing on any matter brought before the Board.

4. The Board, by a majority vote_of the full membership of the Board, may

sustain, modify or withdraw the notice or order. In granting an extension or
variance of any notice or order, the Board shall observe the following conditions:

A. The Board, by a majority vote of the full membership of the Board,
may sustain, modify or withdraw the notice or order. In granting an

extension or variance of any notice or order, the Board shall observe the
following conditions:

(1) That there are practical difficulties or unnecessary hardships in
carrying out the strict letter of any notice or order.

(2) That such an extension is in harmony with the general purpose
and intent of the applicable Code in securing the public health, safety
and general welfare.

B. The Board may grant a variance in a specific case and from a specific
provision of the applicable Code subject to appropriate conditions and
provided the Board makes specific findings of fact based on evidence relating
to the following:

(1) That there are practical difficulties or unnecessary hardships in
carrying out the strict letter of any notice or order.
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(2) That the effect of the application of the provisions would be
arbitrary in the specific case.

(3) That an extension would not constitute an appropriate remedy
for these practical difficulties or unnecessary hardships in this
arbitrary effect.

(4) That such a variance is in harmony with the general purpose
and intent of the applicable Code in securing the public health, safety
and general welfare.

5. Failure of any person to file an appeal in accordance with the provisions of
this section shall constitute a waiver of the right to an administrative hearing and
adjudication of the notice and order or to any portion thereof.

6. Enforcement of any notice or order issued under this Code shall be stayed
during the duration of an appeal of the order, which is properly and timely filed.

159.08 LICENSURE SUSPENSION, REVOCATION, AND RENEWAL.

1. Suspension or Revocation. Prior to suspension or revocation of a license, at
least fifteen (15) days’ notice shall be given to the holder whose license is in
question by certified mail addressed to holder’s last known mailing address as
shown on license records in the City’'s Community Development Department.
Failure to receive such notice shall not constitute a defense. Said notice shall
indicate time and place of the hearing and the general grounds for the contemplated
suspension or revocation. The notice shall also advise the holder of his or her rights
to appear at said hearing in person, or by counsel, for the purpose of presenting his
or her defense.

2 Renewal of Revoked License. A person whose license has been revoked shall
not apply for a new license within six (6) months after the revocation of the
aforesaid. Said application shall be accompanied by a fee in accordance with the

City Council fee resolution. e£550-00—The suspension or revocation of a license shall

not entitle the holder to a refund of any part of the license for which he or she may
have paid.

159.09 RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE COUNCIL. The Board shall make recommendations
from time to time to the Council for appropriate legislation with respect to rental licensing
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of-PipetLayer—contractors, or with respect to the Building, Electrical, Fire, Mechanical,

Plumbing, and Property Maintenance Codes.

159.10 VOTE. All decisions or recommendations of the Board shall require a majority vote
of the full membership of the Board.

159.11 CHAIRPERSON. The Board shall elect annually one of its members as Chairperson.
The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the Board or designate an acting
Chairperson to preside in his or her place.

159.123 VARIANCES. Alternative materials and methods and other variances from the
Building, Electrical, Fire, Mechanical, Plumbing, and Property Maintenance Codes granted by
the Board shall be effective only for the specific case presented in appeal and only for one
year following approval.

159.134 FAILURE TO ACT. In case an appellant or applicant does not exercise his or her
rights, or fails to begin construction or operations or occupancy in accordance with any
appeal, variance or permit granted by the Board within one year-, such variance or permit
shall be null and void.

159.145 FINALITY OF DECISION AND NECESSARY VOTE. All decisions and findings of the
Board on any license or appeal for a variance, after a public hearing, shall in all instances be
the final administrative decision and shall be subject to judicial review as provided by law.
The concurring vote of the majority of the full membership of the Board shall be necessary
to reverse an order, requirement, decision or determination of the Building Official, or
decide in favor of the applicant on any matter upon which it is required to pass under this
Code or to effect a variance in such Code.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

Chapter 160, Fire Code, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of

160.01 PURPOSE. The purpose of this chapter is to prescribe regulations governing
conditions hazardous to life and property from fire, hazardous materials, or explosion.

160.02 ADOPTION OF 2645-2018 INTERNATIONAL FIRE CODE. Thereby is
hereby adopted by the City that certain Code known as the International Fire Code, 26045
2018 Fdition, including Appendix B, E, F, G and I, as prepared and edited by the
International Code Council, Inc. thereof, and the whole thereof, save and except such
portions as are hereafter deleted, modified or amended; and the same is hereby adopted
and incorporated as fully as if set out in full herein; and the provisions thereof shall be
controlling within the limits of the City effective January1.-2045]July 1. 2018. Appendix
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C and D in the International Fire Code, 2645-2(18 Edition, will be used as a reference
guide.

160.03 FEES. Fees for inspections, re-inspections, plans reviews, acceptance testing,
permits and other services related to enforcement of this Code shall be established by the
City Council by resolution and paid to the City.

160.04 AMENDMENTS TO FIRE CODE. Certain sections and portions of sections
of the International Fire Code, 20452018 Edition, are hereby amended, deleted,
modified or added to as more specifically set forth in the following sections of this
chapter.

160.05 TITLE. The Hiawatha Fire Code is hereby amended by repealing section 101.1
of the International Fire Code, 2045-2(18 Edition, by replacing said section with the new
section, as follows:

101.1 Title. These regulations shall be known as the Hiawatha Fire Code,
hereinafter referred to as “this code”.

160.06 PERMIT APPLICATIONS. The Hiawatha Fire Code is hereby amended by
repealing Section 105.2 of the International Fire Code, 20182045 Edition, by replacing
said section with the new section, as follows:

105.2 Application. Application for a permit required by this code shall be made
to the Fire Code Official in such form and detail as prescribed by the Fire Code
Official. Applications for permits shall be accompanied by such plans as
prescribed by the Fire Code Official. Application for an operational permit shall
be submitted with all required information not less than 14 days prior to the event
requiring a permit.

160.07 REQUIRED OPERATIONAL PERMITS. The Hiawatha Fire Code is
hereby amended by repealing Section 105.6, of the International Fire Code, 26452018
Edition, by replacing said section with the new section, as follows:

105.6 Required operational permits. The Fire Code Official is authorized to
issue operational permits for the operations set forth in Sections 105.6.1 through
105.6.8.

105.6.1 Amusement buildings.

If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

Purpose: Amend Hiawatha Housing Code Chapter 163
Review: These changes have not been reviewed by the Board of Appeals. The work on revisions

to our Housing Code has been ongoing since we have hired a new code enforcement officer and
implemented new rental housing software as part of our permit software. The conversion process has
revealed the need for some administrative changes. Our staff has reviewed adjacent city regulations and
is working to combine them with our new licensure processes intended to save time and create an on-
line process for rental property owners.

Description: The City of Hiawatha and surrounding jurisdictions have generally adopted the latest
model building codes in order to stay current with the latest technologies, building materials and
improved methods. In the same way, we consult regarding rental housing issues in an effort to create
consistency for owners and renters regarding housing standards and inspection fees.

This meeting will only deal with setting the public hearing for the Housing code changes in chapter 163.
The adoption of the new Property Maintenance Code; Chapter 164, was previously adopted with the
2018 Mode Code Adoption Package. Chapter 163 has been streamlined to address mainly administrative
provisions of the Housing code. The prescriptive requirements have been moved to Chapter 164.

The major administrative change is the addition of flexibility for collecting inspection and investigation
fees. The new language will allow the City to collect these fees on an annual basis rather than a sporadic
three to five year cycle. The annual renewal fee will:

e Streamline payment processes: The current process requires the City to bill the landlord prior
to scheduling inspections. This would is done every three years. The landlord receives an invoice
for the inspections and a notice to schedule inspections on each individual property at differing
times. Allowing for annual billing gives us the opportunity to bill once and make it very
convenient for the landlords to pay on line.

* Maintain accurate rental licensures: The current process requires the landlords to update their
ownership and management changes however these are seldom done on a timely basis. We spend
extra time at the inspection renewal and on complaint inspection notices updating owner and
contact information. With an annual renewal these ownership and management changes can be
dealt with in a more timely fashion without interfering with the needed investigations.

e Allow flexibility in the inspection processes: Combining billing with the inspection process is
cumbersome and confusing to the land lords. The schedule for regular inspections is dependent
upon payment so scheduling cannot be completed with an unpaid balance. This is further
complicated by added fees for change of ownership, failure to meet for an inspection or re-
inspection due to violations. Using the annual renewal will allow the city to collect the fees
separately from the actual inspection except for excessive re-inspections and complaints.
Additionally, the change of ownership will not interfere with the regular inspection process as it
will be corrected on an annual basis.





o Facilitate budgeting: Knowing how many rental units exist and number of buildings containing
the rental units will determine the basic revenue for the program. Annual revenue prediction
becomes very reliable for the major portion of this program. Fluctuation will still be evident by
growth in units and the number of complaint inspections.

The new Plan of Inspections and the new Fee Resolution will be addressed at the next meeting. The
proposed fee resolution will reflect the new proposal for an annual fee and added penalties for failure to
register the “designated agency” within 30 days.

Recommendation: Community Development is recommending setting the public hearing for the
adoption of Chapter 163: Housing Code, for May 16, 2018.

163.01 PURPOSE. The purpose of this Chapter is to designate the responsibilities of persons for
maintenance of structures, equipment and exterior property within the City, to define nuisances as a
result of the failure to perform such maintenance and to provide for the abatement of such nuisances in
order to provide for the safety and preserve the health and welfare of the citizens of the City.

Certain sections and portions of
sections of the International Property Maintenance Code, are hereby amended, deleted, modified or
added to as more specifically set forth in the following sections of this chapter. Sections Amended: The
following sections are amended by the addition of the following information.

163.04 AUTHORITY FOR ENFORCEMENT. The City Administrator shall be responsible for the
enforcement of this chapter and shall have all the necessary authority to carry out such enforcement.
Any person designated by the City Administrator to enforce this chapter shall be known as the Code
Enforcement Officer.





163.05 REGISTRATION AND FEES. The Hiawatha Housing Code is hereby amended by repealing
Section 103.5 of the International Property Maintenance Code, and by replacing said section with a new
section, as follows:

Registration Required. No person shall operate a rental dwelling unit, rooming house, congregate
housing or independent group residence unless the person has first registered such rental dwelling
unit, rooming house, congregate housing or independent group residence with the City.

Failure to comply will result in a code violation with an investigation
fee in addition to the registration fee; fee shall be established by resolution of the City Council.

2.2. A failure to pay fees associated with registration, registration renewals, inspections or

investigation fees defined herein.

2:2.3. A failure to comply with inspection requirements or failure to correct violations arising

from investigations or inspections.

Registration Form. Registration shall not be in effect unless the owner, operator or agent has first
made application on an application form provided by the City. At the time of registration, the
owner, operator or agent shall designate an agent for the service of process who is a resident of the
State of lowa.

Inspection and Investigation Fees. Inspection and investigation fees shall be established by
resolution of the City Council_and may be levied as an annual renewal fee. Failure to pay any
inspection or investigation fee within thirty (30) days following the date of the inspection or
investigation or within 30 days of an annual renewal date may result in the termination of the

registration and in the inspection-or-investigation-fee being assessed as costs against the property
for collection in the same manner as a property tax.

On the agenda is a request to purchase nine (9) sets of firefighting protective gear. We
requested quotes from three companies: Sandry Fire Supply, Heiman Fire Equipment and
Dinges Fire Company. We received two quotes back with Sandry Fire Supply declining to
send back a quote. The specifications that we sent out matches our current gear setup and
are the same general specifications as the last several purchases.

The quotes that received were very competitive and came back as follows:

Company Brand Total per set
Dinges Fire Company Cairns Globe $2,295.00
Heiman Fire Equipment | Janesville Lion $2,388.00
Sandry Fire Supply No Bid

The nine (9) sets will be used to outfit members that are currently wearing gear that was
not custom measured for them. Outfitting members with custom fitted gear allows them to
work in gear that is specifically measured and sized for them. Wearing gear that is sized
specific for a firefighter increases their safety and reduces fatigue. This also allows us to
invest back into our members allowing them to train and operate in gear that is specifically
made for them. All nine members that will be receiving the new gear are active members that
have been on the department for over a year.

We recommend that we purchase the Cairns Globe brand turnout gear from Dinges Fire
Equipment. They are the low bidder. They will come and measure our firefighters within the
week and delivery of the gear should be around 45 days.

Total cost of the purchase of the nine sets would be $20,655. The cost of new turnout
gear is budgeted yearly in the Clothing Allowance portion of the Fire budget. This order

would be taken from that account.

RE: Housing Rehabilitation 2018 CDBG Grant-Technical Services Award

At our March 21 meeting council authorized staff to solicit technical services to assist in the
administrative compliance with the CDBG program requirements. Activities include but are not
limited to application intake, and processing, property inspections and write ups, and lead hazard
reduction work.

In our search for technical services we sent out Request for Proposal’s to four (4) agencies who
provide the necessary services-

e EClcog of Cedar Rapids
e ECIA of Dubuque

e [NRcog of Waterloo

¢ SMGDO of Des Moines

EClcog of Cedar Rapids was the only one who responded to the RFP. In reviewing their
response our review committee rated ECIcog 275 criteria points out of 300. The evaluation
criteria consisted of meeting the necessary qualification to complete the project, pervious work
performance, capacity to complete the scope of work and their experience with the State’s
CDBG program.

Since 2000 EClcog staff has provided technical services and administrated grants totaling $9M
in Housing Fund assistance for twenty-one local governments in a six-county planning region.
EClcog remains successful, while funding through the Housing Fund continues to be
increasingly competitive.

EClcog’s housing and community development staff has a great deal of experience and are well-
prepared to provide technical services and administer CDBG housing rehabilitation programs.
Their staff includes over 30-years of experience. Due to the agency’s extensive experience and
their staffing capacity they are ready to proceed with the provisions we set for technical services.





EClcog worked within the Jowa Economic Development Authority required project budget when
they prepared our Housing Fund application. They following costs are based on recent funded
programs that EClcog has administered.

e Technical Services-budget $4,250/unit based on the City’s intention of
rehabilitating six units, this cost would be $25,000/

e Lead Based Paint Carrying Costs- budgeted $1,750 unit. Based on the City’s
intention of rehabilitating six unites, this cost would be $10,500.

EClcog realizes administrative costs must be minimized in order for our local government to
apply the largest amount of housing funds to the cost of rehabilitation. Therefore, the agency
would charge only those fees which allow it to recover costs directly incurred while
administering the City’s rehabilitation program. The fees do include the costs of staff time, travel
and material reimbursements for the project. The rate will not change during the life of the
project, nor will fees ever exceed the total administrative contract amount.

All technical service cost is included in our grant application and will be paid through our CDBG
draw down request for expenses as they occur.

Our total CDBG grant request is $236,994 in federal funds and approved funding of $15,000
(LOSST) in local matching funds.

During our May 2™ meeting I would ask council to accept and award EClcog as our technical
service provider. Thank you for your consideration and look forward to answering any questions
you may have regarding this award.

The City of Hiawatha has determined that housing rehabilitation funding assistance would be greatly beneficial in
implementing its goal of maintaining a safe, livable, and affordable housing stock within the city. The City's most recent

Community Development and Housing Needs Assessment shows that the City places a great deal of emphasis on the
area’s housing stock.
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2. How the proposed activity or project will be funded and the source of the funds.

The owner-occupied housing rehabilitation project will be funded with $236,994 in federal funds and $15,000 in local
matching funds.

3. The date the Housing Fund application will be submitted.

The application will be submitted by May 4th, 2018 at 12:00 pm to the lowa Economic Development Authority.
4. Amount of federal funds to be requested.

The amount of federal funds to be requested is $236,994.

5. Estimated portion of federal funds that will benefit persons of low and moderate income.

One hundred percent of the funds will benefit households with incomes at or below 80 percent of the area's median income
level.

6. Where the proposed activity or project will be.

A target area for this program has been selected. The target area can be seen on the map provided (available by handout).
This area was selected based on the overall age and condition of homes in the area.

7. Plans to minimize displacement of persons and businesses as a result of funded activities
or projects.

Due to the lead hazard reduction activities required as a part of this program, money has been budgeted to assist
homeowners who may need to be temporarily relocated from their homes as part of the project. The total amount
budgeted for the overall program is $3,000, which includes a daily stipend, moving expenses, and storage of property. The
amount will be allocated as necessary for each rehabilitation project.

8. Plans to assist persons actually displaced.

Those owner-occupants who are required to be temporarily relocated will be asked to find housing that is Lead Safe in
which to be relocated until the rehabilitated home has passed clearance testing. The City will pay up to five days of
relocation expenses and reimburse the rest of the funds once the full amount of days out of the project home is known. If
the homeowner is to enter the home during a period of relocation activity, funds will not be awarded or reimbursed.

9. The nature of the proposed activity or project.

This project will provide for the rehabilitation of six owner-occupied homes, and the voluntary relocation of these
participants in the city’s target area. Home health and safety deficiencies will be eliminated, resulting in decent, safe, and
affordable housing. Rehabilitation activities include, but are not limited to, electrical, plumbing, mechanical, siding,
roofing, windows, and lead hazard reduction.

Eligible households must meet the State of lowa's Housing Fund income guidelines. The home to be rehabilitated must be
the occupant's principal residence and property insurance on the home is required.

Maximum federal dollars to be spent per home for rehabilitation costs is $24,999 plus $8,500 per house for lead hazard
reduction. The federal funds utilized for rehabilitation will be secured by five-year forgivable loans.

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Description: Engineering Department Report

Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage.

Pecks 1** Addition improvements are progressing. The grading, sewer, and water main construction is
now complete in Peck’s Boulevard, the private street between Edgewood Road and 18" Avenue. The
extension of Edgewood Road to the north of Blair's Ferry Road has also started with a portion of the
street paving installed last week.

The sanitary sewer construction in the Bali Hai Addition is almost complete. All work remaining is
grading and seeding.

Work has now started on the punch list items for The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road
intersection reconstruction project. These are minor items to be repaired. The work to reconfigure
North Center Point Road with 3 lanes and bike lanes will be completed in approximately 2 weeks. Final
project close-out documents can be prepared and forwarded to Council for final acceptance after the
remaining work is completed.

We have taken core samples of the asphalt surface on Robins Road from north of the Bali Hai area to
Stonegate Court. We have a project in the 2018 CIP to resurface the area due to many ruts and
potholes. The core samples will tell us the condition of the existing asphalt and help us determine the
best way to proceed with the resurfacing project.

We have taken proposals from 2 concrete companies for the repair of Boyson Road just east of Robins
Road. There is a large area that has been broken and that has sunk to the point that the snow plows
could possibly incur damage as we do the snow removal operations. Because of the large traffic
volume on the section of Boyson Road, we propose to have a contractor remove and replace the entire
area at one time. This will be done on a Saturday morning while the road is closed and a detour is
established. By using a contractor and high-early concrete, we can have the road open to traffic by
Sunday night. The current schedule is early May.





The preconstruction meeting for concrete overlay project for Edgewood Road was held April 26". The
contractor, Horsfield Construction from Epworth lowa, plans to start on June 4™. This project will be
administered by the County Engineers office. The proposed schedule attached shows the work to be
completed by July 23™. The notification system is called ‘Notify Me’ and residents can subscribe to the
Linn County system on the website (Link: http://www.linncounty.org/list.aspx). The County already
has 167 residents signed up. We will also place on our website and recommend other Hiawatha
residents subscribe so they can know the updates. These updates are project specific and will be sent
out weekly.

We are working to update our construction specifications for all work done in Hiawatha to the
Statewide Urban Design and Specifications Program. (SUDAS). We are reviewing the documents in
conjunction with Cedar Rapids and both cities plan to replace the Metro Design Standards used since
about 2006 with these new specifications. The schedule for adoption is set for July 1, 2018.

We have been reviewing the construction drawings for the new library expansion. We are proposing
alternate bids be added to the contract for construction of the parking lot. This process would give an
opportunity for a variety of contractors to bid on the project.

We are continuing with the design of the sanitary sewer extension on the east side of Edgewood Road
approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road. This sewer will serve the existing Sari property that was
annexed into the City approximately 7 years ago and also approximately 70 acres of the undeveloped
farm land between Edgewood Road and I-380. This project also included the repair of the existing
sewer pressure line from the Mitchell Drive pumping station

Final design is completed on the removal and replacement of 2 sections of Emmons Street. The area
just east of the railroad to the new intersection and the area between 9" Avenue and 10" Avenue. We
have public hearing on the May 2™ meeting to approve the plans, specifications, form of contract,
estimate of cost, and setting the bid date for May 10™. We will have the bidding results ready for the
City approval at the May 16" meeting.

The Metropolitan Planning Organization has started updating the Tower Terrace Roadway Alignment
Study. The first steering committee meeting was held on April 24. This study, prepared in 2010, will be
updated with a consultant reviewing the proposed alignment and anticipated construction cost, along
with at least 2 public information meetings. Several areas of the roadway have been constructed with
several other areas planned with fund sources allocated. With the Tower Terrace Interchange at 1-380
planned to start in FY2022, it is important that all jurisdictions continue a coordinated effort to plan
and construct this important northwest connection. The study is planned to be complete by July of this
year and is funded with MPO dollars.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 97 USE OF PUBLIC SEWERS
§97.02 STORM SEWER CONNECTIONS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 97 Use of Public Sewers Section 97.02 Storm Sewer Connections of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

97.02 STORM SEWER CONNECTIONS. Storm water, sub-soil drains, springs or surface water
shall be drained into public storm sewers wherever storm sewers are provided in adjacent rights-of-way in
accordance with the following:

1. The installation and connection of drains from buildings and private properties to a storm
sewer shall conform to the applicable plumbing and excavation standards of the City.

2. Each sub-soil sump pump shall be fitted with an approved discharge pipe of a minimum
diameter of 1% inches, which shall discharge into the storm sewer or other location approved by
the city engineer.

3. Where a public storm sewer is not available, the sub-soil drainage shall not discharge
over a public sidewalk or onto a public street, nor shall it return to the building or cause a
nuisance to adjacent property.

EXCEPTION: Roof drains for one and two family dwellings and their accessory structures shall

not discharge directly into the city storm sewer system unless approved by the city engineer.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a
whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage,
approval and publication as provided by law.

Review: These changes have been reviewed by the Board of Appeals. The meeting notes have

been attached. All recommendations were approved except for the items addressed in the second
meeting. These items were not formally approved because there was no quorum to take action.

The City of Hiawatha also hosted a meeting of the building departments from the surrounding area
including Cedar Rapids, Linn County and Marion. (Robins was unable to attend) The meeting was held
to discuss specific issues of concern regarding uniformity of adoptions. Linn County, Marion and Cedar
Rapids are in the process of adopting the new International Codes. We agreed to the same principles of
adoption which include minimum amendments to the model codes and minimum changes to our existing
standards. A summary table of the critical items has been included in this report.

Description: The City of Hiawatha and surrounding jurisdictions have generally adopted the latest
model building codes in order to stay current with the latest technologies, building materials and
improved methods. These codes are updated on a three-year basis involving all aspects of the
construction industry. The model codes adopted by Hiawatha are internationally recognized and adopted
which contributes to uniformity in the industry and convenience to the contractors working across
jurisdictional lines.

The model codes are referred to as the International Model Codes developed by the International Code
Council (ICC) through a governmental consensus process allowing local code officials to participate.
Hiawatha attends the code development hearings on a regular basis. Participation adds to the assurance
the codes will be appropriate for our adoption.

Associated chapters of the Hiawatha Codes have also been addressed in this process inclusive of the
appeals board (159) and the use of city sewers (97). This is a coordinated adoption with the Fire Code
(160).

*Amended: We have discovered two items which need to be addressed to coordinate our codes with
mandated State Building Codes for energy conservation and for plumbing. These are not significant
changes but have been added to clarify Hiawatha recognizes these State Codes as equal alternates for
construction in Hiawatha. These changes affect Chapter 155: Building Code and Chapter 156: Plumbing
Code. The sections are highlighted in the attached amended chapters.





Recommendation: Community Development is recommending approval the proposed code changes
which have been approved by the Appeals Board. We are also recommending two additional
administrative changes for coordination with the state codes as part of this adoption.

minimum of one-hour fire-resistive construction and containing smoke or heat
detection interconnected with the dwelling unit smoke detectors.

3. The floor area of the structure, excluding the basement, exceeds 10,000

square feet regardless of fire separations creating separate buildings, fire areas
or occupancies.

Exception: An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall not be required when
additions or alterations are made to existing townhouses that do not have an
automatic residential fire sprinkler system installed.

R313.1.1 Design and installation. Automatic residential fire sprinkler systems for
townhouses shall be designed and installed in accordance with NFPA 13D or Section
P2904.

R313.2 One-and two-family dwellings automatic fire sprinkler systems. An automatic
residential fire sprinkler system shall be installed in one-and two-family dwellings when
the following conditions exists:

1. The one-or two-family dwelling has a floor area greater than 4000
square feet on any one story or greater than 8000 square feet of total floor
area for all stories, excluding non-habitable areas separated from the rest of
the building by a minimum of one-hour fire-resistive construction and





containing smoke or heat detection interconnected with the dwelling unit
smoke detectors.

2. The floor area of the structure, excluding the basement, exceeds

10,000 square feet regardless of fire separations creating separate buildings,

fire areas or occupancies.

Exception: Two family homes separated as required for a townhouse shall have
automatic fire sprinkler requirements as for townhouses.

Exception: An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall not be required when
additions or alterations are made to existing one-and two-family dwellings that do not
have an automatic residential fire sprinkler system installed.

R313.2.1 Design and installation. Automatic residential fire sprinkler systems for one-
and two-family dwellings shall be designed and installed in accordance with NFPA 13D
or Section P2904.

155.18-20 SLAB ON GRADE FOUNDATIONS. The Hiawatha Building Code is hereby amended by
deleting exceptions #1 and #2 in Section R403.1.4.1 of the International Residential Code, and replacing
