HIAWATHA BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT MINUTES
REGULAR SCHEDULED MEETING
October 9, 2017

The Hiawatha Board of Adjustment met in regular session on October 9, 2017. Chair, Dick Whitmore
called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Members present: Steve Dodson and David Mathews. Members
Absent: Christina Goodman. Staff present: Community Development Director, Pat Parsley, Assistant
Building Official, Jim Fisher, City Attorney, Mark Parmenter. Guests in Attendance: City
Administrator, Kim Downs, Mayor, Bill Bennett, Attorney, Robert Hatala, Kenny Jones, Aime
Wichtendahl, Brent and Kristine Sorenson.

Board Member David Matthews moved to approve the agenda, second by Steve Dodson. Motion
carried.

Board Member Steve Dodson moved to approve the August 14, 2017 minutes, second by David
Matthews. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING- Consideration of an appeal from Brent Sorenson regarding the
interpretation of Chapter 55.05, 165.96 (12) and 165.16 (3) as it applies to keeping ducks in an R-3
Zone.

Public Hearing Opened At 6:02 p.m.

Dick Whitmore asked if the applicant of the appeal would like to speak.

Brent Sorenson addressed the Board. He explained that he has anxiety the ducks bring him
comfort. He also wanted to talk about rezoning his home to allow the ducks.

Pat Parsley explained to the Board that they were only there to decide the interpretation of the
code. He went on to say that the Sorenson’s have an opportunity to explore other options, but not
at this meeting.

Kristine Sorenson addressed the Board. She explained that the ducks are pets. They are water
fowl, not poultry and they are not used for food or reproduction. She added that they have had
them for five years and they have never been an issue.

Steve Dodson asked what kind of ducks they were. Kristine Sorenson explained they were
domestic ducks.

Steve then asked if they were brought in the house in the winter. Kristine Sorenson explained they
stayed outside in a modified shed and a dog run covered in tarps.

Dick Whitmore asked if Pat Parsley would like to comment on his side of the interpretation.
Pat Parsley explained that ducks are considered water fowl when they are wild and poultry when

kept in captivity. He went on to explain that the code is very specific as to where poultry/livestock
animals are permitted within City limits. In this case, because the code states that a minimum of 3





acres of land is needed to house poultry/livestock and the Sorenson’s lot is .2lacres,
poultry/livestock would not be allowed.

Pat Parsley added that in the past, urban farming was addressed and was not allowed within the
city.

Robert Hatala asked Kristine Sorenson if they owned or rented the property. Kristine Sorenson stated
that she owned. He then asked what the property was zoned. Pat Parsley replied it is R-3. Robert Hatala
then asked how big the property would have to be. Pat Parsley stated that it would require 3 acres. He
had no further questions.

Dick Whitmore asked if there was anything anyone would like to add. There were no further
comments.

Public Hearing Closed At 6:12 p.m.

Dick Whitmore asked if there was anything the Board would like to add. There were no comments.

Board Member, Dave Matthews moved to approve the Appeal request from Brent Sorenson regarding
the interpretation of Chapter 55.05, 165.96 (12) and 165.16 (3) as it applies to keeping ducks in an R-3

The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on October 18, 2017. Mayor
Bennett called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Bob Rampulla, Marty Bruns, Dennis Norton
and Aime Wichtendahl. Dick Olson was absent. Staff present: City Engineer John Bender, Community Development
Director Pat Parsley, Finance Director Cindy Kudrna, City Administrator Kim Downs, Fire Chief Mike Nesslage and
Police Chief Dennis Marks. Guests: Daniel Hoffmann, Rob Archibald, Ken Cooper of Banacom Signs, Pat and Cara
Callanan of Hawkeye Communications, Steve Scott from Scott Survey, David Kasper, Doug Neumann of Cedar Rapids
Metro Economic Alliance, Emily Upah of Alliant Energy, Kay Fisk of Neighborhood Transportation Service, and Curt
Nelson of Entrepreneurial Development Center Inc.

Rampulla moved approval of the agenda, seconded by Wichtendahl. Motion carried.

Norton moved the approval of the following consent agenda items: Approval of bills; Finance Director’s Report for
September 2017; City Clerk’s Report for September 2017; Department Reports: Community Development, Fire, Library,
Parks and Recreation, Police and Public Works; RESOLUTION #17-188 approving sewer waiver on second water meter
for 3037 Dell Ridge Court, RESOLUTION #17-189 approving sewer waiver on second water meter for 3041 Dell Ridge
Court, seconded by Bruns. Motion carried.

Citizens Input
Pat Callanan of Hawkeye Communications, 97 N Center Point Road spoke to city council about his concerns with the

addition of another bike trail on N Center Point Road. Callanan said the existing trail goes down N Center Point Road and
adding a second bike lane that is six foot wide with a three foot buffer is a real concern. Callanan added traffic congestion
will be obvious under the road diet plan; it is a safety issue for people pulling out of the Hawkeye Communications
parking lot because the people will now have to look for traffic on the bike trail and the bike path from the nature trail.
Callanan expressed his opinion that the design is a recipe for disaster and a step backwards from the plan to improve the
area.

Callanan said he heard there would be another bike trail on Robins Road; seems a little overkill. Callanan felt the
reconstruction design is a lot of expense and a lot of confusion for bikers and drivers. Callanan asked council to think
about what the city can do to make things better.

Ken Cooper of Banacom Signs, 111 N Center Point Road spoke to city council with his concerns on the bottleneck on N
Center Point Road. Cooper said he had to do a lot of maneuvering around to get to the meeting tonight.

Report from Council Members/Mayor/City Administrator

City Administrator Downs congratulated Community Development Director Parsley, MSA Professional Services and the
Comprehensive Plan Update Committee for receiving the Daniel Burnham Award for a Comprehensive Plan from the
American Planning Association.

Hiawatha Economic Development Corporation (HEDCO) — Kyle Kunz

Kyle Kunz of Honkamp Krueger and Chair of Hiawatha Economic Development Corporation (HEDCO) presented an
annual report and requested a funding pledge for FY 2018-2019. Kunz said HEDCO created a marketing plan and have
been working with Kirk Hayden of Metro Studios, also a HEDCO board member to promote and market the city and local
businesses. Kunz explained part of the marketing initiatives include business visits, revamping the HEDCO website and
using social media to push out content.

Kunz shared from 2016 to 2017 traffic to the HEDCO website increased 280% and pages viewed increased 146%. Kunz
said HEDCO has been posting a lot of videos including Business Success Stories and drone footage of development and
Tower Terrace Road. Kunz added the Dancer’s Edge video had 5,000 views. Kunz said HEDCO is recelving inquiries
from the website reaching as far as West Des Moines and Waukee. It is important for HEDCO to be at the top of the list in
Google search; awareness generated from the content is helping build interest.
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Bruns presented RESOLUTION #17-190 pledging $15,000 from Tax Increment F inancing (TIF) Funds for FY 2018-2019
to support HEDCO in carrying out their initiatives of cultivating economic growth in the City of Hiawatha by serving as an
advocate for existing businesses and businesses looking to move their operations to Hiawatha, seconded by Wichtendahl.
Roll call vote: AYES: Rampulla, Norton, Wichtendahl, Bruns. NAYS: None. ABSENT: Olson. RESOLUTION #17-190
adopted.

Community Annual Partnership Assessment Report Presentation — Emily Upah of Alliant Energy

Emily Upah of Alliant Energy presented the Community Annual Partnership Assessment Report. Upah said she is the key
account manager for Hiawatha and she can help facilitate any assistance for the city. Upah said Alliant completes a
community annual partnership assessment each year to evaluate the projects over the last year. Upah said in 2016, Alliant
made just under $77,000 in electrical infrastructure investments in Hiawatha and paid $83,000 in taxes to Hiawatha. Other
projects with Hiawatha include $5,000 to the Back to School Backpack project with the Parks and Recreation Department,
$2,500 to the Hiawatha Public Library, and $500 to Hiawatha Fun Fest. Upah added Alliant issued 175 rebates totaling
$195,000.

Upah stated there is ability to participate in a Branching Out project as a grant opportunity to communities to purchase and
plant trees; spring plantings close November 1. Upah added there are funds available for difibulators and personal
protective equipment for emergency personnel. Upah said Alliant wants to partner with the city whenever the opportunity
arises.

NTS Presentation - Kay Fisk

Kay Fisk of Neighborhood Transportation Service (NTS) presented the annual report and requested a funding pledge for
FY 2018-2019. Fisk reported the partnership with Horizons is working well. Fisk said NTS purchases inexpensive vans
from the Department of Transportation for use in providing people rides to and from their appointments. Fisk said NTS
uses federal funds and they have to be used for a corporate purpose.

Fisk mentioned a partnership with Cedar Rapids School District to take homeless children to school; last year 187
homeless people were transported to a shelter. Fisk said NTS works with other non-profits and participates in a summer
meal program.

Fisk stated the money that NTS uses to get people to work puts $7 million back into the community. Fisk mentioned there
are four or five people in Hiawatha that are currently on a waiting list to use NTS services. Fisk said she continues to work
with the Jowa Legislature and travels to Washington DC a couple of times a year to get more funding for transportation.

Fisk clarified the funding received from the City of Hiawatha goes directly to NTS.

Wichtendahl presented RESOLUTION #17-191 pledging $9,368 from the General Fund for FY 2018-201 9, to NTS for
services provided to the City of Hiawatha residents offering convenient, quality, affordable transportation to employment
and education responsibilities, seconded by Wichtendahl. Roll call vote: AYES: Rampulla, Norton, Wichtendahl, Bruns.
NAYS: None. ABSENT: Olson. RESOLUTION #17-191 adopted.

EDC Presentation - Curt Nelson

Curt Nelson of Entrepreneurial Development Center (EDC) presented the annual report and requested a funding pledge for
FY 2018-2019. Nelson said EDC has been in operation for 14 years and in that time the company has helped 933
entrepreneurs, generated $1.5 billion in revenue and a $4 million increase in wages.

Nelson listed some Hiawatha companies who have utilized EDC’s services: Ready Wireless, Mobile Demand, Level 10
and Channel Fusion. Nelson said EDC has a new acquisition deal in the works for Hiawatha but he cannot disclose at this
time.

Bruns presented RESOLUTION #17-192 pledging $12,000 from Tax Increment Financing (TTF) Funds for FY 2018-2019
to EDC for services provided to businesses or business concepts with capital raises, mergers, marketing, personnel, sales

Approving the FY 2017 Annual Financial Report

Finance Director Kudrna said it was another excellent year with staff department heads holding their budgets. As noted in
the Finance Director’s memo general fund expenditures were 95.09% of the estimated budget. For the past nine years city
staff has under spent their overall budget with an average of 94.73%. The city’s general fund revenues fall short of the
city’s estimated budget taking a total of 94.28%. In past years, the staff has traditionally come in above their estimates but
with multi-family rollback adjustments in this fiscal year it makes it difficult to estimate. However, in comparing revenue
totals from last year the city grew by 8.58% ($352,164). The city’s general fund reserves grew by $3,248.66 with an
ending balance of $1,636,842; leaving the city with a general fund reserve that is 36.7% of actual FY 2016-2017
expenditures. Council’s general fund reserve goal is to retain 20-25% of expenditure dollars ($4,453,572). The city ended
the FY 2016-2017 budget with a 37% reserve; this is exceptional.

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The Hiawatha City Council met in a Work Session on October 9, 2017. Mayor Bill Bennett called the
meeting to order at 4:00 P.M. Council members present: Marty Bruns, Bob Rampulla, Dick Olson,
Aime Wichtendahl, and Dennis Norton. Staff present: City Administrator Kim Downs, Finance
Director Cindy Kudma, Public Works Superintendent Rod Jasa, City Engineer John Bender, Parks
and Recreation Director Kelly Willadsen, Fire Chief Mike Nesslage, Police Chief Dennis Marks, and
Community Development Director Patrick Parsley. Guests: Daniel Hoffmann and Kenny Jones.

Olson moved the approval of the agenda, seconded by Rampulla. Motion carried.

Sidewalk Audit and next steps

Community Development Director Parsley explained last year city council authorized an evaluation
of Hiawatha’s sidewalk deficiency standard and a sidewalk study due to a growing number of
concerns and complaints.

Parsley said the city’s liability insurance carrier ICAP performed a sidewalk assessment in the area
between Miller Road and 10" Avenue between Boyson Road and Emmons Street containing
approximately six miles of street and 12 miles of sidewalk. This area makes up about 20% of the total
sidewalks in Hiawatha. Parsley stated the study revealed 120 defects in the sidewalks and most of the
issues were due to vertical separations of one inch or more. The study also showed 14 accessibility
curb ramps with deficiencies.

Parsley explained after reviewing the results of the study he recommends Hiawatha start a sidewalk
maintenance program with the goal to maintain and improve the existing public sidewalks. Parsley
said the estimated total cost of the repairs for the deficiencies noted in the assessment report, not
including the accessibility ramps is $85,000. Parsley stated the recommended upgrades to the
accessibility ramps would be an additional $20,000.

Parsley presented two options for sidewalk maintenance programs:

Option 1 — divide Hiawatha into five geographical areas and every two years the sidewalks in one of
the areas would be thoroughly inspected in accordance with criteria established by City Ordinance
with oversight by the City Engineer to determine if sidewalk repairs are necessary. The parkway,
driveway approaches, and water stop boxes located outside of the sidewalk are not inspected s part of
the maintenance program.

Property owners adjacent to sidewalks that are marked for repair would be notified of their
responsibility to repair the sidewalk through a certified letter.

A re-inspection of the sidewalks marked for repair will be made after the deadline date. Satisfactory
repairs are noted and no further action is necessary. However, if the repair work is unsatisfactory, the
adjoining property owner will be notified. If no attempt was made to repair the sidewalk, or if the
unsatisfactory repairs were not corrected, a letter will be sent to the owner notifying them the city will
complete the repair work and all associated costs will be billed to the property owner. If the invoice is
not paid, the property owner will be assessed for all fees and administrative penalties through the
Linn County Recorder/Treasurer’s office.

The City will arrange for the completion of the repair work to the sidewalks. The adjoining property
owner will be invoiced for all construction costs plus a $30 administrative fee as allowed by
Hiawatha ordinance. If the invoice remains unpaid, the costs will be assessed against the property in
accordance with City Code.
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If the sidewalk is eight feet in width, the city will share in the costs to repair the sidewalk. The city
will be responsible for the costs to repair the sidewalk square footage in excess of a five feet
sidewalk. If the property owner is repairing the sidewalk, they must receive approval from the City
prior to commencement of repairs. If the City repairs the 8-foot sidewalk, the property owner will be
invoiced for a 5° width of the construction costs plus a $30 administrative fee.

If the damage to the sidewalk is caused by a city owned item, i.e. a water main valve (not a service
valve), a sewer manhole located within the sidewalk, or a tree located within the parkway, the city
will take responsibility for the repair of the sidewalk as long as the damage is directly attributable to
the item. Just because a city-owned item is present does not automatically mean that the item is the
cause of the damage. Each situation will be evaluated individually by city staff. The city is
responsible for the maintenance and repair of curb ramps at public streets.

Option 2 — divide Hiawatha into five geographical areas and every two years the sidewalks in one of
the areas would be thoroughly inspected in accordance with criteria established by city ordinance
with oversight by the city engineer to determine if sidewalk repairs are necessary. The parkway,
driveway approaches, water stop boxes located outside of the sidewalk are not inspected s part of the
maintenance program.

City engineer awards an RFP to a contractor willing to perform sidewalk repairs in accordance with
city standards and the time frames specified in the program. The contract with the contractor will be
with the City of Hiawatha and not the individual property owners.

Property owners of record listed at the County Assessor’s office adjacent to sidewalks that are
marked for repair will be notified of their responsibility to repair the sidewalk through a certified
notification letter.

A re-inspection of the sidewalks marked for repair will be made during the permitted construction.
Satisfactory repairs are noted and no further action is necessary. However, if the repair work is
unsatisfactory, the adjoining property owner will be notified.

If no attempt was made to repair the sidewalk and the property owner did not choose the option to
pre-pay for the repairs, or if the unsatisfactory repairs were not corrected, a letter will be sent to the
owner notifying them the city will complete the repair work and all associated costs and penalties will
be billed to the property owner, and all unpaid costs and fees will be assessed through the Linn
County Recorder/Treasurer’s office.

The city will arrange for the completion of the repair work to the sidewalks which were not
completed by the property owner and which were requested by pre-payment using the contractor
awarded the contract through the RFP process.

The adjoining property owners who did not complete their own sidewalk deficiency and did not pre-
pay will be invoiced for all construction costs plus a $30 administrative fee as allowed by Hiawatha
ordinance. If the invoice remains unpaid, the costs will be assessed against the property in accordance
with city code.

If the sidewalk is eight feet in width, the city will share in the costs to repair the sidewalk. The city
will be responsible for the costs to repair the sidewalk square footage in excess of a five foot
sidewalk. If the property owner is repairing the sidewalk, they must receive approval from the city
prior to commencement of repairs. If the City repairs the 8-foot sidewalk, the property owner will be
invoiced for a five foot width of the construction costs plus a $35 administrative fee.

If the damage to the sidewalk is caused by a city owned item, i.e. a water main valve (not a service
valve), a sewer manhole located within the sidewalk, or a tree located within the parkway, the City
will take responsibility for the repair of the sidewalk as long as the damage is directly attributable to
the item. Just because a city-owned item is present does not automatically mean that the item is the
cause of the damage. Each situation will be evaluated individually by city staff,

The city is responsible for the maintenance and repair of curb ramps at public streets. These repairs
may be included in the RFP.

Council Member Dick Olson asked if Local Option Sales and Service Tax (LOSST) dollars can be
used for the sidewalk maintenance program.

City Administrator Downs confirmed LOSST dollars as an option.

Council Member Bruns cautioned the city needs to be careful with putting people in a financial bind.
Downs said if modifications can be made staff will look at those options for the residents.

Council Member Olson directed staff to work on a plan for implementation of Option 2.

Topsoil Ordinance requirements

City Engineer Bender explained staff reviewed the existing Hiawatha Code of Ordinances Chapter
167, Filling and Grading with the Storm Water Committee, it has been determined Section 167.10
actually calls out the finishing grading requirement to be completed according to Section 02900 of the
Metro Standards. This section under paragraph 3.03, calls out the replacement of four to six inches of

new topsoil. Bender said this requirement has only been enforced under existing Capital Improvement
Plan (CIP).

Bender continued to state topsoil has been replaced on most commercial developments; however
residential lots have had varying results based upon the builder’s standard practice. Bender added if
the city starts enforcing Chapter 167 on residential lots, this would be a change to standard practice to
date.

Bender recommended a transition to the Statewide Urban Design and Specifications (SUDAS) along
with the City of Cedar Rapids by July 2018. The plan would be to phase out the Metro Standards,
including section 02900 which the city has been using since the early 2000°s. Bender suggested the
best approach at this time is to review site plans submitted and encourage the replacement of topsoil,
but wait for any additional enforcement of topsoil rules until next year when SUDAS has been
adopted. There is currently a section on topsoil in the specifications that would become the guideline
for any enforcement at that time.

Bali Hi Sanitary Sewer Expansion Development Agreement

City Engineer Bender explained engineering has reviewed the preliminary plat of Bali Hai Addition
to the City of Hiawatha. This is a preliminary plat of the area just to the north of the existing Bali Hai
mobile home park.
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Bender said the preliminary plat is in conjunction of the rezoning request from existing A zoning to
C-4 Central Service District, to allow the owner to maintain one lot for construction of an equipment
and maintenance building, and provide another lot for future C-4 development.

Bender said there is a need for a drainage easement to accommodate the storm water flow from
adjoining properties and a sanitary sewer easement for the extension of a public sanitary sewer from
the existing Dry Creek interceptor to Robins Road for future sewer service. Bender added if the city
will consider participating in the sewer extension cost with either the additional size and or length of
the line to serve properties on the west side of Robins Road, approximately 25 acres can be opened
for redevelopment.

Bender stated the estimated construction cost of $81,065.35, and Bender is looking at two potential
options for completion of this project:

Option #1-Participate in sewer over size costs:

524 feet at $41.35/foot=%$21,667

Bender said due to the fact that both options are approximately $40,000, the recommendation is for
sewer to be designed, permitted, and constructed on Bali Hi property with city participation in cost up
to the $40,000 amount. After the sewer is installed and inspected by city staff and a permanent sewer
easement recorded, the city will reimburse the developer the $40,000, plus a share of any unforeseen
cost such as groundwater or bedrock removal. But the maximum contingency will be 10% or $4,000.
Bender recommended entering into a developer’s agreement for the extension of sanitary sewer.

City Council members directed staff to bring the item back to a regular City Council meeting for
consideration of a development agreement.

Iowa Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) Tree Inventory and action plan

Parks and Recreation Director Willadsen and Public Works Superintendent Jasa presented
information on the Urban Forest Management Plan and Emerald Ash Borer Plan and the Department
of Natural Resources recommendations for sustainable tree grant inventory.
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Tree inventory history:

In 2016, a tree inventory was conducted that included 100% of the city owned trees on both streets
and parks.

1. The tree data was collected using a handheld Global Positioning System (GPS) receiver.

2. The data collector gives Geographic Information Systems (GIS) coordinates with an accuracy
of 3 meters, which can be used in Arc GIS as an active GIS data layer. Because the inventory
is a digital document the data can be updated with new information and become a working
document.

Over the next year the city’s GIS employee will be helping through use of the City’s GIS software to
continue updating the information whenever trees are planted, maintained or removed. This will allow
the city to be self-sufficient and know what is going on at all times.

Inventory results:

Below are some key findings of the 2,961 trees inventoried.
e Hiawatha’s trees provide $240,066 of benefits annually (energy, storm water, air quality,
carbon, and aesthetics) an average of $81 a tree.
There are over 60 species of trees, but only 10 species count for 61% of the public trees
The top three genera are: Maple 25%, Apple (Crabapple) 14%, and Ash 13%
28% of trees are in need of some type of management
93 trees are recommended for removal AND 17 are of critical concern.
A total of 697’ trees need some sort of crown maintenance.

Hiawatha has over 60 different tree species along city streets and parks.

Hiawatha has 17 trees that need removal considered critical concern, plus there are another 76 that
need to be considered for removal.
1. It is recommended to start with the large diameter trees first. There are 12 trees over 24

inches in diameter at 4.5 ft that should be addressed immediately.
2. After all of the trees within the next year are removed, there will be follow up on the trees
marked as needing maintenance.

Most of the planting over the next 5 years will replace the trees that are removed.
1. Itis recommended to plant 1.2 trees for every tree removed, since survival rates will not be

100%.

2. Itis not essential that the new trees be planted in the same location of the trees being
removed. However, maintaining the same number of trees helps ensure continuation of the
benefits of the existing forest in Hiawatha.

It is important to plant a diverse mix of species in the urban forest to maintain canopy health, since
most insects and diseases target a genus (ash) or species (green ash) of trees.
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Continual Monitoring:

Due to the threat of EAB and the fact it is just north in Toddville, it is important to continuously
check the health of ash trees.

o It is recommended that ash trees be checked with a visual survey every year for tree decline
and for the following signs and symptoms: canopy dieback, epicormic shoots, bark splitting,
D-shaped borer exit holes, and wood pecker damage.

Budget Concerns:

e Today our budget for EAB is $0

e Using the current estimated tree removal budget at $600 / tree it would take ~29 years to
remove the existing public ash trees (385).

This would not include cost of removing the 89 non-ash tree species listed to be removed.

To remove all ash trees within 6 years, the budget needed is $38,500 per year.

If our budget is $10,000 annually all ash could be removed in 24 years, if we include all other
species needing removal (89 trees) could be removed in 28 years.

Inevitably the EAB will kill all ash trees in the area within the next 4 to 15 years; We know
there are reports that have identified the EAB in Linn County along 1-380/80 and in close
proximity to Toddville.

Staff Recommended Budget:

e  Ash Tree removal: $10,000 for trees bigger than 20”. Staff will remove 20 or smaller.
Replanting: $5,000. This will be additional to grant opportunities.

e Ongoing care (chips, pruning, staking, tree wrap, watering, etc): $5,000 for materials with
staff or contractor doing the labor.

e Tree Trimming (crown work): $15,000(every other year forever) % to 1/3 of city.

Three years ago, before the inventory was complete, the City set aside $30,000.00 (LOSST)
for 3 years to plan for the EAB. Based on the DNR report $90,000 would only cover 150
trees out of the 385.

e This funding starts in FY19. With the tree removal budget staff will start by removing critical
concern trees while monitoring EAB signs and symptoms.

e Itis also worth noting that the size of EAB populations in a specific area will change over
time. Populations initially build very slowly, but later increase rapidly as more trees become
infested.

e As EAB populations reach peak densities, a high proportion of the untreated ash trees in a
given area will decline and die, usually over a 3-5 year period. Once untreated ash trees in the
area succumb, however, the local EAB population will decrease substantially.

e [If Hiawatha becomes fully infested, more funds will be needed to remove Ash trees.

Jasa mentioned Code of Ordinances Chapter 151 currently lists City Council as the responsible party
to inspect; need to change this to city staff

Council Member Olson directed staff to come up with a total cost to complete the program.
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Fireworks Ordinance
City Administrator Downs provided the following information in her memo included in the council
packet:

Last summer council unanimously voted to mirror lowa’s Senate File 489 that allowed the use and
sales of fireworks in Hiawatha. The bill reversed decades of a prohibition that allowed only novelty
fireworks like sparklers, snakes and now bottle rockets, firecrackers, roman candles, and other
consumer-grade fireworks during two yearly time periods June 1 through July 8 and December 10
through January 3 of each year. The bill also allowed the retails sales at permanent buildings from
June 1 and July 8 and between December 10 and January 3 each year. Temporary structures retail
sales were also allowed from June 13 through July 8 with no zoning restrictions.

Shortly, thereafter city staff began receiving phone calls and concern citizens” emails asking the city
to limit or ban fireworks due to high fireworks activity. Initially, staffs’ thought process was that
people would police themselves but we soon discovered that was not necessarily the case. City staff
received at least 30 recordable requests from citizens asking to limit the use to one day or to ban the
use.

During the July meeting, Mayor Bennett asked council to consider having discussions to change the
city’s position on the use of fireworks. On August 22 the city of Cedar Rapids took action banning
the use of fireworks and limiting the sales of fireworks to industrial zoned areas only. The City of
Marion continues to have discussions but appears to be favoring the use of fireworks only on the 4™
of July and limiting the zones for sales.

Chief Marks stated his preference is to allow a very short window for the use of fireworks either from
July 1-4 or July 3-4. Marks felt a total ban would cause otherwise law-abiding citizens to break the
law. Marks said it is very difficult to catch the person that let off the fireworks; need to have the
ability to enforce. Marks suggested putting the fine on the homeowner.

Chief Nesslage expressed his support in banning fireworks as the bill has resulted in needless injuries
for lowa children, created problems for war veterans suffering from post-traumatic stress disorder and
caused trouble for many dogs.

Staff will make the necessary changes to the Code of Ordinances and bring back to City Council for
consideration at a regular meeting.

Paris Climate Agreement
City Administrator Downs provided the following information in her memo included in the council
packet:

The Paris climate agreement, is a landmark model of international cooperation marking the deepest
global commitment to combat the threat of climate change. Its an agreement within the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) dealing with greenhouse gas
emissions mitigation, adaption and finance starting in the year 2020,

In the Paris Agreement, each country determined, plans and regularly reports its own contribution it
should make in order to mitigate global climate changes. There is no mechanism to force a country to
set a specific target by a specific date, but each target should go beyond previously set targets.

In June 2017, U.S. President Donald Trump announced his intention to withdraw the United States
from the agreement, causing widespread condemnation in the European Union and many sectors in
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the United States. Under the agreement, the earliest effective date of withdrawal for the U.S. is
November 2020.

Linn County Supervisors passed a resolution in July supporting the Paris Climate Agreement with the
intentions to reduce the threat of climate change. The supervisor’s resolution is quite in depth. As the
city council you may not want to go that deep or if at all. If you as a majority would decide you would
like to recognize the Paris Climate Agreement I would assume you would want to approve a
resolution that reflects what we currently do as a city to aid in the reduction of emission and to reduce
our energy footprint.

The way the City of Hiawatha is doing this today is through a storm water control program, required
certifications of retention ponds every two years, maintaining water runoff on your own property,
consideration for solar energy on new construction, top soil policy, tree inventory maintenance
program, etc... The Paris Climate Agreement is a voluntary non-binding document.

Council Member Wichtendahl requested a resolution in support of the Paris Climate Agreement and
drafted language for the resolution.

City Council members directed staff to bring the resolution back to a regular City Council meeting for
consideration of approval.

There being no further discussion, Rampulla moved to adjourn the meeting at 5:49 P.M., seconded by
Wichtendahl. Motion carried.

Description: Engineering Department Report

Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage that requires engineering review and
approval of proposed plans. Construction of the public utilities is underway in the Dell Ridge IlI
Addition and Rolling Prairie Il addition. Pecks 1% Addition improvements have now started.

The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project has moved to the
final stage, the Robins Road repaving. We plan to have a ribbon cutting on October 31st. See attached
invitation.

We plan to have the existing contractor working on the Emmons Street/Robins Road/ North Center
Point Road do the repainting of North Center Point Road north of the new intersection to Boyson Road
starting the week of October 30. The existing paving north of Emmons Street will provide sufficient
width for a 3-lane section and 2-bike lanes 6.5 feet wide and a 3 foot buffer area on each side. We
have reached out to several of the businesses along the roadway to make sure they were fully aware of
the project. The work is scheduled to start November 3™, weather permitting.

The Boyson Road Capacity Improvements project is now complete. Price Electric is installing the new
signal equipment October 25", It will take a few days to get the final programming completed.

The Edgewood Road grading and culvert project is substantially com plete. The phase | contractor,
Peterson Construction Company from Reinbeck lowa is now ready for a punch list walkthrough for any
final items.

The lowa DOT has now completed construction on the widening of the northbound 1-380 off-ramp at
Boyson Road. LL Pelling Company from North liberty was the prime contractor who is adding fill on the
interstate side and additional paving to widen the ramp to a 2-lane off-ramp.





The Tower Terrace Interchange public information meeting has been set for November 16, 2017 in the

Hiawatha City Hall community center. The lowa DOT will conduct the meeting. See attached
information poster.

We have also had discussions with the lowa DOT on concept drawings for the new proposed Boyson
Road/I-380 interchange. The proposal is to construct a new diverging diamond interchange. We are

reviewing the three alternatives developed so far. This concept work will also be reviewed at the open
house on November 16.

Hiawatha Public Library informational presentation on library expansion project

Hiawatha Public Library Director Jeaneal Weeks presented information on the library expansion project. An overview of
Weeks’ presentation is provided in the information below.

History of the project: Hiawatha Public Library originally chose FEH Architects from Des Moines and Dubuque to design
the library building expansion project. FEH’s plan was to double the square footage to 17,000 square feet. The Hiawatha
Public Library went through a site selection process and their current site at 150 W Willman Street ranked the highest as
prime real estate.

Under FEH Architects’ design, the building would be expanding the east. The Hiawatha Public Library wanted to add a
partial basement for storage and to use as a storm shelter; it was very costly to add the basement. The Hiawatha Public
Library started raising money under FEH’s design plan to help with the referendum.

In spring of 2016, the Hiawatha Public Library decided to work with a local architect to try to lower the cost of the project
and get the best project possible. The Hiawatha Public Library hired Ahmann Design who is donating design services as
an in-kind donation. Under Ahmann’s plan, the building expansion is flipped to the other side and it is a much larger
building at 22,000 square feet, at a much lower cost of $4.133 million.

In the new plan, the basement will be constructed partially above ground and the there is much better use of space. The
library will be able to use the basement and main floor.

Digital signage throughout the building
Ability to teach classes in conference room

Community Center yearly non-profit rate increase for 2018: Nonprofit yearly rentals have not had an
increase in over 5 years. Right now, they pay $300 for a 12-month calendar year, which allows them to
rent once a month. This brings the price to $25.00 per rental. The department would like to increase the
fee by $120 a year bringing the yearly rate to $420 and $35 per rental. This will keep us very comparable
to other Cities our size yet help us keep up with the maintenance costs as the center continues to get
older. With your approval this will be effective January 1, 2018.

Motion by Dan Wilkes, second by Dawn Ewoldt to increase yearly nonprofit rate to $420 effective January
1, 2018. Motion carried.

Community Center A/V prices for non-profit renters: The City has never had an A/V fee adjustment for
nonprofit rentals. There was a request from a non-profit group asking if we have a discount for the
system during their calendar year meetings. The department doesn’t have many groups that ask for it but
decided to put a plan in place in case there are more non-profits asking. Typically, groups are charged a
rate of $40 for the equipment (system, microphones, projectors, connection cords), giving them a 50% off
discount making the rental fee $20.00. This would go into effect starting January 1, 2018 when the rest of
the contracts are updated.

Motion by Dan Wilkes, second by Dawn Ewoldt to implement $20 audio visual fee for nonprofits effective
January 1, 2018. Motion carried.

Community Center Price Increase for 2018; With the Com munity Center continuing to get rented every
weekend the department would like to increase the rental rate for 2018. Since the addition of the non-
resident rate there has not been a decrease in rentals but an increase from the surrounding cities. Over
2016-2017 there has been 377 rentals total, 86 out of Hiawatha, 210 from Cedar Rapids, 27 out of Marion
and 54 from surrounding cities. With that said the department would like to increase the non-resident
and resident fee $25.00 to make the costs for the facility effective January 1, 2018 as stated below:

Resident: 5175 per rental/$250 all day
Non-Resident: 5200 per rental/$275 all day

Kainz Park
and the detention basin next to the Cedar Valley Trail were granted to the City in 1992 by Linn
County for $1.00. Restrictions on the land require the properties to remain used for public
purpose. The original plan was for the City to sell the land (interest by Dave Wright) and purchase
the land area from Dave Wright to construct a dog park which he would help develop donating
$90,000. With Linn County not wanting us to sell the land, and because it needs to stay a public
purpose we are on hold with the project. Dave Wright will not complete this project if he can’t
purchase the Kainz Park and detention basin.

Hodge Construction owns 12.5 acres to the left of Tucker full of wood and a creek land. They are
willing to donate the land to the city. The city is looking to add a trail through the area to connect
the park to Nixon Elementary.

Dan Wilkes asked why he kept finding shingles everywhere. Kelly Willadsen advised him that
children are climbing on top of the dugouts. Hiawatha Kids League and Hiawatha Parks and
Recreation are working together to find a solution on how to replace them.

Deb Theis asked if the solar panels are up yet. Kelly Willadsen informed her that the project is on
hold due to the solar panel representative asking to work with another member of the Hiawatha
Kids League. Once the contract from City of Hiawatha is approved by Hiawatha Kids League the
project can move forward. HKL is meeting on Sunday, October 15" to decide as a group if they'd
like to continue moving forward with this project.

Darryl Cheney stated that he was bothered by the fact that they were tripling the building and not doubling the
parking.

There was discussion about the uses of each part of the building and how it relates to the parking. Pat stated
they arrived at the 69 required parking spaces based off the usage.

Pat stated this was already in the code and
explained that they are looking at possible code changes. He went on to explain that in the CPR-1 district, the
maximum requirement is 4 spaces per 1000sq.ft. of building space.

Recker explained to the board there was a leak at 80 11" Ave on October 2, 2017. Jason Kisling, Steve Kramer and
himself had the problem fixed within 2 4 hours.

Recker told the board there was another water main leak on October 3, 2017 in front of 100 Oak Street, the
apartment complex. It was in the middle of the street so 2 panels of concrete had to be removed. Recker contacted
the contractor that did the work for the City during the North Center Point Rd and Emmons Street project as they
had replaced the service to this building. However, the service line was not the issue. It was a break outside their
work area.

Recker said that he talked to Suez/Utility Service Company about the concern for the maintenance on the outside of
Water Tower #2 at 2030 Boyson Road. They agreed to do a onetime outside wash but after that there will be a
charge. They sent Marty Recker a quote for further washing.

Recker showed the board and explained that one high service pump VFD (variable frequency drive) at the Iron
Plant has failed. He is currently getting quotes to have this unit replaced. He will get this fixed as soon as possible.





Recker asked Hall and Hall Engineers for a quote to update our hydraulic mapping. Hall and Hall’s quote was
$2,500.00 for this update. Recker also asked Kyla Pfeiler (GIS technician for the city) about being able to update
our Hydraulic mapping. Kyla said she could do the update if we bought the software. She got some quotes on the
mapping software and they were similar in price to Hall and Hall’s quote. The board held a discussion and decided
to go forward with purchasing the software. Recker said he would have a resolution next month for that.

Recker said the city was going to do a study on Robins Road from Boyson Road to Emmons Street. The study
would consider the encompass street work and right of way work along with the Water Department cost for

replacing the main on this road. He wasn’t sure when this study would be done or when this would start.

Recker told the board he gave a tour for a Kirkwood Community College Engineering class at the Iron Removal
Plant on October 12, 2017.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA,

IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 41 Public Health and Safety, Section 41.12 Illegal Use of
Fireworks of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, is hereby

amended and adopted as follows:

CHAPTER 41

PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY

41.12 ILLEGAL USE OF FIREWORKS.

A person, firm, partnership, or corporation who sells consumer fireworks to a
person who is less than eighteen years of age commits a simple misdemeanor,
punishable by a fine of not less than two hundred fifty dollars. A person who is
less than eighteen years of age who purchases consumer fireworks commits a
simple misdemeanor, punishable by a fine of not less than two hundred fifty
dollars.

A person age eighteen or older may use or explode consumer fireworks
during the following designated times:

July 3" from 3:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.

July 4 from 12:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.
December 31* from 9:00 p.m. to January 1* 12:30 a.m.

A person who uses or explodes consumer fireworks or novelties while the use of
such devices is prohibited or limited by an ordinance adopted by the city in which
the fireworks are used commits a simple misdemeanor, punishable by a fine of not

less than two hundred fifty dollars.

A person who uses or explodes consumer fireworks or novelties while the use of
such devices is suspended by an order of the state fire marshal commits a simple

misdemeanor, punishable by a fine of not less than two hundred fifty dollars.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 160 FIRE CODE §160.35
SEIZURE OF FIREWORKS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 160, Fire Code Section 160.35 Seizure of Fireworks, of the Code of
Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

160.35 SEIZURE OF FIREWORKS. The Hiawatha Fire Code is hereby amended by adding
sections 5601.7.1, as follows:

5601.7 Seizure of fireworks. It shall be unlawful for any person, or entity, to
possess, store, to offer for sale, sell at retail or use or explode any fireworks,
except as allowed by State law and/or City ordinance. It shall be unlawful for any
person, or entity, to use or explode any fireworks on any City owned or leased
property without a permit approved by City Council.

The Fire Code Official may issue an Operational Permit for Explosives and/or
Pyrotechnic Special Effects Materials for the use of fireworks by artisans in
pursuit of their trade in accordance with the Fire Code. Every such use or display
shall be handled by a competent operator approved by the Fire Code Official and
after proper investigation, not be hazardous to property or endanger any person.

The Fire Code Official shall seize, take, remove, or cause to be removed, at the
expense of the owner, all stocks of fireworks offered or exposed for sale, stored,
or held in violation of the section.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING
EXECUTION OF A DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BY AND
BETWEEN THE CITY OF HIAWATHA AND PECK'S
LANDING, LLC (FIRST ADDITION)

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 91-68, adopted June 19, 1991, and which has been
amended 12 times, lastly by Amendment No. 12 as approved by Resolution No. 17-068 on April
19, 2017, this Council found and determined that certain areas located within the City are
eligible and should be designated as an urban renewal area under Iowa law, and approved and
adopted the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Plan (the "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area
(the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended, is on file in
the office of the Recorder of Linn County; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from Peck's Landing, LLC (the
"Developer"), in the form of a proposed Development Agreement (the "Agreement") (First
Addition) by and between the City and the Developer, pursuant to which, among other things,
the Developer would agree to construct certain Minimum Improvements and Infrastructure
Improvements (as those terms are defined in the Agreement) on certain real property located
within the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area as defined and legally described in the Agreement and
consisting of the construction of two new buildings on the Development Property with a total of
approximately 28,000 square feet for commercial, office and retail space, and the construction of
the improvements as set forth in that separate development agreement by and between the City
and the Developer and as shown on the Final Plat of Peck’s Landing First Addition, and to the
City standards as required by Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code, together
with all related site improvements, as outlined in the proposed Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will: (i) make up to 6
consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer consisting of 80%
of the Tax Increments pursuant to Jowa Code Section 403.19 and generated by the construction
of the Minimum Improvements, the cumulative total for all such payments not to exceed the
lesser of $783,000, or the amount accrued under the formula outlined in the proposed
Development Agreement; and (ii) provide a forgivable loan to the Developer in the amount of
$527,000 to be forgiven at the rate of 50% per year for 2 years under the terms and following
satisfaction of the conditions set forth in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, one of the obligations of Developer relates to employment retention and/or
creation; and

WHEREAS, lowa Code Chapters 15A and 403 authorize cities to make loans and grants
for economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to





appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the
purposes of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder
is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law
and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of
appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in
Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

A Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar lowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a
public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the
Agreement and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property
owners as to said proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered
to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA IN THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to making of loans and grants to the Developer in connection with the
development of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be and is
hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the
Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in
furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the





meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code, taking into account the factors set forth
therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved
and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in
substantially the form and content now before this meeting, but with such changes,
modifications, additions or deletions therein as shall be approved by such officers, and that from
and after the execution and delivery of the Agreement, the Mayor and the City Clerk are hereby
authorized, empowered and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such
documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Agreement as
executed.

PECK'S LANDING FIRST ADDITION

IN THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, LINN COUNTY, |OWA
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DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

In this memorandum of agreement, the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa will be known as
the “CITY”; and Peck’s Landing, LLC, will be known as the “DEVELOPER”.

WHEREAS, Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code of the City of Hiawatha,
Linn County, lowa requires the DEVELOPER of new subdivisions located within the CITY to construct, or
give satisfactory assurance to the CITY that it will construct certain improvements; and,

WHEREAS, the DEVELOPER, above described, is now in the process of subdividing the premises
legally described as follows to wit:

See Attachment A

which subdivision shall be known as
Peck’s Landing First Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa.

1. The DEVELOPER proposes to record a final plat situated on a portion of the Real Estate to be
known as Peck’s Landing First Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, and has
prepared a proposed final plat of such addition (the “Plat”). Said Addition consists of Lot 1,
Outlot A and Lot “A”, all inclusive.

2. The public improvements that lie within or provide service to the area included in the
proposed final plat of Peck’s Landing First Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa
have not yet been completed to date, and in order to receive the CITY’s approval of the
proposed plat the DEVELOPER by this Agreement is willing to obligate Lot 1, Peck’s Landing
First Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, for the construction and costs of said
improvements.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. That the DEVELOPER has provided assurance that all improvements will be constructed and will
perform to CITY Standards as required by Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development
Code. That the DEVELOPER shall complete, and the CITY shall accept, all the items applicable to
said subdivision set forth in the plan of improvements, not later than the earlier of a) one (1)
year from the date of passage of the City Council Resolution approving the Development
Agreement unless specifically extended by the Council; or b) occupancy of a newly constructed
principal structure built upon a lot in the subdivision. Upon completion of the Improvements,
the City Council shall cause to be filed a release instrument. Such release instrument will
indicate that the Improvements have been accepted by the City Council and will release the
DEVELOPER and the Real Estate from all obligations due under this Agreement and will
specifically discharge and release the DEVELOPER and the Real Estate from any lien. If
necessary, the City Council shall also cause to be executed and/or filed any additional





instrument(s) reasonably required by the DEVELOPER to further demonstrate that the
Improvements have been satisfactorily completed with the following exception:

a.  Construction of sidewalk shall be as described in paragraph 2 below.

That the DEVELOPER will either construct, or cause to be constructed, within said subdivision
all sidewalk required by Chapter 165 and 136 of the Code of Ordinances as follows:

a.  That said sidewalk shall be constructed to meet City Engineer’s specifications
adjacent to each lot in the subdivision as part of the construction of a principal
structure on each lot.

b.  Notwithstanding the above, the DEVELOPER agrees to construct sidewalk adjacent
to any lot which has not had sidewalk constructed for which the City Council passes
a resolution of necessity within a period of time established within said resolution
of necessity.

That the City acknowledges that the DEVELOPER has paid the final plat filing fee in the amount
of $300.00.

That the DEVELOPER has secured a NPDES General Permit No. 2 from the Department of
Natural Resources and developed a pollution prevention plan and agrees to maintain and
control the premises so as to prevent erosion. The DEVELOPER further assumes responsibility
for any costs associated with erosion and/or siltation of this development as outlined in
Section 167 of the Code of Ordinances as a result of development of this subdivision.

That all public improvements shall be constructed to CITY standards and shall be inspected by
the City Engineer. The DEVELOPER and any contractor or other agent employed by the
DEVELOPER shall provide maintenance surety required by Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified
Development Code prior to acceptance of the completed Improvements by the City.

DEVELOPER and any contractor or agent employed by the DEVELOPER shall provide insurance
as reasonably required by the City Council when working within the public rights-of-way.

That all improvements and construction on property dedicated to the CITY shall become
property of the CITY upon acceptance by the CITY (except private service connections to sewer
and water lines). Such acceptance by the CITY of an improvement shall constitute a release of
the obligations hereunder with respect to said improvement, except, as to being a surety under
the maintenance bond.

If the DEVELOPER fails to complete the Improvements within the time period as provided in
the Agreement, the CITY may cause the Improvements to be constructed in all respects as it
shall reasonably deem appropriate. DEVELOPER shall remain responsible for all cost incurred





by the CITY in completing the Improvements. In order to assure payment of such costs, if the
DEVELOPER has not completed the Improvements within the time period above provided, the
CITY and DEVELOPER further agree to the following assessment agreement as provided for in
Chapter 165.67.12 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code.

a. In consideration of the construction of the Improvements by the CITY, the
undersigned DEVELOPER hereby waives Notice of such construction, waives all legal
formalities required by the laws of lowa to be observed by cities in the construction
of Improvements where the expense of the Improvements is to be assessed, and
waives each and every question of jurisdiction. The intention of the DEVELOPER is to
authorize and direct the CITY to construct the Improvements without any of the
formalities or legal proceedings required of cities in constructing like improvements.
The express intention of the DEVELOPER is that the Improvements shall be
constructed as aforesaid as if each and every legal requirement pertaining thereto
was fully and faithfully observed and performed.

b. Itis further agreed that the CITY by and through its Council may make assessments
against the properties described herein as Lot 1, all-inclusive, Peck’s Landing First
Addition in the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, for the cost of the construction
of the Improvements, to the extent of the entire actual cost deemed necessary by
the City Council. Such cost shall be allocated to each lot according to the benefit
received by that lot.

c. Itisalso agreed that said assessment so made shall be a lien upon the Real Estate,
and the undersigned DEVELOPER hereby agrees to pay the amount is thus assessed
against the Real Estate, and said assessment shall have the same legal force and
effect as if all the legal formalities provided by law in such cases had been fully and
faithfully performed and observed. The DEVELOPER hereby expressly waived every
objection to said assessment. The DEVELOPER hereby authorizes the Council of the
City of Hiawatha, lowa, to pass any Resolution requisite or necessary to order and
secure the Improvements, to provide for the construction of the same and to make
assessment herein provide for, without further notice to DEVELOPER or owner of any
of the said lots.

d. Notwithstanding anything on this Agreement to the contrary, any assessment made
under this Agreement shall not be a lien against any property described herein
unless and until the CITY records with the Linn County Recorder a “Notice of
Assessment Lien” which Notice shall describe the property against which the lien
attaches and the amount of the lien.

e. Portions of the land include in said Lot 1, all-inclusive shall not be released from the
requirements of this Agreement prior to the completion of all required
improvements associated with the lot or lots as determined by the City Council.

That the DEVELOPER agrees to assume all expenses for any damage to public utilities, public
improvements or other property and assumes all risk of loss to the improvements
contemplated by this agreement until final acceptance by the CITY.

That the DEVELOPER agrees that occupancy of any structure will not be allowed until all
required Certificates of Occupancy are issued.

That the DEVELOPER acknowledges that the owner shall be responsible for reimbursement to
the Hiawatha Water Department for water used. Failure by the owner for proper and timely
payment may result in water service being suspended.

That the DEVELOPER agrees to hold the CITY harmless and to indemnify the CITY against all
claims made by any person as a result of personal injury or property damage occurring during
the construction of improvements contemplated by this agreement.

That this agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto and their heirs, successors and
assigns, and the sale by the DEVELOPER of all or any part of the premises in said subdivision
shall transfer obligations of the DEVELOPER to the successor in interest.

That this memorandum of agreement shall be recorded by the DEVELOPER at the same time as
recording the plat, and the CITY agrees that the City Engineer may, by written letter, satisfy any
portion of this agreement as having been satisfactorily completed by the DEVELOPER other
than final acceptance of the improvements

. Should any ambiguities arise in the construction of this agreement, it is agreed that it shall be

construed to favor public over private interests.

Description: This is part of the Tower Commerce Center preliminary plat. The lot lines have been
adjusted but no major changes are proposed. The lot size complies with the UDC. There
1s no request for a zoning change.

Report: This final plat matches the most recent preliminary plat. There is no required plan of
improvements to be considered with this plat except for the installation of a street light at
the intersection of Tower Terrace and the proposed private driveway:

e Sewer will be made available through a private easement and private sewer from
the adjacent lot to the east and from Metzger. Water is available on Tower
Terrace and Metzger.

e Access to the Tower Terrace lot will be from a private access driveway along the
west side of the Tower Terrace lot of this plat. Originally this was to continue to
the east but this has been changed to a narrower private easement for the sanitary
sewer only. This will remain a private driveway and will not require an additional
access to Tower Terrace.

e Access for the lot on Metzger will be from Metzger as detailed in the preliminary
plat.

Final blue bound documents with a development agreement for the street lights and
sidewalks and utility sign-offs have been submitted for Council consideration. The
revision to the easement has been included.

Recommendation: ~Community Development and the Planning and Zoning Commission supported the
approval of this final plat as originally submitted. The change in the width of the private
easement is a minor change and stays within the parameters of the approval.

The new building will have a 16,000
ft* area on the main floor with a 5,000 ft? basement. The building will include a meeting room of about 4,000
ft. The proposed exterior design is similar to the existing with a masonry finish and sloped asphalt roof.

The changes to the site will include added parking, installation of a water quality bio-swale for the added storm
water and complying landscaping trees and green space. New sewer and water services will be installed to
accommodate the increased demand and a fire sprinkler system.

Report:

The Council concern is with the CPR-1 specifications for the lot layout, access, parking and

Design Guideline. CPR-1 specifications require all site plans to be “conceptually” approved by Council because
of the desired building-forward concept, limiting access to Center Point Road and shared rear parking as noted
in this section of the UDC.

165.16 (17) CPR Center Point Road District CPR-1, CPR-2, CPR-3

O.  Conceptual Plan Approval. The standards set forth for building location, architectural requirements and

access management and control in the CPR District are inherently discretionary. The final decision with
respect to building location, architectural requirements and access management and control requirements in
the CPR District rests with the City Council... ... ...

(1) A Conceptual Plan must show the building layout including driveway and access. The
Conceptual Plan must show an illustration of the architectural features of the building and identify
proposed building materials. It is preferred, but not required, for the Conceptual Plan to illustrate the
architectural style in color.

(2) The Conceptual Plan must be sufficiently complete to allow the City to review and consider the
issues of building location, architectural requirements and access. The Conceptual Plan is not required to
meet additional standards set forth for a site plan.............................

(7) The Planning and Zoning Commission shall consider the Conceptual Plan within 45 days after
referral from the Zoning Administrator. Following review by the Planning and Zoning Commission, or the
passage of 45 days without consideration by the Planning and Zoning Commission, the Conceptual Plan
will be placed on the next available agenda of the City Council for consideration.

The Design Guidelines (DG) require a 25 foot setback from Center Point Road except when approved as a
building-forward design, and requires an exterior masonry finish on at least 50% of the exterior walls visible
from Center Point Road. The DG also requires a 25 foot setback for the parking or the installation of a berm
with plantings to a height of 3 feet above the curb. In this case the building is masonry and set back and
screening are in place. The site plan complies with the DG requirements.

Access from Center Point Road is discouraged as an effort to create a pedestrian friendly downtown. This plan
complies with the access concepts for CPR-1 because there is no direct access to Center Point Road. However
there is a need for additional parking. The size of the building requires a minimum of 69 parking spaces but
only 51 are proposed.

The P&Z Commission noted the need to address this issue as part of their review of this site plan. The options
to “share” parking with City Hall or to ask for a variance of 25% exist for this project. Either option would be
considered viable for this odd shaped lot in the CPR-1 zone. Because Council is the final decision making body
for CPR-1 conceptual plans, it is appropriate to designate and approve the shared parking between the Library
and City Hall as part of the approval of this site plan.

Staff has reviewed the remainder of the site plan for compliance to the UDC. Storm water management plans
have been submitted. The City Engineer has reviewed the design of a water-quality bio-swale along the west
side of the property. The applicant is also aware exterior lighting plans must be submitted

Recommendation:  The Planning and Zoning Commission supports the approval of this site plan with the
condition the Council address the parking shortage. Community Development recommends approval of the
conceptual site plan, and further recommends the Council recognize available on-street parking and parking at
City Hall as the acceptable solution to the parking shortage on this plan.

Report:

We have reviewed the above site plan submitted for the proposed library expansion. They will treat the entire
site’s water quality volume (1.25” over the entire site) using a bio-cell along the west side of the lot which will
also provide enough storage volume onsite to provide storm water management for the increased impervious
area on the plan. The new access will also align with the existing 1 Avenue.

With the proposed plan we find our comments have been addressed. Engineering can recommend approval.

If you need any further information, please let us know.
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A. Building Location. In District CPR-1 all buildings with any building face adjoining Center Point
Road shall be constructed with the primary or front face of the building toward Center Point Road.
The preferred location for new buildings in District CPR-1 shall be in accordance with Layout 1 or
Layout 2 in Appendix B. Buildings configured in accordance with Layout 3 considered acceptable
as an expansion of an existing building or new building where Layout 3 is approved by the City
Council as part of @ Conceptual Plan. Buildings and parking generally in accordance with Layout
4 in Appendix B are discouraged and are allowed only with approval by the City Council as part of

a Conceptual Plan.

B. Architectural Requirements. All buildings located in District CPR-1 and CPR-2 shall be
constructed with the primary building material being an architectural masonry product. The
desired architectural style or appearance is a distinctive style using clean or simple lines and
features. Decorative and ornate architectural features generally not allowed. Individual building

must comply with the architectural guidance standards.

C. Access Management and Control. To minimize traffic congestion and conflicting traffic
movements along Center Point Road from Blairs Ferry Road to Boysen Road the following

access management and control standards shall generally be applicable.

1. No driveway access directly to Center Point Road shall be permitted within 200 feet of

any public street intersecting Center Point Road.
2. No driveway shall be permitted within 200 feet of an existing driveway,

3. All driveways and parking lots along Center Point Road shall be developed in a manner
in which there will be connectivity between lots. The connectivity requirement is to
encourage the movement of vehicles to public streets by means other than direct

driveway access to Center Point Road.

D. Conceptual Plan Approval. The standards set forth for building location, architectural
requirements and access management and control in the CPR District are inherently
discretionary. The final decision with respect to building location, architectural requirements and
access management and control requirements in the CPR District rests with the City Council. Any
party considering a development with the CPR District that would need to comply with any or all
of these three standards is encouraged to submit a Conceptual Plan for review and consideration

by the City Council.





The
Conceptual Plan must show an illustration of the architectural features of the building and
identify proposed building materials. It is preferred, but not required, for the Conceptual

Plan to illustrate the architectural style in color.

Conceptual Plan is not required to meet additional standards set forth for a site plan.
The Conceptual Plan shall be submitted on drawings not larger than 11-inch by 17-inch.

Within 35 days after receipt of a Conceptual Plan the Zoning Administrator shall complete

its review in writing.

place the Conceptual Plan on the next agenda of the Planning and Zoning Commission.

The Planning and Zoning Commission shall consider the Conceptual Plan within 45 days
after referral from the Zoning Administrator. Following review by the Planning and Zoning
Commission, or the passage of 45 days without consideration by the Planning and

Zoning Commission, the Conceptual Plan will be placed on the next available agenda of

the City Council for consideration.

The City Council shall consider and take action on the Conceptual Plan within 45 days
after referral. In the event the City Council takes no action within 45 days the Conceptual
Plan shall be deemed to be denied, unless both parties mutually agree to an extension of

the 45 day period.
