Community Center Damage Deposit Price Increase: After last month's meeting, the board asked Ambyr and I to
consider increasing the Community Center damage deposit to see if it helps keep renters more accountable for
cleanup. Since we have had quite a few rentals over the last two months that have not seemed to care, we would
like to increase the damage deposit to $300. | would like your approval to increase the deposit and make this
effective January 1, 2018.

HiCREW Kiwanis request for 2018 concessions: Please see the attached proposal from Hi-CREW Kiwanis for
selling concession at Music in the Park for 2018. Hi-CREW Kiwanis sold at Music in the Park and met all the
requirements set by this policy. We have not had any other nonprofit interest.

Volunteer Background Check Update: The Library and Parks and Recreation Department have been working
together to create a volunteer background check so that we do things the same across the board. This will be used
for our recreation volunteer coaches and any long-term volunteers. Mark Parmenter, the City Attorney has looked
this over and agrees that both departments should be taking the same steps. If any situations arise we know we
have our grounds covered.

Handicap Parking in Guthridge Park: During the Farmers Market and other special events we would like to
move the handicap spots that are located in the middle section of the 10% avenue parking lot and move them to the
first lot on the right. We have had some individuals get upset about us blocking off the accessibility, along with
close call accidents from people backing into our vendors. This will alleviate closing handicap spots during special
events and adding the same amount 10 feet over.

Community Center yearly non-profit rate increase for 2018: Nonprofit yearly rentals have not had an
increase in over 5 years. Right now, they pay $300 for a 12-month calendar year, which allows them to
rent once a month. This brings the price to $25.00 per rental. The department would like to increase the
fee by $120 a year bringing the yearly rate to $420 and $35 per rental. This will keep us very comparable
to other Cities our size yet help us keep up with the maintenance costs as the center continues to get
older. With your approval this will be effective January 1, 2018.

Motion by Dan Wilkes, second by Dawn Ewoldt to increase yearly nonprofit rate to $420 effective January
1, 2018. Motion carried.

Community Center A/V prices for non-profit renters: The City has never had an A/V fee adjustment for
nonprofit rentals. There was a request from a non-profit group asking if we have a discount for the
system during their calendar year meetings. The department doesn’t have many groups that ask for it but
decided to put a plan in place in case there are more non-profits asking. Typically, groups are charged a
rate of 540 for the equipment (system, microphones, projectors, connection cords), giving them a 50% off
discount making the rental fee $20.00. This would go into effect starting January 1, 2018 when the rest of
the contracts are updated.

Motion by Dan Wilkes, second by Dawn Ewoldt to implement $20 audio visual fee for nonprofits effective
lanuary 1, 2018. Motion carried.

Community Center Price Increase for 2018: With the Community Center continuing to get rented every
weekend the department would like to increase the rental rate for 2018. Since the addition of the non-
resident rate there has not been a decrease in rentals but an increase from the surrounding cities. Over
2016-2017 there has been 377 rentals total, 86 out of Hiawatha, 210 from Cedar Rapids, 27 out of Marion
and 54 from surrounding cities. With that said the department would like to increase the non-resident
and resident fee $25.00 to make the costs for the facility effective January 1, 2018 as stated below:

Resident: $175 per rental/$250 all day
Non-Resident: $200 per rental/$275 all day

Motion by Dan Wilkes, second by Dawn Ewoldt increase the Community Center rental fee by $25
effective January 1, 2018. Motion carried.

Hiawatha Kids League Request for Guthridge Park Baseball Diamonds 2018:

HKL chairman Scott Fisher submitted 2018 dates for approval of use of Guthridge Park ball
diamonds. The dates are as follows: Monday-Friday April 2" through July 21 and Saturday’s and
Sunday’s on June 2"¢, 3'9, july 14, 15t 21t and 22",





Motion by Dawn Ewoldt, second by Dan Wilkes to approve the Hiawatha Kids League request to use the
ball diamonds in 2018. Motion carried.

Disc Golf Putting Project: A Clark Park disc golf user would like to add a basket to the disc golf
course. This basket would be near the pavilion and trail in between holes 17 & 18 at the top of
the hill. This basket would be used as a practice area for putting and can be used to play “around
the world” or “pig”. There would be 18 markers around the basket to throw from but after
meeting with a few of the disc golf leaders, they thought 9 markers would be efficient enough
since there are the same lengths on some of the sides. Each of the markers would be cemented
in with numbers associated with each one. These markers would be level with the ground for
mowing purposes. The project would be funded by the disc golf users ($500.00-700.00) as well
as installed with the approval from the board and of Parks staff. There is only one other putting
area in lowa that is in Ames. These are largely used in Colorado and California for avid disc golf
users.

Motion by Dawn Ewoldt, second by Dan Wilkes to approve the request to add Disc Golf Putting in Clark
Park. Motion carried.

The city is looking to add a trail through the area to connect
the park to Nixon Elementary.

° Dan Wilkes asked why he kept finding shingles everywhere. Kelly Willadsen advised him that
children are climbing on top of the dugouts. Hiawatha Kids League and Hiawatha Parks and
Recreation are working together to find a solution on how to replace them.

® Deb Theis asked if the solar panels are up yet. Kelly Willadsen informed her that the project is on
hold due to the solar panel representative asking to work with another member of the Hiawatha
Kids League. Once the contract from City of Hiawatha is approved by Hiawatha Kids League the
project can move forward. HKL is meeting on Sunday, October 15 to decide as a group if they'd
like to continue moving forward with this project.

Volunteer Applicant Background Check Procedures
Purpose

The purpose of the volunteer background check process is to ensure the provision of a safe environment in
both the City of Hiawatha’s facilities and outreach programs.

Process
All volunteer applicants will complete a background check process. Applicants not needing to complete the

background check process include: special event volunteers, special project volunteers, and volunteers partici-
pating in group activities. (i.e. company volunteer opportunities)

The background check process will include:
1. Completion of a background check authorization form —Volunteer Applicant

2. Search of the National Sex Offender Registry (Www.nsopw.gov)

3. Search of lowa Courts Online (https://iowacourts.state.ia.us/ESA Webapp/SelectFrame)
4. Search other City accounts (Metro Library Network patron record)

Once the process has been completed, City staff will make a decision regarding the suitableness of an appli-
cant for placement of the activity.

Ineligible Applicants

Applicants that would not be a fit for the City of Hiawatha include applicants with a conviction of crimes
against the person (i.e. violence, assault), sex crimes (i.e. sexual assault, indecent exposure), crimes against
children (i.e. abuse, child pornography), theft, robbery, or fraud. Any applicants appearing on the sex offender
registry are also ineligible. Applicants with other convictions or pending charges will be reviewed on a case

by case basis. Applicants with a history of negative interactions with staff, City facilities /materials, or other
City patrons will be reviewed on a case by case basis.

One notable exception to these guidelines is the possible opportunity for individuals to make restitution to the
City through volunteer service, particularly in instances of theft from the City. Such arrangements would be
coordinated through the City Administrator or City Clerk. This would be an unusual circumstance.

Appeal Process

An applicant who is considered not to be a fit for the City of Hiawatha and wishes to have his/her case re-
viewed may contact the City Administrator. The Administrator will review the case and make a decision. If
the applicant feels his or her case is not resolved after a meeting with the Administrator, he or she may submit
an appeal in writing to the department board. The decisions made by the board will be final.

Confidentiality

Any staff member or volunteer with access to an applicants background information will maintain strict confi-
dentially, regardless of the outcome. Information regarding the applicant will be shared only with the desig-
nated department unless the applicant choses to bring his or her case to the board.

RE: Linn County-Kainz Park Disposal

Council’s intentions are to dispose of Kainz Park to purchase other appropriate land for the use
of a dog park and to be used in conjunction of the Cedar Valley Nature Trail for use of the
parking and restroom facilities.

Today Kainz Park is underutilized and its best fit would be commercial consideration of the
adjacent zoning and Comprehensive Plan. Over the past four years the Park & Recreation
Director and I fielded several phone calls from citizens requesting a dog park in our community.
Our most recent citizens survey addressed the need for a dog park with 30% of the respondents
scoring the need for a dog park as a high-medium priority.

The Planning and Zoning board has reviewed the city council’s request to vacate Kainz Park
based on the lack of utilization and the appropriateness of commercial use. On March 27% the
Planning and Zoning Board unanimously voted recommending vacation and disposal of the
Kainz Park parcel-Auditor’s Plat #372 Lot 23.

There are steps that need to be taken for the disposal of this land. Kainz Park was transferred to
the city for $1 by Linn County. Linn County within the warranty deed placed two restrictions on
the parcel. The first restriction said the parcel needs to stay in the City of Hiawatha’s name and
to be used for public purpose. If at any time the city no longer wants to use Kainz Park for public
purpose the land would automatically be transferred back to Linn County.

Linn County is in agreement to lift those restrictions to allow the city to dispose and vacate
Kainz Park. In speaking with Linn County’s legal counsel we will need to add a step to our
normal process for the disposal and vacation of land. First, I will ask council Wednesday night to
consider a resolution transferring the land back to Linn County to remove the restrictions of the
deed and then the County will in turn pass a resolution removing the restrictions. They will then
re-deed the land back to the city for us to begin the necessary steps to dispose and vacate the
land. I know as you read this it will seems a bit superfluous but in speaking with legal counsel
this is the simplest and cleanest way to dispose of the land.

The other action item on the agenda will include the vacation, disposal and sale of 710 Kainz
Drive, Lot 23 Auditor’s Plat No. 372. I will ask council to consider a resolution to set a public





hearing date for December 20, 2017 at 5:30 PM to consider amending Hiawatha Code of
Ordinances Chapter 137 Vacation and Disposal of Streets by amending Section 137.04 Findings
Required (1) Public Use adding (F.) Property located at 710 Kainz Drive described as Lot 23,
Auditor’s Plat No. 372 and amending Section 137.05 Disposal of Streets or Alleys (1.) Disposal
of Vacated Public Ground by adding (G.) Lot 23, Auditor’s Plat No. 372 with an address know
as 710 Kainz Drive including publication of Notice of Bids for sale of property.

Supervisor Harris assures me their process to re-deed will be completed in plenty of time to meet
our public hearing date of December 20",

RE: Hodge Construction-Land Donation

The City has been given an opportunity to purchase a 12.5 acre parcel of land for $1.00 from
Hodge Construction. This parcel of land is located on the north side of Tucker Park and extends
to the north along the Cimarron Drive Townhouses and Condominiums.

This parcel is wooded along a creek and located within the 100-year flood zone. The land is
undevelopable but could be used for a trail connection from the City of Cedar Rapids to Boyson
Road connecting to the Cedar Valley Nature Trail. The trail extension is part of our trail master
plan. This transaction saves us the need to purchase access easements or trail easements prior to
construction of such trail.

Hodge Construction seeks to close on the sale of the land by the end of the year. In light of that,
I will be asking the Council to consider entering into a purchase agreement with Hodge
Construction for $1.00 contingent on completing a Phase 1 Environmental Study to ensure the
city is not taking on contaminated soils or other liabilities that may need to be cleaned up and
removed from the site. The agreement will also provide that Hodge Construction and the City of
Hiawatha will close on the sale of the property no later than December 31, 2017.

The city is in the process of the completing the environmental study and Hodge Construction is
working on updating the abstract.

City Attorney, Mark Parmenter, is preparing the purchase agreement for Wednesday night’s
council meeting. We will place this document on the dais for you to review. The document will
be a standard purchase agreement of which you have reviewed with prior city land purchases.

Background: The City has received a request to review a plat proposed in Linn County
and within the two-mile radius of the Hiawatha city limits. The plat request is to plat a
single lot along Edgewood Road which is currently used as a single family residence. The
property is located in Britney Estates which is nearly surrounded by the City of Hiawatha.
This lot is not adjacent to the Hiawatha boundary. No right-of-ways or public
improvements are required.

The authority to review all plats in the two-mile area is in accordance with UDC Section
165.52 and is referenced in lowa State Code Section 354.9. A resolution is required to
approve extra territorial plats as for plats within the city limits. The same platting rules,
policies and procedures apply. If Council chooses to exercise their review authority, the
plat should be sent to the Planning and Zoning Commission for review and
recommendation in the same way all plats are reviewed and approved.

Alternatively, this State Code section allows the Council to waive their review authority if
deemed appropriate. By resolution the Council may waive their review authority and
allow this plat to occur without review. This plat is a simple re-plat of an existing lot to
change the setback on the lot to allow for the construction of an accessory building. If this
were to occur within the City limits, our setbacks would allow for the same construction
because a 20’ utility easement is located on the west side of the property.

Recommendation: Given the minor nature of this plat we would recommend a
resolution waiving Hiawatha's review for this plat.
