Re: Increasing Deposit Rate on Sanitary Sewer Only Accounts

In the City of Hiawatha we currently have approximately 15 sanitary
sewer only accounts for property owners who get their water service from
Cedar Rapids but they are hooked to our sanitary sewer connection.

The sanitary sewer only accounts are set up similar to the water and
sewer accounts where they are charged a deposit when the customer
initially comes in to hook up service and a utility rate for usage. The
difference is the sanitary sewer only accounts are billed every other
month where the water and sewer accounts are billed monthly.

The deposit rate currently charged on a sanitary sewer only account is
$20. As far as we can tell from looking through our records and speaking
to the water clerks, this rate has never been increased since inception
years ago back in the 60’s —= 70’s. In the past, the sanitary sewer only
accounts were charged a flat rate of $20 because the Water Department
had no way of knowing how much water these customers were using.
About 10 years ago the process changed when Cedar Rapids began
providing the Water Department with a report showing water usage. After
this time, the Water Department began charging the sanitary sewer only
accounts based on their water usage but the deposit rate never
increased.

The Water Department recently ran a report to determine the average
bills charged to the 15 sewer only accounts, and all but two of the
accounts have bills totaling $32.47 up to $81.44. A deposit rate of $20 is
not enough to help recover the cost in a case where the customer moves
out without paying a remaining balance left on their account.





The Water Department’s current deposit rate set on water and sewer
service accounts is $100. Since we are only dealing with sanitary sewer
accounts, we are asking to increase the current deposit rate from $20 to
$50 to assist in recovering any unpaid balances remaining on accounts.

The $50 deposit rate will be effective on all new accounts set up after the
passage of the resolution. We will not apply this change to existing
accounts. We will follow the Water Department policy and return the
deposit to the customer after two (2) years of good credit.

WHEREAS, to help recover the cost in a case where the customer moves out without
paying a remaining balance left on their account, City Staff deems it necessary to increase the
deposit rate charged on sanitary sewer only accounts from $20.00 to $50.00, based on the current
bills charged to account holders; deposit will be returned to the customer after two (2) years of
good credit, and

WHEREAS, City Council deems it appropriate to increase the current deposit charged to
sanitary sewer only accounts from $20.00 to $50.00, to assist in covering the cost of outstanding
balances, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, to approve an increase to the deposit rate charged on sanitary sewer
only accounts from $20.00 to $50.00, effective on all new accounts set up after the date of
passage listed on this resolution.

DATE: 11/9/2016

We had a very busy month of October with both emergency and non emergency activities. Attached are the statistical
details for the month. We had 109 responses for the month, and year to date we have responded to 1053 incidents.

Grant wise, we have been very busy. Dan Veerhusen has completed the paperwork for our next grant. We are submitting
for powered cots. The cots reduce our exposure to back injuries, and are safer for the patient. Matt Powers has been working
on the RFP for the compressor and fill station portion of our previous grant, and sent it out last week. We continue to
evaluate breathing apparatus, and will finish the evaluation stage up at the end of the month. We will send that RFP out late in
December or early January. With that we had several vendors stop in this month to demonstrate their wares.

We have been very busy interviewing applicants for our next recruit class. We have received 16 applications, have
interviewed 15, and so far 10 are in the process. In process includes physicals and background check. We have a wide variety
of applicants and hope to place them on the December 7t agenda for your approval. We also lost three members this month.
Preston Hoffa was a volunteer medic who took a full dme position in Gladstone, MO.  Juju Smith was a volunteer medic
that left for full ume employment with Goldstar Ambulance (Mayo Clinic’s) in Rochester. Chris Linssen was a volunteer
firefighter who 1s in a relationship with JuJu and he followed her. In addition, Nathan Packman is on leave, completing basic
training for the Army Reserve.

M12, the 2012 Chevy ambulance had a collision with a deer. They were responding to a crash on Blairs Ferry Rd when a
large deer ran out and struck them. The deer did about $5000 in damage to the ambulance. It will be out of service until it
goes to Abra on November 16™. M12 was in the shop two other times in October. It had an drive train issue in early
October, that was a costly repair that ended up being a warranty issue with no charge to us. Additionally, the unit, somehow,
suffered sidewall damage to the tires between the duals, damaging both tires and we had to replace those tires.

October is Fire Prevention month and that kept us busy. We had 12 separate preschool and school tours or visits in
October, which means we had contact with well over 200 children. We also participated in the Pecks Fall Fun day, and
Skogman Pumpkin Patch. Finally, we conducted our annual smoke detector check day. On Saturday the 29" we visited 51
homes and checked smoke alarms. We replaced 215 batteries. In that, 81 people lived in those 51 homes. The average age
was 73 years old. In addition, we received $200 in donations. That money goes into a revolving fund in the firefighters
association, of which I am authorized to spend for smoke detectors or batteries to support this program. This year, Neighbor
Insurance sponsored the program and bought batteries. We continue to receive calls almost daily to assist people with smoke
alarms. The issue is that many of the homes in Hiawatha have vaulted ceilings, making it difficult to reach. Combine that with
the age of the requestors, it’s best that we provide that service. Altogether, 1 estimate that in October we had well over 2000
citizen contacts in a non emergent setting.

Although the Chili Supper was in November, I’ll menuon that we had 900 people attend. Thank vou to those who
stopped by to support us.

RE: Replacing Community Development Vehicle Unit #600

In light of the Mayor’s veto of Resolution #16-200 due to his expressed opinion to explore other
opportunities in replacing Unit 600, including, exploring purchasing quality used vehicles, which could
reduce the City’s expenditures for replacing the City vehicle fleet. Resolution #16-200 authorized the
purchase of a new 2017 Ford Escape, Unit 600, for the Community Development Department at a total
cost not to exceed $9,176.00 from Junge of Center Point.

The City’s best practices have been to replace older scheduled vehicles with new vehicles. Staff has
reviewed the potential opportunity in purchasing a quality used car. In searching used cars no older than
a 2015 with no more than 20,000 miles on Consumer Reports Online there were differing ranges of
savings in comparison to the quotes received for the purchase of a new car minus the trade in value of
Unit #600. The range consisted of a new car being cheaper by $714 to a saving of $4,580.

At the November 2 council meeting council member Rampulla asked to place Resolution #16-200 back
on the agenda but after recent conversations asked to remove it from the November 16 agenda.

I think we can all agree the objective is to trade Unit #600 due to transmission and electrical issues and
to replace the vehicle with a reliable vehicle. If it is councils desire to proceed with the purchase of a
used car we would ask you to authorize staff to solicit used car quotes for a vehicle not older than a
2015 with 20,000 miles or less. A 2015 allows for low miles and some warranty. Our intention would be
to retain this vehicle for no less than 10 years. (see vehicle replacement request form)

In addition, we will evaluate our vehicle replacement policy to include keeping vehicles longer and
purchasing used vehicles versus new vehicles. Either of these options could reduce our cost per year by
distributing the initial cost over a longer period of time or by reducing the initial cost itself. Knowing the
initial cost is not the only cost to consider our research will include-

* Reduced trade in value requiring larger initial outlays
e Increased maintenance cost
e Vehicle safety concerns

Our request which will be sent to all local dealers as in the past; Junge, Wright, McGrath and CR Toyota,
will require all considered vehicles to be white to match our existing fleet and to allow for the placement
of the city logo. We will use the DOT-2015 Model Year Vehicle Contract Catalog for minimum
specifications. All considered vehicles will be “Certified Pre-owned or new vehicles.

In 2013, City Council passed a resolution authorizing staff to enter into a renewable agreement
with CGI Communications, Inc. to take advantage of a free online community marketing
video program, at no cost to the City.
