Re: Employee Health, Dental, and Flex Spending Renewals

We have reached the annual renewal period for our employee health and
dental insurances and our employee flex spending plan.

Flex Spending Plan

Our current flexible spending plan with Wellmark / WageWorks will end
on December 31, 2016 and our new plan year will begin on January 1,
2017 and run through December 31, 2017.

There are no changes to this plan from previous years. This plan is 100%
funded by employee payroll contributions. The only cost to the City is an
initial funding amount which was $82 for the 2016 plan year, $400 annual
administrative fee, and $130.80 annual claim processing fee.

This has been a good addition to our benefit package and it comes at a
minimal cost to the city. We are requesting to renew our current flex
spending plan with Wellmark / Wageworks for the January 1, 2016 -
December 31, 2016 plan year.

Dental Plan
Our current employee dental plan is through Delta Dental and our
renewal rates are shown below:

We've had a positive experience with Delta Dental and the renewal rates
did not show a significant increase. We are requesting to renew our
current employee dental insurance with Delta Dental for the December 1,
2016 - December 31, 2017 plan period. This is a $313.94 plan increase.

Health Insurance Plan

Our current employee health insurance plan is through Wellmark Blue
Cross and Blue Shield. As you are well aware the health insurance
industry is turned upside down with the Affordable Care Act (ACA). Health
insurance costs are skyrocketing and nobody knows from one year to the
next what is going to happen with their health insurance plans and
premium costs.

The City of Hiawatha has been really fortunate for the last four years
since the ACA mandate was enacted; we have been able to keep our
premium increases under 10% by continuing to participate in a partial self
funding program to keep premium costs down. Each year during renewal
time, staff meets with the compensation committee to go over the health
insurance renewal and it has been our practice that if we are able to keep
the premium increase 10% or under, we have the ability to keep our
current plan structure.

For the 2017 plan year, our renewal came in at a 10.75% increase if we
kept our current plan exactly as it is today. This would amount to a
$63,241.78 total annual increase in premium. As we are looking at the
renewal, our broker, True North provides options within the mechanics of
our current plan for us to consider. This year they gave us one additional
viable option that provided an opportunity to continue to keep our
premium costs at a manageable level.

This option (Option 1) has the same plan structure as we have today with
one minor change consisting of an increase from $20 to $25 dollars for an
office visit; employee deductible and out-of-pocket maximum costs would
remain the same with the city partially self funding. By selecting this
option, the City would increase the amount of partial self funding from a
$2,000/$4,000 (single/family) to $2,500/$5,000 (single/family)
deductible and $4,000/$8,000 to $5,000/$10,000 out-of-pocket
maximum. Increasing our partial self funding would reduce the renewal
down from its current plan to a 2% increase amounting to $11,788.51
total annual increase in premium. This is a significant reduction to our
current plan renewal. Our self funding exposure would be a $4,000
addition based on our experience and confirmed by our claims processing
company, Kabel during a joint meeting with the finance director. Total
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package cost increase including the added partial self-funding is
$15,788.51 for the plan year.

Staff presented all of this information to the Compensation Committee
including two council members, mayor, finance director, city clerk and
city administrator. At this meeting, members of the Compensation
Committee requested that we go out for RFP’s at the beginning of 2017,
in order to obtain additional options in plan cost and broker rates when
we are making our renewal decision for 2018.

The City is currently considered a small group employer and therefore, at
this time, the broker does not have the ability to set the broker fee. For
small employers, the health insurance provider, in our case this is
Wellmark, sets the broker fee. The current broker fee is approximately
$40 per employee per month. Once the City moves over to a mid-size
employer (groups with over 50 employees), the broker can set the fee in
a range of $0 to $49 per employee per month. At this time we will have
the ability to negotiate the broker fee which is built into our health
insurance package. We believe we will qualify as a mid-size group for the
2018 plan renewal.

Kim and I have met with two insurance agencies, Acumen and Auxiant to
get some feedback from them. Aaron from Acumen told us that renewal
time is not the time to be shopping for brokers and trying to make
decisions on whether or not to switch brokers and health insurance plans.
This is just too big of a decision to make on a time crunch. Aaron said
there is no way that he would be able to prepare information for us and
give us adequate time to review it in order to make our renewal deadline
of November 14. Aaron also said a 2% increase in health insurance
premium was pretty unbeatable especially considering there are many
employers out there who are receiving 20% - 30% rate increases.

After speaking to Auxiant, we learned they are an agency that only works
with employers who have 100% self-funded plans. This would be another
option to look into as we are preparing to out for RFP’s.

After verifying the total exposure of the self-funded deductible cost,
Option 1 was agreed as the most cost effective option with a total savings
of $47,453.27. Both union bargaining groups have been contacted and
have agreed to the small plan change of $20 to $25 for an office visit.

At this time, we are requesting to renew our employee health insurance
with Wellmark Blue Cross / Blue Shield by selecting Option 1 with a 2%
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increase in premium cost for the December 1, 2016 - December 31, 2017
plan period. By taking on the extra self-funding we are able to keep our
renewal well under a 10% increase with little exposure and allow for a
minimal impact to the budget for employee benefits.

City Council Regular Meeting October 19, 2016 Page 1

The Hiawatha City Council met in regular session in the Hiawatha Council Chambers on October 19, 2016. Mayor Bill
Bennett called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Bob Rampulla, Marty Bruns, Dennis Norton
and Aime Wichtendahl. Dick Olson was absent. Staff present: City Engineer John Bender, Fire Chief Mike Nesslage,
Police Chief Dennis Marks, Deputy Chief Training Matt Powers and Hiawatha Fire Department members Troy Reynolds,
Ryan Neuhaus, Caleb Fairlie, Pacer Langguth and Nate Packman. Guests: Kay Fisk of NTS and Curt Nelson of EDC.
Note: Not all guests in attendance signed in.

Norton moved the approval of the following consent agenda items: Approval of bills; Finance Director’s Report for
September 2016; City Clerk’s Report for September 2016; Department Reports: Community Development, Fire, Library,
Parks and Recreation, Police and Public Works, seconded by Bruns. Motion carried.

Report from Council Members / Mayor / City Administrator
City Administrator Downs commented after the Department of Transportation (DOT) presentation letters of support were
sent to local DOT representatives and the local DOT were supportive and in agreement with funding.

NTS Presentation - Kay Fisk
Kay Fisk of Neighborhood Transportation Service, Inc. (NTS) thanked council for their support over the last year. Fisk
presented an update on NTS with the following highlights:

This is the tenth year Kay has spoken to City Council

NTS merged with Horizons FY15-16

NTS was asked by Cedar Rapids Community School District to help kids in homeless shelters
Summer program — groups deliver meals and take kids where meals are served

60,000 lunches were served during the summer months

NTS does work with the Young Parents Network and HACAP

NTS has a waiting list for the 2:00 a.m. — 6:00 a.m. service

NTS is trying to reach out the other businesses in the community

NTS provided 4,437 rides from Hiawatha and 5,633 rides to Hiawatha in FY 2015-2016 for a total of
11,100 rides

e NTS served 24 Hiawatha businesses in FY 2015-2016 with nine of those being new users

Kay Fisk asked Council members to consider a 5% increase in pledge or $8,922.00 for FY 2017-2018.

Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #16-196 pledging $8,922.00 from the General Fund for FY17-18, to NTS for services
provided to City of Hiawatha residents offering affordable transportation to employment and education responsibilities,
seconded by Bruns. Roll call vote: AYES: Norton, Rampulla, Wichtendahl, Bruns. NAYS: None. ABSENT: Olson.
RESOLUTION #16-196 adopted.

EDC Presentation - Curt Nelson

Curt Nelson of Entrepreneurial Development Center (EDC) distributed the 2016 Mid-Year Stakeholder Report to City
Council and thanked them for their support for the last year. Nelson said the Stakeholder Report outlines EDC activity for
the first half of the year.

Nelson said the 2015 Innovation Expo had 714 attendees and 98 companies exhibiting. Nelson announced the 2016 Expo
will be held in Cedar Rapids.

Curt Nelson asked Council members to consider maintaining the same pledge as in previous years or $10,000.00 for FY
2017-2018.

Wichtendahl presented RESOLUTION #16-197 pledging $10,000.00 from Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Funds for
FY17-18, to EDC for services provided to businesses or business concepts, seconded by Bruns. Roll call vote: AYES:
Bruns, Norton, Wichtendahl, Rampulla. NAYS: None. ABSENT: Olson. RESOLUTION #6-197 adopted.
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Approving the 28E Agreement for Mutual Assistance for Linn County Fire/Rescue Services

Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #16-198 approving a 28E Agreement for mutual assistance for Linn County
Fire/Rescue and Emergency Medical Services, seconded by Wichtendahl. Roll call vote: AYES: Wichtendahl, Rampulla,
Norton, Bruns. NAYS: None. ABSENT: Olson. RESOLUTION #16-198 adopted.

Approving the Fire Department purchase of gloves and hoods

Rampulla presented RESOLUTION #16-199 authorizing the Fire Department purchase of 100 protective hoods and 100
pairs of gloves at a total cost not to exceed $14,430.00, with Municipal Emergency Services of Fremont, Nebraska,
utilizing available funding in Local Option Sales and Service Tax (LOSST) Funds, seconded by Norton. Roll call vote:
AYES: Rampulla, Wichtendahl, Norton, Bruns. NAYS: None. ABSENT: Olson. RESOLUTION #16-199 adopted.

Community Development purchase of one (1) 2017 Ford Escape, replacement Unit 600

Mayor Bennet commented the Toyota has two times the value of the new vehicle Community Development Department is
proposing. Mayor Bennett stated he called Junge and was told the current Unit 600 vehicle never had the transmission
serviced or fluids checked.

Council Member Rampulla mentioned the vehicle was used as a police vehicle, was driven harder and is 10 years old.

Council Member Wichtendahl commented the City needs to maximize the vehicles they have and not move forward with
purchasing new vehicles if it does not make sense.

Rampulla stated Community Development received a guarantee on the new vehicle and there is money in the budget, need
to be proactive not reactive when it comes to replacing vehicles and equipment.

City Administrator Downs explained the City has been putting money in the Equipment Reserve Fund for vehicle
replacement. Downs stated staff has concerns about transmission and electrical issues with the Toyota, Unit 600,
commenting that the vehicle will not start at times.

Bennett commented there has not been a lot of work done on the vehicle; need to have it serviced to keep for a little longer.
Bennett stated 51,000 miles is too soon to be making a trade in and there is a lot more life left in the vehicle.

Community Development Director Parsley explained the sealed transmission has reached the point of an overhaul and
electrical issues have never been resolved; the vehicle is 10 years old and staff needs a reliable vehicle for their fleet.

Bennett stated he talked with Gary Junge who said if the transmission was serviced and took additional time to complete,
Junge would honor the quote.

Parsley felt staff should accept the quote and move forward, because it is a good offer on the trade in and a great
opportunity to get a reliable vehicle following the vehicle replacement schedule.

Council Member Bruns mentioned the sealed transmission could not be serviced without an overhaul.

Police Chief Dennis Marks stated the vehicle was a lot different driving when used in the Police Department, the vehicle
had electrical issues, service to the vehicle included changing alternator and batteries and there were issues with the radio.

Wichtendahl said during the listening post folks expressed some handicap
accessibility issues with the community center; no handicap accessible door button and accessibility issues with some of
the amenities inside the community center.

City Administrator Downs reminded council staff looked into this issue back in 2008, after a patron brought the matter to a
council meeting.

City Engineer Bender added the DOT is holding a Public Information Meeting on capacity improvements for I-380, a new
interchange at Tower Terrace Rd, and reconstruction of the interchange at Boyson Road in the multi-purpose room at city
hall on October 12, from 5:00 p.m. to 6:30 p.m.

Fire Prevention Week Proclamation October 9-15, 2016 and October 29, 2016 as Smoke Detector Day - Fire Chief
Presentation including “MDA/Fire Fighter Fill-the-Boot” recap and presentation of check

Mayor Bennett declared October 9, 2016 — October 15, 2016 as Fire Prevention Week and October 29, 2016 as Smoke
Detector Day in the City of Hiawatha.

Fire Chief Nesslage said in recognition of Smoke Detector Day, the Fire Department helps people who need assistance in
changing smoke detector batteries and replacement of smoke detectors over 10 years old. Nesslage said a local insurance
agency has agreed to sponsor the smoke detector battery replacement program this year as the Fire Department generally
goes through approximately 200 batteries.

Fire Chief Mike Nesslage introduced Jillian Sharp who helps raise money for the Muscular Distrophy Association (MDA)
and Quinn who is an MDA ambassador and speaker. Sharp announced Fill the Boot began over 60 years ago and today
there are 3,000 Fill the Boot events throughout the year.

Sharp presented Fire Chief Nesslage with a plaque in recognition of their “Fill the Boot™ campaign efforts in collecting
$15,920. Sharp stated Hiawatha was top volunteer Fire Department fundraiser in the state and second only to Cedar Rapids
Fire Department.

Showing Hiawatha support of Linn County Minimum Wage Ordinance #4-9-2016 and urging the Iowa General
Assembly to adopt a state wide minimum wage increase

Patty Wright of Dave Wright Nissan read a letter on behalf of her husband Dave Wright and herself, explaining how the
minimum wage increase plan would affect a very special group of people who receive government funding. Dave Wright
Nissan employs Goodwill employees and has seen success stories from allowing special needs individuals to be productive
and feel like they are contributing to society. Wright explained if the minimum wage increase plan goes into effect,
individuals with special needs who work for organizations such as Goodwill, will suffer and be removed from the
workforce, because they cannot make over $8.50 per hour and be able to keep their government benefits.

Council Member Wichtendahl thanked Wright for coming out to speak to council and stated the federal government should
be ashamed for cutting the program for Goodwill employees. Wichtendahl said there is no way to please everyone so it
comes to a decision of doing what is best for the greatest amount of people; there is a strong argument to increase the
minimum wage.

Council Member Rampulla stated there is no enforcement on the minimum wage increase so it appears employers can
continue to do what they have to do to run their businesses until someone tells them to stop.
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Council Member Olson said City Administrator Downs, City Clerk Komegor and Olson visited with Wright about this
issue and in an email with Linn County Supervisor Ben Rogers, Rogers made it sound like Goodwill employees will not be
affected by the minimum wage increase plan. Olson continued to state most of council believes a minimum wage increase
is the right thing to do and if all the local cities and counties do something, the state will do something.

Council Member Bruns announced for the record he does not agree with Olson’s statement.

City Administrator Downs explained she prepared the resolution after listening to council and it gives the opportunity to
review each year. Downs added Goodwill employees will be able to function as they are today.

Wichtendahl presented RESOLUTION #16-195 supporting Linn County’s Minimum Wage Ordinance #4-9-2016 dated
September 12, 2016, to provide consistency throughout the Linn County boundaries and urge the lowa General Assembly
to take a step forward adopting a minimum wage to encourage a culture of work and a level playing field for the rising
generation, seconded by Olson. Roll call vote: AYES: Olson, Norton, Wichtendahl, Rampulla. NAYS: Bruns. ABSENT:

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The Hiawatha City Council met in a work session in Conference Room D on the upper level of City Hall on October 10,
2016.

Review and discussion of the first draft of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) FY2017-FY2021

City Administrator Downs gave the following introductory overview of the draft Capital Improvement Plan (CIP)
FY2017-FY2021:

City Administrator Downs expanded the project list from five years to seven year and after due to larger projects coming
down the pipeline and to monitor the debt service levy.

The following projects are committed projects in FY 2017 to be bonded for in Spring 2017:

Project Name Funding Source / Project Cost
General Obligation | Tax Increment
Bonds Financing Bonds

Dry Creck/Indian Creek Sanitary Sewer Project with Cedar Rapids $150,000

Boyson Road /I-380 widening and signal $150,000

Edgewood Road repairs grading and culverts $150,000

Emmons Street / railroad repairs and drainage $100,000

Emmons Street / Robins Road / N Center Point Road reconstruction $1,450,000 $1,450,000

Street projects were identified through FY 2019 to determine which projects are more urgent than others. The goal is to
keep the project costs in the $3 to $3.5 million bonding capacity as recommended by Speer Financial based on General
Obligation debt and obligations. The Tower Terrace Road Interchange project is scheduled for FY 2020 and this is the
year the city will need to look for additional funding; options are to ask the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)
for more money or split into two (2) fiscal years.

The first four (4) to five (5) years of the CIP showed needed projects such as Tower Terrace Road and Boyson Road
improvements, not wish list projects. Projects such as irrigation, burying electric lines north to Stamy Road and switching
to LED lighting on Center Point Road are listed in future projects and are not top priority.

The library expansion project is listed in FY 2018; the project will not move forward until the library raises $2 million in
funding to offset the project costs and prior to referrendum. Council Member Olson said the library has currently raised
$575 thousand and they have grant opportunities in the works.

The public safety building line item remained in FY 2019, and remains unchanged as staff continues to look at the second
station as presented to council previously. Staff did not add the second fire station to the CIP as this would be a second
bond issue; This matter requires more discussion to determine the city’s best interest in moving forward with a public
safety building or a second fire station.

Council Member Wichtendahl questioned the overall levy tax rate and the effect of going out for referendum for the fire
station and library. Wichtendahl wondered if it made sense to have a Plan B in place or build one facility and not the
other. Downs explained the library expansion is built into the debt service but the fire station is not; there would have to
be a separate bond referendum for each facility.

Council Member Rampulla said there is no urgent need for the fire station and it could be pushed back a couple of years.
Finance Director Kudrna stated the city has the ability to borrow up to $1.7 million without raising the levy; it is included

in the CIP for debt service levy. Kudrna added the cost of the library expansion is $4.2 million; if the library is able to
raise $3 million of the total project cost and the city’s portion of cost is $700,000 or less, this would not require a
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referendum vote to build the expansion. Local Option Sales and Service Tax (LOSST) dollars may need to be included in
determining the need for a referendum.

Downs said in order to stay in the $3.25 million range for total project costs, the city would not be able to fund the second
fire station. Kudrna stated the city’s financial advisor, Speer Financial determined the city could bond up to $5 million
without an issue. Citizens will vote to increase the city’s levy rate if the station is added.

Downs said the library should have a better handle on their fund raising status by summer 2017, and the fire chief will
need this time to put his plans together for the second fire station.

November 7 was previously scheduled as a work session date for council to review the second draft of the CIP. Council
members directed staff to cancel the November 7 meeting and move forward with placing the draft CIP on the November
4 regular meeting agenda, setting a public hearing.

There being no further discussion, Rampulla moved to adjourn at 6:05 P.M., second by Wichtendahl. Motion carried.

The presentation of the proposal to participate in the construction of the future Tower Terrace
interchange took place October 11" in Dubuque. The discussion with the IDOT Commission
seemed to go very well. All metro Cities and Linn County were present at the meeting.
Meeting. In addmon the DOT staff and consultants held an open house in Hiawatha City Hall
on October 12" to review the latest findings of the new LR. Over 100 people were in
attendance.

We have started design of the Boyson Road Interchange interim improvement project. The
proposal we prepared was sent to the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) for approval.
We are waiting to hear back from them.

The Boyson Trail Extension project is underway. Weather permitting, hopefully will be
completed before Thanksgiving.

The plat request is to plat three
one-acre lots along Feather Ridge Road. The property is approximately 1.8 miles from the
Hiawatha border and due east of Toddville.

The authority to review all plats in the two-mile area is in accordance with UDC Section
165.52 and is referenced in lowa State Code Section 354.9. A resolution is required to
approve extra territorial plats as for plats within the city limits. The same platting rules,
policies and procedures apply. If Council chooses to exercise their review authority, the
plat should be sent to the Planning and Zoning Commission for review and
recommendation in the same way all plats are reviewed and approved.

Alternatively, this State Code section allows the Council to waive their review authority if
deemed appropriate. By resolution the Council may waive their review authority and
allow this plat to occur without review. This plat is a simple division of a lot. If it were to
occur within the City limits, it could be accomplished through a “plat of survey”. A “plat of
survey” can be completed through the approval of the City Engineer without Council or
Planning and Zoning review.

Recommendation: Given this plat is defined as a minor subdivision in Hiawatha’s UDC
Section 165.67 and that the lot sizes still comply with minimum lots for our
Agricultural Zone, we would recommend a resolution waiving Hiawatha's review for
this plat.

Attached you will find the description of Change Order #3 and Change Order #4. The following description
outlines the items covered:

Change Order #3: This change order is a no-cost change. The plans called for an open trench
construction for water main on Robins Road. The contractor proposed boring the water main pipe
under the street and driveways for the same cost as the open trench plan. This process saved us
from closing Robins Road for a second time.

We will delete the items for the open trench construction of pavement and driveway replacement and
add the identical cost for boring an 8" pipe under the street. The total cost of change order #3 will be
$0.00.

Change Order #4: This includes chances discovered as we started installing the extension of “A”
Avenue north of Clark Street. The new street required a storm sewer pipe be installed under the
street and onto the property at 114 Oak Street. The drainage pipe designed did not adequately
address the amount of runoff from the apartment complex on the north side of Clark.

We needed to remove the pipe that was installed and relocate the inlet and add one more inlet to
pick up the drainage from the apartments. This entire area was constructed many years ago and all
the drainage was directed to the rear lot lines. There had been drainage and erosion problems in the
area for a number of years that we were not aware of. This new design will accommodate the storm
water draining from other lots.
