Re: Comprehensive Plan: Future Land Use Map Updates: 2019

Background: Comp Plan Goals: 4h, 4k, 9a-d

The Robins Road Study group is recommending revisions to the 2036 Comp Plan’s Future Land Use Map. During this
process staff has discovered additional issues with the map. The Comp Plan Committee recommendations from the study
in 2016 along with updated zoning districts were not correctly implemented in the map.

The specific changes recommended herein may impact future development in Hiawatha and should there for be reviewed
by this Planning and Zoning Commission and approved by the Hiawatha City Council. These mapping changes do not
incorporate any rezoning of existing districts but may change the rationale for making future zoning adjustments.

Mapping Changes for the Future Land Use Map: Comprehensive Plan 2036

There are two parcels designated on the Comp Plan which should have been changed to reflect their present zoning

designation which fit into the Comp Plan for their respective locations.

a.

825 Martha’s Way was previously owned by Kirkwood College and was designated for future civic use.
This has been sold to a separate owner and it is situated within a commercial district. This parcel has been
changed from civic use to commercial use in the future land use map since it is not expected or desired
for future civic use.

1900 North Center Point Road is the site of the KCRG tower. In the previous Comp Plan (2010) this
property was envisioned for mixed commercial use. The land is presently zoned C-4.

During discussions in the 2036 Comp Plan meetings it was agreed to remove “mixed use” since it was
undefined for future land use. However, there is no record of the decision by the 2016 committee to
change this parcel to multi-family. This parcel should have remained commercial use instead of converting

multi-family in the future land use map to reflect the use designation of the surrounding commercial
zone. This also coincides with the latest vision encompassing the development along Tower Terrace, the
commercial development along NCPR and the completion of the 1-380 interchange all noted within the
Comp Plan.

The additional dense housing on the future land use map is within the neighborhood centers, village
center and along the west side of I-380. The map key has been modified to eliminate mixed use areas in
this figure.

Recommendation: Community Development and the P&Z Commission recommend amending the “Comprehensive Plan
2036, Future Land Use Map” as follows:

1. 825 Martha’s Way: change from civic use to commercial use.

2. 1900 North Center Point Road: return to commercial use from multi-family use.

Re: Sidewalk maintenance program update 2019

BACKGROUND:

November 2017 we asked for support to initiate a sidewalk maintenance program for Hiawatha due to a
growing number of concerns and complaints. Council authorized an evaluation of our sidewalk
deficiency standard and a sidewalk study to determine the extent of the problem. These two
components would allow us to quantify and develop possible solutions based on new acceptable
standards.

Action was taken to amend Hiawatha Code Chapter 136 to a new standard. Tolerances for vertical and
horizontal separations were increased to 1” and allowable slopes and dips were slightly increased. These
changes aligned our standard with other area city standards.

ICAP; our liability insurance carrier, was enlisted to perform the assessment in the defined area between
Miller Road and 10" street and between Boyson Road and Emmons. The area includes about six miles of
street and 12 miles of sidewalk. (About 20% of the total sidewalks in Hiawatha) This is an area where we
receive regular complaints. The study revealed 120 defects in the sidewalks in this area. Most of the
issues were due to vertical separations of 1” or more:

Vertical separation only 77
Horizontal separation only 8
Holes/cracks/separations 35

The program photos also revealed 14 accessibility curb ramps with deficiencies. The ramps were not
assessed for compliance to the Americans with Disability Act Accessibility Guidelines (ADAAG) but will
require completion by our engineering or inspection departments familiar with the standards. This
standard includes specific ramp width, slopes, and truncated warnings.

Given the number of deficiencies found we recommended Hiawatha begin a sidewalk maintenance
program. The goal is to maintain and improve our existing public sidewalks. We estimated the total cost
of making the repairs for the noted deficiencies (not including accessibility ramps) to be $85,000 using
an estimate of 10’/repair X $70/ft X 120 repairs. This does not include recommended upgrades to the
accessibility ramps which would add an additional $20,000.

PROGRAM FEATURES:
Staff made a recommendation for a maintenance program which was approved by Council. The program
included:
1. Asurvey process which includes an assessment of all sidewalks over a ten year period.
2. Anotification process that meets the nuisance abatement requirements in State Statute
including appeals, invoices for work and assessment options for collections
3. A“Pre-pay” option coupled with a request for proposal (RFP) process in which the City was to
solicit a contractor willing to submit a price / foot. This was intended to reduce the cost/foot of
sidewalk repair by allowing the City to contract multiple projects.
4. A documentation process through our permit software which tracks each address from
notification to completion to assessment. This will be accomplished through a new permit
Sidewalk Maintenance Program; “SMP” permit.

RECOMMENDED PROGRAM CHANGES:

A. The approved program did not include a reduction in the permit fee for sidewalk repairs. A fee
reduction for residential repairs to our “Sidewalk Maintenance Program” permit may be considered. The
new fee could be $45; our minimum building permit or possibly free. The current fee is $60 for our
residential ROW permit. Commercial sidewalk repair permits are recommended to remain at $100.

B. The program did not include a specification to allow existing 4 foot sidewalks to remain 4’ in the
repair process. This was unnecessary under the old sidewalk standard of 4’. The new standard requires
all sidewalks to meet the ADA standard of a minimum 5’ width. Staff is recommending Council allow 4’
wide sidewalks in existing areas where the present sidewalk is 4’ wide.

C. After discussing the RFP and assessment process with engineering, inspection staff and a local
contractor it was determined an RFP for work not specifically mapped would not yield a lower cost and
it may not yield a willing contractor. The engineer stated there are too many unknowns for a contractor
to bid the project affectively. Generally, a sidewalk assessment RFP should have all the areas needing
repair specified in the request. Competitive proposals can then be expected. The revised program will
now request RFP after establishing which sidewalks are to be repaired by the City of Hiawatha.

D. Revised specifications are also affecting the program. The new SUDAS standards as adopted by
Hiawatha have updated specifications and accessibility tolerances. While the tolerances are in reference
to new construction and repair, we studied whether or not to amend our sidewalk nuisance standard to
match. We have consulted with engineering, the city attorney and neighboring jurisdictions on this
matter. Community Development and Engineering are recommending the defective sidewalk definition
remain the same as a practical matter in addressing existing sidewalks. The City Attorney agrees this is
appropriate since ADA standards apply only to new construction. It should be noted the City of Cedar
Rapids is inspecting to the new standards and is in the process of making the policy an ordinance.

E. Given the impracticality of the RFP process before knowing the extent of the sidewalk contract we
are recommending the elimination of the “Pre-pay” option. This means non-complying sidewalks will be
treated as a nuisance and abated accordingly. Owners who take action will not be charged an
administrative fee. Owners who fail to take action will pay an administrative fee along with the cost of
the repair. All owners will pay a SMP permit fee which is to be set by City Council.

F. Program Implementation: A program implementation schedule includes outreach to the community
through the newsletter, a letter to the initial target area. This process has already been initiated in the
newsletter and will culminate with an open house in February. These will be opportunities for the public
to be made aware of the program goals and processes.

RECOMMENDATION:
We are recommending a simplified sidewalk maintenance program. The implementation includes the
following recommendations included in the Council work session 9/23/19

Modification of the repair policy to allow a 4’ width for repairs to existing 4’ sidewalks
Create Sidewalk Maintenance Permits and set fees by amending Resolution 16-023:
o Sidewalk Maintenance Permit: Commercial $100

1. Q. | have received a notice of defective sidewalk. How do | appeal this finding?

A. Send a letter to the Hiawatha City Council requesting a hearing. The letter should contain your address, the
nuisance description and your reason for appeal. The letter must be postmarked or stamped received less than
30 days from the date of the notice of correction. Send this letter to: Attn: City Clerk, City of Hiawatha, 101
Emmons Street, Hiawatha IA 52233

2. Q. Will the City pay for any of my sidewalk repair?
A. Generally the City will not pay for sidewalk repairs unless the defect has been caused by the City.
3. Q. Do | need a permit to complete the work?

A. Yes: A permit is required. Application can be made at City Hall or on line at Hiawatha-iowa.com

4, Q. Can | have the City do the repair and send me a bill?
A. Yes: See question #5.
5. Q. What if | don’t repair the sidewalk as directed by the CITY?

A. Sidewalk repairs that are not completed by the PROPERTY OWNER will be repaired by the CITY or its designee.
Upon completion of the repair, the CITY will bill the owner and subsequently assess the unpaid balance to be
collected with the property taxes. The bill will include additional fees and penalties.

6. Q. When the City performs the repairs, are there other options for payment?

A. Current state code provides an assessment process for unpaid invoices. Owners may defer payment in full
and the City will provide the invoice to the Linn County Treasurer to add onto your taxes. Assessments in excess
of $500 may be made in 10 annual installments plus interest.

7. Q. Will | be assessed for the sidewalk repairs and if so when?
A. Yes: Unpaid invoices will be assessed in accordance with State Statute. See questions # 5 and # 6.
8. Q. May | use a filler to fill cracks and level my sidewalk?

A. For horizontal separations less than 1” a flowable leveling material is permitted. Product must be approved by
the City Engineer.

9. Q. May | “mud jack” my sidewalk to raise dropped sidewalk sections.

A. Yes, this is allowed however it will require a permit and an inspection as per a sidewalk replacement. Care
must be taken to properly finish the pump penetration.

10. Q. May I grind the sidewalk raised edges to meet compliance?

A. Grinding is permitted for vertical differences less than one (1) inch if the grind extends at a 1 to 12 slope
horizontally.

11. Q. May | replace an existing 4 feet wide sidewalk with a 4 feet wide sidewalk?

A. Yes. An existing 4 feet wide sidewalk may be replaced with a 4 feet wide sidewalk.

Exhibit A

Hiawatha Sidewalk Maintenance Program

Safe, ADA compliant, pedestrian-friendly neighborhoods are a priority for our community. An important
component of this is the City's sidewalk repair program, developed to provide for the maintenance of
sidewalks within Hiawatha. lowa State Code 364.12 and City Code Chapter 136: Sidewalk Regulations
and Chapter 50: Nuisance Abatement Procedure, provide the City of Hiawatha the ability to require the
maintenance and repair of public sidewalks be the responsibility of the adjoining property owner.

Inspections

For the purposes of this program, Hiawatha is divided into five (5) geographical areas. (See map) Every
2 years, the sidewalks in one of those areas are inspected in accordance with the criteria established
by City Ordinance with oversight by the City Engineer to determine if sidewalk repairs are necessary.
This will allow the City to inspect all sidewalks over a ten (10) year period. The parkway, driveway
approaches, water stop boxes located outside of the sidewalk, etc. are not inspected as part of the
program. Sidewalk curb ramps are the responsibility of the City of Hiawatha under this program.

In addition, sidewalks are inspected outside of the geographical area if a complaint is received on the
condition of a sidewalk.

The inspector will mark pink
arrows on sidewalk squares
which meet one or more of
the following criteria:

The following criteria defines a nuisance sidewalk

The sidewalk is displaced with a vertical edge greater than 1"

The sidewalk is depressed or raised more than 3” from the normal line of grade, or ponds water
The sidewalk has holes or depressions greater than 1"

The sidewalk has horizontal separations greater than 1"

The cross slope of the sidewalk exceeds more than 1” per foot.

Repair process

A. Property owner(s) of record listed at the County Assessor’s office adjacent to sidewalks marked for
repair will be notified of their responsibility to repair the sidewalk through a certified nuisance
notification letter including.

Sidewalk deficiency to be repaired; a copy of the sidewalk inspection report

e A sidewalk repair procedures, permitting and specification detail sheet
A May 15 or September 15 deadline for the completion of the repair. (The date given is
dependent upon the date the sidewalk was marked for repair allowing for a minimum of
one month for the completion of the repairs. An earlier deadline may be given dependent
upon the severity of the condition of the sidewalk.)
Explanation of assessments and penalties for failure to repair the sidewalk.

e Explanation of the appeal process.

B. For all sidewalk repairs which have not received a SMP permit and are not completed, a failure to
repair letter will be sent to the owner notifying them the City will cause the repairs to be completed and
all costs and penalties will be the responsibility of the property owner. The letter may also include an
approximate date of completion.

C. The City will arrange for the completion of the repair work to the sidewalks which have not been
completed by the owner.

D. Aninvoice will be sent to the adjacent property owner for the costs and penalties. This notice will
include the assessment process for all fees and penalties to be levied through the Linn County
Assessor’s office for unpaid invoices.

E. If the invoice remains unpaid as specified in lowa Code 364; the costs will be assessed against the
property in accordance with State statutes through the Linn County Assessor’s office. This will allow a
schedule of 10 payments with a prescribed interest rate as an option for any invoice over $500.

Appeal Process: The property owner(s) will be given at least two (2) weeks to appeal the defect
findings. Their original notification will indicate the date the appeal is to be heard before Council if any
property owner chooses to appeal. The appeal date will be set a minimum of four (4) weeks following
the date of the sidewalk repair notice.

City responsibilities

Repair Inspections- The City will inspect all installations and repairs. All sidewalk installations and
repairs shall comply with SUDAS standards as adopted by the City of Hiawatha. Existing sidewalks less
than 5 feet in width will be permitted to be replaced at the existing width.

Over-width sidewalks - If the sidewalk is more than 5 feet in width, the City will share in the costs to
repair the sidewalk. The City will be responsible for the costs to repair the sidewalk square footage in
excess of a 5’ wide sidewalk. If the property owner is repairing the sidewalk, they must receive a permit
from the City prior to commencement of repairs. If the City repairs the 8-foot sidewalk, the property
owner will be invoiced for a 5" width of the construction costs and permit fee plus an administrative fee.

Curb ramps - The City is responsible for the maintenance and repair of curb ramps at public streets.

City causes - If the damage to the sidewalk is caused by a City owned item, i.e. a water main valve
(not a service valve), a sewer manhole located within the sidewalk, or a tree located within the parkway,
the City will take responsibility for the repair of the sidewalk as long as the damage is directly
attributable to the item. Just because a City-owned item is present does not automatically mean that
the item is the cause of the damage. Each situation will be evaluated individually by City staff.

The lowa Alcoholic Beverages Division (ABD) invites your department to participate in the |I-PLEDGE
Tobacco, Alternative Nicotine and Vapor Product Enforcement Program for fiscal year 2020 (July 1, 2019
—June 30, 2020). The benefit of a partnership between ABD and law enforcement agencies is evidenced
by the 91% statewide compliance rate obtained by tobacco retailers in FY2019.

In order to be an I-PLEDGE partner in fiscal year 2020, you must sign and return the enclosed 28E
Agreement. After reviewing the agreement and verifying the contact information for your department,
please sign the agreement with a witness on the last page and return the entire agreement in the self-
addressed envelope provided. A copy of the executed agreement will be returned to your office along
with an enforcement handbook.

It is important to remember that ABD is required to conduct one (1) compliance check of each tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product retailer during FY2020, with a repeat check of any business that
fails the first compliance check. Section 5.1.2 of the 28E Agreement details the dates by which
compliance checks need to be performed. Once compliance checks are completed, it is imperative that
your department electronically submit compliance check results to ABD in a timely manner to ensure
prompt payment to your department. Instructions on how to electronically submit compliance check
results to ABD will be included in the enforcement handbook.

Keep in mind that alternative nicotine and vapor products are age-restricted according to lowa Code §
453A.2, and therefore included as part of the I-PLEDGE program. Attempts to purchase alternative
nicotine and vapor products may be conducted at any retailer that sells these products. Details and
examples of these age-restricted products will be included in the enforcement handbook.

The necessary materials to carry out the agreement will be sent to the contact person specified in
Section 13.10 of the 28E Agreement.

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this day of
, 2019 by and between the Iowa Alcoholic Beverages

Division (*“ABD”), and the Hiawatha Police Department
(The “Department™). The parties agree as follows:

SECTION 1. IDENTITY OF THE PARTIES.

1.1  Iowa ABD. The ABD is authorized pursuant to JTowa Code Chapter 453A and a
Memorandum of Understanding with the Towa Department of Public Health to provide
enforcement for Jowa’s tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product laws. The ABD’s
address is: 1918 SE Hulsizer Road, Ankeny, lowa 50021.

1.2 Department. The Department operates a duly recognized lowa law enforcement agency.
The Department’s address is:

Hiawatha Police Department
101 Emmons Street, Hiawatha, Jowa 52233

SECTION 2. PURPOSE. The parties have entered into this Agreement for the purpose of
providing and funding tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities in
compliance with lowa Code § 453A.2.

SECTION 3. TERM. The term of the Agreement shall be from the aforementioned date
through June 30, 2020, unless earlier terminated in accordance with the terms of the Agreement.

SECTION 4. FILING. Pursuant to lowa Code § 28E.8, the ABD shall electronically file the
Agreement with the ITowa Secretary of State, after the parties have executed the agreement.

SECTION 5. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES.

5.1 Responsibilities of the Department.

5.1.1 Local Tobacco, Alternative Nicotine and Vapor Product Enforcement. The
Department shall provide tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product
enforcement of lowa Code Chapter 453A.

5.1.2 Compliance Checks. "Compliance checks" mean activity to enforce tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product laws in accordance with Iowa Code §
453A.2 within the jurisdiction of the Department. Compliance checks also may
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include enforcement of § 453A.2 within additional jurisdictions upon agreement
of the Parties. ABD shall make available to the Department the location of each
tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product permit holder subject to a
compliance check by the Department at https://tobacco.iowaabd.com/.

The Department shall perform one (1) compliance check of each tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product permit holder within the jurisdiction
of the Department during the term of the Agreement. Please note that
alternative nicotine and vapor products are age-restricted pursuant to Iowa
Code § 453A.2, and are therefore included in the I-PLEDGE program.
Attempts to purchase alternative nicotine and vapor products may be
conducted at any retailer that sells these products.

The Department shall not begin to conduct any retailer
compliance checks until October 1, 2019.

The compliance check shall be completed and submitted for reimbursement to
ABD by February 15, 2020. The Department should try to complete a
compliance check of all seasonal businesses such as golf courses, marinas and
bait shops before the businesses close for the 2019 business year, but not before
October 1, 2019. If the department is unable to complete the compliance checks
on seasonal businesses prior to the businesses close for the 2019 business year,
the Department shall work with ABD to establish a plan for completing these
compliance checks.

The Department shall conduct a second compliance check on any retailer that is
found to be non-compliant during the first inspection. The second compliance
check on the non-compliant retailer shall be completed and entered no later than
May 15, 2020.

Clerks that fail compliance checks shall be ticketed criminally.

The Department shall, within seven (7) business days, notify the retail owner or
manager of any violation. Within seventy-two (72) hours of the Department
issuing a citation for a violation of Iowa Code § 453A.2(1) to a permit-holder or
employee of a permit-holder, the Department must notify the local permit-issuing
authority that issued the tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product permit to
the retailer where the offense was committed.

If the Department fails to complete and submit reimbursement for compliance
checks to ABD by February 15, 2020, ABD will consult with the Department to
establish a plan for completing the remaining compliance checks. In the
event that the Department fails to execute the agreed upon plan, the
Department agrees that ABD may authorize the Towa State Patrol or other law
enforcement agency to conduct any remaining compliance checks.

Youth Volunteers. Utilization of youth volunteers is strongly encouraged where
feasible. The Department may compensate the youth involved in the compliance

checks in a manner consistent with Section 6. Keep in mind that the federal
government (SYNAR) will not allow minors under the age of sixteen (16) to be
used to conduct compliance checks. Please ensure that the officers assigned to
conduct the compliance checks do not work with a youth younger than age 16.

Routine Enforcement. In addition to conducting compliance checks, the
Department agrees to regularly enforce youth tobacco, alternative nicotine and
vapor product laws by ticketing youth offenders.

Civil Proceedings. The Department shall cooperate with city, county and state

prosecutors if civil permit proceedings are initiated against a tobacco, alternative
nicotine and vapor product permit holder. The Department shall also cooperate in
proceedings against cited clerks and minors. Cooperation shall include, but not be
limited to, sharing investigative reports and copies of issued citations, as well as
providing witness statements and testimony.

Compliance Reports. The Department shall provide monthly reports to the ABD
in the manner prescribed by the ABD.

Miscellaneous. The Department shall be responsible for the day-to-day
administration of its tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement
activities. The Department shall provide all office space, equipment and personnel
necessary to conduct tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement
activities under the Agreement. The Department is solely responsible for the
selection, hiring, disciplining, firing and compensation of its officers.

Responsibilities of the ABD.

Enforcement Guidance. The ABD shall provide guidance on tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement to the Department, if needed,
and cooperate with the Department in the performance of the Agreement.

5.2.4 Payment. The ABD shall pay the Department in the manner described in Section

Cooperation. If ABD believes that any officer of the Department fails to perform
duties in a manner that is consistent with the Agreement, the ABD shall notify the
Department. The Department shall then take such action as necessary to
investigate and, if appropriate, discipline or reassign the officer away from
tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities. The ABD
shall have no authority to discipline or reassign an officer, except that the ABD
shall have the authority to stipulate that a particular officer not be assigned to
provide services under the Agreement.

Insurance, Benefits and Compensation. The ABD shall not provide for, nor
pay, any employment costs of the Department’s officers including, but not limited






to, worker’s compensation, unemployment insurance, health insurance, life
insurance and any other benefits or compensation, nor make any payroll payments
with respect to the Department’s officers. The ABD shall have no liability
whatsoever for all such employment costs or other expenses relating to, or for the
benefit of, the Department’s officers.

SECTION 6. PAYMENT TO DEPARTMENT.

Method of Payment. In consideration for providing the services required by the
Agreement, the Department shall be paid on a flat fee basis of seventy-five dollars ($75)
per reported compliance check. The flat fee payment for each compliance check
constitutes the full and exclusive remuneration for the compliance checks. For example,
compensation of youth participants is the sole responsibility of the Department and is to
be paid from the flat fee payment.

Eligible Claims. Compliance checks that are conducted on or after October 1, 2019 are
eligible for payment provided that the results are reported in accordance with Section 5.
Any compliance checks that were funded by a non-departmental entity are not eligible for
payment.

Allocations. The costs of the services referred to in Section 6.1 shall be allocated as
follows:

6.3.1 Sole Activity. Money paid to the Department, pursuant to the Agreement, shall
be used to fund overtime of full- or part-time peace officer positions solely for
tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities described
in the Agreement. Money also shall be used for compensation, if any, of youth
participants. In addition, the Department may use money paid pursuant to the
Agreement for reasonable Department expenditures, including, but not limited to,
officer training and equipment, provided that such expenditures do not impair the
Department’s ability to perform tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product
enforcement activities.

6.3.2 Payment in Arrears. The ABD may pay all approved invoices in arrears and in
conformance with lowa Code § 8A.514. The ABD, consistent with lowa Code §
8A.514, may pay in less than the specified time period. Payment by the ABD in
fewer than sixty (60) days, however, does not constitute an implied waiver of that
Code section.

SECTION 7. ADMINISTRATION OF AGREEMENT. The ABD and the Department shall
jointly administer the Agreement.

SECTION 8. NO SEPARATE ADMINISTRATIVE ENTITY. No new or separate legal or
administrative entity is created by the Agreement.






SECTION 9. NO PROPERTY ACQUIRED. The ABD and the Department, in connection
with the performance of the Agreement, shall acquire no real or personal property.

SECTION 10. TERMINATION.

Termination for Convenience. Following twenty (20) days written notice, either party
may terminate the Agreement, in whole or in part, for convenience without the payment
of any penalty or incurring any further obligation to the non-terminating party.
Following termination for convenience, the non-terminating party shall be entitled to
compensation, upon submission of invoices and proper proof of claim, for services
provided under the Agreement to the terminating party up to and including the date of
termination.

Termination Due to Lack of Funds or Change in the Law. Notwithstanding anything

in this Contract to the contrary, and subject to the limitations set forth below, ABD shall
have the right to terminate this Contract without penalty and without any advance notice
as a result of any of the following:

The legislature or governor fail in the sole opinion of ABD to appropriate funds
sufficient to allow ABD to either meet its obligations under this Contract or to operate as
required and to fulfill its obligations under this Contract:

If funds are de-appropriated, reduced, not allocated, or receipt of funds is delayed, or if
any funds or revenues needed by ABD to make any payment hereunder are insufficient or
unavailable for any other reason as determined by ABD in its sole discretion.

Termination for Cause. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events
shall constitute cause for any party to declare another party in default of its obligations
under the Agreement:

10.3.1 Failure to observe and perform any covenant, condition or obligation created by
the Agreement;

10.3.2 Failure to make substantial and timely progress toward performance of the
Agreement;

10.3.3 Failure of the party’s work product and services to conform with any
specifications noted herein;

10.3.4 Infringement of any patent, trademark, copyright, trade dress or any other
intellectual property right.

Notice of Default. If there occurs a default event under Section 10.3, the non-defaulting
party shall provide written notice to the defaulting party requesting that the breach or
noncompliance be immediately remedied. In the event that the breach or noncompliance






continues to be evidenced ten days beyond the date specified in the written notice, the
non-defaulting party may either:

10.4.1 Immediately terminate the Agreement without additional written notice; or,

10.4.2 Enforce the terms and conditions of the Agreement and seek any available legal
or equitable remedies.

In either event, the non-defaulting party may seek damages as a result of the breach or
failure to comply with the terms of the Agreement.

SECTION 11. INDEMNIFICATION.

By ABD. Consistent with Article VII, Section 1 of the Iowa Constitution and Towa Code
Chapter 669, ABD agrees to defend and indemnify the Department and hold it harmless
against any and all liabilities, damages, settlements, judgments, costs and expenses,
including reasonable attorney’s fees of counsel required to defend the Department,
related to or arising out of ABD’s negligent or wrongful acts or omissions in the
performance of the Agreement.

By the Department. Consistent with Article VII, Section 1 of the Iowa Constitution and
lowa Code Chapter 670, the Department agrees to defend and indemnify and hold the
State of Towa and ABD harmless from any and all liabilities, damages, settlements,
judgments, costs and expenses, including reasonable governmental attorney’s fees and
the costs and expenses of attorney fees of other counsel required to defend the ABD,
related to or arising from any negligent or wrongful acts or omissions of the Department
in the performance of this Agreement.

SECTION 12. CONTACT PERSON.

Contact Person. At the time of execution of the Agreement, each party shall designate,
in writing, a Contact Person to serve until the expiration of the Agreement or the
designation of a substitute Contact Person. During the term of the Agreement, each
Contact Person shall be available to meet, as otherwise mutually agreed, to plan the
services being provided under the Agreement.

I'am asking your approval to proceed with the purchase of Stryker Power-LOAD and Power-PRO XT cot system
for all three ambulance units, from Klocke’s Emergency Vehicles of Sterling Il. For a total of $133,515 for all three
units. The money is budgeted in the FY20 CIP.

We have attempted to fund this via FEMA grant 3 times. Once again this year, we have been denied. I can no
longer justify not providing this important safety item to our crews. We need to move forward purchasing this system.
Power cot systems eliminate most of the lifting involved in patient transport. I have attached two articles identifying
the reduction in back injuries. In the first study, EMSStat of central Oklahoma had decreased their cot lifting injuries
to ZERO since 2013. A second peer reviewed study out of Canada, found that powered stretchers could reduce the
number of injuries to providers by 78%. Both studies are attached. We are currently the only ambulance service in Linn
County that does not have power cots. It is critical that we add these to our units.

I'was able to contact three vendors for equipment and installation. Not only is Klocke the low bid, but they are also
our current ambulance vendor. They will coordinate the installation on the first unit currently at the factory. They will
also install the second two units. They have the lower installation price due to the convenience of installing during the
rebuild of ambulance M8,

WATERLOO, Ontario — Moving from manual to powered stretchers could reduce the number of
injuries to paramedics by 78 percent, a University of Waterloo study has found.

The study, published in Applied Ergonomics, found that paramedics who had access to stretchers with
a battery-powered hydraulic system and an assisted ambulance-loading feature experienced
significantly fewer musculoskeletal injuries on the job.

“In many cases, paramedics face spine compression that is well above the threshold limit. A manual
stretcher alone can weigh nearly 100 pounds. Add on a 200-pound patient and a paramedic team is
handling 300 pounds every time they raise, lower, lift or load the stretcher,” said Steven Fischer,
assistant professor of kinesiology. “We estimate that a paramedic is lifting more than 1,700 pounds
per shift on average, approximately the same weight as moving all of the furniture in a one-bedroom
apartment.”

The study compared injury rates at Niagara Emergency Medical Service, which had implemented
powered stretchers at the time of the study, with Hamilton Paramedic Services, which used manual
stretchers.

One year after introducing powered stretchers, stretcher-related injuries among Niagara paramedics
dropped from 20 injuries 100 workers per year to 4.3. In Hamilton, injuries increased from 17.9

injuries per 100 workers to 24.6 over the same period.

Each unit can cost approximately of $40,000, and their availability varies among health regions.





“Although the units may seem expensive, they appear to offer a significant return on investment,” said
Daniel Armstrong, the study’s lead author and a graduate student in the Department of Kinesiology.
“We found that the added cost to purchase power stretchers and load systems would be recovered
within their expected seven-year service life due to the reduction in injury-related costs.”

Paramedics experience the highest incidence of work-related injury. Data from the Ontario Workplace
Safety and Insurance Board indicates the incidence rates among paramedics are nearly five times
higher than rates in any other sector.

“For paramedics, lifting and loading is a common element to almost each and every call,” said Fischer.
“Knowing that initial costs can be recovered should help ease the concerns of decision makers
considering a transition to powered stretcher and load systems. Without them, it's not a question of if
injuries will happen, but when and how many.”

Description of Agenda Item:
Award contract for Employee Benefits Brokerage and Consulting Services.

Background
A request from the Compensation Committee had us look to see if there were any savings with our
current Brokers Fees. True North is the City’s current benefits broker and has been for the past 13+ years.

City Staff held meetings with True North, Acumen, and Benefit Solutions to determine if there would be
a cost savings between the three (3) brokerages’ abilities to go to market for insurance premiums.

Recommendation

Through our review process we determined all three (3) brokerage firms are qualified to serve as the
City’s benefits broker. They all have the ability to provide standard services such as: strategic planning,
benefits audits, claims and self-funding analysis, benchmarking, and working with insurance carriers in
the market to design plan options on the City’s behalf. All of the brokers offer extra amenities to their
clients including: legal, benefits and HR compliance bulletins, alerts and seminars, online portals,
sponsorship of employee training and wellness related events, and employee assistance with insurance
and claims inquiries.

Each brokerage firm offered two options when setting their pay structure: (1) a commission charged on all
lines of insurance offered by the employer or (2) a fixed annual consulting fee. For example, the
brokerage would charge a per employee / per month fee on the medical insurance and a standard
insurance commission on the other lines of coverage (dental, life, vision, etc.); generally, the same
amount set by the insurance carriers. In their proposals, the brokerage firms stated they were open to
negotiating fees with the City as each one has the ability to set their own commissions for groups over 50
employees. Staff agreed North Risk Partners Benefit Solutions provided the lowest responsive,
responsible quote and the City is receiving a yearly cost savings of approximately $11,400. There are
some hoops we need to jump through to move from one broker to another however we believe we can
make that happen to meet our December 1 deadline.

Health BC/BS

Health BC/BS renewal-a 6.9% increase ($32,983.50) with switching brokerage to North Risk Partners
brings this percentage down to 4.2% increase. We will be asking council to approve at our November 6
meeting to meet the December 1 deadline for coverage.

We did review three (3) other plans from BC/BS, UHC-John Deere in the renewal process each more than
doubled our risk exposer in which we are not prepared for and only provided a savings of $1,945.80 or

increased our cost by an additional $130,000. Currently our partial self- funding is on target to save us
$100,000.

Staff also looked into the possibility of becoming fully self-insured. At this time, we do not recommend it
due to our size and lack of understanding of our employee population and their overall health risks. Prior
to considering becoming fully self-insured there are steps that need to be taken such as health risk
assessments, bio-metrics and lab health screening to fully understand our population risk. This is
something that we will considering reviewing annually.

Delta Dental-
$2,003.76 increase. (839,981.12 to $41,984.88) Traditionally we hold this premium for three years.

Lincoln Group (Life, Short- & Long-Term Disability, -
Remains the same $1,601.10.

Vision-
100% employee cost with a 2.99% increase.

No changes for 2020 claim year with a monthly service fee of $4.95 per participant. Average employee
count is 6. The overall cost to the city annually is a $100 after reimbursements.

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The Hiawatha City Council met in a Work Session on September 23, 2019. Mayor Bennett called the meeting to order at
5:30 P.M. Council members present: Rob Archibald, Dennis Norton, Steve Dodson, Aime Wichtendahl, and Dick Olson.
Staff present: City Administrator Kim Downs, City Engineer John Bender, Community Development Director Pat
Parsley, and City Attorney Mark Parmenter.

Norton moved the approval of the agenda, seconded by Archibald. Motion carried.

Snyder and Associates presentation of Tower Terrace Roadway Expansion Traffic Study and Design Review
Discussion

Tony Boes and Kelli Scott from Snyder and Associates presented the Tower Terrace Roadway Expansion Traffic Study
and Design Review.

Boes explained the traffic patterns and volumes are projected to change and grow significantly with the new interchange.
Forecasted daily traffic is projected to grow from about 11,600 vehicles per day in the opening year (2023) to 28,500
vehicles per day in the design year (2040). Due to projected rapid growth, the opening year alternatives were analyzed,
along with 10 years of growth from the opening year.

Two primary alternatives were evaluated for the traffic control at the intersection Tower Terrace Road and North Center
Point Road: signal control and a roundabout. The forecasted volumes make maintaining two-way stop control or
switching to all-way stop control infeasible. The functional lane needs were determined for the opening year based on
2032 traffic and for the full build based on 2040 traffic. The functional lane needs were determined using Synchro version
10 for the traffic signal and Sidra version 7 for the roundabout. Those lane configurations were then analyzed with the
microsimulation analysis in VISSIM version 9. VISSIM models for the IJR were provided by the Iowa DOT and modified
for this study.

Based on analyses performed for this study, both Tower Terrace Road and North Center Point Road intersection
alternatives (roundabout or traffic signal) provide acceptable opening year and design year traffic operations. The signal
alternative has lower initial construction costs, however, future improvements needed for this alternative to accommodate
projected 2040 traffic would be more expensive than for the roundabout alternative. Total initial plus future estimated
project cost for the roundabout alternative is approximately $340,000 (8%) more than the signal alternative.

Council Member Wichtendahl asked if the initial cost is greater with the roundabout but if in the long term it will be a
greater savings.

Boes answered yes and considering life-cycle costs for transportation system users over 20-year analysis period, the
roundabout alternative is projected to provide more than $15 million in cost savings compared to the signal alternative,
including more than $2 million in safety benefits (vehicle crash and injury reductions). Therefore, the roundabout
alternative is recommended as the preferred alternative.

Council Member Dodson asked if a roundabout is harder for snow plows to get through. Boes said not really harder for
snow plows and the plow drivers learn quickly to navigate them, also roundabouts assumed to have a 65 percent reduction

for injury crashes and 20 percent reduction for property damage crashes, per lowa DOT CMF information.

Council Member Archibald asked if they are seeing more roundabouts instead of the signalization in the Des Moines
metro area. Boes answered yes, they are seeing more roundabouts.

Council Member Olson expressed having three lanes he feels would be problematic for users. Boes said it is still ten years
out before there would be three lanes in the roundabout.

Dodson asked if the $4.7 million is to build the first phase. Boes answered $4.2 million for the opening year costs plus
$500,000 for additional costs to the design year.

Archibald asked if the trail crossing goes over or under. Boes said it would cross over at the grade.
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Wichtendahl asked if there were any complicating factors with a diverging diamond. Boes said it wasn’t a significant
factor.

Boes stated they meet with the adjacent properties and the main concern with CCB was to make sure they could get in and
out of their parking lot from either way.

City Administrator Downs explained Chris Sherman wants to see potential development and asked if they could share the
effects of shifting the roadway to the north. Boes said they looked at moving the first six homes, because if we shifted
them, we would be taking out the whole row and were looking at doing something similar to the fountains, just not sure he
could meet all the parking.

Downs asked about the bus stop at CCB and it if would be affected and how it would work with a roundabout. Boes
commented they have not looked into it but may need to relocate it. City Engineer Bender thought if they go north so the
bus stop should be okay where it is. Boes said they may be able to leave the bus stop where it is for the opening year.

Dodson asked if there will be a sound barrier put in for the trailer park. Boes answered that it is not feasible or cost
effective to put anything there.

Olson asked if would be beneficial to have a video demonstrating how to go through the roundabout for the public hearing
meeting on Tuesday night. Bender said they have a video and could show it at the meeting. Olson also inquired if the
project is being bundled for bidding. Boes said they can bid it as three separate bid projects or as one project.

Bender informed the council of the upcoming schedule:
e Public Hearing meeting is September 24
October 2 — adopt and file the report
October 16 — council decides on roundabout or signalization
End of October proceed with preliminary design
March 2020 have right-of-way plans
Final plans fall of 2020

Olson asked when the anticipated completion date is. Boes answered 2023 for construction completion.

Subdivision Development Agreement

Parsley explained they would like to make the subdivision development a uniformed agreement and right now the code
does not allow you to ask for any assurance of completion; recently had one default and looked at the code, it allows for
an assessment process if council chooses to do so. Parsley proposed to council to move the acceptance requirement to one
of the following in order to be assured of completion: to develop a policy that will accept these unless there is extenuating
circumstances or completely rewrite the code and not put an assessment.

Downs commented for the most part our process has worked very well.

Mayor Bennett commented he does not want to tie our hands with the developers. Downs said she would hate to see it get
assessed to property owners and the ownership needs to be on the developer.

City Attorney Parmenter said fair amount of time for developers and city to be fair and reasonable, will be assessed on
remaining property and does not want to do anything that will slow down the development in Hiawatha.

Parsley suggested doing it when they come in with the final plat, leaving the section in the code but come up with a
development agreement. Downs commented there always is one exception to the rule.

Olson asked if this is a way to take the ambiguity out of it. Parsley said there has to be a decision made with each
development agreement and does not believe you take all the ambiguity out of it.

Olson asked what level would be acceptable. Parsley answered it is well under $10 million so far. Olson said greater than
$10 million would need a clause and a number everyone can understand and that is fair. Parsley said a section in the
development agreement where they can include additional fees can be added.

Reconsideration of our sidewalk program/plan along with ADA Compliance
Downs is asking for a little change with the older sidewalks too, sidewalks are more of a touchy subject than roundabouts.

Parsley added sidewalks are highly valued here in Hiawatha, can add a five-foot requirement as ADA standards are very
restrictive.

Parmenter said ADA has a ' inch standard — when you build it, it needs to be less than % inch to be ADA. Recommends
to not go more than one inch and needs to be built to ADA standards, older part of town with four-foot sidewalks are
grandfathered in unless they become a nuisance; eventually all will be compliant with ADA standards.

Olson commented the ADA is looking to the future and that is what the city needs to do.

Wichtendahl asked if there is any potential for an ADA legal risk. Parsley said we can show that we are moving toward
total ADA compliance, this program shows we are four feet now they can keep it but cycle it in for inspection to stay the
same, the nuisance standard is to stay the same and will not have option to pre-pay for sidewalks being replaced. Process
would be the same as any other nuisance process and would include a new permit and standardize a new appeal process
for council.

Parsley asked council if they want it to cost what it does now or change $60 right now based on $2,000 valuation, we do
studies on how much it costs to run our department — 30-60%.

Olson commented no one has complained about the $60 and does not think we should be lowering the fees.

Wichtendahl commented to make sure people pay for it, it should be lower.

Downs said there is a resident who has called in with a whole list of sidewalk issues.

Olson stated increases across the board, covering costs and do not think it should be a lower fee. Parsley said they should

reduce all permits to $45 not just have one be a different price and overall the city’s fees are lower than Cedar Rapids. If it
gets over $500 the county will put it on their taxes for ten years.

ITC — Hiawatha Annexation/City of Robins Annexation

Downs commented she has been working with ITC on the voluntary annexation and was trying to be fair, consistent and
kind had helped the City of Robins work with ITC. Downs mentioned Hiawatha wanted to annex a small portion of I-380
which makes sense from a public safety standpoint and now Robins is annexing the same small portion of I-380.

Archibald stated the City of Robins has no way to provide public services to that area. Downs agreed and asked outside of
public safety what are their thoughts on annexing that area.

Olson asked what is the red area on the map. Downs answered it is the right-of-way. Olson commented Robins might be
concerned that we are encroaching in their area. Archibald commented that it makes no sense from public safety concerns.

Olson said he is happy because the City avoided being land locked.

There being no further discussion, Wichtendahl moved to adjourn at 7:20 P.M., seconded by Archibald. Motion carried.

Description: Engineering Department Report

Working with Public Works on various projects as they come up.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Projects under way include the Todd Hills 1** Addition, Sherman 9™ and 10"
Addition, the library expansion, and Dell Ridge Phase IV.

The Mid-Town Utility and Street extension contractor, Rathje Construction of Marion, has informed us
they will start construction later this year. We held a preconstruction meeting October 17, 2019 with
the contractor anticipating starting the underground utilities in November with the paving of the street
in early spring. Funding is programmed with LOST 15-24 dollars.

We approved a contract with Shive Hattery engineers to design the new signal at Center Point Road
and Willman Street. The project was bid on June 4, 2019 with the bids coming in considerably above
the engineer’s estimate. Council tabled any action on the project until such time as we can revise the
project and completion date, and rebid the project. We rebid the project on September 24, with the
bids coming in 2% over the engineers estimate. Rathje Construction of Marion was the low bidder.
Costs for this project have been anticipated with remaining GO funds from the Edgewood Road project
and last year’'s Emmons Street repair project and remaining LOST funds. The contractor will start
ordering the equipment immediately as the delivery time on some of the signal equipment takes
several months. The completion date for this project is now July of 2020.

The sanitary sewer extension project on the east side of Edgewood Road approximately 2000 feet
south of Hunt Road has encountered bedrock. We have now reevaluated the sewer alignment and
developed plans for an open cut sewer project instead of a pipe drilling project. We approved a change
order to remove the drilled pipe and install the sewer with open cut process in October. We hope to
have the project completed by the end of the year, but the weather has not cooperated to date. This
project is funded using the sewer fund and also LOST dollars.





We have approved a contract with Anderson Bogert Engineers to study railroad crossing “quiet zones”
on Center Point Road, Emmons Street, and Blair’s Ferry Road. This project will allow the trains to
eliminate the horn warnings at these crossings. The Notice of Intent has been completed and
submitted to the Federal Railroad Authority. No comments were received after the 60 day waiting
period, so we can now proceed with the design contract with the railroad for the new signal gates and
lights required at Emmons Street. We will modify our contract with Anderson Bogert to start the design
of the new traffic islands. The railroad will provide us an estimate of the design work to be prepared at
Emmons Street. This project is funded with GO dollars in the spring of 2020.

The Robins Road Planning Study has been completed and we are moving forward with the
implementation. Our consultant, Bolton Menk of Cedar Rapids, has provided document to help us
through the Planning and Zoning process to develop the needed zoning ordinance overlay documents.
A joint meeting was held October 28 with the City Council, Planning and Zoning Commission, and the
Board of Adjustment to review the prepared documents and the process for implementing the plan.

We have a contract with MSA professional Services for the resurfacing of 12" Avenue from Blair's
Ferry Road about 2000 feet north to just south of Lyndhurst Drive. The project is approximately 80%
compete, with all the road reconstruction and asphalt overlay competed. The work that remains is the
replacement of the sidewalks with the new ADA ramps at all the intersections. The hope is to
complete this project by mid-November. This project is funded with LOST 15-24 dollars.

We have a contract with Hall and Hall Engineers to prepare the plans and specifications for the
widening of 18" Avenue at Blair’s Ferry Road. This includes removal of the curbs and widening 18"
Avenue to a 3-lane section with new signals as a cooperative project with the City of Cedar Rapids.
We how have Midwest Concrete of Peosta working on the removals and placement of the subbase
materials. We hope to have the concrete placed within the next week, weather permitting. The
funding is included in the CIP for FY21.

We have a contract with Shive Hattery Engineers to prepare plans for the 2019 Storm Sewer Repair
project. We have final plans ready and plan to advertize for bids in the month of November. The
completion date for this work has been moved to July of 2020, primarily because the work on Pirie
Drive will require a roadway detour. For that reason we want to wait until school is out for the summer
before we start work on Pirie Drive. Included in the project is the following areas:

e Pirie Drive to the west of Nixon Elementary School
e Raney Street east of 12" Avenue

We hope to have the project out to bids this fall with completion of the work scheduled for next spring.

City Council approved a contract with Snyder and Associates as the design consultants for the
environmental study/NEPA study /preliminary and final design of the City’s approximately 2000 feet of
Tower Terrace Road reconstruction. We have the preliminary traffic study and the preliminary concept
designs completed to anticipate the opening day and proposed 2040 traffic volumes. We are now
moving ahead with the preliminary design which includes the construction of a roundabout at Center
Point Road. We are also meeting with the lowa DOT and the City of Cedar Rapids to finalize the funding
options through the Corridor Metropolitan planning Organization. More to come.

Dan Wilkes called the meeting to order at 6:03p.m. in the Hiawatha Council Chambers. Present: Dan
Wilkes, Chris Klostermann, Charles Uthe. Absent: Michelle Mclllece and Dawn Ewoldt. Employees: Ambyr
Severson, Administrative Coordinator and Kim Downs, City Administrator. Guests: Dan Hoffmann.

Hiawatha Kids League Request for Guthridge Park Baseball Diamonds 2020: Severson explained that
Hiawatha Kids League made a request to use the ball diamonds for the spring and summer of 2020, as
they've done for many years now. She added that they've been a great asset to the department taking
care of the ball diamonds and concession stand over the years. She advised that there are no conflicts
with the departments schedule and the proposed dates and that with the boards approval they would be
welcomed back. Wilkes added that we are fortunate to have this group with how well they take care of
the parks and how many people they bring into the parks throughout the summer.

Motion made by Charles Uthe, second by Chris Klostermann to approve Hiawatha Kids League request to
use Guthridge Park Ball Diamonds in the spring and summer of 2020. Motion carried.

HICREW Kiwanis request for 2020 concessions: Severson explained that the HICREW Kiwanis group had
requested to sell concessions at the Music in the Park concert series in August of 2020. She explained that
no other nonprofits had shown any interest and that HICREW has been a great partner giving back to the
department to support playground projects, the Fall Festival and Fun Fest, just to name a few. Uthe asked
if this omits the possibility of having food trucks. Downs explained that food trucks had been discussed
but it went back to the mission of giving back to nonprofits. The exception is Kona Ice when they come to
the concert after Touch a Truck but they offer something different than what Kiwanis offers and gives
back to the department also. Wilkes added that he is a Kiwanis member and has watched as donations
from GreenState Credit Union have helped to build the audience over the last six years. Kiwanis accepts
donations from WalMart and makes about $200 per night after it's all said and done.

Motion made by Charles Uthe, second by Chris Klostermann to approve HICREW Kiwanis request to sell
concessions at Music in the Park in 2020. Motion carried.

FY19 Year End Report: Severson advised that because this report was given out a week ago that she
assumed everyone had read it and asked if there was any questions or comments or if Ms. Downs had
anything to add. Downs added that between sponsorships and fees, the Parks and Recreation department





can easily bring in more than $100,000. This is due to events that Hiawatha is providing such as summer
programs and where groups like Friends of Hiawatha Parks and Recreation comes into play. She also
added that the tennis and basketball courts are going to be resurfaced. And that Kelly Willadsen, Director
of Parks and Recreation, is currently putting together numbers on Community Center and Park Rental
availability. She wants to see at what percentage they're being rented out in comparison to how often
they're available. For example, if the Community Center is being rented 95% of the time, then we’re at
capacity and need another venue. Same goes for park rentals. This will provide our community members
with statistics to see the value in our facilities.

Uthe asked if the increase in Farmers Market revenue is normal. Severson stated that the Farmers Market
has almost reached it’'s capacity. Dawn has not had to turn anyone away but the increase is not surprising
knowing that the market is full each week. Downs added that the increase shows the relationships that
Ewoldt is building between vendors and customers weekly.

Downs also added that the City purchased Sandy Brewers property as an extension to Hodge Property
next to Tucker Park. This area is just under four acres in a flood zone. The current plan is for the Fire
Department to provide testing out of the mobile home on the property over the next two to three years.
The City purchased this property for $4,000.

Klostermann asked if this document would be provided for the public to read. Severson advised that it
has not been available to the public in the past but it's something we could consider.

Parks: Severson advised that the last seasonal left on September 29" and that staff is gearing up to close
restrooms and parks in the next few weeks. She also mentioned that with the help of Hiawatha Parks and
Recreation Foundation, Alliant Energy and HICREW Kiwanis Club, Tucker Parks renovated playground
should be open soon!

Recreation: Severson advised that the Teal Trunk or Treat is October 25" and that the department is
looking for more trunks to attend. If interested contact her asap!

Development Agreement Template

Staff has brought this forward to address some issues with our Development
Agreement and our development policy for improvements in new
subdivisions. The changes to the template and policy address the following:

1.

The template name has been revised to differentiate between
agreement types. The same title was used for TIF agreements but the
two can now be recognized in the title.

The language in the agreement has been standardized with legal
counsel. The agreement has been reviewed to reflect appropriate
contract language.

The acceptable assurance from the developer no longer includes the
assessment alternative. The new assurances are now the responsibility
of the developer rather than implicating possible new owners for
possible default by the developer. The option to assess still exists but
only as a last resort.

The policy now describes when the assessment alternative may be
implemented by Council. An assurance exceeding $10,000,000 may
still be provided for as an assessment assurance if the Council so
chooses. This language was presented to the Developer’s Council on
October 9" with no pushback from the group.

Storm Water Detention has been delineated separately from other
public improvements. The language now reflects the developer is
responsible for the basin until it is properly transferred to an HOA or
other acceptable entity to maintain.

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DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT & PERFORMANCE SECURITY POLICY

The Unified Development Code (UDC); Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Code of Ordinances,
allows the City Council to approve final plats prior to the completion of related public
improvements. The specific requirements are listed in UDC Section 165.67.

Items #11 and #12 in UDC Section 165.67 deal specifically with the submittal of a Performance
Security in addition to the development agreement. Subsection 165.67 (11) lists the performance
securities acceptable by the Council. The City will require one of the Performance Securities
unless the waiver in Subsection (12) is applicable. Said security will have a value equal to 125%
of the non-completed public improvements included in the approved set of improvement plans.

Subsection 165.67 (12) describes an alternate assessment process in place of the Performance
Security. The Council will consider this option only for projects in which the remaining cost of
the completion of the improvements included in the approved set of improvement plans exceeds
ten million dollars ($10,000,000).

The remainder of the development agreement shall follow the attached template which describes
the obligations of the CITY and the DEVELOPER as they relate to the agreement and the
completion of the improvements within the development.

165.67 SUBDIVISION REQUIREMENTS.

Whenever land within the platting jurisdiction of the City of Hiawatha is proposed for division
into two or more lots, the subdivider shall follow the subdivision requirements for the City of
Hiawatha...

11. Performance Security. In lieu of the requirement that improvements be completed
prior to the approval of a final plat, the subdivider may post a performance bond,
certified check, cashier’s check or letter of credit with the City, guaranteeing that
improvements not completed shall be completed within a period of two (2) years from the
date of approval of such final plat, but such approval of the plat shall not constitute final
acceptance of any improvements to be constructed. Improvements will be accepted only
after their construction has been completed.

12. Alternate Assessment Waiver Agreement. As an alternative, at the sole discretion
of the Council, the owner shall enter into an agreement with the City, which agreement
shall be binding upon the owner and all subsequent purchasers of any portion of the
subdivision and shall run with the land, to accept an assessment equal to the actual cost
of constructing said improvement and furthermore, will waive the limitation provided in
Section 384.62 of the Code of lowa that an assessment may not exceed twenty-five
percent (25%) of the value of the lot, as said waiver is provided for in Section 384.38 of
the Code of lowa, which agreement shall be duly acknowledged by the owner and filed of
record with the County Recorder as part of the platting proceeding.

Upon completion and acceptance of the Public Improvements, the City Council shall cause to be filed
with the Linn County Recorder a release instrument. Such release instrument will indicate that the
Public Improvements have been accepted by the City Council and will release the DEVELOPER and the
Real Estate from all obligations due under this Development Agreement and will specifically discharge
and release the DEVELOPER and the Real Estate from any lien. If necessary, the City Council shall also
cause to be executed and/or filed with the Linn County Recorder any additional instrument(s)
reasonably required by the DEVELOPER to further demonstrate that the Public Improvements have been
satisfactorily completed with the following exceptions:

a. The City reserves the right to terminate all construction with in this designated subdivision
in conformance with Chapter 165 of the Code of Ordinances if the DEVELOPER is in default
of this Development Agreement.

b. Construction of sidewalk shall be as described below in paragraph two (2) of this
Development Agreement.

c. The Storm Water Detention described below in Paragraph six (6) of this Development
Agreement is not included in the acceptance of the Public Improvements for release.

Z. The DEVELOPER will either construct, or cause to be constructed, within the subdivision all
sidewalks required by Chapter 165 and Chapter 136 of the Code of Ordinances as follows:

a. All sidewalks shall be constructed to meet City Engineer’s specifications adjacent to lots
in the subdivision as part of the construction of a principal structure on each lot.

b. Notwithstanding the above, the DEVELOPER agrees to construct sidewalk adjacent to
any lot which has not had sidewalk constructed for which the City Council passes a resolution of
necessity within a period of time established within the resolution of necessity.

3, The CITY acknowledges that the DEVELOPER has paid the final plat filing fee in the amount of
$150.00 and all other fees levied by the CITY including, but not limited to, the water main inspection fee
of $500 or $1/foot of water main, whichever is greater.

4, Street lighting (number and type) shall be installed at the DEVELOPER'S expense in accordance
with City Council Resolution 12-138. Or, the DEVELOPER has provided an acceptable verification of
payment to the appropriate utility company for the street lighting installation.
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5. The DEVELOPER has secured a NPDES General Permit No. 2 from the Department of Natural
Resources and developed a pollution prevention plan and agrees to maintain and control the premises
so as to prevent erosion. The DEVELOPER further assumes responsibility for any costs associated with
erosion and/or siltation of this development as outlined in Chapter 167 of the Code of Ordinances as a
result of development of this subdivision.

6. The DEVELOPER agrees (describe outlot designation) is designated as a storm water detention
facility and will be certified, operated and maintained as such according to Chapter 162 of the Code of
Ordnances. The detention system shall remain the responsibility of the DEVELOPER unless, or until, a
transfer to a homeowners’ association or other entity approved by the CITY is completed and recorded
with the Linn County Recorder.

7. All Public Improvements shall be constructed to CITY standards and shall be inspected and
approved by the City Engineer. The DEVELOPER, and any contractor or other agent employed by the
DEVELOPER, shall provide maintenance surety as required by Chapter 165 of the Code of Ordinances
prior to acceptance of the completed Improvements by the CITY.

8. The DEVELOPER, and any contractor or agent employed by the DEVELOPER, shall provide
insurance as reasonably required by the City Council when working within the public rights-of-way.

9. All Public Improvements and construction on property dedicated to the CITY shall become
property of the CITY upon acceptance by the CITY (except private service connections to sewer and
water lines). Such acceptance by the CITY of any Public Improvement shall constitute a release of the
obligations hereunder with respect to the Public improvement, except, as to being a surety under the
maintenance bond.

10. If the DEVELOPER fails to complete the Public Improvements within the time period as provided
in this Development Agreement, the CITY may cause the Public Improvements to be constructed in all
respects as it shall reasonably deem appropriate. DEVELOPER shall remain responsible for all costs
incurred by the CITY in completing the Public Improvements. In order to assure payment of such costs, if
the DEVELOPER has not completed the Public Improvements within the time period above provided, the
CITY and DEVELOPER further agree to the following agreement as provided for in Chapter 165 of the
Code of Ordinances.

a. In consideration of the construction of the Public Improvements by the CITY, the
undersigned DEVELOPER hereby waives Notice of such construction, waives all legal formalities
required by the laws of lowa to be observed by cities in the construction of Public Improvements
where the expense of the Public Improvements is to be assessed, and waives each and every
question of jurisdiction. The intention of the DEVELOPER is to authorize and direct the CITY to
construct the Public Improvements without any of the formalities or legal proceedings required
of cities in constructing like Public improvements. The express intention of the DEVELOPER is
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that the Public Improvements shall be constructed as aforesaid as if each and every legal
requirement pertaining thereto was fully and faithfully observed and performed.

b. The DEVELOPER has submitted a Performance Security in the amount of 125% of the
cost of the unfinished Public Improvements as approved by the City Engineer to be accessed by
the CITY to pay for the completion of the Public Improvements.

C. The Performance Security is to be released by the CITY only when the Public
Improvements have been accepted by the CITY.

11, The DEVELOPER agrees to assume all expenses for any damage to public utilities, public
improvements or other public property and assumes all risk of loss to the Public Improvements
contemplated by this Development Agreement until final acceptance by the CITY.

12. The DEVELOPER agrees that building permits for any structure will not be allowed without an
emergency access plan submitted and approved by the Hiawatha Fire Department.

13. The DEVELOPER agrees that permanent occupancy of any structure will not be allowed until all
of the Storm Water Detention requirements as described in Paragraph six (6) of this Development
Agreement have been certified as required by Chapter 162 of the Code of Ordinances and the
improvements outlined in Paragraph seven (7) of this Development Agreement have been approved and
accepted by the CITY and the required Certificate of Final Occupancy is issued by the CITY.

14. The DEVELOPER acknowledges that the home owners shall be responsible for reimbursement to
the Hiawatha Water Department for water used within individual homes.

15. The DEVELOPER acknowledges that the CITY will impose and install no-parking signage
restricting on one side of each street that contains the water main and fire hydrants.

16. The DEVELOPER agrees to hold harmless, indemnify and defend the CITY against any and all
claims made by any person or entity as a result of personal injury, including death, or property damage
occurring during the construction of any Public Improvements contemplated by this Development
Agreement.

17 This Development Agreement shall be binding upon the Parties hereto and their heirs,
successors and assigns, and the sale by the DEVELOPER of all or any part of the premises in the
subdivision shall transfer obligations of the DEVELOPER to the successor in interest.
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18. This Development Agreement shall be recorded with the Linn County Recorder by the
DEVELOPER at the same time as recording the plat, and the CITY agrees that the City Engineer may, by
written letter, satisfy any portion of this Development Agreement as having been satisfactorily
completed by the DEVELOPER other than final acceptance of the Public Improvements

19. Should there be any ambiguities that arise in the construction of this Development Agreement,
it is agreed by the Parties that any such ambiguities shall be construed to favor of public over private
interests.
