Re: Employee Benefits Renewal — Health Insurance, Dental Insurance, and Flex

Spending

Health Insurance Renewal for 2019 Plan Year
Renewing our current Blue Advantage HMO health insurance plan with Wellmark Blue Cross and
Blue Shield would be a 4.42% or $22,432.68 annual increase.

True North gave us a couple of options that include increasing our partial self-funding to keep the
premium costs lower. The only change employees will see is a copay increase from $25 to $30.

Our history of participating in a partial self-funding program has been very favorable. For plan year
2017, were able to save $223,468, off the total cost in premiums by partial self-funding versus
purchasing a fully insured plan with the same deductibles.

This year, the partial self-funding program has generated a savings of $85,311 from J anuary through
August. Keep in mind we will not see as great of a cost savings in 2018, because we switched to Blue
Advantage HMO plan last year, so our premiums and total cost per employee went down.

For plan year 2019, there are two options to renew our employee health insurance with minimal change
to our current plan ($5 increase to copay), and with both options, the city would experience a cost
reduction from plan year 2018.

Plan Option 1: 0.62%, $3,140.52 annual premium cost reduction by increasing partial self funding for
annual deductible from $2,000 single plan / $6,000 family plan to $2,500 single plan / $7,500 family
plan, and increasing annual out of pocket maximum from $6,000 single plan / $12,000 family plan to
$6,350 single plan / $12,700 family plan.

Plan Option 2: 3.84%, $19,500.84 annual premium cost reduction by increasing our partial self
funding for annual deductible from $2,000 single plan / $6,000 family plan to $3,000 single plan /
$9,000 family plan, and increasing annual out of pocket maximum from $6,000 single plan/ $12,000
family plan to $6,350 single plan / $12,700 family plan.

Staff Recommendation: Renew the employee health insurance with Wellmark Blue Cross and Blue
Shield choosing Plan Option 2 with a total annual premium cost reduction of $19,500.84, for plan year
2019.





Dental Insurance
The City received a 0% annual increase to keep our current plan with Delta Dental.

Staff Recommendation: Renew the employee dental insurance with Delta Dental for plan year 2019.
This is the most known and widely accepted dental insurance in Iowa, and there is no increase in cost to
keep our current plan.

Flex Spending
With City Council approval, we will continue to offer a flex spending plan with health care maximum

of $2,650 and dependent care plan maximum of $5,000 for plan year 2019. These levels are set by the
IRS.

The flex spending plan is 100% funded by employee payroll contributions and a 3" party company
administers the plan. The only cost to the city to offer this plan to employees is a monthly service fee of
$4.95 per participant.

As you know, June 30, 2018 ended Fiscal Year 2018.

I have attached 3 different spreadsheets to summarize the year end. Overall, we expended 73.03%
of our budgeted estimate, which came to be $6,261,441.44 less than estimated. The revenues ended
at 94.01% of estimated, which is $1,219,103.22 less than the budgeted amount. Timing of projects
and pay estimates are evident in the end of the fiscal year totals. As you know, the end of the fiscal
year is right in the middle of construction season, so it makes it more difficult to know how much we
will spend with these projects, which is the reason for the large differences in the budget amount
verses the actual. Overall, department heads did another great job of holding their expenses to the
budgeted amount.

Attached 1s the statistical data for the month. We had 113 calls for service in September. We ended with
979 calls year to date, one call ahead of last year. As I type we are still dead even with last year, at 1023.

We have been extremely busy these last few weeks. October is fire prevention month, and although we
do fire preventon activities year round, we ramp up our community outreach activities in the month of
October. We have been visiting the elementary schools and day cares, and hosting tours. In addition this
week we start our smoke detector campaign. We have already visited well over 30 homes where we've
swapped batteries and replaced aged smoke detectors, and have many more visits yet to go. This has
definitely been a team effort as both paid and volunteer staff have worked together. In the past we did all the
visits on Saturday. This year we are doing them most of the week, both in day and in the evening. One of
the things that makes me proud of HFD is many of our members “get it”. They understand that replacing a
smoke detector is just as important as our response activities for making Hiawatha a safe place to live, work,
and play.

I wrote last month that I was able to get money from the Linn County 911 board for MDC’s. That
whole project is moving along. After some time, we are finally able to get ALL of our calls sent from the
dispatch computer to our reporting system. Previously we were only getting fire calls sent over. There are
many benefits to this. A significant one is that Nick Jellison has been working on getting digital signatures in
the field on medical calls —by having the call auto created we no longer have to keep a log book and wait tll
we refurn to the station to start paperwork. This eliminates paperwork and reduces possible HIPAA
exposures. With that working I feel better about moving forward with the MDC project.

You see the item on the agenda regarding our winning a Firehouse Subs grant to purchase a new Gator
UTV from John Deere. That entire project will be funded with either the grant money or donations. See my
memo for more. We've started working on applying for a FEMA grant for powered cots. Powered Cots for
the ambulance would reduce the amount of lifting we have to do, reducing our exposure for back injuries and
work comp claims. I've also included them as a CIP request; I'm hoping that we can get the grant to fund at
least part of it. Dan Veerhusen has done a great job writing these grants, and he has produced way more grant
funding than what we have paid him in salary over the last few years.

The classroom project is moving along. The carpet was installed and looks good. A group of new
members worked on the painting as a class project, and one of them is a professional painter and he guided
the rest through the project. We currently have 4 pull down beds, but some crews have 5 members that sleep
over, so we are adding a 5. We still are working on adding AV equipment so that we can use the room as a
small classroom.





Matt Powers has been working on our drivers training program. It’s one of the elements that separate us
from other volunteer departments. We require quite a bit including several hours of driving under a
preceptor and a test. Many small departments just take people out for a drive to make sure they can, and then
let them loose. We don’t want to do that. We will be adding a driver’s training component for the new
Gator also.

We are in the process of conducting interviews to replace the Full ime and Part time FireMedics that
have left in the last few months. We had 7 applicants for the positions and we are interviewing them today

(Friday.)

We will be hosting our annual chili supper on November 3 from 11 AM to 7 PM. We increased the
price for the first time that we can remember to $7 from $5 for adults. We continue to get great support
from the community in the form of donations. To mention a few, Oscar’s continues to be a huge support,
and That Cupcake Place is donating cupcakes again this year. I look forward to seeing the community at the
Chili supper, and look forward to seeing you there! As always, if you have any questions please contact me.

REGULATIONS §63.05 SPECIAL SPEED ZONES (3) SPECIAL 35 MPH SPEED ZONES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 63 Speed Regulations, Section 63.05 Special Speed Zones, (3) Special 35 MPH
Speed Zones of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, is hereby amended as
follows:

63.05 SPECIAL SPEED ZONES. In accordance with requirements of the lowa Department
of Transportation, or whenever the Council shall determine upon the basis of an engineering and
traffic investigation that any speed limit listed in Section 63.02 is greater or less than is
reasonable or safe under the conditions found to exist at any intersection or other place or upon
any part of the City street system, the Council shall determine and adopt by ordinance such
higher or lower speed limit as it deems reasonable and safe at such location. The following
special speed zones have been established:

3 Special 35 MPH Speed Zones. A speed in excess of 35 miles per hour is
unlawful on any of the following designated streets or parts thereof.

Blairs Ferry Road from east City limits to west City limits.

Center Point Road from south City limits to Willman Street.

N Center Point Road from Parsons Drive to north City limits.

Boyson Road from N Center Point Road to Miller Road.

Tower Terrace Road from N Center Point Road to west line of Section 29-84-7.

Miller Road from Blairs Ferry Road to north City limits.

Edgewood Road from County Home Road to south City limits.

H. Robins Road from the north entrance of Bali Hai to north City limits.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a
whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage,
approval and publication as provided by law.

Re: Replacement of Unit 800

Unit 800 is a 2015 Chevy Tahoe with 44K miles that we have had in service for approx. 3.5 years. This
vehicle has been a challenge to keep in service due to mechanical issues. Many issues have been
addressed under warranty, but the continued expense and downtime is concerning. | am asking the
council to consider replacing Unit 800 at this time.

This vehicle has the standard 3y, 36K mile warranty. The pistons, rings, and sparkplugs were replaced
at 10K miles. One battery was replace twice (18K and 31K) and the second battery was replaced at
37K miles. The radiator was replaced at 37K miles and the coolant lines were replaced at 41K miles.
This is a sampling of the issues we have addressed. In the first 6K miles outside of warranty we have
spent just over $1400 on repairs. | have electronically attached 36 pages of service records we have
on this vehicle.

I track and monitor the cost of operating our patrol vehicles closely. Our average total repair cost for
vehicles between 36K-50K miles is $308. This figure comes from our last 13 cars over 10 years. Two
years ago we began looking to extend the service life of our cars to see the effect on our cost to
operate per year. | believe this particular vehicle will have a negative impact on my budget if we try to
extend the service life.

I have contacted the state bid dealership for Ford police vehicles in lowa. | have reviewed what is on
their lot. I've found a 2018 Ford Interceptor Utility that will suit our needs. The cash price for this
vehicle is $29,250. This falls within the state bid pricing for the 2018 Ford Utility of $27,357 to $32,082
depending on options. | also asked that they provide a trade in value for the Tahoe. They quoted me
a trade in value of $18,000. This leaves a trade difference of $11,250 for purchasing the 2018 Ford
Utility. We currently have just over $25,000 in the equipment reserve account for replacement of
Unit 800.

I recommend purchasing the 2018 Ford Interceptor Utility from Ed Stivers Ford in Des Moines with a
trade difference of $11,250.00.

I am very pleased to announce that the Fire Department has been awarded a Firehouse Subs
Public Safety Foundation Grant (Firehouse) for the purchase of a John Deere Gator. The value of
the grant is $13,406.63. Upgrades and additional equipment will be funded by previous donations via
the Hiawatha Firefighters Association and the fire department trust fund maintained by the City. T
am not asking for any tax money to be used on this project. It will be funded entirely by the grant
and donation money.

On this agenda T am asking that you take two actions. First, we need approval to sign a
memorandum of understanding with Firehouse. Once that is signed and returned to them, they will
cut the check for the purchase of the Gator.

Secondly, I am asking you to approve the purchase of that John Deere Gator for $16,551 from
P&K Midwest, Inc. of Hiawatha. The reason the purchase is greater than the grant is that we did not
specify a cab with the original grant request. We will be adding the cab for comfort and safety
purposes. The money to make up the difference will come from the fire department trust fund. The
fund is made up of donated money previously received by the City on the department’s behalf.

We will be doing additional upgrades once the Gator arrives. Those upgrades include a slide in
fire and rescue insert. That insert will carry 70 gallons of water, a small fire pump, and place to carry
a patient. The Hiawatha Firefighters Association committed up to $13,000 toward this project, and
they will be funding the slide-in unit and other upgrades.

I’'m excited to have this as it gives us a great tool for responding to areas not easily accessible by
or appropriate for larger vehicles. We will use it for special events such as the 5k’s and marathons we
cover and help provide fire protection at events like funfest. It will also be a tool should we have a
major disaster that makes access on roads challenging. Delivery will be late November. The local
Firehouse Subs location has contacted us and wants to host an event for us after it arrives.
