MEMORANDUM

TO: HONORABLE MAYOR, HIAWATHA CTTY COUNCIILL
FROM: MIKE NESSLAGL, FIRE CHIEE

SUBJECT: MONTHLY REPORT FOR AUGUST 2018

DATE: 9/14/2018

As I've written about before, we have been down from last year. This month ending we are just
3 calls behind last year. When you remove the Area Ambulance murual aid calls, we are up 4.5%.
However, we are seeing an increase in the number of mutual aid calls to Area again. In the first six
months of 2018 we responded to 19 mutual aid calls to Area Ambulance. So far this quarter we have
responded to 23 already. The statistical data is attached.

On the agenda for Wednesday night is the Fire Prevention Week proclamation. Fire Prevention
week is October 7-13t. T'll be making a brief presentation on Wednesday night. One of the things
I'm really proud of is the work that Matt Powers and Zach Brunscheen have put into Fire
Inspections and Fire Pre Plans. They did 27 fire inspections last month alone. I have started
attaching those for you in the report.

We have been working on remodeling the training room, which is now more of a multi-purpose
room. We will be repainting the room, replacing the 18 year old carpet, and adding two wall beds.
We have a final quote for carpet, and I’ll be brining you quote to add two pull down beds.

Dan Veerhusen has been working on the Public Safety Drone policies. There are many uses for
it, both in emergency and non emergency situations. The recent drowning in Cedar Rapids
demonstrates the need in emergency situations. We have completed much of our background
research and written policies. We expect to bring that to you in the next month also.

I've been working on a residential knox box program. We have a commercial knox box program
in place. The similar program for residents will allow them the same benefits; having a key secured
on the outside of the house that we can access in an emergency. 1 expect to bring it to you soon.

One of my CIP projects is to begin adding Mobile Data Computers to fire and ambulance
vehicles. Thave a CIP request that was previously approved to fund portion of that. However, | was
able to get the 911 board to agree to fund 75% of the cost, or $27.652 for that. There are a lot of
different components to this project.

We have been busy this month with the DAEC project. We have a paramedic out there 24
hours a day. This always adds a little extra work for us as we have to staff here, and at the plant. We

expect to wrap that up by the end of the month.

e Working with Public Works on various projects.

¢ Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Projects under way include the Todd Hills 1% Addition, Sherman Square 9'" Addition
and several new commercial site plans.

e The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project is now complete and
accepted. We are now working with the future land owner as redevelopment of the surrounding
property is planned to start this fall or next spring.

® The contractor, Horsfield Construction from Epworth lowa, is complete with the concrete overlay of
Edgewood Road from County Home Road south the Hiawatha City limits. We are reviewing the final
documents and will keep the Council updated as to the final acceptance of this project.

® The 2018 Robins Road Pavement rehabilitation project is well under way. LL Pelling from North Liberty
has the asphalt removed and the full depth reclamation of the existing base with Portland cement
completed. They are currently working on the new 4 inch thick asphalt surface. There will be short
term street closures while the work is accomplished, however detour routes will be established with
signing provided for guidance.

e We are working to update our construction specifications for all work done in Hiawatha to the
Statewide Urban Design and Specifications Program. (SUDAS). We are reviewing the documents in
conjunction with Cedar Rapids and both cities plan to replace the Metro Design Standards used since
about 2006. The schedule for adoption is now set for the first of next year to start the new
construction season.





Pirc Tobin is now complete with the improvements included in the Fisher Property storm sewer
extension. The project was completed just in time for all the rain we received in August and
September.

We are completed with the design of the sanitary sewer extension on the east side of Edgewood Road
approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road and the replacement of the Mitchell drive pressure line.
We plan to receive bids October 11™ with Council approval scheduled for October 17". The contract
can then be approved for the construction, which should start in November. The completion date for
the contract will be next spring.

The contractor, Rathje Construction from Marion is completed with removal and replacement of 2
sections of Emmons Street. The area just east of the railroad to the new intersection and the area
between 9™ Avenue and 10" Avenue. We are now preparing the final documents for acceptance of the
project.

Council has authorized moving ahead with the Robins Road Planning Study for the area between the
new intersection at Center Point Road and Boyson Road. We have several firms that responded to the
Statement of Qualifications and we are in the process of reviewing these proposals. The study area will
take several months to complete so we anticipate a spring completion date. The steering committee
will meet in October and bring a recommendation for the planning firm to the Council in November.

The Metropolitan Planning Organization is finalizing the Tower Terrace Roadway Alignment Study
update. The third steering committee meeting was held in September, with an open house scheduled
for late early October. This study, prepared in 2010, will be updated with a consultant reviewing the
proposed alignment and anticipated construction cost.

City staff plans to attend the lowa Department of Transportation Commission meeting October 9", in
Decorah. In August, representatives of the lowa DOT, City of Hiawatha, City of Cedar Rapids, and
design consultants held a field exam to review a preliminary plan set for the project to widened |-380
to a 6-lane facility. The project area of 1-380 is approximately 5-miles in length and remains a four lane
divided interstate within the city limits of Hiawatha and Cedar Rapids. The goal is to improve the
safety and operations of I-380. The project will also provide the needed improvements at the Boyson
Road interchange and a new interchange at Tower Terrace Road. The presentation to the
Commission will update them on the plans Hiawatha and other cities have developed to make
improvements the entire Tower Terrace Corridor.

Description: Rezoning R-1 lot to C-3. The new zoning designation will allow the applicant to
expand a new-car dealership.

Report:
In determining zoning uses for a particular property, the City will take into account both the property’s
physical characteristics and the location of the property relative to available services and facilities such
as roads, water, sewer, utility services, fire protection, the degree and intensity of development in the
vicinity, the surrounding neighborhood character, and Comprehensive Plan policies regarding land use
applicable to the property. It is the City's intent to obtain the best possible harmony between the
physical characteristics of a site and the type and intensity of development proposed for the site. Land
having development constraints due to topography and location within a flood plain shall be avoided or
used for lower intensity development unless constraints are mitigated to the satisfaction of the City.
(Summary of Reclassification of Property: Unified Development Code Section 165.92)

This is three additional lots next to the re-zoned lots of 999 Boyson; Dave Wright Dealership. The
rezone matches what was previously allowed in this area. The request matches the dealership zone and
Comprehensive plan for the area.

Access to utilities and the physical characteristics of the area have been considered. The development in
this area includes maintaining and improving existing detention, adding detention as required for the
new parking surfaces, development of a public parking area and the development of a dog park on land
not accessible for other development.

There is some concern with the C-3 abutting existing residential property. The applicant has agreed to
properly screen their property.

Planning and Zoning Meeting Summary: (draft minutes attached)
Some of the Kainz Drive neighborhood attended the P&Z meeting. Each was afforded an opportunity to
speak regarding the rezoning issue and the site design. The main issues voiced included:





1. Storm water concerns: The neighbors were concerned the area would flood more severely with
the added parking surfaces. The site designer from Hall and Hall explained the added capacity of
the detention basin and the added underground storage for the parking lots. The problem with
flooding will actually be reduced. One neighbor added the flooding has already been reduced
with the work completed in the basin by the City while another said it had not. The design
engineer will be submitting revised storm water calculations which will show the final capacity
of the system which will be maintained by the owner of 999 Boyson.

2. Screening concerns: One neighbor next to the new south parking lot expressed a concern the
plantings used for screening would not be adequate. Another neighbor next to the public parking
was also concerned about her yard access to the parking lot. The plans for fencing and screening
were reviewed and the neighbor next to the south parking lot is working with Dave Wright on an
acceptable fence. In addition, a fence is being installed between the public parking lot and the
residential lot. The screening for the Design Guideline and at the detention basin was also
explained. It was noted all detailed screening complies with the UDC.

3. Lighting trespass: The neighbor next to the south parking lot requested the parking lot lights be
moved as far away from the lot line as possible and that the pole heights be reduced. Staff
explained the lighting must comply with the City Code for down lighting, pole heights, light
trespass and for shut off after business hours. He was assured the lighting would not be a
nuisance when installed as approved.

4. On-street parking: There was agreement among the neighbors that on-street parking has
increased and is sometimes a nuisance along Kainz Drive. The concerns include people parking
in front of driveways and narrow access for emergency vehicles. Staff stated the parking and
parking restrictions are under the jurisdiction of public safety. The City will address the issues as
they arise from complaints in the area. Presently there was no agreement regarding additional
possible parking restrictions.

5. Noise from the PA system: One neighbor asked if it would be possible to ban the outdoor paging
system. Staff stated the system complies for noise allowances but that it needs to be turned off at
10:00pm. Dave Wright stated he is adding software to his paging system which will reduce the
number of pages by 50% but there are no guarantees as to when this will be completed.

Overall the neighbors are satisfied with Dave Wright as a neighbor. They appreciate the improvements
to the storm sewer but would like more diligence in the traffic use of Kainz Drive. One resident is still
very displeased with the rezoning progression to commercial.

Recommend: Community Development and the Planning and Zoning Commission recommend
approval of the request to rezone.

Mark Powers asked if there was anyone wanting to speak for the rezoning.
There were questions about the address. Pat Parsley explained what lots were included in the rezoning.

There were also questions about the detention basin and its storage capacity. Pat Parsley confirmed it is part of the
rezoning. Nick Hatz explained that the detention basin would be enlarged and it would have an increase in capacity to
accommodate the excess water. He went on to explain the runoff would be treated with an underground system.

The design guidelines were also addressed. Trees and berms were discussed along with the proposed fencing.

Kathy Kupka at 705 Kainz Dr. addressed the Board. She wanted to see the whole proposed project and is concerned about
what is happening with the park. Pat Parsley explained the project in more detail. He showed on the overhead the site
plans and discussed what has been proposed. Kathy Kupka then asked the trees and if they would be removed. Pat Parsley
stated he didn’t know.

Mark Powers then asked if there was anyone to speak against the rezoning.

Chris Backen at 707 Kainz Dr. addressed the Board. She stated that there are many coneerns for her and the
neighborhood. She stated they hear the intercoms all day and into the night, people are taking test drives at high speeds up
and down the street, the lights are on (sometimes all night), employees are parking in front of her house and having lunch,
they also park along the street all day and the car wash is heard all day as well. She stated she wants something done about
all the traffic on Kainz Dr. and some way to stop people from cutting through.

Troy Andersen at 715 Kainz Dr. addressed the Board. He explained he is a lifetime resident of Hiawatha and also on the
Water Board. He handed the Board a document outlining some issues he would like the board to consider. (See
attachment A) After going through the document, he thanked the Board and returned to his seat. Mark Powers suggest Mr.
Andersen work with Dave Wright concerning the fence and its location. Dave Wright said he would be willing to work
with Mr. Andersen.

Elizabeth Schmelzer at 730 Kainz Dr addressed the Board. She told the Board Dave Wright is doing business in the cul-
de-sac; employees are parking in front of her house, racing up and down the street and said it’s just a nightmare. She
explained that she has done many upgrades to try and sell the house. but no one will buy it because of the dealership. She
stated that she wishes Dave Wright or the City would buy it. She says she blames the City for her turmoil because they are
spot zoning and making it impossible for her to live in or sell her home.





Steve Backen 707 Kainz Dr. addressed the Board. He explained there is a lot of light that shines in the back of his house
and too much noise. He also stated that he is worried about possible flooding. He said that he has more water on his
property than ever before. He asked what studies have been done 1o calculate the water, Pat Parsley explained that studies
have been done and they estimate it to have the capacity to hold up to the 75 year flood. He continued by saying the City
engineer said it should improve the water situation.

Mark Powers asked if there was anyone else that wanted to address the Board. There were none. He then stated that the
Board was only a recommending body to Council and does not make the final decision

Kenny Jones asked what was planned on the south lots. Nick Hatz sited the planes and stated it will be a 6" white viny|
fence.

Kenny Jones then asked how much more lighting would be going in. Nick Hatz sited the planes and said they would
follow the code.

Kenny Jones then asked if the lights go dim at 10:00pm. Nick Hatz said they would follow whatever the code said.
Kenny Jones asked if they could recommend to either dim the lights or turn off the lights at a certain time. Pat Parsley
said that would not be appropriate to ask and the C ity would make sure they were in compliance.

Kenny Jones asked if the fence would be the same as what is currently there. Nick Hatz said it would. Pat Parsley restated
that if Troy Anderson works with Dave W right regarding the fence, the City would like it to be in writing.

Kenny Jones asked if they planned on leaving the trees to the north of the parking. Nick Hatz explained that they would be
removing the trees to accommodate enlarging the detention basin.

There was some discussion about what to do with the entrance at the cul-de-sac. Kenny Jones said there shouldn’t be
parking there. Mark Ross said that they shouldn’t be unloading vehicles there. Eric Hoover suggested the entrance be
closed all together. Pat Parsley stated that the parking can be addressed.

There was some discussion about either closing Kainz Dr. off or putting up signs that say no parking. Pat Parsley said that
the parking issue would be addressed if necessary.

The use of PA speakers close to
residential spaces is outstandingly bad because the sound cannot be contained.
This is similar to having smoking and non-smoking sections on an airplane. The
frequent celebrations using a child’s bicycle “honk” horn over the PA is
outrageous and disturbing at any time of day. In this day and age of mobile
technology (cell phones), the use of 1950's technology is very much out-of-date
and unnecessary when it imposes such a disturbance to the nearby residents:

2. THAT the boundary between the C3 and R1 is substantial AND improved over
the previous attempt, preserving the privacy and property values of the residents.
Currently, as evident at the Schmeltzer residence, which is for sale, with the C3
encroachment into the neighborhood, our properties are un-sellable at previous
market values. For my residence at 715, | request that the white fence currently
used behind my property, be used to extend North along my West property line
up to half way (or so) along the house, giving visual screen between the R1 and
C3. Then, North of this fence line, a substantial green space extending the
boundary up to the road, with elements that provide visual screen;

3. THAT the lighting next to the R1 follows the lighting ordinance using the shorter,
more dim lights AND that current violations are brought into compliance. | notice
a big difference between the lighting that is installed along the Center Point and
Boyson Roads AND the light fixtures in the rear of the dealership adjacent to the
adjoining properties. The rear fixtures are much taller and brighter, whereas the

fixtures near the public Right-of-Way (roads) are shorter and less bright.(see
back side of this page)





CH 168 OUTDOOR LIGHTING CODE

168.02 PURPOSE AND INTENT. To protect and preserve the rights, privileges,
and property of the City’s residents, and to preserve and improve the peace,
safety, health, welfare, comfort, and convenience of its residents, this chapter is
intended to minimize glare, minimize light trespass, and establish regulations for
outdoor lighting.

be required.

The Community Development has reviewed the plan for compliance with the Design Guideline for the

vehicle display area and for screening requirements. The engineer's review includes the plans for
utility improvements and storm water design.

This project requires the exchange of land ownership which includes the privatization of a public
detention basin and the development of a dog park on newly acquired public land. Dave Wright will
now be responsible for maintaining the detention basin along Boyson Road. The basin will be

expanded to accommodate the additional parking lot runoff along with additional capacity to handle
the off-site run off.

Calculations for the additional capacity will be submitted to clarify the required maintenance for
continued certification of the basin. Unfortunately there is no way to increase the capacity of the basin
to detain the entire offsite demand to the 100 year flood; however, it is being expanded and the
improvement will be maintained.

The new parking lot on the south will include its own additional underground detention basin. All of the

basins will be subject to re-certifications every five years and it will be the responsibility of the owner to
maintain the design capacities.

In August the city received an email and had a later discussion with our local IDOT Transportation
Engineer, Charles Bernard who had been contacted several times over the past years from local
residents asking if the City of Hiawatha would consider a No Jake Braking Ordinance. The IDOT would
like us to consider this action due to phone calls they have received. If we do this it would be more of a
kind gesture for our residents that live along I-380, then anything else realizing it would be difficult to
enforce.

The City of Coralville had implemented a No Jake Braking Ordinance about 10-years ago. In
corresponding with City of Coralville’s assistant city engineer Scott Larsen and Lieutenant Deb Summers
regarding the steps they took in implementing a No Jake Braking ordinance. Their ordinance reads....

62.06 UNLAWFUL USE OF CERTAIN BRAKING DEVICES. Except for emergency braking, it is unlawful for
the driver of any vehicle to operate or permit the operation of the engine of a motor vehicle so as to
assist in braking or slowing the vehicle through the use of any engine brake or engine retarding device
upon any public right-of-way.

In their implementation it was understood by the City of Coralville at the time of enforcement it would
be nearly impossible and their Police resources are better used elsewhere. The IDOT with that
understanding installed individual signs (24X30) set to the side of the road. Mr. Bernard from the IDOT
believes it would be beneficial for truck drivers to see and would provide consistency along I-380 and I-
80.

It is at this time the Police Chief and | would ask council to set a public hearing date for October 3™ to
consider amending City of Hiawatha’s Chapter 62 General Traffic Regulations adding a section titled
Unlawful Use of Certain Braking Devices.

Each year we participate in the I-Pledge program administered by the lowa Alcoholic
Beverages Division. The program is a commitment to do our part in reducing the availability
of tobacco products for underage youth. As such, we enter into a 28E Agreement to conduct

compliance checks of all licensed tobacco retailers in Hiawatha.

The compliance checks are an important aspect of the program. We receive $75 for each
licensed establishment we check. The check is conducted with a full-time police officer
monitoring the attempt to purchase tobacco products by an underage youth. The current
agreement allows us to receive compensation for one compliance check at each

establishment.

SCHEDULE 2

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this day of
, 2018 by and between the lowa Alcoholic Beverages

Division (“ABD”), and the Hiawatha Police Department
(The “Department™). The parties agree as follows:

SECTION 1. IDENTITY OF THE PARTIES.

i | Iowa ABD. The ABD is authorized pursuant to Iowa Code Chapter 453A and a
Memorandum of Understanding with the lowa Department of Public Health to provide

enforcement for Jowa’s tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product laws. The ABD’s
address is: 1918 SE Hulsizer Road, Ankeny, Iowa 50021.

1.2 Department. The Department operates a duly recognized Iowa law enforcement agency.
The Department’s address is:

Hiawatha Police Department
101 Emmons Street, Hiawatha, Iowa 52233

SECTION 2. PURPOSE. The parties have entered into this Agreement for the purpose of
providing and funding tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities in
compliance with lowa Code § 453A.2.

SECTION 3. TERM. The term of the Agreement shall be from the aforementioned date
through June 30, 2019, unless earlier terminated in accordance with the terms of the Agreement.

SECTION 4. FILING. Pursuant to Iowa Code § 28E.8, the ABD shall electronically file the
Agreement with the Iowa Secretary of State, after the parties have executed the agreement.

SECTION 5. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES.

5.1 Responsibilities of the Department.

5.1.1 Local Tobacco, Alternative Nicotine and Vapor Product Enforcement. The
Department shall provide tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product
enforcement of lowa Code Chapter 453A.

5.1.2 Compliance Checks. "Compliance checks" mean activity to enforce tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product laws in accordance with Iowa Code §
453A.2 within the jurisdiction of the Department. Compliance checks also may

include enforcement of § 453A.2 within additional jurisdictions upon agreement
of the Parties. ABD shall make available to the Department the location of each
tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product permit holder subject to a
compliance check by the Department at https://tobacco.iowaabd.com/.

The Department shall perform one (1) compliance check of each tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product permit holder within the jurisdiction
of the Department during the term of the Agreement. Please note that
alternative nicotine and vapor products are age-restricted pursuant to lowa
Code § 453A.2, and are therefore included in the I-PLEDGE program.
Attempts to purchase alternative nicotine and vapor products may be
conducted at any retailer that sells these products.

The Department shall not begin to conduct any retailer
compliance checks until October 1, 2018.

The compliance check shall be completed and submitted for reimbursement to
ABD by January 15, 2019. The Department should try to complete a compliance
check of all seasonal businesses such as golf courses, marinas and bait shops
before the businesses close for the 2018 business year, but not before October 1,
2018. If the department is unable to complete the compliance checks on seasonal
businesses prior to the businesses close for the 2018 business year, the
Department shall work with ABD to establish a plan for completing these
compliance checks.

The Department shall conduct a second compliance check on any retailer that is
found to be non-compliant during the first inspection. The second compliance
check on the non-compliant retailer shall be completed and entered no later than
April 15, 2019.

Clerks that fail compliance checks shall be ticketed criminally.

The Department shall, within seven (7) business days, notify the retail owner or
manager of any violation. Within seventy-two (72) hours of the Department
issuing a citation for a violation of Iowa Code § 453A.2(1) to a permit-holder or
employee of a permit-holder, the Department must notify the local permit-issuing
authority that issued the tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product permit to
the retailer where the offense was committed.

If the Department fails to complete and submit reimbursement for compliance
checks to ABD by January 15, 2019, ABD will consult with the Department to
establish a plan for completing the remaining compliance checks. In the
event that the Department fails to execute the agreed upon plan, the
Department agrees that ABD may authorize the Iowa State Patrol or other law
enforcement agency to conduct any remaining compliance checks.

Youth Volunteers. Utilization of youth volunteers is strongly encouraged where
feasible. The Department may compensate the youth involved in the compliance

checks in a manner consistent with Section 6. Keep in mind that the federal
government (SYNAR) will not allow minors under the age of sixteen (16) to be
used to conduct compliance checks. Please ensure that the officers assigned to
conduct the compliance checks do not work with a youth younger than age 16.

Routine Enforcement. In addition to conducting compliance checks, the
Department agrees to regularly enforce youth tobacco, alternative nicotine and
vapor product laws by ticketing youth offenders.

Civil Proceedings. The Department shall cooperate with city, county and state
prosecutors if civil permit proceedings are initiated against a tobacco, alternative
nicotine and vapor product permit holder. The Department shall also cooperate in
proceedings against cited clerks and minors. Cooperation shall include, but not be
limited to, sharing investigative reports and copies of issued citations, as well as
providing witness statements and testimony.

Compliance Reports. The Department shall provide monthly reports to the ABD
in the manner prescribed by the ABD.

Miscellaneous. The Department shall be responsible for the day-to-day
administration of its tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement
activities. The Department shall provide all office space, equipment and personnel
necessary to conduct tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement
activities under the Agreement. The Department is solely responsible for the
selection, hiring, disciplining, firing and compensation of its officers.

Responsibilities of the ABD.

Enforcement Guidance. The ABD shall provide guidance on tobacco,
alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement to the Department, if needed,
and cooperate with the Department in the performance of the Agreement.

Payment. The ABD shall pay the Department in the manner described in Section
6.

Cooperation. If ABD believes that any officer of the Department fails to perform
duties in a manner that is consistent with the Agreement, the ABD shall notify the
Department. The Department shall then take such action as necessary to
investigate and, if appropriate, discipline or reassign the officer away from
tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities. The ABD
shall have no authority to discipline or reassign an officer, except that the ABD
shall have the authority to stipulate that a particular officer not be assigned to
provide services under the Agreement.

Insurance, Benefits and Compensation. The ABD shall not provide for, nor
pay, any employment costs of the Department’s officers including, but not limited






to, worker’s compensation, unemployment insurance, health insurance, life
insurance and any other benefits or compensation, nor make any payroll payments
with respect to the Department’s officers. The ABD shall have no liability
whatsoever for all such employment costs or other expenses relating to, or for the
benefit of, the Department’s officers.

SECTION 6. PAYMENT TO DEPARTMENT.

Method of Payment. In consideration for providing the services required by the

Agreement, the Department shall be paid on a flat fee basis of seventy-five dollars ($75)
per reported compliance check. The flat fee payment for each compliance check
constitutes the full and exclusive remuneration for the compliance checks. For example,
compensation of youth participants is the sole responsibility of the Department and is to
be paid from the flat fee payment.

Eligible Claims. Compliance checks that are conducted on or after October 1, 2018 are
eligible for payment provided that the results are reported in accordance with Section 5.
Any compliance checks that were funded by a non-departmental entity are not eligible for
payment.

Allocations. The costs of the services referred to in Section 6.1 shall be allocated as
follows:

6.3.1 Sole Activity. Money paid to the Department, pursuant to the Agreement, shall
be used to fund overtime of full- or part-time peace officer positions solely for
tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product enforcement activities described
in the Agreement. Money also shall be used for compensation, if any, of youth
participants. In addition, the Department may use money paid pursuant to the
Agreement for reasonable Department expenditures, including, but not limited to,
officer training and equipment, provided that such expenditures do not impair the
Department’s ability to perform tobacco, alternative nicotine and vapor product
enforcement activities.

6.3.2 Payment in Arrears. The ABD may pay all approved invoices in arrears and in
conformance with Iowa Code § 8A.514. The ABD, consistent with lowa Code §
8A.514, may pay in less than the specified time period. Payment by the ABD in
fewer than sixty (60) days, however, does not constitute an implied waiver of that
Code section.

SECTION 7. ADMINISTRATION OF AGREEMENT. The ABD and the Department shall
jointly administer the Agreement.

SECTION 8. NO SEPARATE ADMINISTRATIVE ENTITY. No new or separate legal or
administrative entity is created by the Agreement.






SECTION 9. NO PROPERTY ACQUIRED. The ABD and the Department, in connection
with the performance of the Agreement, shall acquire no real or personal property.

Termination for Convenience. Following twenty (20) days written notice, either party
may terminate the Agreement, in whole or in part, for convenience without the payment
of any penalty or incurring any further obligation to the non-terminating party.
Following termination for convenience, the non-terminating party shall be entitled to
compensation, upon submission of invoices and proper proof of claim, for services
provided under the Agreement to the terminating party up to and including the date of
termination.

Termination Due to Lack of Funds or Change in the Law. Notwithstanding anything
in this Contract to the contrary, and subject to the limitations set forth below, ABD shall
have the right to terminate this Contract without penalty and without any advance notice
as a result of any of the following:

The legislature or governor fail in the sole opinion of ABD to appropriate funds
sufficient to allow ABD to either meet its obligations under this Contract or to operate as
required and to fulfill its obligations under this Contract:

If funds are de-appropriated, reduced, not allocated, or receipt of funds is delayed, or if
any funds or revenues needed by ABD to make any payment hereunder are insufficient or
unavailable for any other reason as determined by ABD in its sole discretion.

Termination for Cause. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events
shall constitute cause for any party to declare another party in default of its obligations
under the Agreement:

10.3.1 Failure to observe and perform any covenant, condition or obligation created by
the Agreement;

10.3.2 Failure to make substantial and timely progress toward performance of the
Agreement;

10.3.3 Failure of the party’s work product and services to conform with any
specifications noted herein;

10.3.4 Infringement of any patent, trademark, copyright, trade dress or any other
intellectual property right.

Notice of Default. If there occurs a default event under Section 10.3, the non-defaulting
party shall provide written notice to the defaulting party requesting that the breach or
noncompliance be immediately remedied. In the event that the breach or noncompliance






continues to be evidenced ten days beyond the date specified in the written notice, the
non-defaulting party may either:

10.4.1 Immediately terminate the Agreement without additional written notice; or,

10.4.2 Enforce the terms and conditions of the Agreement and seek any available legal
or equitable remedies.

In either event, the non-defaulting party may seck damages as a result of the breach or
failure to comply with the terms of the Agreement.

SECTION 11. INDEMNIFICATION.

By ABD. Consistent with Article VII, Section 1 of the Iowa Constitution and Iowa Code
Chapter 669, ABD agrees to defend and indemnify the Department and hold it harmless
against any and all liabilities, damages, settlements, judgments, costs and expenses,
including reasonable attorney’s fees of counsel required to defend the Department,
related to or arising out of ABD’s negligent or wrongful acts or omissions in the
performance of the Agreement.

By the Department. Consistent with Article VII, Section 1 of the Iowa Constitution and
Iowa Code Chapter 670, the Department agrees to defend and indemnify and hold the
State of Iowa and ABD harmless from any and all liabilities, damages, settlements,
judgments, costs and expenses, including reasonable governmental attorney’s fees and
the costs and expenses of attorney fees of other counsel required to defend the ABD,
related to or arising from any negligent or wrongful acts or omissions of the Department
in the performance of this Agreement.

SECTION 12. CONTACT PERSON.

Contact Person. At the time of execution of the Agreement, each party shall designate,
in writing, a Contact Person to serve until the expiration of the Agreement or the
designation of a substitute Contact Person. During the term of the Agreement, each
Contact Person shall be available to meet, as otherwise mutually agreed, to plan the
services being provided under the Agreement.

SECTION 13. CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION.

Any and all litigation or
actions commenced in connection with the Agreement shall be brought in Des Moines,
Iowa, in Polk County District Court for the State of lowa. This provision shall not be
construed as waiving any immunity to suit or liability that may be available to the State
of lowa, ABD or the Department.

Assignment and Delegation. The Agreement may not be assigned, transferred or
conveyed in whole or in part without the prior written consent of the other party.

Integration. The Agreement represents the entire Agreement between the parties and
neither party is relying on any representation that may have been made which is not
included in the Agreement.

Headings or Captions. The paragraph headings or captions are for identification
purposes only and do not limit nor construe the contents of the paragraphs.

Not a Joint Venture. Nothing in the Agreement shall be construed as creating or
constituting the relationship of a partnership, joint venture, association of any kind or
agent and principal relationship between the parties. Each party shall be deemed an
independent contractor acting toward the expected mutual benefits. No party, unless
otherwise specifically provided for herein, has the authority to enter into any contract or
create an obligation or liability on behalf of, in the name of, or binding upon the other
party to the Agreement.

Supersedes Former Agreements. The Agreement supersedes all prior Agreements
between ABD and the Department for the services provided in connection with the
Agreement.

Waiver. Except as specifically provided for in a waiver signed by duly authorized
representatives of ABD and the Department, failure by any party at any time to require
performance by the other party or to claim a breach of any provision of the Agreement
shall not be construed as affecting any subsequent breach or the right to require
performance with respect thereto or to claim a breach with respect thereto.

Notices. Notices under the Agreement shall be in writing and delivered to the
representative of the party to receive notice (identitied below) at the address of the party
to receive notice as it appears below or as otherwise provided for by proper notice here
under. This person shall be the Contact Person. The effective date for any notice under
the Agreement shall be the date of delivery of such notice (not the date of mailing) which
may be effected by certified U.S. Mail return receipt requested with postage prepaid
thereon or by recognized overnight delivery service, such as Federal Express or UPS.
Failure to accept “receipt” shall constitute delivery.

Cumulative Rights. The various rights, powers, options, elections and remedies of
any party provided in the Agreement, shall be construed as cumulative and not one of
them is exclusive of the others or exclusive of any rights, remedies or priorities allowed
any party by law, and shall in no way affect or impair the right of any party to pursue
any other equitable or legal remedy to which any party may be entitled as long as any
default remains in any way un-remedied, unsatisfied or un-discharged.

Severability. If any provision of the Agreement is determined by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, such determination shall not affect the
validity or enforceability of any other part or provision of the Agreement.

Time is of the Essence. Time is of the essence with respect to the performance of the
terms of the Agreement.

Authorization. Each party to the Agreement represents and warrants to the other that:

13.14.1 It has the right, power and authority to enter into and perform its obligations
under the Agreement.

13.14.2 It has taken all requisite action (corporate, statutory or otherwise) to approve
execution, delivery and performance of the Agreement, and the Agreement
constitutes a legal, valid and binding obligation upon itself in accordance
with its terms.

13.15 Successors in Interest. All the terms, provisions and conditions of the Agreement shall

be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective
successors, assigns and legal representatives.

13.16 Record Retention and Access. The Department shall maintain books, records and

documents which sufficiently and properly document and calculate all charges billed to

ABD throughout the term of the Agreement for a period of at least three (3) years
following the date of final payment or completion of any required audit, whichever is
later. The Department shall permit the Auditor of the State of lowa or any authorized
representative of the State and where federal funds are involved, the Comptroller General
of the United States or any other authorized representative of the United States
government, to access and examine, audit, excerpt and transcribe any directly pertinent
books, documents, papers, electronic or optically stored and created records or other
records of the Department relating to orders, invoices, or payments or any other
documentation or materials pertaining to the Agreement. The Department shall not
impose a charge for audit or examination of the books and records.

Additional Provisions. The parties agree that any Addendum, Rider or Exhibit, attached
hereto by the parties, shall be deemed incorporated herein by reference.

Further Assurances and Corrective Instruments. The parties agree that they shall,
from time to time, execute, acknowledge and deliver, or cause to be executed,
acknowledged and delivered, such supplements hereto and such further instruments as
may reasonably be required for carrying out the expressed intention of the Agreement.

SECTION 14. EXECUTION.

IN WITNESS WHEREQF, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth above and for
other good and valuable consideration, the receipt, adequacy and legal sufficiency of which are
hereby acknowledged, the parties have entered into the Agreement and have caused their duly
authorized representatives to execute the Agreement.
