Tem Marty Bruns called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Council members present: Dick Olson, Bob Rampulla, Marty
Bruns, Dennis Norton and Aime Wichtendahl. Staff present: City Engineer John Bender, Community Development
Director Pat Parsley, Streets Supervisor Rod Jasa, Finance Director Cindy Kudma, Building Inspector Jim Fisher, City
Administrator Kim Downs, Fire Chief Mike Nesslage and Police Chief Dennis Marks. Guests: Maggie Burger of Speer
Financial, Susan Forinash of Hall and Hall Engineering, Timothy Brandt, and Daniel Hoffmann.

City Engineer Bender discussed with Council the importance of studying the current lane configuration on North Center
Point Road from Blair’s Ferry Road to Boyson Road at a work session in April and then again in June. The current painted
pavement markings on Center Point Road is a 3-lane configuration from Tower Terrace Road to Boyson Road, and a 4-
lane configuration from Boyson Road to Blair’s Ferry Road. When the new Emmons Intersection is completed, it will be
developed as a 3-lane section almost to the railroad tracks.

Staff felt this is a confusing situation as vehicles travel North Center Point Road and had a study prepared that looked at
the traffic volumes and roadway widths and the possibility of restriping the roadway in a consistent manner. Another name
for this type of study is a “road diet.” The lowa DOT also prepared a report that concluded that Center Point Road would
be a good candidate for a lane reconfiguration project. The IDOT lists many reasons why a project of this nature would
increase efficiency and utilization of a roadway by the traveling public.

In April council directed staff to conduct a study with design and cost estimate. In June council reviewed that study and
approved the negotiated change order with our prime contractor for the intersection project to repaint the section of North
Center Point Road to a 3-lane section with bike lanes from Boyson Road to the new Emmons Street intersection. This
work will be completed in the next week or so.

Since that time, the city posted articles in the city newsletter and website with intent to change the lane configuration of
North Center Point Road. This information created interest in the change with concerns. This lead to a meeting this week
with a local business in the area that was not in favor of this kind of change. The main objection was the added bike lane
on the roadway when there is a trail 10’ already installed. The business owner expressed his concern with pulling out of his
property, he already has to look for bicyclist and pedestrians on the trail, and now he will have to look for bicyclist on the
road way bike lane. Business owner feels this could be a liability for him and his employees.

Because of the time restraint to get the work done, the city did not hold any public meetings or open houses to gain more
input from the citizens. The city did provide the reconfigure plan to the Iowa DOT, the Corridor Metropolitan Planning
Organization (CMPO) staff, and the officers of the Linn County Trails Association. All organizations responded with
positive comments.

As the city moves forward questions could arise as to the reasons the city has proceeded with this change. Below is a list of
possible pros and cons City Engineer prepared for consideration of a 3-lane section with a bike lane:
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Provides a consistent roadway configuration along North Center Point Road
Traffic volumes and roadway width will support this change

Improves performance and efficiency of the roadway

Provides for other uses of the roadway

Improves pedestrian safety

Provides direct connection for bike traffic to Boyson Road Trail

Reduces risk of crashes

More desirable environment for work and shopping

More flexible for existing driveways and new developments access points
Inexpensive to provide change as includes only painting
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Roadway was constructed as 4-lane design over last few years
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Cost and time to provide a 4-lane roadway

Most likely will slow traffic speeds somewhat

Already have bike trail on east side to railroad tracks

More conflicts with bikes and traffic

Did not hold public input meeting

Some public will not support the change

Have not surveyed the local businesses for possible impacts

Lane configuration change will be confusing similar issues in other cities

Staff has two purposes for bringing this subject to Council: (1) to ensure council’s understanding of the road diet; the 3-
lane section with a bike lane as you may receive or hear concerns of the road diet as people begin to utilize the roadway as
its completed. (2) to discuss in more detail the bike lane. This would be a change for Hiawatha’s roadway. Many have
experienced Cedar Rapids reconfiguration for the bicyclist on their roadways which has left some with a negative
impression.

Staff would ask council to confirm intentions to move forward with the road diet that includes a bike lane. If Council has
any concerns staff needs to know this now prior to paint markings being laid.

Description: Report

Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage that requires engineering review and
approval of proposed plans. Construction of the public utilities is underway in the Dell Ridge I
Addition and Rolling Prairie IIl addition. Pecks 1°* Addition improvements are scheduled to start mid-
October.

The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project has moved to the
final stage, the Robins Road repaving. Robins Road was closed Monday September 11". The removals
are now complete along with the storm sewer, drain tile, and subbase stone. We anticipate the paving
contractor will construct the street the week of October 2.

We plan to have the existing contractor working on the Emmons Street/Robins Road/ North Center
Point Road do the repainting of North Center Point Road north of the new intersection to Boyson Road
starting the week of October 2™. The existing paving north of Emmons Street will provide sufficient
width for a 3-lane section and 2-bike lanes 6.5 feet wide and a 3 foot buffer area on each side. We
have reached out to several of the businesses along the roadway to make sure they were fully aware of
the project. We have had a few requesting additional information, but several have not returned our
requests.

The Boyson Road Capacity Improvements project is now complete. Rathje Construction from Marion
has constructed the pavement widening and Advanced Traffic Control has completed the repainting.
Price Electric will install the new signal equipment the week of October 2™.

The Edgewood Road grading and culvert project is well underway. The phase | contractor, Peterson
Construction Company from Reinbeck lowa, has installed 2 large concrete culverts and is now working
on the additional grading to shape the roadway for the phase Il paving contract planned for the
summer of 2018. The schedule to complete the phase I project, weather permitting, is this November.





e The asphalt overlay of Northwood Drive from Robins Road to Nixon Drive is now complete. LL Pelling
Company did the work in a little over a week. The project did come in almost 20% under the estimate
at $80,327.00. Since the new roadway has opened, the police department has been very active
checking the vehicle speeds. The project was funded with road use tax.

e The lowa DOT has started construction on the widening of the northbound I-380 off-ramp at Boyson
Road. LL Pelling Company from North liberty is the prime contractor who is adding fill on the interstate
side and additional paving to widen the ramp to a 2-lane off-ramp. The project is scheduled to be
completed in October.

Re: Public Defender Defense Fund

As Kim mentioned in her earlier city administrator reports our lowa legislation passed bills in
their last session that will affect our community and its budget. SF 374 the Public Defender
Indigent Defense Fund was one of those bills that were passed and will be in effective January 1%,
2018. A six-month delay was built in to the bill so local jurisdictions could review the impact this
new law may have. The new sections affecting local jurisdictions are providing legal counsel at
public’s expense and seeks reimbursement from the local political subdivision.

The take-away is that anytime someone is charged with a violation of a city ordinance and the
possibility of imprisonment is present, they are entitled to have legal representation. The State
Public Defender’s Office will then seek reimbursement from the local jurisdiction for
compensation and expenses incurred.

City Attorney Mark Parmenter, City Administrator Kim Downs, City Clerk Kelly Kornegor and 1
meet to discuss a few weeks ago. In reviewing our local ordinance, the following section outlines
the penalty for a violation of city code:

1.10 Standard Penalty

Unless another penalty is expressly provided by this Code of Ordinances for any particular
provision, section or chapter, any person failing to perform a duty, or obtain a license required
by, or violating any provision of this Code of Ordinances, or any rule or regulation adopted
herein by reference shall, upon conviction, be subject to a fine and a term of imprisonment
provided for a misdemeanor violation under lowa Code Section 903.1, subsection 1, paragraph
“a”. (Ord. 837 — Oct. 15 Supp.) (Code of Iowa, Sec. 364.3[2])

During our discussion with the city attorney we were all in agreement that removing ....and a
term of imprisonment ... would be appropriate. We have not sent anyone to jail for a violation of
a city ordinance and have no future intentions to do so. Even when the city attorney specifies they
are not seeking jail time, the possibility of imprisonment is sufficient to grant legal counsel at city
expense.





We are asking council set this matter for public hearing to discuss removing the possibility of
imprisonment from section 1.10 of the Hiawatha Code of Ordinances.

Unless another penalty is expressly provided by this Code of
Ordinances for any particular provision, section or chapter, any person failing to perform a duty,
or obtain a license required by, or violating any provision of this Code of Ordinances, or any rule
or regulation adopted herein by reference shall, upon conviction, be subject to only a monetary

fine onby and-a-term-oittprisonment as pr0v1ded for a misdemeanor violation under lowa Code
Section 903.1, subsection 1, paragraph “a

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

As you know, June 30, 2017 ended Fiscal Year 2017.

| have attached 3 different spreadsheets to summarize the year end. Overall, we expended 80.62%
of our budgeted estimate, which came to be $4,407,861 less than estimated. The revenues ended at
98.34% of estimated, which is $352,519 less than the budgeted amount. Timing of projects and pay
estimates are evident in the end of the fiscal year totals. As you know, the end of the fiscal year is
right in the middle of construction season, so it makes it more difficult to know how much we will
spend with these projects, which is the reason for the large differences in the budget amount verses
the actual. Overall, department heads did another great job of holding their expenses to the budgeted
amount.
