Re: Sidewalk maintenance program

Background: November last year we asked for support to initiate a sidewalk maintenance program for
Hiawatha due to a growing number of concerns and complaints. Council authorized an evaluation of our
sidewalk deficiency standard and a sidewalk study to determine the extent of the problem. These two
components would allow us to quantify and develop possible solutions based on new acceptable
standards.

Action was taken to amend Hiawatha Code Chapter 136 to a new standard. Tolerances for vertical and
horizontal separations were increased to 1” and allowable slopes and dips were slightly increased. These
changes aligned our standard with other area city standards.

ICAP; our liability insurance carrier, was enlisted to perform the assessment in the defined area between
Miller Road and 10" street and between Boyson Road and Emmons. The area includes about six miles of
street and 12 miles of sidewalk. (About 20% of the total sidewalks in Hiawatha) This is an area where we
receive regular complaints. The study revealed 120 defects in the sidewalks in this area. Most of the
issues were due to vertical separations of 1” or more:

Vertical separation only 77
Horizontal separation only 8
Holes/cracks/separations 35

The program photos also revealed 14 accessibility curb ramps with deficiencies. The ramps were not
assessed for compliance to the Americans with Disability Act Accessibility Guidelines (ADAAG) but will
require completion by our engineering or inspection departments familiar with the standards. This
standard includes specific ramp width, slopes, and truncated warnings.

Given the number of deficiencies found we are recommending Hiawatha begin a sidewalk maintenance
program. The goal is to maintain and improve our existing public sidewalks. We estimate the total cost
of making the repairs for the noted deficiencies (not including accessibility ramps) to be $85,000 using
an estimate of 10’/repair X $70/ft X 120 repairs. This does not include recommended upgrades to the
accessibility ramps which would add an additional $20,000.

Recommendations:

Option 1: We have researched other maintenance programs in lowa including Dubuque, Cedar Rapids,
Marion and lowa City. The objectives of the lowa City program seemed to match ours most closely. A
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modified proposal of the lowa City program is attached to this memo for review and comment. Key
points to consider include:

The lowa City program makes the property owner responsible for the repair eliminating the bulk
of the construction cost. However lowa City also eliminates the permit fee for deficient
sidewalks being repaired as part of the program as long as they are replaced in the specified
time frame. This would eliminate about $5,000 in fees generated by sidewalk permits. (Consider
a neighbor to the assigned area who wishes to repair his sidewalk on his own. This policy may be
rewarding bad behavior instead of responsible diligence.)

The accessibility ramps remain the responsibility of the City. Since the ramps are a critical
element of the system, they must comply with ADA standards and they create an added burden
on corner-lot owners we recommend making the ramps part of our road use dollars and not the
responsibility of the adjacent owner.

Added inspection and clerical staff may be required. The estimated annual employee hours for
this program would include about 10 days for inspections (one investigation inspection and one
repair inspection) and about the same for clerical to complete all correspondence and
associated records. However it is possible to integrate this program into our existing software.

The program cover would cover all sidewalks with a 10 year cycle.

When to require 4’ sidewalks to be converted to ADA 5’ widths. (This proposal recommends the
conversion required for all sidewalk replacement projects which include at least 20 contiguous
feet.)

Option 2: This program is nearly the same as option 1 but features an RFP for a contractor to complete
the sidewalk work for property owners. In theory; a single contractor performing the work will reduce
the price/foot of sidewalk. (This option is being reviewed by the attorney for RFP and pre-payment
allowances addressed by State regulations.)

Program time frames and sidewalk standards would be the same as option 1.

Permit fees are not waived but are included in the option to use the preferred contractor. This
also eliminates the permit fee issue in option 1.

The City controls more of the projects with a preferred contractor and the retention of the
permit process for individual repairs.

The program reinforces good behavior by lowering overall cost to the participating owner and
by levying an administrative fee for property owners who do not respond.

Accounting “pre-paid” funds must be considered. Additional staff resources may be required
from other departments.

Additional internal staff for accounting purposes may be required in excess of option 1.

The RFP process and contract oversight will require staff time from the engineering department.

In addition, sidewalks are inspected outside of the geographical area if a complaint is received
on the condition of a sidewalk.

Inspection criteria

The inspector will mark pink
arrows on sidewalk squares
which meet one or more of
the following criteria:

The sidewalk is displaced with a vertical edge of 1" or more

The sidewalk is depressed or raised more than 3” from the normal line of grade at any place,
or ponds water, or has a drainage way formed into the surface

The sidewalk has cracked into four or more pieces or is missing a piece greater than four
square inches.

The sidewalk has spalled over 50 percent of the surface

The sidewalk has horizontal separations equal to or greater than 1" within the square or
greater than 1" at the sidewalk joints

The cross slope of the sidewalk exceeds more than 1" per foot.

Repair process

Property owners of record listed at the County Assessor’s office adjacent to sidewalks that are
marked for repair will be notified of their responsibility to repair the sidewalk through a certified
notification letter.

The notification letter will include:

e Sidewalk deficiency to be repaired; a copy of the sidewalk inspection report

e A sidewalk repair specification detail sheet (5" width for all projects more than 20’ in
length)

e A May 15 or September 15 deadline for the completion of the repair. The date
given is dependent upon the date the sidewalk was marked for repair allowing for
a minimum of one month for the completion of the repairs. An earlier deadline
may be given dependent upon the severity of the condition of the sidewalk.

o Ramifications for failure to repair the sidewalk including invoicing for City
Provided repairs, possible assessments and penalties.

The notification letter serves as the property owner’'s permit; no other paperwork or fee is
required.

A re-inspection of the sidewalks marked for repair will be made after the deadline date.
Satisfactory repairs are noted and no further action is necessary. However, if the repair work is
unsatisfactory, the adjoining property owner will be notified. If no attempt was made to repair
the sidewalk, or if the unsatisfactory repairs were not corrected, a letter will be sent to the
owner notifying them the City will complete the repair work and all associated costs will be
billed to the property owner. If the invoice is not paid, the property owner will be assessed for
all fees and administrative penalties through the Linn County Recorder/Treasurer’s office.

The City will arrange for the completion of the repair work to the sidewalks. The adjoining
property owner will be invoiced for all construction costs plus a $30 administrative fee as
allowed by Hiawatha ordinance. If the invoice remains unpaid, the costs will be assessed
against the property in accordance with City Code

City responsibilities

Overwidth sidewalks - If the sidewalk is 8 feet in width, the City will share in the costs to
repair the sidewalk. The City will be responsible for the costs to repair the sidewalk square
footage in excess of a 5’ sidewalk. If the property owner is repairing the sidewalk, they must
receive approval from the City prior to commencement of repairs. If the City repairs the 8-foot
sidewalk, the property owner will be invoiced for a 5’ width of the construction costs plus a $30
administrative fee.

City causes - If the damage to the sidewalk is caused by a City owned item, i.e. a water main
valve (not a service valve), a sewer manhole located within the sidewalk, or a tree located
within the parkway, the City will take responsibility for the repair of the sidewalk as long as the
damage is directly attributable to the item. Just because a City-owned item is present does not
automatically mean that the item is the cause of the damage. Each situation will be evaluated
individually by City staff.

Curb ramps - The City is responsible for the maintenance and repair of curb ramps at public
streets.

Repair process

City Engineer awards an RFP to a contractor willing to perform sidewalk repairs in accordance
with City standards and the time frames specified in the program. The contract with the
contractor will be with the City of Hiawatha and not the individual property owners.

Property owners of record listed at the County Assessor’s office adjacent to sidewalks that are
marked for repair will be notified of their responsibility to repair the sidewalk through a certified
notification letter.

The notification letter will include:

e Sidewalk deficiency to be repaired; a copy of the sidewalk inspection report

e A sidewalk repair specification detail sheet (5" width for all projects more than 20’ in
length). This will include a detailed permit procedure required to complete the
work.

e A May 15 or September 15 deadline for the completion of the repair. The date
given is dependent upon the date the sidewalk was marked for repair allowing for
a minimum of one month for the completion of the repairs. An earlier deadline
may be given dependent upon the severity of the condition of the sidewalk.

o Ramifications for failure to repair the sidewalk including invoicing for City-
provided repairs, possible assessments and penalties.

e An option to allow the City of Hiawatha to make the repair. Option will include
payment of an enclosed invoice.

A re-inspection of the sidewalks marked for repair will be made during the permitted
construction. Satisfactory repairs are noted and no further action is necessary. However, if the
repair work is unsatisfactory, the adjoining property owner will be notified.

If no attempt was made to repair the sidewalk and the property owner did not choose the
option to pre-pay for the repairs, or if the unsatisfactory repairs were not corrected, a letter will
be sent to the owner notifying them the City will complete the repair work and all associated
costs and penalties will be billed to the property owner, and all unpaid costs and fees will be
assessed through the Linn County Recorder/Treasurer'’s office.

The City will arrange for the completion of the repair work to the sidewalks which were not
completed by the property owner and which were requested by pre-payment using the
contractor awarded the contract through the RFP process.

The adjoining property owners who did not complete their own sidewalk deficiency and did not
pre-pay will be invoiced for all construction costs plus a $30 administrative fee as allowed by
Hiawatha ordinance. If the invoice remains unpaid, the costs will be assessed against the
property in accordance with City Code.

City responsibilities

Overwidth sidewalks - If the sidewalk is 8 feet in width, the City will share in the costs to
repair the sidewalk. The City will be responsible for the costs to repair the sidewalk square
footage in excess of a 5’ sidewalk. If the property owner is repairing the sidewalk, they must
receive approval from the City prior to commencement of repairs. If the City repairs the 8-foot
sidewalk, the property owner will be invoiced for a 5" width of the construction costs plus a $35
administrative fee.

City causes - If the damage to the sidewalk is caused by a City owned item, i.e. a water main
valve (not a service valve), a sewer manhole located within the sidewalk, or a tree located

within the parkway, the City will take responsibility for the repair of the sidewalk as long as the
damage is directly attributable to the item. Just because a City-owned item is present does not

Review of Existiivg Unified Development Code

There has been considerable discussion in the last year regarding the preservation and
redistribution of topsoil on new developments throughout the metro area. Discussion
started at the DNR level several years ago about including restrictions on providing the
return of topsoil to the sites to at least a depth of 4 inches. Today developers are not
routinely respreading topsoil onto home lots. The biggest objections to any new rule
were shared development costs associated with continuous soil movement, added
erosion control measures, additional costs for landscaping, governmental regulations
and associated costs, and added professional costs associated with civil engineering
and geotechnical engineering. It was predicted that new regulations for topsoil
management and other associated development costs like interest, could equated to
over $5,000 increased cost per lot.

The advantages of a new rule to re-spread top soil before lawns are established was
listed to reduce the cost of post construction soil quality restoration to homeowners.
Homeowners wished more soil was left on their site to improve the ability of their lots to
absorb and retain moisture and nutrients. Soil restoration costs of $800 - $1,700 per
home we identified and practices that are currently being paid for by homeowners to
improve existing sites where poor soils result in nonfunctional lawns.

Cities have looked at the topsoil issues and agreed that rules should encourage
enhanced methods of storm water management, provide for infiltration of the water
quality volume, reduce runoff and provide for better growing conditions for lawns. Both
Cedar Rapids and Marion have revised storm water ordinances to imposed topsoil
restoration requirements. Hiawatha has not addressed any changes to date.

After review of the existing Hiawatha Code of Ordinances Chapter 167, Filling and
Grading, it has been determined Section 167.10 paragraph 5 (attached) actually calls
out the finishing grading requirement to be completed according to Section 02900 of the
Metro Standards (attached). This section under paragraph 3.03, calls out the





replacement of 4’-6” of new topsoil. However in summary, this requirement has only
been enforced under existing City capital improvement projects.

We have attached several photos of some of the recently developed lots in Hiawatha.
Topsoil has been replaced on most commercial developments; however residential lots
have had varying results based upon the builder’s standard practice. If we do start
enforcing Chapter 167 on residential lots, this would be a change to our standard
practice to date.

Our current plan we would proposed to Council is to transition to the Statewide Urban
Design and Specifications (SUDAS) along with the City of Cedar Rapids by July 2018.
We would then phase out the Metro Standards, including section 02900 we have been
using since the early 2000’s. The most logical approach at this time is to review site
plans submitted and encourage the replacement of topsoil, but wait for any additional
enforcement of topsoil rules until next year when SUDAS has been adopted. There is
currently a section on topsoil in these specifications that would become the guideline for
any enforcement at that time.

City officials say — and third-party
tests show — lawns around town have
a high concentration of clay subsur-
face and are densely compacted. They
say it blocks stormwater absorption
leading to runoff, which contributes to
flash flooding and water pollution, and
hampers lawn quality because grass
and plants can’t take root.

Cedar Rapids hired Des Moines-
based Team Services to test soil at
26 randomly selected sites developed
by nine different builders. The tests
revealed lawns had an average 69 per-
cent clay content and 97 percent were
compacted.

Cory Denham, manager at Team
Services, said they provided data
based on the tests and locations the
city ordered, without any gualitative
analysis,

“All we did was provide the
results,” Denham said.

Dostal conducted his own tests,
which he said contrasts the findings.

He bought a penetrometer, a stain-
less steel probe with a gauge by the
handle that reveals the compaction
level based on the pressure used to
push the probe into the ground. The
results showed no compaction at sev-
eral spots in lots last week, and he said
his additional tests show the compac-
tion issue is overstated, he said.

Dostal also conducted a side-by-
side comparison of two lawns — both
started in May. One used standard
practice and another following the
city-proposed plan, Using methods al-
lowed under the proposed new rule,
Dostal spread a black dirt and compost
miX to 4 inches deep, and planted grass
seed over top. For the standard lawn,
he spread black dirt and laid sod over-

top. He maintained both through the
summer.,

During a visit to the site last week,
the dirt-compost mix side had patchy
grass including a spot with puddling,
while the control side had thick full
grass. Dostal added the compost-dirt
mix lawn cost $7,485 compared to the
$2,400 per lot he spends normally to
grade and sod.

Joe Horaney, a spokesman for the
Cedar Rapids Linn County Solid Waste
Agency, said the recommended way
to add compost for the goal of growing
grass is to first plant the grass seed di-
rectly into topsoil and then add a quar-
ter- to half-inch layer of compost after
the seed has been planted.

“The grass seed will root stronger
with topsoil,” he said. “After the grass
establishes and begins to grow, add

2 inches of compost directly on the
grass and till it in to build up absorp-
tion levels.”

AGREEING TO DISAGREE

The proposed Cedar Rapids topsoil
ordinance provides nine methods
to preserve, stockpile and restore
topsoil to an average depth of 4 inches.
Cedar Rapids officials have said they
expect neighboring communities to
adopt similar plans so there is a level
playing field.

Dostal and Retz said they favor an
approach of planting grass with longer
roots to reduce compaction, installing
neighborhood detention basins to con-
trol stormwater, and biannual aera-
tion of Jawns to help with both aesthet-
ics and stormwater control.

The argument by Dostal and Retz
hasn’t gained traction with the city or
peers.

Cara Matteson, the city’s stormwa-
ter coordinator, said the goal of the
topsoil rule is to address issues on a
micro-level.

“We wanted to not just look on a big
scale, but on the home lot, so people
could have healthy lawns,” Matteson
said. “We wanted to look at this site by
site.”

The city worked with a builders’
council for more than a year to find a
middle ground. City leaders insisted
an ordinance was happening but di-
aled back a reguirement of 8 inches of
topsoil, reworded the rule for topsoil
depth from “minimum” to “average,”
added flexibility in approved methods,
and exempted developments through
preliminary platting by Jan. 1 when
the rule takes effect, if approved, based
on feedback from developers.

“There was plenty of agreeing to
disagree from day one, and at the end
of the day, too, but what was settled
upon was something the development
community, as well as the city, could
live with and move forward with,”
said Dustin Kern, a key voice among
developers in creating the plan. “It ap-
peared something was going to happen

regardless of what we said, but if they
were going to do it without taking us
into consideration, something would
have been approved in spring 2016.”

COST OF THE ORDINANCE

Kern called the plan a step in the
right direction, particularly for green-
er grass, but remains unconvinced it
is going to combat flash flooding. He
contends the new rules might slow
development on land where topsoil is
lacking because it will significantly
add to the costs.

Retz takes it a step further, suggest-
ing it is going to make homes unafford-
able and discourage development.

“The number of new developments
in Cedar Rapids will decline and the
number of permits will decline,” Retz
said.

Kyle Skogman of Skogman Homes
said many builders would, if given the
choice, prefer not to have the extra
regulations. But he also agrees with
the city assessment that issues were
present that needed to be addressed. He
called the final version a “good plan.”

“I'think a number of us agreed there
were compaction issues, but in fair-
ness to Drew and Randy, we didn’t get
enough information on these 20 to 30
samples the city took,” Skogman said.

Scott Olson, a member of the Cedar
Rapids City Council and a commercial
developer, guided the topsoil policy
through his infrastructure committee
— a subcommittee of the City Council.
He said he’s heard from Dostal and
Retz, who consistently have objected
throughout the process.

Olson said he was not swayed by
Dostal’s findings, noting he is not a
“qualified tester.”

“These are the two outliers,” he
said. “They didn’t want to do any-
thing.”

Olson said he anticipates the rule
is going to move forward, and he is
“pretty confident the direction we
reached is going to work.”

comply with any of the regulations set forth in this chapter, or any requirement of law,
statute or regulation.

6. The following activities are exempt from the requirements of this chapter:

167.10 FILLING REQUIREMENTS.

1, Clearing and grubbing shall be performed according to Part 3 of Section
01400 of the Standard Specifications, except as provided in this chapter.

2. Fill material shall be placed according to the Grading, Erosion and Sediment
Control Plan as accepted by the City.

3. Interim filling during construction shall be placed in a safec manner. Soil
stabilization, inspection and maintenance of erosion control, and soil stabilization
where work has been suspended shall be according to the Design Standards Manual.

4. Finish grading shall be according to Part 2 and Part 3 of Section 02900 of the
Standard Specifications.

5. Finish slopes shall not exceed a 3:1 ratio on any slope facing and terminating
within 15 feet of a property line.
6. Unacceptable Fill Materials.

A. Fill materials shall not include hazardous waste, synthetic material,

metal, and organic material other than natural topsoil incidental to excavation
except as noted below. Concrete, brick, tile, and other manufactured inert
material shall not be greater than 18 inches in its greatest dimension. Asphalt
paving material shall not be used for bank stabilization or where the final
location will be below the known water table.

B. Trees may be buried within the site they originate from, provided they
are not buried within structural footprints or in earthwork providing structural
support, such as for building foundations and roadways. Trees shall not be
placed in the trench backfill for sewers, culverts, and other underground
utilities. Trees shall not be imported onsite from offsite for use as fill.

167.11  GRADING, EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL PLAN REQUIRED.

L. No person shall engage in land-disturbing activities within the City unless a
Grading, Erosion and Sediment Control Plan has been approved by the Erosion
Control Officer and permit issued.

2. All erosion control measures must be in place before any additional work is
started.

Install stabilizing crop seed type specified in contract documents between June 1 and August 15.

For Work that is substantially complete, except for Seeding, by August 1, seeding shall be completed
by September 10.

Grading Tolerances: Prior to the seeding subcontractor beginning seeding operations, the Contractor
shall grade areas adjacent to building lines to drain away from structures and to prevent ponding.
Finish surfaces free from irregular surface change, and as in conformance with the grading plan as
follows:

1. Lawn or unpaved areas near buildings, parking areas and sidewalks: +0.10’.

Do not
finish grade during unsuitable weather.

4. The seeding or sodding operation shall follow the finish grading activities as closely as is practical
in order to minimize the potential for soil erosion.

5. The Contractor shall remove excess topsoil from the Site. Unless specified elsewhere in the
Contract Documents, excess topsoil belongs to the Contractor.

Sanitary Sewer Extension Agreement

Engineering has reviewed the preliminary plat of Bali Hai Addition to the City of Hiawatha.
This is a preliminary plat of the area just to the north of the existing Bali Hai mobile home park.

This preliminary plat is in conjunction of the rezoning request from existing A zoning to C-4
central service district. This will allow the owner to maintain one lot for construction of an
equipment and maintenance building and provide another lot for future C-4 development.

The only requirements we are reviewing is the need for a drainage easement to accommodate the
storm water flow from adjoining properties and a sanitary sewer easement for the extension of a
public sanitary sewer from the existing Dry Creek interceptor to Robins Road for future sewer
service. If the City will consider participating in the sewer extension cost with either the
additional size and or length of the line to serve properties on the west side of Robins Road,
approximately 25 acres can be opened for redevelopment.

Attached are maps showing the Bali Hai development, the proposed sewer extension, and the
area that can be served with the sewer extension. Also attached is an estimate from Rathje
Construction for the construction of the sewer to Robins Road, We have looked at the estimated
construction cost of $81,065.35 and have looked at 2 possible options for consideration:

Option #1-Participate in sewer over size costs:

524 feet at $41.35/foot= $21,667
2 manholes at $4750/each  $ 9,500
717 at $2.65/foot $ 1,900
Clearing and Grubbing § 6,200
Seeding $ 1,700

Total $40,967





Option #2-Fund only the extension to Robins Road:

524 feet at $41.35/foot= $21,667
2 manholes at $4750/each  $ 9,500
Clearing and Grubbing $ 6,200

Seeding $1.700
Total $39,067

Because both options are approximately $40,000, our offer to the developer was the sewer will
be designed, permitted, and constructed on their property and the City would participate up to the
$40,000 amount. After the sewer is installed and inspected by our staff and a permanent sewer
easement recorded, the City will reimburse the developer the $40,000, plus a share

of any unforeseen cost such as groundwater or bedrock removal. But the maximum contingency
will be 10% or $4,000.

Engineering recommends entering into a developer’s agreement for the extension of this sanitary
sewer. This is any opportunity to open another 25 acres to redevelopment.

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Urban Forest Management Plan and EAB Plan
Overview

DNR’s Recommendations: Sustainable Tree Grant Inventory Findings

This “Plan” was developed to assist Hiawatha with the management, budgeting and future planning of
their urban forest.

1. Across the state, forestry budgets continue to decrease with more and more of that money
spent on tree removal.

2. With the anticipated arrival of Emerald Ash Borer (EAB), an invasive pest that kills native ash
trees, it is time to prepare for the increased costs of tree removal and replacement planting.

3. With proper planning and management of the current canopy in Hiawatha, these costs can be
extended over years and public safety issues from dead and dying ash trees mitigated.

Trees are an important component of Hiawatha’s infrastructure and one of the greatest assets to the
community.

1. The benefits of trees are immense:

e Trees provide the community with improved air quality, storm water runoff interception,
energy conservation, lower traffic speeds, increased property values, reduced crime,
improved mental health and create a desirable place to live, to name just a few benefits.

o Itis essential that these benefits be maintained for the people of Hiawatha and future
generations through good urban forestry management.

An essential part of developing management strategies is a comprehensive public tree inventory. The
inventory supplies information that will be used for maintenance, removal schedules, tree planting and
budgeting.

Inventory

In 2016, a tree inventory was conducted that included 100% of the city owned trees on both streets and
parks.

1. The tree data was collected using a handheld Global Positioning System (GPS) receiver.

2. The data collector gives Geographic Information Systems (GIS) coordinates with an accuracy of
3 meters, which can be used in Arc GIS as an active GIS data layer. Because the inventory is a
digital document the data can be updated with new information and become a working
document.

*Over the next year our City GIS employee (Kyla) will be helping us use our own City GIS software so
we can continue updating the information whenever we plant, maintain or remove a tree. This will allow
us to be self-sufficient and know what is going on at all times.
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Inventory Results
Below are some key findings of the 2,961 trees inventoried.

e Hiawatha's trees provide $240,066 of benefits annually (energy, storm water, air quality, carbon,
and aesthetics) an average of $81 a tree.

There are over 60 species of trees, but only 10 species count for 61% of the public trees

The top three genera are: Maple 25%, Apple (Crabapple) 14%, and Ash 13%

28% of trees are in need of some type of management

93 trees are recommended for removal AND 17 are of critical concern.

A total of ‘697’ trees need some sort of crown maintenance.

Species Distribution
Hiawatha has over 60 different tree species along city streets and parks.

The top 10 distributions of trees by genera is as follows:

Apple (Crabapple) 408 14%
Ash 385 13%
Oak 186 6%
Honeylocust 156 5%

Conifer/Evergreen Large 72 2%

Management Needs

The following outlines the specific management needs of the street and park trees by number of trees
and percent of canopy.

Tree Removal 109 4%
Tree Staking 28 1%
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Risk trees

Hiawatha has 17 trees that need removal considered critical concern, plus there are another 76 that
need to be considered for removal.

1. ltis recommended to start with the large diameter trees first. There are 12 trees over 24 inches
in diameter at 4.5 ft that should be addressed immediately.

2. After all of the trees within the next year are removed, there will be follow up on the trees
marked as needing maintenance.

Planting
Most of the planting over the next 5 years will replace the trees that are removed.

1. Itis recommended to plant 1.2 trees for every tree removed, since survival rates will not be
100%.

2. ltis not essential that the new trees be planted in the same location of the trees being removed.
However, maintaining the same number of trees helps ensure continuation of the benefits of the
existing forest in Hiawatha.

It is important to plant a diverse mix of species in the urban forest to maintain canopy health, since
most insects and diseases target a genus (ash) or species (green ash) of trees.

1. Current diversity recommendations advise that a genus (i.e. maple, oak) not make up more than
20% of the urban forest and a single species (i.e. silver maple, sugar maple, white oak, bur oak)
not make up more than 10% of the total urban forest.

2. All trees planted must meet the restrictions in city ordinance. You can see from above that the
City is already at 25% maple.

Continual Monitoring

Due to the threat of EAB and the fact it is just north in Todduville, it is important to continuously check
the health of ash trees.

o Itis recommended that ash trees be checked with a visual survey every year for tree decline
and for the following signs and symptoms: canopy dieback, epicormic shoots, bark splitting, D-
shaped borer exit holes, and wood pecker damage.

e Today our budget for EAB is $0

¢ Using the current estimated tree removal budget at $600 / tree it would take ~29 years to
remove the existing public ash trees (385).

e This would not include cost of removing the 89 non-ash tree species listed to be removed.

e« Toremove all ash trees within 6 years, the budget needed is $38,500 per year.

e If our budget is $10,000 annually all ash could be removed in 24 years, if we include all other
species needing removal (89 trees) could be removed in 28 years.

« Inevitably the EAB will kill all ash trees in the area within the next 4 to 15 years; We know there

are reports that have identified the EAB in Linn County along 1-380/80 and in close proximity to
Toddville.

Staff Recommended Budget:

e Ash Tree removal: $10,000 for trees bigger than 20”. Staff will remove 20" or smaller.

e Replanting: $5,000. This will be additional to grant opportunities.

e Ongoing care (chips, pruning, staking, tree wrap, watering, etc): $5,000 for materials with staff
or contractor doing the labor.

e Tree Trimming (crown work): $15,000(every other year forever) % to 1/3 of city.

Three years ago, before the inventory was complete, the City set aside $30,000.00 (LOSST) for 3 years
to plan for the EAB. Based on the DNR report $90,000 would only cover 150 trees out of the 385.

e This funding starts in FY19. With the tree removal budget staff will start by removing critical
concern trees while monitoring EAB signs and symptoms.

e |tis also worth noting that the size of EAB populations in a specific area will change over time.
Populations initially build very slowly, but later increase rapidly as more trees become infested.

e As EAB populations reach peak densities, a high proportion of the untreated ash trees in a
given area will decline and die, usually over a 3-5 year period. Once untreated ash trees in the
area succumb, however, the local EAB population will decrease substantially.

e [f Hiawatha becomes fully infested, more funds will be needed to remove Ash trees.

Future Infestations:

e The Asian long horned beetle (ALB) has been discovered attacking trees in the United States.
Tunneling by beetle larvae girdles tree stems and branches.

o Repeated attacks lead to dieback of the tree crown and, eventually, death of the tree. ALB
probably travelled to the United States inside solid wood packing material from China. The
beetle has been intercepted at ports and found in warehouses throughout the United States.

e This beetle is a serious pest in China, where it kills hardwood trees in roadside plantings,
shelterbelts, and plantations. In the United States the beetle prefers maple species, including
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boxelder, Norway, red, silver, and sugar maples. Other preferred hosts are birches, Ohio
buckeye, elms, horsechestnut, and willows. A complete list of host trees in the United States
has not been determined. Which basically means Maple trees are next!

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1. Introduction

1.1  Purpose

= The intent of this management program is to mitigate the damage and
cost associated with infestation of the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB).

= This cooperative effort by the Public Works Department and the Parks and
Recreation Department is a proactive approach and enables the City to
address public and private needs in an efficient and effective manner.

= The City will attempt to distribute the costs of this plan over a manageable
time period.

= ltis anticipated that no State or Federal assistance will be made available
to local governments to deal with the impacts of the EAB.

1.2 Applicability
= This program is applicable to ash trees located on any public property,
right-of-way, or Parks and Trails.
= This program does not apply to private properties unless such trees are
deemed a nuisance and may negatively impact public right-of-ways, other
properties, or pose a threat to public safety.

1.3 Administration
* The Public Works Department and Parks Dept. will be responsible for
implementation of this plan for trees located in the right-of-way, in City
owned property, in the City’s parks and along the City’s trails.

2. Background
2.1 Emerald Ash Borer (EAB)

The emerald ash borer (EAB) is a small green invasive wood-boring beetle that attacks
and kills ash trees.

= The adults live on the outside of ash trees feeding on the leaves during
the summer months. The larvae look similar to white grubs and feed on
the living plant tissue (phloem and cambium) underneath the bark of ash
trees.

= The trees are killed by the tunneling activity of the larvae under the trees
bark, which disrupts the vascular flow. The metallic green beetle is native
to Asia and was transported to the United States on wood pallets and
crates.
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Originally discovered in the Detroit, Michigan area in 2002; the pest has also been
found in lllinois, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Wisconsin, Minnesota, lowa, Missouri, Colorado
and two Canadian Provinces.

= Since its discovery, the EAB has been responsible for killing millions of
ash trees throughout these infested areas of the country.

= Research continues with insecticide treatments. Some success has been
noted in insecticide treatments protecting ash trees from EAB prior to
infestation.

= As this pest continues to spread, additional damage to ash trees can be
expected.

= Trees that have been attacked by EAB can die in as little as two years.

2.2 Location

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2.3  State Readiness Plan

Due to the potentially catastrophic impact of EAB, the State of lowa has developed the lowa
Emerald Ash Borer Readiness Plan that can be found on the Department of Natural Resources

website.

This plan outlines the roles and responsibilities of State agencies in dealing with
EAB as well as the procedures for ongoing monitoring and investigating
suspected infestations.

The plan does not outline the specifics of regulatory requirements following a
confirmed infestation, nor does it identify any State assistance other than
technical expertise.

3.Inventory and Assessment
3.1  Public Tree Inventory

In the summers of 2013 and 2016, City staff and IDNR conducted a tree inventory on public
property, right-of-ways, and parks and trails.

A total of 2,961 trees were inventoried, 385 were identified as Ash trees. Using
the field GPS unit, the location of each tree and the perceived general condition
of each tree was noted and has been stored in a database for easy retrieval.
There were 330 ash trees located within the right of way for which the City will
have responsibility for removal. 55 are in our parks.

29 ash trees were identified as being in poor condition. Staff continues to
monitor all ash trees and their conditions on an annual basis.

3.3  Private Trees

The City recognizes that there are numerous ash trees on private property. Currently, the City
has no reliable inventory for ash trees on private property.

= Property owners are urged to monitor the EAB movement.
= The decision to remove or treat ash trees on private property rests with the
property owner.

= Property owners are encouraged to do their own research on EAB before making
any decisions.

4. Management Plan

As EAB continues to spread throughout lowa, State and Federal resources are expected to be
limited.

= Therefore, it is necessary that the City has its own strategy to complement State
efforts to manage the effects of EAB.

= The proposed EAB management strategy includes: Monitoring, Wood Utilization
and Disposal, Infested Tree removal, and Tree Planting.

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4.1 Monitoring
Staff will complete an annual assessment of public owned ash trees.

= Staff training on EAB identification and its signs and symptoms will be an ongoing
effort.

= Some of the signs and symptoms include: canopy dieback, epicormic shoots,
bark splitting, D shaped borer exit holes, and wood pecker damage.

4.2  Pre-Emptive Removal

The City does not plan to do any pre-emptive removal or insecticide treatments of any trees
with in the right-of-way or Parks at this time.

= (City staff will monitor trees each year and will remove any tree that is deemed
dead or a safety concern.

= |f a citizen wishes to treat or remove an Ash tree in the ROW, they are required
to notify (get a permit?) the City in writing before any such treatment takes
place?

4.3 EAB Infestation

In 2016 an EAB was positively identified in Linn County at a rest stop right outside of Cedar
Rapids. In 2017 it was found in Cedar Rapids and Toddville.

= City staff will be utilized as much as possible to effectively manage the response
to an EAB infestation.

= Staff from all departments may have duties reassigned to assist with this effort
as determined by the level and nature of the infestation.

= Contractors may also be utilized as needed to assist with the workload and in
particular instances where the City’s equipment is inappropriate to safely
address a specific tree removal or insecticide treatment.

4.4  Disposal of Debris

Since the entire state of lowa was quarantined in February of 2014, there are no restrictions on
the transport of ash wood debris within state borders.

= Standard methods of disposal will be utilized for ash trees that are removed with
much of the wood being chipped for use as mulch throughout the park system.
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4.5 Planting and Restoration

Trees that are removed will be replaced with a variety of landscape trees at a rate of 2 trees
planted for every tree removed in parks.

= Ash trees within the right-of-way will be replaced at the sole discretion of the
Public Works Director. Every effort will be made to replace at a rate of 1:1.

= If we replace the trees in residential ROW will they become ours to fully
maintain? Today the adjacent property owner is asked to maintain their tree
until it needs total removal. City has taken on the removal at the owners
request.

5. Communication and Outreach

5.1 Community Education

Community outreach will play an important role in educating the public and raising awareness
of EAB.

* Residents will be encouraged to have their trees inspected if they suspect EAB.
EAB information and links to other web sites will continue to be available on the
City website, Insights and social media pages. This information will be updated as
more information becomes available.

= Residents can participate in the Linn County RELEAF program in the fall and
spring through Alliant Energy.

We will continue to explore grants and tree programs for residents to take part in.

RE: Fireworks Senate File 489-Hiawatha Amendment

Last summer council unanimously voted to mirror lowa’s Senate File 489 that allowed the use and sales of
fireworks in Hiawatha. The bill reversed decades of a prohibition that allowed only novelty fireworks like
sparklers, snakes and now bottle rockets, firecrackers, roman candles, and other consumer-grade fireworks
during two yearly time periods June 1 through July 8 and December 10 through January 3 of each year. The bill
also allowed the retails sales at permanent buildings from June 1 and July 8 and between December 10 and
January 3 each year. Temporary structures retail sales were also allowed from June 13 through July 8 with no
zoning restrictions.

Shortly, thereafter city staff began receiving phone calls and concern citizens’ emails asking the city to limit or
ban fireworks due to high fireworks activity. Initially, our thought process was that people would police
themselves but we soon discovered that was not necessarily the case.

City staff received at least 30 recordable requests from citizens asking to limit the use to one day or to ban the
use.

During our last meeting in July Mayor Bennett asked council to consider having discussions to change our
position on the use of fireworks. On August 22 the city of Cedar Rapids took action banning the use of
fireworks and limiting the sales of fireworks to industrial zoned areas only. The city of Marion continues to
have discussions but appears to be favoring the use of fireworks only on the 4" of July and limiting the zones
for sales.

In speaking with the chiefs Dennis Marks and Mike Nesslage. Chief Marks preference would be to allow a very
short window for the use of fireworks either from July 1-4 or July 3-4. He feels a total ban would cause
otherwise law-abiding citizens to break the law. Another part of the conversation should be what would
council’s expectation of public safety be. Chief Nesslage is fully supportive in banning fireworks. The bill has
resulted in needless injuries for lowa children, created problems for war veterans suffering from post-
traumatic stress disorder and caused trouble for many dogs.

This memo is meant to provide you information to initiate a conversation as to whether you would like to
continue to follow the state code or set stricter perimeters on the use and sale of fireworks or if you would
like to simply ban the use period and limited sales to only industrial areas.

RE: Paris Climate Agreement

Council member Aime Wichtendahl during a council meeting asked council if they would consider having
discussion regarding the Paris Climate Agreement at a future work session. This coming Monday night
you will have an opportunity to discuss the potential of implementing a policy that considers protecting
the environment by reducing greenhouse gas emissions.

For those of you that may not be familiar with the Paris Climate Agreement | have included information
in your packet to review and to aid in your understanding in what a climate agreement would mean to
Hiawatha if you were to enact a future resolution.

The Paris climate agreement, is a landmark model of international cooperation marking the deepest
global commitment to combat the threat of climate change. Its an agreement within the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) dealing with greenhouse gas emissions mitigation,
adaption and finance starting in the year 2020.

In the Paris Agreement, each country determined, plans and regularly reports its own contribution it
should make in order to mitigate global climate changes. There is no mechanism to force a country to
set a specific target by a specific date, but each target should go beyond previously set ta rgets.

In June 2017, U.S. President Donald Trump announced his intention to withdraw the United States from
the agreement, causing widespread condemnation in the European Union and many sectors in the
United States. Under the agreement, the earliest effective date of withdrawal for the U.S. is November
2020.

Our Linn County Supervisors passed a resolution in July supporting the Paris Climate Agreement with the
intentions to reduce the threat of climate change. The supervisor's resolution is quite in depth. As the
city council you may not want to go that deep or if at all. If you as a majority would decide you would
like to recognize the Paris Climate Agreement | would assume you would want to approve a resolution
that reflects what we currently do as a city to aid in the reduction of emission and to reduce our energy
footprint.

County in the We Are Still In coalition, a group of more than 1,200 elected officials, businesses,
universities and investors from across the U.S. that have vowed to maintain the country as a
global leader in reducing carbon emissions.

“We are dismayed at the decision of President Trump to withdraw the United States from
participating in the Paris climate agreement, though we are not defeated,” Supervisor Stacey
Walker, who proposed the resolution. said Monday. “Leadership on the tough issues can
originate at the local level. One community can make a difference, this is our hope here today.”

Following Monday's vote, the board held a news conference with a handful of local officials and
environmental experts.

Senate Minority Leader Rob Hogg, a Democrat from Cedar Rapids, applauded the county
board for joining a growing group of entities focused on a similar goal.

“This is an issue that we need to unite our community and our state and our country to address,
and ultimately | believe the world. | hope that this movement today moves Linn County to the
forefront of the organizations and places in the world that are taking action,” Hogg said.

lowa City, Johnson County, Des Moines and Fairfield also have registered to join the coalition.
The presidents of lowa State University and the University of lowa, as well as lowa Attorney
General Tom Miller also are registered on the group’s website.

Officials with Linn County planning and development and conservation, the city of Hiawatha,
Mount Mercy University, PepsiCo’s Quaker Oats in Cedar Rapids, climate change awareness
group lowa 350 and State Representative Art Staed, D-Cedar Rapids, also spoke at the
meeting.

While one of countless resolutions passed by the county board this year, officials who spoke
Monday said joining We Are Still In needs to be more than just praise for past efforts and a
pledge to continued action. Addressing climate change needs to be ongoing.

‘I de believe if we can make a difference here in our community and effect change here, we can
collectively make a difference,” Walker said. “In absence of leadership in the federal
government, the job is up to us locally.”

President Trump announced June 1 that the U.S. would pull out of the Paris accord on global
warming. The move will not fully take effect until 2021, but Trump said he plans to negotiate a
new agreement "on terms that are fair to the United States.”

While Trump has said the accord allows China, India and other countries to emit greenhouse
cases while imposing unfair burdens on the U S_, supporters of the agreement — including
many business leaders and environmental activists — say it is needed to combat global
warming.

The Board met in session at the Linn County Jean Oxley Public Service Center.
Present: Chairperson Oleson, Vice Chairperson Harris, Supervisors Rogers, Houser and
Walker.

Chairperson Oleson called the meeting to order.

Garth Fagerbakke, Facilities Mgr., presented a contract with Manpower temp. agency for
a position to work 75 days that the Board approved last week.

The Board discussed a Resolution in Support of the Objectives of the Paris Agreement
and Approving Linn County’s Registration in the “We Are Still In” Coalition.

Chairperson Oleson stated that he feels strongly about this issue. Conservation is
something that he has been interested in his entire life and described his life
growing up in the rural area and his 122 yr. old family farm. He also camped in parks
and the concern at the time was acid rain. There have been a lot of successes with
environmental pollution cleanup since then but they didn‘t have a lot of global
competition then for the lifestyle they live in America. Coal plants are being
produced daily all over the world to get electricity to people. He understands the
motivation and it shouldn’t just be in this country and deny to others based on
environmental concerns. The world follows the U.S. and with that comes the reality of
producing carbon gases and how that affects the next generation. The whole point of
the Paris Agreement was the United States and countries that have all of these
luxuries to be able to responsibly show a different path for other countries that want
those same things. They cannot do that by sticking their heads in the sand and
ignoring it. That is not how they solve things in this country. Supervisor Walker is a
member of the generation of millennials that has brought forth a social conscience
that brings forth this issue. This resolution is one of significance.

Supervisor Walker thanked everyone for coming to the meeting today and stated that it
has been an honor to work with fellow Supervisors on this important resclution. It is
a4 unigue opportunity to bring together partners from non-profit’s, other local
governments and the private sector to achieve a common goal to make better the
environment not necessarily for their sake of the here and now but for the sake of
generations to come.

WHEREAS, the Board recognizes the economic opportunities created by energy efficiency
jobs, wind energy jobs, solar energy jobs and other clean energy jobs of today and the
future and intends to support attracting these high quality jobs to Linn County; and
WHEREAS, the Board emphatically supports the objectives of the Paris Agreement.

NOW, BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED the Linn County Board of Supervisors commits tc honoring
the objectives of the Paris Agreement and to the principles of energy efficiency,
energy conservation and sustainability.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board authorizes the Chair to register Linn County with
the We Are Still In effort in support of combating the threat of climate change.
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Discussion: Pramod Dwivedi, Public Health Dir., stated that he is proud of the Board
and commended them for taking the lead where as a nation they have floundered. He
stated that this is the single most issue endangering human kind. Two years ago the
Linn County Board of Health organized a conversation on this issue and how it affects
public health. It seems to him that Linn County is far ahead of the curve as a county.
He stated that he can provide information to the Board but they are doing the heavy
lifting and ultimately it is up to the Board to make this into policy. Evidence is
clear and the writing is on the wall. Dwivedi provided a slide presentation of the
impact of climate change on human health. He is proud of the Board for showing
tremendous leadership and sending a profound message.

Aime Wichtendahl, Hiawatha Councilmember, wanted to publicly voice her support for the
Board’s initiative. She stated that they have seen climate change in Linn County as
there have been terrible flood events. Climate change isn’t just the temperature going
up, it’s a disruption of terrestrial weather events. In order to avoid future
disasters, they need to take action now and not later.

Kevin Bates, member of Iowa 350.org, commended the Board for considering this
resolution to support the Paris Agreement. Climate change is the biggest challenge and
as a father, he is deeply concerned about how climate change affects his generation as
well as his children’s generation. They have a moral obligation to act on their
children’s behalf and he applauds the Board for working to fix this. He supports and
challenges them to develop a detailed action plan as to how Linn County can reduce gas
emissions. He asked that they use their positon to influence cities and businesses to
also develop plans for transitioning to 100% renewable energy.

Libby Slappey and Cheryl Valenta, members of Iowa 350.0org, stated that they believe
mass mobilization makes change. Members of Iowa 350.org are in an advocacy mode but
today they recognized a positive effort and presented the 2017 Sunny Award to the Board
of Supervisors.

Supervisor Walker stated that they would do their best to maintain all of their efforts
in the direction of climate sustainability.

Kay Fisk, Mt. Vernon, thanked the Board and reminisced about being raised on a farm.
Ditches were full of milkweed and wild rose. Her father and other farmers could drink
directly from the two creeks on the farm (spring fed) and bean fields were “walked” to
remove weeds (did not spray chemicals). It will never be quite the same but they can
try to keep it from getting worse. She is proud to talk about Linn County as she can
say my county is taking care of things. She is glad this is happening with all five
Supervisors as they are leaving a legacy.
