Streets — We repaired a concrete blow up that occurred in July on Blairs Ferry Rd. We were going to
have a contractor do it but they were all too busy so we did it ourselves. We replaced some of the
LED traffic signal lights on Boyson and 1380 ramps. Some of the LEDs were burning out. We put up
the flags for FunFest and Labor day. We did some prep work for FunFest including setting out
barricades and putting up temporary No Parking signs. We swept the streets and did the ROW
mowing. Vehicles serviced: 810, 580, 820, 830, 850, 800. 330, C-12, 550.

Sewer — So far | think we have the issues out at the County Home Rd lift station resolved. They could
be caused by intermittent power outages in this area. Electric Pump tech increased the call delay
timing and this has helped so far.

Storm Water — We had an issue with the drain tile on S. Ashworth Ct. Some of the drain tile along the
curb line was not installed correctly so it wasn’t draining properly. We had to replace about 60 feet of
drain tile to get it to drain right. The problem wasn'’t noticeable until a new house was built on this
street.

WHEREAS, Hiawatha’s first responders are dedicated to reducing the occurrence of home fires and

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 63 SPEED
REGULATIONS §63.01 GENERAL (6) SPECIAL SPEED ZONES (C) 35 MPH SPEED ZONES
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 63 Speed Regulations, Section 63.01 General, (6.) Special Speed Zones of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

63.01 GENERAL. Every driver of a motor vehicle on a street shall drive the same at a careful and
prudent speed not greater than nor less than is reasonable and proper, having due regard to the traffic,
surface and width of the street and of any other conditions then existing, and no person shall drive a
vehicle on any street at a speed greater than will permit said driver to bring it to a stop within the assured
clear distance ahead, such driver having the right to assume, however, that all persons using said street
will observe the law.

6. Special Speed Zones
C. 35 MPH SPEED ZONES. A speed in excess of thirty-five (35) miles per hour
is unlawful on any of the following designated streets or parts thereof.
(1) Blairs Ferry Road from east City limits to west City limits;
2) Center Point Road from south City limits to Willman Street;
3) North Center Point Road from Parsons Drive to the north City limits;
(4 Boyson Road from North Center Point Road to Miller Road;

(5 Tower Terrace Road from North Center Point Road to west line of
Section 29-84-7;

(6) Miller Road from Blairs Ferry Road to the north City limits.

(7) Edgewood Road from County Home Road to the south City limits
SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a

whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3.  'WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage,
approval and publication as provided by law.

RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING
EXECUTION OF A DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BY AND
AMONG THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, WORLD CLASS
INDUSTRIES, INC., AND COBB FAMILY LIMITED
LIABILITY LIMITED PARTNERSHIP

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 91-68, adopted June 19, 1991, which has been amended
14 times, lastly by Amendment No. 14 as approved by Resolution No. 18-123 on July 18, 2018,
this Council found and determined that certain areas located within the City are eligible and
should be designated as an urban renewal area under lowa law, and approved and adopted the
Hiawatha Urban Renewal Plan (the "Urban Renewal Plan" or "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban
Renewal Area (the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended,
is on file in the office of the Recorder of Linn County; and

WHEREAS. it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment area covered by said Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from Cobb Family Limited Liability
Limited Partnership (the "Developer") and World Class Industries. Inc. (the "Tenant™), in the
form of a proposed Development Agreement (the "Agreement") by and between the City, the
Developer, and the Tenant, pursuant to which, among other things, the Developer would agree to
construct certain Minimum Improvements (as defined in the Agreement) on certain real property
located within the Urban Renewal Area as defined and legally described in the Agreement (the
"Development Property") and consisting of the construction of a 50,000 square foot office and
warehouse building and a 10,000 square foot office building, together with all related site
improvements, as outlined in the proposed Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will make up to five (5)
consecutive annual payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer consisting of 75%
of the Tax Increments generated by the construction of the Minimum Improvements pursuant to
lowa Code Section 403.19 (not to exceed $141,700 annually), the cumulative total for all such
payments not to exceed the lesser of $708,500, or the amount accrued under the formula outlined
in the proposed Development Agreement, under the terms and following satisfaction of the
conditions set forth in the Agreement: and

WHEREAS, one of the obligations of the Tenant relates to employment retention and/or
creation; and

WHEREAS,. lowa Code Chapters 15A and 403 authorize cities to make loans and grants
for economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban renewal project and to
appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary to carry out the
purposes of said Chapters, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes; and





WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder
is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law
and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of
appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in
Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

c. Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar lowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a
public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the
Agreement and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property
owners as to said proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered
to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL-OF THECITY
OF HIAWATHA IN THE STATE OF IOWA: '

Section 1. That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to making of grants to the Developer in connection with the
development of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be and is
hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the
Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in
furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the
meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code, taking into account the factors set forth
therein.

Section 2. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved

and confirmed. and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in
substantially the form and content now before this meeting, but with such changes,
modifications. additions or deletions therein as shall be approved by such officers, and that from
and after the execution and delivery of the Agreement, the Mayor and the City Clerk are hereby
authorized, empowered and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such
documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Agreement as
executed.

RE: Amending Ordinance Chapter 62 General Traffic Regulations

In August the city received an email and had a later discussion with our local IDOT Transportation
Engineer, Charles Bernard who had been contacted several times over the past years from local
residents asking if the City of Hiawatha would consider a No Jake Braking Ordinance. The IDOT would
like us to consider this action due to phone calls they have received. If we do this it would be more of a
kind gesture for our residents that live along I-380, then anything else realizing it would be difficult to
enforce.

The City of Coralville had implemented a No Jake Braking Ordinance about 10-years ago. In
corresponding with City of Coralville’s assistant city engineer Scott Larsen and Lieutenant Deb Summers
regarding the steps they took in implementing a No Jake Braking ordinance. Their ordinance reads....

62.06 UNLAWFUL USE OF CERTAIN BRAKING DEVICES. It is unlawful for the driver of any vehicle to
operate or permit the operation of the engine of a motor vehicle so as to assist in braking or slowing the
vehicle through the use of any engine brake or engine retarding device upon any public right-of-way.

In their implementation it was understood by the City of Coralville at the time of enforcement it would
be nearly impossible and their Police resources are better used elsewhere. The IDOT with that
understanding installed individual signs (24X30) set to the side of the road. Mr. Bernard from the IDOT

believes it would be beneficial for truck drivers to see and would provide consistency along 1-380 and I-
80.

It is at this time the Police Chief and | would ask council to set a public hearing date for October 3™ to
consider amending City of Hiawatha’s Chapter 62 General Traffic Regulations adding a section titled
Unlawful Use of Certain Braking Devices.

62.07 Funeral Processions

62.01 VIOLATION OF REGULATIONS. Any person who willfully fails
or refuses to comply with any lawful order of a peace officer or direction of a
fire department officer during a fire, or who fails to abide by the applicable
provisions of the following [owa statutory laws relating to motor vehicles and
the statutory law of the road is in violation of this section.

Guthridge Trail Reconstruction-

When Guthridge Park Trail was first constructed, it was created out of lime rock chips. In
2004, with the preparation of RAGBRAI coming through and the timeliness, pavement was
installed over the lime subbase instead of having an accurate rock base. By doing this,
approximately 500ft of the trail now has excessive cracking and deterioration. This can be
easily seen over by the tennis courts and in the middle section of the park between the
p]ayground and the bandshell. There is also, 400ft of the trail does not meet ADA
requirements for cross slope (more than 5% cross slope) making it difficult for trail users
and wheelchairs to maneuver. Based on ADA guidelines, 1.5% cross slope is recommended,
but cross slopes should be a minimum of 1% and shall not exceed 5%. Guthridge trail is at
5.5% and higher in certain areas.

Because of the poor subbase on the south end of the trail it is not a candidate for an
overlay. Patching is also eliminated because of the difficulty of getting equipment in and out
without damaging other portions of the trail.

After further evaluation with public works and city engineering we are looking to replace

all the asphalt trail from the middle cross trail to the south (the north end of the trail was

constructed later and was installed correctly meaning no updates needed). I've inserted a
map below that shows an aerial highlighted in yellow. We believe it will be best to replace
the south end trail with new sub-base and asphalt. We would need to excavate a 10’ wide

path and put 8’ of 3” asphalt trail in.
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Below you will see three quotes from LL Pelling, Pate Asphalt and Kluesner Construction.
Pate Asphalt came in the lowest at $50,330.00 with Kluesner and LL Pelling to follow. You
will notice a slight gap in the quotes; after further review by the city engineer they all align
with the proper scope. Pate is a responsive and responsible bidder, we have worked with
them on past projects and know they do quality work. We would like to complete this
project in the fall based on weather and scheduling. Because of ADA requirements and

safety for our trail users, we believe this is a vital project for completion.

In the 2018 CIP we originally budgeted $5,000.00 as we thought overlay and patching were
an option at the time. Today, due to the inability to patch/overlay sections and the lack of
meeting ADA requirements we now need $50,330.00. With $250,000.00 funds leftover
from the purchase of the Taylor property, it will allow us to complete this project, yet still
have funding available to put towards the NW park planning. The Park Commission would
like to recommend moving forward with the necessary Guthridge park trail updates at the
September 19t, 2018 Council meeting.

Moving forward we will be reviewing all park trails, so we have proper dollars set aside in a
trail reserve.
