Re:  Professional Compensation Study

City Council approved additional funding in the FY 2018 budget in order for staff to conduct a
professional compensation study. Kim and | requested proposals from three (3) qualified
companies from the metro area to perform these services. See attached bid matrix.

After review of the proposals submitted and some phone calls to get clarification from the
responding companies, we recommend award of contract to Newport Group of Cedar Rapids.
The following information will explain our decision.

Newport Group uses a combination of published compensation survey data as well as making
direct contact with seven to ten comparable municipalities in lowa to collect data and compile
the responses. The reports generated after completion of the study are very detailed including
a comparison indicating survey sources, geographic assessment, data aging, and comparison
to current compensation at the City of Hiawatha. Newport Group will also make
recommendation for associated compensation ranges and potential compensation adjustments
and provide national and regional trend data in base pay and salary structure adjustments. We
have seen a copy of a recent compensation survey Newport Group conducted for Windsor
Heights and it is very thorough. Cost for services is in the range of $12,725.00 - $13,250.00.

Skywalk Group’s approach to this project would be somewhat similar to Newport Group.
However, Skywalk Group would mainly use published compensation surveys and may make
phone calls and conduct visits with companies when more information is required for a
particular position. Skywalk would compare three to five comparable entities unless there are
descrepencies in the data that would require additional municipalities be added. When the
study is complete, Skywalk will put together a report of findings including market results,
local low to average to high salary ranges, and provide recommendations. Cost for services is
$13,500.00.

Honkamp Krueger submitted two proposals. Under the lower cost proposal, Honkamp would
generate reports using PayScale. Honkamp would be able to specify the data points to pull for
example, geography and sectors of employment. Once the parameters are set up, PayScale
will generate a variety of reports based on matches to market data. The reports generated from
PayScale would show information such as total compensation, base salary, bonuses, hourly
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rate, job summary, and salary and hourly rate paid by experience. The reports do not specify
the municipalities that Hiawatha would be compared to and there would be no direct contact
with the municipalities if more information is required; it is accurate information but gives the
feel and presentation of a canned report of market trends. Cost for services is $8,050.00.

Under the higher cost proposal submitted by Honkamp Krueger, they would generate reports
using PayScale and six additional market data outlets including lowa Workforce Development
and five comparable municipalities for comparative analysis. Honkamp Krueger would
provide a comprehensive report on each position as to recommended salary range, detailed
information down to demographic and experience level. Cost for services is $25,300.00.

If you agree with our recommendation and award the contract to Newport Group, we will
move forward with a kickoff meeting with the Newport Group team. The project will take

approximately six to eight weeks to complete.

I'm proud to announce that the Hiawatha Fire Department was recently presented with a Life Safety Award for our fire
prevention accomplishments in 2016 by the National Association of State Fire Marshals Fire Research and Education
Foundation in partnership with Grinnell Mutual. The Life Safety Award has recognizes local fire prevention efforts that have
contributed to reducing the number of lives lost in residential fires. We are one of 160 departments from across the United
States that received the award for 2016. In most cases it was presented to departments that reduced fire deaths by 10%. In our
case, we were recognized for our active and effective fire prevention programs as well and a clear commitment to reducing the
number of house fires in the community. This award would not be possible without the strong support of our members who
support programs ranging from Touch-a-Truck and library story time to smoke detector checks and home visits. Annually we
touch well over one thousand people through our events. Every time we talk to someone about smoke detectors or exit plans,
every time we help someone with a malfunctioning smoke detector, provide fire extinguisher training, or just provide general
fire safety advice we are making a difference in the commumt} While the award focuses on Fire Department programs, this is
a team effort. Our solid residential building codes, zoning rules, and code enforcement programs prevent and minimize
monetary and human fire losses. Our water and hydrant system is one of the best that I've ever seen, and the quick response
by police officers to fire calls in evacuating structures and helping at the scene also minimize our fire losses.

I’m always hesitant to brag on our fire prevention programs and efforts. We can be discussing our fire record one day, and
the next day be talking about a major fire loss. As we have well experienced here locally we can do everything right, yet one
person making methamphetamine, or falling asleep while cooking can result in a devastating fire. Even in those cases where
we have active fire, the five “E’s” of fire prevention make a difference; Education, Enforcement, Emergency Response,
Engineering, and Economics.

There are several things happening at the Fire Department that continue to show our commitment to fire prevention. Of
course it’s fall, and it’s fire prevention time, and our schedule is filling up with fire prevention activites. Filling the Deputy
Chief of EMS position is freeing time for Chief Powers, Myself, and the Firemedics to improve our fire prevention efforts.
Powers will be attending 2 class on Fire Alarms Plan Review later this month. Our part time Firemedics have begun collecting
preplanning information, and we will increase the number of fire inspections we are conducting, beyond just occupancy, liquor
and day cares starting with assembly and public buildings. I will be reaching out to safety coordinators from local industry in
October to talk about ways we can support them, and I'll be speaking to HEDCO in December about how local business can
support us.

In addition to our fire prevention activities, we are training in the house on Blairs Ferry this month, and are planning on
burning in the house on October 8t, weather permitting.

August was a fairly quiet month in terms of calls. Our statistics for the month of August are attached.

In this memorandum of agreement, the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa will

be known as the “CITY”: and J. Murphy Homes, L.L.C., will be known as the
‘DEVELOPER".

WHEREAS, Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code of the City

of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa requires the DEVELOPER of new subdivisions located
within the CITY to construct, or give satisfactory assurance to the CITY that it will
construct certain improvements; and,

WHEREAS, the DEVELOPER, above described, is now in the process of

subdividing the premises legally described as follows to wit:

which subdivision shall be known as Rolling Prairie Estates Third Addition

to Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa.

The DEVELOPER proposes to record a final plat situated on a portion of the
Real Estate to be known as Rolling Prairie Second Addition to the City of

Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, and has prepared a proposed final plat of such
addition (the "Plat”). Said Addition consists of Lots 1 through 13, all-inclusive.

The public improvements that lie within or provide service to the area included in
the proposed final plat of Rolling Prairie Third Addition to the City of Hiawatha,
Linn County, lowa have not yet been completed to date, and in order to receive
the CITY’s approval of the proposed plat the DEVELOPER by this Agreement is
willing to obligate Lots 1 through 13 Rolling Prairie Third Addition to the City of
Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, for the construction and costs of said
improvements.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

That the DEVELOPER has provided assurance that all improvements will be
constructed and will perform to CITY Standards as required by Chapter 165 of
the Hiawatha Unified Development Code. That the DEVELOPER shall complete,
and the CITY shall accept, all the items applicable to said subdivision set forth in
the plan of improvements, not later than the earlier of a) one (1) year from the
date of passage of the City Council Resolution approving the Development
Agreement unless specifically extended by the Council; or b) occupancy of a
newly constructed principal structure built upon a lot in the subdivision. Upon
completion of the Improvements, the City Council shall cause to be filed a
release instrument. Such release instrument will indicate that the Improvements
have been accepted by the City Council and will release the DEVELOPER and
the Real Estate from all obligations due under this Agreement and will specifically
discharge and release the DEVELOPER and the Real Estate from any lien. If





necessary, the City Council shall also cause to be executed and/or filed any
additional instrument(s) reasonably required by the DEVELOPER to further
demonstrate that the Improvements have been satisfactorily completed with the
following exception:

a.  Construction of 5 foot wide sidewalk shall be as described in
paragraph 2 below.

That the DEVELOPER will either construct, or cause to be constructed, within
said subdivision all sidewalk required by Chapter 165 and 136 of the Code of
Ordinances as follows:

a.  That said sidewalk shall be constructed to meet City Engineer’s
specifications adjacent to each lot in the subdivision as part of the
construction of a principal structure on each lot.

b.  Notwithstanding the above, the DEVELOPER agrees to construct
sidewalk adjacent to any lot which has not had sidewalk constructed
for which the City Council passes a resolution of necessity within a
period of time established within said resolution of necessity.

That the City acknowledges that the DEVELOPER has paid the final plat filing
fee in the amount of $150.00-

That street lighting (2-LED 45 watt Poles and Lamps provided by REC) shall be
installed at the DEVELOPER’S expense in accordance with City Council
Resolution 12-138. Or, the DEVELOPER has provided an acceptable verification
of payment to the appropriate utility company for said street lighting installation.

That the DEVELOPER has secured a NPDES General Permit No. 2 from the
Department of Natural Resources and developed a pollution prevention plan and
agrees to maintain and control the premises so as to prevent erosion. The
DEVELOPER further assumes responsibility for any costs associated with
erosion and/or siltation of this development as outlined in Section 167 of the
Code of Ordinances as a result of development of this subdivision.

That the DEVELOPER agrees Outlot “A”, Rolling Prairie 2" Addition is
designated as a storm water detention facility for this addition and will be
operated and maintained as such according to Section 162 of the Code of
Ordnances.

That all public improvements shall be constructed to CITY standards and shall be
inspected by the City Engineer. The DEVELOPER and any contractor or other
agent employed by the DEVELOPER shall provide maintenance surety required
by Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code prior to acceptance
of the completed Improvements by the City.

DEVELOPER and any contractor or agent employed by the DEVELOPER shall
provide insurance as reasonably required by the City Council when working
within the public rights-of-way.

That all improvements and construction on property dedicated to the CITY shall
become property of the CITY upon acceptance by the CITY (except private
service connections to sewer and water lines). Such acceptance by the CITY of
an improvement shall constitute a release of the obligations hereunder with
respect to said improvement, except, as to being a surety under the maintenance
bond.

If the DEVELOPER fails to complete the Improvements within the time period as
provided in the Agreement, the CITY may cause the Improvements to be
constructed in all respects as it shall reasonably deem appropriate. DEVELOPER
shall remain responsible for all cost incurred by the CITY in completing the
Improvements. In order to assure payment of such costs, if the DEVELOPER has
not completed the Improvements within the time period above provided, the CITY
and DEVELOPER further agree to the following assessment agreement as
provided for in Chapter 165.67.12 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code.

a. In consideration of the construction of the Improvements by the CITY,
the undersigned DEVELOPER hereby waives Notice of such
construction, waives all legal formalities required by the laws of lowa to
be observed by cities in the construction of Improvements where the
expense of the Improvements is to be assessed, and waives each and
every question of jurisdiction.

Description: Public Input for Lane Reconfigure Project

Report:
We discussed with the Council the importance of studying the current lane configuration on
North Center Point Road from Blair’s Ferry Road to Boyson Road at a work session in April and
then again in June. The current painted pavement markings on Center Point Road is a 3-lane
configuration from Tower Terrace Road to Boyson Road, and a 4-lane configuration from
Boyson Road to Blair’s Ferry Road. When the new Emmons Intersection is completed, it will be
developed as a 3-lane section almost to the railroad tracks. (See attached)

Staff felt this is a confusing situation as vehicles travel on North Center Point Road and had a
study prepared that looked at the traffic volumes and roadway widths and the possibility of
restriping the roadway in a consistent manner. Another name for this type of study is a “road
diet”. The lowa DOT also prepared a report that concluded that Center Point Road would be a
good candidate for a lane reconfiguration project. They list many reasons why a project of this
nature would increase efficiency and utilization of a roadway by the traveling public.

In April Council directed staff to conduct a study with design and cost estimate. In June Council
reviewed that study and approved the negotiated change order with our prime contractor for
the intersection project to repaint the section of North Center Point Road to a 3-lane section
with bike lanes from Boyson Road to the new Emmons Street intersection. This work will be
completed in the next week or so.

Since that time we have posted articles in our city newsletter and web site with our intent to
change the lane configuration of North Center Point Road. This information created interest in
the change with concerns. This lead to a meeting this week with a local business in the area
that was not in favor of this kind of change. The main objection was the added bike lane on the
roadway when there is a trail 10’ already installed. The business owner expressed his concern
of with pulling out of his property he already has to look for bicyclist and pedestrians on the





trail and now he will have to look for bicyclist on the road way bike lane. He feels this could be a
liability for him and his employees.

Because of the time restraint to get this work done, we did not hold any public meetings or
open houses to gain more input from the citizens. We did provide the reconfigure plan to the
lowa DOT, the corridor metropolitan planning organization (CMPO) staff, and the officers of the
Linn County Trails Association. They all responded with positive comments.

As we move forward we could have questions as to the reasons we have proceeded with this
change. Below is a list of possible pros and cons we have prepared for consideration of a 3-lane
section with a bike lane:

Pros:

* Provides a consistent roadway configuration along NCPR
Traffic volumes and roadway width will support this change
Improves performance and efficiency of the roadway
Provides for other uses of the roadway
Improves pedestrian safety
Provides direct connection for bike traffic to Boyson Road Trail
Reduces risk of crashes
More desirable environment for work and shopping
More flexible for existing driveways and new developments access points
* Inexpensive to provide change as includes only painting

Cons:
* Roadway was constructed as 4-lane design over last few years
e Costand time to provide a 4-lane roadway
Most likely will slow traffic speeds somewhat
Already have bike trail on east side to railroad tracks
More conflicts with bikes and traffic
Did not hold public input meeting
Some public will not support the change
Have not surveyed the local businesses for possible impacts
Lane configuration change will be confusing similar to issues in other cities

Staff has two purposes for bringing this subject to you is to ensure council’s understanding of
the road diet; the 3-lane section with a bike lane as you may receive or hear concerns of the
road diet as people begin to utilize the roadway as its completed. The second purpose is to
dicuss in more detail the bike lane. This would be a change for Hiawatha’s roadway. Many have
experienced Cedar Rapids reconfiguration for the bicyclist on their roadways which has left
some with a negative impression.

Staff would ask council to confirm our intentions to move forward with the road diet that
includes a bike lane. If you have any hesitation we need to know this now prior to paint
markings being laid.

RE: Housing Rehabilitation 2018 CDBG Grant and Administrator Services

In a quick review of housing rehabilitation surveys, it looks like our targeted area is above the
51% LMI (low to moderate income) which makes us eligible to submit for a Home Owner
Occupied Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application with a deadline of January

2018.

When we first discussed this opportunity last September | had asked for council to allow staff to
do the following:

Determine target area of LMI with the highest concentration of owner
occupied housing,

test citizens interest by sending out informational letters,

Allow staff and volunteers to knock on doors to gather the required income
survey’s,

Determine which agency will administrator the program if the income surveys
demonstrate 50+ meet the LMI requirements. The agencies fees for admin
and technical services are part of our local match,

Submit CDBG Owner Occupied Housing Rehabilitation Grant Application,
Provide the needed local match through LOSST funds totaling $12,000-
$15,000.

We have completed items 1, 2, 3, and 6. Wednesday night | will ask for council to move
forward with item number 4 and 5 approving and directing Mayor Bennett to sign a
service agreement with EClcog to assist with the grant application and if our application
is successful to administer the CDBG. You will note in the agreement the fees for their
services will be a part of the application which will either be used as our match and/or
reimbursed to the city through the grant. This grant is administrated and funded as draw
down similar to how we have administrated our RISE grants.

If the application is not successful EClcog will not charge the city a fee for their
assistance in preparing the grant application. EClcog’s experience with CDBG's have
been very successful in the past.





The Community Development Block Grant, we will be applying for is an owner-occupied
housing rehabilitation grant. This grant is a competitive grant that provides assists for
low to moderate income homeowners with repairs on their property to meet minimum
housing standards and address lead hazard concerns. The grant would assist six (6)
single family homes with a maximum of $24,999 in general repairs and an additional
$7,500 for lead reduction work if necessary.

For the residents in our targeted area that meet the requirements the grant acts as a
forgivable loan with a 5-year sliding scale.

The CDBG is a great opportunity for communities in lowa. This funding is made
annually available through the Department of Economic Development to help cities
meet the needs of their aging communities and is a necessary component of our 2036
Comprehensive Plan.
