DATE: 9/12/2016

Attached is the staustcal data for Aug 2016. We responded to 108 inadents in the month of August 2016. Year to date,
we responded to 829 calls, against 824 calls for the same period last year. The busy month moved us ahead of last year. The
rest of the statistics are attached.

We have begun working on the fire grant. We had two of the vendors in to demonstrate projects in the last week. I have
also been working on an Environmental and Historical Preservation application we are required to do as part of the grant. |
also had the privilege of doing a KCRG interview regarding the plant.

All the apparatus, except for 285, the oldest pumper, are in service with no needed repairs. We did have one ambulance
expertence a flat tire during the month, but it was discovered during truck checks and quickly repaired.

Medical Training in August focused on dealing with patients with contamination. We had an evaluation from FEMA later
in the month in how we handle these patients. That evaluation and training is part of the regional response plan for the
DAEC. For Fire training, we went to Darrah’s for three separate nights, and practiced auto extrication skills, cutting apart
vehicles and practicing removing patients. As part of that we discovered a small issue with one of the tools, and was able 10
take it out of service, get it repaired, and back into service in a matter of days.

We conducted several fire inspections during the month, including CCB packaging’s new additon, and both Nixon and
Hiawatha Elementary Schools, and reviewed several site and building plans.

We are preparing for DAEC Shutdown in August. All of the key staff for that project have completed their security and
safety training for the shutdown. It will actually begin September 30 and run about 28 days.

FD staff spent some ume assisting with training for other agencies. We provided CPR training for City employees. 1
went to Shellsburg and provided training on environmental emergencies.

We spent quite a bit a time on funfest, but like the other groups we found it extremely successful. The fire department 5K
had a modest but positive turnout for the first year. Income was supplemented by a $5000 donauon from DAEC as a race
sponsor. We had 5 units in the parade in addition to helping with traffic control. We took two units up to the “touch-a-
truck” activities. Finally, we provided stand by during the fireworks.

We provided stand by at several other events over the last month. An ambulance stood by at the El Kahir 5 K on August
13% and the Palo Mud Drags on August 20t We pave a fire truck ride to the winner of a library reading context, and had

several fire trucks at the Touch a T'ruck on August 5%, prior to the concert.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 65 STOP OR YIELD
REQUIRED §65.01 STOP INTERSECTIONS: (2) STOP INTERSECTION AND
(3) 4-WAY STOPS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA,
IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 65, Section 65.01 Stop Intersections (2.) Stop Intersection and (3.)
4-way Stops, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, lowa, 1996, are hereby
amended as follows:

65.01 STOP INTERSECTIONS. Every driver of a vehicle shall stop at those
intersections in the City which are designated by the Council to be stop intersections.
