WHEREAS, the City has received a proposal from Side by Side Own, L.L.C. (the
"Owner") and Side by Side Develop, L.L.C. (the "Developer"), in the form of a proposed
Purchase, Sale, and Development Agreement (the "Agreement") by and among the City, the
Owner and the Developer, pursuant to which, among other things, the Developer would agree to
construct certain Minimum Improvements (as defined in the Agreement) together with all related
site improvements on real property located within the Urban Renewal Area (the "Development
Property"); and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further proposes that the City will (i) sell the Development
Property to Owner; (ii) provide Phase 1 Economic Development Grants (as defined in the
Agreement) to the Developer in an amount not to exceed $1,615,000; and (iii) provide Phase IV
Economic Development Grants (as defined in the Agreement) to the Developer in an amount not
to exceed $315,000 under the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions set forth in the
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, Iowa Code Chapters 15A and 403 (the "Urban Renewal Law") authorize
cities to make grants for economic development in furtherance of the objectives of an urban
renewal project and to appropriate such funds and make such expenditures as may be necessary
to carry out the purposes of said Chapter, and to levy taxes and assessments for such purposes;
and

WHEREAS, the terms of the Agreement satisfy the "fair market value" and "competitive
bidding" requirements of lowa Code Section 403.8; and
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WHEREAS, in compliance with Sections 403.8, 364.6, and 364.7 of the Code of lowa,
the Council has set forth its proposal to dispose of interests in the Development Property, by
publishing notice of a thirty day competitive bidding period followed by publication of notice of
a public hearing on the Agreement and has held said hearing; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Agreement is in the best interests of the
City and the residents thereof and that the performance by the City of its obligations thereunder
is a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and the Urban Renewal Law
and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder is in furtherance of
appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City within the meaning of
Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code taking into account any or all of the factors set forth in
Chapter 15A, to wit:

a. Businesses that add diversity to or generate new opportunities for the lowa
economy should be favored over those that do not.

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

e Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar lowa businesses
being displaced shall not be considered direct jobs for the purpose of dispensing
funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to notice published as required by law, this Council has held a
public meeting and hearing upon the proposal to approve and authorize execution of the
Agreement, which includes the potential sale of the Development Property (as defined in the
Agreement), and has considered the extent of objections received from residents or property
owners as to said proposed Agreement; and, accordingly the following action is now considered
to be in the best interests of the City and residents thereof.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HIAWATHA IN THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. The Council finds that disposal of interests in the Development Property to the
Owner as set forth in the Agreement will benefit the health, safety and welfare of, and is in the
best interests of the residents of the City. The Council further finds that transfer of the





Development Property will promote economic development in the City and that these benefits,
together with the other consideration provided for in the Agreement, constitute fair consideration
for the disposal of interests in the Development Property under Section 403.8, Code of lowa.

Section 2. The proposal to sell the Development Property to the Owner pursuant to the
terms of the proposed Agreement is hereby approved.

Section 3. That the performance by the City of its obligations under the Agreement,
including but not limited to selling the Development Property to the Owner in connection with
the redevelopment of the Development Property under the terms set forth in the Agreement, be
and is hereby declared to be a public undertaking and purpose and in furtherance of the Plan and
the Urban Renewal Law and, further, that the Agreement and the City's performance thereunder
is in furtherance of appropriate economic development activities and objectives of the City
within the meaning of Chapters 15A and 403 of the lowa Code, taking into account the factors
set forth therein.

Section 4. That the form and content of the Agreement, the provisions of which are
incorporated herein by reference, be and the same hereby are in all respects authorized, approved
and confirmed, and the Mayor and the City Clerk be and they hereby are authorized, empowered
and directed to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement for and on behalf of the City in
substantially the form and content now before this meeting, but with such changes,
modifications, additions or deletions therein as shall be approved by such officers, and that from
and after the execution and delivery of the Agreement, the Mayor and the City Clerk are hereby
authorized, empowered and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such
documents as may be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Agreement as
executed.

The Agreement would further obligate the City to make up to five (5) consecutive annual
payments of Economic Development Grants to Developer consisting of 75% of the Tax
Increments generated by the construction of the Minimum Improvements pursuant to lowa Code
Section 403.19 (not to exceed $141,700 annually), the cumulative total for all such payments not
to exceed the lesser of $708,500, or the amount accrued under the formula outlined in the
proposed Agreement, under the terms and following satisfaction of the conditions set forth in the
Agreement.

A copy of the Agreement is on file for public inspection during regular business hours in
the office of the City Clerk, City Hall, City of Hiawatha, lowa.

At the above meeting the Council shall receive oral or written objections from any
resident or property owner of said City, to the proposal to enter into the Agreement with the
Developer and Tenant. After all objections have been received and considered, the Council will
at this meeting or at any adjournment thereof, take additional action on the proposal or will
abandon the proposal to authorize said Agreement.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 63 SPEED
REGULATIONS §63.01 GENERAL (6) SPECIAL SPEED ZONES (C) 35 MPH SPEED ZONES
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 63 Speed Regulations, Section 63.01 General, (6.) Special Speed Zones of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, Iowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

63.01 GENERAL. Every driver of a motor vehicle on a street shall drive the same at a careful and
prudent speed not greater than nor less than is reasonable and proper, having due regard to the traffic,
surface and width of the street and of any other conditions then existing, and no person shall drive a
vehicle on any street at a speed greater than will permit said driver to bring it to a stop within the assured
clear distance ahead, such driver having the right to assume, however, that all persons using said street
will observe the law.

6. Special Speed Zones
C. 35 MPH SPEED ZONES. A speed in excess of thirty-five (35) miles per hour
is unlawful on any of the following designated streets or parts thereof.
(1) Blairs Ferry Road from east City limits to west City limits;
(2) Center Point Road from south City limits to Willman Street;
3) North Center Point Road from Parsons Drive to the north City limits;
4) Boyson Road from North Center Point Road to Miller Road;

(5) Tower Terrace Road from North Center Point Road to west line of
Section 29-84-7;

(6) Miller Road from Blairs Ferry Road to the north City limits.

(7) Edgewood Road from County Home Road to the south City limits
SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a

whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3. WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage,
approval and publication as provided by law.

Professional Services Agreement through MSA- With the recent purchase of 18 acres
for new park development in the NW territory, we are ready for the planning stages to
see if our visions align with our community’s needs. In doing so this will require a
concept plan through a professional planning service. The concept will include analysis
of our planning thus far along with our goals and objectives, evaluating our existing site,
public engagement through focus groups and putting preliminary cost estimates
together for proper development.

Along with developing a concept plan, we would like to update our Comprehensive Park
plan at the same time. By doing these two projects together we will be able to collect
data that will guide us on the right path for the next 10 years. Right now, our
Comprehensive Park plan is reaching its final years (2010-2020).

Over the last 10 years we have been able to complete many projects. Our biggest
accomplishments include selecting our NW park territory land, adding more park land
(Hodge, Dog Park and NW), improving trail connectivity, adding the bandshell and
expanding our recreation programs for all ages! We still have some ongoing projects
including trail lighting around our park trails, adding pollinator habitats and deciding
whether a skate park and basketball court are still high on the rankings in our
community. If a project was not complete from the past plan it was based on the
direction of the park and rec Commission members and the City Council. With a dog
park, Hodge Property, and an 18-acre park it will be a great opportunity to update where
we are at and the future moving forward in Parks and Recreation.

With many residents’ sharing their opinions on Hodge Property as well as what the 18-
acre park will looks like, we want to make sure we are steering in the right direction.
Based on the Citizen survey that was completed in 2016, there are suggestions to look at
more trail connectivity, development of a civic recreation center, and more ADA features






at our playgrounds and park facilities. To gain more understanding from our residents
we will be putting together focus groups to help guide us in the process.

When working through the 2018 strategic plan, you as council asked for a study on a
civic recreation center. This comp plan would allow us to further investigate ideas and
suggestions based on the needs in Hiawatha.

Both of these projects together will take nearly 6 months to complete. It will be a great
opportunity for you, as a Council to get involved in the development of our future park,
along with the existing features our City currently has and the direction we would like to
take over the next ten years. MSA will have 3 to 4 meetings with our Park Commission
along with 1 to 2 with you as Council to collect feedback and generate ideas and
suggestions for our plan.

The Park Commission would like to recommend MSA Professional Services to complete
both projects. MSA has been very involved in other city projects in the last few years and
has a great deal of information about our City from the recent City Master Plan and other
engineering projects. Because these two projects go hand in hand, we can save cost by
combining the two projects into one contract and working with a company that has
quality work and specialization in park planning.

By having funding left from the sale of the 18 acres, this will allow us to complete the
contracted work. Below you will see what is covered, and the process we will go through
over the next six months. The total for the two projects comes out to $21,900 a cost
savings of $6,300 by combining the two projects.

The Comprehensive Plan shows
this area as a preferred less-dense residential area.

Report:

Site Considerations: The site development allows for access to necessary utilities, and meets the minimum
standards for lot sizes, lot frontages and street access. The developer is proposing public streets, sidewalks,
street lights and utilities located in the ROW. Easements are detailed to accommodate other utilities such as
communication wires.

The improvements are to be constructed by the developer in accordance with current metro standards. A sewer
lift station is included for the sanitary system and will become part of the accepted improvements for the final
plat. Staff has reviewed the preliminary plat for compliance to our platting specifications and the following
additional issues have been addressed.

The R-3 setback requirements are noted.

Developable lots are outside the flood plain.

Access to the development is through two openings on Todd Hills Road and one from Reed Road.
No access from private lots will be allowed onto Todd Hills Road.

The method for storm water management includes a home-owners-association shared detention basin.
Inlets and pipes for storm drainage and the sewer lift are located in designated utility easements.

Preliminary Plat

Engineering has reviewed the preliminary plat for the property located west of Edgewood Road
and south of Todd Hills Road. This is approximately 50 acres of agricultural property that was
recently annexed into the city. The draft proposal shown for this property is approximately 90
new residential lots of about % acre in size.

Currently, the sewer and water utilities are already installed adjacent to the property from the
east. Water service is more than adequate and can be looped throughout the addition. The
sanitary sewer is installed to the property from the Pines at Turtle Creek addition. However,
because of the elevation change, a small package sewer life station will be required to serve the
entire property. The policy would be for the developer to install the pump station and the City
would take over the maintenance as we do with all other developments.

During the plat review process, we asked for a minimum of two public access roads to be
connected to Todd Hills Road to supplement the existing access available on Reed Road. We
also asked for the internal loop street system to be renamed for the ease of understanding street
addresses for emergency services. Both these request were complied with.

The proposed street layout is in substantial compliance with the anticipated low density
residential subdivision and will allow adequate street and utility access. The street, sewer, and
water design plans will be developed using the 2018 SUDAS Standards. The only major change
from our current Metro Standards will be the street width can be reduced from 28 feet to 26 feet.
Along with that change, we will remove parking from one side of all streets.

Site Considerations: The site development allows for access to necessary utilities, and has the adequate area for
the required parking, landscaping, open space, and other accessory uses planned for the proper functioning of
the development. The developer is proposing public streets with utilities located in the ROW of the public
streets. City staff has reviewed the plans for compliance to our platting specifications and the following issues
have been addressed.

1. The new C-4 setback requirements are noted.

2. A new standard for access spacing on Tower Terrace is now in place. The applicant is aware the Anchor
Drive intersection and the driveway entrance west of Anchor Drive may become right-in-right-out with
the future design of Tower Terrace Road. No additional access will be permitted on Tower Terrace
Road.

Access to NCPR has been modified to accommodate possible future development west of NCPR.

4. Sidewalks and trails in accordance with Metro Standards on all streets abutting this development have
been detailed.

This is approximately 40 acres east of Center Point Road and south of Tower Terrace Road that had an
original preliminary plat approved in the 1990’s. The additions of the 1% through the 8" have been
previously approved and developed. The 9" addition was just recently approved, but included a
proposed street and lot layout that made the old preliminary plat not valid with the current development
schedule. For that reason, we requested that the preliminary plat be revised to match the intent of how
the area will be developed.

This revised preliminary plat better represents the recent opportunities for growth and how this area
would most likely be developed in the future. It provides for an additional access to North Center Point
Road and to Tower Terrace Road. However, the access to Tower Terrace may be a right-in and right-
out sometime in the future. The proximity to the Stamy Road intersection does not meet our intended
access spacing on Tower Terrace Road. As the land develops on the north side of Tower Terrace,
opposing access drives might also require the installation of channelizing islands to control traffic
conflicts. The developer is aware of the possibility.

The proposed roadway and lot layout is substantially in compliance with the intent of a commercial
area. The plan allows for the necessary installation of adequate public utilities and access to serve the
future growth.

The Authority, prior
to release of funds under this Contract, shall review and approve the Recipient's Residential Anti/Displacement and Relocation
Assistance Plan, consistent with the requirements of Section 104(d) of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974,

6.6 ADMINISTRATIVE PLAN. The Recipient shall establish a written Administrative Plan that is consistent with the
approved Application and in compliance with the Housing Fund Administrative Rules and the required elements of the
Authority's model of the Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Administrative Plan (as applicable). The release of housing funds shall
be contingent upon the Authority's receipt of the Administrative Plan. The Authority reserves the right to withhold funding if it
determines that the Recipient's Administrative Plan is not adequate to ensure the operation of the activity in compliance with
the state and Federal requirements.

6.7 SUB-RECIPIENT AGREEMENT. Prior to release of funds under this Contract and prior to the Recipient entering
into a Sub-Recipient Agreement for the administration of this award, the Recipient shall seek and obtain the Authority's review
and approval of the Recipient's proposed Sub-Recipient Agreement (as applicable).

ARTICLE 7
REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES OF RECIPIENT

To induce the Authority to make the Grant referred to in this Contract, the Recipient represents, covenants and warrants that:

7.1 AUTHORITY. The Recipient is duly authorized and empowered to execute and deliver the Contract. All required
actions on the Recipient's part, such as appropriate resolution of its governing board for the execution and delivery of the
Contract, have been effectively taken.

All financial statements and related materials concerning the Project provided to the
Authority are true and correct in all material respects and completely and accurately represent the subject matter thereof as of
the Effective Date of the statements and related materials, and no material adverse change has occurred since that date.

7.3 APPLICATION. The contents of the Application the Recipient submitted to the Authority for funding is a complete
and accurate representation of the Project as of the date of submission and there has been no material adverse change in the
organization, operation, or key personnel of the Recipient since the date the Recipient submitted its Application to the
Authority.

There are no actions, lawsuits or proceedings at law or in equity, or before any governmental or administrative
authority pending or, to the knowledge of the Recipient, threatened against or affecting the Recipient or any property involved
in the Project.

7.5 PRIOR AGREEMENTS. The Recipient has not entered into any verbal or written contracts, agreements or
arrangements of any kind which are inconsistent with the Contract.

7.6 EFFECTIVE DATE. The covenants, warranties and representations of this Article are made as of the Effective Date
of this Contract and shall be deemed to be renewed and restated by the Recipient at the time of each advance or request for
disbursement

of funds.
ARTICLE 8
COVENANTS OF THE RECIPIENT
8.1 AFFIRMATIVE COVENANTS. Until the Project has been closed out, audited, and approved by the Authority, the

Recipient covenants with the Authority that:

(a) PROJECT WORK AND SERVICES. The Recipient shall perform the work and services detailed in the "Budget
Activity” by the End Date.

ARTICLE 9
DEFAULT AND REMEDIES

9.1 EVENTS OF DEFAULT. The following shall constitute Events of Default under this Contract:

(a) MATERIAL MISREPRESENTATION. If at any time any representation, warranty or statement made or furnished to
the Authority by, or on behalf of, the Recipient in connection with this Contract or to induce the Authority to make a grant to the
Recipient shall be determined by the Authority to be incorrect, false, misleading or erroneous in any material respect when
made or furnished and shall not have been remedied to the Authority's satisfaction within thirty (30) days after written notice by
the Authority is given to the Recipient.
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(b) NONCOMPLIANCE. If there is a failure by the Recipient to comply with any of the covenants, terms or conditions
contained in this Contract.

(c) END DATE. If the Project, in the sole judgment of the Authority, is not completed on or before the End Date.

(d) MISSPENDING. If the Recipient expends Grant proceeds for purposes not described in the Application, this
Contract, or as authorized by the Authority.

(e) INSURANCE. If loss, theft, damage, or destruction of any substantial portion of the property of the Recipient occurs
for which there is either no insurance coverage or for which, in the opinion of the Authority, there is insufficient insurance
coverage. This provision applies to the project as appropriate.

9.2 NOTICE OF DEFAULT. In the event of default, the Authority shall issue a written notice of default providing therein
a fifteen (15) day period in which the Recipient shall have an opportunity to cure, provided that cure is possible and feasible,

9.3 REMEDIES UPON DEFAULT. If, after opportunity to cure, the default remains, the Authority shall have the right in
addition to any rights and remedies specifically to it to do one or more of the following:

The Recipient shall request Project funds only as needed and shail not
have more than five hundred dollars ($500.00) of Grant proceeds, including earned interest, on hand for a period of longer than
ten (10) working days, after which time any surplus amount shall be returned to the Authority.

11.2 BINDING EFFECT. This Contract shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of the Authority and Recipient
and their respective successors, legal representatives and assigns. The obligations, covenants, warranties,
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acknowledgments, waivers, agreements, terms, provisions and conditions of this Contract shall be jointly and severally
enforceable against the parties to this Contract.

11.3 SURVIVAL OF CONTRACT. If any portion of this Contract is held to be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder
shall be valid and enforceable. The provisions of this Contract shall survive the execution of all instruments herein mentioned
and shall continue in full force until the Project is completed as determined by the Authority.

11.4 GOVERNING LAW. This Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of lowa, and any
action relating to the Contract shall only be commenced in the lowa District Court for Polk County or the United States District
Court for the Southern District of lowa.

11.5 NOTICES. Whenever this Contract requires or permits any funding request, notice, report, or written request by one
party to another, it shall be in delivered through lowaGrants.gov. Alternately the Authority may rely on the United States Mail as
the Authority deems appropriate. Any such notice given hereunder shall be deemed delivered upon the earlier of actual receipt
or two (2) business days after posting. The Authority may rely on the address of the Recipient set forth heretofore, as modified
from time to time, as being the address of the Recipient.

11.6 WAIVERS. No waiver by the Authority of any default hereunder shall operate as a waiver of any other default or of
the same default on any future occasion. No delay on the part of the Authority in exercising any right or remedy hereunder
shall operate as a waiver thereof. No single or partial exercise of any right or remedy by the Authority shall preclude future
exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right or remedy.

TIET LIMITATION. It is agreed by the Recipient that the Authority shall not, under any circumstances, be obligated
financially under this Contract except to disburse funds according to the terms of the Contract.

11.8 HEADINGS. The headings in this Contract are intended solely for convenience of reference and shall be given no
effect in the construction and interpretation of this Contract.

11.9 INTEGRATION. This Contract contains the entire understanding between the Recipient and the Authority and any
representations that may have been made before or after the signing of this Contract, which are not contained herein, are
nonbinding, void and of no effect. None of the parties have relied on any such prior representation in entering into this
Contract.

11.10 COUNTERPARTS. This Contract may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed
to be an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

11.11 IOWAGRANTS.GOV. The Authority reserves the right to require the Recipient to utilize the lowaGrants.gov system
to conduct business associated with this Contract.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM
October 18, 2016
1.0 AMENDMENT.
(a) WRITING REQUIRED. The Contract may only be amended through written prior approval of the Authority

through lowaGrants.gov. Examples of situations where amendments are required include extensions for completion of Project
activities, changes to the Project including, but not limited to, alteration of existing approved activities or inclusion of new
activities.

(b) UNILATERAL MODIFICATION. Notwithstanding paragraph "a" above, the Authority may unilaterally
modify the Contract at will in order to accommodate any change in the Act or any change in the interpretation of the Act or any
applicable Federal, State or local laws, regulations, rules or policies. A copy of such unilateral modification will be given to the
Recipient as an amendment to this Contract.

(c) AUTHORITY REVIEW. The Authority will consider whether an amendment request is so substantial as to
necessitate reevaluating the Authority’s original funding decision on the Project. An amendment will be denied if it substantially
alters the circumstances under which the Project funding was originally approved; if it does not meet requirements set forth in
261 lowa Administrative Code, as applicable; or if it conflicts with the Program Rules.

2.0 AUDIT REQUIREMENTS.

(a) SINGLE AUDIT. The Recipient shall ensure that an audit is performed in accordance with the Single Audit
Act Amendment of 1996; OMB 2 CFR part 200, subpart E; and OMB 2 CFR part 200, subpart F, as applicable; and the lowa
CDBG Management Guide.

(b) ADDITIONAL AUDIT. As a condition of the grant to the Recipient, the Authority reserves the right to
require the Recipient to submit to a post Project completion audit and review in addition to the audit required above.

3.0 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS. The Recipient shall comply with all applicable State and Federal
laws, rules, ordinances, regulations and orders and orders including all Federal laws and regulations described in 24 CFR
subpart K.

4.0 UNALLOWABLE COSTS. If the Authority determines at any time, whether through monitoring, audit, closeout
procedures or by other means or process, that the Recipient has expended funds which are unallowable, the Recipient will be
notified of the questioned costs and given an opportunity to justify questioned costs prior to the Authority's final determination
of the disallowance of costs. Appeals of any determinations will be handled in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 17A,
lowa Code. If itis the Authority's final determination that costs previously paid by the Authority are unallowable under the
terms of the Contract, the expenditures will be disallowed and the Recipient shall repay to the Authority any and all disallowed
costs. Real property under the Recipient's control in excess of $25,000 and equipment that was acquired or improved in whole
or in part with CDBG funds shall be used to meet one of the National Objectives pursuant to 24 CFR 570.208 until five (5)
years after expiration of the Agreement. If Recipient fails to use CDBG assisted real property that meets a National Objective
during the five (5) year period the Recipient shall pay IEDA an amount equal to the current fair market value of the property
less any portion of the value attributable to expenditures of non-CDBG funds for acquisition or improvement to the real
property.

5.0 PROGRAM INCOME. All program income, as defined in 2 CFR part 200, subpart E; 24 CFR 570.489: and 261 lowa
Administrative Code, if applicable; shall be added to the Project "Budget Activity" and used to further eligible Project objectives
as defined in the Contract and the "Budget Activity" in the CDBG Application for funding. Program income not used to further
Project objectives will be deducted from the total Project "Budget Activity" for the purpose of determining the amount of
reimbursable costs under the Contract.

7.0 SUSPENSION. When the Recipient has failed to comply with the Contract, award conditions or standards, the

Authority may, on reasonable notice to the Recipient, suspend the Contract and withhold future payments, or prohibit the
Recipient from incurring additional obligations of CDBG funds. Suspension may continue until the Recipient completes the
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corrective action as required by the Authority. The Authority may allow such necessary and proper costs which the Recipient
could not reasonably avoid during the period of suspension provided the Authority concludes that such costs meet the
provisions of HUD regulations issued pursuant to OMB 2 CFR part 200, subpart E.

8.0 TERMINATION.

Any costs previously paid by the Authority which are subsequently determined to be
unallowable through audit, monitoring, or closeout procedures shall be returned to the Authority within thirty (30) days of the
disallowance.

10.0 ENFORCEMENT EXPENSES. The Recipient shall pay upon demand any and all reasonable fees and expenses of
the Authority, including the fees and expenses of its attorneys, experts and agents, in connection with the exercise or
enforcement of any of the rights of the Authority under this Contract.

The Recipient shall indemnify and hold harmless the Authority, its officers and employees, from
and against any and all losses, accruing or resulting from any and all claims subcontractors, laborers and any other person,
firm or corporation furnishing or supplying work, services, materials or supplies in connection with the performance of this
Contract, and from any and all claims and losses accruing or resulting to any person, firm or corporation who may be injured or
damaged by the Recipient in the performance of this Contract.

12.0 CONFLICT OF INTEREST.

(a) GENERAL. Except for the use of CDBG funds to pay salaries and other related administrative or
personnel costs, no persons identified in paragraph (b) below who exercise or have exercised any functions or responsibilities
with respect to CDBG assisted activities or who are in a position to participate in a decision making process or gain inside
information with regard to such activities may obtain a personal or financial interest or benefit from a CDBG assisted activity or
have an interest in any contract, subcontract or agreement with respect thereto, or the proceeds thereunder, either for
themselves or those with whom they have family or business ties, during their tenure or for one year thereafter.

(b) PERSONS COVERED. The conflict of interest provisions described above apply to any person who is an
employee, agent, consultant, officer, or elected or appointed official of the Recipient, or of any designated public agencies, or
subrecipients which are receiving CDBG funds.

(c) CONFLICTS OF INTEREST. Chapter 68B, Code of lowa, the "lowa Public Officials Act", shall be adhered
to by the Recipient, its officials and employees.

The Recipient shall comply with all relevant provisions
of the lowa Civil Rights Act of 1965 as amended; Chapter 19B.7, and Chapter 216, Code of lowa; Federal Executive Order
11246, as amended; Title VI of the U.S. Civil Rights Act of 1964 as amended (42 U.S.C. Section 2000d et seq.); the Fair Labor
Standards Act (29 U.S.C. Section 201 et seq.); The Americans with Disabilities Act, as applicable, (P.L. 101 336, 42 U.S.C.
12101-12213); Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 as amended (29 U.S.C. Section 794); and the Age Discrimination
Act of 1975 as amended (42 U.S.C. Section 6101 et seq.). The Recipient will furnish all information and reports requested by
the State of lowa or required by or pursuant to the rules and regulations thereof and will permit access to payroll and
employment records by the State of lowa to investigate compliance with these rules and regulations.

(e) CERTIFICATION REGARDING GOVERNMENT-WIDE RESTRICTION ON LOBBYING. The Recipient
certifies, to the best of his or her knowledge and belief, that:

(i) No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the Recipient, to any
person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress,
an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with awarding any
Federal contract, making any Federal grant, making any Federal loan, entering into any cooperative agreement,
and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any Federal contract, grant, loan, or
cooperative agreement.

(ii) If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for
influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or
employee, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with this Federal contract, grant, loan, or
cooperative agreement, the Recipient shall complete and submit Standard Form-LLL, "Disclosure Form to
Report Federal Lobbying" in accordance with its instruction.

(iii) The Recipient shall require that the language of this certification be included in the award documents for all
subawards at all tiers (including subcontracts, subgrants, and contracts under grants, loans, and cooperative
agreements) and that all subrecipients shall certify and disclose accordingly.

(iv) This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when this transaction
was made or entered into. Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making or entering into this
transaction imposed by section 1352, title 31, U.S. Code. Any person who fails to file the required certification
shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000 and not more than $100,000 for each such failure.

(f) PROGRAM NONDISCRIMINATION. The Recipient shall conform with requirements of Title VI of the Civil
Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d et seq.) and HUD regulations issued pursuant thereto contained in 24 CFR Part 1. No
person in the United States shall, on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex or religion or religious affiliation, be excluded
from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity funded in whole
or in part with funds made available through this Contract. Any prohibition against discrimination on the basis of age under the
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Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 U.S.C. 6101 et. seq.) or with respect to an otherwise qualified individual with a disability as
provided in the Americans with Disabilities Act, as applicable, (P.L. 101 336, 42 U.S.C. 12101 12213) or Section 504 of the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. Section 794) shall also apply to any such program activity, or Project.

(9) FAIR HOUSING. The Recipient shall comply with Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 3601
et seq.), generally known as the Fair Housing Act, and with HUD regulations found at 24 CFR Part 107, issued in compliance
with Federal Executive Order 11063, as amended by Federal Executive Order 12259. The recipient shall also comply with
Section 109, Title | of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended.

(h) SECTION 3 COMPLIANCE. The Recipient shall comply with provisions for training, employment, and
contracting in accordance with24 CFR part 135, Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 (12 U.S.C.
1701u). All section 3 covered contracts shall include the following clause (referred to as the section 3 clause):

(i) The work to be performed under this contract is subject to the requirements of section 3 of the Housing
and Urban Development Act of 1968, as amended, 12 U.S.C. 1701u (section 3). The purpose of section 3 is to
ensure that employment and other economic opportunities generated by HUD assistance or HUD-assisted
projects covered by section 3, shall, to the greatest extent feasible, be directed to low- and very low-income
persons, particularly persons who are recipients of HUD assistance for housing.

The Recipient will not attempt to recover any capital costs of public
improvements assisted in whole or part under this Contract by assessing any amount against properties owned and occupied
by persons of low and moderate income, including any fee charged or assessment made as a condition of obtaining access to
such public improvements, unless (i) funds received under this Contract are used to pay the proportion of such fee or
assessment that relates to the capital costs of such public improvements that are financed from revenue sources other than
under Title | of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, or (ii) for purposes of assessing any
amount against properties owned and occupied by persons of low and moderate income who are not persons of very low
income, the Recipient has certified to the Authority that it lacks sufficient funds received under Title | of the Housing and
Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, to comply with the requirements of clause (i) above.

17.0 FEDERAL GOVERNMENT RIGHTS. If all or a portion of the funding used to pay for the Deliverables is being
provided through a grant from the Federal Government, Contractor acknowledges and agrees that pursuant to applicable
federal laws, regulations, circulars and bulletins, the awarding agency of the Federal Government reserves certain rights
including, without limitation a royalty-free, non-exclusive and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish or otherwise use, and to
authorize others to use, for Federal Government purposes, the Deliverables developed under this Contract and the copyright in
and to such Deliverables.

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PROCUREMENT POLICY

This Procurement Policy of the City of Hiawatha (hereinafter referenced as “Recipient’) is
applied with respect to funding assistance awarded from the Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) Program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), by
the lowa Economic Development Authority (IEDA), as specified in 2 CFR Part 200.317 -
200.326

PURPOSE

The purpose of this Procurement Policy is to ensure that sound business judgment is utilized in
all procurement transactions and that supplies, equipment, construction, and services are
obtained efficiently and economically and in compliance with applicable federal law and
executive orders and to ensure that all procurement transactions will be conducted in a manner
that provides full and open competition.

APPLICATION

This policy applies to the procurement of all supplies, equipment, construction, and services of
and for the Recipient as related to the implementation and administration of CDBG Program
award. All procurement will be done in accordance with 2CFR Part 200 and Appendix Il to Part
200, or as may be amended.

POLICY
GENERAL PROCUREMENT PRACTICES

Recipient will adhere to the following general procurement practices: document procurement
standards; maintain oversight of contractors to ensure performance in accord with standards;
avoid acquisition of unnecessary of duplicative items; encourage procurement or use of shared
goods and services; use Federal excess and surplus property when feasible; encourage value-
engineering clauses in construction contracts; award contracts only to responsible contractors;
limit use of time and materials contracting; and use good administrative judgment to settle all
contractual and administrative issues.

COMPETITION

Recipient will provide full and open competition; prohibit use of state or local geographical
preferences; develop written procedures for procurement transactions to ensure competition is
not restricted; and ensure that pre-qualified lists are current.

METHODS OF PROCUREMENT

Procurement under grants shall be made by one of the following methods, as described herein:
(a) micro-purchase; (b) small purchase procedures; (c) sealed bids (formal advertising); (d)
competitive proposals; (e) noncompetitive proposals.

A. Micro-purchase includes the acquisition of supplies or services that do not exceed $3,000
(or $2,000 for acquisitions for construction subject to Davis-Bacon Act)





B. Small purchase procedures are relatively simple and informal procurement methods that are
sound and appropriate for the procurement of services, supplies, or other property, costing
in aggregate not more than $150,000. If small purchase procedures are used for a
procurement under a grant, price or rate quotations (minimum of 2) shall be obtained from
an adequate number of qualified sources.

C. In sealed bids (formal advertising), sealed bids are publicly solicited and a firm-fixed-price
contract (lump sum or unit price) is awarded to the responsible bidder whose bid,
conforming with all of the material terms and conditions of the invitation for bids, is the
lowest in price. The sealed bids method is the required method for procuring construction.

1. In order for formal advertising to be feasible, appropriate conditions must be present,
including, at a minimum, the following:

a) A complete, adequate and realistic specification or purchase description is available.

b) Two or more responsible bidders are willing and able to compete effectively for
Recipient’s business; and

c) The procurement lends itself to a firm-fixed-price contract, and the selection of the
successful bidder can be made principally on the basis of price.

2. When sealed bids are used for a procurement under a grant, the following requirements
apply:

a) A sufficient time prior to the date set for opening of bids, bids shall be solicited
(publicly advertised) from an adequate number of known suppliers.

b) The invitation for bids, including specifications and pertinent attachments, shall
clearly define the items or services needed in order for the bidders to properly
respond to the invitation for bids.

c) All bids shall be opened publicly at the time and place stated in the invitation for bids.

d) A firm-fixed-price contract award shall be made by written notice to that responsible
bidder whose bid, conforming to the invitation for bids, is lowest. Where specified in
the bidding documents, factors such as discounts, transportation costs, and life cycle
costs shall be considered in determining which bid is lowest. Payment discounts
may only be used to determine low bid when prior experience of Recipient indicates
that such discounts are generally taken.

e) Any or all bids may be rejected if there are sound documented business reasons in
the best interest of the program.

D. Procurement by competitive proposals is normally conducted with more than one source
submitting an offer, and either a fixed-price or cost-reimbursable type contract is awarded,
as appropriate. ~Competitive proposals are generally used when conditions are not
appropriate for the use of sealed bids. If the competitive proposals method is used for a
procurement under a grant, the following requirements apply:





1. Requests for Proposals shall be publicized and identify all evaluation factors and their
relative importance. Any response to publicized requests for proposals shall be honored
to the maximum extent practical.

2. Requests for Proposals shall be solicited from an adequate number of qualified sources.

3. Recipient shall have a method for conducting evaluations of the proposals received and
for selecting awardees.

4. Awards will be made to the responsible offeror whose proposal will be most
advantageous to the procuring party, with price (other than architectural/engineering)
and other factors considered. Unsuccessful offerors will be promptly notified in writing.

5. Recipient should use competitive proposal procedures for qualification-based
procurement of architectural/engineering (A/E) professional services whereby
competitor's qualifications are evaluated and the most qualified competitor is selected,
subject to negotiation of fair and reasonable compensation. The method, where price is
not used as a selection factor, can only be used in the procurement of A/E professional
services. It cannot be used to procure other types of services (e.g., administration
professional services) even though A/E firms are a potential source to perform the
proposed effort.

. Noncompetitive proposals is procurement through solicitation of a proposal from only one
source, or after solicitation from a number of sources, competition is determined inadequate.
Noncompetitive proposals may be used only when the award of a contract is infeasible
under small purchase procedures, sealed bids (formal advertising), or competitive
proposals. Circumstances under which a contract may be awarded by noncompetitive
proposals are limited to the following:

1. The item is available from only a single source;
2. After solicitation of a number of sources, competition is determined inadequate;

3. A public exigency or emergency exists when the urgency for the requirement will not
permit a delay incident to competitive solicitation; and

4. The awarding agency (IEDA) authorizes noncompetitive proposals. (Sole source
procurement for supplies, equipment, construction, and services valued at $25,000 or
more must have prior approval of the lowa Economic Development Authority).

. Recipient will provide, to the greatest extent possible, that contracts be awarded to qualified
small and minority firms, women business enterprises, and labor surplus area firms
whenever they are potential sources.

. Any other method of procurement must have prior approval of the lowa Economic
Development Authority.





RECYCLED MATERIALS

Recipient will procure items with the highest percentage of recycled materials practical.
Recipients shall include in all request for proposals and bid documents over $10,000 the
following language:

“The contractor agrees to comply with all requirements of Section 6002 of the Resource of
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), as amended (42 U.S.C. 6962), including but not
limited to the regulatory provisions of 40 CFR Part 247, and Executive Order 12873, as they
apply to the procurement of the items designated in Subpart B of 40 CFR Part 247"

CONTRACT PRICING

A. The cost plus a percentage of cost and percentage of construction cost method of
contracting shall not be used.

B. Recipient shall perform some form of cost/price analysis for every procurement action,
including modifications, amendments or change orders.

PROCUREMENT RECORDS

Recipient shall maintain records sufficient to detail the significant history of a procurement,
including the rationale for the method of procurement, selection of contract type, contractor
selection or rejection, and the basis for the contract price. (Recipient) shall make technical
specifications and procurement documents available for review upon request.

APPLICATION
This Code of Conduct applies to all officers, employees, or agents of the City of Hiawatha
engaged in the award or administration of contracts supported by federal grant funds.

REQUIREMENTS

No officer, employee, or agent of City of Hiawatha shall participate in the selection, award, or
administration of a contract supported by federal grant funds, if a conflict of interest, real or
apparent, would be involved. Such a conflict would arise when:

a. The employee, officer, or agent;

b. Any member of his/her immediate family;

c. His/her partner; or

d. An organization which employs, or is about to employ any of the above;

has a financial or other interest in the firm selected for award.

City of Hiawatha officers, employees, or agents shall neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favors,
or anything of monetary value from contractors, potential contractors, or subcontractors.

FRAUD, WASTE AND ABUSE

City of Hiawatha has zero tolerance for the commission or concealment of acts of fraud, waste, or
abuse. All officers, employees, or agents shall notify the City of Hiawatha of suspected actions.
Allegations of such acts will be investigated and pursued to their logical conclusion, including
legal action where warranted. Concerns may be reported to the Hiawatha City Clerk, 101

REMEDIES

POLICY ON THE PROHIBITION OF THE USE OF EXCESSIVE FORCE

WHEREAS, the City of Hiawatha has received federal funding through the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) program; and,

WHEREAS, Section 519 of the Department of Veteran Affairs and U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development, and Independent Agencies Appropriations Act of
1990 requires that all CDBG recipients adopt and enforce a policy to prohibit the use of
excessive force by law enforcement agencies within the recipient’s jurisdiction against
any individuals engaged in non-violent civil rights demonstrations; and

WHEREAS, all recipients of CDBG funds are further required to follow a policy of
enforcing applicable state and local laws against physically barring entrances or exits to
a facility that is the subject of a nonviolent protest demonstration; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hiawatha endorses a policy prohibiting the use of excessive
force and will inform all law enforcement agencies within its jurisdiction of this policy,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Hiawatha hereby prohibits any law
enforcement agency operating within its jurisdiction from using excessive force against
any individuals engaged in nonviolent civil rights demonstrations. In addition, the City of
Hiawatha agrees to enforce any applicable state or local laws against physically barring
entrances or exits from a facility or location that is the subject of a non-violent protest
demonstration. The City of Hiawatha further pledges enforcement of this policy within its
jurisdiction and encourages any individual or group who feels that the City of Hiawatha
has not complied with this policy to file a complaint.

RESIDENTIAL ANTI-DISPLACEMENT AND RELOCATION
ASSISTANCE PLAN

This Residential Anti-displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan (RARAP) is prepared by city of
Hiawatha in accordance with the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended; and
HUD regulations at 24 CFR 42.325 and is applicable to our CDBG, UDAG and/or HOME-assisted
projects.

Minimize Displacement

Consistent with the goals and objectives of activities assisted under the Act, the City will take steps to
minimize the direct and indirect displacement of persons from their homes that may include the
following:

1.Coordinate code enforcement with rehabilitation and housing Assistance programs.

2.Evaluate housing codes and rehabilitation standards in reinvestment areas to prevent undue financial
burden on established owners and tenants.

3.State rehabilitation of apartment units to allow tenants to remain in the building/complex during and
after the rehabilitation, working with empty units first.

4. Arrange for facilities to house persons who must be relocated temporarily during rehabilitation.

5.Adopt policies to identify and mitigate displacement resulting from intensive public investment in
neighborhood.

6.Adopt policies which provide reasonable protection for tenants faced with conversion to a
condominium or cooperative.

7.Adopt tax assessment policies, such as deferred tax payment plans, to reduce impact of increasing
property tax assessments on lower income owner-occupants or tenants in revitalizing areas.

Relocation Assistance to Displaced Persons

The City will provide relocation assistance for lower-income tenants who, in connection with an activity
assisted under the CDBG and/or HOME Programs, move permanently or move personal property from
real property as a direct result of the demolition of any dwelling unit or the conversion of a lower-income
dwelling unit in accordance with the requirements of 24 CFR 42.350. A displaced person who is not a
lower-income tenant, will be provided relocation assistance in accordance with the Uniform Relocation
Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended, and implementing
regulations at 49 CFR Part 24.

One-for-One Replacement of Lower-Income Dwelling Units

The City will replace all occupied and vacant occupiable lower-income dwelling units demolished or
converted to use other than lower-income housing in connection with a project assisted with funds
provided under the CDBG and/or Programs in accordance with 24 CFR 42.375.

Before entering into a contract committing the City to provide funds for a project that will directly result
in demolition or conversion of lower-income dwelling units, the City will make public by publication in a
newspaper of general circulation and submit to IEDA the following information in writing:

1. A description of the proposed assisted project;

2.The address, number of bedrooms, and location on a map of lower-income dwelling units that will be
demolished or converted to a use other than as lower- income housing as a result of an assisted
project;

3.A time schedule for the commencement and completion of the demolition or conversion;





4.To the extent known, the address, number of lower-income dwelling units by size (number of
bedrooms) and location on a map of the replacement lower-income housing that has been or will be
provided.

5.The source of funding and a time schedule for the provision of the replacement housing;

6.The basis for concluding that the replacement housing unit will remain a lower- income dwelling unit
for at least 10 years from the date of initial occupancy.

7. Information demonstrating that any proposed replacement of lower-income dwelling units with
smaller dwelling units (e.g., a 2-bedroom unit with two 1-bedroom units), or any proposed
replacement of efficiency or single-room occupancy (SRO) units with units of a different size, is
appropriate and consistent with the housing needs an priorities identified in the HUD-approved
Consolidated Plan and 24 CFR 42.375(b).

To the extent that the specific location of the replacement housing and other data in items 4 through 7 are
not available at the time of the general submission, the City will identify the general location of such
housing on a map and complete the disclosure and submission requirements as soon as the specific data
are available.

Replacement not Required Based on Unit Availability

Under 24 CFR 42.375(d), the City may submit a request to IEDA for a determination that the one-for-one
replacement requirement does not apply based on objective data that there is an adequate supply of vacant
lower-income dwelling units in standard condition available on a non-discriminatory basis within the
area.

The City, which may be contacted at 319-393-1515, is responsible for tracking the replacement of lower
income dwelling units and ensuring that it is provided within the required period. The City is also
responsible for providing relocation payments and other relocation assistance to any lower-income person
displaced by the demolition of any dwelling unit or the conversion of lower-income dwelling units to
another use.

Description: Engineering Department Report

e Working with Public Works on various projectsd.

e Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final plats, and
rezoning requests.

e The Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction project is now complete.
Final project close-out and acceptance documents are prepared and submitted to Council for this
meeting.

e The contractor, Horsfield Construction from Epworth lowa, is complete with the concrete overlay of
Edgewood Road from County Home Road south the Hiawatha City limits. We are reviewing the final
documents and will keep the Council updated as to the final acceptance of this project.

e The 2018 Robins Road Pavement rehabilitation project has been published for bids. The plans and
specifications include approximately 2000 feet of asphalt street removal, full depth reclamation of
the existing base with Portland cement and a new 4 inch thick asphalt surface. There will be short
term street closures while the work is accomplished, however detour routes will be established with
signing provided for guidance. We will have bids for the Council at the next meeting.

e We are working to update our construction specifications for all work done in Hiawatha to the
Statewide Urban Design and Specifications Program. (SUDAS). We are reviewing the documents in
conjunction with Cedar Rapids and both cities plan to replace the Metro Design Standards used since
about 2006. The schedule for adoption is set for October of 2018.

e We are completed with the design of the sanitary sewer extension on the east side of Edgewood Road
approximately 2000 feet south of Hunt Road. This sewer will serve the existing Sari property that was
annexed into the City approximately 7 years ago. This project also includes the replacement of the
pump station pressure line on Mitchell Drive. We plan to set a public hearing the September and





receive bids in October. The contract can then be approved for the construction, which should start in
November. The completion date for the contract will be next spring.

The contractor, Rathje Construction from Marion is substantially complete with removal and
replacement of 2 sections of Emmons Street. The area just east of the railroad to the new intersection
and the area between 9™ Avenue and 10" Avenue. We are now preparing the final documents for
acceptance of the project.

Council has authorized moving ahead with the Robins Road Planning Study for the area between the
new intersection at Center Point Road and Boyson Road. We have a request for Qualifications posted
on the web site and are in the process of contacting firms to determine their interest and capabilities in
performing the anticipated scope of work. The study area will take several months to complete so we
anticipate a spring completion date. We are looking for 2 Council members who would be willing to sit
on the steering committee. You can view the request for qualifications on the City of Hiawatha website
at www.hiawatha-iowa.com /Departments/ Engineering/ Projects & Bids.

The Metropolitan Planning Organization is finalizing the Tower Terrace Roadway Alignment Study
update. The third steering committee meeting is scheduled in September, with an open house
scheduled in early October. This study, prepared in 2010, will be updated with a consultant reviewing
the proposed alignment and anticipated construction cost.

In mid-August, representatives of the lowa DOT, City of Hiawatha, City of Cedar Rapids, and design
consultants held a field exam to review a preliminary plan set for the project to widened I-380 to a 6-
lane facility. The project area of I-380 is approximately 5-miles in length and remains a four lane
divided interstate within the city limits of Hiawatha and Cedar Rapids. The intent of this project is to
provide improvement alternatives for I-380 between lowa 100/Collins Road and County Home
Road/Linn County Highway E34 in order to improve the safety and operations of I-380. The project will
also provide the needed improvements at the Boyson Road interchange and a new interchange at
Tower Terrace Road. In 2011 the lowa DOT initiated an Interchange Justification Report (IJR) and
Environmental Assessment (EA) for improvements at I-380 and Tower Terrace Road, which is
scheduled to start construction in the fall of 2021.

Professional Services Agreement through MSA- Kelly Willadsen, Director of Parks and Recreation stated
that with the recent purchase of 18 acres for new park development in the NW territory, we are ready for
the planning stages to see if our visions align with our community’s needs. In doing so this will require a
concept plan through a professional planning service. The concept will include analysis of our planning
thus far along with our goals and objectives, evaluating our existing site, public engagement through
focus groups and putting preliminary cost estimates together for proper development.

Along with developing a concept plan, we would like to update our Comprehensive Park plan at the same
time. By doing these two projects together we will be able to collect data that will guide us on the right
path for the next 10 years. Right now, our Comprehensive Park plan is reaching its final years (2010-2020)
and has out grown its data. Much of it does not pertain to the direction we are heading, or has not been
completed based on the direction of you, as commission members and the City Council. With a dog park,
Hodge Property, and an 18-acre park it will be a great opportunity to update where we are at and the
future moving forward in Parks and Recreation.

With many residents’ sharing their opinions on Hodge Property as well as what the 18-acre park will looks
like, we want to make sure we are steering in the right direction. Based on the Citizen survey that was
completed in 2016 there are suggestions to look at trail connectivity, development of a civic recreation
center from our 2018 strategic plan, recreation programs for all ages, along with more ADA features at
our playgrounds and park facilities. To gain more understanding from our residents we will be putting
together focus groups to help guide us in the process.

Both of these projects together will take nearly 6 months to complete. It will be a great opportunity for
the commission to get involved in the development of the future park, along with the existing features
our City currently has and the direction we would like to take over the next ten years. MSA will have 3 to
4 meetings with our Commission to collect feedback and generate ideas and suggestions for our plan.

MSA has been very involved in other city projects in the last few years and has a great deal of information
about our City from the recent City Master Plan and other engineering projects. Because these two
projects go hand in hand, we can save cost by combining the two projects into one contract and working
with a company that has quality work and specialization in park planning.

By having funding left from the sale of the 18 acres, this will allow us to complete the contracted work.
Below you will see what is covered, and the process we will go through over the next six months. The





total for the two projects comes out to $21,900 a cost savings of $6,300 by combining the two projects.

Northwest Park Concept- This project will take approximately four months to complete. The project
includes four phases, three Park and Rec Commission Meetings, one City Council Meeting, and one Public
Workshop (focus group). Below is the estimated timeline for the project.

A simple phone call, message, handshake, or
hug can go a long way towards helping someone realize that suicide is not the answer.

Now, Therefore, 1, be it resolved that I, Mayor Bill Bennett, do hereby proclaim the month of September 2018,
as National Suicide Prevention Awareness Month in the City of Hiawatha.

detection interconnected with the dwelling unit smoke detectors.
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3. The floor area of the structure, excluding the basement, exceeds 10,000
square feet regardless of fire separations creating separate buildings, fire areas or
occupancies.

Exception: An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall not be required when
additions or alterations are made to existing townhouses that do not have an automatic
residential fire sprinkler system installed.

R313.1.1 Design and installation. Automatic residential fire sprinkler systems for
townhouses shall be designed and installed in accordance with NFPA 13D or Section
P2904.

R313.2 One-and two-family dwellings automatic fire sprinkler systems. An
automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall be installed in one-and two-family
dwellings when the following conditions exist:

1. The one-or two-family dwelling has a floor area greater than 4000
square feet on any one story or greater than 8000 square feet of total floor area
for all stories, excluding non-habitable areas separated from the rest of the
building by a minimum of one-hour fire-resistive construction and containing
smoke or heat detection interconnected with the dwelling unit smoke detectors.

2. The floor area of the structure, excluding the basement, exceeds 10,000
square feet regardless of fire separations creating separate buildings, fire areas or
occupancies.

Exception: Two family homes separated as required for a townhouse shall have
automatic fire sprinkler requirements as for townhouses.

Exception: An automatic residential fire sprinkler system shall not be required when
additions or alterations are made to existing one-and two-family dwellings that do not
have an automatic residential fire sprinkler system installed.

R313.2.1 Design and installation. Automatic residential fire sprinkler systems for one-
and two-family dwellings shall be designed and installed in accordance with NFPA 13D
or Section P2904.

155.19 SLAB ON GRADE FOUNDATIONS. The Hiawatha Building Code is hereby amended by
deleting exceptions #1 and #2 in Section R403.1.4.1 of the International Residential Code, and replacing
them with exception #1 as follows: Exception #3 to remain unchanged.

4. Surface water shall not be discharged to any adjacent private property except
upon drainage easements or established waterways shall not be altered so that upstream
water flow is adversely affected.

5. Water flow shall be controlled to avoid excessive volume or velocity which could
cause soil erosion or create other possible hazards.

6. Final graded lots shall comply with the grading plan and any terms of the
memorandum of agreement for the approved subdivision.
