Description of Agenda Item:
Award contract for Employee Benefits Brokerage and Consulting Services.

Background

When the Compensation Committee met in January to discuss employee wages and benefits, the decision
was made to go out for Requests for Proposals for Employee Benefits Brokerage and Consulting
Services. True North is the City’s current benefits broker and has been for the past 11+ years.

In 2013, city staff did go through a less formal process where we held meetings with Acumen and True
North to determine if there would be a cost savings between the two (2) brokerages’ abilities to go out to
market for insurance premiums. After going through the process we discovered no contrast in rates and
ended up basing the final decision to stay with True North on service provided.

This time around we sent out an extremely thorough RFP to four (4) qualified benefits brokerage firms
and all four (4) companies submitted proposals. A matrix is attached to this memo to give an overview
of the qualifications and cost for services of each brokerage.

There was a lot of information to go through and once the review process was complete, we set up
interviews with each brokerage to meet members of their team and obtain answers to our questions to
assist in reaching a decision.

Recommendation

Through our review process we determined all four (4) brokerage firms are qualified to serve as the City’s
benefits broker. They all have the ability to provide standard services such as: strategic planning, benefits
audits, claims and self funding analysis, benchmarking, and working with insurance carriers in the market
to design plan options on City’s behalf. All of the brokers offer extra amenities to their clients including:
legal, benefits and HR compliance bulletins, alerts and seminars, online portals, sponsorship of employee
training and wellness related events, and employee assistance with insurance and claims inquiries.

Each brokerage firm offered two options when setting their pay structure: (1) a commission charged on all
lines of insurance offered by the employer or (2) a fixed annual consulting fee. For example, the
brokerage would charge a per employee / per month fee on the medical insurance and a standard
insurance commission on the other lines of coverage (dental, life, vision, etc.); generally the same amount
set by the insurance carriers. In their proposals, the brokerage firms stated they were open to negotiating
fees with the City as each one has the ability to set their own commissions for groups over 50 employees.





After completing all four interviews, Compensation Committee members were in agreement to award the
Employee Benefits Brokerage and Consulting Services contract to True North. The firm did a great job of
promoting their company and all of the advanced services and technologies they are working on internally
to set themselves apart from their competitors. Below is an overview of some of the added advantages
True North can provide:

e In-house Finance and Employee Benefits staff performing claims data research to reduce the cost
of medical services and thereby working to reduce premiums for their clients.
Opportunity to look at self-funding in and outside a Captive program.

¢ In House advocates helping our employees navigate through their benefits and get them accurate
and timely information.

e lowa League of Cities’ endorsement providing the ability to offer special pricing based on large
volume of League municipalities. The City’s Workers Compensation carrier is IMWCA which is
under the lowa League of Cities umbrella. True North’s has teamed up with IMWCA through
their in-house Risk Solutions Advisor to assist with injury prevention, claims management, and
employee safety training.

e In-house Technology Team working on custom web-based and mobile applications to fit their
clients’ specific needs in the realm of benefits administration and compliance management.

e Partnering with the City to be more efficient and timely using e-signatures and working to unveil
shortly a paperless enrollment platform for clients with less than 100 employees.

e True North is broker for City’s liability insurance through ICAP; not all firms provide this type of
coverage.

Compensation Committee members present at the meeting including Dick Olson, Marty Bruns, Kim
Downs, Cindy Kudrna, and Kelly Kornegor agreed True North continues to invest in increasing the
services they provide to their clients and City is receiving our bang for the buck based on the annual fee
of $23,291.00.

Package Project - Change Order #3 reflecting an increase in contract amount with Rathje Construction Co.
City Engineer Bender gave a brief overview of the change order for the 2016-2017 Emmons Street/North Center Point
Road/Robins Road Intersection Improvements Phase 2 Roadway Package Project as follows:

Change Order #3 is the cost for changing the pavement markings originally planned from Emmons Street to the railroad on
North Center Point Road and adding pavement markings removal and new pavement markings from the railroad north to
Boyson Road. The proposal is to reconfigure this section of roadway from a four-lane roadway to a three-lane roadway
with the addition of bike lanes. After this proposed revision, the only section of Center Point Road that is remaining a four-
lane section is the area between Emmons Street and Blair’s Ferry Road. The project consultant recommended the City not
make any revisions in this area until after the construction is complete and traffic resumes the normal patterns.
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A roadway reconfiguration known as a “Road Diet” offers several high-value improvements at a low cost when applied to
traditional four-lane undivided highways. In addition to low cost, the primary benefits of a road diet include enhanced
safety, mobility and access for all road users and a "complete streets" environment to accommodate a variety of
transportation modes. A road diet typically involves converting an existing four-lane, undivided roadway segment to a
three-lane segment consisting of two through lanes and a center, two-way left-turn lane.

The existing paving north of Emmons Street will provide sufficient width for a three-lane section and two-bike lanes 6.5
feet wide and a three-foot buffer area on each side. This will work well with the posted speed limit of 35 mph and provide
a very safe riding area for bikes and bus stop lanes. The proposed painting plan includes removing all the existing lines and
symbols and painting of the lines as shown on the plan.

Council Member Olson expressed the need to move forward with maintaining a four-way stop at the Center Point Road
and Willman Street intersection; don’t see a need to wait for the consultant. Other City Council members agreed with
Olson.

Bender said implementing a permanent four-way stop at the intersection of Center Point Road and Willman Street would
require an ordinance change.

Council Member Olson directed staff to draft the ordinance change and bring it back to City Council for approval; there is
a need to slow traffic down in the Town Center district.

Discussion/Possible Action regarding fireworks ordinance
Council Member Bruns said the data from the Fireworks complaint survey is interesting and noise appears to be the
biggest complaint.

Council Member Wichtendahl commented the month of June was the least enjoyable month due to all the fireworks being
set off and is in favor of restricting the ordinance or having a shorter time frame.

Council Member Olson agreed with Wichtendahl and feels council should review the ordinance and consider some
restrictions in the city regardless of what Hiawatha’s neighboring communities do.

Council Member Rampulla said most of the noise was after 10:00 PM and questioned how the police department is going
to be able to enforce the ordinance. Rampulla felt some restrictions need to be in place.

City Administrator Downs commented she had discussions with Mayor Bennett, the Police Chief and Fire Chief on the
fireworks ordinance and have come to the realization there are a few options for restrictions. The first option is to have no
tireworks allowed, second option is to limit or reduce the time frame fireworks are allowed and the third option is to meet
with the metro communities: Cedar Rapids and Marion to put together a joint ordinance that is consistent through the
metro area. Downs suggested having a discussion with the metro communities and bring the matter back to council for
discussion.

Rampulla wondered if the city could go back to what the state provisions were before fireworks were legal.

City Attorney Parmenter said he has not heard the question come up in any of the discussions with the communities around
the state. Parmenter commented it has either been to restrict fireworks completely or restrict fireworks to certain days.

Olson asked if the police department received a lot of complaints on fireworks.
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Police Chief Marks answered the police department had 23 complaints entered into the survey and pulling calls from June
1,2017 to July 8, 2017 there were 26 calls involving fireworks. Marks continued to state there was a challenge with how
the sheriff’s office classified the calls coming in as there is not just a specific fireworks call this required a keyword search
for fireworks. The police department had 20-30 complaints for the month of June and nine complaints for the first part of
July. Marks noted there were police departments throughout the state who encountered a multitude of challenges enforcing
their ordinances and finding the responsible party who was setting off fireworks. Marks said one thing learned from the
challenges is enforcement of the ordinance is similar to how the police department handles a disorderly house, the
responsibility will fall on the property owner or person responsible for the property, and would help with enforcement.
Marks stated consistency throughout the metro area is very important.

Wichtendahl asked if any citations were issued for noise ordinance during June 1 through July 8.
Marks answered there were no citations issued for fireworks.
Approving the appointment of the Fire Department Deputy Chief EMS position

Description: Report

Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, final
plats, and rezoning requests. Several large projects are in the planning stage that requires
engineering review and approval of proposed plans. Construction of the public utilities is
underway in the Dell Ridge IIl Addition and Rolling Prairie Il addition.

The east side of the Emmons/Robins/North Center Point Road intersection reconstruction
project is almost complete. We had a scheduling meeting in Friday August 25" to plan for the
final stage of the project, the Robins Road repaving. Attached is the schedule we prepared to
complete the project by November 1*. The schedule for closing Robins Road is Monday
September 11". We will contact the businesses and prepare a press release to notify all
agencies of the detour route. Attached is the staging plan for the Robins Road phase.

We plan to have the existing contractor working on the Emmons Street/Robins Road/ North Center
Point Road do the repainting of North Center Point Road north of the new intersection to Boyson Road
starting September 11™. The existing paving north of Emmons Street will provide sufficient width for a
3-lane section and 2-bike lanes 6.5 feet wide and a 3 foot buffer area on each side. The proposed
painting plan includes removing all the existing lines and symbols and painting of the lines as shown on
the plan. The roadway will be repainted and opened at the same time we open the new intersection.
Rod has a number of signs to install behind the curb that must be placed along with the painting.

The Boyson Road Capacity Improvements project is almost complete. Rathje Construction
from Marion has constructed the pavement widening and Advanced Traffic Control has
started the repainting. The project should be complete by September 1*. We also have 2 bids
for the new signal equipment which is under the authorization amount from Council. We also
have 2 bids for the installation of the equipment with Price Electric as the low quote. We are
proceeding with a contract for the new signal equipment as soon as the equipment is





delivered. The new traffic configuration will work even if the new signals are not upgraded as
of yet.

The Edgewood Road grading and culvert project started last week. The phase | contractor is
Peterson Construction Company from Reinbeck lowa. This is a very large contactor who has
completed many projects of this type. The schedule is to complete the project, weather
permitting, by November.

The asphalt overlay of Northwood Drive from Robins Road to Nixon Drive is well underway.
We worked with the school to divert bus traffic to enter the school from the east. The entire
project should be completed by September 1*. The project is funded with road use tax.

Approval for HKL solar panel installation- The Hiawatha Kids League is seeking permission to install a green
energy producing alternative; solar panels atop the Guthridge Park concession stand. These 2 or 3 solar
panels (3.5 x 5.5’) would offset the energy consumption and would produce the most solar power if
mounted onto the roof section facing the south; this has 200 gross square feet of area or 75 square feet
of viable set back square feet. The solar panels need to be in proximity to the concession stand meter.

The solar system would produce approximately 1160 watts or 1.16 KW (5$200) per year and the HKL
energy consumption averages 5.5 KWH each season or ($500). The offset would be captured with a bi-
directional meter provided by Alliant Energy; the meter would spin in the opposite (favorable) direction
when energy was being produced by the solar panels.

Moxie Solar from North Liberty, lowa would conduct the installation with certified contractors and
electricians. Total cost would be under $4000, HKL intends to pay for the installation and maintenance of
the solar system with City guidance. Hiawatha Kids League has earned a Green Communities grant for
$2500 and would pay for the balance of the installation with budgeted funds for special projects. Moxie
Solar would initiate a contract with the City of Hiawatha and abide to all the necessary codes and
installation requirements for proper mechanical and electrical functionality. Desired installation would be
for the fall of 2017. Before install the City will need to remove the maple tree in front of the concession
stand for safety purposes so that kids cannot climb on the roof moving forward. There will be a tree
replanted after construction.

The Solar Panel would demonstrate to the youth and families of the league the benefits of green energy
alternatives and how solar energy is converted into useful applications in the concession stand. The solar





panels have a life span of over 20 years and would help HKL defray the cost and use of traditional energy
for year to come.

Kelly, Kim Downs, Patrick Parsley (Community Development) and Mark Parmenter (City Attorney) met
with Chris Richards who is the head of project to discuss moving forward and making sure all permits and
necessary guidelines are met by the Park and Rec and Community Development departments. Mark
Parmenter included a draft that explains the partnership and what is expected of Hiawatha Kids League
moving forward. Hiawatha Kids League will be responsible for maintaining the panels once they are
placed on the facility. | am asking for a recommendation to council to move forward with the construction
of this project. Hiawatha Kids League has done great things for our community. With your approval, this
will go to City Council at the August 16" meeting.

Motion made by Dawn Ewoldt, second by Dan Wilkes to recommend to council to approve the
installation of solar panel at Guthridge Park. Motion carried.

adopted the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Plan (the "Plan") for the Hiawatha Urban Renewal Area
(the "Urban Renewal Area" or "Area") described therein, which Plan as amended, is on file in

WHEREAS, it is desirable that properties within the Area be redeveloped as part of the
overall redevelopment arca covered by said Plan: and

WHEREAS, the City of Hiawatha, lowa (*City™). Edge Holdings, LLC (*Developer™)
and The Dancer’s Edge L.L.C. (“Tenant”) entered into an Agreement for Private Development
on July 5, 2017 pursuant to Resolution No. 17-129 (*Agreement™); and

WHEREAS, the parties previously executed the Original Agreement in which Developer
is obligated to cause certain Minimum Improvements to the Existing Facility, and in
consideration of Developer’s obligations, the City agrees to provide certain incentives to
Developer; and

WHEREAS. the parties have now agreed to amend the Original Agreement to update the
legal description of the Development Property: and

b. Development policies in the dispensing of the funds should attract, retain, or
expand businesses that produce exports or import substitutes or which generate
tourism-related activities.

&, Development policies in the dispensing or use of the funds should be targeted
toward businesses that generate public gains and benefits, which gains and
benefits are warranted in comparison to the amount of the funds dispensed.

d. Development policies in dispensing the funds should not be used to attract a
business presently located within the state to relocate to another portion of the
state unless the business is considering in good faith to relocate outside the state
or unless the relocation is related to an expansion which will generate significant
new job creation. Jobs created as a result of other jobs in similar lowa businesses
