DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

In this memorandum of agreement, the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa will

be known as the “CITY"; and Forrest Ridge L.L.C., will be known as the “DEVELOPER”.

WHEREAS, Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code of the City

of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa requires the DEVELOPER of new subdivisions located
within the CITY to construct, or give satisfactory assurance to the CITY that it will
construct certain improvements: and,

WHEREAS, the DEVELOPER, above described, is now in the process of

subdividing the premises legally described as follows to wit:
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See Attachment A

subdivision shall be known as Dell Ridge Second Addition
to the City of Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa.

The DEVELOPER proposes to record a final plat situated on a portion of the
Real Estate to be known as Dell Ridge Second Addition to the City of Hiawatha,
Linn County, lowa, and has prepared a proposed final plat of such addition (the
“Plat”). Said Addition consists of Lots 1 through 11, Lot A and Lot B, all-inclusive.

The public improvements that lie within or provide service to the area included in
the proposed final plat of Dell Ridge Second Addition to the City of Hiawatha,
Linn County, lowa have not yet been completed to date, and in order to receive
the CITY’s approval of the proposed plat the DEVELOPER by this Agreement is
willing to obligate Lots 1 through 11 Dell Ridge Second Addition to the City of
Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, for the construction and costs of said
improvements.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

i

That the DEVELOPER has provided assurance that all improvements will be
constructed and will perform to CITY Standards as required by Chapter 165 of
the Hiawatha Unified Development Code. That the DEVELOPER shall complete,
and the CITY shall accept, all the items applicable to said subdivision set forth in
the plan of improvements, not later than the earlier of a) one (1) year from the
date of passage of the City Council Resolution approving the Development
Agreement unless specifically extended by the Council; or b) occupancy of a
newly constructed principal structure built upon a lot in the subdivision. Upon
completion of the Improvements, the City Council shall cause to be filed a
release instrument. Such release instrument will indicate that the Improvements
have been accepted by the City Council and will release the DEVELOPER and
the Real Estate from all obligations due under this Agreement and will specifically
discharge and release the DEVELOPER and the Real Estate from any lien. If
necessary, the City Council shall also cause to be executed and/or filed any





additional instrument(s) reasonably required by the DEVELOPER to further
demonstrate that the Improvements have been satisfactorily completed with the
following exception:

Construction of sidewalk shall be as described in paragraph 2 below.

2. That the DEVELOPER will either construct, or cause to be constructed, within
said subdivision all sidewalk required by Chapter 165 and 136 of the Code of
Ordinances as follows:

That said sidewalk shall be constructed to meet City Engineer’s specifications adjacent
to lots 1 to 9, as shown on attached Sidewalk Exhibit, in the subdivision as part of the
construction of a principal structure on each lot.

Notwithstanding the above, the DEVELOPER agrees to construct sidewalk adjacent to
any lot which has not had sidewalk constructed for which the City Council passes a
resolution of necessity within a period of time established within said resolution of
necessity.

3. That the City acknowledges that the DEVELOPER has paid the final plat filing
fee in the amount of $300.00.

4. That street lighting (2-LED UrbanScape Poles and Lamps) shall be installed at
the DEVELOPER'S expense in accordance with City Council Resolution 12-138.
Or, the DEVELOPER has provided an acceptable verification of payment to the
appropriate utility company for said street lighting installation.

5. That the DEVELOPER has secured a NPDES General Permit No. 2 from the
Department of Natural Resources and developed a pollution prevention plan and
agrees to maintain and control the premises so as to prevent erosion. The
DEVELOPER further assumes responsibility for any costs associated with
erosion and/or siltation of this development as outlined in Section 167 of the
Code of Ordinances as a result of development of this subdivision.

6. Thatthe DEVELOPER agrees that Lot A, Dell Ridge First Addition is designated
as a storm water detention facility and will be operated and maintained as such
according to Section 162 of the Code of Ordinances.

7. That all public improvements shall be constructed to CITY standards and shall be
inspected by the City Engineer. The DEVELOPER and any contractor or other
agent employed by the DEVELOPER shall provide maintenance surety required
by Chapter 165 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code prior to acceptance
of the completed Improvements by the City.

8. DEVELOPER and any contractor or agent employed by the DEVELOPER shall
provide insurance as reasonably required by the City Council when working
within the public rights-of-way.

That all improvements and construction on property dedicated to the CITY shall
become property of the CITY upon acceptance by the CITY (except private
service connections to sewer and water lines). Such acceptance by the CITY of
an improvement shall constitute a release of the obligations hereunder with
respect to said improvement, except, as to being a surety under the maintenance
bond.

If the DEVELOPER fails to complete the Improvements within the time period as
provided in the Agreement, the CITY may cause the Improvements to be
constructed in all respects as it shall reasonably deem appropriate. DEVELOPER
shall remain responsible for all cost incurred by the CITY in completing the
Improvements. In order to assure payment of such costs, if the DEVELOPER has
not completed the Improvements within the time period above provided, the CITY
and DEVELOPER further agree to the following assessment agreement as
provided for in Chapter 165.67.12 of the Hiawatha Unified Development Code.

a. In consideration of the construction of the Improvements by the
CITY, the undersigned DEVELOPER hereby waives Notice of such
construction, waives all legal formalities required by the laws of lowa to
be observed by cities in the construction of Improvements where the
expense of the Improvements is to be assessed, and waives each and
every gquestion of jurisdiction. The intention of the DEVELOPER is to
authorize and direct the CITY to construct the Improvements without
any of the formalities or legal proceedings required of cities in
constructing like improvements. The express intention of the
DEVELOPER is that the Improvements shall be constructed as
aforesaid as if each and every legal requirement pertaining thereto was
fully and faithfully observed and performed.

b. ltis further agreed that the CITY by and through its Council may
make assessments against the properties described herein as Lots 1
through 11 all-inclusive, Dell Ridge Second Addition to the City of
Hiawatha, Linn County, lowa, for the cost of the construction of the
Improvements, to the extent of the entire actual cost deemed
necessary by the City Council. Such cost shall be allocated to each lot
according to the benefit received by that lot.

c. lItis also agreed that said assessment so made shall be a lien
upon the Real Estate, and the undersigned DEVELOPER hereby
agrees to pay the amount is thus assessed against the Real Estate,
and said assessment shall have the same legal force and effect as if
all the legal formalities provided by law in such cases had been fully
and faithfully performed and observed. The DEVELOPER hereby
expressly waived every objection to said assessment. The
DEVELOPER hereby authorizes the Council of the City of Hiawatha,
lowa, to pass any Resolution requisite or necessary to order and
secure the Improvements, to provide for the construction of the same
and to make assessment herein provide for, without further notice to
DEVELOPER or owner of any of the said lots.

d. Notwithstanding anything on this Agreement to the contrary, any
assessment made under this Agreement shall not be a lien against any
property described herein unless and until the CITY records with the
Linn County Recorder a “Notice of Assessment Lien” which Notice
shall describe the property against which the lien attaches and the
amount of the lien.

e. Portions of the land include in said Lots 1 through 11 all-inclusive
shall not be released from the requirements of this Agreement prior to
the completion of all required improvements associated with the lot or
lots as determined by the City Council.

That the DEVELOPER agrees to assume all expenses for any damage to public
utilities, public improvements or other property and assumes all risk of loss to the
improvements contemplated by this agreement until final acceptance by the
CITY.

That the DEVELOPER agrees that building permits for any structure will not be
allowed without an emergency access plan submitted and approved by the
Hiawatha Fire Department.

That the DEVELOPER agrees that occupancy of any structure will not be allowed
until all the improvements outlined in paragraph 7 above have been approved
and accepted by the City of Hiawatha and the required Certificate of Final
Occupancy is issued.

That the DEVELOPER will not allow access to Edgewood Road (formerly
Loggerhead Road) from lots 4, 5, 6 and 7.

That the DEVELOPER acknowledges that the home owners shall be responsible
for reimbursement to the Hiawatha Water Department for water used within
individual homes.

That the DEVELOPER acknowledges that the CITY will install no-parking
restrictions on one side of each street that contains the water main and fire
hydrants.

That the DEVELOPER agrees to hold the CITY harmless and to indemnify the
CITY against all claims made by any person as a result of personal injury or
property damage occurring during the construction of improvements
contemplated by this agreement.

That this agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto and their heirs,
successors and assigns, and the sale by the DEVELOPER of all or any part of
the premises in said subdivision shall transfer obligations of the DEVELOPER to
the successor in interest.





19. That this memorandum of agreement shall be recorded by the DEVELOPER at
the same time as recording the plat, and the CITY agrees that the City Engineer
may, by written letter, satisfy any portion of this agreement as having been
satisfactorily completed by the DEVELOPER other than final acceptance of the
improvements

20. Should any ambiguities arise in the construction of this agreement, it is agreed
that it shall be construed to favor public over private interests.

RE:  CDBG Owner Occupied Housing Rehabilitation Grant/Application

In an effort to retain the supply of decent and affordable housing for low to moderate
income home owners’ staff would like the city council and mayor to support the initiative
and to provide a local match for home rehabilitation. This initiative could be done
through a state program called Housing Rehabilitation Community Development Block
Grant.

The Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) for owner occupied housing
rehabilitation is a grant awarded to a city through a competitive application process that
assists low to moderate (LMI) income homeowners with repairs on their property to
meet minimum housing standards and address lead hazard concerns. The grant assists
six (6) single family homes with a maximum of $24,999 in general repairs and an
additional $7,500 for lead reduction work if necessary. The homeowners must be
income qualified, owner of the home for 1 year prior to their application, must be their
primary residence, be current on utilities/taxes, etc...

The CDBG application would require a match from the city ranging from $12,000-
$15,000. The required local match component would go towards actual rehab and any
technical services that may not be reimbursable. The local match is a Council decision
on how much to contribute, but the dollars the city puts in is a competitive process and a
higher match does earn scoring points.

We would have to focus on a section of the LMI area that has the highest concentration
of owner occupied homes. Attached is a map that demonstrates our LMI area.

We will determine the first target area by committee after council's approval to move
forward. The committee will consist of staff, the mayor, a council member and the
agency that will assist with the application process. The application is fairly detailed and
lengthy process; however we can use an agency that would help write the application
with no additional fees. | have spoken to two agencies; MSA and our EClcog both are
very familiar with the program and have written many successful applications.





Prior to completing the application there will be up front work; we will need to send a
letter to the citizens in the targeted area informing them of the potential program and
council’s intent. Then we would need to have the citizens in the targeted LMI area to
complete the required income surveys. We will need an 80% response rate of the area.
We may have to knock on doors to get this high of a response. The survey is
confidential with the information only available to the program administrators. Of the
80% response 50%+ will need to meet the LMI criteria for us to move forward. Once
that information is secured we would then complete the application. The application will
be due mid January.

Today | am asking for council to authorize city staff to:

1. Determine target area of LMI with the highest concentration of owner
occupied housing,

2. test citizens interest by sending out informational letters,

3. Allow staff and volunteers to knock on doors to gather the required income
survey’s,

4. Determine which agency will administrator the program if the income surveys
demonstrate 50+ meet the LMI requirements. The agencies fees for admin
and technical services are part of our local match,

5. Submit CDBG Owner Occupied Housing Rehabilitation Grant Application,

6. Provide the needed local match through LOSSTfunds or bonding

One additional note: This type of housing grant would meet one of our community’s
needs and is a component of our current Comprehensive Plan 2036 document that was
shared during our public input meeting this last Wednesday night.

The Housing Rehabilitation Community Development Block Grant is a program that can
be applied for each year based on our community needs and funding capabilities.

Description: Report

Working with Public Works whenever necessary.

Working with the Community Development Department to review building site plans, rezoning
requests, and citizen requests.

Construction is mostly complete on the Dell Ridge Phase Il and Heritage Green 12" Additions.

Ricklefs Excavating Inc. from Anamosa is mostly complete with the construction of the
construction of the sewer and water main extension to the newly annexed area along
Edgewood Road between Fitzroy Road and County Home Road. Over 5000 feet of feet of 12
“water main, 2700 feet of 8” sanitary sewer, and 4000 feet of 8” pressure line has been
constructed. The new lift station is constructed and scheduled to be started and calibrated on
September 7t

The first phase of the North Center Point/Emmons/Robins intersection with Ricklefs
Excavating is approximately 90% complete and Robins Road has been reopened to traffic.
Emmons street west of North Center Point Road is now closed for the final connections of the
new water main and franchise utility conduit. A detour has been established on 4" Avenue to
Willman Street and a 4-way stop has been temporally installed at Willman Street and North
Center Point Road. The project is scheduled to be complete with the final cleaning and seeding
to take place in the next few weeks. We are preparing two change orders, one for additional
storm sewer work at 114 Oak Street. The other change order is a no-cost change order for
boring water main in lieu of open cutting the street.

Rathje Construction Inc. from Marion lowa has started to reconstruct the existing intersection
of North Center Point Road/Emmons Street/Robins Road Phase Il.

The next step will be to develop a presentation at the IDOT Commission meeting planned for
October 11" in Dubuque. More to follow.

We have started design of the Boyson Road Interchange interim improvement project. We
needed to reformat the traffic study we prepared for the IDOT and add existing crash data for
all three intersections. The DOT has asked for more traffic studies of the possible impact on
the 1-380 off ramps. We are working with the DOT to resolve these concerns.

The design has started on the Boyson Trail Extension project. We will be setting a public
hearing at the September 7" Council meeting to start the bidding process for this project. We
are planning to complete construction this fall.

Superintendent’s Report

Carl Ransford began his last Superintendent’s report by thanking the Water Board. This was Carl’s last day with the
Water Department and is retiring from the City of Hiawatha after 40 years of service. He then turned the report over to
Marty Recker, the new Water Superintendent.

Recker informed the Water Board of a water main break on August 9", MJ Electrical was boring in new electrical conduit
on A Ave. and E. Clark St. when they bored thru our 8” water main on E. Clark St. Ricklefs Excavating repaired the
broken pipe. The water main had been located so the responsibility falls on MJ Electrical’s.

The water tower on Robins Rd. has been power washed. In the process of cleaning the bowl, paint chips were flaking off
due to the high pressure. The paint chips landed on area houses and vehicles. The cleaning crew was made aware of the
problem and they took care of each resident affected by the falling paint chips. The bowl will now need to be repainted.
This fall we are scheduled for routine maintenance and inspection by Utility Services. They will have the bowl repainted
at that time so we don’t have to drain the tower 2 times.

The hydraulic valve exerciser has been received from E.H. Wachs. We are now waiting to receive the new truck. The
truck has been built and is waiting on safety inspections. Once that is complete the truck will be sent to get the new box.





With LOST funds, the Fire Department and Water Department were able to purchase 230 Storz fitting to be installed on
the remaining fire hydrants throughout the City. These fittings are adaptors placed on the steamer nozzle on the hydrant
for quicker connection time for the Fire Department.

On Monday, July 18, Alex Studt was mowing grass when he was stung by a bee. Having had
previous reaction to bee sting, he took some Benadryl, told his 16 year old son, Dalton, to get in the
car, and began driving toward the St. Luke’s Urgent Care at Boyson and Center Point Rd. As they
approached Center Point Rd. and East Clark Street, still driving Alex became unresponsive. Still
behind the wheel, Alex was still pushing on the accelerator, but not steering.

Dalton, sitting in the passenger seat, began blowing the horn and steering the car. Dalton was
able to turn the car from Clark Street north on Center Point Rd. Witnesses reported that the car
veered into oncoming traffic. Dalton then went through the red light at Emmons Street, still
blowing the horn and steering from the passenger seat, his Dad unconscious in the driver’s seat. As
they approached the area of Go Daddy, Dalton, using one hand to steer, was able to use the other
hand to push on the brake and bring the car to a stop against the curb. He found his Father’s phone
on the floor and called 9-1-1.

Certainly, without Dalton’s fast thinking and controlling the vehicle, lives could have been lost.
The vehicle could have easily struck another moving vehicle, a pedestrian, or even a stationary object,
causing further injury or even death. Dalton’s actions that day cleatly saved the life of his Father, and
prevented the loss of additional life.

For thus reason, the Hiawatha Fire Department and Hiawatha Police Department recognize
Dalton for his actions on July 18, 2016 by presenting him a life saving award.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
HIAWATHA, IOWA, 1996, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 137 VACATION AND
DISPOSAL OF STREETS §137.05 DISPOSAL OF VACATED STREETS OR ALLEYS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HIAWATHA, IOWA:

SECTION 1. Chapter 137, Section 137.05 Disposal of Vacated Streets or Alleys, of the Code of
Ordinances of the City of Hiawatha, Iowa, 1996, is hereby amended as follows:

137.05 DISPOSAL OF VACATED STREETS OR ALLEYS. When in the judgment of the
Council it would be in the best interest of the City to dispose of a vacated street or alley, portion
thereof or public ground, the Council may do so in accordance with the provisions of Section
364.7, Code of Iowa.

L Disposal of Vacated Public Ground. The City of Hiawatha has determined the
necessity for the disposal of the following vacated properties:

A. Southeast corner of Boyson Road and North Center Point Road including
Parcels A and C which give access to Parcel B with an address known as 999
Boyson Road.

B. Langston Drive right-of-way east of 12" Avenue identified in Parcel A,
Plat of Survey No. 2075.

(ADD)

C. Southeast corner of Stamy Road and Tower Terrace Road identified
in Parcel A, Plat of Survey No. 1913 with an address known as 905 Tower
Terrace Road.

D. Northerly portion of Kainz Drive right-of-way identified in Parcel A,
Plat of Survey No. 1929, Auditor’s Plat No. 372.

E. Part of Lot 18, Boyson Road right-of-way identified in Parcel A, Plat
of Survey No. 1952, Auditor’s Plat No. 372.

F. Boyson Road right-of-way identified in Parcel A, Plat of Survey No.
1995 with an address known as 1195 Boyson Road.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the
ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.
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SECTION 3.  WHEN EFFECTIVE. This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final
passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

The lighting on the exterior of the fire station is 16 years old, the original exterior lighting. As
you are well aware, the technology of lighting has improved considerably over that time period. We
have been researching options for some time. Last year, you included $17,000 in the CIP for lighting
upgrades at the fire station. We invited four Hiawatha vendors to submit quotes for replacing the
exterior lightung: Hawkeyve Electric, Munson Electric, Gleeson Electric, and Premier Electric. Three
vendors returned quotes, Gleeson Electric did not.

I asked each vendor to provide a quote for replacing the exterior lights. My request included
replacing the fifteen smaller 200w metal halide lights that are on an automatic sensor, and the four-
400w Metal Halides that are work lights on a switch. Munson Electric has the lowest quote. In
addition to the being the lowest, he included some additional items that I did not ask for originally,
replacement of several small can lights above pedestrian doors, and the flagpole light.  The quotes
are as shown below. T believe Munson is the best quote and is also the lowest. The estimated
pavback on electrical savings on this project should be about three years, and we should experience
an annual saving in maintenance cost of about $400.

I am asking you to approve $6,125 from already allocated CIP money for this project. We will
move forward with the interior lighting ar a later date.

I am writing this evening to request two items:

1) The Fire Department has received notification from the Federal Emergency Management
Agency that we have been awarded an Assistance for Firefighters Grant. The approved
amount of the grant i1s $275,320, Federal share is $262,210 and the city’s share is $13,110 or
5 percent of the Federal Share. The purpose of the grant is to enhance firefighter safety and
to improve operations by providing personal protective equipment. Specifically, we are
going to purchase Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus units and a high pressure compressor
with fill station to replenish the apparatus with air. Ms. Kudrna recommends using LOSST
funds for the city share. I am requesting that you allow the Fire Department to accept the
grant and authorize the expenditures from LOSST funds for the city share.

2) I am requesting authorization to send out a request for quotes for the new equipment. In the
next few weeks we will schedule vendors to come to the Fire Station for demonstrations. We
will then solicit quotes and hopefully bring them to you early October.

This is a significant grant; all of our breathing apparatus is at least 10 years old, and some units
are more than 20 years old. They are 2-3 code standard cycles out of date. We have maintained their
integrity through upgrades and service over the years, but that is no longer a possibility. My original
intent was to purchase this equipment with CIP or borrowed money in the next few years, but as you
know, CIP money is tight. This grant will now allow us to make this significant equipment
replacement at a comparably minimal cost, and free up nearly a quarter of a million dollars to use
elsewhere in the CIP.
