Resolution 05-14 Approved
Water Service Request at JN Andrews Christian Academy School

Ransford explained that JN Andrews Christian Academy School is requesting a hookup to Hiawatha Water since their well is showing signs of failing. Currently they are in Linn County and our watermain goes past their property.  Ransford explained to the board that JN Andrews would need to send a letter of intent to annex into Hiawatha or start the annexation process. Ransford has also spoken with school board member Douglas Shipman, he understands and says they are willing to annex into Hiawatha. The board said JN Andrew would not have to pay a hookup fee per a previous agreement the City made with other properties in that area, but they would be responsible for the cost of running a service line to the watermain.  In addition to the service line cost, JN Andrews would be responsible for the consumer meter charges, meter deposit, and monthly water bills. 
Charlie Fridal made a motion to provide water service to JN Andrews Christian Academy School if they send a letter of intent to annex or start the annexation process.  They will be responsible for the cost of running a service line to the watermain plus consumer meter charges, meter deposit, and monthly water bills.  Patrick White seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 

Consider Resolution Setting Public Hearing for the 2014 Watermain Replacement Project on 6th Ave, 7th Ave and Emmons St. and Hydrants at N 15th, N 18th, and N 20th Ave. on Boyson Rd.

Ransford explained that we are not required by the state to add fluoride, but in 1980 we were given a grant to do so.
