REGULAR MEETING

April 20, 2010
Meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Chairperson Beverly Daws in Conference Room B at 101 N Center Point Road. Members present were Troy Andersen, Charles Fridal, Gary Casady, and Beverly Daws. Also present was Water Superintendent Carl Ransford, Water System Supervisor Marty Recker, CityAdminstrator Gary Rogers and Secretary Debra Larson. Absent was Sandy Brewer. Roll was called.

Andersen moved to approve the agenda. Fridal seconded. Carried.

Fridal moved to approve the minutes of March 2010. Casady seconded. Carried.

Fridal moved to pay the bills. Andersen seconded. Carried.

Fridal moved to approve the financial report of March 2010. Andersen seconded. Carried.

BUSINESS:
Ransford went over the water board about the pictures taken by the IDOT from under the bridge on Emmons Street and the letter from Hall and Hall. The pictures were taken when there was snow on the ground. Ransford and Recker had looked at it now and could not find any leaks. Ransford told the board the expansion joints are corroding and need to be replace.  Hall & Hall Engineers will be setting up another meeting the IDOT, Hall & Hall Engineers, and Ransford on site.
Fridal made a motion to pass Resolution 09-10 Amending Multiple Sections of the Rules and Regulations. Casady seconded the motion. Carried. Roll was called.

ABSENT: Brewer
To get capital projects out of the red Ransford recommended transferring funds from our investments to capital projects to get it out of the negative. Fridal made a motion to transfer $103,032.37. Andersen seconded the motion. All was in favor. Motion carried.
Gary Rogers introduced himself to the board members. He had not met all the board members yet and wanted to come to a meeting. The each board member introduced themselves.
Board members discussed the irrigation meter at 102 S Ashworth Court. Sara Ries had prepared a spread with the average of 5 other properties comparing irrigation usage. Fridal made a motion to charge the customer $1,445.69 for the water used over the past five years. Andersen seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion was carried. The customer needs to apply to for a sewer waiver with City Council for the past 5 years. 
Andersen made a motion to have Ransford  take the lighting of the tower to a Council work session. Fridal seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Comm Speed is selling their business to Speed Net who operate out of Michigan. Comm Speed would like to transfer the contract to Speed Net. Ransford told the board we had sent the paper work to the attorney to make sure everything was done correctly.

Superintendent Report

Ransford touched on the letter he had written to Palo asking them to let us know what their attentions were.

Ransford told the board the City Council passed Resolution 10-082 NW Project. They would be paying 75% and we reimburse them for 25% of the project. Ransford also stated the water rates need to be increase 4% to help cover part of the project. Ransford would have more later on rate increase. 

Ransford told the board we had started flushing the hydrants for this year.

Ransford explained to the board that we had sent out 40 letters on the well head protection project. We had only one response so far. They only wanted to know where they were on the map. Ransford told the board the next step was to put it on the website and in the newsletter.
 Fridal moved to adjourn the meeting. Andersen seconded. Meeting was adjourned at 8:05 pm.
