The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.

A. CALL TO ORDER – ROLL CALL
Present: Dian Boysen, Janet Libe, Travis Christopher, Brenda Powers and Bonnie Galbraith.  Also present: Marty Bruns, City Councilman.

B. PUBLIC FORUM

The Public Forum was opened at 7:00 pm.  No visitors were present; therefore the Public Forum was closed at 7:01 pm.
C. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Travis Christopher made a motion to approve the agenda.  Dian Boysen seconded and the motion carried.

D. MINUTES OF LAST MEETING

A correction was noted on the minutes from the April 10 meeting.  Under item G. Librarian’s Report, Bills, Travis Christopher’s name was misspelled.  Brenda Powers made a motion to approve the minutes as corrected.  Bonnie Galbraith seconded and the motion carried.

E. OLD BUSINESS

1. Discussion/update regarding RFP for janitorial services – The RFP is due May 10.  As of today, May 8, only one RFP has been submitted from Cedar Rapids Janitorial.  This is the service that currently does the janitorial work for the library.

F. NEW BUSINESS

1.  Discussion regarding adding additional self-check station and costs – Jeaneal discussed the possibility of getting another self-check station only this would be a self enclosed kiosk.  There is $21,417 remaining in the account for purchasing.  The quote Jeaneal received is for $17,155, well within budget.  Some parts of the quote would not be needed, so the final quotation will be lower still.  Jeaneal will probably be bringing a resolution to the Board next month.

2. Discussion/resolution regarding hiring Tracy Clair as Youth Services Assistant – Resolution 12-02.  Be it resolved that the Hiawatha Public Library hire Tracy Clair as a Youth Services Assistant/Library Assistant for 30 hours per week at the rate of $13.18 per hour effective May 2, 2012.  Passed and approved this 8th day of May, 2012
3. Discussion/resolution regarding hiring Mark Kuehnle as Library Page – Resolution 12-03.  Be it resolved that the Hiawatha Public Library hire Mark Kuehnle as a Library Page at the rate of $9.00/hour effective May 7, 2012.  Passed and approved this 8th day of May, 2012.
4. Discussion/resolution regarding hiring Erin Zaputil as Library Page – Be it resolved that the Hiawatha Public Library hire Erin Zaputil as a Library Page at the rate of $9.00/hour effective May 8, 2012.  Passed and approved this 8th day of May, 2012.
G. LIBRARIANS REPORT

1.  Monthly reports – The monthly report was reviewed.  It was noted that circulation was up, library visits were up and the meeting rooms continue to be used often.  Self check was down a little.
2. Bills – Bills were reviewed.  A bill from Hawkeye Electric was listed but will be removed as it does not belong to the library.  Dian Boysen made a motion to pay the bills as amended.  Travis Christopher seconded and the motion carried.

3. Anticipated expenditures – None noted at this time.
4. Library news – Lots of activities are being planned for the summer.  There is “Between the Covers” an adult summer program, “Dream Big Read!” for birth through fifth graders, and “Own the Night” for sixth through twelfth graders.  In addition there continues to be a crochet club and other book clubs.  The Out Loud Series continues to go well.  The Kiwanis Club has donated $200 worth of books, and “Foster Grandmother” Barb will be at the library this summer.
