Farmer’s Daughter’s Market – Revised Site Plan – 495 Miller Road
Mark Powers, Community Development Director explained that the revised site plan request is for a 140 square foot shed with a 70 square foot porch area.  Comments were received from the City Engineer to make sure that the shed is not blocking the drainage swale running behind the building.
Commission member, Lee Rathje asked if the shed was moveable.  Mark Powers stated that it was moveable but the Community Development Department will require a tie down system with anchors so the wind doesn’t take it.

Commission member, Mike Hook presented RESOLUTION #10-09 approving revised Site Plan Farmer’s Daughter’s Market for a 140 square foot shed with a 70 square foot porch area located at 495 Miller Road, requested by Farmer’s Daughter’s Market with the condition that the shed be placed out of the drainage swale running behind the building, second by Keith Sams.

Discussion with possible recommendation to City Council to add Storage Area Site Plan Submittals as an approved use in the Unified Development Code
Mark Powers, Community Development Director explained that if the Commission decides to make a recommendation to Council to amend the Unified Development Code to add storage area as an approved land use in I-1 and I-2 Zoning Districts there would be restrictions and regulations on that use.  No sales would be allowed and screenage would be required.  Storage area use would have basically the same requirements as a site plan submittal there just wouldn’t be a building on the lot.  This way the major lot improvements will be done and a building could be constructed in place of the storage use if desired in the future.
Commission member, Keith Sams moved to recommend that the City Council amend the Unified Development Code to add Storage Area as an approved land use in I-1 and I-2 Zoning Districts, second by Mike Hook. Motion carried.
